YWants Equality of Populfition and Com-
munity of Interests—The ¥Franchise
Act—Discussing the Criminal Law-—-De-
famatory Libel—Other Proceedings in
the House Yesterday.

Orrawa, June 3.—An old and familiar
friead in the shape of the Franchise Act
vecupied the attention of the House for a
few minutes on Hon. Mr. Patterson’s mo-
tion for the second reading of the act re:
specting the voters’ lists of 1891, 3

Hon. Mr. Laurier said he did not intend
to-op, the bill, but would call attention
to the fact that although the Franchise Act
of 1885 provided for an anuual revision of
the voters’ lists they had only been revised
In 1886, 1889 and 1891, the Government
having to ask for legislation to remove the
necessity for revision for the other years.
He hoped that next year the Government
would repeal the act.

Hon. Mr. Patterson said that next year
|t was the intention of the Government to
ntroduce a bill wnich will simplify the re-
vision of the lists and reduce the expenses.

Hon. Mr. Mills®announced that when
the bill was in  committee he
would move that the clause which
provides that there be no revision
this year be amended by exczpting London.
He said there were 230 names on the Lon-
don voters’ lists which ought not to be
there, and the lists ought to be revised.

Sir Richard Cartwright also had a griev-
ance. One clause of the act reporting the
voters’ lists legalizes those lists .which were
not received by the Clerk of the Crown in
Chancery until safter the end of the year.
Bir Richard said that this point had been
raised in some protested election cases now
pending, and he' did not think the House
pught to interfere with past legislation.

Mr. D’Alton McCarthy has given notice
of an amendment, which he proposes to
move on Tuesday, on the motion for second
reading of the bill No. 76, ‘‘an act to re-
adjust the representation in the House of
Commons.” It is as follows: “That said
bill be not now read the second time, but
that. it be resolved that the distribution
of seats of members of this House
should, so far as practicable, be
basel  on equality of population,
dué regard being had to the community of
interests existing - in localities, a full and
fair expression of public opinion and the
Rmmpoe and stability of constituencies.

at the most effective way of accomplish-
ing these ends is to assume county and city
boundaries as the natural limits of electoral
districts, with equitable divisions thereof
constituted, and with compactness as re-
gards geographical position and based on
well-kpown existing areas, where the popu-
lation entitles the city or county to two or
more representatives. That the system now
prevailing, and pro osed to be continned by
the said bill; fails to secure equality
of population, _ ignores community
of interests, disregards geographical
compactness, rend stability impos-
gible, and is liable to gross abuse in
affording opportunities in the arrangement
of elecwnf districts for promoting party
aims and obtaining party advauntages re-
gardless of the consideration which ought
to determine the settlement of the repre-
sentatives of the people in this House.”

his fellows. They therefore refused to
allow Hoffman’s vote to be recorded on any
question that came before the body. Hoff-
man appealed to the High Court of Justice
of Saxony, which has just rendered a_de-
cision in the case, holding that a civil
married being valid in law, Hoffman had
committed no act which would disqualify
him from sitting as a member of a muniai-
pal council.

of our directorate ; to the diligeuce of our
Executive, and to the wholly exceptional
gualificatious of our manadger, aidad lutterly
by the most valuable services of Vice-Presi-
asnt Hoskin,

Qur large returns have been due not to
high charges—for our charges are as low as
they can well be made—but to the great
volume of business doue on & moderate cash
capital.

The character of our business demands a
high-class staff not to be obtained without
good salarips. lts extent bas eunabled us to
employ such e staff and to incur with a view”
to efficiency large expenditures. The pét
margin of proflt which we show, handsgine
thougzh it be, is yet infinitesimal, measgired
by the thirteen and a balf millions of trans-
actions indicated in the report. We have
adbered to, and I hope will perpetuate, the
policy of dividiug only a moderate interesst
on our realized capital, and accumulating
our business profits for the further security
of our clients and our sharebolders. As to
the future, our net percentage returos de-
rivable from court and other guaranteed in-
vestments must rather dimioish than io-
crease. The margin of gross profit has been
reduced by the lowered rate of interest, and
