Failing to Secure Policles on This Man
the Nephew Was Insured— Misrepre-
fons Made in F ick's Appli-

| Pri s € d fer Trial
After peellnlnz to Make Any Statement

St. Thonmias, Jan. 18.—At the magis-
terialenquiry into the Middlemarch mur-
der .on Saturday, Patrick Fitspatrick,
known as * Pat the Diver,” was the
first witness called.

Fitzpatrick sajd he had drunk heavily
for the past 10 years, and time = and
again had been brought up before the
police magistrate for being' drunk and
senl to jail to sober up. He got out of
Central Prison on Saturday, April 29,
1894, From' April till the following June
he saw the prisoners frequently, and
both prisoners treated him several times
at the Penwarden House. They had a
knowledge of his habits, Hendershott
seeing him drink several times. He did
not know as regards Welter seeing him
drink. IHe denied owing Hendershott any-
thing. Hendershott never asked him for
a cent. &

Approached by Hendershott to Insure.

He saw: both prisoners in June.' Both
prisoners came to him at the Penwarden
House, and Hendershott wanted him to
get insured. Pat said he had no money,
to pay premiums on $2000 insurance;
that he didu't have enough money to
‘“ feed his face.” Hendershott said he
would pay the premiums if Pat would
make the policy payable to him. Pat
said, all right, that he would see them
again aud Hendeyshott said that * we
will have a good time.” After this con-
versation they had a drink, Weller, treat-
ing.

Failed the First Time.

About a week after that he met Wel-
ter at the Penwarden House corner.
Welter asked Pat if he was feeling all
right. Pat answered * Yes,” and Wel-
ter said,” “We will go right over to
Roche’s and get examined.,”” Mr. Roche
said witness would have to be examined
by a doctor. Dr. McLarty told Welter
that, having known Pat for 22 years,
he could not think of passing him. Wel-
ter said they wauld call in a day or
two. The doctor feit Pat’s pulse, and
that morning it was 94. What Welter
did that day was simply carrying out
the agreement made the week before
between witness, Welter and Honder -
shott. About a week aften Pat met J.
W. Cook, local agent of the' Covenant
Mutual, and Hendershott. The three
then went to Dr. Duncombe’s office. They
went there to get witness examined for
a policy ol $2000 in the Covenant Mu-
tual, payable to Hendershott. Pat was
soben that morning, and remembers sign-
ing an application for insurance.

'He identified two ‘Bignatures, “Pat-:
rick Fitepatrick,” to the application for
$2000 insurance, which was dated June
7, 1894, In answer to questions in the
application Pat was made to say that
he took a glaps ale occasionally, and
his habits were always temperate. He
requested the insurance to he paid to
“John Hendershott, my foster ffather
and best; friend.”

John A. Hendershott is not his foster
father, and js not related to him, and
he did not know that Hendershott was
described as, his foster father.

Tried a Second Examination.

Witness continuing, said tbat Dr. C.
Duncombe examined him on that occa-
sion. He met Cook and, Hendershott on
Talbot-street . together some time after
this, and told him that Dr, Duncombe had
“squealed to the' company about me
drinking,” and they wvould not get the
policy. Cook and witness “then went to
Port Stanley to get an insurance of $2000
on witness’ life, payable to Hendershott.
Cook said they would not know Pat down
there, and he could pass. Mr. Cook paid
his railroad fare, and Pat was to be ex-
amined by a doctor. Pat was not ex-
amined because he was drunk. All the

. time witness thoroughly understood the

pelicy was to be payable to Hendershott.
About a week after this Pat saw Hender-
shott, and Mr. Cook told Hendershott.
Hendershott laughed, and said Pat would
have to brace up and keep straight,
and they would go down to Aylmer and
get out & policy. }
The Third Application.

Pat, Hendershott and Cook drove to
Aylmer that afternoon and: was examin-
ed by Dr, Marlatt. Hendershott did not
2o into the doetor’s office -at all,
but "Mr, Cook went in with him. Dr.
Marlatt examined the, witness, who sign-
ed ar. application there for, $2500 in-
surance in the Covenant Mutual. . Pat
was described in the application us a
farm laborer, and ‘a resident of Middle-
march. | Pat said he was told by Henw
dershott \and Mr. Cook on the way down
to say that he lived af Middlemarch. lu
the application he said he drank a glase
of beer every other day or two, and
perhaps not for three weeks again. He
woulu not average three glaspes a week,
was temperate and never drunk.

Di. Mariatt reiused to pass hiju hecause
Lis gulse was not right. Cook suggested
that they go out for a walk. They went
out, met Hendershott and they had a
drink at the Brown House, - Pat had
two drinks, then they went back to Dr,
Marlatt's oifice, who said that ais pulse
was then ali right. The application
was dated Aug. 6, 1894. Hendershott
told wituess that when the policy came
l)f«t‘l; he and witness would have 4 Zood
time. He also told Pat that if ne want-
€t a quarter or a half a dollar he knew
where to get it. Pat didn’t know, what
Hendershott meant by a good time.

The policy was never issued. Patrick
did not know why.

The Examiners Testify.

Dr. Duncombe testified ‘that he re-
ported on Xitzpadrick”s application :
* Applicajpt ®Bas been very intemperate,
and I consider him a poor risk.” After
the application had been rejected, Mr.
Cpok told him Pat’had reformed, and
asked if he coild not pass him ; the doe-
tor refused.

Dr. C. W. Marlatt, of Aylmer testified
as to reporting favorably on Fitz-
patrick's application, he not knowing the
man's habits. .

Dr. C. Duncombe, recalled, identified an
application for $5000 insurance on the
life: of W. H. Hendershott in the Coven-
ant Mutual Benefit Association. It was
dated Sept. 1, 1894, The deceased eame
in with prisoner,\John Hendershott, and
Mr. Cook. The policy was made payable
to John Hendershott.

The Risk on the Deceased

Gilbert Roche said that W. H. Hender-
shott, the deceased, was first examin-
ed by Dr. Kains for $6000 in the New
York Reserve Fund. He was afterwards
examined by Dr. McLarty.
Mr. Roche had been
Johs Hendershott for over a year
about  insurance, and John said
his mnephew was talking of |insur-
ing his life. Mr. Roche told John - to
bring his nephew in. John brought in
the deceased and introduced him to Mr.
Roche.’ Acoushv of weeks after .Mr.
Roche met thg'deceased on the street, and
a short ti aiter he came im to Mr.
Roche”s office in company witk John

Hendershott. The deceased said he came

to be insured, but was disappointed, a8
to getting money. The witness was anxi-
ous to get the insurance, ‘and arranged
with the deceased that he should pay
part, and that John would pay the bal-
‘ance, The three were together when the
arrangement was made, The deceased
paid $6 that day on the premium of $48.
The next payment of $18 was to be made
within \sixty @lay sof the receipt of
the polidy, making $66 in all. On April
1, 1895, $18.80 was due. John Hender-
shott was present when the application
was' filled out, and when the deceased in
answer to questions answered that he
had made no application for insurance to
any other company, and had no other
insurance on his life. He never knew fe-
teased was insured in the Covenant >
tual till after he was killed. After the
policy on life of deceased for $6000 came
John Hendershott paid the balance of
$43, the first premium on the $6000
policy.
Committed for Trial.

W. R. Jackson, jeweler, testified
that the watch found in deceased’s vest
ir the woods had been purchased from
him: by Prisoner Welter on August 26,
1891.

POISONED FOR INSURANCES

BROTHER, SISTER AND UNCLE DIED
SUDDENLY AND SUSPICIOUSLY,

Mme. Joniaux, Belgium’s Lucretia Bore
‘gia, on Trial—Her Demeanor in the
Dock Cool and Self-Possessed —The Most
Remarkable and Dramatic Poisoning
Case in the History ef the Century.

New York, Jan. 13,—The Sun’s London
cable says: All Europe is following with
the keenest interest the poisoning trial
at Antwerp, which easily takes rank as
one of the greatest causes celebre of the
centugy. Even the English press printed
verbatim reports of the wonderful four-
deyys’ examination of Mme. Joniaux,* the
accused woman, and all. Europe is mar-

ing resources of mind before her accus-
ers, The case suggests sligi'Qy  the
great Borden: trial at Fall River, but theg
radical difference in the procedure in
the Belgian courts, which follow French
methods, yialds scene aften scene dra-
matic and thrilling beyond anything in
English or American jurisprudence.

Polsoned Brother. Sister and Uncle for

Insurance

Occupying a high position in one of
the first families of Belgium, Mme.
Jonigux is accused of killing by poison
her, sister, uncle and brother; in order
to profit by the insurance on their lives.
The evidence of her guilt which had come

light was so strong that the publig

ras convinegd in advance of trial, and

the detestation of the crime was &o
great that it is not too mueh tor say
that there was a general popular elamor
for the woman’s head. There was no
attempt to conceal the universal loath-
ing when the woman was placed in the
dock on Monday.

It is perhaps the best tribute to her
wonderful qualities to say that when her
four days’ duel for her life with the
presiding magistrate was finished - on
Saturday evening there was a strong
reaction of public sentiment in her favor.
The trial will continue probably another
10 days, but it is hardly possible to ex-
ceed the dramatic ‘interest of the long
inquisision of the prisoner at the haunds
of the ‘magistrate.

Self-Possessed, Cool and Undaunted.

The president of the court is one of
the keenest judges in' Belgium, and he
is merciless in the pumsuit of most dam-
aging and significant details.

Mme. Joniaux, who is & woman of 51
years, self - possessed, cool and undaunt-
ed, faced him throughout with the air
of an accused queen who scorned ‘her
accusers. Evidence and insinuation; often
presented with crafty and crushing force
that would have overwhelmed a magter
of statecraft, she parried or even turfned
to advantage. She made the most as-
tounding admissions in a most matter-
of-fact manner.

Admitted That $he Stole and Gambled.

It was true, she said, that she had
destroyed many papers, which might
have been damaging to her case, but it
was not- done deliberately, but in a mo-
ment of excitement, which she now re-
gretted. It was true that wshe ° had
pawned her own jewelry and that of
other people. It was true that she had
borrowed money whenéver.she could in-
duce people ‘to lend it. She did not deny
that she was a galnbler, that she had
been accused of cheating at
cards in the house  of her
friends, and bhad lost and won money,
at Monte Carlo. All these stratagems
for obtaining money were due ot so
muck to her own pecuniary embarrasta
ment as to her anxiety to help poorer
ly in debt. The insurances upon the
lives of her relatives, which she madq
no attempt to deny, were also for the
benefit of others, and not for her own
advantage. Two days were spent in
intricate inquiries as to her great finan-
cial difficulties, which showed aer des-
perate condition at the time each sus-
picious death occurred.

Emphatic Protests of Innocence.

Every question implying guilt, how-
ever indirectly, she met with a jrotest
of innocence, sometimes vehemently,
sometimes calmly, almost indiifereuts
ly, sometimes with' tears or with a dra-
matic intensity that left the court in
breathless silence. ‘She wag as strenuous
in little points as in great ones. For
instance : :

The President : In December you weant
to Paris, and afterwsards to Monte Carlo,
Did you make the journey with your
husband’s consent, or were you ill?

Mme. Joniaux: It is not necessary to
be ill 'to travel. 1 went to Paris
of al' to arrange my brother's affairs,
and I took advantage of my presence
there to go to'Monte Carlo.

The President : You gambled at Monte
Carlo ?

Mme. Joniaux: I played with {five-
franc pieces. Besides, what have &1l
these questions of gambling to Jdo-with
the case? Do you think me asimpla
enough to imagine you can make mouey
by gambling, *

Providence Will Ielp Me!

It was in connection-with the examina-
tion regarding her brother’’s Jeath that
the prisoner created @geveral thrilling
scenes. Early in the day, when close
(pressed by the inquisitor, Mme. Joniaux
suddenly electrified the court by ex-
claiming in an intense voice: “I have
prayed, I have implored God. to throw
light upon this dark mystery, and He
has answered me. A ‘witness will come
fortk who will prove my innocence.”™

‘“ But,” getorted the President.cy#®
cally, “ Providence is hot in - possession
of the papers and evidence in this case.
Who is this witness ?”’

“ Find out,” was the tortured woman'’s
first spiteful and genuinely feminine re-
ply.

A little later Mme. Joniaux was ex-
patiating upon her love for her brother
when the President read with great
effect a letter from the prisoner to her
brother, ' fhreatening to - abandon him.
The woman was equal to the occasion.
“ Ah!” she exclaimed, “in the eyes of
impartial judges, that letter would be
my justification.”

Mixed Up in Details,

Another outburst followed some sug-
gmestive questions implying that while her
first husband, Prof. Faber, was still
alive, she wag carrying on_an intrigue
with Joniaux, her present husband, and
was, in faet, his mistress, This the pris-
oner vehemently denied, adding that
she protested against such inuendoes from
the President .of the court. :

The President dropped the subject and
proceeded to read a 'letter, admittedly
in the prisoner’s hand-writing, in which
she related that she had been borrowing
moiey from a usurer. ‘“Who is that man
usurer 7 asked the president.

“Jle is a man named Leriot,” replied
the prisoners 3 : :

“Ah,” snappad the judge, “Leriot.’ Yes,
but - Leriot had long been dead at the
date you mention.”

Mme. Joniaux had tripped distressing-
ly. Every head craned toward the dock,
in order not to misa a word of her ex-
planation.

ISRAEL BARNETT A FREE MAN

The Man Who Helped Wreck the Centra
Bank Has Served His Term - Was
in Toronte Saturday. :
Atter an enforced absence of somé' six
vears Roland Gldeon Israel Barnett return-
ed to thie city on Saturday afternoon from
Kingston Penitentiary. Barnett was sen-
tenced to seven years' imprisonment for ob-
teining moneys belonging .to the defunct
Central Bank. Aifter he obtained  the
amounts, some $10,000, he departed ' for

lish detectives, and . brought  back to
Canada. Barnetbewas convicted, and al-
though sentenced to seven years managed
to escape after five and a half, The effect
of prison diet and confinement told upon
him, fop when he left the institution he
was quite gray and feeble. Barnett left
this oity yesterday for some point in the
States.

At the trial of Barnett before Judge
MacMahon, in June, 1889, the presiding
judge, aiter the verdict of guilty by the
jury, reserved judgment on two points,
first, whether Barnett had committed an
offence upder the Act, he being a trustee
of the bank, and holding two negotjable
securities'- for the payment of $5250 each
unlawfully, and with intent to defraud con-
verted and appropriated "these two se-
curities to his oewn .use and benefit; sec-
ondly, whether there was evidence enough
to go to the jury. Subsequently. the
Queen’s Bench Division gave judgment in
favor of the crown against the  prisoner,
and sustained the verdict of thes, . jury. In
paesing eentence upon Barnett, Judge
MacMahon remarked that the prisoner had
received the comsideration of the court,
and that his sentence should be seven ye&rs
in Kingston Penitentiary.

WHAT ABOLT THE WIRES?

The machinery in The Globe ang¢ in
the Osgoodby building was driven by
electrical power, led in by . ordinary
power wires. We have been hearing
strange stories of great currents being
developed in the gas and water pipes
in these buildings by, reason of leakage
or proximity to the power wires. #Whes
this is the case, and a ‘cross circuit”
is established—a string, a  wet board,
piece of iron left carelesgly about, may
do it—fire is bound to result.

The Mayor ehould make inguiry of the
City Engineer, and if necessary hold an
inquest.

THE WATER POWER OF THE UPPER-
LAKES,

A problem that will always remain of

Aurpassing interest to Toronto umtil it
is finally solved is the determination of
the best aud wmost feasible method ~of
utilizing the water power of the upper
lakes. We all feel certain that the im-
mense power ‘now running to waste into
Lake Ontario will soon be harnessed and
made available for distribution as elec-
tricity within a big radius of the Niagara
district. IP(/ of Toronto is vitally
interested in the problem and in having
it solved. in the way that will prove
most beneficial to us. Up to date three
methods- for developing power on*® a
large scale from this source have beeint
proposed. It is expected that Toronto,
before long, will obtain all the power
it requires by means of a cable connect-
ing the city with Niagara Fallss the
greatest power centre in ‘the world. A
second proposal for utilizing the power
of the upper lakes is the building of an

‘| aqueduct from ‘Georgian Bay to Lake

Ontario. A more recent propusition is the
constrfiction of an aqueduet from Lake
Erie to Ontario, via Hamilton. All three
proposals involve the utilization of the
same water, viz., that of the upper lakes.
We have a good deal of confidence in
the ultimate success of ‘the economic
transmission of power for long distances.
Electric engincers give us to understaud
that within a radius.of one hundred
miles at least electric ‘emqrgy can be
profitably distributed. I this optimistic
view turns out to be correet we may
pot have to wait more than/two or three
years until all the tors of our city and
all our lights are operated by the great
power we are seeking to subjugate to
our use. The scheme for -duplicating Ni-
agara Falls, in a small way, by cutting
an artificial river between Georgian Bay
and Toronto has been t'he.chiei subject
of discussion in our municipal politics
for a couple of years back.” This project
finds great favor with some- individuals,
who appear to have more enthusiasm than
eapital -or feasibility to back them up.
The evidence of the engifieers who have
investigated the problfm is overwhelm-
ingly opposed to it. he project would
involve so great an outlay of capital as
would make each horse.-power developed
cost two or three times as much as it
would cost by a steam plant. Such at
least is the estimate of those who are
best qualified to give an opinion. What
is known as the Hamilton Water Power
and Canal scheme is outlined in the Jam-
vary number of The Canadian Engineer.
The individuals . putting forward thig
scheme adopt a different method of
troducing it to the public than that pur-
sued by the Toronto aqueducters. They
do not ask the public to rely on enthu-
siasm, bu$ on facts. In the course of his
interesting article, William Golding, C.E.,
of New Orleans, goes Over the whole
route and points out in detail the work
that will have to bp done. His idea is
to .utilize the Grand River as far as Cale-
donia, and, to build a canal {rom that
point - to Hamilton, a distance of four-
teen miles. The cost of deepening the
Grand River and of building the canal
and tail-rices he estimates within $8,-
000,000, ang one hundred turbines of one
thousand horse-power each, set up in
position, woul@ cost $200,000. . The total
cost wonld therefore be $3,200,000. The
cost of a steam plant at same station
of same power for same service would
be as follows: 100,000 horse-power of
boilers, set; up complete, with brick work
and chimneys, $16 per horse-power, will
be $1,600,000; 100,000 horse-power of
steam engine, 1000 horse-power each, at
$16 per horse-power, set up on founda-
tions #nd piped geomplete, $1,600,000.
Total $3,200,000. Cost of coal for same
at three pounds per hour, 3600 tons' per
day, worth $10,000, $3,650,000 per year.
Assuming thag all the other expenses are
the same, and the cost Of maintaining
the canal
the boflers and engines, and the cost of
attendance on both, we have a ¢lear mar-
gin of gain in favor of the water-power
plant over a steam plant of $3.630,000
per year, -The steam plant would re-
quire to be remewed.every ten Jyears,
while the water-power plant woula con-
tinue indefinitely. .

The highest land on the route of the
proposed canal is fifty feet, quite a con-
trast with the three or four hundred feet
altitude that characteriges .the ridges
between Toronto and Lake Simecoe. A
fall of not less than three ~ hundred
feet would be obtained at
the Haagilton end of the

canal. In addition to supplying power.)
the canal would give Hamilton a vuluf

able water supply.

These three projects are [now before
the public, and it is not at all improb-
able that Toronto will be benefited by
one or other of them before long. If it
should turn out that power cannot be
economically ronveyed from Niagara
Falls to Toronto, then the Hamilton pro-
jeet will become of considerable ‘interest
to this city. If Mr. Golding’s estimates
are approximately correct' his scheme
ought not to lack financial support.

THE LESSONS OF THE FIRE.

The reeent conflagrations that have
destroyed so much property in Toronto,
have been the means of emphasizing the
fact that the city has been culpably neg-
ligent in scveral particulars, The nezli-
gence is chargeable not only to the City
Council, but the business community as
well must accept their share of it.

Wwithstanding the fact that our water
pressure will mnot send a stream
above two or three stories,.our business
men have gone on building structures
six and seven stories in height, without!
any modern appliances
that woyld force the hvager up to the
roofs of ‘these -high structures, Lookiag
at the mattr retrospectively, we see
plainly that we have been guilty of in-
excusable carelessness. We have left the
upper half of most of our large build-
ings completely at the mercy of fire. A
circumstance that geemed to have in-
fluenced us considerably was the fact
that the insurance companies were charg-
ing what was 'thought to be an exces-
sively high rate, and that the c¢hances
of disaster rested with them more than
with the owners of the buildings. The
recent experience we have receive-
ed will convince us that our policy in
this matter has been'foolish in the ex-
treme, If we put up high buildings we
ought to provide faeilities for protect-
ing them against a possible conflagra-
tion. We have no doubt now, after so
costly a lesson, that these facilities will
be provided immediately. We will now
give heed to what the engineer and the
Chief of the Fire Department. has been
insisting upon all along.

The enlargement of the Front-gtreet
water main, as has been recommended
by the Engineer, ought to be proceeded
with as soon as the weather will permit,
and if the. Fire Department thinks it ad-
visable the tity should not hesitate to
get hall a dogzen steamers,

There is another particular in Wwhich
the city has been almost equally negli-
gent. We refer to the inefficient rules
that have been designed by the city to
prevent the erection of ginger-bread struc-
tures, Neither the Citty Council nor the
of - Toronto can jplead
ignorance in this matter, becaise the
dacger has.already been clearly pointed
out to them. In 1890 City Engineer
Jennings reported in favor of having an
official - coniiected with his department,
whose duty it should be to inspect all
propcsed buildings, and to see that they
fellcwed certain rules, which it was his
intention to frame had the council given
hini euthority. It is not fair to the
rest of the community that a single in-
dividual should be allowed to rect a
structure that is both dangerous to
lile and is responsible for spreading fire
to other buildings. The Globe ouilding
was yguch a one. It was known all
along during its construction that the
building was a fire trap, and dangerow}
besides. 1If we act wisely in the wuture
we will addpt the late City Engineer's
idea. and insist upon building regulations
that are more than a mere matter of
form. - The efficacy of a well-construct-
ed building in resisting fire was demou-
strated by the events of the recent cqn-
flagration. = The building occupied /by
Wyld, Grasett & Darling had been con-
structed with a view to resisting fire.
The ,walls were solidly built, the cor-
nices were made of stome, the roof was
fireproof, and other such precautions had
bean taken to render it difficult for.a
fire to get a start in the building. Peo-
ple who go to the expense of erecting
suck a building as this ought to be
protected irom reckless neighbors who
are satisfied to risk their affairs in an
insccure and fire-inviting structure.

H is to be hoped, therefore, that the
work of putting in larger mains ulong
the business streets, the purchase of
necessary steam fire engines and the
adoptior of building restrictions will

be undertaken immediately.

- ANOTHER KILLED BY GAS

For three times in two or three weeks
The World has called attention to the
accidents caused by the escape of gas
in hotels. The case we refer to to-day was
fatal, the other two had almost fatal
results. [The latest victim was a farmer
from North Bruce;who came to the city
a week ago to visit friends. Not being
able to locate them on his arrival in
the city, he went to-the Kerby House,
where he passed the night. The proprie-
tore, when; ealling_his guest, ait 6 p'clock
in the morning, found him unconscious
in a room full of gas.

The Attorney-General “will have to do
something in order to ensure the bodily
safety of ‘the traveling public. The Pa-
trons, especially, are interested in see-
ing that #8ir Oliver does something in
this direction. For it was a farmer from
Manitoba who escaiped within an-inch of
his life after passing a night in a hotel
in King-street some three or four weeks
ago; and we know that it is travelers
from the rural districts who are innocent
of the dangers that lurk in gas pipes
that are asphyxiated.

The two' previous cases, we believe, re-
sulted from the hotel people turning off
the gas at thesmetre at midnight, and
turning itj on again early in the morning
before the gnests have awakened. In a

case of this kind,if one of the guests ‘goes

to sleep with the gas burning, his life
ia in the hands of the employes of the
ouse. 2

The public pafety
these three cases be investigated, amnd
that 'legislation be enacted to abate
this long-standing evil.” If hotel-keépers
will not go to the expense of installing
electric lights, they at legst ghould be
campelled to adopt .some automatic
method of preventing the escape of gas
except, when it is being consumed.

700™ MILES ™ ON~ SNOWSHOES.

——

EXPLORER TYRRELL TELLS OF HIS
RECENT JOURNEY NORTH,

Survey Made From Reindeer Lake to Near
the Mouth of the Kazan River—Timber
Areas and “Interesting Rocks” Located
—Inland Fsquimaux Met With—Seven
Months Frem Civilation.

Winnipeg Free Press.

TLast evening a conveyance drew up at
Governmént Housé from which two fur-
clad gentlemen alighted,and at once pro-
ceeded to empwy themselves in unload-
ing their baggage, comsisting of snow-
shoes, blankets and similar articles,which,
to the onlookers, conjured up thoughts
of remote northern regions.

The gentlemen were Mr. J. B. Tyrrell
of the Dominion Geological survey and
Mr. Ferguson, an A.D.C. to His Excel-
lency the Governor-General, They have
just returnéd from an exploratory trip
through the territory lying between Cum-
berland House, on ‘the .Saskatchewan
River, and the western shorés of Hudson

o o

They left Selkirk on June 15 last vn.u(l
proceeded to Cumberland House. While
going up the Saskatchewan they met
with an accident—the upsetting of a
cance—by which they lost some trifling
articles, including two carrier pigeons,
which Mr. Ferguson was taking with him
as an experimeént.

The Koute to Reindeer Lake.

From Cumberland, Housa{tle party pro-
ceeded north over the H.B. Company’s
old canoe route via Big Frog Portage to
Churchill River, down that stream' a few
miles to Deer River, and up that river to
Reindeer Lake, a large body of 'water,
about 150 miles long, crossing this lake
to the north end, where there is a H.B,
Company trading post. This ‘was the
last point where they were, to be priv?
liged to see a ‘white man for man
weeks, The real work of the expedi-
tion began here, and after securing
some supplies the party again set out,
making a geological survey and techni-
cal examination of the character of the
country as they proceeded.

Reached Churchill Oct. 1.

They finally reached the Kazan (Ptar-
migan) River, a beautiful stream which
broadens out in many places into lakes
and is broken frequently by swilt
rapids. Several weeks were spent
along this stream in 8urveying. Be-
fore reaching the mouth of the Kazan
the party portaged across a flat
marshy country for 20 miles to anotber
river and followed its course to the bot-
tom: of Neville Inlet on Hudson Bay,
300 miles north of Fort Churchill.

They then followed the shores of the
bay, sailing in their canoes to Churchill,
where they arrived on Oct. 1. At this
date there was a little snow on the
ground: and ice was beginning to form
on the shores.

Y 700 Miles on Snowshoes,

They remained at Churehill for two
months until the rivers froze up, as it
was too late to venture on the inland
waters with canoes. - On the last day
of Novetiber they set out from Church-
ill with dog sleds, and struck across coun-

.try to the Nelson River, thus avoiding

the circuitous route via York Factory.
They struck the Nelson at Spirit Lake,

not far from Norway House, and from-|

the latter place came aeross Lake Win-
uipeg to Selkirk, reaching Winnipeg last
night, just exactly 40 days after leav-
ing Churchill. They walked the whole
distance to Dog Head, on Lake Winni-
peg, a distance of 700 miles, on snow-
shoes, and had to break a trail for the
dogs the greater part of the journey.

Both gentlemen are in good health,
and look as though the hard life in the
North-had agreed with them. They met
with large herds of deer and were-able
to supply their larder with game, large
and small, after leaving Reindeer Lake.

He eame acrops consider-
able. prairie and in the far ‘north which
produced a etrong growth of gzrass,
suitable for grazing purposes, but as
to the general character of the country
he was pon-committal. The timber is
founc principally along the water
courses, ‘the white spruce attaining a
fair size of growth.

Habits of the Inland Esquimaux.

Or the Kazan River Mr. Tyrrell fell
in with a tribe of Esquimaux. These
people have become separated from
their brethren on the coast to whom
they originally belonged, and have be-
come an inland tribe. They subsist main-
ly on reindeer meat, of which they can
obtaic an abundant supply with but
little effort, as reindeer run through
the region in vast herds. These Esqui-
maux kill the raindeer by spearing
them when the animals are crossing a
lake or river. They remain in
hiding until the animals  bhezin
swimming, then they * dart out
swiftly in their light skin kiacks and
spear them to death. Mr. Tyrrell says-
they execute this féat with wondepful
dex#erity, and he considers it one of
the most skilful performances he - hafs
ever seen any of the Northern aborigines
accomplish. Thesze ifland Esquimaux
have not inter-mixed with-the Indians,
but live exclusively among themselves.
As; a general rule they do not pursue the
hunt for barter, being satisfied to .live
on &he food that the chase furnighes.
They use the skins of the reindeer for
clothing. 3

Dollars.

A special adjourned meeting of the
Toronto ‘Board of Fire Underwriters was
held on Saturday, at which there was
a ful' representation of the managers
and agents of five companieg doing busi-
nes¢ in Tompnto.

After a full discumsion of thq rresent
situation, in connection with the two
recent fires, it appeared that the insur-
ance companies would ba called apou to
pay losses to the extent of very nearly
one million dollars,. which is cqual to
about one-sixth of the met income in
Canada of all companies doing husiness
irz the Dominion. .

This loss to the companies is quite in-
dependent of the half million of doHars
that the public will lose in oxcess of
the insnrance. ;

It was pointed out that the greater
part of these losses might have been
averted if the city authorities had paid
any heed to the frequent warnings, not
only. of the Fire Underwriters during the
past two years, but also of the chief of
the fire brigade and the City Engineer.

Na definite action has as yet been tak-
en by the Underwriters in regard to the
extent to whieh the rates should bead-
vanced iid tha city, it being thought ad-
visable to adjourn, in order that compan-
ies might learn what additional protee-
tion the council would furnish at once,
and thus be in a position to judge what
advance would ba mecassary to pro-
vide rates adequate to the risk which

NO BANKING BILL THIS SESSION.

P
Republicans Favor a Beer Tax Rather
Than a Currency Measure.
Washington, Jan. 18.—In the Senate
Saturday Mr. Teller (Rep., Col.) held the
close attention for over three hours of
a large audience on the floor and in gal-
leries, as he delivered with great earnest-
ness and eloquence his views on the fin-
ancial condition of the Government. He
held up to ridicule and contempt what'
he calied *‘the frantic appeals’ of the
executive department, and said tihose
appeals showed that that branch of the

Government was in the wroug hands.

He was followed by Mr. Lodge (Rep.,
Mass.), who anouneed his hostility to
the income tax, and by Mr. Stewarts
(Pop., Nev.), who saw in the full re~
storation of silver as money the only
possible remedy for the existing finan-
cial troubles.

Mr. Springer of Illinois had & confer-
ence Saturday with Secretary Carlisle
regarding the Banking bill, which wag
laid aside on Monday last. Mr. Springer
still insists that the bill can be so
amended as to meet the objechions ol
those who opposed it previously.. It may
be said, however, that the Democraitid
leaders of the House are not likely to
secure the co-operation of the Republi-
cans in any banking bill they may eu-
dorse, .

What Republicans Want.

Mr. Dingley of Maine, 8&peaking for
the Republican leaders, said that bie
rarty would not consent tp any bank-
ing bill that provides for statk banks of
issue. “What is more needed than any-
thing else,” continued Mr. Dingley, “is
not a banking bill, but a measure which
will put more money in the treasury.
There are many ways of accomplishing
this and one of the most expeditious is
that which has been repeatedly suggest-
ed, doubling the tax on beer, and thus
increasing the yearly revenue from that
source $30,000,000., This should be done
and the President ought then to author-
ize the issue of & low interest-bearing
hond to provide for any -additional short-
age in the receipts and also to replenish
our gold reserve, If Congress adjourns
withiout passing a banking bill or @&
bill to increase the revenues, the Presi-
dent may meet the situation by this
issue of bonds. -

THE PRICE OF PEACE.
Outline of Opinions Prevailing in Japan
—The Cession of Formosa Is of
Prime Importance.
Washington, Jan. 18.—Mr. Kurino, the
Japanese Minister here, says he expects
that peace negotPations between the
plenipotentiaries of Japan and China

will begin about Feb. 1.

Japanese newspapers recently received
here continue to devoil considerable
space to the consider\fion of terms of
peace with China. Some of them, as-
suming that -Corea’s independence will
be acknowledged and that China - will
pay an indemnity, assert that the ces-
sion of the Island of Formosa is of para-
mount interest. to Japan. Publigopinion
according to one of the prominent.papers,
seems to favor demanding the cessional-
80 of the northeast| of China, as well as
Formosa, the former being .regard-
ed as necessary to Japan in order
to fnsure the independence of Corea and
that the fatter is equally essential for
the security of Japan’s naval defences.
The Archipelago of Loochoo, argues the
paper, is part of the Japanese dominions,
rorsidered from every point of view, al-
though China eontinues to include the
islands composing it in her passession,
in the annual government report. 1t is
evident, therefore, -that were IFormosa
left to China. as a base of operations'she
would, when she has time to attend to
such matters, gratify her long-cherished
wish to annex the islands.

Speaking of the ‘session of the Japanasa
Diet, recently opened by tha Emperor,
The Hochija News says it will. be of
the gravest importance. All erty pre-
judices wwill be laid aside and the basiis
on ‘which Japan is to be established @3
one of the first powers of the world_de-
liberated and determined. That possible
complications with European powers even
before the ‘close of the war are feared
by some is'evident, and one member of
the House of Representatives anticipated
that the budget and army and navy ex-
tension bille likely to be introduced hy
thd Government will be framed, not only
in vigw of the present war, .but also in
view of ‘the entanglenienta that may
arise ;with foreign pawers. .

Russia May Have to Take a Hand.

St.  Petersburg, Jan; 18.—The Novoe
Vremya says to-day in a leader on the
Eastern war: “If the friendly and peace-
ful representations- of Russia’s diplo-
macy not considered, she will be zom-
pelled to support her claims on Corea
with force 6f arms.”

While
not actually advocating the adoption of
the system in this country, the lecturer
told his hearegs of the Parisian Sunday,
describing in his graphic style how th&
museums are crowded during the uiter-
noou with artisans and their wives and
children, and the opportunities that
poor people have in the evening, for five
or ten cents, of listening to classic musie,
rendered by competent orchestras, in
pay of the State, That Paris is more
immoral than any other large city M.
Blouet emphatically = denies. Iis ad-
dress -was interspersed with witticisms
and anecdotes, many of which - caused
much laughter.

ASTRONOMICAL SOCIETY.
Annual Meeting—Frogress of Sciemce in
1894. .

At the recent annual meeting of the
Astronomical and Physical Society, the
chair was occupied by Mr. E. A. Mere-
dith in the absence of the presidént, Dr.
Larratt W. Smith, who was inable to
attend, Reports from the various offi-
cers of the society and chairmen of spe-
cial committees were received and adopt-
ed,” after which Mr. John A. Paterson,
M.A., vice-president, read am’ exhaustive
paper on the Progress of Science During
1894, The now celebrated address of
Lord Salisbury was ably reviewed ' and
some of the arguments advanced by ad-
verse critics were discubsed, the conclu-
sion being reached that the positfion
taken by (the distinguished stiatesman
and student of science - was practically
unassailable.

Fireproof Buildings

Editor World: \Having noticed an
article in The World by our worthy
president, Mr. Burke, in reference to fire
proof buildings, I quite endorse his sug-
gestions in making the structural por-
tions, including the floors, of strictly
fire-proof ‘materials. Yet I{ believe the
recent fires would not have been 80 ex-
tensive had not the roofs of those un-
fortunate buildings been of a combus-
tible nature. ¢

The majority of our flat-roofed ware-
houses are made of tarred felt, with
pitch and gravel on top. - These -roofs,
after a few years, become as dry as
punk in places and reguire constant
looking after. The consequence is they
are frequently neglected and the first.
spark that happens to stirike them will
set them on fire. I have been called to
examine felt roofs, where I found epots
whjch the sun had drawn the pitch »lean
out of, and nothing but dry paper Yeing
leit. Roofs left in that; condition would
soon take fire from a spark and burn a
hole through the roof, the burning cin-
ders dropping from the roof to the
floor below and so on, until the whole
building is in one mass of flames.

Felt roofs are an instance of, as Mr.
Burke terms it, “‘cutiting the coat ac-
eording to the cloth.” . To avoid fire
should be
eovered with heavy galvanized iron, cop-
per or some other metal of a fre-proof
nature, which -should have corrugations
in it to allow for contraction and ex-
pansion.

A TORONTO SMUGGLER'S STORY.

Tew Williamson Claims That He Was the
Victim of Misplaced Confidence and
Was Inveigled Inte a Trap.

Lew 8. Williamson, alias John Jacobs,
and Stephen Wright, alias rge Green,
t}xe two Toronto men, indjeted by the
I'nited States grand jury at Detroit on
the gharge of smuggling” 260 pounds of
Opium, were placed on trial in the Unit-
ed States Distnict Court Saturday. The
pair weré captured one night last July
at 8t. Clair by the custom officials, with
the opium in two trunks in their possea-
sion, They then gave their aliases to
the Government vfficials. »

The defence had some sensational testi-
mony to present. Williamson and
Wright had writtén out. and sworn to
& ftatement of theis side of | the case.
It was a story of how they had been
entrapped into turning smugglers by an
butsicle party. It ended with the fol-
To}\‘x.mz appeal : “We are the victimmof
misplaced confidence and must trust to
our past «haracter, friends, and thedhon-
esty of the gramd jury, strangers to us,
pml the decision of the houorable judge,
in order to establish our innocence. All
for what ? To permit others to proiit
by our iexperience.”

Formeriy Taught a Chinese Class.

On direct examination Williamson told
the following story: ' He was approach-
ed while at his home in Toronto by - a
man who gave his name as Sheldon. He
exhibited a badge of an officer of the
United States eustoms service and told
Williajuson that he ayanted him to help
in the catehing of sk&ne firms in New
York engaged in purchasing smuggled
opium. Williamson 8aid ‘the man ap-4
proached -him because he kuew so much
about the Chinese, having taught a
clage of them to speak English. Shel-
dows plan was for Williamson to take
the opium to New York, where it would
be seized by the Governient officials.
For his reward he was to receive  the
regular informer's allowance of the
seizure, but what that would amount to
ba was not informed.’

It Was 2 Bunce Game.

Williamson was told to get an assist-
ant and he did so, %ecuring Wright.
Ther he got the opium, and with it
went to Sarnia with Sheldon. They
remained there a week, then went to
Courtright and staid there. a week.
Then the opinm was taken across. ‘All
of the time passed in the two towns on
the river Sheldon was with Williamson,
but when the smuggling took place he
suddenly dropped from sight.

On ercés-examination Williamson told
a variety of stories. He said he had sa-
cured the opium from the Toronto China-
men by leaving with them security for
it some stock in an electrical company
of whici¢ he wajs an officer. A Mr. Burns
was interested with him, he said. The
Chinamen agreed. to allow him $2.30 a
pound for delivering the opium in New
York, at aun address th*y would give.

Mr. Wilkins asked the witness ¥ he
had not pla; a bunco game on the
Chimamen—getting the opium from them
to deliver at $2.30 a pound and then
going into a plan to have it seiged in
New York and got a reward from  thy
Government. The witness tried to make
the two transaction: harmonize but with
little success., .

Mr. Wilkins waunted to go into the de-
tails of how Willimmson came into pos-
session of the opinm, but Williamson re-
fused to give them, claiming that he
would have to standl trial for that tran-
sactions whan b2 went bacl® to Canada,
and he did not want to say anything that
might be used in evidence against him
there. .

Both persons were convicted, sentence
being reserved.
