. pillars and sometimes ten. Why

the disproportion? Because the
female is {wice as large as the male,
and nests containing cggs which will
hatch females contain twice as much
food. But the egg is laid when the
larder is stocked. The mother knows
beforehand the sex of the egg she ia
about to lay.

This occurs more strikingly among
the osmiae, solitary bees. The fe-
male here also is iwice as large as
the male. The mother places her egg
in almost any cavity of suitable size
to accommodate the offspring in its
larval stages. In captivity, if she is
given nooks large enough, half of
her eggs will be male, and half fe-
male. But if the receptacle is only
large enough to accommodate the
small male larva, she will lay eggs
from which males will issue. Her
anatomy is such that only one egg
at a time is fully formed, and only
that one can be deposited. In a
roomy receptable the egg may bhe
either male or female, but if the
mother be given a space restricted
to the size of the male larva, the egg
which she immediately Jays will de-
velop a male. To the last moment the
egg has not yet a fixed sex. ‘“To mest
the condition of building, which is
often the work of another, or else a
natural retreat that admits of little
or no alteration, she lays either a
male or a female egg as she pleases!
The distribution of sexes depends up-
on herself.”

While with the bees, let us have a
scene of insect love-making. The
newly-hatched osmiae come out into
the light. The males emerge first,
and they skirmish around awaiting
the females, one of which presently
appears. ‘“‘She is covered with dust
and has disordered toilet that is in-
separable from the hard work of de-
liverance. - A lover has seen her, so
has a second, likewise a third. All
crowd around her. The lady responds
to their advances by clashing her
mandibles, which open and shut sev-
eral times in succession. The suitors
forthwith fall back! and they also, no
doubt to keep up their dignity, exe-
cute savage ‘mandibular grimaces.
Then the beauty retires into the ar-
bor and her wooers resume their
place on the threshold. A fresh ap-
pearance of the female, who repeats
the play with her jaws; a fresh re-
treat of the males, who do the best
they can to flourish their own
pincers.

““The osmiae have a strange way
of declaring their passion. With that
fearsome gnashing of their man-
dibles, the lovers rlook as though
they meant to devour each other. It
suggests the thumps affected by our
yokels in their moments of gal-
lantry.

The fly deposits her newly-born
grubs on some bit of animal matter,
whence come the infamous maggots,
the larvae of the fly. In this un-
pleasant business may be found a
strange development through ma-
ternal instinct. The flesh fly will
drop her eggs from a height on to
meat; the uselessness of wire screens
to cover meats is apparent. In an ex-

periment a flesh fly dropped her
grubs into a meat-containing test
tube, opening covered with screen,

for a twenty-five inch fall. How great
a drop will she make? A tube of
forty-six inches is set up in company
with shorter tubes, in such a way
that their relative depths are not
apparent, It is dark, and one tube
is like another, all emitting the odor
of meat. The fly persistently drops
her offspring into every tube except
the deep one. She seems to make no
exploration as to the depths of tubes
except to hover over them.

Can she be apprised of the depth
of the chasm by the comparative
faintness of the odors that arise from
it? Can the sense of smell measure
the distance and judge whether it
be acceptable or not? Perhaps.

The mother passion is the source
par excellence of striking “insect life
pictures. The Black Bellied Taran-
tula has wrapped her eggs in a silken
cloth. She attaches the precious bur-
den to her body, and goes about her
business dragging it at her heels.

The tarantula’s usual habit is to
sun herself, the front half of her
body outside the lair; but in fulfill-
ing her maternal duties she reverses
thig posture. With her hind legs she
holds the bag of eggs to the sun,
turning it over and over to warm it
evenly. This i§ repeated daily with
exquisite patience for three or four
weeks.

The torantula then -carries her
swarm of youngsters on her back;
they form a veritable mantle. No-
where can we hope to see a more
edifying domestic picture than the
Lycasa clothed with her young.

- But according to all seeming the
young spiders while at this stage eat
nothing. No feeding on their part can
be observed. How can this be? It is
true thar during this stage they do
not grow, and so need no building
materials. But they skip about quite
actively, and must have foéd to burn
for energy. It must be that these
little creatures are able to derive
heat energy directly from sunlight,
instead of through the usual com-
bustion of food. The mother taran-
tula spards loneg houre hasking in

the sunfight With her young. weil,
this bath of life which awakened the
germs, is prolonged to keep the ten-
der babes alive. The spider’s infants
are dining .on sunlight!

SOLDIER ENTERS COMMONS.

Another Canadian In Public Life of
Great Britain.

The intgresting information comes
from England that among the suc-
cessful candidates in the British
election is a brilliant young Cana-
dian soldier, Col. Weldon McLean,
who has been - returned by three
thousand majority for one of the Lin-
colnshire ridings. Col. McLcan is a
son of Gen. Hugh McLean, member
for the new New Brunswick riding
of Royal. This is without doubt the
first time in Imperial history that a
father and a son have sat in an over-
sea and Imperial Parliament at the
same time.

When Canada was raising its first
contingent for South Africa among
the recruits collected at St. John was
a boyish cadet from the Royal Mili-
tary College, Lieut. McLean. He serv-
ed through the war with credit, and
after finishing his military course
launched out on a military career
by obtaining a commission in the Im-
perial army. He served for some time
with the artillery in India, and was
on hand with the Contemptibles
when the war began. He is now a
colonel, a D.S.0., an M.C., and bars
in addition.

He comes by his military career
naturally, as his father all, his life
has been an enthusiatic military man,
He has been actively associated with
the militia for fifty years. He served
in the Northwest Rebellion and of-
fered his services for South Africa.
When the great war broKe out he was
past the age when he could persuade
the authorities to allow him to see
overseas service. He gave himself up
to the work of recruiting and organ-
ization. He was first commander of
the 7th Infantry Brigade at Valcar-
tier Camp, and later was appointed
commander of the New Brunswick
Military District. In 1917 he was
promoted to be major-general.

As far as Ottawa is aware there
are in all six Canadian-born mem-
bers of the new Imperial Parliament.
Besides Col. McLean there are Rt.
Hon. Bonar Law, Dr. MacNamara, Sir
Hamar Greenwood, Mr. Donald Mac-
Master and Col. Grant Morden.

The Soldier Problem.

Rev. Lawrence Skey, who recently
returned from France, says that the
question of the returned soldier was
one that would require great deli-
cacy in handling,

The men who are returning could
be divided into three classes:

Firstly: The men who had gone
overseas and had done their bit, and
who are coming home with the:idea
that they should receive everything
from everybody, and were not will-
ing to work for what they received.
These men, he said, wanted to run
affairs, and thought that because
they had been overseas and had
done their “bit” they should be given
soft jobs, with no work, and big pay.
These men were the men that were
going to cause trouble at home.

Secondly: Another class were
those who went overseas with the
spirit of doing their best when they

;ot there, and who would do their
best when they got home. These nen
were and are a credit to - thoir
country.

Thirdly: The third class may be
spoken of as those who have heen

partly and totally disabled, and these
men should receive justice and more
consideration than those of the first
two cl: s. At the present time
employers and capitalists do not
scem to realize that it is necessary
for them to be imbued with a spirit
of leniency toward these men whom
they have in their employ. A partly
disabled man cannot be expected to
d.- as much as a man who has the
full use of all his mental faculties
and physical strength. Of course,
business is a practical undertaking,
and employers could not be expected
to give a man full wages for half
time.

The Government should look after
these men: train them and fit them
for positions similar to those which
they held before they went overseas,

In case that there should be any
trouble with the men who belong to
the first class there should be a mili-
tary court appointed to deal with
cases of returned soldiers. If this
was not done there may be conflict
between the civil and military auth«
orities.

Thé Meat Trade.

The war stimulated the export
trade in Canadian live stock pro-
ducts to a degree deemed well nigh
impossible five years ago. Exports
of beef increased 6,795 per cent. and
of bacon and pork products 571 per
cent. Total exports of live stock
products in the fiscal year ending
March 31st, 1918, were valued at
$172,743,081, as compared with
$53,349,118 in 1914,

Canada has the opportunity of
holding this trade and increasing it,
for our meat products won a splen-
did reputation in Europe during the
war, and Canada is in the position
of the favored nation.

The price of feed has been high,
and the cost of producing live stock
has been correspondingly high. But
the market price of finished animals
has also been high. The price may
decline gradually, but the price of
feed will decline also, and the per-
centage of profit to the farmer
should thus remain about the same,
Indeed if the cost of feed declines
first, the profit to the farmer will be
increased.

J. E. Brethour, of Burford, Ont.,
who won the first prize for export
bacon hogs at the Winter Fair at
Guelph, says that with the relative
prices of feed and bacon then per-
taining there was a good profit.

“With standard feed at $57 a ton
and hogs at $16 live weight, I make
a profit of over 20 per cent.,’” said
Mr. Brethour. “It is the profit that
counis, not the selling price, and
profit depends upon the relation of
the price of feed to the market price
of the finished animal.”

100,000 Munition Workers Idle,

It is estimated that over 100,000
munition workers in Canada have
been thrown out of work since the
signing of the armistice.

War Museums Proposed.

The Antiquarian and Numismatic
Society of Montreal, an old organiza-
tion located in the historic Chateau
de Ramezay and in possession of a
valuable collection of historical re-
lics, advocates the establishment of
a chain of war museums in the lead-
ing cities throughout Canada. The
matter was brought up by the presi-
dent of the society, Mr. W. D. Light-

hall, K.C., at the annual meeting,
in which connection Mr. Lighthall
said: “One of our duties is to record

the deeds of our men by a collection
of war records, pictures and por-
traits, of library material and of war
relics.” The proposal met with un-
animous approval and a committee
was appointed to take the matter up
with the Dominion Government,

APANESE toys now find their
largest sale in Canada, Greatf

Britain and the United States.
No departinent of Japanest
dustry has made more progress since
the outbreak of the great war than
the toy trade. The Japan M
has an article on the subject that will

in-

gine

interest every Canadian who buys
tops for his own or other people’s
children. Its author, Mr. 8. Kami-

yama, is an authority on the subject
and shows why the European up-
heaval has transferred the toy mar-
ket of the world from Germany to
Japan. He says: “Four years ago,
the export of Japanese toys was lim-
ited to a few varieties, such as dolls,
bamboo models and the like. A great
change has taken place. Last year
the total value of toys exported from
Japan amounted to $4,200,000, and
in 1918 will exceed $5,000,000! Thus
the ‘land of dolls and flowers,’ as
Japan has been so charmingly called,
has been transformed into a country
creating playthings of every descrip-
tion for the children of foreign lands,
as well as for its own. One might
have supposed that, owing to the
cheapness of labor in Japan, it long
ago would have become the largest
source of supply for the toy trade;
but until the shutting off of the Ger-
man supply, the toy-makers of Nip-
pon never attempted seriously to en-
ter foreign markets. Present increase
in exportation is due wholly to efforts
of government authorities to find
markets for Japanese toys in foreign
markets, And only a beginning has
been made!

““Officials in the department of for-
eign trade saw that great possibili-

ties lay in the toy business and stim-

ulated the manufacturers in every
possible manner. They supplied sam-
ples from'all parts of the toy-making
world, most of which have been suc-
cessfully imitated. In addition, the
workmanship which is peculiar to
Japan has been encouraged and im-
proved. The largest export has been
sent to America, amounting in value
last year to $1,216,030. Great Bri-
tain comes next, taking a total value
of $659,462 in 1917. The value of
exports to British India and the
Straits Settlements was $457,485,
and to Australia, $447,664.

‘“‘Japanese toy-makers have risen
to their opportunity with remark-
able promptitude and efficiency. In
another year they will meet the de-
mands of western markets which
they cannot wholly supply at present.
In 1907, extent of the exportation of
toys from Japan was only $394,904;
in 1917, as stated above, it exceeded
$4,200,000—ten times what it was
ten years ago!

“In addition to common toys made
of earthenware, wood and cotton, the
Japanese now fashion them from
rubber, metal and celluloid. They are
especially apt in mechanical toys.
The story of imports of toys is in re-
verse order. From a value of $54,-
406 in 1996, imports decreased to
$21,045 in 1916, and the figures for
the year 1917, though not yet avail-
able, are much less. Japan may re-
gard hergelf as one of the leading toy
countries of the world, and it is a
trade that may be expected to con-
tinue. In various other lines Japan
has also gained a leading place dur-
ing the war; but whether this pros-
perity will continue when competi-
tion revives after the war is another
question, In toys, however, Japan is
not likely to have any serious rivals.
The toy trade has been created for
Japan by the war, but it will not be
destroyed by cessation of the war.
The reason, as already suggested, is
that material and labor are much
cheaper in Japan than in any west-
ern country.

“Most wooden toys in Japan are
manufactured by hand in the moun-
tain regions of the country, where
wood is plentiful and cheap. Individ-
uals or families make them in their
houses for the dealers. The chief cen-

tres of toys made in factories are
Tokio, Osaka, Kyoto, Nagoya and
Kanagawa.

‘““‘Some complaints have been re-
ceived as to the comparative frailty
of Japanese-made toys. Every atten-
tion has been paid to remedying this
defect, and in future no such com-
plaints will be justified. Toys are
now made in more durable manner
and of better materinls, with great
improvements in designs and finish-
ings. The value of exports in toys
sent from the various ports is as fol-
lows: Yokohama, $2,307,695; Kobe,
$1,349,686; Osaka, $264,614; Naga-
saki, $1,171 and others, $250,392.

“Viewing the destination of ex-
ports of toys from Japan more in de-
tail it may be said that the largest
supplies have gone to the following
countries:
tlements, China, Dutch East Indies,
Great Britain, France, United States,
Canada and the Argentine Republic.
Australia, New Zealand and South
Africa have also taken considerable
quantities of Japanese toys. It is re-
markable how the tastes of various

| countries differ as to the kinds of

toys. Europeans like best such toys
as bamboo flutes, dolls, earthen-
fans, wooden toys, cotton
birds and animals, while the Ameri-
cans prefer Christmas toys, such as
birds, baskets, celluloid and paper,
toy chairs, furniture sufites and
waoden. dolls.. Australia likes flutes. )

Investigated Our Minerals.

Although the TUnited States De-
partment of the Interior has been
working almost since the beginning
of the war for an appropriation and
authorization to assist in and stimu-
late the reduction of necessary min-
erals and metals, which by being pro-
duced at home would save precious
ship tonnage for immediate war uses
and make America independent of
outside supplies, it was not until the
last days of September that Congress
finally passed and the President
proved a bill for those purposes,
carrying with it an appropriation of
$60,000,000 for capital and $500,000
for administrative expenses. Con
gress did, however, early appropriate
$150,000 for the Bureau of Mines to
use in making a survey of develop-
mental possibilities and for co-ope
tive work with private produc
With this small fund the bureau cre
ated an investigating corps of about
fifty scientists, engineers, and help-
ers, supplemented by occasional co-
operators. Directly or indirectly the
mineral possibilities of the country
were minutely examined from the At-
lantic to the Pacific, and from Can-
ada to Mexico. Investigations even
included Canada and Cuba, and Alas-
ka was not overlooked. As a result
of this work and the natural re-
sponse to high prices the spirit of
adventure has been aroused prospec-
tors have swarmed to the mountains
and plains, and there has been an
amazing increase in the production
of some of the rare minerals essen-
tial in the manufacture of war ma-
teriald, such as tungsten, molybde-
num, mercury, magnesium, and mag-
nesite.—American Review - of Re-
views.

Back from the line during the Ar-
gonne battle a lieutenant came, look-
ing groggily for a first-aid station.
A piece of shrapnel had torn its way
through his helmet and, once inside,
had spun around and around with-
out 8o much as scratehing his skin
or cutting his hair. But it had given
him a bit of a start and he wanted a
rest. Yet all along the route, emerg-
ing from scores of little hidden dug-
outd, scared Germans had come and
surrendered to him, gathering behind
him in a dejected caravan like the
children of Hamelin behind Pied
Piper. By the time he was back on
the crest of Hill 272 they numbered
67, and there a German rushed for-
ward, impressive with the important
tidings that deep in the deepest dug-
out of them all, the lieutenant-colonel
commanding the regiment that had
defended the hill was waiting for
some one to come down and be sur-
rendered to. “Any one who wants
to be my prisoner this day has got
to come to me.” Thus said the weary
lieutenant as he limped on his way,
and so the lieutenant-colonel stayed
hungry in his dugout and was obliged
to surrender next morning to two
privates passing by on their way for
water,

THE WAR PICTURES.

Oanada’s Effort Now Being Shown at
Royal Academy.

Dealing with the exhibition of
Canadian war pictures which opened
at the Royal Academy of Arts in
1.ondon on January 4th, a contributor
to the Pall Mall Gazette says it is a
unique of a nation’s su-
preme endeavor portrayed, not in
retrospect, but during its accomplish-
: The seventy

spectacle

ment by her artists.
leading painters of Canada, including
some famous British ones, have risen
gloriously to the task set by their
Government when it took them out
to the trenches in France and Flan-
ders. From the landing of the first
33,000 men at Plymouth to the cap-
ture of Mons on the last day of the
war, no phase of Canada’s war activ-
ity has been neglected.

There are nearly 400 paintings il-
lustrating the career of the Canadian
corps in France, including the mag-
nificent paintings of the landing of
the Third Canadian Brigade at St.
Nazaire, by Edgar Bundy, A.R.A.,
and the giant canvas by Major Rich-
ard Jack, A.R.A., “The Second Battle
of Ypres.” Major Jack has also a
fine painting of '“The Battle of Vimy
Ridge.” In the same way the his-
toric Canadian battles are dealt with
each in their turn. Regina Trench,
the taking of Courcelette and so on,
and then the Arras-Cambral road is
shown, along which the Canadians
are seen streaming after three
months of incessant battle to the bit-
ter fight for Cambrai, whence they
passed to their last engagement
which culminated in the triumphal
entry into Mons.

Apart from the actual fighting,
however, the paintings give a com-
prehensive view of every other phase
of Canadian war activity overseas,
the Forestry Corps, which has pro-
vided timber for the armies of four
nations; the famous railway troops,
which often working desperately un-
der a devastating fire, have contri-
buted so much to victory; the Vet-
erinary Corps, which has charge of
three million sterling worth of ani-
mals ;the hospitals and even the pa-
trol boats in the English Channel,
some of which were manned exclu-
sively by Canadian crews. There is a
splendid collection of portraits, in-
teresting personalities such as Sir
Robert Borden, Sir George Perley,
Princess Patricia of Connaught and
Lady Drummond, who labored so un-
ceasingly for the Canadian Red
Cross. There are also portraits of
many members of the Canadian high
command and a whole gallery of
Canadians who have won the Victoria
Cross.

Ontario’s War Effort. >
The record of ‘Ontario in giving
almost half of Canada’s total in men
and money to the war was reviewed
with pride by Sir William Hearst in
an address to the Engineers’ Club a
few weeks ago. The Premier said
that Ontario with thirty-one per cent,
of the country’s population, had pro-
duced forty-three per cent. of the re-
cruits, or 231,191 of the 538,283
total. The total voluntary contribu-
tions by Ontario for patriotic pur-
poses, he said, amounted to $51,-
691,000, while for all Canada the
amount was $90,000,000. To the Pa-
triotic Fund Canada had given forty-
two millions and Ontario twenty-one
millions of that amount. Ontario had
contributed five millions to the Brit-
ish Red Cross, and to the Canadian
Red Cross three millions in eash and
four millions in kind. To the Navy
League Ontario gave $1,000,000, and
to the Belgians $1,100,000.

Ar tax of one mill on assess-
able property had realized the sum
of six millions, but up to the end of
the last financial year the Provincial
Government expended nine million
dollars for war purposes. Ontario
had given 250,000 bags of flour to
Britain, valued at $780,000; food and
other supplies to the Belgians, apples
to the men in the Royal Navy and the
Canadian forces, and 500 Lewis ma-
chine guns to the Canadian infantry,
To the Patriotic Fund the province
gave $1,000,000 in 1917 and $1,-
200,000 in 1918, plus grants to var-
lous municipalities; recruiting grants
had been made to many regiments,
and, there had been votes to the Navy
League and the Maple Leaf Clubs.
Christmas boxes costing $170,000
had been sent to Ontario soldiers,
and thousands of dollars’ worth of
athletic goods; there had been grants
to tuberculosis sanitaria, grants to
stimulate aviation, to the increased
production movement and the suffer-
ers in the Halifax disaster. The
Orpington Hospital had cost $1,250,-
000, salaries to civil servants Witil
the forces amounted to $250,000; the
production campaigns cost 5400,2)00'
the work of the Soldiers’ Aid Com’-
mission cost $100,000, and miscel-
laneous items not mentioned above
had absorbed $1,000,000.

SEED IMPORTATION
REGULATIONS

Canadian farmers and gardeners
are protected from the evlls of plant-
ing inferior seed of many kinds of)
crops imported from other countrias.
By an order-in-council that came in-
to effect in the autumn, importation
is prohibited -of unfit seed of clovers,
grasses, vetches, rape, other forage
plants, field root and garden veget-
ables in lots of ten pounds or more.
In Pamphlet S-12 of the Seed
Branch of the Department of Agri-
culture at Ottawa, and obtainable
from the Publications Branch, unfit
seed is described as that which does
not comply with the Seed Control
Act requirements respecting the sale
of seed in Canada, or if it has been
refused admitbtance into any other
country on account of low yitality.

The regulations will be carried out
| through the Custom’s officials who
are required to take and forward to
the Dominion Seed Labratory for ex-
amination, sample of lots of seeds of
the classes named entered for con-
sumption in Canada. Seed that has
arrived in Canada and found to be
unfit shall be deported under Customs
gupervision. The penalty for failing
to comply with these regulations is
| $500 for the firsé offence and not
exceeding $1000 for the second and
each subsequent offense.

SUDDEN PASSING OF
J. M. MACKAY, BA.

(Galt Reporter)

The sad news of the death of } h'n
Malcolm MacKay, B.A., mathemal: sl
master at the Collegiate Institute, which
occurred shortly after four o’clock Tues-
day afternoon, will be received with the
greatest regret by all classes of citizens.
Deceased had taught his classes as usual
Tuesday morning and left the school at
noon accompanied by Mr. G. P. Keys
and crossed the campus to Water street.
As they reached the sidewalk they were
about to part to go to their respective
homes, when Mr. Keys noticed Mr. Mec-
Kay drag his leg and gradually sink.
Mr. Keys immediately went to his
assistance and grabbed him, Mr. McKay
remarking ‘I feel strange,” and then
collapsed completely. Some school
boys were summoned who procured a
stretcher and the prostrate man was
carried to his home at 38 Samuelson
street. By this time he had become
unconsciovs. Principal Gundry immedi-
ately summoned medical aid, but in
spite of eyerything possible being done,
he passed away shortly after 4 o’clock.
The immediate cause of his death was
paralysis.
Deceased was born in West Zorra,
near Embro, and began teaching in East
Nissouri, afterwardsin Middlemiss and
Dutton. He became principal of the
Kincardine High School, from which
place he came to the Galt Collegiate
Institute four years ago as mathematical
master, a position he has filled with the
greatest efficiency and satisfaction to the
Board. In religion be was a Presbyter-
ian and a member of Knox Church. It
was his custom to spend his vacation
with his brother William, on the tarm in
FEast Nissouri, being a man who was
fond of country life and a lover of nature.
He was married eleven years ago to
Miss Edith Humphries, of Watford, who
survives him ; also two children, Flor-
ence Isabel, 3 years, and Murtel, 17
months, Three brothers and two sisters
also survive—William, of East Nissouri,
Archibald of Detroit, Donald of Ottawa,
Mrs. John McKenzie in the west and
Miss Annie at home.

SHORT CUURSES IN
FOREIGN TRADE

An absence of preparatory work in
Canadian schools and colleges for the
study of foreign trade service has
been brought prominently before the
Canadian Trade Commission in its
investigations into possibilies for in-
creased Dominion export trade. It
is felt that a permanent expansion of
our trade abroad must be undertaken
if manufacturers are adequately to
share in meeting the burden which
the great additions to the national
debt will impose for many years to
come. IExtension of home markets
will not meet the needs in the same
way.

As a first step to bringing before
the public the importance of means
for the training of younger men to
take up foreign trade work, the Trade
Commission has written to all the
Canadian universities agking if they
can give their immediate support by |
establishing, this summer,
courses for busiress men and students
featuring especially aspects of foreign
trade.

It is believed this matter will be
enthusiastically taken up by younger
men and women anxious to secure
an opening in life which will appar-
ently not be overcrowded and which
will develop in importance as trade
of the Dominion increases. There
appears to be a decided quickening
of opinion in Canada as in Great
Britain and all the British overseas
dominions in the study of modern
languages for the securing not mere-
of the trade which formerly fell to
German and Austrian merchants,
but in the wider fields of China, the
East Indies and South America.

The one thing which the Com-
mission insists upon is that the pres-
ent reconstructive work in Europe
must be regarded as only showing
the way to what Canada can do
abroad in export tzade, and it em-
phasises the fact that expansion on
absolutely permanent lines in the
whole of the world’s markets must
be undertaken by manufacturers if
our natural resources are to be util-
ized to the full.

Inthe case of
Irish Cobbler, the best seed yielded
at the rate of 616 bushels per acre
while poor seed yielded only 26
bushels per acre, a remarhable differ-
ence.
