part) er, in other words, that the
damage must be serious. To enforce
this responsibility, if the occasion
demands it, the architect or the
builder, according " as the fault is
with the design or the execution of
the building, must first be notified
and a refercnce agreed upon to

‘which he must be a party, and

when the extent of his responsibili-
ty, if any, is thus legally settled, he
can be called upon to perform the
duty which the la'v requires of him.
‘The report of an expert called in
by the proprietor without the co-
operation of the builder, is worth-
less, and cannot be used against the
latter ; and an expert examination |
after the alleged defects have been
repaired is likewise useless. Since
it is then impossible to say posi-
tively what the original defects may
have been, and the responsibility of
a builder or architect cannot be en-
forced upon anything short of defi-
nition and unmistakable evidence.
