On April 10, British Columbia,
Canada’s Pacific Province, officially
opened its first regional representative
office serving Singapore and the
ASEAN region. This event marks a
logical step in the rapid development
of investment and trading links be-
tween ASEAN and British Columbia
over the past 12 months.

The opening occasioned a four-day
visit to Singapore by the Honourable
John Jansen, British Columbia’s Mini-
ster of International Business. There he
met with the Minister for Finance, Dr
Richard Hu, the heads of the Eco-
nomic Development Board and Trade
Development Board, Singapore Manu-
facturers’ Association, and Singa-
pore’s private business community.
The main topic of discussion was the
furthering of two-way investment and
trade between Singapore and British
Columbia.

The past year has witnessed several
major events in British Columbia-Sin-
gapore relations. Singapore Airlines
opened a direct air link with Van-
couver. Singapore appointed Na-
thaniel T. Nemetz, former Chief Justice
of British Columbia, as Honorary Con-
sul in Vancouver to serve Singapore
interests in British Columbia and Alber-
ta.

Significant commercial investments
were made by Singapore companies
in British Columbia. Most notable were
Yeo Hiap Seng's S$11.2 million invest-
ment in a Vancouver canning plant to
support its new beverage facility, and
Singapore Press Holdings' S$10.3 mil-
lion investment to set up, with eight
overseas partners, a newsprint mill on
Vancouver Island.

Speaking at the opening ceremony,
Minister Jansen noted: “British Colum-
bia is already known as a competitive
and reliable supplier of commodity-re-
lated items such as newsprint, wood-
pulp, aluminium, lead and zinc. In ad-
dition, however, British Columbia is
developing export-oriented secondary
manufacturing and service industries
producing high-value, technically sop-
histicated products in the fields of
electronics, aerospace, ocean en-
gineering and computer software,
which contribute an estimated S$1.6
billion to provincial output and employ

a highly-trained workforce of 12,000.
Many of these industries are similar to
industries in Singapore and we feel
that British Columbia and Singapore
can benefit substantially from commer-
cial cooperation in these high-tech in-
dustries in terms of two-way invest-
ment, and joint ventures involving
technology exchange.”

The Minister also mentioned that, as
a result of two recent trade shows in
information technology and telecom-
munications in Singapore in the past
six months, two British Columbia com-
panies will be opening offices to ser-
vice the ASEAN region and another
four are appointing agents and dis-
tributors. “There are at present eight
British Columbia companies with com-
mitments in this region,” he said, “and

we anticipate this development to ac-
celerate substantially with the estab-
lishment of our new representative of-
fice here.”

Mr Jansen announced the appoint-
ment of Mr R.A. Food as Director of the
office. Mr Food's appointment is an in-
dication of the importance placed on
this office by the British Columbia
Government. The former Acting De-
puty Minister of International Business
has 14 years' experience in senior
government positions in British Colum-
bia, responsible for trade and eco-
nomic development. Prior to public
service in British Columbia, he was an
executive with Canadian Pacific and
Canadian Trade Commissioner in
Tokyo and Lagos, Nigeria.

Minister Jansen also visited Malaysia before returning home. He
took the opportunity to visit a joint-venture project between
Columbia Chrome of Langley, British Columbia, and Tractors
Malaysia. The recently-inaugurated plant, located near Kuala
Lumpur, offers hard chroming and hydraulic assembly repair

services.

British Columbia is Canada’s leading exporter to Malaysia,
accounting for 35% of Canadian trade in the country. A dynamic
centre of Canadian business activity, British Columbia exports
products from a range of traditional resource-based industries, such
as timber, minerals and fisheries, as well as in such high-tech fields
as electronics, computer software, aerospace and marine-undersea

equipment manufacturing.

Following an adventuresome six-week gestation
period in temporary quarters, the Immigration/Visa Sec-
tion of the Canadian High Commission in Kuala Lumpur
officially opened its doors to the public on March 1.

The overall mandate of the ASEAN
Canada Fund, formerly known as the
Mission Administered Fund (MAF), is
to provide financial support to innova-
tive development proposals which
promote regional cooperation, the
strengthening of ASEAN networks and,
as much as possible, meet the needs
of the rural and urban poor. In 1988-
89, funds totalling $350,000 were ap-
proved for a range of training oppor-
tunities offered by regional NGOs to
small member organizations, who in
turn work with the rural/urban poor and
disadvantaged groups.

As always, the activities funded this
year were wide-ranging. However,
three priority areas were identified by
the Canadian International Develop-
ment Agency (CIDA): Women in
Develpment (WID), Human Rights and
the Environment. Forty-three per cent
of the projects funded were directly
concerned with addressing women'’s
issues and needs, while in 36, the
role of women was identified as a
specific part of the overall project.

Because the development process
is, by its very nature, an interdiscipli-
nary one, many projects received and
funded address several issues simul-
taneously. Human rights issues often
fall into this category. Developing a
resource kit to assist media personnel
and women's organizations in dealing
with misrepresentation of women in the
media; training people to protect their
environment and their health from pes-
ticide abuse; helping the disabled
develop strategies for changing dis-
criminatory legislation and policies;
training human rights activists in infor-
mation handling and documentation —
all address human rights issues at dif-
ferent levels.

Despite the relatively few regional
environmental agencies in ASEAN,
some excellent proposals were
received and funded this year. En-
vironmental issues had begun to
receive a great deal of press during
the latter part of this fiscal year and a
number of well-attended conferences
had also taken place. This will no

The session was designed
based on the premise that these
women have, through their work and
life experiences, developed bona fide,
albeit unacknowleged, management
skills.

The International

Organization of
Consumer Unions

(Malaysia) has

developed an innovative approach
which has been duplicated by other
proposers. Recognizing that very
often, training is done without the op-
portunity to test its usefulness, I0CU
built seed-projects monies into its
budget thus providing trainees with the
opportunity to develop relevant

projects. This results in a double learn-
ing experience because by monitor-
ing the projects, the organization has
the opportunity to evaluate the effec-
tiveness of its program and make the
necessary changes for future ses-
sions.




THE CANADA FUND IN MAIAYSIA

Over the last few months, the High
Commission in Malaysia funded a wide
range of worthy projects through the
Canada Fund for Local Initiatives. These
included:

® The Sathya Sai Central Council of
Malaysia, a non-profit service or-
ganization, received $26,000 to pur-
chase a modified mini-van to serve as
a mobile medical clinic in the rural
areas of peninsular Malaysia. Fitted
with a dispensary and consultation
areas, the mobile unit will assist in ex-
tending dental care and health educa-
tion to rural areas as part of the
organization’s outreach program.

® The Johor Area Rehabilitation Or-
ganization (JARO) received MR30,000
to purchase new typefaces to replace
the 34-year-old faces currently being
used in JARO's bookbinding section.
The bookbinding workshop is the
mainstay of JARO, a registered non-
profit organization which operates a
rehabilitation centre and shelter
workshop for 63 physically hand-
icapped persons.

® TheTasputraPerkimday-carecentre
operates in Kuala Lumpur for the
benefit of mentally and physically
handicapped children. The High Corh-
mission donated $700 to purchase a
refrigerator and food processor unit to
facilitate the storage and supply of
nutritious meals for the 26 children at
the centre.

® TheSpastic Children’'s Association of
Selangor and the Federal Territory
operates a day-care centre and school
for children with cerebral palsy. With
the High Commission’'s $11,500 con-
tribution, the Asscciation renovated its
kitchen and added the necessary
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equipment to operate a model training
kitchen.

® $44 500wasdonatedtowardsthees-
tablishment of a community-based
project carried out under the auspices
of the Wanita MCA Multi-Purpose
Training Centre in the Temerloh New
Village in Pahang State. The Canadian
contribution went towards extension
and repair work on the community hall,
handicraft training and the purchase of
six sewing machines.

® The $3,500 donation to Rumah Faith,
a home for orphans and under-
privileged children in Kajang, Selan-
gor, was utilized to equip the home
with  infrastructural items. The
Canadian contribution has three goals:
to improve the living conditions; instil a

responsibility and inde-
pendence amongst the children
through the purchase of income-
generating equipment; and to help
develop learning skills.

® Rantau Abang is one of the most im-
portant nesting sites for Malaysia’s in-
ternationally renowned leatherback
turtles. The High Commission con-
tributed $30,000 towards the estab-
lishment of a sanctuary/research
centre there to help reverse the
dramatic reduction of nesting females
in the last decade. This complements
the World Wildlife Fund's “Save the
Sea Turtle” campaign to promote posi-
tive conservation work, conservation
education and sanctuary manage-
ment.

PARTNERS IN DEVELOPMENT
An Indonesian Experience

“Mitra dalam Pembangunan" (Partners in Development) was the title of a
workshop held recently in Ciawi, West Java, Indonesia. Designed for
development planners and managers, the workshop was sponsored jointly
by the Canadian Embassy, Canadian Cooperative Association, Unitarian
Service Committee of Canada and the CIDA/University of Guelph's Su|aweS|
Regional Development Project among others.

Using a Gender Analysis framework developed at Harvard University's In-
stitute for International Development, the participants gathered detailed in-
formation about the roles of men and women in community life. Descriptions
were developed of who does what, when and where, as well as access to
and control over resources different community members need to carry out
their tasks. The exercise attempts to remedy the frequent lack of attention
paid to women as significant participants in development.

Gender Analysis was first adapted to the Indonesian context in June 1987
by the Sulawesi Regional Development Project in cooperation with the In-
donesian Directorate General of Regional Development. The training has at-
tracted representatives from line ministries and regional planning boards,
non-governmental organizations, and other donors working in Indonesia.

Women and men, government and non-governmental organizations, and
nations were indeed “partners in development” in this workshop. It was a big
success. The number of applicants for another workshop being organized
for June this year already exceeds the number of spaces available. The In-
donesian Government sees Gender Analysis Training as a major component
of international donors support to Indonesia’s Women in Development goals.
Canada is seen as an important leader in facilitating this effort.

Canadian Assistance to East Timor

On April 13, 1989, at the Canadian
Embassy in Jakarta, Ambassador Jack
Whittleton signed an agreement be-
tween the Embassy and Yayasan Ema
Mata Dalan Ba Progresso (ETADEP),
East Timor, to administer a Canada
Fund grant amounting to $50,000. The
funds will be used for a community
development program in East Timor.

As a condition of receiving the funds
from the Canadian Embassy, Yayasan
ETADEP has agreed to identify,
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evaluate and finance project proposals
from Indonesian NGOs, associations
and communities in East Timor for
community development activities.
Priority will be given to agricultural
production and transformation of
products, as well as to health and
nutrition. Special emphasis will also be
given to initiatives which promote and
enhance women's participation in
development.

On March 16, 1989, the Embassy,

through the Canada Fund, contributed
$21,872.44 for the implementation of a
water project for Siamado village, in
the sub-district of Maubara, East
Timor. The villagers contributed
$1,724.12 in cash and collected
materials to be used in the project. The
local contribution is clear indication of
the commitment of the villagers to the
establishment and maintenance of the
water project.

® The Canadian Wheat Board recently

sold 70,000 metric tons of Canadian
Western Red Spring Wheat at a value
of $14 million to the Philippine As-
sociation of Flour Millers (PAFMIL). It is
the first commercial shipment bought
by PAFMIL since last year. PAFMIL
represents the Philippines’ eight flour
mills which have banded together to
make wheat purchases more economi-
cal. It imports approximately 1.2 million
metric tons of wheat per annum, and
the recent purchase from Canada was
an important breakthrough for Ca-
nadian exporters. Following this sale,
PAFMIL intends to schedule a visit to
the Canadian Wheat Board in June to
discuss further wheat sales and a
long-term business relationship.

® A Tobacco Mission, sponsored by
Ontario’s Ministry of Agriculture and
Food Products, visited Thailand on
April 23-25, 1989, as part of a South-
East Asian tour to reinforce contacts
with established customers and to
develop new business. The mission,
led by Alvin Lindsay, Chairman of the
Tobacco Board of Ontario, met with
their counterparts at the Thailand
Tobacco Monopoly (TTM). The visit is
a follow-up to TTM's chief blender Dr
Utis Ketudat's trip to Canada to visit
tobacco farms and processing facilities.

® Lavalin International Inc. will be un-
dertaking engineering studies for the
Philippine National Power Corpo-
ration's (NPC) Agus' lll and Pulangi V
hydroelectric generating stations in
Mindanao. Agus IIl will be 225 mega-
watts (MW) and Pulangi V will be 340
MW. The increased capacities of these
stations will augment considerably the
supply of electricity in Mindanao and
will extend service to the Visayas. The
Export  Development  Corporation
(EDC) will be financing the Agus Il
study worth $2.4 million. Lavalin will
use CIDA’s Industrial Cooperation Fa-
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cility for Pulangi V Study, worth ap-
proximately $500,000.

@ International Petroleum Ltd, awholly-

owned subsidiary of Vancouver-based
International Petroleum Corporation,
signed its first product-sharing con-
tract in Malaysia with the state-owned
oil company, Petronas, on February
16, 1989. The agreement covers an
offshore exploration block near Kelan-
tan and Terengganu states on penin-
sular Malaysia's east coast. IPL is
Canada'’s fifth oil-related company to
have successfully competed for ex-
ploration contracts in Malaysia, joining
Home Oil, Petrocanada, Gulf Canada
and Texaco Canada. The company
has been active in the Arabian Gulf for
the past decade, and also has ex-
ploration activities in Ethiopia, New
Zealand, Australia, Papua New Guinea
and Sweden.

® Monenco Consultants recently won
the Private Sector Coal Study for the
Philippines funded by the Asian Deve-
lopment Bank for the Office of Energy
Affairs. The study is worth approxi-
mately $280,000. Monenco will also be
doing the boiler design for the National
Power Corporation’s 300 MW Calaca I
coal-fired thermal plant. This is an
OECF-funded project and Monenco'’s
contract is worth approximately $1.9
million.

@ TheBoard of Investment recently ap-
proved a $3.65 million joint venture
project to manufacture hard gelatin
capsules in the Philippines. The com-
pany will be known as Intercap and
Capsule Technology Inc. of Canada
will be providing the technology and
equipment.

SASKATCHEWAN TRADE MINISTER
VISITS MAIAYSIA

The Honorable Robert Andrew, Mini-
ster of Trade and Investment of the
Province of Saskatchewan, visited Ma-
laysia on February 17-21 to pursue
provincial commercial interests and
discuss agricultural trade issues of
mutual concern with his Malaysian
counterparts.

Accompanied by Mr Richard Swen-
son, MLA, and by his Chief of Staff, Mr
Don Chynoweth, Mr Andrew called on
senior officials of the Department of
Veterinary Services and the Ministry of
Agriculture to discuss progress on the
Cairns initiative on trade in agricultural
products. He also met with the Chair-
man of the Malaysian Industrial Deve-
lopment Authority, Tan Sri Zainal.

While in Kuala Lumpur, Mr Andrew's

group also met with members of the
Associated Chinese Chambers of
Commerce and Industry, who were
briefed on Saskatchewan'’s new inves-
tor promotion/migration program. He
visited an oil palm estate owned by
KKK Taiko Berhad, an important Ma-
laysian buyer of Saskatchewan potash.
Potash is Saskatchewan's largest ex-
port to Malaysia, and one of Ca-
nada's leading exports to this region.
Sales to Malaysia in 1988 were in ex-
cess of $40 million.

Mr Andrew and his party also tra-
velled north first to Penang, then to
Alor Setar, where he met the Vice
Chancellor of Universiti Utara Malaysia
(UUM), Dr Syed Othman Alhabshi.

On April 6, 1989, Dr Napitupulu,
Director-General of Non-Formal Edu-
cation, Youth and Sports, Indonesian
Ministry of Education, hosted a recep-
tion and cultural evening in Jakarta to
celebrate the 15th anniversary of the
Indonesia/Canada Youth Exchange
Program. In attendance were the 100
Indonesian and Canadian participants
of the 1989 program, more than 40
former participants, group leaders and
coordinators, various Indonesian mi-
nistry officials, representatives of the
Board of Directors of Canada World
Youth and the Canadian Ambassador
in Jakarta.

In his speech during the opening
ceremony, the founder of Canada
World Youth, Senator Jacques Hebert,
outlined the importance of the Youth
Exchange Program in strengthening
the relationship between Indonesia
and Canada. The program has seen
the direct participation of more than
1,100 young men and women from
both countries in community projects
and cultural activities in more than 75
communities in the two countries. As a
result, the Youth Exhcnage Program
has had a substantial impact on the
promotion of closer links between
citizens of both countries.

The Chairman of the Board of Ca-
nada World Youth, Mr Harold Dietrich,
accompanied by his colleagues, Nor-
ma Walmsely, Jean Vincent, Robert
MacRae, Joanne Bourgeois and Gary
Henkelman, had the opportunity to
visit, with Dr Napitupulu, four villages
of West Sumatra which had received
participants in previous years. During
the visit, they were able to learn about
the work that had been accomplished
in the communities by the participants
and discuss with community members
the importance of this exchange pro-
gram.

The Universiti Utara Malaysia (UUM —
Northern University of Malaysia) in Alor
Setar and the University of Saskat-
chewan in Saskatoon have established
an institutional linkage program to as-
sist in the development of the UUM's
commercial studies curriculum.

The five-year program includes
three major components:

i. Faculty Development: to help up-
grade the credentials of the UUM
faculty by assisting in drawing up an
Executive Development Program.
Classroom teaching will be made
more effective through the integration
of microcomputer support and teach-
ing simulation.

ii. Small Enterprise Service Program:
to establish a small business centre
and an entrepreneurial attitude deve-
lopment program for pre-university stu-
dents.

iii. A Socio-economic Research Pro-
gram: faculty and students will de-
velop a system of ongoing access to
university resources in the planning,
organization and implementation of an
economic development program for
the rural poor.

During his visit to the university, the
Honorable Robert Andrew, Saskat-
chewan Minister of Trade and Invest-
ment, announced that CIDA had ap-
proved $658,000 in funding for the
project.

Khon Kaen University

alumni of Canadian universities, mostly from the University of
Manitoba.

HRH Princess Maha Chakri Sirindhorn graciously presided
over the celebrations. On behalf of the University, the Princess
accepted a modern satellite image analysis system donated by
Canada. The system, valued at over $1 million, will be linked to
the Canadian system installed at Thailand’s National Research
Council remote sensing station near Bangkok.
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Brunei Educators Take Internships in Canada

Since the beginning of January 1989, two “principals-
designate” from Brunei Darussalem have been learning
how things are done in the Alberta system of Advanced
Education.

Mr Mohd Daud Haji Mahmud and Mr Abdul Ghani Haji
Omar, both senior administrators from post-secondary
institutions in Brunei, are half-way through a comprehen-
sive internship in Edmonton, the capital of Alberta. Their
visit is concentrating upon the Alberta Vocational Centre
(AVC) and the Northern Alberta Institute of Technology
(NAIT). These internships were arranged at the request
of the Brunei Ministry of Education.

Messrs Mahmud and Omar are experienced ad-
ministrators with previous senior postings. But since they
are to head new vocational schools in Brunei — Mr Mah-
mud will be assigned to a school at Lorong Tiga, Seria,
while Mr Omar will go to Lambak Kanan, Berakas — it was
thought a good thing for them to see first-hand the
operations of well-established institutions in a setting
where technical and vocational education are highly
developed. At AVC and NAIT the principals-designate
have been observing and participating in a range of in-
stitutional operations.

AVC Edmonton is a provincially-administered institu-
tion devoted to increasing the employability of disad-
vantaged adults. Specializing in academic upgrading,
English-as-a-second-language training, and short-term
occupational programs, AVC has earned a reputation for
success over the past two decades of service in the Ed-
monton region.

NAIT, a large public, board-governed institution, offers
over 60 full-time career programs — engineering tech-
nologies, business and computer systems, health and
medical sciences, and applied arts — along with 22 ap-
prenticeship trades and over 600 continuing education
courses. NAIT's reputation for career education that
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meets both industry needs and student aspirations ex-
tends to the international community.

Both institutions have considerable experience in inter-
national education. Besides enrolling hundreds of im-
migrants in English language courses over the years,
AVC has had a presence for some time in Singapore in
the training of teachers for basic-education programs
there. NAIT has been involved since the mid-1960s in
many international projects — from Africa to the Far East
and to South America. Arrangements have included staff
secondments, international students, program develop-
ment, and administrative consultation.

Messrs Mahmud and Omar are no strangers to
sojourns in foreign countries. They both hold degrees
from universities in Great Britain and have travelled ex-
tensively. They are warm in praise of their experience in
Alberta.

“Our internship has been very beneficial,” says Mr
Omar. “We have been exposed to many new concepts
to consider employing in our new schools in Brunei.”

Mr Mahmud adds, “The educators in Edmonton have
made us feel most welcome. All have been extremely
open and tried their best to give us a comprehensive
picture of technical and vocational education in Alberta.”

Conversely, the Bruneians have made constructive
points about the organization of their host institutions, so
the visit has clearly been of mutual benefit.

The Bruneians’ internship also includes visits to se-
veral other Alberta institutions. Yet to come are attach-
ments to the University of Alberta’'s Department of Tech-
nical and Vocational Education and to the central office
of Alberta Advanced Education. Messrs Mahmud and
Omar will complete their stay in Canada by attending the
annual conference of the Association of Canadian Com-
munity Colleges in Regina, Saskatchewan, in early June.

CANADA AT ASIA TELECOM 89

Canada participated in Asia Tele-
com '89 (February 20-25, 1989) with
one of the largest pavilions it has ever
put together for an exhibition in Sin-
gapore. Seventeen leading Canadian
telecommunications companies dis-
played their latest technology and pro-
ducts, and six companies attended as
observers. On-site sales by the Ca-
nadian participants amounted to $15
million.

The show was sponsored jointly by
Telecoms Singapore and the Interna-
tional Telecommunications Union, and
included 136 exhibitors from 29 coun-
tries. Over 22,000 trade visitors at-
tended.

Canada has a long history of
pioneering developments in telecom-
munications. The diversity of the
world's second largest country, and
the requirements of its many small
remote settlements spread over a vast
territory spanning six time zones, have
fostered the development of a wide
variety of expertise and equipment.

“We have a particular strength in
telecommunications, and this was re-
flected in the strength of our participa-
tion in the show,"” noted Canadian High
Commissioner Sean Brady. “Although
not many people are aware of it, the
telephone is a Canadian invention, the
first long-distance call was made in
Canada, and Canadians developed
the first nation-wide domestic satellite
communication system.”

Canadian telecommunications com-
panies are well-known in Singapore.
For example, Northern Telecom is a
major player in the local market, and
Glenayre Electronics made it possible
for the ubiquitous pagers to function
even aboard the underground ‘mass
rapid transit system. Another com-
pany, Leblanc & Royle Telecom, has a
manufacturing operation in Jurong
producing sophisticated communica-
tions towers for use both in Singapore
and overseas.

“Singapore is the communications
hub for this region,” remarked Denis
Comeau, Commercial Counsellor at
the Canadian High Commission. “With
the emphasis Singapore is placing on
being at the forefront of telecommu-
nications technology, opportunities for
Canadian companies to market their
products both to Singaporeans and
through Singapore to the region are
excellent. This was amply demon-
strated by the success of the Ca-
nadian participants at Asia Telecom.”

Chairman of Airshow Canada Patrick
Reid and Marketing Coordinator
Shawn Hawkins visited Thailand on
March 9-10, 1989, to promote Thai
participation in the event. Their visit
was part of an Asian swing that took
them to Japan, China, Thailand, Sin-
gapore and Korea.

Airshow Canada takes place in Ab-
botsford, British Columbia, from
August 8-13, 1989. It will be North
America’s first world-class aerospace
tradeshow, similar to the events that
occur at Farnsborough, Paris and Sin-
gapore. The show will build on the
success of the Abbotsford Airshow
which has been North America’s
premier flying show for 27 years.

Backed by the Government of Ca-
nada and the Province of British Co-
lumbia, Airshow Canada will showcase
the $130 billion North American aero-
space industry and will draw exhibitors
and buyers from over 25 countries.
Over 1.7 million sq. feet of ramp and
indoor exhibition space will be avail-
able at costs far below those of similar
events. In addition to the trade show, a
two-day symposium will look at
aerospace transportation in the 21st
Century.

While in Thailand, Messrs Reid and
Hawkins met leading representatives
of the aerospace industry, including
private and public sector officials.
Through their efforts, it is expected that
numerous Thai buyers will travel to Ab-
botsford in August.

Canadian aerospace firms are en-
joying increasing commercial success
in Thailand. Significant sales have re-
cently been recorded by CAE Elec-
tronics Ltd and Spar Aerospace, Avia-
tion Services Division. In March 1989,
Boeing Canada de Havilland Division
signed a five-year agreement with
Bangkok Airways Ltd to lease a Dash
8 — Series 100 aircraft for the Bangkok-
Koh Samui route.
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Indonesian Focus at the
Pacific National Exhibition

Indonesia will be the focus of the
eagerly-anticipated Pacific National
Exhibition, to be held between
August 19 and September 4, 1989.
The PNE, held in Vancover every
year, is one of Canada’s most
prestigious major exhibitions.

Organized in conjunction with the
Indonesian National Agency for
Export Development, Indonesia’s
participation will consist of some 70
companies which will exhibit and
promote their agricultural and
industrial products as well as local
cuisine and handicrafts.
