A Message was delivered by Major A. R. Thompson, Gentleman Usher of 
the Black Rod:—

Mr. Speaker,
His Excellency the Governor General desires the immediate attendance of 

this Honourable House in the Chamber of the Honourable the Senate.

Honourable Members of the Senate:

Members of the House of Commons:
As you are only too well aware, all efforts to maintain the peace of Europe 

have failed. The United Kingdom, in honouring pledges given as a means of 
avoiding hostilities, has become engaged in war with Germany. You have been 
summoned at the earliest moment in order that the Government may seek 
authority for the measures necessary for the defence of Canada, and for 
co-operation in the determined effort which is being made to resist further 
aggression, and to prevent the appeal to force instead of to pacific means in 
the settlement of international disputes. Already the Militia, the Naval Service 
and the Air Force have been placed on active service, and certain other pro- 
visions have been made for the defence of our coasts and our internal security 
under the War Measures Act and other existing authority. Proposals for 
further effective action by Canada will be laid before you without delay.

You will be asked to consider estimates to provide for expenditure which 
has been or may be caused by the state of war which now exists.

Privy Council, approved by His Excellency the Governor General on the 
9th September, 1939.

The Committee of the Privy Council have had before them a report, dated 
9th September, 1939, from the Postmaster General, referring to a Minute of 
Council dated the 30th August, 1939 (P.C. 2474), which provided for certain 
special committees of Council, one of which has to do with Public Information 
under the convenorship of the Postmaster General.

The Minister states that offers of assistance to Canada in the broadest 
sense are being received in all Government Departments, and that in order that 
the best possible advantage may be taken of these offers, it is essential that 
they be referred to a central body for examination in order that the qualifica­
tions of each individual may be considered together with the country s needs, 
and that each be assigned to the best possible advantage.

The Minister, therefore, recommends that the necessary authority be given 
for the setting up of a War Services Offers Bureau to direct and have general 
control of the tabulation, organization and co-ordination of all voluntary offers 
of service for the defence of Canada and such other activities as may be decided 
upon in relation to the state of war now existing and to engage and employ 
such staff as may be requisite for this purpose.

The Committee concur in the foregoing recommendation and advise that 
the requisite authority be granted accordingly.

The Committee of the Privy Council have had before them a report, 
dated 11th September, 1939, from the Postmaster General, submitting that by 
Order in Council (P.C. 2620), dated 9th September, 1939, authority was given 
for the setting up of a War Services Offers Bureau, to direct and have general 
control of the tabulation, organization and co-ordination of all voluntary offers 
of service for the defence of Canada and such other activities as may be decided 
upon in relation to the state of war now existing.

The Minister states that it is, in his opinion, desirable, in the public 
interest, that the Bureau so authorized should have the name of Voluntary 
Service Registration Bureau.

The Committee, therefore, on the recommendation of the Postmaster 
General, advise that Order in Council (P.C. 2620), dated 9th September, 1939, 
be amended by describing the Bureau as “ Voluntary Service Registration 
Bureau ” rather than “ War Services Offers Bureau.”
