NEW STAGE OF THE FIGHT.

Mr. Chamberlain’s wesolution to ab-
etain for a time from the public plat-
fori and to devote himself to the in-
vestigation of details and to corre-
spondence, marks the (nitiation of the,
second stage of the British fiscal con~
troversy, Even apart from’ this signs
were apparent that the agitation
could not much longer be malintained
at the high pitch which has hitherto
characterised it. So long as there
seemed a definite prospect of an early
Aissolution of parliament it sufficed
to maintain the first keen edge of the
argumentative combat. But when it
became apparent that Mr. Balfour's
intention was to sit tight and that he
would certainly be supported by a work-
ing majority It was inevitablethat a
feeling of lassitude and weariness
should develop. That does not mean that
‘ there will be any lack of earnestness,
put that it will be turned into diffevent
and quieter channels, A great clear-
ing has been made in the free trade
forest. A wide swath has been cut
amid vast enthusiasm and turmoil.
There must follow a time of solid and
determined spade work, No one knows
this better than Mr. Chamberlain, and
vital as are the issues so much the
more need is there to do this thoroly
and well.

It is matter of universal admission
that Mr. Chamberlain’s success in tae
first part of his self-imposed task has
been mnot only unexpected, but start-
ling In its character and universality,
There would mnot have been much
ground for surprise had his call to
arms found a response in the strong-
holds of the Conservative landed in-
terest and in the associations of the
heavily handicapped manufacturer,
But far from being limited to these
natural strongholds of protectionist
feeling an equally enthusiastic response
has come from great Liberal centres
of free trade opinion, a response so
sympathetic and spontaneous as to be
capable of only one reasonable ex-
planatién. There have undoubtedly
been. deep currents of public feeling,
scarcely realized or recognized tend-|
ing protectionwards and arising out
of a prevalent dissatisfaction with the
situation of the United Kingdom in the
great international industrial and trade
competition.,

One by one all the forecasts of the|
supporters of the existing fiscal sys-
tem have been falsified. Their earliest

A nation of free traders adopting re-
taliation as a weapon would always be
at a disadvantage in dealing with a
nation of protectionists. They would
be suspected of bluffing, because they
would be admitting that their tariff was
injurious to themselyes, and that they
were eager to get rid of it by recl~
procity. The protectionist nation on
the other hand would.regard thelr tarift
as beneficial in itself, and would agree
to lower or remove it only in consjdera~
tion of obtaining access fo othep mar-
kets.

But a natior which began with pro~
tection as a lever for reciprocity would
probably end by adopting protection
for itself. This is just what Mr. Cham-
berlain has done, according to The Sen~ |
tinel~-Review. "At Birmingham, for in-
stance, he told of the great things that
had been accomplished under high pro~
tective tariffe and led one to believe
that he looked upon these as advan-
tageous in themselves, Has he come to
admire the evil that he started out to
fight? Or has he merely become bold~
er in the expression of opinions which
he has always held? Up to the present,
Mhowever, he has made no formal de
fence of protection in itself.”

Showed a Grievance,

Chicago, Dec, 15.~The spectre of a
strike in the Chicago fire department
confronted Chief Musham yesterday,
The chief learned that the union labor
organizers had invaded his department '’
and had induced a number of engineers |
and drivers to take out union cards.
How many of his men had pledged al~
leglance to the unions the chief could
not learn during the day, but his Inves-
tigations convinced him the matter was

| gerious enough for promp: and vigorous

action. The efforts of the labor leaders
in Chicago to unionize the fire depari~
ment have been gding on quietly for
gcme time. The agitators have stirred
up the entire department, starting a
campaign - for shorter hours, which
would necessitate the employing of a
large addition to the force. They have
also induced the engineers to demand
2 1-2 cents an hour increase in wages.

The work has been going on under the |

auspices of the Chicago Federation of

{ Labor, and President Herman Lilien of
| the Hodcarriers’ and Bullding Labor-
| ers’

Couneil. Committees have been
appointed by both organizations 10
arouse interest in the movement, and
labor leaders are trying to get in the
inner ring.

The general discontent this agitation
has caused forced Chief Musham (o

“Phis agitation must stop,” said Chief
Musham, “It has gone on secretly in
a department that should have been

tion, however good it may be”

The engineers were the first mem~
bers of the force to come into thé open.
They are now getting 37 1-2 cents an
heur—the union gcale for office bulid-

| ings—and work according to a schedule |
| unlike that In any other branch of
If the department consents |
to give them a regular twelve-hour day |
| they will probably accépt it and waive

the addition to their pay. But they are
not likely to get either concession, a¢-
cording to the men in authority. The
same plea regarding hours is made in
behalfl of the pipe and line men. They
are now on duty practically all of the
time, and the labor agitators have de~
creed that “this is un~Américan and
unfair.”

Most of the fire department drivers
have proved ready to take out cards.
They had no grievances save the hour
schedule, as a matter of course, until
organized labor interfered. It is claim
ed that the line and pipe men have been
slow in joining the union, but that hun~
dreds of them have promised to take
part when the movement 18 an “assured
success.”

BANK CASHIER'S SUICIDE.

Blew Out His Brains When His
Books Were Examined,

the Yale National Bank, went Into the
basement of 'thé’ bank this morning
and shot himself, dying an hour later,
An investigation of the books indicated
that the cashier was indebted to the
bank between $12,000 and $15.000.
The president said:

Shortly after Mr, Bushnell arrived
az the bank this morning National
Bank Examiner Edward A. Barrows of
Providence, R. 1L, entered the bank,
saying that he had come to make his
semi-annual inspection of the books.
The cashier excused himself, and half
an hour later a bank clerk found him
lying on his overcoat, on the floor of
the basement with a bullet wound near
his right temple, and a revolver in his
hand. He was unconscious, and death
occurred shortly after his removal to
| the hospital. Mr, Bushnell was 47
years old and ha@l been cashier of the
Yale National Bapk since the early
