Altho the ruins of Wednesday's dis-
astrous fire in the Queen’s Park were
still smouldering, a large gang of mei
got to work early yesterday morning
removing the little that remains of the
library. For the most part the collec-
tion of law reports were only damag-
ed by water and smoke as the flames
did not reach that part of the build-
ing. The calf bindings are saturated
and the edges of some of the bdoks
are scorched, and they wiil have to be
sent to the bindery. The 'swvorkmen
were also busy digging into the debris
of the main reading room. It is hop-
ed that the ashes of the fallen root
have served as a protection of a por-
tion, at least, of the valuablé books
and newspapers on the shelves in that
part of the building, and even tho the
pages are smoke-blackened the type
in many may be found legibie.

At the meeting of the cabinet yes-
terday, E. J. Lennox, architect, was
appointed to represent the government
as appraiser with C. D, Cory for the
fire underwriters. The work of adjust-
ing the loss will commence at once, but
meanwhile the underwriters have stat-
ed that there need be no delay in clear-
ing away the charred mass.

Full Investigation.

No formail report has yet been made
to Sir James Whitney showing what
caused the fire, but The World is as-
sured that the government will take
steps to discover the origin, as well
as conduct a thoro investigation into
the whole affair. In this connection
it ds significant to note that a tin-
smith's charcoal brazier was found
yesterday mornirg half buried in ash-
es and burnt timbers, in the annex
immediately over the entrance to the
library, and altho an unknown work-
man tried to take it out of the build-
ing, it was secured by Provincial In-
spector Greer, ard held as evidence.

Earl Grey’s Secretary - Has
Been Appointed Brigadier--
General in the Scottish
Command.

OTTAWA, Sept. 2.—(Special.)—Shr
John Hanmbury Williams, military sec-
retary to his excellency, Eear] Grey,
has accepted the appointment of Brig-
adier General in charge of the admin-
istration, Scottish command.

The . appointment  to this imponrtant
post in the imeprial army will necessi-
tate his early departure from Canada,
a matter of regret to many friends he
has made thruout the Dominion.

He came to Canada over four years
ago with Earl Grey as plain Col. Han-
bury Willlame. For his serwices in
connection with the tercentenary cele-
bration at Quebec, he received the
honor of sknighthood.

Sir John Hanbury Willlams, who be-
longs. to a distinguished Emglish fam-
ily. joined the army in 1878, being at-
tached to the 4th Light Infantry, In
1832 he took part fn Lord Wolseley’'s
Egyptian campaign A.D.C. to Sir
Hamiley, in command of the second’
division. At the battle of Tel-el-Kebir
his horse was shot. He was mentioned
in despatches and received the medal
with clasp, the bronze star and other
decorations. Two years later he was
appointed AD.C. to Sir M. E. Grant
Duff, governor of (Madras, and subse-
quently served in Burmah. From 1892~
97 he was adjutant of the 3rd Oxford
L}g‘ht Infantry regiment. Then came
his appointment as military secretary
to, Lord Milner in South Africa, For
these services he was decorated.

One Driver Thrown Causes
McEwen to Pull Up—Mar-
gin’s Stakes.

READVILLE, Mass.,, Sept. 2—Simon
Kenton fairly dropped from the ciouds
to-day and won the American pacing
Derby, for up to the time he passed the
winning post, npobody had considered him
as worth a thought. The favorite had
been- Asa Wilkes, with the Eel a stronyg
second choice. Ten thousand persons were
out to enjoy the Derby, and the classic
Massachusetts stake, which had its four-
teenth renewal.

The weather was perfect, but the rain
of yesterday had left the track very
heavy. The 37 starters in the Derby got
away to a perfect start. All eyves were
centred, on the Canadian wonder, The
Eel, the scratch horse, and Asa Wilkes on
the 2,09 mark, the latter being the fav-
orite with the local talent. McEwen
8oon had The Eeel at top speed and be-
fore the first quarter the grey stallion
had passed about 15 of the field and was
stepping at a whirlwind clip clear on
the outside of the track to avoid the
horde of horses in front that were fill-
ing the course from the pole to way be-
yond the middle of the track.

It was when just turning.into the
stretch that an accident occurred that
for an instant caused McEwen to take
his horse back to avoid going Gown in
the crash. This caused him . the loss of
the race. Major Strong, in mking a
wild break, struck the sulky of Simon,
throwing out Driver King and knocking
Baron Whips against the fence. Dirl
was two open lengths to the good with
Dillon Queen second. Asa Wilkes wis
fourteenth and The Eel was fifteenth.

Dirl held command clear to (he mile
and one-eighth, when the closing of the
field to a bunch that swept clear across
the. track, made it impossible to tell
which of the number forged slightly
ahead of him. In the lower turn Asa
Wilkes raced Into sixth position, the
crowd beginning to yell that he would
win the race. This appeared likely to the
long distance post when he was raced
intg submission,

On the Home Stretch.

In the foremost rank was Bard Al-
fertoni, Cecllian King, Oakland (Sons,
Frank 8., Gentley and Charley King
half way down the home stretch. The
Eel was still rapidly creeping past horse
after horse. Sixty yards from the wire,
and Simon Kenton rushed into the lead.
The Eel in the final 15 yards passed five
horses and the last struggle was on far
the big end of the $15,000 purse. but Simon
Kenton was not to be denifed, winning by
a length, the same distance between Bard
Allerton’ and The FEel for second and
third places.

Evér since the inauguration of the

provincial government's power policy
#hms been an insistent campaign

; sagainst it. That campaign has

been pursued in many ways, some at
least involving the expenditure of con-
siderable sums of money, No one be-
Meves for a moment that all these dol-
lers were handed out by private indi~
M, instigated alone by their

terests, whose designe have been
thwarftéd and whose personal profits
hatve bBeen threatened. It is difficult
enough’ to get individuals sufficently
inepired by great moral and social
causes to spend themselves, their time
and their fortunes in the effort after
reform, It is inconceivable that this
should be done for private advantage
without the accruing of pensonal
benefit,

The opponents of cheap Niagara pow-
er have been driven from pillar to post
umtil at last, in sheér despair, they are
seeking to destroy mot only the public
enterprise, but their own special
friends. For it is plain that if the Nia-

ara River cannot be used by one com-

.pany for the generation of electricity,
it cannot be used by any company, and
not one only, but all generating com-
panies must go out of business. Truly
& remarkable example of the length to
which private interests will ' go in their
efforts to keep the public out of the
benefits to which it is justly entitled.
But all this misplaced ingenuity will
not avail. The delivery of Niagara
white c¢oal on a straight basis of legi-
timate cost is here to stay.

Other double-barreled contentions
are being used to frighten the provin-
clal government into submission. It is
said, for example, that free trade in
coal between Camnada and the United
States would make steam-generated
electricity cheaper than Niagara pow-
ed. Well, the prospect does not seem
to appal the electric syndicate, which

If it does not frighten the private elec-
tric companies, why should it be any
menace to the public uhdertaking?
Contentions of this kind are but false
ﬂres‘m to fright the unwary. They
arg not real, and simply disclose the
extremity to which the exploitens of
public franchises are reduced.

The fluctuating
opinions- concerning current political
affairs in Britain appear to be crystal-
izing into advocacy of tariff reform as
a necessary preliminary to social reform.
The notion that the Conservative party’s
future -can be secured by identifying
it with extensive social reforms, of
course; did not originate with Lord
Northeliffe. It can be found in the later
speeches of Disraelf, and mors clearly
in those of Lord Randolph Churchill.
Nor has it been uncommon in the
British Conservative press. But the
kind of social reform contemplated
hitherto was that which would alle-
viate the condition of the masses, with-
out affecting the predominance of the
classes,or the privileges of the aristocrat
and the land owner. Just because the
budget introduced by Mr. Lloyd-George
threatens that predominance and those

Much
of this is entirely in line with Radical
policy. Whether The Daily Mail suc-
ceeds or not in getting its program
adopted by the tariff rérormers, its
articles cannot but accelerate the
movement for drastic social reforms.

The crossing of the belt of water
Just below the pole began three days
later. The trains were now reduced to
the utmost minimum. Twenty-six dogs,
including the two leaders, big power-
ful brutes, were packed for the final
dash to the polé, which was then four
hundred and sixty miles away. <

The first few days’ marching showed
encouraging progress, despite the sev-
ere cold and steady nrirppd}nng wind. The
big stretch the water separating the
land ice from the floating polar pack
was crossed-in two boats, which had
been brought along by the expedition
with little delay.

Several days after the sight of known
land had been' lost, the skies, which had

The temperature that first day, from
midnight to midday, was 38 degrees,
and the barometer was 29.83. There was
no land in sight, and no sign of life
other than the people and the dogs who
had forced themselves into the wild,
The party  felt the loneliness intensely,
and on ‘April 23 turned back from the
pole,

The Return.

The return trip became a battle for
life ‘'with famine and frost. The clear
blue of the skies changed to a steady
dismal grey. It became stormy, but
with starvation as an alternative,
steady progress had to be made. The
ice was& much broken, leaving many
spaces of open water, A sStraight
course was set for the muskox lands.
At the 83rd ‘panallel the explorers
found themselves to the west of a lange

tract extending southward. The tem- |

perature mose to zero and a persistent
mist obscured  the heavens. Food ra-

been so overcast as to prevent an ac-
tual, determdnation of position, cleared
a bit; and 6h Manch: 30 there was seen
on the western horizon a new land. This
was in latitude 84.47, longitude 86.36.

Because’ of the necessity of pressing
onward no detour was made to examine
this coast. Here the expedition saw
the jest signs of solid earth—beyond
there was nothing stable and nothing
terregtrial whatsoever, <

M Traveling Was Easy.

The surface of the ice-pack offered
surprisingly little resistance to travel-
ing. Altho the party was Hving off tal-
low, dried beef and hot tea, there was
no great torture involved in the jour-
neying. So cold was it that constant
action was compelled. The positions
of the expedition were recorded each
day, and careful bservations made. By
the first week in April the sun was so
high: that aiternate sunburn ahd frost-
bites Wwere felt during the course of
twenty-four hours,

On April 8th it was discovered that
only ene hundred miles had been cov-
ered in nine days’ travel. The position
on that day was latitude 86.36, longi-
tude 94.2.

By this time Cook was about two
hundred miles from the pole. The loads
of supplles had been reduced. Part of
the dogs had been fed to the others,
but there were stii] enough for the
work.. The indications of land remain-
ed as the 87th and 8Sth parallels were
passed. Observations on the 14th gave
latitude 88 degrees, longitude 95 de-
grees 52 minutes. This brought the
party to. within one hundred miles from
the pole.

New 15,000 Ton Fabre Line Steamship
Now Building In France Will Be the
Largest French Ship in the Med-
iterranean Trade.

The Fabre Steamship Co., the French
Mediterranean Line, have announced
that the keel of their new 15,000 ton
steamship S8ant’ Anna, has been laid
at the shipyards of Forges et Chantiers

French men-of-war, ‘and will enter
the New York-Mediterranean service
of the Fabre Line in July; 1910. 7 This
steamship will be 500 feet long, 55 feet
wide, 65 feet from top deck to keel,
and will be of 15,000 tons gross. Her
engines will develop 10,000 horse pow-
er, which will give a speed of 17 1-2
knots, which can be maintained at all
times. There will be six decks, three
of which will be for the exclusive use
of first-cabin passengers. :

The cabin accommodations will pro-
vide for 100 adults, all in outside
rooms, and there will be one bathroom
for each seven passengers. Besides
these, there will be many rooms with
private baths, also rooms de luxe and
en suite, fitted in a most luxurious
manner. The public rooms will include
an immense dining room, with seating
capacity for all of the passengers at
one time, extending the entire width of
the steamer and lighted on three sides
by natural daylight; a large smoke-
room and American bar; 7a Parisian
outdoor cafe; a writing room; a music
room; a ballrcom; a barber shop and a
Marconi wireless station. The equip-
ment thruout will be the finest obtain-
able, and no expense will be spared
in making the "Sant’ Anna the finest
and most comfortahle steamer in the
Mediterranean trade,

The provision for the steerage pas-
sengers is in every way as thoro as
has been made for the saloon passen-
gerz and accommodations are provid-
ed for 2000 under the present American
immigration laws., In addition to a
spacious main deck there will be an
lequally spacious covered promenade
deck ‘for their exclusive use. Further
equipment includes electric ventiletion,
steam heat, shower and tub baths, an
abundance of portholes, dining rooms,
spacious corridors, special lavatories
and wash rooms. 4

a Claim on Terra Firma
North to the Pole.

Holds

OTTAWA, Sept. 2.—In official cir-
cles the view is taken that the discov-
ery of the North Pole by Dr. Cook does

not in any way affect Canada's claim
to. any mew land upon which the in-
trepid explorer may -have set his feet
in the course of his wanderings. Can-
ada has always claimed all land which
lies to the eastward of Greenland and
between the mnorthern shores of the
Dominion of Canada proper and the
North Pole. .

Our claim was strengthened when In
1908-7 Captain Bernier in the steamer
Arctic went as far north as Pond's
Inlet and planted the British flag on
all the islands touched in the voyage.
The gallant captain is at the present
time engaged in a similar roving com-
mission. 5

Lord Charles spoke of several eVi-
dences of prosperity in Camnada, and
turning to the present British govern-
ment, declared that the Patents Act
Wwas pure protection and nothing elwe.

“Don't let's run away with senti-
ment. What we all do s for our sel-
fish selves. What we do will be to
benefit ourselves, but what benefits
one part of the empire benefits aill,”
was his summary on this point.

Turning to defence he said there was
no use going into the question of
trade, social reform, or anything else

if the nation was not properly derend\
ed.

Colonies Ready to Help.

The Dominions were represented as
ready to help the old country and eter-
ral thanks were due from the mother-
land. Ministers had made many grave
speeches about the future, but why?
Because there was a doubt as to thelr
supremacy at sea. That was at the
bottom of it. The government asked
the colonies to their most repre-
sentative men to a conferénce to see
what share the Dominfons should take.

“Many times I have been asked what
Canada should do. 1 must respectfully
decline to say, It would be most im-
proper for anyone, no matter how
scund his ideas might be, to say what
you should do, when you have your
own representatives talking with the
govermment.'’ He added that from
what he saw in the papers as to what
was going to be done  the proposals
were of a very satisfactory nature.

Generous remarks had been made by
the Dominions about the old country
policing the seas.
