His Cabinet Will Command
More Support from Con-
 sezvatives Than Liberals,
But This. PBsition is Not

Unusual.

London, Dec. 8,—KEvents today em-
phasized the fact that David Lloyd
George, the new premier, has split the
Liberal party into two factions. The
new cabinet will command more sup-
port from the Conservatives in parlia-
ment than from the Liberals.

The Liberal conferemce today pledg-

ed itself to support the new govern-
ment as indeed any party must do
in such a crisis as Great Britain has
to meet, but the old party leaders will
occupy in the house of commons a
place of friendly opposition and ecrit-
icism. This position is not unusual
in the British Parliament,
. One reason advanced for the failure
of Premier Asquith’s coalition govern-
ment is that there was no strong op-
position and criticism in parlament,
because opposition was considered
disloyalty to the nation,

Neanly all the antagonism the new
Mpremier is meeting comes from mem-
bers of the Liberal party. and from
Liberal newspapers, altho Lord North-
cliffe, who has been one of Premier
Tloyd George's strongest wadvocates,
made a strong protest today in The
Evening News when the appointment
of A.J. Balfour and Lord Robert Cecil
to the foreign office was reported. His
newspapers have been listing Balfoar
as one of the “senile statesmen” and
The Evening News attacks Lord
Robert on the ground that his manage-
ment of the blockade has shown more
consideration for the interests of
neutral nations than for British in-
terests.

A large section of the Liberal party
remaing faithful to Premier Asquith
and looks upon Lloyd George as a
party wrecker, and denounces the
methods by which he achieved power.
Many of the younger progressive mem-
bers of the Liberal party support him,
but the strength of the support may
depend somewhat on how many and
what cabinet positions the younger
Liberals will get.

Criticism is freely made of the old
cabineteers that they had become an
oligarchy and were too important to
listen - to their followers.

The chief comment on today's Lib-
eral oconference is that Mr. Asquith
consented to meet the rank and file

Quebec, Dec. 8—The historic old
hafl at St, Peter's Market was today
the scene of a notable gathering when
Sir Wilfrid Laurier addressed a large
meeting under the auspices  of the
Quebec Citizens’ Recruiting Associa-
tion.

He out-
lined the duty of all true Canadians,
and affirmed that if he were a young
man he would take up arms and fight
for the triumph of justice and human-
ity.

Sir Wilfrid was given a rousing re-
ception and was cheered to the echo
as he resumed his seat.

An appeal to the young men to join
the colors was also made by Lieut.
Chaumel, a returned French army offi-
cer, who announced that a French-
Canadian brigade, commanded by
¥ rench-Canadian officers, would shortly
be formed in England.

To Face Situation.

As Sir Wilfrid concluded his speech,
Mr. Martin Madden, memi.er of thz
uuehec logislature for Quebec west,
presented the Liberal .eader with a
floral crown from the clectors uf the
west. In acknowledging the _tribute,
Sir Wilfrid thanked the Irish of the
Quebec division and said he would

During the past month they
have had on several occasions to take
steps to exact from the Greek Govern-
ment the benevolent neutrality which
had been promised them and it should
be realized that ‘benevolent neutral-
ity” was a minimum.

Broken Promises.

“But even this promise was not car-
ried out. The Greek posts, telegraphs,
and wireless stations were being used
to the prejudice of the allies. The police
and so-called reservist associations
were becoming centres of anti-allied
propaganda and the enemy legations
had become the agencies of an elab-
orate system of espionage. These dan-
gers had to be averted, and it was also
necessary to ask the Greek Govern-
ment to hand over to the allies an
equivalent amount of war material to
that which it had furnished the cen-
tral powers by the prearranged sur-
render of Fort Rupel and Kavala.

U.S. SENDS STRONG
PROTEST T0 BERLIN

(Continued' From Page 1). -

The charge was informed in reply that
the policy was adopted as a military
necessity, and that Germany. regarded
it as legal. ' ;

: Solemn Protest.

The note, with the department’s
statement making. jt public follows:
“On Nov. 29 Mr. Grew, our charge
at Berlin, was directed 1o obtain an
interview with the German chancellor
and read to him the following:

“‘The government of the U, S. has
learned with the greatest concern and
regret ‘of the policy of the German
Governmnt to deport from Belglium a
portion of the civilian population for
the purpose of forcing them to labor in
Germany and is constrained to protest
in a friendly spirit but most solemnly
against thig action, which is in con-
travention of 2ll precedents and of
those humane principles of interna.-
tional practice, which have long been
accepted and followed. by civilized na-
tions in their treatment of non-com-
batants.

“‘Furtherimore the government of
the U. 8. is convinced that the effect
of this policy if pursued will in all
probability. be fatal to the Belgian re-
lief work sc humanely planned and so
successfully carried out, a result which
would be generally deplored and which,
it is assumed, would seriously em-
barruass the German Government.’”
“The. interview has taken place.”

Belgians Risk Protest.
Havre, Dec. 8.—Twenty Belgian sern-
ators  and twenty-three Belgian depn-
ties, new living in Brussels, have taken
the personal risk of sending a signed
protest to General von Bissing against
the deportation. The senators and de-
putics at the same time sent copies
cf tiheir protest to Brand Whitlock,
the American minister to Belgium, to
the Marquis de Villalobar, Spanish
minister at Brussels, and to the diple-
matic representatives of other coun-
tries. Copi¢s of the protest and of
the letter to the neutral ministers have
been received by the Belgian Gov-
erpment.,
Among the signers of the protest are
four former -ministers, Baron de Fav-
erean, president of the senate; CUnunt
Woest, Jules Vandenpeereboom, and
Joseph Devoider.
Among the deputies who signed it
were Baron Albert de Huart and Count
de Limburg-Stirum.

Canada

‘The time has come to look our sit-
uation in the face.

The while dis-

people of the Dominion, irrespective
of party, have the feeling that the
great business of governing the
eountry actually fis not being car-
wied thru in the strong, wise, master-
ful way that they would like to see
1t being domne.” .

The
supporters of the governmeént on - the
other hand say that it would be. mad-
ness to ecntrust the destiny of the
country at this time to the leaders of
the opposition. Those who attend
Iiiberal meetings hear the government
of the day arraigned as dishonest and
incompetent, while’those who altend
Conservative meetings find the Liberal
leaders accused of disloyalty, An
electoral campaign at this time would
bring forth such startling chargcb and
recriminations that the country would
be divided into hostile camps,

Yet, as The Christian Guardian says,
the mass of the people care nothing
about the fortunes of either political
party. They want a strong, fearless
government, supported by a re- ~united
parliament, and a truly united people.
A mere coalition government might
accomplish little. Mr. Pugsley, suc-
ceeding Mr. Rogers as minister ' of
publc works, or M. Lemieux, suec-
ceeding Mr. Blondin as secretary of
state, would not greatly change the
situation. Dividing up the political
patronage at Ottawa so as to quiet
criticism is not the statesmanlike way
of solving the problem.

The Double-Deck Bridge
Commissioner Harris’ report on the
double-decking of the C. P. R. bridge
across the reservoir ravine, while ad-
verse to the proposal at the present
time, admits that “it was my opthion
that if it were the policy of the city
to erect a bridge at this point, the
joint structure would offer the most
satisfactory ' solution.” His objection
is that “while it ‘is one of many de-
sirable improvements it cannot be
classed as a necessity, and that hav-
ing regard for financlal - conditions
and -our exceedingly large commit-
ments it would be inadvisable to pro-
ceed therewith.”

It is quite true that the city has
considerable commitments in view, but
from the fact that this joint structure
“would offer the most satisfactory
solution” to a problem that is bound
to come up in the not far future, it
might be wiser to give further con-
sideration to the proposal. This is
the more necessary as the “most sat-
.isfactory solution” can only be had at
the -present time, and will be impos-
sible later.

With regard to the other financial
objection, it is to be observed that the
obligation of the city will not be im-
mediate, and the sum of $200,000
among the millions that have been
enumerated is not likely to be the last
straw to injure the credit of the city.
There is this also to be considered
that the city is pledged to the con-
struction of the civic car line, to serve
the Mount Pleasant district and about
two-thirds of North Toronto. This
civic car line is an indispensable im-
provement’ of the immediate - future,
and it cannot be constructed without
great expense except by way of the
proposed double-deck bridge, It has
been hinted that objectors to the
bridge are strong opponents of civic
car lines as competitors with ' the
Metropolitan Railway. Viewed from
this point of view the $200,000 required
for the bridge would be an investment
and an asset, and mot a liability, for
the civic car line will be an essential
part of the whole civic system, and
will improve all the property affected.
and increase the city revenue even as
the Bloor street viaduct has -already
done.

‘We recognize the need for caution
in dealing with the city’s finances, but
there never was a time when greater
care was needed to maintain the
growth and vitality of the city by
judicious cultivation of its progressive
activities.

Editer World: As you are aware,
the British Ggvernment has discon-
tinued purchasing horses in Ontario
for the present. We were getting
$217.00 net for horses weighing over

1600 pounds, $197.00 nct for horses
weighing from 1300 pounds to 1590
pounds and for cavalry horses $182.09
net, Now our grievance is that the
French commission agents in. Toronto,
Want to buy same class of horse fmm
us for $1.,5.00 net and $117.5¢ net,
Now we find that we cannot buy these
horses frora the farmers to sell ut thesa
reduced prices, nor can we expect tie
farmers to raise horses to seill at these
prices. We ship these horses in car
load lots and with 30 per cent. of these
horses rejected, and, when we come
to sell them at wha‘ever we can get
for them, we find that our car load
comes out on the wrong -side of the
ledger. Whereas the com:mission agent
who has not to invest a dollar in the
lorses gets 17om $1500 to $20.00 pro-
fit on each horse, and all the work
he has to dc is brand them.

Now we think this an outrage when
the country has so much at stake.
What we want is to get the French
contractor to come here to buy horaes
ir. the open market, the same as the
British and Canadian Governments
bave been doing. The French in-
spectors, we find, are good judges of
horses, and must have horses sound,
from five to nine yeans old, and of
good type. Now this association of
some sixty-five members, have dis-
continucd to show horses to these com-
migsion agents, and we think our Can-
adian Govarnment - should take this
matter up and invite the governments
of the allies to come here and pur-

Chief “Justice Mulock gave judgment
in the action of Catharine Nestor on
behalf of ithe heirs-at-law of John
Nestor against James M. Nestor of
Buffalo, N. Y., and. Hamilton K.
Woodruff of St. Catharines. The
judgment finds that the furniture left
by John Nestor was wrongfully sold
and that the heirs, except Willlam
who is dead, can recover damages
from the estate of William Nestor,
which he fixes tentatively at $300 and
snggests that if this sum cannot be
agreed upon a reference can be made
to the master at St. Catharines.

When John Nestor died he left his
homestead to his son William with
the condition that it was to be main-
tained as a home for any of hie chil-
dren during their lifetime, if they de-
sired to use it. The furniture was to
remain in the home as long as it re-
mained such, as the property of zall
the children.

When William Nestor died in May,
1914, leaving his ostate to his son,
James M. Nestor, the furniture was
sold to pay taxes, funeral expenses
and debts of Willlam Nestor. On July
&, 1915, a portion of the homestead
was conveyed to H. K. Woodruff. The
chief justice held that the time the
homestead was to be maintained as
# home for the children was limited to
the lifetime of William, and that when
he died all claim to it by the other
heirs-at-law ceased, .

On account of the conflicting affi-
davits before him Mr. Justice Middle-
ton directed the trial of an issue to
determine the sanity or othérwise of
W. F. Mulholland, a Yonge street mer-
chant, who was given a bill of mental
health by Dr. Harvey Clarke of the
Reception Hospital, and by Dr. Parry
the jail physician. W. N. Phelan, who
had come from the police court where
his client had been acquitted, tried
hard to secure the dismissal of the
high court action.

‘The C.PR, ba
understood, were going to move ail
their bueiness from Sunnyside to that
point, and the Whitby and Guelph
radials would undoubtedly converge
there. By refusing this all-important
connecting link to Yonge street, he de-
clared the works comumittec was ge-
ing to force all north and south goirg
traffic on to Yonge street, and were
forcing upon themselves a condition
-which could only be relieved by the
widening of Yonge street, involving a
huge expenditure. .

Paid for Improvements.

Dr. Wright of Moore Park, said nhe
had submitted to having his taxes in-
creased 1,000 per cent, since Aoore
Park came into the city. Nohody in
that sectior. had grumbled at paying
the deficit on the civie car lines, or
for the Bloor street viaduct, of thc
Bloor ‘street fill, because they Dbe-
lieved that their turn would come for
improvement. *“Now, after all theso
years are you going to cut us off?”
he asked. He quoted statistics to
show that increased {axes in Moore
Park alone would pay 6 per cent irt-
erest or the total cost, ]

Frank McMann declared that with-
in three years the district would pay
the whole cost from increased assess-
ment and new homes which undoubt-
edly wo follow. His taxes had
jumped from $100 to $900 to $1,400,
and this year he was forced to borrow
money at eight per cent. to pay his
taxes. Toronto, he said, could borrow
money on better terms than individ-
uals. He appealed to the members to:
not ‘strangle the ‘éommunity by refiis-
ing it logical transportation facilities.

Want Access to District.

M. J. O’Leary said it would be no-
thing else but suicidal to refuse the
district communication - from. Mount
Pleasant road to Yonge street. People
dowa in the city were almost as in-
terested in the improvement as resi-
dents of the district because they
wanted to have access to the district.

In his report Works Commiassioner
Hazris recommends that further con-
sideration of the project be abandon-
ed.

“] beg again to affirm my position,
he says, “that while a bridge at this
point is <esirable it cannot be regard-
ed as a necessity—the existing finan-
clal situation and our heavy commit-
ment render it imprudent to proceed
herewith.”

; fn conclusion he says the present
logical economical and effective meth-
od of developing and serving the ter-
ritory lying eaat of the Reservoir ra-
vine, as well as that north of St. Clair
avenue, would be best -accomplished
by the erection of a bridge over the
