* Higher Form' of Life by Buffalo
_Physician,

: Buffalo, N.Y,, Jan. 13.—Experimenis
t?‘ade at thg ‘Gratwick Laboratory,
otherwise known as the cancer labora-
tory of the University of Buffalo, have
resulted sucgessfully in the cure of
cancer in mice. Whether the cures are
permanent remains to be seen. Drs.
Harvey R. Gaylord &na G. H. A.
Clowe;. physicians in charge of the
laboratory, are inclined to . think that
the cures will be permanent, and al-
1eady they are studying in ‘the direc-
tion of applying the cure to human
beings. » By

The experiments involved the appli-
cation of a serum discovered in the
university laboratory to mice.

Fmr_n a mouse received from Copen-
hagen which had cancer, Dr. Clowes
said they had inoculated 150 or 200
other mice, all of which now have c¢an-
cer. | “We experimented on these mice,
and we have met with what we regard
as great success. In all we experiment-
ed upon about fifteen mice to effect
cures. We succeeded in causing small
tumors to disappear entirely, and we
succeeded ih retarding the growth of
large tumors. Where we caused the
=mall tumors to disappear altogether,
the cures seemingly are permanent,
but that is not certain yet and can be
determined only: by the lapse of time,
We are now working with a view to
apply the cure to human beings, but as
yvet we have done nothing upon a high-
er form of life than mice that would
warrant us in saving anything at this

{ time,. We think that we have made

sufficient progress to make it unneces-
sary to delay any more so far as ex-
perimenting upon. human beings is
concerned.”
