GERMAN LOSSES
VERY HEAVY.

Grand . Headquarters of the French
Army in France, July 27—(By the As-
sociated Press)—The Germans, in a per-
sistent effort to recapture at least some
part of the Chemin des Dames, trans-
ferred their attention yesterday to the
region of Hurtebise on which they
Javnched a strong attack supported by
heavy artillery concentration. The in-
fantry assaulted again and again, but,
despite the heavy masses thrown into
th>_action, they' were unable to secure
any advantage other than entrance into,
a small section of advanced French
trenches to the south of Ailles. The

age, who is 'said to have been a leader of
the mob. When he fell mortally wound-
ed, the invading whites were augmented
by hundreds of onlookers. Several
negroes were dragged from street cars
and beaten into insensibility. One was
fatally shot. ‘Scores of shots were fired
by the negroes from"the windows of
their homes and several white men. and
boys were injured.

Soon after McCann was killed, a squad
of national guardsmen were rushed to
{the scene. Augmented by the local force
and a large squad of state police. They
drove the rioters from the colored sec-
tion with drawn revolvers and pointed
rifles. 'The negroes’ section was roped off
after quiet was restored and a heavy
guard was thrown around it. Mayor
McDowell announced at midnight that
‘he had the situation under control.

DEATH FOR MURDER

Executed Early This Morning|
In Halifax

ALL OVER IN FEW SECONDS

Hangman Officiated For the 324th|
Tim¢ — Sparks, Who Killed
Fellow Negro, Maintsined He
Shet in Self-Defence

Halifax, N.S,, July 27.—At four min-
utes before five o’clock this morning
Lawrence Sparks paid the penalty for
the murder of Charles Dixon in Afric-|
ville on the morning of March 12.
Hangman Arthur Ellis left the city
on the first train following the execu-
tion. He remarked that this was the
824th time he had carried the death
penalty into effect. That he has had
much experience and is lacking in
“nerves” was shown by the fact that
only twenty-two seconds elapsed from
the time the condemned man left the
rear door of the jail, mounted the scaf-
fold steps and was sprung through the
gallows trap for the eight feet fall.
Very soon afterwards Doctor Forrest
pronounced Sparks dead.
Rev. Alfred Hagela, an English
clergyman, who is pastor of the church-
es at Beechville and Africville, was with
Sparks in his cell for more than an
hour before the execution.
Talking with a newspaper man, Mr.
Hagel said Sparks had made himself
right with God. He acknowledged that
he had done wrong but to the last mo-
ment he firmly declared that it was
not his intention to kill Dixon and
that he secured the revolver and used
|t in what he believed was self-pro-
tection, for he thouglit they intended to
do him bodily harm. “He talked with
me very pnderstandlng'ly of his belief
and confidence that he was forgiven by
his Maker. He wished me to thank all
those who had been so kind to him,
his lawyers and the officials of the
jail.”

Sparks walked to the scaffold with a
firm step and needed no assistance to
ascend the scaffold stairs. The sud-
den springing of the trap door was a
surprise to those who had gathered to
witness the execution.

LIGHTNING KILLS
THREE AMERICAN

Several Others Injured, Some of
Them Seriously, m Storm in
Missouri

St. Louis, July 27—Three members of
the 1st Regiment, Missouri National
Guard, were killed, and a dozen. others
were injured, some of them seriously,
by a bolt of lightning during a storm
which swept Camp Maxwell early today.
The dead were:—H. S. Davis, sergeant;
Dwight L. Trump, private; Charles B.
Carroll, private. The ifjured were re-
vived by means of pulmotors and are
thought to-be practically out of danger,
although severely burned.

Watched

BOY-ED IN LIMELIGHT AGAIN

The Master Mind in Carrying Out
of Scheme—"Unmasked Amer-
cans’ in German Secret Service
Working Against Their Own
Country’s Interests

Copenhagen, July 27.—Information

| agents and couriers and the transmis-

sion of intelligence by German sples
in America are to be checked.
It is said authoritatively that Ger-

| man pass-forging bureaus are equipping

German agents in Scandinavia with
fraudulent Scandinavian  passports.
These are copied from genuine originals
in the same fashion as American pass-
ports have been counterfeited photo-
graphically by the notorious pass bureau
of the admiralty.

New names and descriptions are sub-
situated occasionally but sometimes the
only change is to attach a new photo-
graph of the ostensible holder. Every
liner now sailing to the United States
carries 200 or 800 passengers, principal-
ly of Scandinavian nationality. There
is little to prevent the intelligence de-
partment of the German admiralty,
now under the clever leadership = of
Captain Karl Boy-Ed, former naval at-
tache at Washington, from planting any
desired number of agents equipped with
genuine Scandinavian passports, among
the passengers. There is reason to be-
lieve this is being done.

Various attempts to recruit neutrals
for courier and information missions to
the United States have been reported
more or less definitely. The Scandin-
avian police also could tell a tale of
unmasked Americans who are employ-
ed in the German secret service. They
are working against the interests’ of
their. own country and of neutral states,
whose hospitality they enjoyed, as well
as against the European Entente.

It may be difficult to stop the activ-
ities of the two latter classes. Tt would
be comparative easy, however, to strike
at the fraudulent Seandinavian passport
people at the source. '

TRYING T0 ORAG THER GOLD
" FON ELUGTAN GERRAN

Appeal Not Meeting With a Very
Satisfactory Response

Amsterdam, July 27—The daily recur-
ring public notices printed in conspicu-
ous type in German newspapers entreat-
ing citizens to aid the fatherland by giv-
ing it their gold, evidently is insufficient
of productive results. The Weser Zeit-
ung of Bremen publishes a renewed ap-
peal, complaining especially that the
well-to-do public still fails to realize the
situation, and that all gold must be
handed in.

The newspapers cites examples of
members of the German imperial and
royal princely houses, sacrificing their
gold and jewellry and says competent
authorities calculate that three to four
hundred million gold coins are being
obstinately hoarded in Germany while
the value of gold ornaments is estimated
at a billion marks.

The Weser Zeitung says the public of-
ten asks whether gold cannot be loaned
instead of given to the German imperial
bank. The answer is no, because the
law demands gold as a cover for paper
money and that it must be in bars or
coin.. The public is again urged to yield
jewels of all kinds which realize good
prices abroad and is most useful for
credit purposes there.

THE METAL MARKETS

In its summary of the iron, steel,
metal and machinery markets for the
week ended July 24, Canadian Machin-
ery and Manufacturing News, Toronto,
makes the following observations:

Developments at Washington have in
many respects an important bearing on
the situation in Canada and the actions
of the American government are being
followed closely locally on this account.
The steel market is quiet and buying
has fallen off pending a definite an-
nouncement in regard to prices. There
is also considerable uncertainty as to
the amount of steel available for pri-
vate consumers after government needs
have been provided for.

This uncertainty and high prices are
restricting business and the market will
be unsettled until the situation clears
up. It is freely predicted that steel
prices have about reached the top, but
this depends largely on the action of
the American government in its influ-
ence on the steel trade. The pig-iron
market is marking time pending devel-
opments at Washington and the demand
has fallen off in view of the possibility
of lower prices. The local situation
is unchanged and prices are still with-
drawn. The scrap market continues
weak with a tendency to lower prices,
al{hough in the meantime quotations
are unchanged. Non-ferrous metals are
weaker and prices have declined
throughout the list. Consumers are
keeping out of the market in anticipa-
tion of lower prices following action
by the American government in this di-
rection. For this reason the markets are
unsettled, and the outlook is uncertain.
The machine tool market is quiet with
no feature of outstanding importance.

Winnipeg, July 25.—Probably no
other political event has ever aroused so
much interest in the west as the com-
ing western Liberal convention, judging
by reports of dozens of conventions
called for next week to select delegates.

Today the premiers of the thrée prair-
ie provinces, with several of their min-
isters, were in conference all day with
Sir Clifford Sifton, who has arrived
here. Sir Clifford is taking a lively in-
terest in the proceedings, but whether
the farmers, who will be largely repre-
sented, have forgotten his 1911 cam-
paign against reciprocity, is much dis-
cussed. R. I. Richardson, ex-M.P,
through his newspaper, the Tribune, is
already starting to turn the convention
against Sifton, who deserted the west
in 1911 and is- now 3 millionaire.

Conservatives are taking as keen an
interest in the convention as Liberals,
and there is much apprehen$ion among
them that a platform will be evolved
that will rob them of their most useful
ammunition.

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THE WAR SITUATION

A . Washington despatch says that
American officers, while they do not
doubt for a moment that the western
front can be held against all German at-
tacks are yet “unable to see that the
British and French have wrested from
the Germans any key position of such
importance that it can be used next
vear to hurl the enemy back toward the
Rhine.”

It is further contended by these Am-
erican observers that the greatest stra-
tegic advantage gained in recent fight-
ing was by the Germans when they cap-
tured a sector of the British line in
Belgium, near the sea, and thus made
ft more difficult to roll up their flank
where it reaches down to the sea. More-
over, the collapse of Russia makes the
western situation more difficult for the
Allies. Hence it is believed in Wash-
ington that the war must continue for
a long time before the German lines
in the west can be effectively broken.

Meanwhile an American army of’
800,000 national guardsmen is being mo-
bilized, and will be sent overseas as
soon as possible; but it is not expected

One
seeks in vain in.any  quarter for news
that would warrant the hope of an early
termination of the struggle.

{N. Y. Commercial Editorial)
. Alcohol is one of the most important
materials used in the arts and sciences.
In many lines of manufactures it is ab-
solutely indispensable. Doctors disagree
vxolently about ,its value as a medicine,
orasa stnmu]aqt in the practice of medi-
dine. But it jg 'indispensable in the drug
trade, becausg it '1s the only- solvent
that will preserve many indispensable
drugs without ‘changing their chemical
proprieties and their value as medicine.
Chloroform, ether and other drugs of
great value are made of alcohol.

Without alcohol felt and silk hats
could not be made and the list of dyes,
drugs, chemicals, varnishes, photographic
niaterials and other products in common
use is a large one. Modern civilization
‘depends upon alcohol for their produc-
tion in some way or other.

If gasolme becomes too scarce and
high in price, users of automobiles and
motor trucks may have to fall back on
alcohol, which is an efficient, but at pres-
ent, a too costly a substitute. In France,
at this time, large quantities of alcohol
are used in urdmar\ illuminating lamps
fitted with incandescent mantles, because
the price of-coal and petreleum products
is so high that the government is limit-
ing the manufacture and use of gas in
Paris and other large cities.

Alcohol cap be made from any vege-
table matter containing starch or sugar
whlch can be fermented and then distill-
ed. Processes have been developed by

Vast Armies of Black Men

ment Would Be Hordes of Trained
African Soldiers

(By Lovat Fraser in Toronto Star-
Weekly.))

The other day General Smuts made
the remarkable statement that “Central
Africa is now 1._... in the centre of

world-politics.” '
Why is General Smuts anxious about

the future of Egquatorial Africa? Be- |
cause the war has brought the surpris-)
ing revelation that the African negroes
can be transformed into some of the
finest fighting material in the world.
General Smuts confesses that his eyes
were opened by his East African ex-
periences. He realized then for the first
time that it would be possible. to organ-
ize among the African blacks “one of
the most powerful armies the world
has ever seen.” Commander Wedgwood
said the same thing in parliament. He
declared that the Askaris in East Af-
rica who fought under German leader-
ship were “the most formidable ever
seen” ((The term “Askari” is the
Eust African equivalent for “Sepoy,”
but has an Asiatic derivation.)) For
strength and drute courage, for insensi-
bility to pain, for ability to endure
fatigue and short commons, for docility
under orders, for fearlessness of death,
some of the black races of Central Af-
rica are. almost’ uneqdalled. Commander
Wedgwood believes that a mighty black
army could be created which would
“walk through Africa.” But why should
such an army walk through Africa
only?

We dimly perceived the fighting quali-
ties of African manhood when' we|
raised the King’s African Rifles; but
Germany made the discovery far more
thoroughly and laid her plans accord-
ingly. That she precipitated the war
before her African schemes were ripe is
only another example of her many
blunders; but it must be remembered
that when she drew the sword she cal-
culated that Great Britain would re-
main neutral. In her view ‘Africa could
wait. Yet she did not neglect the Af-
rican side of her plans, for she looked

British public still fails to understand
that six weeks before the war Viscount
Grey of Fallodon and Prince Lichnow-
sky, the German Ambassador, initial-
led in London a series of agreements
between Great Britain and Germany.

Battles in the air are of
almost daily occurrence, and alien forces
who could not gain a foothold on “the
silver coasted aisle” death-dealing
bombs upon its capital. The conditions
of fighting on the western front in Eur-
ope, where mighty opposing forces have
been long locked in an indecisive death

grapple, seem to invite the application

on a large scale of a new weapon which
can operate in a free medium. .A great
aerial navy may hasten the ending of the
great war by giving the Allies indisput-
able predominance in the new theatre of
conflict above the ground.

Fuel Controller's Visit to Washing-
ton Produces Results — Urges

Econemy in Use and Expeditien
in,Unloading Cars

C. A. Magrath, fuel controller, recently
informed J. H. Frink, provincial coal ex~|
pert, that he was leaving for Washington
to facilitate the shipment of coal to St.
John and yesterday further word was re-
ceived from the fuel controller giving a
report on his visit to the United States
capital and the mine owners. |
Mr. Magrath reported that he had sev- |
cral confercnces with ' the officials at
Washington and with the mine owners
and it seemed that the difficulty arises in
obtaining tonnage by water and it ap-
pears to be the fecling that schooners are |
demanding and receiving excessive rafes.
It is possible that if something is not|
done to reduce these rates that the con- |
troller will fix a rate. This power is
within his commission as fuel controller.
However, this will not apply to all
the tonnage carrying coal to St. John. In
a previous statement to the local press
Mr. Magrath stated that seventy-five per
cent. of the tonnage was not under Can-
adian register, so that the fixing of rates
will apply only to twenty-five per cent.,
but this would have a widespread effect
while the Americans may be reached by
the U. S. government.

There is also a difficulty in having the
coal meet the ship at tidewater, bhut it is
believed that some adjustment can be
made in having the mine owners and
skip owners arrange this.

Though, of course, the distance from
Philadelphia to St. John is much greater
than from the mines to Ottawa coal
dealers at the federal capital are now
quoting figures around $9.25 and $9.50
to civiec authorities there, or very much

Scientists Interested — New Angle on
an Old Question Given by an Ex-

pert

Furope may not much longer enjoy |
the distinction of being the sole seat of |
evidence of the stone age, in the opinion
of N. C. Nelson, who has reported to the

Museurn of Natural History, in the Am- |
erican Museum Journal, the results of a
survey of Mammoth Cave and other cav- |
erns and rock shelters of Kentucky, made |
by him for the museum.

Mammoth Cave has been chiefly util-|
ized and known as a sight for tourists, |
the public paying little attention to tex-
tile specimens and other relics of an an-
cient race which scientific visitors have
dug out of the district for a century or
longer in a quiet fashion. Mr. Nelson’s
survey was intended to determine if re-
sults worth while could be obtained by
thorough exploration. The visit lasted
five weeks. It satisfied him that the in-
vestigation ought to go on, and that it
will throw much light on the habits and |
history of the aborigines of the Missis- |
sippi Valley.

His report says the inquiry was spur-
red partly by the success of cave arch-|
aeology in Europe and partly by the
supposed failure of it in this country. It
was not undertaken primarily to find
America’s paleolithic (stone age) man,!
but rather to ascertain if the caves can
furnish any trace of a relatively primi-
tive age of aboriginal development that
might have given rise to mound-builder
culture. The Kentucky region is sim-
ilar to those in which the cave peoples
of Europe lived. !

Behind the survey was also the belief
of many European archaeologists that if
Americans will apply themselves they
will find proof of aboriginal existence as
ancient and primitive as anything dis-
covered in the Old World. Prof. Hugo
Obermaier, of the Institut de Paleonto-
logie Humaine of Paris, once offered to
wager his head on the outcome and al
another time declared he would come to
America and find the required data “in-i
side three years.”

Russian Jews In
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London Objsct To
Being Conscripted

In Hope of [_)elay, Demand Tha
They Be Returned to Russia
With Families

(Special Cable to The Montreal Gazette
from The London Times))

London; “ July 24—The Times says:
“Russian Jews in the East End of
London are seriously alarmed by the
convention agreed to between the Rus-
sian provisional government and the
British government to secure those of
military age for service here or in the
armies of their own country. These
men who have prospered during the
war do not want to fight. Their hos-
tility to the idea of conscription threat-
ens to lead to a determined opposition
to any attempt to put the convention
into force. In the hope of securing de-
lay they are now declaring for a return
to Russia with their families. They
have no real desire to return to the
country of their birth, but seem to think
that the shipping difficulties will pre-
vent the government carrying through
wholesale deportation. At a conference
arranged by the Foreign Jews’ Pro-
tection committee the following resolu-
tions were passed:

“Thet this conference of the Foreign
Jews Protection committee, realizing
that the English government has an-
nounced an intention of refusing facil-
ities to their families to return with
them to Russia, while reaffirming their

reassert that they refuse to leave their
families behind or be forced into the
army of a country of which they are
not citizens; that if an attempt be
made to force Russian citizens to re-
main in this country through the re-
fusal of the British government to give
passage to their families, we pledge our-
selves to follow the glorious footsteps
of our conscientious objectors and sup-
port all the victims and their families
in their fight against injustice and op-
pression.”

“The conference also sent the Russian
government a telegram to explain that
the British government is making no
provision for the return of the Russian
families.

Demand Largely Bluff

“Meanwhile the feeling in the East
End among the British residents is
strongly in favor of the adoption of
firm measures to ensure that Russian
Jews shall serve. Eight thousand
Jewish aliens of military age are still
living as civilians at Stepney and Hack-
ney alone, and the complaint is made
that they take advantage of the calling
up of Englishmen to fill vacated posi-
tions or snatch business which the re-
cruits are obliged to relinquish.

““The ferment down here, a well-
known Hackney resident said, ‘is rap-
idly becoming serious. If the govern-
ment will deal with the situation, it will
have the full support of the British

Goethals and Demman Step Out
and President Decides on a

Fresh Start

Realizing that it had become a nation-
al scandal, President Wilson ended the
shipbuilding controversy abruptly on
Tucsday by eliminating from the situa-
tion both William Denman, chairman of
the shipping board, and Major Gen.
George W. Goethals, general manager of
the emergency fleet corporation.

The resignation of Mr. Denman was
requested by the president, who wrote
that the problems confronted could be
solved, in his oponion, only by making
8 fresh start.

General Goethals, it developed, had
asked to be relieved of his duties on
July 20, basing his request on a letter
received by him from the president on
the day before.

The text of this letter was withheld,
but it was said that by its terms Presi-
dent Wilson denied to General Goethals
the supreme powers which he felt neces-
sary to successful work, and which he
wrote in resigning, he was sure were hfs
to exercise.

Coincident with this action it was an-
nounced that the president had selected
Edward N. Hurley of Chicago, a former
chairman of the Federal Trade Commis-
sion, to replace Mr. Denman and Rear
Admiral Washington Lee Capps, former
chief constructor of the navy, to suc-
ceed ‘General Goethals. Both accepted.

The clean-up did not end with Den-
man and Goethals. President Wilson
decided also to accept the resignation
tendered about three weeks ago by Cap-
tain John B. White, a member of the
shipping board and a Denman partisan.

EARL GREY REPORTED
10 BE SEROUSLY L

London, July 27.—Earl Grey, former
governor general of Canada, is serious-
ly ill. He recently underwent an op-
eration. Earl Grey is the son of Gen-
eral Sir Charles Grey, who was for
many years private secretary to the
Prince Consort and to Queen Victoria,
and he first won his spurs as governor
and adminjstrator of Rhodesia. He was
later director of the British South Af-
rica Company.

Earl Grey was appointed governor-
general and commander-in-chief in Can-
ada in 1904, and he held this office until
1911. He is 66 years old.

HAIL SIMS’ IRISH SE.\MEN

Townspeople at Base Welcome Them as
“Coming Back Home.”

Base of American Flotillas in British
Waters, June 26 (correspondence of the
Associated Press)—“And sure they’re
after coming back home,” remarked a
good-natured Irish mother today as che
beamed .on a procession of American
bluejackets passing through the main
street of this seacoast town. She ex-
pressed the feeling of the townspeople,
who all take pride in the “return of the
boys,” and, by way of proving it, they
point to the high percentage of men of
Irish ancestry and birth in the Ameri-
can navy.

It would be hard to imagine a foreign
port where American sailors could be
made more genuinely welcome. There
has been nothing in the way of a formal
welcome, but that is not the fault of
the hospitable people. It has been dis-
couraged because this grim business of
war gives men little time for celebra-
_.tions ashore. Therefore the American
jack tars set foot ashore in the same
quiet, confident, businesslike manner as
that of their destroyers in entering the
port.

Almost instantly they captivated the
hearts of the townspeople, many of
whom doff their hats to them when
passing along the narrow, winding
streets. Vice-Admiral Sims is particu-
larly revered.

One of the favorite ways of being
hospitable to the Americans is to in-
vité them to tea. -There is hardly .one
of the villagers who has not a close rel-
ative living in the western republic.
Indeed there are few homes unadorned
by some memento of America.

Laber Battalion in France

The following interesting letter has
been received from Private C. L. Price
by his sister-in-law, Mrs. Allan Gan-
ong, 172 Millidge avenue, Private Price
was born in Havelock (N, B.), and
was for some time a teacher in Kings

to hear that he is well. He had been in
the west eight years before he enlisted:
The Same Old Place in France.

Thinking that a few lines from over-
seas .might interest some of my friends
at Stony Plain I will risk trying your
patience and the censor’s pencil and do
“my bit” at writing you.

As you doubtless remember 1 enlist-
ed with the 194th Edmonton Highland-
ers. We left Sarcee camp late in Octo-
ber and arrived in England some three
weeks later. There, after a few weeks,
our dear old battalion was all broken
up and turned inside out; some of the
boys were sent to one place and some
to another. Some were sent to the
front, some to the jpck and some, 1
guess, stayed about ix the middle. They
picked out a hundred, more or- less of
the best blood in the battalion and sent
us over to improve the quality of the
First Can. Lab. Batt, which was just
then forming. This battalion was then
gradually filled up with the select of
six or eight other battalions, men from
every province of Canada and mostly
men over forty—men old enough to have
a bit of common sense, you see!

We left our camp in England for
Sunny (?) France early in January. I
remember as we marched gaily down
the street to entrain for the port of
embarkation, we passed a group of
school kids.
