London, July 27—Fresh and violent 
fighting occurred in the streets of Petro­
grad in the last two days, according to a 
despatch from Petrograd to Copenhagen, 
transmitted by the Exchange Telegraph 
Company yesterday. The extreme 
iallsts organised a great revolt, the de­
spatch adds, but the government troops 
interfered and the riot was completely 
suppressed after lively lighting. No de­
tails were received.

Copenhagen, July 27.—Information 
obtained here shows that more effective 
measures than are now in fonce for 
supervision of Scandinavian liners ply­
ing to the United States must be put 
into effect if the passage of German 
agents and couriers and the transmis­
sion of intelligence by German spies 
in America are to be checked.

It is said authoritatively that Ger­
man pass-forging bureaus are equipping 
German agents in Scandinavia with 
fraudulent Scandinavian passports, 
These are copied from genuine originals 
in the same fashion as American pass­
ports have been counterfeited photo­
graphically by the notorious pass bureau 
of the admiralty.

New names and descriptions are sub­
situated occasionally but sometimes the 
only change is to attach a new photo­
graph of the ostensible holder. Every 
liner now sailing to the United States 
carries 200 or 800 passengers, principal­
ly of Scandinavian nationality. There 
is little to prevent the intelligence de­
partment of the German admiralty, 
now under the clever leadership ' of 
Captain Karl Boy-Ed, former naval at­
tache at Washington, from planting any 
desired number of agents equipped with 
genuine Scandinavian passports, among 
the passengers. There is reason to be­
lieve this is being done.

Various attempts to recruit neutrals 
for courier and information missions to 
the United States have been reported 
more or less definitely. The Scandin­
avian police also could tell a tale of 
unmasked Americans who are employ­
ed in the German secret service. They 
are working against the interests of 
their own country and of neutral states, 
whose hospitality they enjoyed, as well 
as against the European Entente.

It may be difficult to stop the activ­
ities of the two latter classes. Tt would 
be comparative easy, however, to strike 
at the fraudulent Scandinavian passport 
people at the source.

Several 
negroes were dragged from street cars 
and beaten into insensibility. One was 
fatally shot. Scores of shots were fired 
by the negroes from the windows of 
their homes and several white men and 
boys were injured.

Soon after McCann was killed, a squad 
of national guardsmen were rushed to 
the scene. Augmented by the local force 
and a large squad of state police. They 
drove the rioters from the colored sec­
tion with drawn revolvers and pointed 
rifles. The negroes’ section was roped off 
after quiet was restored and a heavy 
guard was thrown around it. Mayor 
McDowell announced at midnight that 
he had the situation under control.

tacks are yet “unable to see that the 
British and French have wrested from 
the Germans any key position of "such 
importance that it can be used next 
year to hurl the enemy back toward the 
Rhine.”

It is further contended by these Am­
erican observers that the greatest stra­
tegic advantage gained in recent fight­
ing was by the Germans when they cap­
tured a sector of the British line in 
Belgium, near the sea, and thus made 
ft more difficult to roll up their flank 
where it reaches down to the sea. More­
over, the collapse of Russia makes the 
western situation more difficult for the 
Allies. Hence it is believed in Wash­
ington that the war must continue for 
a long time before the German lines 
in the west can be effectively broken.

Meanwhile an American army of 
800,000 national guardsmen is being mo­
bilized, and will be sent overseas as 
soon as possible ; but it is not expected 
that men of the new army> to be raised 
by selective draft will be ready for ser­
vice at the front for many months to 
come, and perhaps for nearly a year.

The situation in Russia is tragic. The 
armies are still retreating in Galicia. 
The new provisional government has 
adapted stem measures to overcome the 
forces of reaction within the country, 
and has issued an almost pathetic ap­
peal to the army and the people to 
rally and save Russia from a counter­
revolution that would restore the old 
regime. The death penalty has been 
restored, the reactionary press will be 
mufczled, and a, determined effort made 
to stem the tide of anarchy and of Ger­
man intrigue.

There is no news of importance from 
the western front. The Germans con­
tinue to attack with great obstinacy 
and determination, and the Allies are 
not gaining any important ground. The 
Roumanian situation is improving and 
the Greek parliament has met and is in 
full accord and co-operation with the 
Allies. There is no news from the 
Italian and Macedonian fronts. One 
seeks in vain in any quarter for news 
that would warrant the hope of an early 
termination of the struggle.

Alcohol is one of the most important 
materials used in the arts and sciences. 
In many lines of manufactures it is ab­
solutely indispensable. Doctors disagree 
violently about ,it£ value as a medicine, 

stimulait in the practice of medi­
cine. But it is'indispensable in the drug 
trade, because it Is the only- solvent 
that will preserve many indispensable 
drugs without changing their chemical 
proprieties and their value as medicine. 
Chloroform, ether and other drugs of 
great value are made of alcohol.

Without alcohol felt and silk hats 
could not be made and the list of dyes, 
drugs, chemicals, varnishes, photographic 
materials and other products in common 
use is a large one. Modern civilization 

‘depends upon alcohol for their produc­
tion in some way or other.

If gasoline becomes too scarce and 
high in price, users of automobiles and 
motor trucks may have to fall back on 
alcohol, which is an efficient, but at pres­
ent, a too costly a substitute. In France, 
at this time, large quantities of alcohol 
are used in ordinary illuminating lamps 
fitted with incandescent mantles, because 
the price of- coal and petroleum products 
is so high that the government is limit­
ing the manufacture and use of gas in 
Paris and other large cities.

Alcohol can he made from any vege­
table matter containing starch or sugar 
which can be fermented and then distill­
ed. Processes have been developed by 
which cellulose can be converted into 
alcohol and alcohol can be derived also 
from acetylene gas in a comparatively 
simple manner.

Orders Ottawa, July 26—Canada’s fuel con­

troller, C. A. Magrath, issued a call to­
day for the utmost possible co-operation 
among all coal consumers, coal dealers 
and transportation companies in order to 
avoid serious difficulties which may arise 
during the coming winter witli regard 
to the coal situation.

“Every user of fuel—great and 
small,” said Mr. Magrath, “should 
conserve in every possible way. This 
is a time when saving fuel means 
getting it. If this war drags on for 
very many months longer I may be 
called on to place restrictions on the 
use of all sorts of fuel, including coal, 
wood, gasoline and even natural 
gas.”
Mr. Magrath points out that the sup­

ply of bituminous coal for upper lake 
ports is far below the normal of previous 
years. Inland navigation ceases in a few 
months and then the load will be thrown 
upon the railways, a load which, accord­
ing to present outlook, they can hardly 
handle. The only solution, Mr. Magrath 
believes will he the alioting of a heavier 
percentage of cars in the United States 
to carry coal from the mines to lake 
ports.

“Russian Jews in the East End of 
London are seriously alarmed by the 
convention agreed to between the Rus­
sian provisional government and the 
British government to secure those of 
military age for service here or in the 
armies of their own country. These 
men who have prospered during the 
war do not want to fight. Their hos­
tility to the idea of conscription threat­
ens to lead to a determined opposition 
to any attempt to put the convention 
into force. In the hope of securing de­
lay they are now declaring for a return 
to Russia with their families. They 
have no real desire to return to the 
country of their birth, but seem to think 
that the shipping difficulties will pre­
vent the government carrying through 
wholesale deportation. At a conference 
arranged by the Foreign Jews’ Pro­
tection committee the following resolu­
tions were passed:

“That this conference of the Foreign 
Jews Protection committee, realizing 
that the English government has an­
nounced an intention of refusing facil­
ities to their families to return with 
them to Russia, while reaffirming their 
unanimous decision to return to Russia, 
reassert that they refuse to leave their 
families behind or be forced into the 
army of a country of which they are 
not citizens; that if an attempt he 
made to force Russian citizens to re­
main in this country through the re­
