Sone
physicians believe the presence of these
anti-bodies is due to the fact that the
parents have had the disease in an.un-
recognized form.- It is said that if the
theory of the anti-bodies is correct, the
‘blood serum treatment may  prove as
effective in preventing infantile paralysis
as vaccination is in preveniirg typhoid.

The German merchant marine Deut-
schland on her return voyage from Bal-
timore to Bremep was destroyed by a
British patrol boat. ;a Tuesday morning,
August 8, ukording to the orderly of
Captain Lique, of the French armored
cruiser Admiral Aube. * The orderly
stood in the doorway ot (1= French Con-
tddate. at’ Pensacois, Fla, Snturda;}
awaiting the termination of the admir-
al’s call on the consul when he made
this statement, : S

“We were off New Orleuns on Tues-

day,” said the orderly, “when we were
wirelessed that a British patrol boat do-
ing duty on the Atlantic coast had early
that morning destroyed the Deutschland
when the latter, steaming on the sur-
face during the night, was perceived by
the patrol bost and sent to ‘the bottom
when she attempted {o submerge. The
action occurred' just: as day began to
break.” 7

as newspapers, as well as correspondence
of all kinds, registered and unregister-
ed,.or that persons writing to or from
enemy countries would already have
adopted the practice of sending their let-
ters under .cover to intermediaries in
neutral countries, or that great numbers
of complete sacks appearing to contain
merely business <irculars from neutral
countries, wou.d contain in reality, no-_
thing but propaganda from Germany, -
vnder covers bearing. neutral postage
stamps, g

“These and simila; nnforeseen pecu-
liarities made it impossible, until the
staff engaged had beeu largely increased
and had become accustomed to them, to
select on any fixed principle those mail
bags which, when all could not be ex=
amined within a reasonable period,
:hould be forwarded without examina-
ion, i

“The de’ay of ~ shipping docuinents
carried by the same ship as the cargg ¥
which they refer can be, and hds been
in some cases, avoided by the sijffovle
expedient of enclosing such documn¥ais
in specially marked bags.” 2,

The statement concludes by showing
why the despatch of the inteccepted
mails is best facilitated by examination
in London, and not at points nearer the
seizure as has been suggested.

BRITISH LOSE DESTROY!R— :

Agcording to an official statement ‘puf)-
lished in London yesterday the British
torpedo boat destroyer Lassoo was sunk
off the Dutch eoast on Sunday, having '
either struck a mine or been toroedoed.
Six of the crew are missing.

A Berlin despatch says that a German
submarine torpedeed the Lassoo, and
that between August 2 and 10 five Brit-
ish and French steamers and ten Brit-
ish and French sailing craft were tor-
pedoed and sent to the bottom.

‘The Danish steamer Ivar was sunk
by a submarine off Genoa, Haly, on
Sunday, sccording to a Reuter dispatco
from Copenhagen.

A report was current in Copenhages
yesterday that a German submarine had
been sunk by a Swedish cruiser between
Stockholm and Skargaard. 1

THE WAR NEWS

Continued Russian success and opera-
tions on a larger scale in the Balkans are
the features of last night’s news. The
most valuable work done by the Russians
is mot their gain of territory, but the
number of prisoners they are taking and
the number of enemy soldiers they are
otherwise putting out of action. We are
told that the Austrians are calling up
what are practically their last effective
reserves, and _the reduction of their man
power is the worst blow that can be
Iinflicted on the Central Powers. The
advance of the Russian armies on his
flanks would seem to have placed Gen.
Von Bothmer in a eritical position, and
there could be no better news_than that
his army had been captured or destroyed.
' There is no jmportant change on the
British and French front, but in the Bal-
kans the Allies are said to be attacking
on a wide front, or at least feeling out
the enemy preparatory to vigorous oper-
ations. Naturally there is hope that the
long delayed drive in this portion of the
fighting will soon be pushed, and that
Roumania will join the Allies; for Aus-
trie’s troubles would thereby become in-
finitely more serious, not only in regard
to resisting the enemy, but in relation
to the food supply.

The whole situation everywhere con-
tinues favorable for the Allies,

: CUFFING SIR SAM

The complacency of Sir Sam Hughes
graies upon the nerves of some Canadian
newspapefs which are either Conserva-
tive or independent. The Toronto Tele-
gram, Conservative, speaks with great
bluntness, as follows: <

“Old country newspaper readers are
assured on the authority of this coun-
try’s minister of militia, that ‘the ques-
tion of compulsion is not discussed in
Canada.’ More questions are discussed in
Canada than are ever dreamt of in the
philosophy of Sir Sam Hughes, K. C.
B. The question of compulsion is dis-
cussed, and loudly discussed, by the mo-
thers, wives and sisters whose own sons,
husbands, and brothers have gone to the
front. These women have seen the light
go out of their own homes, and are dis-
gusted with a voluntary system that per-
mits other women’s homes to be bright-
ened with the presence of able-bodied
men of military age.”

And the Montreal Financial Times

mockingly observes, under the heading, .

“Little Drops of Water:

“On Thursday evening the Irish Rang-
ers got three new recruits. No doubt
General Hughes heard of this in Lon-
don, as he has declared that Canada’s
500,000 men (and more if needed) will
soon be available! At the rate of half-
a-dozen recruits a day Canada’s full
quota of soldiers will be ready for the
great push in 1920.”

But does Sir Sam care about these
critics? When he calls for more of “my
soldiers” they will of coursé rush to his
side. He is winning this war, and wants
neither advice, assistance or criticism.

NO SCARCITY OF WHEAT

While the price of bread is discussed
with much interest in St. John the upper
province press is telling of the great
prosperity the wheat crop will bring to
western Canada. The Toronto Telegram
observes that “One hundred million
bushels less wheat from the prairies this

year does not mean that hard times l’/

to be part of the war burden of western
Canada,” and it adds:—

“The year 1915 furnished a record
crop. It has taxed the shipping facili-
ties of the country to such an extent
that this year has seen a steady stream
of grain pouring out of Canada into the
}ﬂﬁsh markets. The old wheat is still
moving on the railways, while the new
wheat is coming on the market. The
wheat crop of a year ago could not have
been handled by the limited help now
available. The prairie wheat crop of
1916 is not a record one, but at war
prices it is large enough to assure pros-
perity to the old folks at home while the
boys are fighting at the front” -

Discussing the same subject the Mon-
treal Financial Times says:

“The higher prices now prevailing for
wheat will be of tremendous importance

to the.general trade position in Western i

Canada, even though the crop yield, due

to reduced acreage under seéd, and other|:

causes, may be much below that of 1915.
It is' estimated that a volume of wheat,

approximating 50,000,000 bushels, is still |

in farmers’ hands, and this, added to the
new crop, at present high prices, will be
of incalculable value to western business,
and ' financial circles. Canada’s buying
power will be of recodd proportions dur-
ing the coming year.” ;

Is the very high price of flour Justified
under the circumstances—or are the peo-

ple being asked to pay more than they |

should for the staff of life? This is a
question the government might fairly
consider.

BRITAIN ECONOMIZES

A Montreal business man who has re-
turned from England says there are now
no recruiting posters, because men of
military age must now enlist for service
as needed. There are other posters, how-
ever, and of these the Montreal man
says: o

‘“’l‘l_xe posters’ appeal is now for econ-
omy in dress, in the use of gasoline and
for dispensing with unnecessary servants
and employes whercould be better.occu-
pied in the matufacture of munitions and
otl_xer war service, Strong appeals are
being m:.ade to the public to invest their
savings in war certificates, stating that
fifteen and sixpence will buy one hun-
dred and twenty cartridges, or a dozen
or so of bombs and grenades, with which
to h'elp on the victory which is now be-
ginning to be won.. There is the further
allurement that in five years the fifteen
and sixpence becomes’ one pound, com-
pound interest being added at the _rate
of five per cent. These war certificates
seem to have caught the popular imagin-
ation, and enormous numbers of them
are being issued. One week was recent-
ly set.apart for special economies, the
results to be invested in the certificates,
and the response was most gratifying.”

One Canadian financial paper has
been urging the issue of such certificates
in this country. It is evident that we
are far behind the mother country both
in the matter of recruiting and of sav-
ing. The war is not yet near its end,
and the call for men and for economy
should be heard in Canada as well as in
the mother country. This country is so
prosperous, and so far from the scene
of actual fighting, ‘that it is extremely
difficult for the people to realize fully the
need of giving the war and their dut};
in relation thereto the first place ‘u their
thoughts and daily life.

- There
may be a little shrapnel in him, but it
does mot count against his good condi-
tion.  He related to me some of his ex-
periences in that deadly Ypres salient,
and though his reticence prevented his
divulging the full personal record, I could
detect enough data upon which to claim
for him at least the military cross.

“Before the great bhattle by several
weeks' he had been instrumental in doing
a noble and heroic service for his poor
unfortunate chum, McDermoﬁ:. Amid the
hail of bullets and in imminent exposure
he had protected the body of his com-
rade, and when death had glazed his
eyes, Elmer secured relics for the parents
of the boy and mailed them for their in-
formation and comfort, Later, when the
desperate battle began on June 2 and
the old 6th C. M. R. was cut to pieces,

no longer. He had previously been
buried in a trench and was through all
manner of nerve-racking experiences, but
it occasioned no faltering or weakening
whert the critical hour came. He stood
game till his signal station and all com-
munications were destroyed. To such as
he I can only reverently doff my cap.

In all the German papers there appears

A TRIBUTE. -

(Acadia Bulletin.)
Editor Acadia Bulletin:— t ;

Sir:—Permit me through:the medium
of the Bulletin to bear perscnal testi-
mony to the worth of one of our young
men who has just fallen in battle, and
through him to all the Acadia men who
have enlisted to fight the battles of the
Empire.

Shortly after accepting the commis-
sion as captain in the 219th O. S. H.
Bn, C. E. ¥, I looked around for some
one to be associated with me who could
suéuplcment my limited military know-
ledge, and assist in directing “D” Com-
pany. I finally invited Capt. (then Lt.)
H. H. Pineo, who went overseas with
the 6th M. R. to return for this pur-
pose. After considering the matter he
sent me a letter in which he told me
several personal reasons why he should
like to return, among which was the ill-
ness of those dear to him, and he also
said he should Lke to be associated with
the Acadia boys in the 219th. For a
while he almost decided to accept my
invitation but he looked around and see-
ing the need there refused to be tempt-
ed. I,was much disappointed, but at
the same time was forced to admire the
splendid exhibition of waat I like to
consider the Acadia spirit—the spirit of
fidelity to duty regardless of personal
claims. He war a man large of body,
large of mind, and large of heart, and
Acadia mourns him.

When I speak of Henry Pineo, how-
ever, I think not only of him but of the
hundreds of Acadia men who have
given themselves to the service of the
empire, some occrpying Iinely graves
in Belgium, some prisoners in Germany,
some occupying trenches and doing their
duty thoroughly and unostentatiously,
some now training for service, and some,
whose cases are not most enviable, wish-
ing to serve but bodily unable to stand
the rigors of army life.

Problem

Plan For Solving Housing

Outlined

H. C. Hocken, Former Mayor of Toronto,
Says That Building of Two-Flat Houses
is the Solution of the Matter

“My plan for solving the problem of
housing was to haye tie city build two-
flat houses, their erection and adminis-
tration to be under a Department of
Municipal Hopsing, formed as a branch
of the civic government.,”

This was the solution to the housing
problem advocated by H. C.'Hocken, a
former mayor of Toronto, and given in
an interview to a Halifax Chronicle re-
porter.

“As you probably know,” continued
Mr. Hocken, “the population of Toronto
doubled in eight years, between 1906
and 1914. This great increase in popu-
lation brought its problems in its wake,
the greatest of which was the housing
question. After discussing many schemes
we had a housing commission appointed,
with certain poweérs granted' by the pro-
vincial government. I cannot say it was
as successful as we desired, yet it did
make Some remedy. For instance, it
rovided much better living conditions
in those houses it erected, but the rents
were little less, for the houses were very

‘| substantially built, and the equipment

was of the best. Three rooms with all
modern improvements, and the cost of
heating for a charge of $17 a mwonth.
“As the problem stands today in To-
ronto, the war settled it, at least tem-
porarily. Today, however, rents are
higher in Toronto than in any city in
America. In an effort to reduce the cost,
many houses are occupied by two fam-
ilies.
“My plan for solving the problem was
to have the city build two-flat houses.
Have a department of municipal housing
formed as a department of civic govern-
ment, have it put in charge of a cap-
able commissioner who would be right
on his job. I made this proposal after
I had studied the question extensively
in many cities of the continent. The
head of the tenement department of
New York city said it was the most feas-
ible way if we had an honest govern-
ment. This plan would enable the hous
tor be rented at ¢ net rental, with 4
charge sufficient to meet expenditure
on capital account and depreciation.
However, the scheme did not carry with
the council. There were reasons, on® of
which was the increased cost of labor
and materials about that time. Having
that in view influsnced me in favor of
the two-flat house idea, as that meant

of which would net be over one week’s
wages for the man earning $2.00 or $2.50
a day. These houses would not have
been erected to house dissolute, idle and
improvident people, but to help the hard
working, honest man whose capacity is
not above the labor which pays only
$2.00 or $2.50 a day.

“The other idea I had of solving this
problem was ‘to get the people out cf
the city by a system of rapid transit.
In this ‘connectionil advocated the build-
ing of subways. The scheme, of course,
becomes yearly inore feasible, and neces-
sary, owing to the growth of the city
and the increasing congestion of the
streets, also to the fact that the fran-
chise to the present street railway com-
pany expires in five years’ time, when
we shall consider ways and means of im-
proving our transportation system.

“T'he city has already purchased about
two hundred acres of land about three-
quarters of a mile outside of the boun-
dary of the city. This idea was to build
for rental or sale, The sale of the house
will be more desirable as it will be on
the terms most advantageous to the Hnr-
chaser, as, for instance, each month's
rent would be credited to his purchase
and when the value of the house had
been paid a deed in full would be given
him.”
