STEAMER WRECKED
ON SCOTTISH COAST

Was Md For ‘Montreal—
Crew Climb Cliffs to
Safety

PETERHEAD, Scotland, Nov. 2.—
Going ashore in a dense fog early yes-

terday the British steamer Cairavon,’

5245 tons gross, owned by the Cairn-
Noble company, of Newcastle, Eng-
land, on a trip from Leith, Scotland, to
Montreal, is a total wreck on the rocks
about half a mile south of Buchan
Ness, Aberdeenshire.

The majority of the crew were asleep
and when the vessel went ashore they
hurriedly put oilskins over their night
clothes and ran on deck. A heavy
sea pounded the steamer on the rocks.
Just before she broke in two the mem-
bers of the crew succeeded in reaching
the rocks from the bow by means of a
rope ladder. Four of the seamen then
scaled the dangerous cliffs and obtain-
ed ‘a cliff ladder from a coastguard
station in the vicinity, enabling them to
rescue their comrades.

3 THE NARCOTIC PERIL.

‘A circular letter bringing out the
extent of the danger to the American
pédple arising from the Increase in the
udé of narcotics, and pointing out par-
ticularly the danger to the young, has
béen sent to 5,000 superintendents of
schools in the United States. As long
ago -as 1919 a special survey made
under the direction® of the United States
Tyeasury Department fixed the num-
ber of addicts of dangerous drugs in
the United States as exceeding 1,000,
000, and those In touch with the situa-
tion believe the number has greatly
inereased since that survey was made.

Fred A. Wallis, Commissioner of
Corrections, New York city, in a recent
article on this question, says: “Of all
the plagues visited upon our land, drug
addiction 18 by far the most horrible
and the most deadly. The increase in

" nareotics has been accompanied by an

inorease in crime. Heroin changes the
ordinary smali offender into a desper-
ado of the most vicious type. Sixty
per cent. of the inmates in all penal
and correctional institutions in New
York city are users or sellers of drugs.
There must be in the greater city of
New York close to 200,000 drug addicts
of ‘the underworld type. There are
many more of whom nothing is
known.”

T'he health officer of Chicago, in a
rcpolx}t upon increase of crime in that
city, speaks of the increase of drug
addicfion among the youth of both
sexes as alarming. Judge MeAdoo, of
the New York city courts, estimates
that" ninety per cent. of the addicts
who hsve appeared before him are
under thirty years of age.

Unknown Men of Wealth
(Chicago Journal of Commerce.)
One of the most curious things about

great wealth is the obscirity of some
of its possessors. :

In every large city there are ex-
tremely wealthy men who are hardly
known except to persons in the same
business. If a wealthy man is not en-
gaged in banking or in some other
particularly prominent business, and if
hé does not enter into public contro-
versies, or - become- conspicuous - in
church affairs, or sponsor reform move-
ments, he i8 likely to live his entire
life without impresking his name on
the average newspaper reader.

For example, what does the average
newspaper ‘reader know of the late
Frank A. Sayles, the textile manufac-
turer? Not a thing. Yet an appraisal
filed in a New York court shows that
Mr. Sayles possessed an estate of ap-
proximately $34,000,000, most of which
he willed to his family.

In our time we have come into con-
tact with a number of comparatively
unknown men of great wealth. We
never noticed that they were especially
depressed by their lack of prominence.
We never noticed that their peace of
mind seemed to be affected by a gnaw-

cholce or by accident or by the neces-
sity of defending their businesses, were
well known to the average newspaper
reader.’ ¥

And it has seemed to us a cheering
fact that there should be a large nim-
ber of rich men who have deliberately
avoided the headline fame that a man
of wealth can easily achieve by engag-
ing in publicity-hunting ventures. Rich
men who keep their names out of the
papers are living testimonials to Amer-
fcan sanity.

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‘Tumbler Pigeons
Forget Laws of
Gravitation

HERE has been fscussion recently

about homing pigeons and their
mysterious faculty of finding their way
‘home from points hundreds of miles
away, but this by no means exhausts
the marvels of pigeon flying.

Tippler flying is a popular hobby
‘with many in Europe. Tipplers are
small, neat pigeons with well-develop-
ed wings, and feathers usually plenti-
fully sprinkled with white. They are
to keep on the: wing, and
matches are flown to see whose birds
will fly for the greatest length of time,
In some of these matches winning
téams have flown continsously for 18
or 19 hours. ¢

Another extremely interesting pigeon
is the “flying tumbler.” The ordinary
“tumbler” when circling around its
loft turns a complete back somersault.

‘| There'is a slight pause In its flight,

and -the somersault 4s' 50 quickly per-
formed that unless one’s eyes closely
follow thicir mhovements the turn is not
seen. . . :

A variant of the ordinary ‘tumbler”
is the- “roller.”” This pigeon is flown
in the same maner as the “tumbler,”
but instead of turhing single somer-
saults it will turn over five, six, and
evEn a dozen times in a continuous
roll.

The sight of a large flight of “roll-
ers” with several individuals “rolling”
with lighthing speed 'ih a serlés of
back somersaults in a petpendicular
line from sky to earth must be wit-
nessed to be Dbelieved.

These pigeons are the smallest of the
flying breeds, and are prettily marked.
Some have long feathers on their legs
right ‘down to their toes, which give
them a quaint appearance.

Rev. Hugh Miller Gives Fifth of
/ Series at St.

The fire was first discovered by
Stewart Spear, grandson of Mrs.

He was listening in on his
radio which was in a room in the ell
of the building close to the Barrett
workshop on the second floor. About
12.80 o’clock Mr. Spear smelled smoke
and then noticed sparks dropping from
the wall.

He immediately roused the house-
hold and then rushed across the sireet
to No. 8 fire station and sent in an
alarm from box 8.

Wheu alarmed by the call of fire, 1he
Misses Saunders awoke to find . thelr
bedroom fist filing with smoke, and
it was with considerable difficulty
that they battled their way ¥o safety
in the front of the building.

John Hunter, who occupled a'room
in the frontin section of the buﬂding,'
awoke to find the fire entering his room
and feels assured that had not the fire
been discovered at the time, he would
have been caught in a death trap.

FIRE IN ELL.

When the firemen reached the scene
the fire had control of the ell and was
burning fiercely and had worked up
through the roof. There is a well be-
tween the ells at the rear of the main
building, and the bulk of the blaze was
in the section used by Mrs. McAuley
and Mrs. Saunders on the eastern side,
while that on the western side is oc-
cupied by Mr. Frontin.

With a few good streams of water
from the rear windows and roof of the
main building, and from the small
yard below, Chief Vaughan and his
men worked well and were able to keep
the fire confined to the two ells, but
were obliged to work hard for about
three hours before the fire was all out.

Four rooms in the ells were destroy-

adly gutted. The work shop
and storage department of Mr. Bar-
rett was badly burned and the stock,
including about twelve furnaces, was
damaged by both fire and’ water.

Mr. Barrett’s large store, filled with
costly stoves and other hardware,
etcaged, as the only damage to the
building was the breaking of glass in
the windows by the heat.

WAS RAINY MONTH

October Also Provided Same
Breezy Days and a Bit of
Cold

During October 8.81 inches of rain
fell in this district which is 8.77
inches above the normal rainfall for
that month and the mean temperature
was 41.5 degrees or 8.5 degrees below
the average.

September was noted for high winds
but October capped that record also
and showed up with three days on
which the winds attained a velocity of
48 miles an hour.

The warmest day in October, 1925,
was the 16th, with 58.2 degrees tem-
perature and the coldest was Oct. 381
with a minimum reading of 20.2. In
October last year the rainfall amount-
ed to only 2.22 inches. This year Oc-
tober has supplied nearly four times
that amount of rain.

Saturday was the coldest day of the
season with its 20.2 minimum and Sun-
day with a minimum reading of 22 de-
grees was very little warmer, although
it profited by the fact that there was
less wind. On both days the maximum
reading of the thermometer was 84 de-
grees. The greatest _velocity of the
wind on Saturday was 13 miles an hour.

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Inventor of Movie Projector
Unnoticed At Film Event

NEW YORK, Nov. 2—As Jullus
Miller, president of the Borough of
Manhattan, tapped in place the cor-
nerstone of the new Fox Film Ex-
chance at 845 West Fortyfourth street,a
frail, white-haired man stood in the
background behind a score of ‘others
-who no doubt felt they had more right
to be.up in front. They were the im-
portant men of the motion picture in-
dustry.

The man in the rear was Jean A.
LeRoy, a machinist, of 841 West Forty-
fourth street, who invented the motion
picture projector in 1894 and failed to
patent it.

He came to the cornerstone laying,
unknown and unheard of by many of
those present, although four strips of
film run by him through his projector

in 1894 were in the stone. They were
the coronation scene of Edward VIL, a

fire scene, a storm scene, and one called
“Washing the Baby.” Mr. LeRoy had
shown them all at 5 Beekman street,
and “Washing the Baby” was one of
the first pictures produced by Thomas
A. Edison.

Mr. LeRoy’s invention of the pro-
jector made its presentation and the
presentation of all the other pictures
and “superpictures” possible, also the
huge industry which employs tens of
thousands of persons, pays millions of
dollars a year to actors and directors
and has brought great fortunes to pro-
ducers and exhibitors who entertain
every night millions of persons through-
out the world. But Mr. LeRoy did not
patent his invention and he got prac-
tically nothing for it.
