SEA PLANES SIN
" HON SUBMARNE

French Air-Craft JAttack Under-
Water Boat In Eaglish Chan-
nel, With Satistactory Results

Paris, Feb. 16—An éncounter between
two French hydro-airplanes and a Ger-
man submarine in the English Channel
recently, probably resulted in the sinking
of the U-boat after it md been bombed
by the planes, according to an official
announcement by the French admiralty.
¢ The airplanes - were. on patrol - duty
‘over the channel when they discovered
the submarine on the surface. They at-
tacked it, after manoeuvring so that the
sun was at their backs, and the submar-
ine plunged, but it did not disappear be-
fore the aviators had succeeded in drop-
ik several bombs.on or near the peri-
Saupe.

While one airplane returned to the base
for more bombs the other kept watch
.and saw tne submarine emerge after a
few secords with a list to port of forty-
five degrees. ' After attempting to right
itself the submarine again disappeared,
only to, re-appear a third time. Its in-
stability, however, increased, and sud-
denly the observer saw the submarine
list still further and sink, so that even
the periscope «ould not be seen.

TEN PERISHED
1S STEAMER SANK

New York Feb, 15—Ten men of the
officers and crew of the British steam-
ship Miguel De Larrinaga of nearly
5,000 tons perished in mid-ocean on
Feb. 6, when the vessel foundered. A
cargo of grain bound for France went
down with the ship. A British warship
pescued twenty-seven men who had
taken to small boats and some of these
survivors arrived here by rail today
from a Newfoundland® port.

{ There were over 1,100 inmates of the
nunnery, all: told, many aged men and
women being in the number, and some
of them helpless and bed-ridden. Be-
‘sides, there was a hospital for returned
soldiers, wounded or sick, this being di-
rectly underneath ‘the babies’ dormitory.
Heroic rescues by the sisters and good
work on the part of the firemen and the
coldiers prevented a much greater loss of
life.

‘F'he loss of life in the fire is a record
for Montreal.

The destruction of the Grey Nunnery

comes as a climax to a long series of de-
struction of public buildings in the prov-
‘ince for which no clear reason can.be
found, but which are generally credited
to defective wiring of faulty heating sys-
tems. It was discovered that one church
around Quebec which had been destroy-
¢d by fire had used for its wiring system
the ordinary little wire used for electric
house bells. Legislation was passed &
Quebec at the last session of the provin-
clal legislature compelling all electricians
|who worked on wiring in public build-
ings to secure a certificate of competency
.from the government.
It was an odd scene in the rooms of
'the Mone Fiore Club. last night. The
_place was crowded with babies, old men

The
decision, he added, was based on the
belief that nothing could be usefully
added to President Wilson’s reply.

The speaker paid warm tribute to the
assistance the Pope had given in many
war matters, and declared that the only
l.clause in the treaty referring to the Holy
See was that providing if Italy objected
to the Pope sending a representative to
the peace conference Great Britain would
support Italy’s objections. There was
nothing else in it, said Lord Robert, and
it really amounted to nothing, because
the peace conference woud be held be-
tween the belligerents and these - only

would be entitled to attend it.

STREETS FLOODED,
~ AND CARS HELD-UP
S RESULT OF THAW

Serious Coniitxom‘ In Various
Parts Of The City Follow Sud-
den Change In Weather

The heavy rain storm and soft spell
combined have put the streets of the city
in Pad condition. In some places the
water has collected until it is -nearly
three feet deep and in other sections the
snow is so deep and soft that horses
sink nearly up to their body.

The street railway service this morn-
ing was demoralized as a result of the
flow of water along their tracks. In en-
deavoring to operate under such condi-
tions no less than twelve cars were put
out of commission as the water reached
their power boxes and burnt out the fuse.

In some sections of the city the catch
basins are frozen up and no gutters have
been made, and as a result, the water
collects in large pools and then floods
the car tracks. I

At seven o’clock this morning water
began to collect in Mill street and the
railway company notified city officials of
the ¢ondition and asked that something
be done. Later, the water collected until
the street resembled an inland lake and
was so deep that traffic along the section,
from the Union Depot to Paradise row,
was - suspended and teams had to pass
through the C. P. R. property in order,
to reach Main street. The street cars
were unable to operate through the wat-
er and it necessitated passengers being |
transferred from the station to the foot
of Main street..

Citizens living in the North End of
the city were indignant and many were
the demands to know who was respons-

ible for the conditién. All morning no
effort was made to remedy the situation |
| and the water poured into the basements
| of houses on the eastern side of the
| street.

In conversation with the Times, Com-
missioner Fisher said that he was not!
' responsible, as it was due to the catch
' basins being frozen up and these were
supposed to be looked after by the of-
ficials of the water and sewerage depart-
| ment. He said he would notify the fore-
! man of these conditions, as Commission-
'er Wigmore was absent from the city.!
Shortly after twelve o'clock a steam
| boiler arrived on the scene and in half an
hour there was a marked change. The
i water had gone down sufficiently to al-
low traffic, and pedestrians were able to
use the eastern sidéwalk once again.

The street railway informed the Times
this afternoon that thez service will be
greatly impaired unless something is
done to better conditions, by having the
catch basins thawed out and gutters.dug.
They said a heavy rain storm at the
