“The year of 1857 was comparative!) 
qjiiet, and John Brown thought thai 
the question of slavery in Kansas was 
about settled, so he determined tc 
carry the fight into Virginia. In the 
fall of 1857 he selected ten young men 
who had been tried by fire and took 
us to a quiet little town in Iowa, where 
we were given military instructions 
and fitted for captains. The next spring 
1858, we went to Chatham, Canada 
and from there to Cleveland, Ohio, or 
our way to Harper’s Ferry, Virginia 
Brown failed to find the money tc 
carry on our plans, so the raid was 
declared off for one year. Brown took 
three of the men back with him to 
Kansas.

“On December 29, 1858, Brown led 
a few men into Missouri and brought 
out 11 slaves, several wagons, yokes of 
oxen, clothing and provisions, arms, 
etc. He returned to Osawatomie, Kan­
sas, on January 20 and started north 
with the slaves. On January 28 he 
reached Holton, Kansas, in a snow 
storm. It was the next day that what 
is sometimes called the Battle of the 
Spurs occurred qn Spring Creek and 
here Brown captured several prisoners. 
They were taken to Nebraska and 
freed. On February 1, 1859, Brown left 
Kansas never to return.”

Six of John Brown’s children settled 
on the Pacific Coast after the Civil 
War, Mr. Parsons related, and there 
are now about 70 descendants of the 
family' living there.

River), Gardiner, (Medicine Hat), 
Spencer, (Battle River), Kennedy, (Ed­
monton), Elliot, (Waterloo), Good, 
(Brant), Ward, (Dauphin), Lewis, 
(Swift Current) and Miss MacPhail, 
(South Gray).

If each member contributed in the 
same proportion as Miss MacPhail 
this would create an anuual fund of 
$16,500. While the suggestion has been 
heard that this money may be kept as 
a campaign fund for the new group, 
this is not credited. The most notable 
feature of the programme, both as 
individuals before the new group was 
formed and since its formation, has 
been the persistent criticism of and 
protests against • the expenditure of 
public money. It is understood that 
Miss MacPhail has been impressing 
upon her associates the fine effect such 
an act of self-abnegation would have 
upon the country by a new party re­
fusing to accept the full indemnity and 
the object lesson it would furnish to 
the Government in the matter of a 
reduction all around in salaries and 
other expenditures.

The new party is understood to take 
the position, from the experience of 
its own members, that the sum of 
$2,500 a year is sufficient to pay all 
expenses and other disbursements for a 
session of four or five months here at 
Ottawa, and that any larger allow­
ance is simply in the nature of that 
extravagance in Government expendi­
tures against which it has been per­
sistently inveighing. Their feeling Is 
that nothing they can do will go fur­
ther to convince their constituents of 
their absolute sincerity in the step they 
have just taken in breaking from their 
party, and they believe it will go far 
to convince the House and the coun­
try, as well, of the essential justice 
of their attitude.

These 
are qualities which can be developed 
only through the careful arrangement 
of curricula, combined with the in­
spiration of teachers and fellow-stud­
ents.

Sound technical training implies a 
thorough knowledge of the funda­
mentals underlying good engineering, 
as well as a clear understanding of the 
economic aspects of highways and 
highway transport.

Training in the fundamentals is 
provided in the applied science courses, 
but much more attention should be 
paid to the economic side of the engi­
neer training.

It is suggested that a committee from 
the Canadian Good Roads Association 
be appointed to collect reliable data 
on this matter, to digest it and keep 
it up to date; that the co-operation of 
the highway authorities of the Do­
minion be enlisted, and the result of 
the work of this committee be pub­
lished, preferably in the form of bulle­
tins.

Experiment in St. John.
At the aftemobn session Miss Isabel 

Jamieson read a paper on, “Opportu­
nity schools.” She pointed out that it 
is hard to reconcile parents to segrega­
tion. Miss Margaret Macmillan fol­
lowed on the same subject. More than 
50 years ago, she said, attention was 
called to sub-normal children in the 
United States, but now the movement 
to educate such children had spread 
over the United States and made pro­
gress in Canada. ‘‘Give the dull child 
a chance to show what is in him, she 
said. Six St. John teachers were given 
a special summer course-ih 1923. On 
their return, pupils, with the parents 
consent, were selected from among 
those in grades 1 to 4, who were 
than three years retarded. They were 
segregated and taught a large amount 
of manual work, and as much academic 
as possible. As a result of the St. 
John experiment many children were 
happy for the first time, she said. I he 
board of health, school trustees and 
citizens had co-operated with the teach- 
ers.

Discussion on the two papers wm 
opened by Acting Superintendent S. 
A Worrell, of St. -John. He said that 
retardation in some schools was partly 
due to the competitive system of giv­
ing best seats to the quicker pupils and 
the consequent fastening of înfenontj 
upon the more backward. This had 
been remedied by the opportunity 
schools, he said.
School Construction.

F. Neil Brodie, spoke on “the require­
ments of a modern school building. The 
building should be well designed and 
symmetrical, having a good entrance 
and no unnecessary long corridors, he 
said. The lighting should be on the 
left hand only. Ventilation was vital. 
Heating may be steam, hot air, or hot 
water. Low pressure steam heating 
was preferable. Plans must be carried 
out by competent men. The janitor 
should be an expert and well paid.

MACLEANParis, June 27—The highest stakes In 
the world are being lost and won at a 
modest establishment in a quiet Paris 
street. The establishment is known as 
the Cercle Haussmann.

It is ^the millionaires’ gambling club. 
The 20,000 franc limit which obtains in 
all casinos has been abolished there. It 
is possible for a man to fling his whole 
fortune on the table and risk it on the 
turn of a card. Every night men, many 
of them famous and most of them fab­
ulously rich, sit round the tables at the 
Cercle Haussmann with mother-of-pearl 
counters before them, each counter 
representing 50,000 francs. (In Canadian 
money more than $3,000.)

Not long ago there sat one night 
round the tables an English knight, a 
Vuban millionaire, an American million­
aire, three French kings of industry and 
an Egyptian prince. Fortunes were 
Hung away on the wings of chance. 
Night fell over Paris, and the men to 
whom money means nothing still played 
wearily on.

One night a young man stood watch­
ing the play, and with a laugh asked a 
friend to lend him a twenty-franc note, 
equal to about a dollar. He played, and 
in three days' time he was risking $1,500 
at every deal. He decided to \yait a lit­
tle longer, and when he had Ynade $100,- 
0C0 to clear out and never looked at a 
gambling table again. He made his 
money and risked it in a moment of in­
sane greed. He lost
