To His ExcguLunoy TaE Ricar HoNoraBLE Sir JouN Youna,
Barr,, &c;; &o., GoVERNOR-GENERAL OF THE DOMINION OF
CaNapa :

May it please your Excellency, the Bishops and members of the
Bay Quinte Annual Conference of the Methodist Episcopal Church
in Canada, now in Conference assembled, desire to. congratulate
your Excellency on your appointment as Governor of the Dominion.
We have not been unmindtul of those long ahd important, services
which you have rendered in other parts of Her Most Gracious
Majesty’s Dominions, and in giving you to us, at this most important
juncture of our position as a people, we recognize again that paternal
care which the Imperial Government has ever exercised over the
welfare of this most favored colony, and are assured that the ties
which bind us to the throne of a beloved Sovereign are never likely
