House adjourned till to-morrow.

WEDNESDAY, May 8th.
The House met pursuant to ad­

journment when the debate on the 
second reading of Legislative Ex­
tension Bill was. continued.

HON. MR. BISHOP opposed the 
second reading and spoke at some 
length. When the House was asked 
to consider the Bill jointly with the 
Military Service Measure it did not 
encourage unity, but instead pro­
voked opposition. The only argu­
ment in favor its passing was that 
the turmoil of à general election 
would continue all summer and un­
til the counting of the ballots, and 
the Government in consequence 
would neglect the carrying out of 
the military sendee act. He did not 
take this argument serious. The fear 
that the Ministers would neglect 
their duties if an election were on 
should not be considered. The vegy 
people who are now anxious that no 
election be hell, were preparing for 
one up to a fev weeks ago. Condi­
tions were worse at that time than 
now. There vtere no recruits com­
ing in then. Sjince, through the ef­
forts of the vounteers matters were 
changed. He vould like to know 
when the turm>il talked of ever ex­
isted during an election. Why were 
not the vacandes filled, so that the 
Legislative woild be fully represent­
ed. Members had taken permanent 
office under tic Crown, but they did 
not go back tq their constituents for 
endorsation. There was no desire on 
the part of thi, Government to open 
these seats. ;fhey were losing no 
opportunity tojgain political and per­
sonal advantage at the cost of neg­
lecting matter: of vital importance 
to the state. jThe Military Service 
Bill, the Government said was intro­
duced because of the demand of the 
Secretary of State for reinforce­
ments for the,Regiment. The num­
ber asked for was 300 by the end of 
April and 60 \ month. The former 
number had t^en secured by volun­
tary enlistmeij and it ought to.be 

the monthly call

and conditions were at once chang­
ed. Sherman began his march to 
the sea. Sheridan went plowing his 
way through Winchester, and Grant 
began to batter down the defences of 
the Confederates. These were stir­
ring times, but the rights of the peo­
ple prevailed. Here the people were 
not given any consideration at all. A 
combination that was brought to­
gether through a corrupt bargain un­
dertook to tear the constitution to 
pieces. In the Lower House only 13 
members had voted for the Exten­
sion Bill, and more than half of 
these comprised the Executive Gov­
ernment, and the remainder were 
either under pay of the Government 
or F.P.U. The latter members were 
bound by oath to vote in the interests 
of their association. Their inde­
pendence had been taken from them 
by their obligation to do as they were 
told. They did not represent the 
country, but only the individual in­
stitution of which they were menv 
bers. It had been said an election 
was not desirable, that it would up­
set the Government’s war policy. 
That was not so. Six months ago a 
warning note had been sounded by 

eminent cleric, to be careful that 
men would not take advantage of ex­
isting conditions to advance their 
own personal interests. The Exten­
sion Bill was only a personal matter 
with the Government, who desire to 
hold on to office, despite the wishes 
of the people. The present Govern­
ment had no right to adopt the Ex­
tension Bill. It was an iniquitous 
measure aiming at the very destruc­
tion of what our fathers had fought 
and died for. It was an illegal, and 
Mr. Gibbs questioned whether the 
Government had any power to put 
any act whatever on the statues. 
Dealing with the constitutional as­
pect of the Bill, Hon. Mr. Gibbs 
quoted largely from Anson, Dicey, 
and others on constitutional practice 
and law. He would vote against the 
second reading.

The Legislative Council
S YNOPSIS OF DEB A TES

report, (a) create a Military Service 
Board to undertake the operations of 
the Bill, (b) fix May 24th as the 
final date for volunteers, after which 
men who join will be regarded as 
“drafters”; (c) increase the spread 
of the first class from five years to 
six years, making men from 19 to 25 
instead of from 19 to 24, liable for 
the draft and thus giving assurance 
of about 200 extra men; and (d) en­
able the Supreme Curt Judges as a 
Tribunal under the Act, to appoint in 
the outports commissioners with 
power to grant provisional exemp­
tions to men obviously unfit for ac­
tive service, such as men lacking an 
eye, an arm, a leg, or with relatives 
at the Front, so as to render it un­
necessary to send these to St. John’s. 
Another section proving that no per­
son appointed by the Supreme Court 
Judges to act as such a Commission­
er, could refuse to undertake this 
duty under penalty of imprisonment 
for period not exceeding two years, 
because it was pointed out that if 
parties so appointed were to have 
the option of refusing, the whole 
machinery of the Act would break 
down, and that in connection with a 
measure which was to conscript men 
and go overseas and fight for us, 
those appointed to act in such ca­
pacities ought to be liable to con­
scription also. The seqtion in ques­
tion was already in the Canadian 
Act, and was simply transferred to 
ours. The Committee reported the 
Bill with the said amendment, and it 
will be read a third time.

Hon. Mr. Milley spoke on the 
second reading of the Extension Bill 
which he opposed vigorously on the' 
ground that the people, particularly 
of St. John’s East and West, were 
not properly represented in the 
House of Assembly.

The hour being late the further 
discussion of the second reading was 
adjourned till to-morrow.

He agreed that the people had not 
been properly educated as regards 
recruiting in the past. He was sure 
after the Bill passed, and the work­
ing of it taken up by the Govérn- 
ment, it would be the success antici­
pated. With the Bill as law he an­
ticipated that 12,500 should be 
brought to the colors. Hon. Mr. 
Anderson referred at length to the 
Historical Society, appointed to weld 
thg history of the Regiment had done 

^^ifothing and were doing nothing.
HON. MR. HARVEY approved of 

the Bill. He believed, however, 
that in application it would need 

alterations. For instance, it 
would not be possible to call out men 
from the far north as easily as it 
would be in Fortune Bay and Pla­
centia Bay, or the bays west, as 
when the fishing season is on con­
ditions are different. The Supreme 
Court, he thought, would not be able 
to fill th ebill as an exemption tri­
bunal. There was no question that 
the Judges would perform their 
work properly, but there was another 
aspect of the case. Men who claim­
ed exemption might be writing from 
long distances, or would be unable to 
appear at the proper time. If they 

objectors to conscription there 
would be a tenedney to postpone of­
fering because of distance and the 
fact that there are no other court. 
He thought that the carrying out of 
the Act should be largely under the 
control of the /eturned soldiers. 
They should not act as servants, but 
in control, and having a good know­
ledge of those who should be ex­
empted, their services would be in- 
valuabl.e

The House adjourned at 6.30 to 
meet again to-morrow.

THURSDAY, MAY 2.
The House met at 4 o’clock and 

'HON. MR. ELLIS moved the House 
into Committee on the Conscription 
Bill.

HARVEY thought that 
section 2 and 3 should be left out. 
The life of the Legislature, he said, 
had been extended outside of con­
stitutional practice that the govern­
ment could carry out war legislation 
without obstruction, and unless it 
was shown that it was expedient 
tha tthese two sections be retained, 
in his opinion the House should not 
pass them.

HON. THE PRESIDENT explain­
ed. that section 2 only differed from 
the essentials of the old Act, in that 
the machinery was being provided 
whereby the Government could take 
action in Court to recover penalties 
and foreclose forfeitures. As a 
number pf people were holding pro­
perties and were not ca;.ying out 
the law, it was impossible to deal 
with themfi unless machinery was 
provided to enable the Government 
to apply to the Supreme Court.

HON. MR. SQUIRES said there 
was no Act on the statutes that re­
quired consolidation and revision so 
much as the Crown Lands Act. Any 
attempt to amend it during the dy­
ing hours of Parliament was out of 
the question. If it were possible to 
assist the Leader of the Government, 
he would not mind the Committee 
rising for an hour or two, but it was 
not sound practice to be dealing with 
such an important measure at this 
late date.

HON. MR. MURPHY condemned 
the whole Act. The section which 
calls for a man to cut a three-foot 
road around his property was ridicu­
lous. It was simply destroying tim­
ber without results. He also con­
demned the part of the Act which 
prevents the export of pulp wood 
and pit-props. In cutting timber, 
one-half of it was left in the forest 
to waste, because of this restriction. 
There was no encouragement of­
fered at all by the Government to 
men who wanted to invest capital, 
and thousands of dollars had been 
lost this way. In his opinion the 
Bill should not be considered at all.

HON. MR. GIBBS was also op­
posed to section 3. If the Govern­
ment reserved the areas and offered 
them by auction to the highest bid­
der, there would be some reason for 
the section, but where it was a mat­
ter of reserving them for specula­
tors, he was not going to support it.

The Bill passed with section 3 
struck out.

The volume of trade for New­
foundland fur the year ending June 
30th, 1918, was $57,046|463. Im­
ports $26,892,946, an increase of 
over five million dol'ers over 
previous year, and experts $30,153,- 
517, an increase of eight millions 
over previous year.

Will our renders (the taxpayers) 
note that (heir taxes increased 
proportionately with the increase 
of five millii n dollars of imports.

There are many stiaoge things 
in this country, but one cf the 
strangest things is that the TAXES 
WE PAY (du y and revenue are the 
usual terms employed, the word 
TAX sounding toe harsh or too 
matter-of-fec ) arc governed large­
ly by the increase or decrease 
of the good - which we buy in the 
foreign market aud on which TAXES 
(camouflaged duty and revenue) 
are paid.

Dear Sir,—If I remember right­
ly not many years ago there were 
over 1,000 schooners fishiag on 
the Labrador, last year I think the 
number waa under 500. If the de­
cline continues what is going to 
happen our Labrador fishery, or 
what kind of vessels will take the 
>laee ef our sehoeners? Schooners 
are not being built to replace those 
ost and worn out. When the 

steamere (8) prosecuted the fishery 
on the Labrador it was thought if 
they were allowed to continue that 
éthers would follow and prevent 
the fishermen from investing thei: 
money in schooners. It is now 
eight years since any steamer* 
have prosecuted the fishery, and 
what’s the result re schooners?

Looking over one of our local 
papers, a few days ago, I saw an 
advertisement: schooners from 18 
to 80 tone for sale by an cutporl 
merchant. 1 Is there no money in 
the Labrador fishery with fish at 
$15 or has that outport man made 
his whack? I am doubtful if it is 
the latter, else he would be selling 
out his whole business.

In my opinien the ordinary fish­
erman to-day are not in a position 
to buy schooners or build them 
owing to the high cost of materia], 
and, as the days of big advances 
by merchants is now past, it’s 
doubtful if we will see any in­
crease in the number of ecboonets 
prosecuting the fishery.

I oace heard one of our ex-Pre 
miev’s remark that he was of the 
opinion that our people would be 
much better off" if they did not 
pioeecute the Labrador fishery; he 
meant these that went down as 
freighters. Since these remarks 
were made there hie been a great 
felling off in freighters, and not 
only freighters but schooners. Still 
the fishermen on the whole are 
better off to-day than in tho-e 
days. Wtiat will happen when
