The bodies of Purdy and Brasso

- Two other bodies have
been described in the floating ice out-
side the harbor.

Wars of aggran-
dizement are easier to prevent than
wars where honor ig Involved, but even
the latter would be preventable if the
disputants knew that we made it mere
difficult for them to fight.

For instance, America and England
practically . controlling . the world's
markets, could make impossible  the
conduct of a prelonged struggle by any
othér two nations. This control, back-
ed by the combined fleets of the two
countries would render war impossible:

That {s why I want America to take
the first step. I think England would
follow. If the administrations of the
two nations will not act let the twa
great Anglo-Saxen tamlhes move spon-
tanéously.

Must Fight or Run. |

“Mexican intimacy with Japan is in-
creasing to such ‘an extent as "to
threaten America with the possibility
of & flank attack in the event of war
for the mastery of the Pacific. That is
the real reason for the massing of" the
American army in Texas and'CaIltor'-
nia. :

“The demonstration is a warniag to.
Mexico and an intimation to Japan
that the United States would not tol-
erate the establishment of a pro-Jap-
anose Mexican government. “America
Xp fully determineéd to go to Hhy extreme
£o end the danger of the Japanese using

Mexico as a naval base for future op-

crations against America. The slt\ua-
tion could. not be more serious.

“This inforfation comes from a source
the authenticity of which is unques<
tioned. There has been developing a
ctrong anti-American feeling among
certain leading Mexicans, causing them
to foster the most cordial feeling for
Japan, which the Japanese .have en-
couraged. 3

‘“TPhere are- thousands . of. Japanese
residents in Mexico—some say -100,000.
All would accept unhesitatingly mili-
tary orders from Toklo, ‘and there has
been wunearthed lately - unmistakable
evidence that eminent Mexicans, grad-
ually obtaining positions where: ithey
can dictate Mexico’s foreign: pelicy,
have become polder in their willingness
to ally themselves with Japan.

“Some have even carried their:pro-
Japanese proclivities to the extent of
expressing a willingness.to give Japan
a naval base on the Mexican coast: The
Japanese diplomats would not. accept
openly such a concession, knowing-that
so complete a violation of the Madnroe
doctrine would lead _toimmediate "war
with the United States. -

“Diaz himself is friendly to the Unlt
od States. He does not favor the de-
velopment of the Japanese sentiment,
but he is unable to control the situa-
tion.

“The military . preparatmns ot the
United States are more extensive than
is generally known. Preliminary :pre-
parations have been made to concen-
trate the whole fighting strength
against Mexico, should futuire develop-
ments make suchr a _course‘necessary.”

“A charter has just been granted by
the Ottawa Government *incorporating
the British Columbia Steel Corpora-
tion, with a capital of $10,000,000. The
plant will be erected on  the Fraser
river, near New Westmmster, ‘British

"A. P. Gibbs, who is staying at the King
Edward hotel.. In speaking of the pro-
posed big plant, Mr. Gibbs said that
French, Belgian, Holland, and - Ameri-
can capital was interested in the un-
dertaking.

“The plant will turn out structural :
steel, rails, and other articles from its
merchant bar, rail and’tube mills.

“Its' capacity from seven furnaces
will be 8560 tons a day. ' Five thousand

if no one else 'hds established the en-
terprise I will take the matter .up my-
self.”
. Binee that date there have been de-~
velopmernts ‘which make the inaugura-
tion of * such important industry more
feasible than had ever before been ap-
parent. The decision of the Ottawa
Government to commence the upbuild-
ing of a Canadian navy, constructing
as many ships as possible in Canadian
yvards, the awarding of a contract. for a
huge” drydock at Esquimalt to Bullen
Bros.; and the decision of that firm to
tender for the construction of a num-
ber 'of destroyers—are factors in the
creation of a situation which tends to
make imperative -the establishment of
steel works in this prov ince.

The announcement is of supreme im-
portance to the Island aside from the
fact that the erection of such works
would assist in the creation of _ship-
buildMmg’ plants, because Vancouver
Island possesSes an unlimited quantity
of raw material.

‘Reports received ' from the  1lonely
island within the past few weeks. by
wireless have stated that the wind has
been raging. from 656 to 82 miles an
hour. Onéof the wireless masts there
was blown down by the heavy ‘gales
and weak structures exposed  to the
terrible weather conditions have fared
Fbadly. The fishing  steamers which
frequent that part have been unable to
drop their lines owing to the big seas.

Sir-Wilfrid Laurier Replies. to
Resolution Regarding the
Farmers' Bank

Ottawa, March ~ 16.—The following
resolution by Mr, Henderson of Hal-
ton was discussed in the House:

“That & royal commission should
forthwith issue t6 inquire into and ine
vestigate the incorporation and organ- |
ization of the Farmers’ Bank of Can-
ada, and the granting of a certificaté
by the treasury board permitting the
sald bank to issue notes and com-
mence business, and all circumstances
connected therewith, and generally to
inquire into and investigate the oper-
ation and efficiency of the bank act in
relation to the affairs and transactions
of sald bank.” ;

It was contended by Mr Henderson
that in face of repeated warnings of
fraud, the treasury hoard had issued a
certificate to the bank, therefore the
government was llable to recoup losses
caused by the failure of the bank.

Sir Wilfrid Lauriler admitted that
fraud had been perpetrated upon the
minister of finanece, but it was by Man-
ager Travers, whom the shareholders
had elected as their agent, and who
had also swindled them. Under no
such _circumstances could the govern-
L ment admit liability.

TO NAME SCHOOLS,

‘New Westminster, March 11.—All the
schools in the city will soon.be named
instead of calling them by the district
they are in.

HOLBERG THRIVING
BUT ROADS NEEDED

Dominion Government is Goa
ing 'to Clear Qut the San
Josef River

Holberg, March 8.—The Tees on her
last trip here brought ‘eighteen new
settlers and a horse. This is the first
horse that has been in the settlement
as far as the knowledge of white man
goes. A horse here under present con-
ditions is like money in a desert, of
value but of no use. There is not a
trai] in the country that one could put
a four-footed animal over unless one
could ‘shoe it with corks and train it
to walk logs.

Settlers coming here would do well
to leave live stock out of their baggage
until. the government road is built
through the valley. Even then one
should grow one’s feed before bringing
in live stock, for to buy hay and oats
shipped from Victoria is a costly way
of. feeding animals which cannot be
utilized for some considerable time.

All the land surveyed by the govern-
ment survey party of last summer has
been taken up. Those seeking claims
now will have to ‘“stake” thelr land.
Rumor has it that the government in-
tend to send in two survey parties this
summer.. The people are also inform-
ed that a capable road superintendent
will supervise the much-needed road
this season.

If the government will only get down
to doing things and open up the district
with roads and serviceable trails Hol-
berg wili- soon become a populous and
thriving part of Vancouver Island.
Hitherto settlers weré handicapped for
the want of a local .justice of the
peace. This difficulty has now been
overcome by the appointment of R.
Hansen :to that office.

From reliable information it is learn-
ed that the Dominion government has
granted a sum of $5,000 for the purpose
of snagging and clearing the San Josef
river. The bad Jams in this river have
been a source of annoyance to the set-
tlers along its banks and a barrier to
the salmon.coming up the river to
spawn. The clearing out of the San
Josef will ‘not only give the fish easy
aceess to..their spawning grounds but
reclaim. 8 good deal of swamp land
caused by the overflow of the river in
the wet season. H. C. Brewster, M.P.
P., has been urging the undertaking of’
this ‘work.

Former Mexncan Secretary of
- War Says Diaz Will Re-
“store Peace"

Rome, March 10 — Genem] Bernardo
Reyes the former Mexican secretary
of ‘war, yesterday gave his views of the
Mexican situation. He predicted that
the revolution would soon be over, and
expressed satisfaction, at -the action
of the United States in concentrating
troops along +the frontier, He ' ‘was
cenvinced of the ‘good: will of the Am-
erican ‘government towards- Mexico,
and characterized the ' reports of an
alliance between his eountry and Japan
against the United States as absurd.

General Reyes has been :in . Europe
for more than a year, and said he had
no idea of returning home at present,
his reason being that his return might
be. interpreted as a desire to profit
politically by the disturbed conditions.

“The internal situatiom in Mexico,”
he said, “by reason of the so-called
revolution has not.the. gravity attrib-
uted to it. . I am sure; the rebellion
cannot .last more -than two . months,
&s. President: Diaz . possesses: the. influ-
ence and force necessary site crush it
and bring about peace.- -In;the pastthe
strength -of the revolutionists consisted
in the. dependence: they- were able ta
put on bands of their: followers whol
found it easy to pass frnom Mexico to
American territory ang. bacik again.into
Mexico. .

besides insuring neutrality it repre-
sents considerable help in putting down
the rebellion.

‘“The talk of an alliance .on the part
of Mexico and Japan as opposed to the
United States is simply absurd. It has
doubtless resulted from: the fact that
there is an old agreement whereby, in
1908, Japanese citizens were -allowed to
land in Mexico for agricultural work.

“Should Diaz dle, which I hope is dis-
tant, the constitution of : Mexico - pro-
vides for the succession of the vice-
 president.”

GREATEST PROBLEM
IN FOREST PROTECTION

BN

How to Look After--Cut Over
Timber Lands Gives War-
dens ‘Much Thought

Otitawa, March 16.—The handling of
cut-over lands is the greatest problem
in forest protection and forestry In
Canada to-day.”

In these words, taken from Bulletin
No. 9 of the Forestry Branch of the
Dominion Department of the Interior
(entitled “Forest Firés' in. Canada,
1909”), "the author, “H. R. MacMillan,
one of the assistant inspectors of forest
reserves, sgets forth. one of the chief
aims of Canadian forest management.

The danger from these cut-over lands
is two-fold. In the first place, they
ure the worst possible menace to the
forests because of the readiness with
which fire starts on them .at the least
provocation. After the lumherman has
finished - cutting the  timber there re-
mains, scattered over the land, a mass
of chips, tree . tops and other debris,
which gradually dries out and in a few
months becomes. like s0 much tinder.
A lighted match, a spark from a camp
fire; a lighted: cigarette: dropped, and
away goes the tinder, and almost with
the speed of thought a serious fire has
developed.” Perhaps the fire meets with
no worse fuel'than more of the cutting
debris,

Then the loss. is.not =0 serious, but
even -8a.-the -fire may have consumed
much, if not al, of the thin soil char-
acteristic of some forest régions, and
any possibility’ of further tree growth
is Jost-for-centuries, if- not for ever.

Should the fire come to. mature and

valuable timber, the loss from the de-
struction of the timber may be enor-
moug, and In some cases such fires have
reagr_xegi to.the homestead of the set-
tier, destroying his crops, buildings and.
other improvements (perhaps his little
all) and even human life.
.The .other danger—not so much ap-
preciated until late years, and even
now only by a comparative few—is the
hindrance: of the tree seéds and the
little trees which this mass of ltter
presents. Even when the seeds fall,
they have small chance to start or
gérmingte. Even if they should get
thus far, the delicate root encounters
nothing but dead wood, chips or peat,
and dies from lack of nourishment. If
by any chance a small tree does spring
up it grows with difficulty and has great
chances of being swept over and de-
stroyed by the fire.

CHAX GES OF SEDITION.

El. Paso, Tex., March 16.—Assur-
ances of the safety of all Americans
now confined in Mexican prisons was
given in an official statement issued at
Jaurez last night.

Recommended by Ad-"
miral Henderson

Melbourne, March 14.—Rear- Admiral
Henderson, who at the request of the
Commonwealth government was sent
out by the Admiralty to inquire into]
the condition of the naval defences-of
the country, has made his report to the
cabinet, which has juit been published.

Rear-Admiral - Henderson has. made
some remarkable statements. He main=
tains that Australia cannot afford ‘' to
keep up a navy commensurate with the{:
length of its: coastline, consequently
the Commonwealth must co-operate
with the British authorities on a popu-
lation basis. At présent an outlay-of
£4,000,000 1s involved in the work: of |
policing the South Pacific. He recom-~
mends for Australia a fleet of 52. war-

ships, includlng eight armored and 10
protected éruisers, as well ‘as 18" de-
stroyers and 12 submarines, the whole
to be manngd by 15,000 -officers. -~ and
men. The cost of the constmcﬁon
programme is to be spread over ' 22
yvears, and will amount t6 the sum of
£562,000,000. To this is to be added a
charge of a quarter of a million-ster-’
ling per annum.  for depreciation, = so
that the final figure to be taken into
consideration by the government is
£173,000,000. This refers to the fleet
alone. In addition there is £15,000,000
required for the adequate defence of
the harbors, which are numerous and
open to attack. In earrying out the
programme 23 ships would be ready in
1918 and 48 in 1928.

The principal naval bases under
Rear-Admiral Henderson’s scheme
would be Sydney, Brisbane, Western-
port, Port Stephens, Freemantle and
Port Lincoln. The fleet would be di-
vided into the eastern and western di-
visions, under the command of rear-
admirals, the personnel to be drawn as
far as possible from Australia and the
training of officers to be carried out at
a raval college at Sydney.

Thirteen high power wireless sta-
tions are to be established around the
coasts. For obtaining the best results
from the defensive power of the fleet
it is suggested that the land forces be
co-ordinated as far as possible. To
say that this ambitlious programme has
come as a surprisz to the politicians at
the head of affairs is to put it in mild
language,

“Assisted Immigration on
Economic Grounds. '

—

(From Tuesday s Daily.)

A number of resolutions covering a
wide area of interests were the feat-
ures of yesterday afternoon’s session
of the B. C. Federation of Labor. Per-

haps ‘the most important metion
adppted was the first one. It ran as
follows:

‘““The spread of technieal education
is- both inevitable and ultimately’ de-
sirable In the best interests of 'the
working oclass; therefore, be it re-
solved that this convention is in favor
of the establishment of ‘an: education-{
al - institution, ‘supported - and con=
[ trolled by organized labor, for the in-
struction of its members .in the. fun-

damental principles of our modern in
dustrial system.”

The resolution aroused consider-
able  discussion among the “Qelegates.
They realized  that through ° the
medium of education they ‘would be
brought appreciably nearer their goal,
——control of the political machine. It
would help them to realize their own
strength as a class, and after realiza.
tion it was but a step to the accom-
plishment of thefir ailms.

Speaking to the resolition Presi-
dent. Watters contributed a few note-

education. He said that civilization
to-day was measured by its industrial
progress, and anyone who StOpped
that industrial development was stay-
ing the wheels of progress. He was,
firmly of the opinion that if their chil-
dren were taught the ramifications of
political economy, or in other words,
taught .to understand the relationship
between the production and the dis-
tribution of wealth, they would go far
toward solving the present situation.

Other delegates expressed the opin-
ion that the subject of political econ-
omy should be taught in the schools.
A new school of thought would then
be created whose ideas would be fos-.
tered by the labor press, and in this
way the spread of enlightenment
would go,on until . organized labor
held the reigns of power.

Another resolution dealing with thed
immigration question raised some dis-
cussion. It was in the. following terms:

‘“Whereas assisted immigration has
a tendeney to intensify competition’ in
the . labor market, thereby reducing
the standard of living . enjoyed ‘by
wage earners, the employers of ‘labor
being solely the -benefielaries; .and
whereas - immigration through - agen-.
beies-being. the- means used to supply]s
the - employers of ”labor ‘with” work-
men, thereby being similar “to - the
slave traffic engaged in by the slaves
of a past generation in providing
workers for the masters through
placing commercial’ institutions. such
as the Salvation Army and other im-
migration agencies in the*category. of
present day slave traffickers;  there-
fore be it resolved that assisted immi--
gration be strongly condemned, and
the executive directed to use its best
efforts with the government to secure
its assurance that no aid, financial or
otherwise, will be given to any agency
engaged in assisting immigration; and
that ungualified approval be expressed
of the excellent results ‘obtaimed :by
the Trades and Labor Congress  of
Canagda through its representative In
Great Britaim- in counteracting - the
pernicious influence at work in mis-
representing working conditions in
Canada; and that the executive coun-
cil of the congress be urged to use iits
best influence to furnish reliable in-
formation relative ‘to working condi-
tions in Canadalto the - wage: earners
of Europe.”

The discussion on thé resolution re-
solved itself, at least: with ‘several;:of
the délegates, t
tactics of the Salvation Army. 'One of
the delegates facetiously remsrked
that while he did not offer any ebjec-
tion to assisted passages to heaven if
that was necessary, he most strongly
opposed -assisted immigration “te a
country wheére the labor market was
already overcrowded.

‘A resolution requesting: the provin-
cial government to insert in the eon-
tracts for the construction of the pro-
vincial university a clause to thée ef-
fect that wages will not be less than
the minimum union rate of wages es-
tablished in Vancouver' for respective

Nest Pass. Many of the coke ovens
have been idle, particularly those on
Vancouver Islapd, for 'several years.
This agreement removes the American
duty of 20 per cent, or about $1.20 a
ton, and the producers of coke in . Bri-
tish Columbia will certainly benefit to
that extent, as there are a great many
smelters south of the. boundary line
which will use coke from British Co-
lumbia. The coke producers, then,
stand to benefit to a very large degree
by the removal of the duty.

But probably the most important
feature of this - agreement to - British
Columbla. is the removal of the duty on
fish going into the United - States.

British Columbia is unquestionably the
largest producer .of fish in the Do-
minion of Canada. Last year it head-
ed’ all the -‘provinces with an output ~of
some $10,000,000 worth. We have on
the coasts of British Columbia im-
mense _banks of halibut, cod, ' herring
and other fish. Consider for a moment
the halibut {ndustry. - The banks -of the
halibut were éxploited for the first time
about ten years ago by the New Eng-
land Fish Company, an American com-
pany whieh ‘Operates on the west coast
of Vancouver Island, in Queen Char-
lotte Sound, in Hecate ' Straits, Dixon
Entrance, and on the west coast of
Quéen ‘Charlotte-islands. ~ The  catch
‘'was . shipped < to the Boston market
from. Vancouyer in bond. This com-
pany bas been. taking out on-the aver-

age_.IO,DQ0,000 pounds of halibut. per
year. I bélieve that their outlay for
transpertatiort and express charges, the
outfitting of the steamers, and the pay-
ing of their ecrews, would approximate
nearly $1,000,000.  They, at all events,

‘pay the Canadian Pacific railway alone
over 3300 800 ‘a year for carrying their
haltbut to the Boston  madrket: That
Canada has gained because we gave to
this American company the privilege of
bonding their fish threugh :Canada to
the American -markets.

their cargo. ~That entire industry can
be monopolized by our Canadian fish-

ermen, and scarcely a year will elapse
after this agreement comes into force
before the entire halibut fishing indus-
try in British Columbia will be in Can-
adian hands.- If the catch of the New
England Fishing Company is anything
near as valuable to the country as it is
said to be, approximately = something
like $1,000,000, surely the - addition of
the catch now going to Seattle of five
or. six times.as much, will be of incal-
culable benefit to British Columbia.

So I say that on all points, on the
ground of the improvement in the coke
industry, on the ground of the great
improvement that will result. in the
lumber industry, and on the- ground
especially of the enormous benefit that
will. accrue to the fishing industry of
British Columbia, this proposed ar-
rangement should commend itself to
the province. While my  hon. friend
from Yale-Cariboo (Mr. Burrell) fears’
there may be some disturbance in the
fruit industry and while quite a num-
ber of other very respectable men are
of the opinion that that industry will
be injured, yet from the facts as we
know them, and from the evidence I
have, I am bound to believe that their
fears are groundless and that the re-
sults they anticipate will not follow.

I am sure that whatever may be the
opinion in other purts of the Dominion,
there is not one good sufficient reason
why any represenfative from British
Columbia should do anything else than
vote for this resolution.. I have pur-
posely, because my voice is seriously
impaired, cut my notes very short and
put many of them aside,. . But I feel
very strongly that this agreement is
one of the very best policies that has
ever been proposed so far as the pro-
vince of British’Columbia is concerned.
That provinée is not a manufacturing
country but a producer of natural pro-
ducts almost oxclusively. We are a
very small farming country, we are
growing fruits to a considerable extent,
\ive have very large lumber, fishing and
mining industries, and surely, with the
addition of a market of 90,000,000
‘people for all these products, the result
cannot fail to be very advantageous to
all those engaged in these industries. I
desire to repeat that I think my hon.
friend from New Westminster (Mr.
Taylory, who knows the fishing busi-
ness mich better than I do, will have
great difficulty indeed in explaining his
conduct to _his electors if he does not
support this agreement. My hon. friend
from Victoria- (Mr. Barnard) whose
constituents stand to gain enormously
by the carrying-out of this agreement,
will also have hard work to explain  to
the electors of that city, why he voted
against it. But I have no reason to
know that these hon. gentlemen are
4going to vote against it. - I can under-
stand the fears of my hon. friend from
Yale-Cariboo (Mr. Burrell) because he-
is right in the centre of a fruit growing
district, and -there is some - apprehen-
sion. there, that competition from _the
United States may lower prices and in-
jure that business. " Nevertheless, I
t,hlnk that all _the .representatives of
British Golumbla. should; for the reas-:

GUNNER ALLEN ﬁETS
A FHRTHER REPRIEVE

Stay of Execution is Granted
“Till April 5 by Mr. Jus-
tice Gregory

Gunner Thomas Allen, lying “in the
condemned cell at the Hillside avenue
jail for the murder of Capfain Peter -
Elliston, and contemplating the sup-
posed ‘fact that he had less than two
days more on earth, was a surprised
man ‘when told early this afternoon
 that ‘he will' not be hanged on Thurs-
day morning a$ arranged in accordance
with theé instructions ‘of the secretary
of state as communicated  to ‘him by -
Sheriff Richards on Saturday evenmg
last.

Allen was this ‘morning granted a
further reprieve until April 5th, by Mr.
Justice Gregory, -before whom €. F,
Davtie, solicitor ' for the c¢ondemned’
man, appeared and made applieation on
the ground that the Supreme court of
Canada had fot yet heard the appeal
from the B. C. Court of Appeal. Mr,
Davie presented an affidavit containing
information received by wire from the
Canadian Supreme court registrar, set-
ting out the present position of the ap-
peal and stating that if preperly pre-
sented.-it will. be heard.

The .reprieve having been
and.the order signed by Mr. Justice
Gregory, notice was immediately serv-
ed on the sheriff, who is thereby re-
strained from hanging Allen on Thurs-
day morning. The news was then con-
veyed to the prisoner, who thanked his
‘messenger calmly.

. Referring to the matter this morning,
Mr. Davie remarked upon the impro-
priety of Allen having been told on
Saturday night that his execution was
fixed, without the official who made the
communication to the condemned man
first intimating the contents of his
message from the secretary of state to
the prisoner’s solicitor. Had this been
done, said Mr. Davie, Allen would have
heen saved the ordeal he has unneces-
sarily undergone in the last few days.

The appeal book and papers asked
for by the registrar of the Supreme
court of Canada, are being sent to Ot-
tawa at once by Mr. Davie, who hopes
the court will then assign counsel for
Allen.

It caused -much
surprise among the officials, who seem-
ed not to reallze the gravity of the
erisis.

M. Korostovetz last week, - for  .the
second- timé, requested permission on
behalf of his government to establish
observation stations along the  Amur
and-elsewhere on-the frontier. He de-
sired to place doctors and -police --in
Chinese border  towns eftectlvely to
quarantine the frontlen. =5

China viewed this"asan in‘fﬂngement
on her Integrity, and the Russian min-
ister was notified ‘that a reply jw.ould
‘be given to-day. . In the meantime. M.
Korostovetz was- requested to ebtain
further explanations from St. Peters-
burg regarding the. nature of the pro-
posals, whereupon the Russian govern-
ment evidently decided there was no
further use of parleying.

It is expected here that the Russians
will now settle many outstanding mat-
ters, including the plague gquarantine,
the disputed frontier, the protection of
the rallroad from Hung Tze Hu, as well
ag-trade, eonsular and other difficulties
in eonnection with the treaty of 1881.
It is pointed out that for many weeks
the press throughout Asjati¢c Russia
has been ‘supporting the desire .of . the
military for the annexation of Mon-
golia and Northern Manchuria, but the
Chinese foreign board does not intici-
pate a serious invasion.”

ALASKAN RAILWAYS.

Cordova, Alaska, March 15.—E. C.
Hawkins, general manager of the
Copper River and Northwestern Rail-
way, returned from an inspection of
the line last night and reported that
work is progressing so rapidly that
the lne will be completed to Bon-
anza earlier than anticipated. - It is
possible that the line will be finished
early in April

The mild winter has made fast
work possible, and rail-laying has
been carried on at a rate of more
than a mile a day. ;
