BRITISH PEACE TERMS

1t Is Believed Traasvaalers Will Accept
—Col. Crowder’s Report in the
President’s Hands.

Pretoria, April 20..—Gen., Dewet has gone
to Heilbron, Orange River Colo_ny; General
Rotha, the Transvaal commander-in-chief,
has gone to Vryheld, Transvaal, and Gen-
eral Delarey, together with Mr. Steyn, ex-
president of the Orange Free State, has
gone to Klerksdorp, Transvaal. They havey
arranged te meet the burghers at different
rendezvous and submit the British' terms.
It is belleved the Transvaalers will every-
where ‘accept the terms, as they are in no
way anxious for a winter campaign.’ The
only difficulty likely to occur will be, it is
thought, with the Orange Free Staters,
many of whom aré expected to 'prove re-
calcitrant. In the meantime there: will be
no eesaation ‘of hostilities. The' delegates
are gxpected back to Pretoria the mlddle of
May, -and in antieipation of theéir yvefurn:

Washington, April 21.—The comple‘te re-
port of Col., Crowder, of. the judge-advo-
cate-general’s department, upen his inguiry
into conditions at Port Chalmette, whence
supplies are being shipped to South Africa,
is now in the hands of the President. Col.
Crowder spent a good part of yesterday
and last night in going over his report with:
Acting Secretary Sanger and Judge-Advo-
cate-General Davis, at the war department.
At the President’s suggestion eertain de-
tails were added to the report that were
not originally included. An important fact
In connection with the document is that it
makes no recommendations as to the treat-
ment of affairs at I’ort Chalmette. It mw
merely a statement of conditions as they
were discovered by Col. Crowder.

In making his repert Col. Crowder acted’
s 2 personal representative.of. the Presi-
dent, and so he I8 not accountable to the
war department. For this reason they de-
cline to make any statement as to the re-
port and for his part Col. Crowder declares
that it is for the President alone to make
the report or any part of it public if he
desires. It is sald that the document will

be laid before the cabinet at to-morrow’s
session.

Such reso.lu-i
tions are never introduced until the im- |
portant legislation of the session is all4
down. It is not unlikely that this applies |
in the present imstance and that it will :
be found that the government has aban- |
doned its intention of submitting a rail-

way bill, despite the boast of the _»\t-i
tor;my-(}eueml that they were able to put |
such a measure through the legislature.

A number of the members were abgent,
acd several including the Finance Min-
ister were ill. There was therefore no
protest when the Premier moved the ad-
journment of the House, at 6 o’clock
uctil to-morrow.

Mr. Murphy moved ‘“‘that an order of
the Holise be granted for a return of all
correspondence between the government.
or any member thereof, and any person, |
relatmg to the construction of the court
house at Princeton, and the failure on
the part of the contractor to pgy the
wages of the workmen employed on said
building, and to' pay various other just
claims “for materials and supplies furn-
ished to him by different parties for use
in said ‘building, and which said materials
and supplies were used in the construe-"
tion of said building.” :

Unless the government
was “very careful’ these big monopolies
would obtain control and hold these fore-
shores' and not build a cannery here.
Agitation on these ‘matters had gone on
for two years. More, had not the people
whose lands fromted' on the sea some
rights to: the foreshbres?

Mr: Martin had #io Sympathy ywith the, -
resolution, - ahd said the mover had
brought homé no Wrong doing to the gov-
ernment. He was glad to hear the gov-
ernment - had, takéen no stand on this
questiony and that it was entirely open.
It appeared that -there had been a re-
Berve on.our provincial Yoreshores—a
Yery Wwise provision. TUntil the Privy
Council deciled mm the” fisheries case -
there was & question of authority -be-
tween the Dominion and provincial gov-
ernments,  Until the question of title
was settled a reserve . was considered
desirable. -

The province’s title had now been es-
tablished to these foreshores, excepting -
in harbors, He thought that reserve
should have been maintained until the
government’s palicy in the matter was
settled and that application should be
made under something other than the
Land Act, where the right of the first ap-
plicant to land had the first claim.

These provisions scarcely applied to
foreshores where ‘the lands were valu-
able. - If fish traps were legalized these
lands would becemie very valuable. He
thought the gewernment shotuld keep this
property in their hands temporarily. If
there was any additional value to these
foreshores it should go, not to a single
individual, but to the people. The gov-
ernment should determine the actual ,
walué/of the foreshore and the way to
find thdt was to auction them off.

The ‘matter. was still in considerable
doubt. © The ‘right of applicants had to
be considered: '"There was a good ground
for the argument” that no staking was
legal until three months after the reserve
was lifted. At any rate there would be
2 great muddle unless the government
was:careful. ~ Certainly the first appli-
icant should not necessarily have first
.elaim. The rights 'of . those whose pro-
sjperties adjoiti these foreshores would
also have t6 be considered.

The government must be careful:that

speculators should not be given an ad-
wvantage, ~ Canners also should be pro-
tected. Speculatorq might get hold of
;these rights and hold them at prohibitive
ratey to ihjure the canning -industry. He
sgpoke from g lo@al istandpoint in this
matter as his cxty was - deeply interested
in the welfare.of the-canning industry.
.- He would vote against the motion of
.censure ‘and he repndiated- the sugges-
‘tion that there had:been any politics in
it. ‘The publie interest was not advanced
by an' attack on- the government in the
absence of proof. He preferred to offer
his view to the government publicly, and
he hoped the government would not take
the irrevocable step iwithout regard to
all the representations made.

Mr, McPhillips held the'natural com-
plement of Mr, Martin’s speech was for
him to support the resolution. He read

_W’EEKLY WBATHBER SYNOPSIS.

Y. Victorla Meteorological Office,
16th to 22nd April, 1902.

The week has been chiefly noticeable for
a continuance of low pressure areas over
Eritish Columbia and the Northwest,

On the 16th the barometer -was hlgh on
the American coast, on the 17th the pres-
sure had spread inland over the Pacific
states and had moved northward to Van-
couver Island and the Lower Mainland;
these conditions were, however, but tem-
porary, for on the 18th the pressure began
to give way In advance of an ocean dis-
turbance which appeared on our Coast and
rapidly developed over Vancouver Island,
causing strong westerly gales on  the -out-
side “waters -and - along -the ‘Straits” dnd
Sound. During the three following days
the barometer remained low over the whole
region from California to.British. Columbia,
another marked depression becoming central
in Utah and moving northeastward to Mon-
tana. On Monday the pressure com-
menced to rise again on the Californian
coast, and by Tuesday this high had moved
northward to Vancouver 1Island and the
Lower Mainland. In this province tem-
peratunes have been somewhat below the
normal on the immediate Coast, but warm-
er over the valley of the 'I'bomps«m river.
The rainfall has been light in this district,
but heavier on the Fraser delta,” and in
Cari falls_have ; occurred ' both of T#in
and snow. Heavy shower ifell in, Oregon
and Washington, and frosts were frequent
at various points. In the Northwest the
weather has been  cooler,:and bderate
showers and some heavy falls of spow have
occurred. Thunderstorms were  reported
from Swift. Current and Spokane.

At Viectoria 42 hours and 6 minutes of
bright sunshine were recorded: the: highest
temperature was 57.3 on the 17th, :and the
:owh?st 38.2 on the same day; mfnfall .15
nel

At New Westminster the rginfall - was
.80 inch; highest tempemturp. 60 on; 17th;
lowest, 38 on i7th, 19th, 20th and 21st.

At Kamloops the hlzhewt temperature was
64 on 16th, 17th and 18th; lowest, 30 on
21st; rainfall, .20 inch.

At Barkeryille the rain and snowfall was
.32 ‘Inch; hail fell on 22nd; highest tem-
perature. 50 on 18th; lowest, 20 on 20th.

Very Advantageous Terms for the Pro-
vince for Comstruction of the
Coast-Kootenay Railway.

It is understood that a new proposi-
tion is now before the chief commission-
er-of lands and works ip connection with
the construction of the ‘Coast-Kootenay
railway. Maclean brothers, of Vancou-
ver, have throughout the present session
been steadily lobbying with a view to
securing a charter from the  House.
Their terms, so it' was understood, call- I
ed for a eash subsidy varying from!
$4,500 to $0,000 a mile, with Dominion
aid, and a land grant of over a million
acres.

The new proposition comes from an en- |
tirely dxfferent source, and 1s said to be
backed by practl(auy unlimited eapital
in New York city. .It eémanates 'from
the Ollala Copper Mining & Smelting
Company, of New York, who have em-
‘powered C, H. Lugrin, ex?editor of the
Colonist, with full power of attorney to
executa a contract for them. Mr. Lugrin
has always takeh a great interest in
transportition mhatters, has devoted much |
study to them, and having been admit-
ted to tha British Columbia bar a few
days since, is free to practice as a so-
licitor in the province. John Oliver, M.
P. P., has been instrumental in interest-
ing the ‘company in the proposition,

The company mentioned are the own-
ers of a railway charter granted at the
session of the Dominion House in 1901
to the Similkameen & Keremeos railway.
The incorporators.of this road were John
Benjamin, McArthur and John Fergu-
son 'McCrae, “of Rossland, and W, C.
McDougall, of Ollala. These three gen-
tlemen are understood to be associated
with the Ollala company in the present
venture. ,The route outlined in the char-
ter of the ‘Similkameen & Keremeos rail-
way was from Penticton. to Keremeos,
thence to the boundary line, and also. up
the Slmllkameen as far as Princeton.

The offer which is to be made, or which
is _believed to have already beeu filed

INTERESTING MEETING,

Tke Natural History Society Considers
Various Matters. :

There was a largely attended meeting
of the Nattiral History Society last even-
ing, at which a lot of deferred business
was transacted. The committee on
microscope reported in favor of the pur-
chase of a valuable instrument, the pro-
perty of Mr. Fleming, for the uses of
the society, which report ‘was: adopted.
The auditors submitted a report on the
treasarer’s statement which was found
correct and showing a -substantial bal-
arce in favor of the society,

With regard fo the consersazione,
which was to haye been held during. the
present session of the legislature, it was
decided, owing to the lateness of the
sedson and the pressure of work now
before that body, to postpone it for the
present.

The ‘matter of the importation of
Anderson reported .a large number of
favorable replies to the suggestions of
the 'society from various Farmers’ In-
stitutes. In this connection the advisa-
bility of recommending the government
to offer a bounty for the destruction of
hawks was discussed, but no aetion
taken. The opinion was hazarded that
the small boy with the gun did more
karm than the hawks.

A specimen of wood found at Nahalem,
Oregon, had been examined by Mr. Hast-
ings- under the microscope, and his con-
clusion was that it was -.an Oriental
wood, probably a species of lignumrvitae,
which bore out a theory that it had been
a Chinese or Japanese junk that had
been wrecked containing the beeswax,
discovered along with the ship’s timber,

Mr, Sutton submitted as a specimen a
piece of wood which he found driven into
the ‘clay in the Naden river at the north
end of Queen Charlotte islands, the age
of which' he estimated to be over five
hundred years, as over it were several
formations of earth and a spruce tree,
five. feet in diameter; upon excavating
wkich had evidently been driven into the
bed of the river by the Indians ages ago
for the .purpose, of obstructing the fish,
a sort of weir of sticks.
