He said it was one 
and a half years ago that he went to 
Montreal and not four years ago. He was 
in New York state cities previously for 
several years. He and another man did 
not- conduct a house of ill repute in Mont­
real where women enticed men into the 
house and he would tfob the dupes. Any­
body who said he told Seppepil this in 
jail was a liar. He did not say that John 
Delano, the Montreal interpreter, knew 
too much about him and he would not tes­
tify. He said it was because Deleno was 
a friend of Hatch’s. Sandy Murray never 
reproached him for indolence in the camp. 
He was not in Montreal jail and nqver 
robbed anybody in Montreal. He never 
told Seppepil that he, committed theft in 
Montreal. Sandy Murray said in jail to 
him that he would give him a good funer­
al and a cross if he did not confess on the 
stand. He was not calling for Murray in

That there is a growing feeling in the 
rural districts against,-automobiles is ap­
parent by the number bf petitions that are 
being presented to the house in opposition 
to the unrestricted yet of the smoke 
wagon. The running of* automobiles has 
also been referred to sthferal times in the 
house and was considered by the agricul­
tural committee. The matter is now in 
the hands of a special committee, and _ it 
is very likely that legislation will .be in­
troduced fixing regulations which those 
who use automobiles will be subject to 
and providing penalties for their viola­
tion. It is notorious that automobile 
owners pay little or no respect to the 
rights of others on the highways, and it 
is this want of consideration that >has 
brought about present conditions.^ There 
are now about 150 automobiles license^ in 
this province and the dumber is increas­
ing. This does not include vehicles 
brdught in from the 'United States by 
tourists or those from other provinces.

Among the bills introduced today were 
two from St. John authorizing the Re- 
demptorist Fathers to bury deceased mem­
bers of the order in the grounds surround­
ing St. Peter’s church, and another to 
amend the act of incorporation of Camp- 
bellton.

W. B. Howard, D.P-A,, C.P.R..St John, N.B,B Montreal, April 21.—A special London 
cable savs: At the half-yearly meeting of 
the G. T. R. the Ml board of directors 
were present. Sir Charles River-Wilson, 
who, presided., read the report,, which 
stated that 1908 was the worst year in 
many ways for the G. T. R. and that their 
competitors also suffered. Business, how­
ever, was improving.

The directors recognized the great task 
before them in the construction of the G. 
T. P., but relied on the patience and the 
sympathy ■ of the shareholders. y

Continuing, Sir Charles pointed to Sir 
Wilfrid Laurier’s return to power as testi­
mony of the country’s sanction of the G-- 
T. p.. and expressed the hope that he (Sir 
CharledJ would be present at the inaug­
ural opening of 1,250 miles of the road, 
from Edmonton to Fort William, Which 
will take place before October. The G. 
T. P. would be the finest and most-sub­
stantial rail,way ever built across the 
North American continent.

Thé president’s remarks throughout were 
favorably received and the reports and ac­
counts were adopted.

Prior to the opening of the meeting it 
was anticipated that it would be a stormy 
one, but nothing of a disturbing element 
appeared until Shareholder Fairbairn, 
who had circularized the shareholders in 
the hall, in the course of his remarks sug­
gested that the retiring directors bo re­
placed by two residents in Canada. Mr. 
Fairbaim’s remarks met with the approval 

" of a small portion of the shareholders 
present. Upon the conclusion of Mr. 
Fairbaim’s speech Shareholder Bosher de­
manded that Mr. Fairbairn inform the 
audience liow many shares he held, and 
roused a storm that the uproar continued 
for some time. After some wordy warfare, 
Mr. Bosher subsided.

The president, replying to, Mr. Fair- 
bairn’s suggestion that Canadians be made 
directors, pointed out that it was a foolish 
suggestion, as Canadians were only cus­
tomers and not shareholders. There were, 
he stated, 65,000 shareholders in Great 
Britain and not. £1,000 of stock were held 
in Canada, and in view of this fact* he 
thought thé interests of the shareholders 
could be best looked after here.

WILLING TO MEET

flour millers have known for a long time, 
he said. Remedies for congestion of sup­
plies must be sought naturally through 
the use of available wheat produced in the 
Canadian Northwest.

Mr. A. J. Toomey, a pioneer exporter of 
flour in many fields ^and former chairman 
of the flour committee of the Produce Ex­
change, stated clearly the objects of jthe 
signers of the Produce Exchange petition 
for “discussing the advisability of going 
on record as in favor of removing the 
duty o nwhet imported from Canada.”

“With the duty off,” he said, “Ameri- 
millers would pay as much for Cana­

dian wheat as the Canadians are now 
getting, and automatically Canadian flour 
would be eliminated from the export mar­
kets. This would enable the American 
mills to keep busy, would halt the rapid 
building of mills in Canada, where they 
are now springing up over night ; and—a 
matter not heretofore properly considered 
—it would provide enormous quantitiesof 
of feed and fertilizer materials, which are 
duty on wheat imported from Canada.”

American farmers can surely see the 
wisdom of this. It is to their interest 
that we have an export outlet; it is to 
this great disadvantage that Canada should 
be able to make the foreign market with 
her 100,000,000 bushels of exportable 
wheat.”

/Minneapolis, April 20—Seventy carloads 
of farmers, with their wives, babies, chic­
kens, pigs, cows and farming tools, as­
sembled here en route to the Saskatch­
ewan country.

As happy and prosperous a community 
on wheels as ever passed through the 
Midway, according to J. R. Hayden, chief 
clerk of the Minnesota Transfer Company, 
had arrived to take a brief rest before 
resuming the journey. Fifteen of the 
seventy are immigrant c^rs and the rest

pre-eminent the world over.

To maintain, the recognition and cele­
bration of St. George's Day—the old Eng­
lish . Festival Day of St. George—and the 
anniversary of the birth and death of 
Shakespeare—April 23rd.

To further British, interests by every 
potsfjle means and to render assistance in 
furtherance of . all English and patriotic 
movements..

The St. George's Society of St. John 
has always endeavored to live up to these 
objects, and can point with pride to many 
acts and celebrations in commemoration of 
notable events, suph as the placing of the 
bust of her late Majesty Queen Victoria 
(of glorious memory) in Trinity church in 
Jubilee year 1887; their participation in 
the diamond jubilee of 1897; subscriptions 
and donations (o' funds for men of the 
St. John contingent during the war in 
South Africa, and the celebration of the 
Trafalgar centennial in 1805.
