Nigena has sent to the British Colon-
an extraordinarily vivid

scnptxon of a most picturesque gather-
ing of emirs and chiefs at Kano on
New Year’s day. Kano is ,a famous
ancient city, ‘with written records for
800 years, in the heart of Northern Ni-
geria. 1t is enclosed by walls 20 to 50
feet. high. and twelve miles in cireum-
ference. Hither the emirs with their
horsemen and followers gathered from
all parts of the province, and the
durbar was held in the great plain
outside the city walls. Many horse-
men were entirely in chain armor,
and cloths of gold and many: colors
gave a brilliant and varied appear-
ance to the scene as each 4ribal con-
tingent passed before the British gov-
ernor.

Canadian education.

Balletin XV of the last census of Canada
has been issued and it gives the stabistics
of Canadlian education. The figures pro-
vided refer of course to those over five
years of age. Those under that age in
1911 numbered 883,508, leaving 6,323,135
persons whose educational acquirements
were recorded. Of the latter, 667,340 were
returned as unable to read or write. This
was an actual decrease of about 13,000
since 1901, and a percentage decrease of
two per cent, This decrease was very
gratifying when we remember that th
total population increased during that

Persons who can read and writé consti-
tuted 88.93 per cent., of the population
of five years and over, as compared
with 8288 per cent. in 1901, This shows
that, despite the vast immigration during
the previous decade, our educational
institutions were capable of coping with
the situation. The complete illiterates
number 10.55 per cent., a betterment of
3.83 per cent, in the decade. In the Weat,
very remarkable progress has been made ;
those who can read and write have In-
oreased by 22 16 per cent. in Saskatchewan
and 17.25 per cent. in Alberta. Inthe year
1910 alone, 254 new school districts were
established in the former Proviuce, and
only three less than this in the latter, Of
the Bastern Provinces, Quebec made the
sreatest proportionate increase of literates
between 180i-and 1911,

by the statistics, Of the population. of
Alberta 8833 per cent could read and
write; of British Columblia 88.07 per cent;
Manitoba 86.31; New Brunswick 85.08;

Edward Island 91.01; Quebec 86.58; Saskat-
chewan 86.04; Yukon 85.47, We thus see
that Ontario has the largest percentage,
Prince Edward Island coming second, and
Nova Scotia third.

Just wheat.

While the wheat crop of the Empire has
greatly increased during the past decade,
yet it will probably be a long time before
Great Britain ceases to buy from foreign
countries. Rugsian wheat is near, and
Argentinian is cheap and matures about
the same time that grain is sown In
Norttiern latitudes, and the Briton pur-
chases when he needs and from where
he chooses, Between 1901 and 1011, the
acreage in the self-governing Dominions
increased from 11,500,000 acres to 20,004,000,
the increase in Canada being from 2,-
723,000 acres to 9816000 or 280 per
cent. The area under wheat in Great
Britain is two million acres, and In
Australia 7,500,000 acres. India, alone,
has 30,000,000~ acres in wheat, or ten
millions more than the restof the Em
pire combined. Last year, the United
Kingdom imported 192,000,000 bushels, of
which India supplied 40 millions, Canada
37 millions, and Australia 28,317,000
bushels, Russia, the Argentine and the
United States supplied 77 millions. The
Empire thus supplies the major portion
of Britain’s imports, and that margin is
increasing chiefly at the expense of
American supplies, which are growing
small by degrees and beautifully less,

The pgesent King adopted
the, same &ttitude when he eame- to
the_thrope.

Upon the occasion of any state pro-
cession an equerry rides upon either
side of His Majesty’s carriage in or-
der to execute any commands the
King may have to give, and following
on each hand when he alights. They
are the medium through which the
King makes his wishes known, and
when His Majesty arrives at a coun-
try house it is usual for the h_ostess
to take the earliest opporﬁqmty to
seek out the equerry-in-waiting and
ascertain from him the royal desires
with regard to the serving and com-
position of meals, the time for retiring
at night, the hour of rising in the
morning, and go forth. Thg equerry
pays for anything “His Majesty pur-
chases when upon a shopping expedi-
tion in London or else}vhere. .and
gives the necessary directiops for the
forwarding of the goods.

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THE YEAR OF RAILWAYS.

Canadian Lines Are Making Gigantic
Efforts During 1813,

From all indications the year 1913
should go on the records as marking
an era of tremendous activity in rail-
way building in Canada. Two great
transcontinental trunk lines are now
under construction, the Grand Trunk
Pacific and the Canadian Northern,
anl promise to be completed from
coast to coast within two years’ time.
Hundreds of millions of dollars ars
being expended by these two systems
and by the Canadian Pacile, all of
which lines are steadily inereasing
their ‘actually opersting mileage sea-'
son by season, besides engaginf in thd
construction of many branch lines ta
tap the resources of vast, undeveloped
territories.

The extensions of the Canadian Pa-
cific, for instance, when completed,
will mean a second line across two.
thirds of the southern section of Brit
ish Columbia, providing a double
track system from Calgary to Van-
gouver designed to meet the competi-
tion that will arise as a result of the
Panama Canal opening.

In addition the Great Northern Rail.
way -i8. spending something like two
million dollars in completing its Van-
couver terminals, with the expectation
of fyurther developing the rich tribu.
tary territory which it serves. Tre-
mendous - progress in double-tracking,
especially  in. British Columbia, may
be looked for in 1913 in the case of
these raibways.

The Capadian Northern, meanwhile
is prepafed i fo continue the pheno-
menal building record that it has been
making during. the;past two years on
its line from_ Quebec to the Pacific.
By the spring :df.191¢ it is expected
that this road will"be running trains
from Quebeéto'the Pacific slopes, and
linking up of Port“Mann and Van-
couver. A branéh;line of this railway
will tap the Sedmingly inexhaustible
deposits of the Brazeamsecoal fields in
Alberta; while other branch lines-in
Saskatchewan and Manftoba will put
dozens of new towns o ‘map and
opén up hundreds: of ands- of
acres of mew lands of settlement.

Two lines are to circle Liake ‘Winni«

g and Fort Churchill.- The'Hudson
Bay route for thé shipment ef grain
and produce from the Canadian west
‘as well as from the northwestern
United Stat€% @6 European 'markets
will effect 8 _sawing of some 700 -0r-800
miles as" éompared with any other
route. The eompletion of the Hudson
Bay railway, now building, will be
