ous part of the whole business. On 
accouut of the cattle being admitted 
to the vessel in a body they become 
huddled together and their tails gener­
ally get where their heads ought to be, 
and as the space is very limited, a great 
amount of labor is expended in turning 
them. This is accomplished by using 
the tail as a kind of propeller, screwing 
it to the right when you wish to turn 
them to the left, and vice 
the time they are tied up the vessel has 
cast her lines from the pier, and, before 
long, she is steaming majestically from 
our shore to the greatest ship-bnilding 
river in the world. Night has now 
approached and all retire except two 
men, whose duty it is to keep a careful 
watch, and see that none of the cattle 
get into dangerous positions through 
the motion of the vessel.

Before gDing further it would be well 
to mention that four men are generally 
sent per one hundred cattle. At four 
in the morning all hands are roused, 
and then begins the labour of the day. 
After receiving four buckets o| water 
each the bullocks are given from eight 
to ten pounds of hay. By the time 
this work is done seven bells have 
struck and the volunteer, who goes to 
the galley for the meals, rushes off for 
the breakfast, which is composed of 
abundance of scouse and a “cob” of 
bread per man. Nothing morè is done 
until after dinner except sweeping up 
the alley ways. Immediately after 
dinner a pail of corn is given to each 
bullock and this suffices it until even­
ing, when it receives the same amount 
of hay as in the morning. Such is the 
daily work of the ocean cow-boy.

The first eight days of the voyage 
have been very pleasant and the ves­
sel is jiow rapidly approaching the 
Irish coast, when the darkness of the 
sky in the north-west bespeaks heavy 
weather. Soon the wind begins to 
whistle through the rigging and before 
many minutes after the first shock of 
the storm a wave dashing through one 
of the ports, which have been left 
open for ventilation, causes the per­
son in charge to order all hands to close 
ports. ” The watch is now doubled and 
the men prepare themselves for hard 
work. The storm increases, and as the 
bullocks,becoming tired,lie down, they 
are often thrown out into the alleys 
by the tossing of the vessel. Aftei con­
siderable hard labor, principally tail- 
twisting, they are got into their pens. 
But little more can be said about the 
work on board of a cattle ship, and so 
we will bring our article to a close, 
merely mentioning that the medicine 
chest of a cattle man consists of linseed 
oil, salts, molasses and nitre. The 
cost of shipping a bullock, exclusive of 
fodder, is about thirty shillings.

P. S.—Since finishing this article the 
writer has learned that already the 
shipment of live stock has been duly 
considered by one of our enterprising 
dealers in home dressed beef, in fact it 
is said that this speculator went as far 
as to purchase some seventy head for 
that purpose. It is to be hoped that 
he may yet have courage to risk his 
wealth in a venture, which will possibly 
make and certainly not break him.

Another Turn of the Sorew-Tho

Mr. Adam»’ ambition has, for «оте 
time been to obtain a seat in the House 
of Commons at Ottawa. It has been 
hie oft-repeated assurance to his friends 
in Northumberland that, notwithstand­
ing his waning popularity here, he 
would yet have a seat at Ottawa. How 
he expected to get it may be explained 
by the item above-quoted. Mr. Cos­
tigan has not been without his faults, 
but the difference between his charac 
ter and that of Mr. Adams is so wide 
that it is difficult to believe he 
would assist in imposing such a man 
upon a constituency that has always 
dealt generously with him. Mr. Cos­
tigan has been honorable and consistent 
in politics, his word has never been 
doubled by his friends, and he has held 
himself above purchase at all times. 
The contrast, between such a man and 
his proposed successor is painfully 
suggestive of the degenerating tendency 
of Conservative politics and of the 
straits to which the party is driven to 
hold itself together.

In making the recent curtailment 
of return ticket privileges on the In­
tercolonial Railway, the Dominion 
Government has seriously blundered. 
The change is said to have been made 
in the hope of effecting a much- 
needed increase of revenue, but it is 
doubtful if it will do so, because any­
thing that attacks public privileges 
which have the sanction of usage and 
are based on tacit arrangement be­
tween public administrators and the 
people, must alienate public sympa­
thy and support. Since the obnox­
ious order relating to these tickets 
was issued, local travel on the Inter­
colonial has decreased very apprecia­
bly, in comparison with the same 
period last year, for people will not 
patronise a railway whose managers’ 
policy it is to squeeze every cent pos­
sible out of them for the accommoda­
tion afforded.

It is not probable that so important 
a change would be made without being 
first considered by the Government, 
and we, of course, assume that the 
order emanated from Ottawa. It 
bears the Ottawa “ear marks,” at all 
events, and is not the first of the 
kind from the same quarter—not the 
first rude reminder of the fact that, 
in Ottawa eyes, the people of the 
Maritime Provinces are entitled to 
no privileges, save those for which 
they are prepared to pay the full 
price, in addition to being taxed for 
the general purposes of the Dominion, 
even beyond the limits of which they 
were warned by those who so truth­
fully predicted the evils which Con­
federation would bring upon them.

One by one, the privileges which 
the people enjoyed in connection 
with the Government Railways be­
fore Confederation have been taken 
from them. Some of these were no 
doubt greater than the public interest 
justified,but others were not,and their 
withdrawal was a violation of the un­
written terms of Confederation—the 
understandings between the people, 
on the one hand, and the public men 
who promoted the scheme of Confed­
eration, on the other hand. In pre- 
Confederation times, with a tariff 
which took less than one half the 
amount per head that our present 
tariff takes from the people, the Gov­
ernment Railway was so managed as 
to afford every facility for cheap 
travel, and it did a great work in 
promoting business between the lo. 
calities through which it ran. The 
Railway was handed over to the Do­
minion at a less valuation than its 
cost, with the implied understanding 
that it would be rnn, to say the 
least, no less liberally, as far as the 
local traffic was concerned, than it 
had theretofore been. Since that 
time, however, a great change has 
taken place. The Dominion Gov­
ernment which was to be our pater­
nal and indulgent guardian, has be­
come the most exacting and sternest 
of task-masters. It has raised the lo­
cal railway freight tariff and, in the 
most unblushing way, discriminated 
against trade between points in the 
Maritime Provinces, in favor of 
that of Ontario and Quebec, thus 
verifying the prediction that Chat­
ham, Moncton, St. John, Halifax 
and other lormer trade-centres of the 
Maritime Provinces were to become 
simply trading ports for the mer 
chants of tie Upper Provinces. 
Another turn of the screw alrolished 
the family tickets which 
privilege the people enjoyed at the 
time of Confederatiqp. 
tickets were given as a kind of com­
promise for the discontinuance of 
family tickets and the Government 
at first aft-mpted to enforce the ab­
surd time іii»t on them. At that 
period public opinion in New Bruns­
wick and Nova Scotia could make 
itself felt at Ottawa, and the obnox­
ious limit was not enforced. Now, 
however, the former condemned or­
der is revived and reissued as a 
further trial of public endurance— 
just to test the full extent to which 
the poor, patient, thistle-eating beast- 
of-burden will allow itself to be load-

There is no escaping the con­
viction that the new return ticket 
orders are issued for the present pur­
pose of discouraging patrons of the 
road in making use of such tickets, 
with ultimate object of discon­
tinuing their issue altogether and 
obliging everybody to pay full rates. 
Even if that should not be the in­
tention, the time limit will, practi­
cally, have that effect People who 
have, heretofore, often made use of 
the Railway will, therefore, 
study how to avoid doing so, and 
they will do right. Country 
chants and dealers who have been in 
the habit of going to St John, Hali­
fax and other trade-centres to make 
purchases will be obliged to wait ’for 
the Montreal commercial traveller, 
who, no doubt, will have no limit 
placed upon his ticket, which is still 
obtainable at the usual low rate. 
The class who have often made use 
of return tickets to visit friends at a 
distance will now remain at home, 
while the cars will pass and repass 
with only those on board who are 
absolutely obliged to travel. The 
Government, however, will have the 
satisfaction of knowing that from 
those whose necessities compel t hem 
to use the Railway they have squeez­
ed the highest tariff rate, while the 
people interested will have their own 
opinion of the spirit of Messrs, 
Moffat, Burns, Mitchell, Landry, 
Wood, Foster and Tilley, who sup­
port a management so detrimental 
to the counties they represent

In founding the Advance we set out 
with the intention of making the people 
its friends and supporters, though we 
felt that would be the work of time, in 
view of their^ experience with our pre­
decessors^ In acquiring a fair amount of 
newspaper experience the proprietor had 
learned to beware of professional poli­
ticians. We, therefore, determined to 
avoid close relationships with any of 
them who might infest the Miramichi. 
We were independent, though not neutral 
in politics, believing that position to be 
most nearly in accord with the best pub 
lie sentiment, our determination being to 
judge and speak of all men and interests 
as we found them. We did not expect to 
please everybody and can say,—after ten 
years’ experience—that we have not been 
disappointed in that respect Indeed, we 
soon found that we were pre-judged.

We have 
lost none who were ever our rea 1 friends, 
while we think we enjoy the sympathy, 
as we know we have the support, of 
maey who Jong stood aloof from us, or 
met „us with active hostility, We have, 
■till, some bitter enemies, but their 
friendship can only be purchased at the 
sacrifice of public duty, so we are obliged 
to let them take their course aud deal 
as best we can with them when we think 
they require attention from us.

Respecting the support the Advance 
receives, it may not be amiss to say that 
there is plenty of it if it were all realis­
able.

LOOKING AT POSSIBILITIES FOR THE
MIRAMICHI. —HOW THE CATTLE ARK
SHIPPED AND CARED FOR.

(By a special contributor.)
Chatham during the past few years 

has been showing very great promise of 
becoming one of the commercial centres 
of Canada and yet it has perhaps 
never occurred to the newspaper-read­
ing public that the shipment of live 
stock to the foreign market may in the 
not far distant future be one of the 
chief industries of the Miramichi. A 
very great amount of benefit would be 
done in this way, as it would not only 
put shekels into the shippers’ pockets, 
but would also give the very important 
part of the public, namely the farmer, 
an opportunity of disposing of his pro­
duce, besides encouraging him to raise 
stock, for which he would always find 
a ready market. The reason for be­
lieving cattle may be shipped from this 
port, is that it is much nearer Europe 
that any of the ports from which they 
are at present shipped, namely Boston, 
Montreal, New York and Baltimore. 
Of course the first objection to be raised 
is the shortness of our summer, but this 
does not affect the cattle business as 
much as others, and instead of our 
long winters being considered a curse 
they should be looked on as a blessing, 
for owing to the fierce storms that pre­
vail on the Atlantic during the winter 
months, a great many cattle are killed, 
causing heavy losses to the shippers, 
if not insured, and if insured, unless 
the market be extra high, they will 
find their profits eaten up by the insur­
ance which is very heavy.

In this business the largest amount 
of money is made between May and 
November, which are the only months 
the Miiamichi is navigable. Very few 
shippers will risk their stock on the 
stormy deep in any but the above-men­
tioned months. So much for our pros­
pects ; however, it will not do to build 
too large a castle in the air, for fear 
cruel fate will never permit us to see 
its gilded towers, but when our pet­
railway is in immediate connection with 
the interior of America it is impossible 
to picture what it should not bring to us.

Perhaps it would not be uninterest­
ing for our readers, who have never 
had an opportunity of seeing cattle 
shipped, to learn how they are cared 
for on the passage from one country to 
another. Let us take as an example a 
number of bullocks, say five hundred, 
from the far west to be shipped on one 
of the Allan liners for Glasgow. These 
cattle, accustomed to roaming the roll­
ing prairies, are of course very wild 
and the head ropes, by which they are 
tied up, have to be placed on them be­
fore they are let out of the cars, or it 
would be found a difficult matter to do 
so afterwards. The person who ropes 
the cattle gets into the car through a 
little door in the roof, and. maintaining 
a hold on the animals’ backs slips the 
ropes over their horns ; this is by 
means an easy matter, for they feeling 
this unsought burden on their backs, 
rush round the cars causing the roper’s 
body to get numerous severe knocks 
from the surrounding horns and if, 
unfortunately, he should loose his hold 
and fall sundry well directed kicks will 
make him feel very uncomfortable. 
The roping completed, they are driven 
into the shipping shed where men ac­
customed to the business direct them 
by means of long poles to the gang-way 
leading to the steamer. Sometimes a 
bullock will become furious through the 
unaccustomed surroundings and, 
heeding the sticks, soon take posses­
sion of the shed, causing the numerous 
employees and onlookers to beat a 
hasty retreat behind the near­
est object. It often takes half an 
hour to get one vicious steer into the 
steamer. The cattle on board, next 
follows the task of tying up. This is

The students, during the last 
three days have been strolling idly 
round town in knots of two and 
three. Yesterday they were called 
up before the faculty, but nothing 
was done as all refused to give in­
formation. It is said that the 
Bishop will hold an investigation 
to-morrow. The original

The Auditor, Mr. Wm. T. Connors 

reported that having examined the ac­
counts he found them correct in every 
particular, but his attention had been 
arrested by the fact that receipts last 
season had fallen off some four hundred 
dollars in comparison with the previous 
season, which he supposed might be due 
to some fault of the management which 
ought to be explained.

Secretary Watt said the falling off was 
altogether in the receipts from Carnivals 
and other entertainments, and it arose 
eat of interference with the Directors’ 
management by ticket-holders. The 
Directors undertook, early in the season, 
have races in the Rink and happened to 
select a band night for them, whereupon 
some of the “>oung fry” got up a petition 
which they induced many ticket-holders 
to sign, the result being to discourage 
entertainments and, thereby, seriously 
interfere with one important source of 
revenue.

Mr. Moss said, though not one of the 
“young fry,” he had signed the petition 
referred to. He war not concerned in 
getting it np, but signed it when present­
ed, os he understood the attempt to appro­
priate a band night for an entertainment 
was an infringement on one of the privi­
leges for which the ticket holders had 
paid. At the same time he was of opin­
ion that it had not so seriously interfered 
with the revenue of the rink last season.

Mr. D. G. Smith, one of the Directors, 
•aid there was no doubt that the petition 
referred to had led to a misunderstanding 
between the Directors and patrons of 
the Rink and was very largely the cause 
of the decreased revenue. He was not 
disposed, howeve--, to judge harshly of 
those who were instrumental in getting 
it up, for they, no doubt, thought they 
и-еге right. They had purchased their 
tickets, and when they thought the con 
ditions on which they held them were 
broken they had the right of petition. 
The Directors, in their management, how- 
ever, were placed between the Stock­
holders and the patrons of the Rink,and 
in serving the interests of both to the 
best of their ability, might easily have 
the correctness of their policy questioned 
by either. The main cause of the mis­
take made by the petitioners was that 
they fail|^ to realise the fact that nearly 
three times the amount contributed by 
them directly as purchase money for 
their season tickets was required to 
properly maintain the Rink. The larger 
portion of the money required had to be 
derived from entertainments of one kind 
and another. The ticket-holders who 
got up and signed the petition 'did not 
know or, perhaps, if they knew, did not 
think of this. They calculated there was 
so much for the bond and the care-taker 
and incidental expenses connected with 
the skating privileges afforded, but they 
lost eight* of the fact that there was in­
surance to pajefor, expenditure for com­
pletion of the bnilding, a debt to wipe ont 
deterioration of the building to be made 
np for, and other charges which it was 
the Directors’ duty te provide for through 
their management. In other places band 
nights were frequently taken for carnivals 
and other entertainments at Rinks and 
ticket-holders did not complain, for the) 
knew it was necessary in order that the 
Rinks might be maintained. In St. 
Stephen, the band nights were taken for 
carnivals and regular ticket-holders who 
skated in costume paid the admission 
fee, just the same as spectators, and, yet, 
they did not complain. The patrons of 
the Chatham Rink were, in fact, treated 
more liberally than those of most other 
Rinks with which he was acquainted 
and he felt that when this was fully 
known there would be more sympathy 
and a better feeling between the Chatham 
Rink Management and ticket-holders 
than hod been shown last winter. The 
Directors had no object to serve save that 
of making the Rink a success—of doing 
justice to the Company, to whom they 
were accountable, on the one hand, and 
to the patrons of the Rink on the other, 
upon whose good will the success of the 
institution depended.

Dr. J. S. Benson, one of the Directors, 
thought the ticket-holders were right in 
petitioning when they felt aggrieved. He 
did not believe the petition - difficulty had 
been the whole cause of the falling off in 
revenue. He inclined also to the belief 
that the band nights should not be appro­
priated for entertainments.

Mr. Nicol said the advertisement of the 
Directors held out the inducement to 
ticket holders that they would bave two 
band nights a week as one qf the privileges 
paid for by them when they purchased 
tickets, and the attempt to hold an enter­
tainment on a band night was, therefore, 
a violation of the conditions on which 
tickets were held.

THK LOWER DISTRICT SCHOOLS
were examined on Wednesday in the 
presence of Trustee McQuin ami several 
visitors, The schools are all in one ad­
mirably arranged building. The attend­
ance was large in all departments, and 
the beat of order was preserved. There 
appears to be a very decided improvement 
in these schools in respect to discipline 
and other things. The district, instead 
of having inadequate accommodation for 
the pupiis, has a room to spare, ami will 
probably employ another teacher before 
very long. In Principal Hutchison’s room 
there are 37 enrolled and the attendance 
on Wednesday was 27. The exercises 
included reading, grammar, English his­
tory, arithmetic, algebra, geometry and 
Latin. Good progress was made in every 
branch. The regular attendance in this 
department has nearly doubled within the 
vear. Mr. Hutchison proposes forming a 
special class, without regard to the reg­
ular course, for boys who come to school 
for the winter only. It is a defect in our 
school system that no provision is made 
for the large number of children who 
work half the year and attend school the 
rest of the time.

Miss Hickey has 57 names on her re­
gister, and had 44 pupils present, 
examined them in reading, spelling, 
arithmetic, penmanshin, drawing, geo 
jeraphy a»«l grammar. The children dis­
played a great deal of intelligence, and 
appeared to have been carefully trained 
Recitations—all of them good—were giv­
en by Alice Loggie, Effie Fleigher, Jas. 
Wright, John Coleman, Agues Phillips, 
Maggie Cameron and Ellen Trainor.

Mr. John Mclnnis has an enrollment 
of 38, and the attendance in his room 
numbered 29. The pupils were examined 
in reading, spelling, writing, map draw­
ing, geography, number, and animal and 
plant life. Mr. McQuin said he 
much pleased with the school.

In Miss McDonald’s room there 
present 50 out of the 68 enrolled. They 
were examined in the brandies embraced 
in standard 1. and appeared to lie making 
excellent progress under Miss McDonald's 
tuition.

Miss Brown had 70 little ones in at­
tendance, out of 90 on the register. They 
were examined in grade 1, the whole 
standard, and appeared to good advan­
tage, the teacher having the happy faculty 
of making her young pupils take an inter­
est in their studies.

Neglect of Duty.
On Saturday morning lost, the Steamer 

Summer ride, Capt. Alexander Cameron, 
from Sydney, deeply laden with roils, 
made Escuminac and ran in towards the 
Bar looking for a pilot,but none appeared. 
Capt. Cameron reports that be was, at 
times during the day, near the stranded 
barque Rolf and kept his vessel well m, 
hoping that the pilot» might be induced 
to come out to him, if there were any in 
eight. None aune, however, and as the 
weather looked unfavorable and his steam­
er was deeply laden, he was obliged to 
across the Straits for the night. He ran 
back again early on Sunday morning and, 
then, secured a pilot. We have made en­
quiries here of the chief pilot in refer­
ence to the neglect of duty on the part of 
the pilots, but he simply treated it as а 
laughing matter. Other people, how­
ever, will look upon it in a different way. 
There ie too much of that kind of thing 
allowed to go without pioper notice being 
taken of it. If a severe stonrn had come 
on and the deeply laden steamer been 
lost through not being able to obtain a pilot 
it wonld hardly have keen a matter to 
laugh over.

Stairways will lead from the main ves­

The nave or audience-room floor will be 
two feet higher at the Wellington Street 
end than at the other so as to place sll 
the congregation within good view of the 
minister's platform,and the seating will be 
in circubr form. There will be two 
aisles with double pews in the centre and 
•ingle ones at the side, t latter running 
about half way down towards the rear end, 
where there will be aisles on each side, 
besides those radiating from the space 
about the Communion-rail.

The pews will be of a*h and walnut, 
with ends similar in design to those in St. 
Mary's Chapel, Chatham,and the Commu­
nion rail, minister’s platform, desk and 
choir-stalls will bs finished to correspond 
with each other. The audience-room wil f 
be wainscoted all around with ash, 
trimmed with walnut, four feet high.

The minister’s room will be in rear 
basement, which, as well as the choir 
gallery and minister’s platform, will have 
an entrance through the rear vestibule 
or annex already referred to.

Overhead,in the nave or audience room, 
the roof will be open-finished, with gothic 
tracery and having turned corbels at the 
foot of the principals, the extreme height 
from the floor being 32 feet. The general 
design and finish of the edifice will render 
it quite massive in effect. It will be an 
architectural ornament to Chatham and a 
monument of the zeal and loyalty to their 
Church of our Methodist, neighbours.
