A 
dull calm followed the Northwest debates 
and the effort in*the Franchise Bill of last 
year,exhausted its reproductive functions.
The penchant for government control of 
public and private enterprise, und 
creation of more scope for patronage,, 
showed itself in the appointment of a rov­
ing Committee, to take evidence and re­
port as to the need and advantages of" » 
Commission to ‘handle’ all the railways, in 
regard to freight an і tariff —another ex­
ample of that interference with individual 
an 1 corporate liberty, which seems to b# 
the spirit of ihe age.

The results of the local elections begin­
ning with New Brunswick last spring, in­
dicate a change in public opinion not fa­
vorable to the government of Sir John A.. 
Macdonald. It is doubtless not advisable- 
that D minion and Local iisues ehdnld be 
mixed, nevertheless they are and will be,, 
so that we may gracefully drop the cor­
rect theory and face the fact. The local', 
stream» flow into the general current of 
political opinion and accelerate its move­
ment in one direction.

Tine Province sent Mr. Blair back, 
with an almost unanimous Assembly be­
hind him. The oppoeiuon was worse tham 
annihilated. It is caput mortuum. It* 
versatile and visionary luminary from this 
County would now, in disgust, feign- thiMW 
the profitless gift of her constituents in- 
their faces and demand Ottawa.

causes of dissatisfaction, left the Ross 
Government in a minority at the-polla. A 
high spirit would have resigned at once 
and kit thu situation constitutionally in 
the hands of the Lieut -Governor, but Mr.
Roe Vu ministry still remains in office, 
though discredited by the people. The 
necessity of its existence to that ot Sir 
John A. Macdonald, is too great to allqfcr 
any honor or conscience- іна stand* in the ■ 
way of a coup, de état.

desires and extension of territory 
Doubtless the time is not far distant 
when she will no longer stand on the 
hills of Oihrys and view th* claesic 
heights of Pel ion, Ossa and Oymr-us 
with envy, but as her own mice more. 
Then, modem Greece will have won 
back some of her ancient glory.

Notwithstanding French protest and 
irritation, England still occupies Egypt 
for that country’s good. The army is 
reduced and the finances are in such a 
satisfactory shape at to warrant visions of 
early prosperity and punctually paid iu- 
terest. Germany а-id Italy bei-tg content 
with the prevent status, France giowe hot 
and cool again iu her intermittent fashion. 
The Republic retains all the vices as well 
as the virtues ot the Empire, except the 
name. A huge standing army confronts 
universal suffrage. Bills of pains, penal­
ties and exile cast suspicion on faith iu 
the democracy, and the w irs of the Em­
pire awaken the,tliir-*t for glory and re­
venge. Gen.-ral Boula iger is polishing up 
the army and may be likeLeBœuf in 1870, 
too hot to use it. Germany,in some alarm 
and in defence, calls upon the confeder­
ation to meet the mstHCd to its existence 
with men and means. Molke is imperative 
and Bismarck not to be denied, s> that iu 
the present strained relations, an insult to 
a German on the streets of Piris or the

The humiliating disappearance of 

Sir Charles Dilke was a loss to the 
ability of the Commons and to his 
party, as was the retirement of Sir 
Erskine May from the Chief Clerk­
ship to the staff of the House. His 
death a few days after being raised 
to the peerage added sorrow to re­
gret. His name will always be as­
sociated with the laws and precedents 
ot parliamentary procudure. In this 
connection we may also deplore 
the death of Mr. W. E. Foster, 
whose p'ace in the liberal party was, 
at one time, next to Mr. Gladstone. 
His name will ever be remembered 
with honor in relation to public edu­
cation m England. His firm admin­
istration of law in Ireland was not so 
esteemed by a generation that did not 
know or had forgotten his energy and 
benevolence during the famine of 
1847 and 1848.

The extension of local self govern­
ment has lost no ground during the 
year. Scotland is coquetting with 
that fickle and fascinating goddess, 
Home Rule, and Wales, also. The 
latter, peppery and antique little 
principality is bound to make 
both in church and state, and well 
illustrates the fact that size is ho 
measure of self-consciousness.

The Queen entered on the jubilee 
year of her reign, but in accordance 
with her wish it is not to be celebrat­
ed till 1887. Various plans have 
been suggested for the purpose, most 
of them being a combination of the 
useful and artistic.
Institute is proposed for London—an
