The Lumber Business.

The expected improvement in spruce in
the London market does not appear to
have arrived yet. Notwithstanding that
the stocks are so mueh lighter than they
were last year, we find prices very little
diffierent from those obtained at the latter
half of the season 1885.

Ip Liverpool the recent failures have
not affected the state of the pine or spruce
markets, the stocks held by these firms
not being of sufficient importance to bave
any distwibiug influece. The present
jnactive state of the spruce trade, and
the comsequent low prices, is mainly caus-
ed by the large proportion of Baltic, white-
wood which 1s being distributed over the
market at such very low prices.
