Governor Fraser's Visit.

Lt.-Governor Fraser and his esti-
mable lady brought their welcome
Miramichi visit to a close on Friday
morning last, and we have no doubt
that they were gratified over the mani-
festatives of genuine popular regard
which greeted them everywhere they
went.

It is now nearly seventy years siuce
the North Shore was first visited by &
Lieut.-Governor of this province.
The Governor referred to was Sir
Howard Douglas, than whom the
Miramichi never had a truer friend.
The Chatham people presented Sir
Howard with a very loyal address tn
which they congratulated themaelves on
the honor of & first visit from the
representative of the Sovereign, adding
—“We feel convinced that the remote
parts of the province will no longer
remain unnoticel or unknown.” :

Sir Howard Douglas spent five days
at Miramichi during which hé was
actively employed in making the
acgnaintance of the people, visiting
the schools and mercantile establish-

mation neglected. The newspapers
of the day, in summing up their ac-
count of his visit, state that “His warm
exertions for the welfare of the country,
'and condescending mangers, have won
| every heart, and he leaves with the
prayers and good wishes of the com-
munity.”

A formal address was presented to
Sir Howard at the Court House,
Newcastle, July 12, 1825 by Thomas
H. Peters Esq., on behalf of the magis-

Two days later Sir Howard laid she
corner stone of St. James’ Presbyterian
Church, Newocastle—John Fraser,
(father of the present Lieutenant-
Governor) Alex. Davidson, (father of
the late Hon, Allan A.Davidson)James
'Gilmour, John Nesmith, Alex. Forbes
and Geo, Mackiatosh were the com-
‘mittee of management, James Wright
‘secretary and Thomas Wilson and
Wm. Murray contractors and builders.

Daring his stay at Chatham Sir
Howard Douglas was the guest of the
Rev. Samuel Becen, Rector of St.
Paul’s (father-in-law of His Honor
Judge Wilkinson.), .

The first  representative. of Queen
Victoria to visit the Miramichi was
Sir John Harvey; who arrived at
Chatham—coming on a wan-of-war
August 24th 1838. He was the
guest of the Hon. Josepk Cunard.
| Liko  his predecessor (Sir Howard
: Douglas,) Sir John Harvey displayed
' the greatest interest in the welfare of
. the province, which he endeavored in
every way to promote.

Sir Edmund Head, Sir William
Colebrooke and Sir Arthar Gordon
were also visitors to Miramichi in
 preconfederation times, while Sir
' Leonard Tilley was the only governor
of the province to visit us until Gover-
'nor Fraser came last week.
‘ Frager’s public record would ensure to

They had referred, in their address, to
the fact that he had taken s warm interest
in education. That was true, and, amongst
other things, he was largely imterested in

the honor of extending to you a most hearty
welcome,

His Honor, speaking to Master Loggie,
the girls and boys and, also, the teachers of
the school, thanked them for their address,
which he said appesled in a direct way to
his-heart, for it was always a source of pride
and pleasure to him to tell the people that
he was born in Northumberlard. To visit
his native County was alwaye pleasant and
agreeable to him and he invariably enjoyed
being in Chatham, whsre he had many
friends. When he was appointed to the
lieutenant governorship his health was not
good, but when 1t was restored he deter-
mined to visit different sections of the
province, aud among the first of those was
his native county. The address jast read
expressed a warm welcome, and he must say
that his welcome on all hands since coming
here had far exceeded anything he had
expected, He had felt sure of a cordial
welcome, but the hearty demonstrations of
warm regard manifested  everywhers,
neither he nor M s. Fraser could ever
forget. The greetings of the people—of old
friends particula:ly—had entirely captivated
her heart—that was, the portion of it not
already p 1 by himself—(appl
and she as well as he hcped—as they
so kindly expressed it—that this would be
enly one of the many visits they would be
privileged to make to Chatham and te its
Grammar school. ;

His Hovor aext referred to the motto

“Ooward and Upward” which he saw
displayed in the room and said he was sure
it was that of those connected with the
school. e theaked them for their kind
sllusion to Mrs. Fraser and requested for
them—as he had done for the other schools
vigited--a half holiday, which was assented
to by the trustees, amid general applsuse,
when the same domor asat No. 9 school
quietly placed in the hauds of the Principal
the wherewithal for & holiday treat for the
pupils.
At His Honor's request, Master Fred
Loggie, reader of the address, was then
presented, as were also the teachers, Misses
Nina Benson, Alice Loggie .and Katie
McDonald. “God Save the Queen” was
then aung and cheers for the Queen and also
for the Lieutenant-Governor and Mrs.
Fraser given with & will.

Froceeding to the primary school of No 1
district, corner of Wellington and St. John
streets, the party were accompanied by the
Trastees and received by the teacher, Miss
Morrison. The school children sang *‘Little
Pussy” sod His Hooor, in thaoking the
teacher and pupils, referred to the good
t of dumb animals as one of the
most excellent traits of character to be
encouraged; and in this connection he re-
ferred to the book ‘‘Beautiful Joe”, written
by » talented Nova Scotian lady, now in
Fredericton, and recommended it to all whe
bad not yet read it. He said that after
reading it, one must be benefitted and feel

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holiday. After His Honor and Mrs. Fraser
had shaken hands with three pretty little
girls who were in front—Mamie Tweedie
sod May & Carrie Petterson, they took their
leave, the same thoughtful donor as before
leaving » generous sum in Miss Morrison’s
hands with which to treat the little ones.

At No. 8 school, flags were flying outside
and as the visiting party entered the
building they were most agreeably surprised
in witnessing a profuse display of flowers
shrabs and plants which made the atmos-
phere redolent with their agreeable odors.
Potted plants graced the windows and desks
and stood on tables, and alarge wire stand
which occupied the North end of the 1oom
of the principal, Miss Mowatt, was so full
of flowers aod plsats that it formed a
pyramid higher than the visitors’ heads.
Behind this, on either side against the wall,
was the word ‘“Welcome” executed very
tastefully in large letters on the bdlackboard
—the work, no doubt of Mise Mowatt,
herself. As the party entered, the children
sang ‘“My Owan Canadian Home” and as
soon as His Honor and Mrs. Fraser had
taken seats pear the dais Miss Carrie Salter,
daughter of W. Millet Salter, Esq.,—who
himself was an old schoolmate of the
Lieatenant-Governor— came forward holding
a large-boquet of choice flowers,and eaid:—

“May it please you Honor and Mre.
Fraser—These flowers, which I present in
the name of the pupils, must svon fade,
bat the rememberance of the pleasure you
givemto-dly will remain fragrant in our
hearks long after the relationship which now
exists between us and our beloved teachers
has been dissolved.”

The little speaker then gracefully pre-
sented the boguet to Mrs, Fraser who
suitably acknowledged it.

Addressing Miss Salter, the othec pupils
and the teachers the Lieut.-Governor said
that both Mrs. Fraser and himself were
highly pleased with their visit vo the other
schools, but this added very much to that
pleasure. The song they had sung could
not but inspire all Canadians with loyalty
and, as & Northumbeiland boy, he shared
their loyalty and was glad to be with them.
The arrapgement of the lovely flowers and
plants which beautified the school room on
this occasion gave evidence of good taste
and love for the beautiful on the part of the
teachers which could not but bear good
fruit in the lives of those entrusted to their
care. Such a display was particularly pleas.
ing to Mrs. Fraser who was an enthusiastic
lover of flowers. He assured them that he
and Mrs. Fraser reciprocated the beautiful
sentiment so well expressed by Miss Salter
and that recollection of their visit to this
school would long remain amongst the very
pleasant memories of . the time spent in
Northumberland. He hoped that at some
time in the future they might again visit the
school and more fu'ly witness its work than
they ecould do on this occasion. He then an-
nounced a half holiday,and there were three
cheers given for the Governor and Mrs. Fraser
and three also for the other visitors, His
Honor returning thanks for himself and those
with him.  Miss Salter and the teachers,
Misses Mowatt,MacLean and Creighton were
then presented and good byes said, pro-
vision for treating the children being made
as at the other schools.

The pirty next drove to the couvent
building of the Sisters of the Hotel Dien.
The Episcopisl residence of His Lordship
Bishop Rogers, which stands east of the
convent buildings was handsomely decorated
with lines of flags extending from the top of
the central tower to each end of the great
structure. A large white banver was
suspended opposite the west ead of the
Bishop’s residence across the drive leadiug
from St. John street to the convent build-
ing, on one side of which, in large letters
were the words: “Miramichi welcomes
her honored son, Lieatenant-Governor
Fraser” and on the other—*'H vnor to,wbhom

henor is due.”
His Lordship Biship Rogers met His

Hozor the Lieutenant-Governor and party

at the gate leading to the north entrance of

the convent building, and on entering they
were welcomed by Sister Kane, Superioress.

After viewing the men’s ward of the Hotel

Dien they proceeded to the long music room,

from which the pianos and other instruments

and furniture usually there had been remov-
ed and the west centre arranged for seating
the pupils of the common schools that are
taught in these buildings—all girls, and
pumbering about 170. Phese were arranged
in rows, one above the other and presented

a very pretty and interesting sight.

As His Honor and Mrs. K'raser entered, ac-
companied by His Lordship aud other
visitors, the pupils sanga welcome song
after which Alice Lawlor, read the following
address :

His Lordship, the Bishop then begged,

on behalf of the Rev. Mother Superior and
Sistera of the Hotel-Dieu, to thunk His
Honor for his kind, encouraging words.
The pupils recognised, in this visit, that
Hie Honor the Lieutenant-Governor and
his gentle lady, and the distiuguished suite
of ladies and gentlemen escorting them,
like Our Divine Master, love little children,
the future hope of the country. The scng
which had just been sung—‘‘Sweet Canada
of Ours,” was composed years ago, the
words by His Grace Archbishop O'Brien of
Halifax, the music by ope of the priests of
our diocese,Rev. Azade Tradel of Inkerman.
The kind interest thus practically mani-
fested by tho highest personages of both
the civil and religions depirtments of
society, in behalf of the correct training of
youth in this *‘Our own Canadian Home”,
80 as to form them into good, useful,
patriotic, intelligent and nupright citizens,
caunot but have a happy influence on their
future lives. Indeed it is with pleasure and
honest ‘pride we often hear from returned
vigitors that the people from the maritime
provinces ,—especial y Miramichi—who go
out west to seek employment are appreciated
and immediately employed even at higher
wages when it is known whence they come.
Their healthy physique and intelligent minds
make them apt, and quick to adapt them-
selves toany useful work which offers, and
their presence proves a benefit, generally
speaking;, wherever their lot is cast. Thus
it is a matter of highest importance to give
children and youth a correct start in
their educational training, to direct them
into the right grooves in which they may,
in after life, glide on to success, both mor-
ally and physically.

His Honor the Lieutenant-Governor, is
a son of Miramichi; and its inhabitants
universally welcome him with warm affec-
tion and honest pride! He is also the
highest officer in the Province, representing
the civil power, and as such, he is worthy
of due honor, for there is no power but from
God, whether in the religious or in the
secular order. Referring to the convent
school ut Newcastle, His Honor alluded to
the religious as well as the secular education
imparted, there by the Sisters. Itis only
just to remark that the schools here, in the
building ef the Hotel-Dieu are conducted
under the Provincial School law,no religious
teaching is imparted during school hours,
but only the sécular teaching ordered and
approved by the government school author-
ities, The Hon. Mr.Tweedie here present,
a member of the government, (Surveyor-
General) can bear testimony to this, for in
past times he was one of the trustees of
this district, and often visited the schools ;
and the active, encouraging part then taken
by him'in the school examinations is most
kindly remembered. @ Without doubt, we
would prefer that the religious teaching
should be combined with the secular; but
as this is not permitted in the administra-
tion of the school law, the teachers here
strictly attend to the requir.ments «t the
law in the clas¥rooms and during schosl
hours : but the religions instruction of the
pupils availing themselves of it is faithfully
attended to when and where it can be done
without contravening the School Regula.
tions.

After the Bishop’s remarks, His Honor,
addressing the Lady Superisress, and refer-
ring to his own boyish joy over a holiday,
requested that the littls girls be let off for
the afternocn, to which the Superioress,
with leave of the tiustees, assented, and the
wherewithal to signalise the occasivn with a
suitable treat was furnished as at the other
schools. Then, the visitors were shown
through the different school rooms, all of
which were scrupulously neat and clean,
the blackboards on the walls being embel-
lished with, mottoes, landscapes, scroll
work, representations of public and other
buildings, etc., al| of which were creditably
done and many really artistic in design and
execution, a drawing ofthe Normal School
building, Fredericton by Miss Gertie Hall
attracting much attention from the visitors.
Amongst the other young artists were Mary

The visitors, aft8f examining the school
rooms, were escorted through the building
generally —to the Sisters’ chagel, dormi-
tories, boarding pupils‘ quarters, intirmary,
novices‘ work and recreation rooms ; then
through the hospital, of the Hotel Dieu, the
dispensary etc., all of which proved very
interesting, Everything bore the impress
of thorough order and discipline, scrupulous
cleanliness, and economy, combined with
necessary comfort,

Adiens were finally said to good Mother
Kuane and her assistants and the party
accepted the invitation of His Lordship the
Bishop to accompauy him to his resideuce,
where after portions of that interesting
building were visited, sll were entertained
in His Lordship’s spacious drawing room,
where tea,coffee,sand wiches,etc. were served.
In taking leave there was an exchange of
fitting expressions of mutual regard between
His Honor and Mrs. Fraser and their
distinguished entertainer, and also on the
part of the other visitors, all being impress-
ed with the good Bishop’s urbanity and
desire to do fitting hoaor where houor was
due.

At three o'clock Thursday afternoon there
was a public reception at the Adams House
which, including the very largely attended
reception held on Wednesday evening by
Surveyor General and Mrs. Tweedie a$ their
residence, was the third function of the kind
since His Honor’s arrival.

received by the superintendent, Mr. C. A
C. Bruce, who with the secretary, Mr.
A. A. Anderson, escorted them through
the works, being joined in the machine
room by’ Mr. M. F. Mooney, mechanical
superintendent. The visitors began their
sight-seeing in the big room in the eastern
wing of the works., First, they witnessed
the operation of cutting the logs in short
blocks of about” twenty inches, next the
chipping of the bark from these round
sections, which were then split and
passed from the splitters into a cylindrical
machine which converted them into small
chips, which, in turn, passed into a machine
like an exaggerated coffee-mill where they
were reduced to very small particles. These,
after be'ng purified from knots etc. were
ready for the digesters, which are great
vat-like wooden cylinders, in which many
tons of the chipped and ground wood are
daily put, and after undergoing the pro-
cesses of those mysterious tanks are “blown
off” and then ““blown up” into the immense
boilers where they are ‘‘cooked” for many
hours until they are reduced to pulp or
fibre. The cooking ended, the fibre is put
through the washing process, by being made
to mingle with water pumped from the
river into the labyrinth of runs built on the
top floor fer. the purpose and flowing
through what is practically a good sized,
slow-moving brook, until it finally reaches
machines, which are composed chiefly of
about a dozen big cylinders. These
machines convert the fibre first into thick,
wet felt-like webs six or seven feet wide,
which, in the process of passing over the
hot cylinders, become gradually more/ dry
and compact, until they are delivered at
the ends furthest from the place of entry
in great rolls weighing many hundreds of
pounds.

It happened that repairs to one of the
big belts conuecting with these machines
had necessitated a stoppage of them on
Thursday, and that they were ready to re-
sume work just as the Governor and party
were visiting the works, so they witnessed
the starting of the big Corliss engine and
the making of aweb of pmp ready for
shipment. It was proposed to the manage-
ment by County Warden Smith that enough
of this roll of pulp should be sent to him
to have a los of cards, as souvenirs of His
Honor's visit, printed, to which Messrs.
Bruce and Anderson readily assented.

As the governor and Mrs. Fraser left
this interesting department they were
heartily cheered by the workmen, His
Honor, gracefully acknowledgeing the
compliment. Further inspection, conclud-
ing at the fine offices of the works, was
made and on taking leave the Lieutenant
Governor and Mrs. Fraser, expressed their
thanks to Messrs. Rruce and Anderson for
the interesting and instructive hour which
their courtesy had enabled them to spend
in the famous Chatham pulp mill. As they
passed the Snowball mill on their way to
the Adams House, about a hundred of the
mill, machine shop and yard hands were
assembled at the gates and gave three
cheers, and they were also cheered by
smaller groups elsewhere as they passed
along.

LIEUT. GOVERNOR CHAPLEAU'S FAREWELL
VISIT TO THE DYING MaN,

AN AFFECTING SCENE AT THE MEETING OF
THE TWO RIVALS IN THE SICK ROOM—
THE APOSTOLIC BENEDICTION,

[Montreal Star, 25th Sept ]

““Mr, Mercier is still alive,” is the
inevitable answer to all enquiries made
as to the state of health of the ex-premier
to-day. The enquiries come from friends
from all parts of the province, Those in
this city expect to learn of his death at
every moment, while the most savguine
hope that he may last a few days at the
utmost. A member of the family stated
to-day that the dying man was showing
wonderful energy and resignation in the
trying mowents through which he is
passing. “He mmade up his mind,”
the gentlemen Whted, ‘“and he iscalm-
ly awaiting the end. He has made his
peace, and he has not a word of harsh
feeling for any one, but speaks kindly of
all, The interest taken in his condition
by his former opponents hasaffected him
very much. Chief among these, of comise,
was the visit he received yesterday from
licut.-governor Chapleau. The visit was
brooght about in this wise: Arthur
Dansereau, meeting Messrs. Lomer Gouin
and Rudolphe Lemieux, intimated that the
lieut.-governor was anxious to call upon
Mr. Mercier if the visit could be satisfac-
torily arranged, Mr/ Mercier was informed
of the desire of his old-time rival, and he
stated at once that he would be greatly
pleased at seeing Mr. Chapleau, and the
visit was timed for yesterday afterroon,
when the lieut.-governor arrived at the
house in company with Mr. Danserean.
The visitors were shown to the sick room
on the second floor, and his honor walked
to the bed and grasping the two hands of
the dying man, each looked in the other’s
eyes fora few moments without a word
being uttered. The scene was an impressive
one. Mr. Chapleau broke the silence by
saying, ‘‘My dear Mercier, I did not wish
to pass through Montreal without calling
to see you, to ask you not to give up
courage; to hope on as long as life remains. ”
Then, deeply moved, Mr. Mercier re-
plied: *I thank you very much, my
friend, for your kindness, but I can -
not hope against hope. The end is at
hand and I am calmly awaiting death
and am prepared for it when it comes.
It will bea deliverance for me.” Then
the ex-premier invited the lieut.-governor
te be seated alongside his Led, and he did

After some further conversation, the
governor remarked that life was chort, he
realized that the ordeal was too trying for
Mr. Mercier, and he arose as if to leave
him. His honor took up the sick man’s
hand to bid him good-bye, but Mr. Mercier
remarked, ‘‘This farewe!l is too cold. Let
me embrace you,” and for a few moments
the two men embraced each other, and
both were weeping. This was the heart.
rending adieu of the two rivals. Mr,
Mercier fell back upon his couch, and Mr.
Chapleau walked slowly away from the bed,
turning once more toward the dying man
and bowing iowly as he left the room.
Mr. Mercier reitefated over and over again
to the family ho&__pleased he had been with
Mr. Chapleau’s visit. Shortly afler his
departure, cards and anxious enquiries were
received from Premier Taillon, Hon. Messrs.
Nantel, and Pelletier, and Mayor Viilenecuve,
as well as from other leading citizens, A
message was received., from Mgr, Fabre
asking if he could see Mr. Mercier and a
visit was arranged for to-day. This morning
Rev, Father Garceau, his confessor, called
upon him and told him that he had taken
upon himsGlf the . liberty of informing the
Holy Father of his state and asking for the
apostolic benediction. Mr. Mercicr thanked
Father Garceau for  his kind attention and
then Father Garcean read to him the
following despatch in Italian :

A Big Burglary at Marysville.
FREDERICTON, Oct. 2;— Yesterdsy -after-
noon Chas, H. Hatt, chief book keeper in
Alex. Gibson’s cotton factory at Maryaville,
drew $3,300 from a bank in this city for the
payment of some wages which were due to-
day. The money was deposited in the safe
in the large vault in Mr. Gibson’s genera]
store, which was closed for the night at six
o‘clock.

This morning Mr. Manur, barber, on his
way down to his shop about 6 o‘clock observ-
ed a light burning in the office in rear of Mr.
Gibson‘s store, and, on goiog round to the
front of the building, found $wo large doors
broken open. They had been forced open
by sheer force, the fastenings at the
and top havisg bsen broken:

Mr. Manzer notified Mr. Gibson‘s clerks,
who came at oncd to investigate. Going
through the shop to the office in the rear
they discovered the door of the vault open.
A hole had been drilled into the combination
lock and the bandle blown out. The handle

of the office, ten feet away.

The drilling tools with which the work
had been done were found on the office floor,
and bore the name of W. A, Brandley, a
well-known blacksmith at (Gibson, whose
establishment is sitnated abont two miles
this side of Mr. Gibson‘sstore.

A woman pamed Mrs, Segee,
just arrived at Marysville yesterday, and
was sleeping in a hotel near thc store,
heard an explosion about three o‘clock,but
supposed it was some of the engines in
the mills blowing off steam, and thought
nothing more of it until she heard of the
burglary this morning.

Dstective Roberts and Sergt. Phillips
made an examination to-day, but so far no
olue to the perpetrators has been discovered.
"The vault and safe doprs were blown out
precisely in the same manser as in the
Nelson burglary and it is supposed both
burglaries were committed by the same gang.

Some $35 worth of clothing was stolen
from the linesin Mr. Hubbard Nile's yard
at Gibson during the night, bat whether
this theft was committed by the Marysville
burglars is doubtful. :

How to Oool a Oellar.

A great mistake is sometimes made in

The
object of ventilation is to keep the cellars

cool and dry ; but this object often fails of

being accomplished by a common mistake,

and instead the cellar is made both warm

and damp, A cool place should never be
ventilated, unless the air admitted is cuoler

than the air within, or isat least as cool as

that, or a very little warmer. The warmer
the air, the more moisture it holds in suspen-
sion. Necessarily, the cooler the air, the
more this isture  is d d and

percipitated. When a cool cellar is aired

ona warm day, the entering air being in

motion appears cool, but as it fills the
cellar, the cooler air with which it becomes

mixed chills it, the moistare is condensed,

and dew is deposited on the cold walls and
may often be szen running down them in
streams. Then the cellar is damp and soon

becomes mouldy. To avoid- this the
windows should only be opened at night,
and late—the last thing before retiring,
‘There is no need to fear that the night air
is unhealthful —it is as pure as the air of
midday, and is really drier. The cool air
enters the apartment during the night, and
circulates through it. The windows should
bé closed before {sunrise in the mormng,
and kept olosed and shaded mrouih the
day. If the airof the cellar is damp, it
may be thoroughly dried by placing in it &
peck of fresh lime inan open box, and the
N ational Builder adds, a peck of lime will
absorb abont seven pounds,
three quarts, of water, and in this way s.
ocellar or milk house may soon be dried,
even in the hottest weather.—[Sc, Am.
