There is no reason in the world 
why an American organ should be a fantastic 
cross between a smallaldeboard and an over­
mantel.

The furniture, 
indeed, should be looked at more for its 
solid qualities and the strong sense of adapt­
ability which has led in certain cases to re­
sults worth imitating. Canadian manufac­
turers are unhampered by traditions, and If 
a man has an idea its working out is 
encouraged rather that repressed, 
proof of oilcloth is in the foot rather than 
the eye; but, if “loud” designs and plentiful 
coloring be a desideratum, then Canadian 
oilcloth should command a good place in the 
market. Obviously, the * ‘greenery-yallery, 
Grosvenor Gallery” style of internal decor­
ation has not reached the Dominion in a 
virulent and extended form. There is a 
wonderful show of biscuits, adapted to make 
a man from Reading turn green with envy; 
but why, it may be asked, do most of our 
colonies make a great feature cf biscuits Î 
Is it that those articles enter more largely 
into the food cf the people than with us. 
That may be, nay, that must be, if the most 
obvious deduction is also the most correct. 
The Devonshire lad's idea of kingly happi­
ness in eating plum-pudding all day and 
swinging on a gate; that of his colonial 
brother would, perhaps, take the form of 
free quarters in a biscuit ' factory. 
Excellent brass work is another con­
spicuous feature in the Canadian gal­
lery; the chemical productions on view 
would do honor to the mother country; and 
It anybody wishes to tee what nails and pa­
tience can do together, let him seek out a 
certain case where the prosaic articles in 
question, as the result of Infinite Industry, 
are arranged in all manner of pretty designs.

Look,” they may say, “ at what heavy 
dutiei on imported goods have done for the 
lnfan$ manufacturers of Canads, which free 
trade.would long ago have killed.” This Is 
no place te argue a matter heritably sug­
gested by the Dominion exhibits ; but it may 
be pointed out that practical monopoly of 
the home market is not attended by the In­
difference to excellence which absence of 
competition often exoltee. Most of the 
goods on show are, ea far aa the eye can tell, 
of a superior order, honestly made and 
highly finished. Thie may be said even 
where artistic qualities are a sine qua non. 
The display of a firm of boek-blnders, for 
exanjple, comparée favourably with the beet 
work of London, and Paris, not for mani­
pulative ikiD only, bat also for beauty of 
design But It ia In pianofortes and organs 
(American) that Canada makes her moat 
conspicuous venture on the liner of art. 
Spme half-dozen firms are well to the front, 
aad, seated In handsome pavilions, make a 
bt»vt.dleplay, with results which, if not 
tmydlmly good, show that the Canadian 
amateur need not look to the well-advertised 
h ousts of the State* for a good instrument.

Seed Vitality.—The limit of life in the em­
bryo of seeds has long been a subject of ex­
periment and discussion. In a late lecture, 
Prof. Bentley, an English botanist, stated that 
it U perfectly true that oats and otter caretU 
have been raised from seed found in a mummy’s 
coffin, but that It appears to be equally certsdn 
that the grains were placed in the anciros cof­
fin by some means only a very short time be­
fore the exhumation of the body. Not many 
seeds will germinate under ordinary circum­
stances after the third year, and very few in­
deed after the fourth. Peas and beaus are 
very tenacious of life. The blue has been 
known to grow after a hundred years, bat 
there is scarcely another instance of each sur­
vival of vitality.

Beat of the Gulf Stream.- It is well un­
derstood that Great Britain and other parts of 
Northern Europe owe much to the warming 
it finance oi the Gulf Stream. The extsnt of 
the effect has been given in the calculations of 
Dr. James Ctoll, who has found that the 
amount of heat conveyed northward in the 
Atlantic by this stream is equivalent to 
77,479.650,000.000,000,000 foot-pounds ef en­
ergy per day, which is equal to all the heat 
received by 1,560,035 square miles at the equa­
tor, and more heat than is conveyed by all the 
air currents. The heat of the Arctic seas 
and the North Atlantic would be diminished 
that much by the stoppage or diversion of the 
great ocean river.

In Sweden, wood-oil is now made on an ex- , 
tensive scale from stumps, roots and the refuse 
of timber-cuttings. In special lampe it gives 
a very satisfactory light, and is the cheapest of 
all illuminating oils.

An examination of 10,000 prescriptions by 
English physicians has shown the drues most . 
used lo be chloroformed, bromide potm-inm, 
sal volatile, glycerine, syrup of orangHpeel, 
wine of specacuanha, sulphate of qrtioire. 
bicarbonate of eeda, carbonate of ammonia and 
bicarbonate cf potash.

During recent years great loss to farmers of 
Norway has resulted from a disease affecting 
the roots of barley. This proves to be due to a 
microscopic round worm, Tylenchus hordei, 
which also attacks the roi ti ot the bind-grass 
of Norwegian and Scotch coasts. A remedy 
has still to be sought.

Pruning Roses.

Another preliminary to general pruning 
should ytt be sVended to, and that is the 
thinning oat of all weakly or exhausted shoots 
all over the Rose bush or tree. By >e- 
moving these first the shoots that need cutting 
back will be more easily reached, and the d »• 
gree of each cutting may be readily and wisely 
determined. The removal of all weakly 
shoota ni l also help to prolong the life, au, - 
matt the vigor, and enhance the beauty vf 

As to the actual degree aid 
amount oi prunning in so far as it rela' et 
to the cutting back of last years’ wood, so 
much latitude must be allowed and is 
claimed by every rosarien, that no hard-and- 
fast rules can be laid down. The safest aid 
likeliest to avoid controversy, and perhaps the 
one on the whole the most useful, is to let 
every one be persuaded in his own mind of 
the rightness and reasonableness of bis 
practice. The experienced roearian,while eie: 
ready to leant, looks back along the h‘gb- 
ways and byways of hie part success, and 
repeats his pronings on the same lines ae 
led to them. But thtea were not meas­
ured out by eyes In number or inches in 
length, but rather by the eagle eyes of obser­
vation—common sense and knowledge controll­
ed by sympathy and affection. The novice 
may be told that he may cut his young shoots 
back, ranging over the wide area of from.two

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ВГТІЖЄ WISER THAI THEY KNOW

A good many misconceptions which exist 
In Eogland m to the quality of Canadian 
produce will be cleared away during the 
present rammer. The Eoglieh are a ooneerv- 
atlve peopleand their ooneumere do not take 
quickly to new classes of goods. Canadian 
produce finds a market when It Is represent­
ed as Eagllsh and United States produce, 
but under its own proper title sales have 
been made with difficulty. Oar correspond­
ent at the Colonial Exhibition tells of a Ca­
nadian who purchased from his agent 
In London some fowls of his own shipping. 
The agent not knowing his customer, 
represented the goods as the produce of a 
neighboring county and charged prices 
accordingly. But when the returns were 
sent In It was found that the agent credited 
the shipper with prices less than half that 
paid, alleging that Canadian fowls oould not 
compete in the London market with those 
of England. The Marquis of Lome, in a 
recent address, gave another instance of the 
success anonymously attained by Canadian 
goods. It was held in Europe, the Marquis 
observed, to be difficult to get anything 
good and nsefnl that „was not European. 
A good deal had been said some years ago 
about a remarkable form of skate which had 
been adopted in N orway and S weden for use in 
the army. The marquis fiad written to the 
British minister there for a specimen of the 
skate used by the army, and received the 
reply that the poly skate used In S weden 
was the acme skate of Halifax. The univer­
sal verdict of Canadians who have attempt­
ed to introduce their goods Into European 
markets Is that the [difficulty is met on the 
threshold In the prejudices of the dealer and 
consumer, not against the goods but against 
the country. When these people know that 
they have been using Nova Scotia fruit and 
fish, New Brunswick beef, and other pro­
vincial goods In small quantities with much 
acoeptance and without knowing it, they 
may consent to purchase more largely with 
malice aforethought. The man who learned 
when old that he had been speaking prose 
all his life without knowing It did not find 
It necessary to drop Into verse thereafter. 
The exhibition officials and our commer­
cial agents will have performed one part of 
their duty when they declare unto the 
London people the history of the goods 
which they now ignorantly purchase.

t£be IfHeeblg $hnt. on any subject connected with Canada or 
with the colonies generally. Some time ago 
one of the leading London dallies observed 
that the rule of the metropolitan press, un­
der which speeches made at dinners and 
like occasions by persons not noble­
men or imperial ministers were briefly' 
reported, should be departed from in 
the case of Sir Charles Tapper, whose 
addresses were always worthy of publica­
tion. The opinion of the Pall Mall Gazette 
apparently agrees with that of Its contem­
poraries, for the friends of Sir Charles have 
certainly no reason to complain of the treat­
ment accorded to the High Commissioner le 
this regard. The only exception to the rule 
is the society journal of H. B. Labouohers, 
which lectures Sir Charles Tapper for sneak­
ing so much and so loud. This society jour­
nal has, on occasions, warned English emi­
grants against Canada, pointing out after 
the style of the old geography, that this 
country Is a cold, barren and inhospitable 
region, In which the Inhabitants eke out à 
scanty existence by hunting and fishing. 
We notice that several of our contemporaries 
quote Truth's remarks about Sir Charles 
Tapper, though they have not seen fit to 
republish the opinions of the great journals 
to which the English people look for info*'

Senators, legislative councillors, peeti 
and princes who have been obliged to listen 
to democratic attacks on life tenures will 
welcome a new body of recruits to the noble 
army of martyrs. The Presbyterian 
democracy has come out In opposition to the 
Hfetenureof theeldershlp. It la proposed that 
the elders of each congregation shall every 
five years appeal to their Constituents for re- 
election. This charge in the constitution 
was vigorously maintained in the general 
assembly by a respectable minority on about 
the same line as is taken by the advocates 
of senate reform. After a sharp 
discussion the assembly rejected the 
scheme.

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VTHE BELFAST BIOTS.

It is evident, after making reasonable 
allowance for exaggerations, that the riot in 
Belfast was a serions affair, A number of 
lives were lost; scores of rioters, officers, and 
quiet citizens were injured; much property 
was destroyed, and a day of terror waa ex­
perienced in the city. The foolish threats 
of the so-called loyalist leaders and the in­
cendiary language of the anti-home rule 
politicians and of the conservative press In 
Ulster, prepared the public for news of a 
disturbance in case Gladstone’s bill should 
become law. The past history of some of 
the nationalist sympathizers, and the threats 
6f the more violent third party leaders, jus­
tified the apprehension that the disappoint­
ed populace might make trouble. Bat it 
could scarcely be expected that the defeat 
of the bill would be followed by a riotous 
demonstration against the Catholics and 
hume rulers. This is one of the anomalies 
of the situation.

A nationalist riot would have done harm 
to the nationalist cause. These loyalist out­
rages—if it turns out that the loyalists are 
responsible for them—cannot fall to help 
Gladstone in the coming contest. The 
rioters appear to have been a low crowd of 
people, wno, after breaking open the first 
tavern, became maddened by drink.

LOCAL MATTERS.DISCUSSION NOT РВЕМ AT USE.

The Sun cannot agree with those who 
maintain that the general question of the 
consolidation of the British empire should 
not be dlecpseed until somebody has formu­
lated a detailed scheme of imperial federa­
tion. Great constitutional changes are not 
usually brought about after the Invention by 
some statesman of a new constitution which 
is afterward submitted for public approval. 
They are of toner the result of many sugges­
tions and much speculation of a seemingly 
visionary character. The legislative union 
ol Great Britain and her colonies, if ever 
It comes, will not be the result of one 
men’s Ingenuity In framing a scheme. It 
will take form from free and fair diacnsalon 
In all parts of the empire, of the question In 
all its aspects, A few days ago the bearings 
of snob a union on English and colonial com­
merce were discussed by eome of the highest 
oommegcial authorities In England, Two 
weeks since the eommander-ln-chiel of the 
British army presided over a meeting In 
which the topic for consideration was 
the question of imperial federation in 
its beatings on national defence, Mnoh Is 
written and spoken In regard to the senti­
mental aspects of national union. It is true 
that Imperial federation Is not a live ques­
tion in the sense that it is ready for a popu­
lar vote. But many British statesmen, not­
ably the late Right Hon. William E. Forster, 
have maintained that we have about reached 
the parting of the ways. Affairs in Austra­
lasia have brought the subject somewhat 
strongly before the people of the Australian 
colonies, more especially New South Wales, 
And it is easy to conceive of a like dissatis­
faction arising In Canada should the British 
Government follow the oonneil given by 
the London Times in the matter of the 
fisheries. A palpable sacrifice of Canadian 
interests—which in this ease are really Im­
perial interests—would tend, hot to drive 
Canadians to desire separation from the 
mother country, but to lend them to ask for 
some voice in shaping the policy of the 
empire. •- , . '- ! > ,
He who In the meantime condemns die- 

onsslon of the subject on the, ground that 
no ont and dried federation scheme has been 
brought forward, has but little knowledge 
of history. The advisability of the adoption 
of responsible government was discussed in 
the proviboes long before a measure for that 
purpose was framed. The union of the 
Canadian provinces was the dream of public 
men In British America, and was discussed 
In the press and on the platform many 
years before the first scheme was proposed. 
The parliamentary measure for Irish home 
rale was submitted this year, bnt the home 
rule question has been prominently before 
the people during the life of three parlia­
ments. If anyone believes that federal con­
stitutions should be drawn up first and talked 
np afterwards, let him read Fiake’s account 
In the Atlantic Monthly of the adventures 
of the United States in search of a constitu­
tion. We have had church unions, many of 
them, In Canada, bnt the discussion begun 
first and the scheme came afterwards. In 
all these eases the measure was made ready 
far the people as seen as the people were 
ready for the measure.

Church Dedication.

The new Presbyterian church lately built at 
Salmon Creek, Chlpman, and to which refer­
ence has already been made in The Sun, wm 
opened last Sabbath for public worship, and 
dedicated to the service of God by the Rev, 
Mr. Mowatt of Fredericton.

THE USES OF THE SENATE.

Darlcg the home rale debate mnoh was 
said ol the precedent established in Canada. 
In regard to the Canadian constitution Glad­
stone and Chamberlain had a disagreement. 
Cuamberlaln said that the appointed upper 
chambers In Canada were supposed to pro­
tect the interests of the minorities, and that 
there was no such provision In Gladstone’s 
bill for the protection of the Ulster anti­
home rulers. The premier, replying, said 
that he had studied the history of Canada 
closely and oould find no authority for the 
statement that legislative councils were In­
troduced Into Canada in 1791 for the protec­
tion of minorities. Undoubtedly Glad­
stone was tight, bnt the Canada 
of which he was speaking was not the 
Canada under discussion. The old 
province of Canada waa not a country which 
could be selected for a home rale precedent, 
Tnere, waa then no federated Canada, 
and the legislative councils of the Britieh 
American provinces In the old time had all 
the power, or nearly all. Chamberlain was 
correct in his contention that the upper 
chamber in the Danflnion parliament was 
to preserve the right* of the small­
er province*. Other purposes were assigned 
for the establishment of the second chamber. 
The senate was to represent the landed 
classes. One of its missions was to check 
hasty legislation on the part of the other 
house. It was also expected to hold 
a sort of balance of power between parties. 
George Brown and' Alexander Mackenzie 
strongly censored any attempt to change the 
ooaetltution in respect to the senate. They 
held to the conservative theory that it would 
be dangerous to entrust the whole legisla­
tive power to the hands of the house of com­
mons with no checks or safeguards. When 
Mills Drought np the question of sens to re­
form during the Mackenzie regime, the 
maritime province members, a great major­
ity of whom were supporters of the govern­
ment then In power, were dead againet the 
Change. They were governed by the con­
siderations mentioned by Chamberlain. The 
maritime provinces have nearly one-third of 
the senators, while they have oAly one-sixth 
of the representation in the lower house.

Yet looking back on the history of the 
Dominion, it can scarcely be said that the 
smaller provinces have been In any special way 
protected by the innate. In the Bret place 
there bas been no particular need of the pro­
tection, as the provinces generally have 
woiked harmoniously together. Even If 
each interference had been needed, It oould 
hardly have been looked for with confidence, 
for though the senate has done some good 
woik in modifying or correcting the detects 
of legislation, it has not taken 
a strong part in any large question. 
For the greater part of the time the senate 
has been In political accord with the govern­
ment. and it has been charged with allowing 
party considerations to prevent It from op­
posing dangerous government measnrea. Bat 
daring the five years In which the senate 
and the government were opposed to each 
other the administration met with no deter­
mined hostility In the upper chamber, 
though the claims of the smaller provinces 
were Ignored then as they never were before 
or since. The duties of the upper house 
to which the liberal leaders at confederation 
attached so mnoh importance have not as a 
rale been so performed as to lead the public 
to believe that the safety of the country 
would be imperilled by a change la the con­
stitution of ibe senate, or even by the aboli­
tion of that chamber.

f$he |M| $«n. Bat examine more closely and we find that a 
the theories of evolution very nearly affeot 
the principle, of government. The proposi­
tion on which we have long been taught 
that all good government resta is, that all 
men are born free and equal and with certain 
natural unalienable and imprescriptible 
rlgb'e. That the state is but a huge part­
nership cf citizens; or, in the words of 
Rousseau, “A form of association whieh de­
fends and protects with the whole power of 
the state the persons and goods of each 
partner, and by virtue of which, while 
uniting himself with others, he nevertheless 
obeys only himself and remains as free as 
before.”

Darwinism on the other hand rests on the 
doctrine that individuals—men as well as 
animals of lower grade—are not born tiquai. 
That among individuals of the same class 
inequalities|al ways exist. That the strong in 
the stmggle.for existence are ever crowding 
out and supplanting the weak, end that 
thanks to this unequal strogje only the 
mere favored individuals are able to perpe­
tuate themselves, while the weaker are 
elmioated. That by this “tmvival of the 
fittest,” as the phase is, man has slowly risen 
grade by grade through the ages from, to 
nee Darwin’s own words, “a hairy quad­
ruped furnished with a tail and pointed 
ears, probably arboreal In its habita and an 
inhabitant of the old world” to his present 
advance condition.

If this theory of development be a true 
one, what becomes of the doctrine of 
Rousseau and of the natural unalienable and 
imprescriptible rights of each Individual.
To quote the language of a writer in the 
Fortnightly Review, “How is it possible to 
predicate suob rights of an animal whose at­
tributes are constantly varying, whose ori­
ginal Is not Jean Jacques’s perfect man in a 
state of nature, but not to go further back, 
a troglodyte with half a brain, with the ap­
petite and habits of a wild beast with no 
conception cf justice and with only half 
articulate cries for language.

If Darwin be right, then it follows that 
the state is not a conventional arrangement 
arrived at by sovereign individuals, but an 
organic growth, the component parts of 
which vary Indlfinltely in value, * » * 
That inequality among men, having for its 
perennial source the difference in their intel­
lectual constitution and psychic energies, 
lies at the very root of civilization, that 
liberty la not absolute but proportional. The 
statesman, therefore, whose mind it not 
broadened by knowledge outside of the 
special departments of political economy 
and constitutional law, can never shape with 
the highest intelligence the destinies of a 
people or frame a scheme of government 
based on the broad and enduring foundation 
of truth. •

Since then all truth is thus independent, 
the college as the preparation for ihe busi­
ness of life should give a wide and general 
training—special courses of study confined 
to the limits of that particular field selected 
by the student for his life work—be lt medi­
cine, law, mechanics, mercantile or other pur­
suit should not supplant the liberal onrrion- 
lnm which aims to provide a general train­
ing in all fundamental knowledge.

In estimating the benefits of a broad and 
general course of study we should cot over­
look the advantage of snob a. training in de­
veloping the mental power. The minds of 
men differ even more than do their bodies.
In one memory predominates, in another the 
perceptive faculties; in a third the reasoning 
power, in others the ability to anallze or to 
classify acd generalize. As in a gymnasium 
the athlete seeks to strengthen those mus­
cles whioh are weakest and to acquire a 
physics! development in which each sinew 
shall have its full proportion of powert So 
in the training of the mind that system is 
best which aims to develope all the intellec­
tual faculties in just proportion. If,- as Is 
often advocated, lt were allowed to the stu­
dent to limit his work to special branches of 
study and to those subjects only whioh he 
finds most easy of masteriog, then would he 
fail in acquiring that well-balanced and

PROPORTIONED DEVELOPMENT
which characterizes and is essential to the 
strongest intellectual power. On this 
ground, therefore, the broad and general 
convention of our college is founded, wisely 
and well. But while special and re­
stricted courses of study should not be 
alio wed to usurp the place In our colleges 
of a liberal and broad curriculum, is often 
happens that each studies can • with 
most advaotsge be pursued in schools 
connected with or forming parts ot a college 
having th'e usual extended course in arts and 
sciences. The argument is not against such 
special schools as accessory or supplemental 
to the ordinary college work, but against 
their aupplantiog or limiting it in any way. 
Moreover, we cannot shut our eyes to the 
fact that there are many young men so cir­
cumstanced that they are unable to attain 
or enjoy the advantages of a full collegiate 
course, yet to whom the training of a special 
school in order to qualify them for the par­
ticular work by whioh they are to earn a 
livelihood la necessary. To such young men 
the advantage of a close and intimate con­
nection with the special or technical school 
at which they may be students, and a col­
lege with the usual liberal curriculum in arts 
and sciences, la obvious. To the special 
work for which they seek to qualify' them­
selves, many studies pursued at college are 
eeseotial, others not essential, but useful and 
bénéficiai could they be pursued so far as 
the student found time and opportunity. 
An illustration of these advantages is found, 
at Harvard College, where both schools of 
lew and medicine exist as adjuncts of the 
college. All the students at tnese schools 
are at liberty to attend any of the lectures 
cf the regular collegiate course, and have 
free aocesa to the general library, which is 
common to ell classes of students.

It has been announced that the Dominion 
government have under consideration a 
plan—which I trust may soon be developed 
practically—to found a school of agriculture 
for these maritime provinces. That such a 
school, properly equipped and conducted, 
would prove a great benefit to agriculture 
there can be little doubt. Not the least of 
its advantages would lie in the increased at­
tention it world attract to farming as 
science, as a work requiring intelligence 
training and skill for its proper accomplish­
ment. The too popular error that hard 
work and muscle without more can make a 
successful farmer cannot be too soon ex­
ploded. It is only when young men eome to 
understand that farming, to be a success, re­
quires ability,a trained judgment,intelligence 
and a knowledge of the best methods noth­
ing short of those whioh alone command sno- 
cess in other walks of life—that they will 
cease to avoid it as woik giving no scope to 
their Intellectuel powers. This is not mere 
sentiment, for the popular idea than farming 
can never be more than bodily drudgery— 
mere horse work—has had much to do with 
filling the ranks of the learned professions, 
as they are called, with men who it they do 
not utterly fail at best eke ont a prêterions 
existence and are an unprofitable 
burden net only to society (as non-producers 
but to themselves. My purpose, however, 
is not to speak of the benefit derivable from 
a school of agriculture, but of the advantage 
of having such a school located here In eon 
neotlon with the college.

conception of onr hereafter, whioh pictures the 
son), freed from the trammels of this earthly 
coil which clogs us in the pursuit ol truth with 
so much that is painful and slow, soaring 
above the dim twilight of what we can know 
on earth into the inti noon day of the know­
ledge of God’s wisdom and love; when, without 
weariness, without pain or limit, with ever 
more delight, it can through eternity revel in 
acquiring continually new knowledge of the 
wonderful works of God, infinite and exhaust- 
less as they are; and ever learning ba ever 
more and more filled with wonder and adora­
tion and praise of Him who is the author and 
upholder of all.

There are those who tell us that the pursuit 
of knowledge should be ret t rioted; that the 
investigations of science are dangerous; that 
tc’ence and infidelity are akin; that there is 
a conflict between science and religion.

I hate that phrate the conflict of science and 
religion-for « embodies a lie. There is no 
conflict between the troths of science and 
those of religioii and there can be попа Such 
is the harmony pervading all God’s works that 
there is no one thing true which can conflict 
with any other truth. There may be a con­
flict between thé discovered truths of science 
and the dogma of some church, but when so the 
dogma Is false and should be so branded.

So far from science being at war with true 
religion, it is its strorgect alley. So the ad­
vancement of learning the Christian religion is 
indebted for many of the strongest proof of its 
lennlnenees and authenticity. There is doubt- 
ess much of the system of morality taught by 

Christif-wbioh men in the slow process of the 
centuries would have gained for themselves. 
But the fact that the unlettered Carpenter of 
Nazareth, over eighteen hundred years ago, 
taught a system of morale which at a bound 
reached and surpassed what we have come to 
know nil the alow learning of centuries coni і 
not have attained, stamps him with a seal cf 
divinity far more convincing than any other 
mirace he ever wrought. I say other miracle, 
for Christ’s teaching was the greatest miracle 
of them all.

Does not the bible teaching of God’s omnici- 
eoce, so all seeing that not even a sparrow falls 
to the ground without bis notice, seem any the 
less credence worthy because science in its use 
of. the microscope shows to us that in tha 
minutest forms of organism there is displayed 
an all pervading order and detign.

By the aid of science we hove come to know 
that could we travel with the speed of light for 
a million years and reach the farthest star 
visible to the eye, we would then stand but on 
the very tbreehold of the universe. Can this 
wonderful knowledge in any man lessen onr 
adoration as compared with that of the psalmist 
when of ol і standing by night under the star 
jewelled, firmamett be exclaimed, “When I 
consider the heavens the woik of thy fingers, 
the moo* and the stars which thou hast or­
dained, •€> Lord, onr Lord, bow excellent is thy 
пари fntilrthé'eiartfc, who hast set thy glory 
abeee tie-heaven a”

How mush .more to ns with our wider 
knowledge than to him should “the heavens 
declare the glory toil God and the firmament

spiration to praise and adoration, how then can 
it be said that we by the greatar knowledge of

SLOW GROWTH,
each century receiving of its predecessor and 
transmitting with increase more or less to 
its successor; till today, as has been said, 
“We stand heirs of all the ages—foremast 
in the fyles of time.”

Of the knowledge thus transmitted to ns, 
we are trustees, It is 
and enjoy, bat to add to what we can. and 
give rich Increase to posterity. Every 
man who would rightly do his work in life 
ahouid thoroughly understand this duty and 
labor for its fulfilment.

The man whose aspirations are not above 
the low ambition of being some dsy 
ssy to himself, “Soul, thou hsst much goods 
laid np for many days—take thine ease.” 
No mstter how hard he may (toll?) in the 
pursuit of his selfish purposes, is after all 
but a loafer on society. Nay, more; he la 
a parasite and battens on the wealth of 
knowledge whioh other men have toiled and 
striven for and achieved in the Interests of 
all mankind.

If there is one to whom I speak tonight 
who has bestowed his time and energies in 
gathering to himself of the garnered trea­
sure* of discovered truths with no higher aim 
than to nee them eolely to hie own advant­
age—who has asked of knowledge no more 
than that she give of what may serve his 
personal profit who haa not learned to love 
and follow wisdom fer her own sake and that 
"of his fellows—then Is he unworthy of these 
halls—an ignoble son of a noble mother. In 
him can wisdom never be “justified of her 
children. ”

If yoe would have your life a noble one: 
if yon would even have it a just and honest 
one: strive to give back something for what 
you have reoeived. Lst the talents entrust­
ed to you be returned with increase. Let 
your aim be akin to that of Burns, when he 
sang:—

• Even then a wish I mind its power—
A wish that to my latest hour 

Will strongly brave my b-east;
That I for dear Autd Scotia's sake 
Some useful plan or book might make,

Or sing a song at least.
Then will you be a noble eon of your alma 

mater and bear her benediction ami the bles­
sings of all men.

In speaking thus I do not overlook, nor do 
I seek to disparage the benefits of a college 
education la fitting a young man to advance 
hie own interests in Ilfs. I reoogoizi the 
fact that the training and Instruction to be 
gained ia these tails is adapted, and wisely 
adapted to qualify the student for his per­
sonal advancement. I know there la no work 
he cannot do the better—no success he can­
not the more easily aohleve through the 
preparation he receives In college. 1 appre­
ciate all this, but when we place the advant­
age of a college training on no higher ground 
than the aid it will bring to the pursuit cf 
mere selfish purposes we rest it on a low and 
ignoble basis.

Yet it is often urged that the onrrionU of 
onr colleges should be framed even more 
than they now are eo as to qualify the stud- 
ent with a special and restricted training, 
narrowed in tte limits and Its teaching to 
those things that directly bear on the chosen 
calling whioh he has selected as a means of 
livelihood. That, in brief, specialties should 
be more taught in onr colleges than they now 
are. I think this la error.

The aim of the Instruction given in a col­
legiate course should be to place the student 
in possession of those greet truths which lie 
at the One of all acquired knowledge; to lift 
and place him at a vantage point whence, 
looking back, he can survey all the field of 
knowledge now traversed, and disoern just 
where the line runs between the known and 
the unknown < where the clearings are and 
where the unbroken interminable forest. 
The survey must indeed be bat » general and 
at beat a superficial one, but

nothing so non-partisan—even si 
cosmopolitan—as knowledge. The astronomer 
knows no nationality in the stare. The mathe­
matician finds the law of projeotil» uneffacted 
by the rise or fall of governments. The force of 
gravitation is the same under republican as under 
monarchical гпіа Perhaps I may even be par­
doned for saying that that great pditical pan­
acea, the National Policy—powerful as it is 
alleged to be—has no perceptible effect on 
chemic.I action and re-action. Oxygen and 
hydrogen continue to unite exact’y as they did 
before onr country owed its salvation to that 
great political measure.

The arte and sciences are as non-political as 
the air we bre*thA and are subjects of no civil 
government Even the laws which govern the 
rise and fall of dynasties are universal and un­
alterable.

Politics then, as the term Is generally under­
stood today, can find no (isos in the c articula 
of our universities.

With reference to the adaptaticn of our ex­
isting" college curriculum to the purposes it 
should serve, and in view of the truth stated 
that all knowledge aside from revelation is re­
solvable into an understanding the laws which 
govern the universe in iti three realms of 

MATTER, MIND AND MORALS, 
the question arises how far the studies com­
prised in that course are well chosen.

What, says one, is the nee of so long a study 
of the classics ? Why study the dead languages 
at all ? We have good translations; we can ac­
quire from them all the fac* those writers of 
old taught—all the wisdom they have em­
balmed in their writings—true; but it must be 
remembered that the very laws of the develop­
ment of human speech lie wrapped up in the 
languages which have existed and passed from 
change to change to the language of today.

Language is the vehicle of thought. The 
better we understand it the better we can 
gather the freight of knowledge it bears to ns 
from the pait—and more, the better we can 
transmit the arguments of today to future time.

Language is to the student what tools are to 
the Workman. It is not the object, but the 
means cf learning.

So far as the study of other tongues enables 
es to pertsot our own,and become adepts in its 
use, it is good. But this purpose of classic 
study should never be lost sight cf, for ether- 
wise will happen what has occurred already, 
thtt the time whioh is allowed out of the brief 
limit of onr days will be spent in perfecting 
onr tools, while the work for which we need 
them most remain undone.

I believe the study of language is a good 
thing—nay, more, a necessary one; but lt 
should be pursued with a full understanding 
that it is important bat as a means to tie end 
indicated, and find its limita in each under­
standing.

The law of association leads me to consider 
next the study of mathematics, with which the 
classics, as a means of mental training, are so 
oiten placed in comparison.

Tne exact 
science—knowing nothing of doubt,nàeérüdtity 
or error. The emblem of truth—hating and 
guiltless of a 11a Ever faithful to reason, to 
do her hiddiog. and never failing or misleading 
her. Of a tru.h, mathematics ranks noblest 
and best of all tha sciences. Her place, at 
least in our ctl'.egea, thutt ever remain un­
disputed.

There are other studies, such as rhetoric and, 
perhaps, logic, whioh at first sight are ap­
parently unconnected with that investigation 
of the laws of matter, of morale and of mind, 
which has been stated to be the foundation 
and source of all knowledgA To these f todies 
and the limits within which they should be 

a pursued, what has been said of the classics will 
, largely apply. They should always rank in 

importance as but the means ti »n end.
In discussing the character of our curricu­

lum, I cannot forbear saying that among the 
subject, for which I would advocate a more 
promit eat place in our college work then has 
just been assigned to them, are thoee of hand- 
nail, foot-ball, cricket, and similar means of 
of physical culture.

While it is true thtt the chief end of sol- 
•lege training is to develop and inform the 
mind, yet it must not be forgotten that the 
body is the engine through which the mind 
works. Herbert Spencer put the case strong­
ly when he says: “Man’s first duty is to make 
himself a good animal” It is a great mistake 
while training the mind to neglect the body. 

THE ANCIENT GREEKS,
to whom we owe so much intellectually, were 
wlJely awake to this fact With them the 
work of the gymnasium and the academy were 
InseparablA Physical culture was regarded 
by them as the fountain of mental power. We 
are too apt to assume that the love for athletics 
which characterizes the Canadian youth, 
will, of itself, ensure all that dé- 

. velopment of bodily strength which is requi­
site. But this bodily training should be made 
a recognized part of our college work. The 
hand-ball court should hold as respected a 
place incur college as the chemical laboratory. 
Cricket should rank with classics; and the 

■ mathematics of the parable be daily exempli­
fied in the flight of the foot-ball.

SCEPTICISM AND INPTOELILT.

It is as true now as it ever wae that it is not 
the wise man but the foci who “hath said in 
his heart there is no God.”

Let it net be understood, however, that a 
plea ie here put forward for sectarian training 
in colleges. Denominational control of educa­
tional institutions is doubtless a good thing, in 
so far as It ensures a reverence for the bible as 
the revealed word of God. But to the great 
doctrines which underlie Christianity,sectarian 
teaching holds a place somewhat analogous to 
that occupied by those special studies spoken 
of In relation tn the broad university curricu­
lum ef which it la claimed they should not 
form a part.

The religious instruction given in onr col­
leges should be as broad as Christianity itself.

a bird’s-eye view.
of the topography of knowledge; for more 
than this in the narrow limit of onr days we 
cannot hope. If the compass of onr lives 
were widened—if to onr finite minds the 
acquisition of truth were not a slow process 
—if lt were not true, as, alas ! lt is, that 
“art Is long and time ie fleeting,” then, as­
suredly, ail knowledge in all its details 
should be tanght In our higher schools. Bat 
we must take things as they are—we mast 
bow to the inevitable, and oan at most only 
hope to master thoroughly bat a little- 
very fraction of what is already known. 
Only In some narrow department can we 
ever learn all that Is known, and gaining 
the confines of the discovered, clear the way 
a little Into the unknown.

Bat ao related Is one fact to every other 
fact—ae Interdependent is all knowledge, 
that no one oan hope to succeed to the 
utmost, even within the narrow limita of 
any apeolal department, without a general 
acquaintance with the whole known field. 
Ne truth standi alonA Let us take the 
case of the atatesman and the scientist. At 
first sight, no two things could seem wider 
apart or lees related than the principles of 
civil government and that theory of the de­
velopment of species known as Darwinism.

The jirgan of the Nova Scotia government 
has come ont squarely in favor of protection. 
It states that Digby, Annapolis, Cumber­
land, Colchester and several otherNovaSootia 
counties obtain supplies In a large measure 
from New Brunswick.

—J. ST. JOHN ORATORIO SOCIETY.
The St. Jobn Oratorio Society was organised 

to the year 1882, and incorporated by act ot 
assembly to 1883. The first Board of Man age- 
meet was as follows :—President, Gen. War­
ner; vice-president, 8. Chadwick; conductor, 
E. Peiler; secretary, Joshua Clawson; libra­
rian, John Wilson; treasurer. Miss Ida 
Crothere; and Messrs. G. C. Çcster, J. N. 
Rogers, and Jas. S. Harding. Since Mr. Peiler 
left St John, Mr. Edger E. Gubb has ably 
filled the position of conductor,

The objsots of the Society are :—the promo, 
tion of musical taste, and the cultivation of 
of musical science and skill by the practice and 
performance of Oratorios, and music of e 
similar class. But for such a society, works 
of this kind could not be presented to our city, 
requiring as the do, long and careful re­
hearsal by a large body of active members. 
Even from a social standpoint, a society el 
this nature, deserves the support of the com­
munity, as it affords its members of both 
sexes, a regular means of recreation, which is 
both obtertaiaing and intellectual, and at the 
same time raises the standard of musical taste 
to our midst.

The first woik undertaken was Mendelssohn’s 
Elijah, which was performed to 1882, first par­
tially, and then In its entirety. In 1883 
Hadyn’s Seasons, and Spohr'a Last Judgment, 
together with Mendelssohn's St. Paui, were 
given. The following year (1884) Macfarren’s 
May Day, and Mendelssohn’* 42od Psalm were 
the works rendered. Last year the programme 
coxt lined a repetition of the 42nd Psalm, and 
Elijah, with the same composer’s Hymn of 
Praise. The average expense of each series of 
concerts was $800, the orchestra alone costing 
in the vicinity of $500. The success of the 
local orchestra in the late performance of Gil­
bert & Sullivan’s Sorcerer, leads the society to 
hope that to the near future they will be able 
to dispense with the employment of instru­
mentalists from Boston.

The society fa at present to a bettor financial 
]>osition than it has hitherto been since its 
I oundation. It fa a matter of congratulation 
that the honorary members this year are more 
than double to number those to any previous 
season, there being now 120 on the lLt. The 
annual fee fa so small that the board hope for a 
still further increase.

The active members comprise : 38 soprano, 
19 alto, 16 tenor and 18 base voices. Recently 
quite a number of persons have expressed a 
wish to become active members, the 
requirements for which are ; Nomina­
tion by a member and to be passed 
by the conductor as competent; the names 
then come before the hoard'for election. The 
board look for considerable accostions to the 
active membership when work for next season 
begins to October.

This year it fa proposed to repeat May Day 
and The Hymn of Praise, and also to give 
Handel’s Messiah, an oratorio which has not 
been sung in St. John for very many years. 
These concerts are to take place about the 6th 
and7thproxo. The orchestra will consist of 
the celebrated Lfatemann Sextette from Bos- 
ton, assisted by some local professional per- 
foi mars. The soprano solos to May Day and 
The Hymn of Praise will be entrusted to Mrs. 
G. EL Peiley. 
will be taken by Signor Ronconi.and the tenor 
by the Rev. J. M. Davenport and F. C. D. 
Brfatowe.

These concerts necessitate a 1 urge expendi­
ture, and the board of management do not 
feel themselves jastified to incurring such a 
liability without a sufficient guarantee to the 
society against loss. They, therefore, ask that 
all those Intending to avail themselves of the 
concerts, will be good enough to show their 
interest by signing the subscription lists, agree­
ing to take a certain number of tickets.

Corn, Oats and Wheat.
TH8 GENERAL PROSPECTS OF THESE CROPS FAIR- 
! LY FAVORABLE,

Chicago, I1L, June 5 —The Timet tide morn­
ing prints several columns ef reports from cor. 
respondents to Illinois, Kansas, Missouri, 
Michigan, Ohio, Indiana, Tennessee, Ken­
tucky, Iewa, Nebraska, Minnesota, Wiscon­
sin and Dakota on toe condition of the corn, 
oat, winter and spring wheat crops. Theee re­
ports are summatlzsd as follows : The general 
prospecte of theee crops, with the exception 
of com, ate today only fairly favorable. 
The very flattering situation upon the 
first of May for spring wheat and oats, and 
been materially changed, aa a whole, for the 
worse. This has bien brought about by a 
term of dry weather io the Northwest extend­
ing over a period of three weeks. Thb drought 
was partially broken by local rains upon the 
night of June 1. The drought has been very 
severe also in Kansas, where the oat yield hae 
been ent down at least 50 per cent., and to 
many counties the oat crop to rained. As r^ 
garde winter wheat, the prospects are for an 
average crop with favorable weather, bat there 
are no indications of a fall or exoeseivo crop, 
The winter wheat crop of the country fa tod ay 
very uneven, and hae tun down to condition 
and prospective yield dnring the laet 30 days. 
The harvest wtil be 12 ts 15 days earlier than 
an average season, and, owing to the failure of 
the winter wheat crop of 1885, the new wheat 
promisee ti move freely and early, Irrespective 
of price. Some tf the early varieties of wheat 
have already been harvested in Tennessee, 
Kentucky and Southern Illinois, but the 
harvest will not be general before the 15th of 
June.' So far as the corn crop is concerned, 
at least 20 to 30 per cett of the crop wae 
planted late. Tbfa was owing to the wet 
weather cf May. The prospect ii encouraging, 
however.

Placing Canadian Food Products Before the 

British Public.

(state cobrespobdebce от the bun.)
London June 3.—One of the most Import­

ant subjects engaging the attention of the Can­
adian staff, and also many exhibitors, is how 
to utilize the exhibition to its fullest possible 
extent as a medium of making the British con­
sumer acquainted with the merits and cheap­
ness of the food products of the Dominion. 
While Canada exports very largely In many 
food lines to Great Britain, it is a fact well 
known to the trade that much of her output is 
clast el and sold in the Unglleh market as 
American or domestic products. A case In 
point was given me a day or two ago by a gen­
tleman, who conceived the Idea of supplying a 
portion of the Ohrlttmaa market with Cana­
dian turkeys. He made hie shipment la good 
order, but on arriving at Liverpool was advised 
by his London agent that the birds were not 
up to the English standard and would there­
fore ft tab only very low prices. Surprit ed at 
tola advice, and knowing from persons 1 Inspec­
tion that toe turkeys were equal to Norfolke, 
he ran up to London, called on the agent (to 
whom he was personally unknown) and enquir­
ed if he could purchase some turkey*. The 
agent replied that he had so prims Norfolke 
and exhibited as snob the Canadian fowl, ask­
ing one and three pence per pound 
by the quantity. The gentleman is vested 
in a small lot.pf his own fowl at the 
price named, and returned home chuck­
ling over the success of hie experiment. 
To his arrangement, however, a couple of 
weeks liter, the agent sent in his returns, 
figured on the basis of four pence per pound, 
as the highest price be vu able to obtain for 
Canadian turkeys. It is needless to say that, 
though the merchant compelled his agent to 
compromise at a paying figure, he never again 
tried supplying the London market with trans- 
Atlantic fowl of any description.

Canadian floor palmed off as American ; 
Nova Beotia apples sold under Yankee brands, 
and divers other like devices are not yet alto­
gether thing» of the past And the reason is 
that the British container will only buy those 
brands that he knows. As to the great mass 
of consumers Canada has no statu», but the 
United States has, it pays the retailer to keep 
Canadian articles with American names.

For ali this there la but one remedy : To 
put Canadian food products directly before 
the consumer and let him see that they are as good
and even better than the American brands, 
on which be has so long pinned his faith,

A tew days ago, representstlvea from the 
teveral provinces met in the exhibition room, 
In the Canadian court, for a practical discus­
sion of this grievance. Ira Cornwall, jf., was, 
on motion,elected chairman and Mr. McGuire, 
of Quebec, secretary.

David Tallerman, who is in charge of the 
Canadian and Australian sections of the colo­
nial market in connection with the exhibition, 
was called on to express his views, the meeting 
having been summoned at his instance. Mr. 
Tslteiman, it may be here remarked, is a man 
of many ideas evolved amid day dreams that 
extended over many years, and formulated oh 
a wide experience of menand manners both at 
home and in distant lands. Hja observations 
as a colonie t in Australia fed fire to the ardent 
desire to transport the surplus food of that 
colony to England. To this end he labored for 
years. For years he figured at every large ex­
hibition in Great Britain. At South Kensing­
ton and at the Dublin exhibition he worked 
like в beaver. The International Working- 
men’s Exhibition at Islington awarded him a 
gold cross. After the memorable siege of 
Paris he hastened thither with large qnantltlee 
of provisions, Australian meats forming .the 
background, and was eagerly welcomed by the 
starving inhabitants. Napoleon IIL invited 
him to the Tailleries to show the quality of 
his meats and the Emperor of Am tria confer­
red on him the dignity of Knight 
Cross of the Imperial Order of Franqjs 
Joseph.

The Earl oontinuea: I am unable to under- 
itand bow Parnell misapprehended my con. 
ditlona of the interview. I recollect perfectly 
stating them. The purport and tenor of the cos. 
venation left nu entirely different impression on 
my mind. I proposed nothing. As Parnell 
talked I pot questions, suggested difficulties 
and raised objections for him to answer or ex. 
plain. He dwelt upon the character and func. 
lions of a central legislature, the necessity of 
developing Irish industries, the congestion of 
population in parts of Ireland, commercial 
depression and the relations and difficulties 
between landlords and tenants. I remember 
his sfinding to some kind, I think some limited 
kind, of protection as necessary to promote 
Irish industries, to which I rspl el that what, 
ever individual opinion might be as regarde 
protections, such proposal must arcuie great 
objection among many classes, I said nothing 
implying the concurrence of the govern! 
ment in the plan to give Ireland a 
statutory parliament, with power to protect 
Irish industrie*.

Mr. Parnell wee the next spanker. He 

wee loudly cheered by hie follower*. He 
•eld : “I should ordinarily have lacked con- 
fidence in following no able and eloquent n 
speaker la thle contest of gtante, but I think 
•thrice la he armed who hath hit quarrel 
just’—(cheers)—end unequal, inferior as I 
nip at many points, I hope I ahull not be so 
far behind an usual. (“Hear, hear I”) With- 
out intending to offer any disrespect, I could 
not help thinking while listening to hie 
speech that In nil the lost causes wherewith 
I have seen him connected during many 
years past, he was never so little effective aa 
when contending against the bill we hope to 
read a second time tonight. (Cheers). Mr. 
Goechen sought I think very unfairly, to 
oast e lurid light on the situation by hie allu­
sion to those unhappy outrages in Kerry, I 
join in the expression of contempt for those 
cowardly, disgraceful practices. I join him 
to the fullest extent. (“Hear, hear 1”) But 
neither do I say that, because évictions have 
been more numerous in Kerry then in nil the 
net of Munster put together daring months 
peet, they constitute an excuse for these out­
rages or any excuse for outrage, though it 
may supply na with the cause of them. Bat 
when I denounce outragea I denounce 
them In every part of Ireland, whether 
In Ulster or in Kerry. (“Hear, hear 1”) 
Mr. Gosohen is certainly free from reproach, 
He haa not joined Lord Randolph Cnnrohlll 
and Mr. Chamber Inin in the nee of reckless 
language with reference to the affaire of s 
country which is not their country—(cheers) 
—en interference for which they have not the 
paltry exonie that It is any business of theirs 
or that they had any Interest there. My 
colleagues have In times past been reproach­
ed because they have not been oerefnl in 
looking nt the effect of their language, and 
the doctrine ef indirect responsibility has 
been employed against them to the extent of 
imprisonment. If that doctrine of indirect 
responsibility were employed egelnet Lord 
Randolph Churchill or Mr. Cttemberlsio, 
Lord Randolph Churchill ought to plead the 
excuse that he believes In nothing and nobody 
but himself, so that he could not expect any 
great Importance to be attached to his de­
clarations—(cheers and langhter)—while Mr. 
Chamberlain might have said, and said very 
truly, that he was absolutely ignorant of all 
the circumstances of Ireland.

Bat while Lord Randolph Churchill and Mr. 
Gosohen say they mast be pat an end to by 
resorting to the coercion which he and his 
friends have been using for the last eighty, 
six years, we would say, with Gladstone, 
try the effect of self-government. .(Cheers.) 
Then if Kerry men resort to outrage they 
will very soon find that the rest of Ireland 
will put a stop to it.

ACCEPTED EVERYWHERE.
We have had this measure accepted by all 

leaders, of every section of the national feel­
ing In Ireland, also outside of Ireland, In 
America and In every country where Irish 
people are found. (Cheers.,) We have not 
heard a single voice raised against the bill 
by nn’Iriehman—(cheers and cries of, “Oh!”) 
—certainly not by any Irishman of national­
ist opinion. Of course there are sections 
among the Irish nationalists just as there are 
sections In the great conservative party. In 
fact, as far as it Is possible for a nation to 
accept a measure cheerfully, freely, thank- 
folly and without reserve I say the Irish 
people have shown that they have so accept­
ed this measure. (Cheers.) Even the ter­
rible Irish World, a newspaper which has 
not been on my side for the last five or six 
years, says that the Irish race at home and 
abroad has signified its willignese to accept 
the terms of peace offered by Mr. Gladstone. 
(Cheers.) I esy that a* far aa the Irish 
people can aooept this bill they have accept­
ed It without reserve as a measure which 
may be considered the final settlement of 
title great question.

I leave the question of the sovereignty of 
parliament to go to another point which Mr, 
Gosohen touched upon. He very fairly told 
na hie fears as to the abuse at power by the 
Irish priesthood regarding education. He 
has not followed the example of other Illus­
trious speakers by indulging in extravagant 
language regarding this CathoHo-Proteetant 
question. I may say I am quite tore his ap­
prehension is genuine, so far as it goes, and 
that he does not desire to era anything in 
the shape of religions discord in Ireland. 
Indeed, I will not iay that, as a Protestant 
myself, if I had not had abundant experl- 
enoe of the feeling In Ireland I might not, 
perhaps, be Inclined to share hie fear. But, 
me it is, I certainly have not auoh fear. It ie 
rather remarkable, in regard to this question 
of éducation, that Mr.Chnmberlaln proposed 
to give the central council in Dublin execu­
tive control ever education in Ireland with­
out any reserve whatever in regard to Pro- 
teetentt or Catholics. (Cheers ) It is, how­
ever, very herd to please everybody. And 
if we were to please Mr. Chamberlain by 
agreeing to give education to the control of 
the body- which Mr. Gladitone proposée to 
establish we would be unfortunate in run­
ning foul of Mr. Gosohen; but I think I can 
assure him that we shall be able to settle 
-this question of education very well among 
ourselves. (Cheers.)

THE “loyal MINORITY,”
We come now to the question of the pro­

tection of the loyal minority. It Is a ques­
tion upon which great attention has been 
bestowed. One would think that Protest­
ant Ireland was going to be handed over to 
the tender mercies of thugs and bandits. 
Major Saunderaon—(Cries of “Hear, hear !” 
and cheere)—I only wish I was as safe in 
the North of Ireland when I go there as 
Major Sanndereon would be in the South. 
(Home Rule cheers. ) What do these gentle­
men mean by protection of the loyal minor­
ity ’ In the first place, I would ask what 
they mean by “loyal minority.” Mr. 
Gosohen dooa not seem to have made np his 
mind even at this late stage of the debate 
What the loyal minority is. When asked he 
said he meant the same loyal minority aa 
the one Mr. Gladstone referred to, but he 
would not commit himself by telling ns what 
significance he attributed to Mr. Gladstone’s 
statement. I have examined Mr. Gladstone’s 
references sines ther, and find that Mr. 
Gladstone referred to the whole province of 
Ulster. He did not select a little bit of the 
province, because the opposition had not dis­
covered the point at the time. Consequently I 
suppose that I may assume that Mr. Gosohen 
also refers to the whole province of Ulster 
when he esks that special protection should 
be given.

following manifesto to the electors of Mid­
lothian in which ho says ; In consequence of 
the defeat of the bill for the better government 
of Ireland, the ministry advised and Her 
Majesty was pleased to sanction the dissolution 
of parliament for the de deion by the nation of 
the gravest, likewise the simplest, issue sub­
mitted to It for half a century. It Is only In 
the sense of the gravity of this issae, which In­
duces me, at a period of life when nature cries 
aloud for repose, to seek, after sitting In thir­
teen parliaments, for a seat In the fourteenth, 
and with this view to solicit tor a fifth time 
the honor of your confidence. At the last elec­
tion I endeavored in my addresses and speeches 
to impress upon you the fact that a great crisis 
had arrived in the affaire of Ireland. Weak aa 
the late government was for ordinary purposes, 
it had a great advantage for dealing 
with that crisis. A comprehensive measure 
proceeding from that government wculd hare 
received a warm and externive support from 
within the liberal petty and would probably 
have cloeed the Irish controversy within the 
present session and have left the parliament of 
1885 free to prosecute, now stagnant, the woik 
of ordinary legislation, with the mu'titude of 
questions. My earnest hope was to support 
the late cabinet in such a course of policy on 
the 26 A of last January. The opposite policy 
of coercion was declared to have been toe 
choice of toe government, the Bail of Carnar­
von alone refusing to share In K The Irish 
question was thus placed in the foreground to 
the exclusion of every other. The hoar, ns all 
felt, was come, the only point remaining to de­
termine was the manner in which it was to be 
dealt with. In my judgment, the proposal of 
coercion was not justified by the facta and was 
doomed to certain and disgraceful failure. 
Some method of the government of Ire­
land other than coercion ought, as I 
thought to be sought for and to be found. I 
therefore viewed with regret the fall of the 
cabinet, and when I was inmmoned by Her 
Majesty to form n new one, I undertook it 
on the basis of an anti-coercion policy, with 
the fullest explanations to those whose 
aid I sought, as my colleagues. When I pro­
posed to grant Ireland a domestic legislature 
to maintain the honor and consolidate the 
unity of the Empire, n government was form­
ed and the work was nt once put la hands. 
You will now understand how and why it is 
that the tfftira of Ireland, and not for the 
first time, have throit aside every other sub­
ject and adjourned our hopes <f a useful and 
progressive legislation. Thus, gentlemen, it Is 
that thle great and simple issue has come upon 
you and demands your decision. Will you 
govern Ireland by coercion or will yon let Ire­
land manage her own affairs. There are two 
clear, positive and intelligible plans, before 
the world, that is the plan of the government 
and there Is the plan of Lord Salisbury. Our 
plan is that Ireland should, under well 
sidered conditions, transact her own affairs. 
His plan is to ask parliament to renew the ré­
pressive laws and enforce them resolutely for 
twenty years, by the end of which time, he 
assures us, Ireland will be fit to accept ару 
government in the way of local governmeur, 
on the repeal of the coercion laws, yon mey 
wish to give her.

Among the benefits I anticipate from у ,ur 
acceptance of cur pi liey are these: The 
solldatlon of a unlied empire and a great ♦ 
dition to its strength; the stoppage of 
constant and demoralizing waste ol 
public treasury; abatement and gradua-' ■ i- 
tinction of ignoble fends in Ini ;
and that the development of the reiou.ct--, 
which experience shows to be the natural c >n- 
seqnence of free and ordeily government ; «hr 
redemption of the honor of Great Britain from 
the stigma fastened upon her almost frem time 
immemorial in respect to Ireland, by the judg­
ment of the whole civilized world, and lastly 
the restoration of the parliament to its dignity 
and effieiency and the regular progress of the 
business of the country.

This proposition called forth considerable de­
bate, In the course of which the subject was 
pretty carefully dlscusred and a subcommit­
tee was appointed to draw up resolutions, etc.

R. Hunt of Summerslde, P. E. L, took n 
very conservative view of the matter, holding 
that in touching Canadian goods the committee 
should be lolly satisfied as to,the financial basis 
os* Which they worked. He, for one, would te 
glad to do all in Me power to work np maritime 
products In England, but be failed to see tbe 
protected practical aide of Mr. Talisman's 
proposition, so far as trade extension wee oon- 
earned. Introducing end popularizing Cana­
dian food articles was one thing; ti aak pro­
ducers to seed over their spedaijprodncti was 
another thing and entailed a grave financial re­
sponsibility. If Mr. Tallerman could effer a 
cash market for goods he should any so at ones.

Mr. Tallerman laid that hie object was to 
pat the consumer and producer face to face, 
without the Intervention of middlemen. He 
hat the necessary acquaintance to do this, aa 
he had been over the field before, and was now 
operating the Colonial market, but be could 
not assume personal financial liability. He wee 
prepared, however, on behalf of trades at bis 
beck to give the fullest guarantee that every 
transaction would be financially carried ont -to 
the letter.

This explanation was farther discussed by 
Mr. Huit, Mr. Payne, C. Starr, of Pert Wll- 
Hams, Kings, Nova Scotia, and some Upper 
Province represent stives and exMbitors, and a 
further conference was resolved on. In the 
meantime the special committew will gather 
all possible Information bearing on 
the question.

Stocks 
are too large for the present limited demand, 
and prospecta so discouraging 
able Imports should be greatly restricted.

New Brunswick and Nova Scotia Spines and 
Fine Deals—Of spruce deals tbe import has 
been 1,507 standards against 670 standards cor­
responding time last year. Tbe demand has 
continued Inactive throughout the month, the 
deliveries compare unfavorably with last year, 
and the ealee, chiefly by auction, have been 
very dull; prices have steadily declined, and 
the stock, although lees than last year, is still 
too heavy. Pine deal* have been seldom 
enquired for, end prices ere unchanged. Birch 
haa been imported more moderately, hot the 
stock ie etill too heavy, and the demand falling 
off; late sale* show a farther de- line in value.

Replying to a proposal to establish a 
central legislature, founded upon county 
boards, I said that I did net think Ireland 
would accept that as a settlement ; that 
the central body ought to be a 
parliament in name and in fact, 
having power to deal with the local 
counties. Earl Carnarvon stated that this was 
his own view, adding greatly to the weight of 
Irbh opinions.

Hie opinions upon this point struck me as being 
the result of much thought and study.

“Good morning !" ,
It was A'ex. Lang who spoke to,THi Son 

repoitsr, and he, with a half dosen assistants, 
was busy in his tigging loft at Lovilt'a slip, cff 
Water street.

Mr. Lang conducted the reporter to his little 
office, and his figure, which is by no means 
childish, blossomed all over with smiles 1 

“Glad to see the cl 1 faces !■*’ said Mr. Lang; 
“glad to walk the old streets ! St. John’s good 
enough for one 1"

Mr. Lang told how he was born in Glasgow; 
went to sea in 1859; settled in Et. John 18 
years age; sailed from here as mate about ten 
years, and had been in business here as a 
rigger eight or nias years. Six years he was 
in business at his present location on Lovltt’s 
slip, cS Water street.

“l always did well here,” said Mr. Lang, 
"and liked the people—the most kindly people 
in the world—but since the days of the forty 
miners, the Paoifio coast had for me strong and 
strange attractions. Yon may not be aware 
of the fact,’ continued Mr. Lang, “but I did 
the iron work on the new railway station, and 
put the machinery into our famous flagship, 
the Lansdowne.”

The reporter grew interested.
“As I told you,” resumed Mr. Lang, “I was 

attracted to the Paoifio coast, and finally I 
closed up a fairly successful business and left 
for San Francisco on the 27th October laet. 

Well?
“I staid In San Francisco five weeks, and 

found no inducement to remain there longer. 
So man can work In San Francisco,” continued 
Mr. Lang, “anless he pays five to seven per 
sent, of his wages to the ‘boss.’ Ship carpen­
ters do well who work two or two and a half 
days s week, at $5, but the majority are un­
employed. Caulkers get $5 a day, but if a 
caolfcer works two days a week he fetli proud. 
Laborers discharging steamers and sailing ships 
earn 33 cents an hour, when they are employ­
ed, bat their employment is extremely uncer­
tain.

“This la in San Francisco," continued Mr, 
Lang; “riggers; get $2 per day while employ­
ed, buta etranger gets no employment; black­
smiths esrn $2 a day, and block makers $1.50 
per day. But board costs $6.50 per week, and 
when me a are employed at 
one day in three or four, t 
promising. Monthly men are employed to 
work about the wharves on steamboats and 
ehipe at a wage of $60. But they are liable to 
be called upon every hour In the twenty-four 
without extra pay, and they are bound to work 
Sundays as well as week days. The average of 
their working hours is perhaps fifteen every day 
in the week. Suppose the laborer is a family 
man, and let us see how he gets on:—We will 
credit him—
