The fire broke out shortly before 11
o’clock this morning in the wholesale
dry goods store of John E. BHurst &
& Hopkins place, in the heart of

West of Liberty
street, on the south side of Baltimors,
the block was doomed and the big-Bal-
timore bargein house also caught.

Down in Hopkins place, where the
conflagration started, Hurst's building
and other wholesale houses on both
sides of the street crumbled and fell.

The blg dry goods houses of Daniel
Miller & Sons, and R. H. Sutton & Co.
were soon aflame, and along German,
east and west, from the Hurst build-
ing, there were a dozen buildings burn-
ing and scores were threatened. The
spectacle of ruin and destruction from
any point in these doomed blocks was
something appalling.

Mass & Kemper’s bill wholesale store
on Baltimore street quickly succumbed
to the flames and the walls fell with
a crash that was heard for squares.
The Hurst building was utterly des-
troyed, not even a wall ten feet high
being left standing, and apparently
centre of the cauldron, from
whence the flames radiated over the
doomed neighborhood.

On: the Vegetation ' of the
Bay of Fundy Marshes,

* v

A Valuable .Contribution to the Plant
History'of the Province qf
New Brunswick.

> >

(By Howard Trueman.)
Some years ago Dr. Ganong outlined

in a short paper given to the public,

his views as to the way the history of
any country should be written. The
plan involved such an amount of labor
and differed so widely from the way
this work had been done in the past
that to many it did not seem possible
that the plan would eveér be carried
out, After formulating his plan, how-
ever, and taken the public into his
confidence, the doctor set to work with
a steady aim and a tireless energy to
carry it out. If he accomplishes as
much in the next ten years as he has
in the last—and there is every reason
to believe that he will—he will place
his native province under an obligation

that his appointment as Dominion ar- |

chivist, as suggested by the Sun,wou_ld
have gone only a short way in dis-
tharging.

This last work makes a book of near-
ly, 300 pages and treats exhaustively
the formation plan life reclamation,
fertility extant and value of the
marshes of/the Bay of Fundy.

The author says: “In the present
paper are contained the results of the
observations I have been able to make
upon these subjects during some eight
weeks of field work in the summers of
1898, 1899 and 1991, together with such
a summary of the origin and develop-
ment of the marshes as seems neces-
sary to an understanding of the sub-
Ject. It is claimed the Bay of Fundy
marshes possess peculiarities that dif-
ferentiate them from the ordinary salt
marshes so common everywhere about
the mouths of tidal rivers in this coun-
try and in Europe, and are of a type
rare if not “unique.”

Speaking of the geological origin
of the marshes, he says: “The cen-
tral fact in their formation is that:
They have been and still are being
built in a subsiding basin out of in-
organic sed mud brought in from the
sea by the rush of the tides whose
hefght is the determining factor in
their height. Practically no part of
their mass has been built from delsetus
brought down by rivers, nor has vege-
tation either morine or land, héelped to
any appreciable extent to build them.

It is thése two facts, their formation

out of a purely inorganic mud brought

in by the sea and the lack of co-oper-

ation of plants.in their building which
salt

differentiate the from the
marshes 80 contiion WMuewhere zabout
the mouths of tidal rivers.

Whence, then, comes this great store
of rich mud'? On this all students
rgree; it is froin the red perma-ear-
boniferous sandstones forming the
*hannels between the marshes and the
Bay of Fundy. These soft rocks are
rapidly eroded by the strong tidal cur-
rents which in their onward rush to
the northeast carry the debris whirl-
ing in suspension to drop as their force
{s checked by their great spread over
the marshes at the highest tides. Thus
the sea bottom supplies the materials,
the rush of the tidal currents the
power to remove carry and lift them,
and the quiet of the waters at the
turn of the tide, the condition allgwing
them to be dropped. In this way the
e®ea is building up the land perhaps on
@ greater scale here than elsewhere @n
the globe.

The quantity of mud needed to form
the marshes has become immensely
great. Not only do they cover many
8équare miles, but borings show that
they can be as deep as 30 feet at least,
end moreover the marsh extends
evarywhere under the.- bogs and shal-
low lakes clear to their utmost bounds.

To supply this quantity the channel to |

the bay (Chignecto channeld must have
been enormously widened and deep-
ened, and hence it must have been very
small when the process began. The
®ea has quarried out the channels and
the marshes use the debris. This pro-
cess has been aided, or more properly
allowed, by the nrecent subsidence of
this region, of which the indisputable
evidence is found in the buried forests
well known to exist at several points
ander the marsh much below tide
level,

Another fact important in this con-
nection is the presence of a bed of peat
twenty feet thick under eighty feet of
marsh mud, as shown by a boring at
Aulac described by Mr. Chalmers.

The subsidence of the land,
the same which has draineqd the lower
valieys of the St. John, St. Croix and
the other rivers of this region, allowed
the tide to creep farther ang farther
up the channel until it reacheq the
lake, above which it converted into a
brackish and later a salt lagoon. At
first the water would not bhe very
muddy nor the tidal fluctuations great
{n the lagoon, but as the land con-
tinued to sink the currents would ba-
come more powerful, erosion more
active and the water so muddy that
marsh formation would begin aroungd
the margin of the basin ang at the
head of tide on rivers. Thug gradual-
ly the conditions of the present day
were brought about. :

There are several interesting pages
on the formation and reclamation of
the marsh. In these pages we learn
that at ordinary tides the rivers do not
overflow their banks nor reach the
dv>r3 at all. But at the spring tides

waters rush more swiftly and gather-
ing up yet more mud from banks and

{bed overflow +the banks, and unless

stopped by the dykes spread abroad
over the marshes. When the water
thus leaves the channels, however, its
speed is at once. checked, and soon it
comes to entire rest, it can no longer
cary its burden of mud and drops most
of it. It is then called spent water,
and the sooner it is turned back
whence it came from the better, as it
is very injurious to vegetation, chiefiy
because of the salt it contains. The
thickness of mud deposited at a single
tide varies from ‘a small fraction of an
inch on the higher planes to several
inches on' the bottoms of lakes which
have been opened by canals to the
tide.

At the head of the tide in the rivers
the incoming salt water meets the out-
going fresh water and drops its sedi-
ment. Thus the rivers are tending al-
ways to dam themselvés up at the
contact of salt and fresh water, ug
they would doubtless do se complete
‘were it not for the scouring out of the
channel by the fresh water when the
tide is out. The heads of the rivers, too,
‘show another important phenomenon,
viz., the level of high tide is higher
there than at their mouths, owidg to
the tendency of tidal rivers to pile up
their waters on account of the inertia
of their ush. g :

On the economics of the marsh Dr.
Ganong says: Whén reclaimed from
the sea they are wonderfully fertile,
and in this respect they are ,unsur-
passed if they are equalled by any land
in eastern Canada. They are nét, how-
ever, equally good’ for all crops, but
are best for grasses and graihs, to
which consequently they are almost
entirely given up. Root crops will
grow upon them, but not to advantage,
They form also extremely rich pastur-
age, and to some extent (less than
formerly) are used for this purpose.
The grasses which grow upon the best
parts are the usual upland English hay
grasses, whnich become very tall, very
dense, and of very superior quality,
i luxuriant but net rank, producing
{easily three tons and upward of the
best hay to the acre. TIn less well
drained places coarser grasses grow,
but these, too, are of good value. No
| attempt is made to take two crops a
| year, though some farmers allow their
cattle to fatten on the rich aftermath.
No fertilizers of any sort are placed
upon the marshes, and the only culti-
vation consists in an occasional plow-
ing, on an average once in ten or fif-
teen years, when a single crop of oats
is sown, after which the land is brought
at once into grass again.

The struggle with the fresh water is
incessant and is the greatest care and
expense of the marsh farmer. Poor
drainage soon leads to the replace-
ment of the valuable English hay by
the less valuable sorts, which in turn
vield two yst coarser kinds, the series
ending jn the appearance of useless
spagnum mosses and bog plants. Abun-
dant and intelligent ditching is the only
remedy. Farmers differ so much, how-
ever, in willingness or ability to face
this problelm, that areas alongside of
| one snother under similar natural eon-
ditions, with but a ditch between, dif-
fer greatly, one bearing ‘the richest
English hay, and the other the coarser
kinds. i

.

The analysis of marsh soil has never
properly explained its fertility, .Om this
| subject Dr. Ganong says théps is a
| popular

pota lime, nitrogen Has misled

those unacquainted with the chemistry
| of soils. 1In fact the richest contain
[fas "a rule less than one per cent of
| those important substances, and quan-
| ti much over one per cent, so far
from making the soil richer, actually
injure it, for the roots of plants are
unable to absorb any but very weak
solutions of mineral substances.

Dr. Ganong accounts for the great
fertility of the marsh in the following
statements :  The mechanical compo-
sition of a soil is important chiefly be-
cause of its relation to the supply and
circulation of air and water through
it. The finer a soil is, other things
being equal, the better it will hold
water in the hydroscopic state, and
hence the better it is for thi constancy
of water supply to the vegetation. But
on the other hand, the finer it is the
less air will it hold and allow to cir-
culate, and air (i. e., the oxygen) ne-
cessary for the respiration of roots, is
well nigh as essential a constituent
of the soil ag water. The soil of the
marshes /being much finer than the
average, i3 better than the average for
holding any delivering water, but is
worse than the average for aeration.
For the latter reason it is adapted only
for vegetation with superficial or ex-
tremely slender roots, and such are
grasses, while thick rooted forirs, like
trees or’ root crops, needing better
aeration, cannet 8Tow, or at least can-
not thrive there. An extremely im-
portant property of soils is their power
of circulating water and mineral mat-
ters. Every particle of moist soil is
surrcunded by its film hydroscopic
(and capillary) water holding mineral
matters in solution and these films are
in continuity. But the relation of
these films to the soil particles and to
one another are such that they are as
it were in state of unstable equili-
brium, so that when water is removed
(if not tco rapidly), it is restored from
neighbering particles, which draw up-
on others more remote and so on un-
til the equilibrium is restored, and
this adjustment is the more perfect
the finer the soil. When thus travel-
ling the water carries its dissolved ma-
terials with it . Moreover, owing to
the operation of the process of diffu-

Here I believe we.find the ex-
planation of the lastind quality of t he
fertility of these marshes when re-
claimed; it is due to their depth in

misunderstanding, ! qubd-

aided by the great water-holding and
transferring power given by their fine-
ness of seil. The abundant water fall-
ing upon them as rain or derjved from
the melting snows in spring, must sat~
urate the s8oil to considerable depths,
if not to the bottom, thus bringing the
water and minerals of upper and lower
levels into continuity. Now there is
no circulating ground water in the
marshes, as the invariable failure of
welis dug upon the marshes show ;
furthermore, they lie below the level
of the fresh water of the sea,and hence
there can be no under-marsh drainage,
no more indeed than the surface drain-
age ailowed by the shallow ditches or
natural runways.

This lack of deep drainage has two
important consequences: first, there is
little or none of that loss of the valu-
able seluble mineral matters such as
is constantly occurring en well drained
upland sods (a fact which along goes
far to explain the lasting fertility), and
seocond, practically the only outlet for
the water of the goil is by evaporation
from its .surfaece or transpiration
through the plants, both of them neces-
sitating an upward movement, which
tends to bring up the minerals from
below. That this effect {s actually
produced by evaporation is shown by
the fact that bald spots even on long
reclaimed, hence long drained marsh,
always show an efflorescence of sait,
and the same is true.of all freshly
evaporated surfaces of marsh mud, no
matter how long this may have been
shut off from the sea. These.facts can
only be explained by supposing that
the salt {8 brought up constantly from
the greater depths. Further, practical-
1y the entire vegetation of the marshes
consists of the grasses which both have
a comparatively low rate of transpert-
ation themselves and also protect the
ground in an wunusual degree from
avaporation. Hence the upward move-
ment is but slow; and when the warm
Summer sun promotes transpiration
from the plants, if the draft made upon
the water of the upper soil is not too
rapid to allow the latter to recoup itself
from the lower layers and that from a
still lower, and so on to a considerable
or evan great depth. This upward
movement brings with it the minerals
which are not only thus being liffed
towards the surface by the ascending
water streams but are constantly dif-
fusing from the lewer richer to the up-
per poorer layers. It can thus come
about that the entire depth of the
marsh soil is valuable to the vegetation
above, and it would be only when the
minerals from-the entire depth are ex-
hausted that the fertility would begin
to fail. A corollary of this would be
that those marshes whose fertility is
most lasting are the deepest, and those
soonest exhausted are the shallowest,
which certainly agrees in general with
the actual facts as observed by those
famillar with- the marshes. AS the
| auestion of the lasting fertility of the
| marsh i{s one of considerable interest

There are places
on the Aulac which are known abso-
lutely not te have been renovated in
any way since 1827, and are believed
not te have been treated in any way
for fifty and perhaps a hundred and
fifty years before that, which are bear-
ing crops today as bountiful as ever.

“But it is a very bad habit,” observ-
ed a less poetical but more scientific
surgeon yesterday. His experience,
gainsd in one of the leading London
ophthalmic hospitals, has taught that
many casas of defective eyesight are
due to reading in bed.

“It is positively injurious — I might
use a stronger term,” he said — ‘‘to
read when in a reclining position. An
unnatural strain is put upon the eyes,

and their delicate muscles are affect-
ed.

The wonder- |
ful piece of anatomy was received at
Cornell some time ago, and has beenﬁ
preserved in a barrel in the cellar of |
the museum, glass jars not being made
large enough to hold it.
Jumbo’s heart is ninety-eight times |
as large as the avara human organ. !
It now weighs thirty-six and a half |
pounds after having soaked s=veral
vedirs in alcohol. A human heart, |
which weighs little more than a pound, |
soaked in alcohel for the same time, |
weighs ten ounces. The human heart |
is less than six inches long. Jumbo‘s‘f
is 28 inches long and 24 inches wide. |
The ordinary heart could be contained
in the main artery of Jumbo’s heart.
The walls of the artery are five-eighths |
of an inch thick, while the walls of |
the ventricle are three inches thick. 5

WAR AT HAND,

The last hope for the preservation
of the peace between Russia and
Japan has been abandoned by both
nations. Negotiations have been
broken off, and each nation has re-
called its minister from the capital of
the other. Any further communica-
tions between the states must now be
conducted through the good offices of
@ third nation.

This means immtediate war. It is
not likely that there will be any de-
claration of a more formal character
before hostilities begin. In faect, it
may well be that some act has already
heen committed that will be construed
by one of the parties as an act of war.
Some four days ago part of the Rus-
sian fleet left Port Arthur. It is
thought that the ships might be bound
for Chemulpo. This is the port of
Korea from which Seoul, the capital
of that kingdom, is most easily reach-
ed. There is a good railway from Che-
mulpo to Seoul and the distance is only
twenty-six miles. When it was expect-
ed that Japan would take the initia-
tive the idea was that her fleet would
occupy this port to cover the landing
of troops for the invasion of Manchu-
ria from Xorea. Milltary students
who have discussed the strategy of the
War assume. that it will at the outset

a naval campaign. The first actions
may be in the neighborhood of Che-
mulpo,

It {8 a part of Russian diplomacy to
make it appear that Japan is the ag-
gressor, and advantage will he taken
of the fact that Japan broke off nego-
tiations, Russia would never have
discontinued the discussion. Delay and
prevarication are her methods. Some
ot tlge Japanesp notes have remained
unanswered si® or eight weeks. -While
Japan waited, and while Russia was
under treaty obligation to retire from
Manchuria, there was a continuous
Drocession of Russian soldiers to Man-
churia, & gradual massing of Russian
forces om the Yalu river, which is the
boundary between Korea and Man-
churia, and a constant procession of
gnulia.n ships toward the sea of Japan.

wssla, with her army three times
that of Japan, has time in her favor.
All she wants is to be let alone until
she dominates Korea as she now con-
trols Manchuria. Her next mouthful
would then be the Japanese kingdom
itself. That would come as a conse-
quence of the occupation by Russia of
the twa 'seas between Japan and
Korea. £

'While the Japanese people have given
many signs of impatience, the govern-
ment has been singularly patient and
moderate. No threats,, no boastings
have been heard in official quarters, but
the general note has been one of self-
reliance and confidence. Whatever may
be the verdict of the nations on the
main question involved in this war, all
countries have admired the caim and
dignified methods of Japanese diplom-~
acy. It is almost a miracle that a na-
tion only one generation removed from
isolation, and from what in the west is
called barbarism, should have carried
through this controversy after a fash-
ion which would have done credit to
the best traditions of western civiliza-
tion.

It remains to be seen how the Jap-
anese and Russians will fight. Great
bravery may be expected of both, The
Russians have always, or nearly al-
ways, been good soldiers. Their offi-
cers are masters of military science.
They have had ample time to prepare
for the campaign. They have a force
on the scene of action variously esti-
mated to be from 200,000 to 500,000 men.

‘Russian credit is not the highest, but
the empire has practically unlimited
resources in men and money, and in
spite of nihilism there are perhaps no
people in Europe so thoroughly devoted
to their country.

-Japan is a small state compared with
Russia.. The kingdom, without For-

mosa, is very little larger than the
British Islands. 1In fact, the British
Islands and the Japanese Islands are
nearly equal both in area and popula-
tion, Japan has today an active army
of 160,000 men, with a reserve of 200,000,
who have served three years with the
colors,. There are besides between
200,000 and 300,000 of Landwehr and
others of the second reserve:

The navy of Japan is believed to be
a little stronger on the whole than that
Russia has now on her coast, but the
two zre so nearly balanced that the re-
sult of the naval war will be g fair
test of the quality of the two peoples
as sea-fighters. Japan has four bat-
tle ships of the British Majestic class,
except that they are a little larger.
There are only three ships in the Brit-
ish navy of equal displacement to the
Shikishama, Ahasi, Hatsuese, and Mi-
kasa. These three, the King Edward,
the Dominion, and the Commonwealth,
are, we believe, not yet in commission.
There are two other battle ships of
British Roygl Sovereign class, Great
things are expected of six cruisers of
nearly 10,000 tons which are looked up-
on as among the most effective ships
of this class afloat. Other ships recent-
ly purchased by Japan, are fresh from
the European shipyards,

It is a ‘great pity that Japan, whose
advancement in the scale of nations has
been so rapid and so creditable, should
not have been able, or if able had not
been willing to avoid this war. While
all who have lived in that country
express great confidence in the power
of the nation to take care cf itself, it
seems inevitable that Japan must suf-
fer more than Russia. A defeat would
leave Russia somewhat weakened and
would for the time check her aggres-
sions in Asia, but Russia would still be
a great empire and her loss would soon
be repaired. Victory would enable Rus-
sia to dictate terms which will only
be moderated by the intervention of
other European powers. On the other
hand victery will cost Japan an enor-
mous sacrifice of blood and treasure.
and the chlef gain would be in prestige,
while a defeat would be a terrible dis-
aster. In any cese there will probably
be fearful loss of life and destruction
of property.

A SUBJECT FOR GEORGE ROBERT-
SON, M. P. P.

George Robertson, M. P. P., assumes
a large measure of indignation against
the press for certain references to Mr.
McKeown. There is nothing at all to
complain of the préss treatment of the
government candidate, who has fared
much better than most politicians do
at the hands of their opponents. Mr.
Robertson himself, who appears as a
public censor of morals has been spar-
ed many reflections to which his own
political record might well expose
him. Since Mr. Robhertson has started
out as a reformer it is a good time to
find out how he reconciles his course
as a member of the legislature with
the laws of his country. Mr. Robert-
son stands before the people as a law
maker. Let us see whether he is
also a law-breaker.

The law of this province and of most
commrunities which have responsible
government, requires that the mem-
bers shall be financially independent
of the control or influence of the pro-
vincial ministry. It is also a feature
of New Brunswick law that the mem-
bers of the house shall not be under
obligation to the federal ministry. The
act says that no member of the legis-
lature shall accept a position of emolu-
ment from the government of the pro-
vince and of the dominion.

Mr. Robertson has, while a member
of the legislature, accepted positions
of emolument from both governments.
At the time of the visit of the Duke
of York he was commissioned by the
local government to attend to the
business part of the reception. This
work occupied most of his time for a
few weeks, and a part of his time for
a month or more. Mr. Robertson was
paid the neat sum of $1,600 for these
services. This was a clear violation of
the spirit of the law and apparently
of the letter also, Mr. Robertson ceased
to be an independent member when he
took this position and this money from
the leader of the government. e
placed himself in the dependent posi-
tion against which the statute was in-
tended to provide.

It is equally a violation of the letter
and spirit of the law for a member of
the house to accept a commission from
the federal government and to draw
pay for services. Yet when the depart-
ment of railways found occasion, to
create a commission of experts to in-
vestigate the working of cattle
guards on railways, Mr. Robert-
son was ready for the appointment.
There were surely plenty of railway
men more competent by training and
experience. They werg not prohibited
by law from accepting public money.
But Mr. Robertson got the job and
the cash, and he did not allow the
spirit or the letter of the statute to
stand in his way. Thus a wholesome
law, intended to preserve the independ-
ence of members of the legislature, has
in the case of Mr. Robertson been
made of no effect.

It will be remembered that in form-
er times Mr. Robertson was a conser-
vative, though he claimed to be rather
independent. When he was first a
candidate for the legislature he pro-
fessed to be more free from party bias
than most politicians. Has any one
seen any sign of political independence
in Mr. Robertson during the last three
years? Is any sign of political inde-
pendence visible in him now? We do
not day how far these commissions
have influenced Mr. Robertson, but it
is certain that however independent
Mr. Robertson may have been before
taking his present attitude and con-
duct must be perfectly satisfactory to
the governments from which the
money came.

Right to Make Treaties Would Surely ,

Sir Charles Tupper Shows Where
Sir Wilfrid Has Failed to
Do His Duty,

LONDON,

Feb. 5.—Sir Charles 'I;_u;.
per, writing

to the Times anent Can-
ada and her liberty to carry on treaty
negotiations, says that since his letter
of Jan. 26, Sir Wilfrid Laurier in his
interview with H. W. Lucy has quali-
fied his position, now insisting only on
the right to arrange preliminaries. Sir
Charles Tupper quotes from a dispatch
of Lord Lansdowne to the British am-
bassador at Washington in 1901 re the
difficulty in amending the Clayton-Bul-
wer treaty in the face of American op-
position to the Alaska settlement, and
Sir Charles adds that Canadians will
not soon forget that Sir Wilfrid Lau-
rier, instead of seizing the golden op-
portunity and requiring the Alaska
boundary to be submitted to a proper-
ly constituted tribunal, unfortunately
declared that Canada had no interest
in the Clayton-Bulwer treaty.

8ir Charles continued : “I unhesitat-
ingly deny that Canada demands
treaty making rights with foreign pow-
ers. If S8ir Wilfrid Laurier’s present
jejune scheme i3 practicable it involves
the most effective means of inducing |
hostile feelings between Canada and"
the crown. Bir Wilfrid Laurier ought |
to know that his plenipotentiaries must |
be appointed by ths King before they
can negotiate, and the power of the
crown once exercised by that act,
neither King, lords, commons nor any
other power can interfere., Neither Hon.
Edward Blake nor anybody else ever
proposed anything so preposterous, and
since 1883, when we obtained the right
to negotiate our commercial treaties,
all discussion in the parliament of
Canada was at an end.

‘“Regarding the Alaska boundary Sir
Wilfrid Laurier violated his pledge to
parliament by agreeing to a commis-
sion of three on each side without the
ratification of the Canadian parlia~
meant, and he became resfonsible for
the result by neglecting the suggestion
that the colonial secretary should ap-
point three representatives equally re-
liable to counter-balance the United
States appointment of three rabld par-
tisans.

“Regarding the loss to Canada of all
access by the Lynn canal and the loss
of Bkagway and Dyea the United
States on that important issue relfed
on admissions made by Hon. Clifford
Sifton and Sir Wilfrid Laurier, Mr.

11, 1898, that
the United States were in undisputed
possession of Skagway and Dyea.”

THE VOICES OF THE DEAD

Will Re-echo Down the Ages
Phonograph.

BERLIN, Feb. 4.—A phonographic
record of Emperor’s Willlam’s voice on
metal matrices will be the first depos-
it made in the phonetic archives that
are to be kept at Harvard university,
and in the congregational library and
the National Museum at Washington.
The emperor, upon the application of
Dr. Edward W. Scripture, the psy-
chologist of Yale university, through
the United States ambassador here
have given two examples of his volce
for permanent preservation. Dr. Scrip-
ture, describing the meaning of his
request, says:

“The phonetic archives are to in-
clude records from such persons as
will presumably have permanent his-
torical interest for America. The im-
portance of the undertaking can be
estimated by considering what would
have been the present value of voice
records of Demosthenes, Shakespeare
or Emperor Willlam the Great. An
advisery committee of eminent Ameri-
cams has prepared a list of ten liv-
ing Americans of the first historical
impertance, whose voices will be pre-
served. I wish to record his majesty’s
voice as the first European record de-
posited in the archives.”

This
policy has been followed for the last
two years, and the association is mak-
ing an impression not to be much
longer ignored. :

The points- the assoclation insists
upon are that revision is necessary in
order that Canada may keep-pace with
the needs of the markets in manufac-
tures; in order that labor may ba pro-
tected; In order that domestic infus-
tries may be built up and the country
developed; and, finally, that the sur-
plus requirements of Canada may be
supplied from British sources,

No protectionist in the United States
can complain 6f the policy advocated
in the u¥ matum of the Canadian as-
sociation. The citizens of every-coun-
try must adopt the best measures they
can devige' if they would prosper in
business, and the home market is the
first one to consider. The success of
the United States under the policy of
protection is the envy and the admira-
tion of her business competitors, and
Canada may be amply justified in fol-
lowing the example of her neighbor.

There i& no need-to argue that close
trade relations with Canade are de-
sirable for the United States. The vast
tide of business flowing between them
now precludes that. But thers is a dis-
position to quarrel with the movement
for reciprocity with Canada on lines of
mutual advantage instead of giving it
asgistance. The excuse for this stand
is generally found in the growth of
trade between Canada and the United
States in spite of preferentials and our
own high rate of customs duties. If
the plans favored by the Canadian as-
sociation are adopted there is likely
to be a more conciliatory disposition,
something alin to the mood and mind
of President McKinley at the time of
his death on the subject of reciprocity.

Ing old house ip a fiat, low-lring tree-
less &istrict will surely go & begging.

A farm nouse i3 so much part and
parcel of a farm that fts separate ae-
quisttion is mot always pessible. But
to begin with, there are farms with
ne great amount of land attached £
them. Few peeple who want a ocoun-
try residenee will shy, fer imsmtance,
at twenty scres. Thy ether day a
farmbouse with this quantity of land
placed m a romaniic, ¥ eutlying part
of Bussex, seold at what wounld locally
be regarded ss quite a famcy price.
The figure was mueh in emeess of the
agrientural value of the preperty, yet
for residentilal purposes it was preba-
bly by no means dear. Wity the 1udi-
cious expenditure of a modssate sum
of money such a place ceutd be ceon-
verted without diffienlty Imto a de-
itghtful rural retreat. But sometimes
there is no need to take more than a
quite nominal. guantity eof lama. There
figured at the Mart this spring a real
fifteenth century Fasex farmhsuse,
which was truthfully deseribed as
“rull of old eosk,” and ef which the
freehold was obtainable with ne more
than an acre and a half of land, or
just enough for tennis ceurts and gar-
dens. If stabling was reguired, a
building close sdjacent wetwld be rent-
ed for a couple of pounds a year. Thus
the place carried with it all the advan-
tages of rustieity, and ene of the
drawbacks of agricultural enterprise,
which is never more expensive thnn
when engaged in by the rRom-expert

Tais Fesex farmhouse rearesented a
type of buillding whieh cemes some-
where near the ideal. Perhaps 1t had
been unusually lueky. A Lendon
architect, who lived in it himsel, took
it in hand im such & way az to pre-
serve all {ts eriginal sétractions. He
did not meddle with the helf-timber
work ef its exterier, and he made the
most of the eak which ran t with-
in. Old oak beamred the ceiling ef 2
spacious dining-room, in whese walls
showed half-timber work, while
acress the tiled floor, one walked to
en open fire plase with dog-stove and
double chimney eorners. Ne sapart-
ment, fittimgly faraished, oeuld wear
a more entrancing leok. The drawing
room, equally large, boasted eceofling
and walls of a simaflar deseription, snd
an oak door of Q(ethis deﬁgﬂ. ifron
studded. Massive ook Dbeafan were
also a feature ef the merning reom
and of some, at least, of the bed-
roems. Withal the plaece begsted ecor-
tain judiciens medern Iimprévements,
oalculated to add materially tfe the
comfort of tke tenant, yet net ef a
charaeter antagsnistic to more or less
mediceval suwrreundingm Farmhouses
of this desaription, and with sueh Itt-
tle responsibility in respeet of broad
acres, are not to be found eveyywhews,
and when they are dimcoversd they
necessarily command geed prices,

It would bs an exaggeratiom to say
that, In the letting of farm heuses for
purely residentixi purposes, landown-
€3 Bave feund em important elfset te
agrieuiturel deprewsion. But the tem-
dency has beem te their disadvantage.

he carried off prizes, medals and scHol-
arships, graduating with high houars

in most of his classes in 1879. Two
years later he took his M, A. degree in
Greek and higher mathematics. It
was about this time, I think, that he
published his first beok, Orion and
Other Poems, after having sumbitted
them for criticism to Longfellow and
also to J. G. Holland, both of whom
expressed high appreciation of his
‘talent and advised him to ceontinue
writing. Not being a Croesus, how-
ever, and having married at the early
age of 20, he kept on teaching for three
years. Then he went to Toronto, whei »
he spent a year with Goldwin Smith on
the staff of The Week. He then ac-
ceptel a professorship 1t Windsor Col-
lege, N. 8. During the eleven years he
remained ther he planned many of the
books ~f prose and poems puktlished
later. In 1895 he left Windser, having
decided finally to adopt literature as a
profession, and is now C. G. D.. Rob-
erts, M, A, F.. R.-8. €.; F. R 8. L.,
poet, prose writer, noveiist, journalist,
translator; historian, besides bsing one
of the very best authorities on C(an-
adian his.ory and literature. His Eng-
lish is always pure and choice and
when in his artistic language he de-
picts places or scenery, he puts pic-
tures before us that charm and fascin-
ate and make us feel that he has won
'from the woods and waves some of the
precious secrets of beautiful mother
‘nature.

The secord brother, Gooderidge, was
destined for the church, a young man
of goodly promise, who died just after
completing his studies at Windsor Col-
lege,

Williarn Carman, named after Bliss
Carman’s fa* er, has won great repu-
tation as poet and journalist. He acted
as war correspondent during the Span-
ish -American war. His and his bro-
ther Theodore’s poems and articles, as
, well as those from the pen of their tal-
ented sister, always find ready accept-
ance and good remuneration from the
publishers of the leading niagazines on
i the continent. These three published a
delightful book of poems called “North-
land Lyrics.” It was dedicated to their
mother, and“had a foreword by C. G.
D. Roberts, and an afterword by Bliss
Carman,

Bliss Carman is somewhat younger
than Roberts and did not launch on his
literary career quite so early in life.
His first poems appeared in the Univer-
sity Monthly, during his college days.
He comes from the same stock as Em-
merson, but has the spirit and blood of
the U. B. Loyalist in his heart and
veins. Like his cousin’s, his course at
the U. N, B. was a notable one and
supplemented by special courses at
Harvard and Edinburgh. He is pro-
nounced by critics the mest original of
Canadian verse writers. His lyrics are

charming, for instance his “April Wea- |

ther,” while his Coronation Ode dis-
plays a sweep and freedom the heroic
setting’ demands. In it the voice of
patriotism and loyalty rings loud and
clear, as in Theodore Roberts’ poem of
Dargai Ridge, in which he tempts us
to believe  he has a drop of the Scot-
tish blood of which so many of us are

of her friends but never published.
She died leaving a young family. One
or two of the sons had literary tastes
and one occasionally meets with fugi-
tive pieces of merit in magazines over
the signature of Barry Straton.

A bill was introduced in the
local legislature in 1883 for the build-
ing of a railroad from Harvey, York
Co., to Fredericton, and thence via
Marysville to Salisbury.  Senator King,
who was then in the Dominion house
of commons, left his dutles at Ottawa
ard went to Fredericton to engimeer
the bill through the legislature. Ser-
ator Ellis and Judge McLeod,who were
at that time the representatives of 8t.
John in the assembly, oppesed the bill
on the ground that it would side-track
St. John. Senator Xing, notwith-
standing, supperted it with all the
forces he could bring to bear, and the
bill went through. But it did net coms
to anything, for the Dominien sen-
ate refused to grant a subsidy. Ac-
cording to the record, Senator King
had not been favorable to St. John,
and .yet he has the coolness to come to
St. John and advise the electors on
railway matters.

With reference to the G. T. P, rail-
way, Senator King had sald that Mr.
1 that a braneh
would be built from Chipman to St.
John. Dr. Stockton said that there
was not a single sentence in the cen-
tract providing for the building of the
G. T. P. railway threugh to St,-John.
And yvet Mr. King said that Mr. Wain-
wright tol@ him that the road would
come to St. John. Who was Mr.
Wainwright ? A former Grand Trunk
official. 'Would it not be well to have a
provision in the contract backing Mr.
‘Wainwright's assertion ?

George Robertson had also said that
the road would come through to St.
John. Who was his authority ? Again
it was Mr. Wainwright. (Laughter.)
Mr. Robertson when asked next year
why the road was not built through to
St. John, would probably =ay it was
true he said it would, but he was mis-
taken. Were the people simpletons
enough to take the promise of Senator
King, George Robertsen and Mr.
Wainwright, who had no re-
sponsibility in the matter at all, as a
guarantee that the road would be built
to St. John ? The truth of the matter
was that the G. T. F. €o. had no in-
tention of building through to this
port. They had spent thousands ot
dollars on facilities at Portland, and
would use them in preference te erect-
Ing new facilities at St. John.

‘When the Grand Trunk Pacific un-
dertook to put up Grand Trunk bomds
as a security, failing to make the de-
posit according to agreement, the con-
tract was at an end, and the cempany
would have to go to parliament for
mnew terms. Let the government tell
the electors what those terms would
be.

Senator King had asked why didn’t
the conservatives bring Mr. Borden
here and let him make a statement on
the Grand Trunk Pacific, insinuating
that as Mr. Borden was a Halifax man
he would not speak favorably to the
port of St. John. Dr. Stockton want-
ed to know where Hon. W. S. Fielding
belonged? The Grand Trunk Pacifle
contract was signed, sealed and de-
livered in the presence of Hon. W. S.
Fielding, and traces of the influence of
the minister of finance, then acting
minister of railways, in favor of Hali-
fax at the expense of St. John, could
be seen in the contract. If anything
could be said about R. L. Borden it
was that he was consistent. (Ap-
plause). Mr. Borden had expounded
the same policy in Nova Scotia, New
Brunswick, Quebec, Ottawa, Manitoba,
British Columbia and the Northwest
Territories. Let the liberals bring Sir
Wilfrid Laurier to St. John. He was
in striking distance, having spoken in
Montreal of late. Let them bring Sir
Wikrid here, and let him tell thts
electorate what the new conditions are
that will be imserted in the contract.
He chaHlenged the Hberals to bring Sir
Wilfrid Laurier to 8t. John and to ex-
plain the proposed conditiens.

Hon. Mr. Blair had said that the
road from Quebec to Moncton would
cost $165,000,000, and Mr. Blair was a
competent judge. Mr. McKeown, who
was net generally known as an au-
thority on finance, had sald that the
whole thing would cost only $13,000,000.
Mr. Blair contended that the govern-
ment, if it wanted to’ spend money in
the maritime provinces, should spend
it in developing the ports. That was
the policy of the liberal conservative
party. Develop the national perts and
bear the expense out ef the publie ex-
chequer. In that way the burden of
taxation on the taxpayers of the city
of St. John would be lightened.

Dr. Stockton then referred to the
action of the board of trade with re-
gard to the G. T. P. railway. Jas. F.
Robertsony a prominent liberal, had
moved a resolution In August last to
the effect that the road be built and
owned by the government. This re-
golution was passed unanimously and
endorsed by the leading liberals and
conservatives of the city. Dr. Stock-
ton considered that the commereial
men of St. John knew about as much
about the needs of St. John as did Mr.
MeKeown and Walter Trueman. He
believed that James F. Robertson, D.
§. McLaughlin and all the other mem-

bers of the board of trade would be
consistent and on election day vete for
Dr. Daniel, whe would suppert their
views in parliament omn the transpeeta-
tion question. (Applause).

'W. 8. Fisher "said that the public

Jbusiness was a matter of vital impert-

ance. There were times when pubiie
business rose even highc than private
business. It seemed to him that we
were now at the parting of the ways.
from what was published in the St.
John Globe that afternoen Mr.
Emmerson had, after feeling thke
pulse in Saint John, hur-
ried to Ottawa, forced the
h- ~d of the government, and the re-
swit was the despatch just published.
If Mr. Emmerson had not been aferaid
that matters would be unfavorable te
the government candidate in thfs cen-
stituency we would not have received
that despatch. Mr. Fisher said that
alone shewed the usefulness of a streng
oppositfen. This constituency could
evidently net do a better thing than te
tlect Dr.Dantel, and thereby strengthen
the hands ef the epposition.

Mr. Pisher said he spoke as a merch-
ant and as a manufacturer. In the
Board of Trade, matters were trans-
aected irrespective of poltics. What-
ever resolutions were pessod there were
passed * without any flavor of peoli-
tics, Just here he wished to say some-
thing abeut the transportatien gques-
tion. @t. John had assisted for a great
many years ithe developmeat of the
west By the construction of railways
and canals, Now it was 8t. John's
turn, Nor 4id he wish to exelude Hal-
ifax. 'There was plenty of room for
both Halifax and St. John. The trade
of Canada was sufficient te keep both
ports busy. But so far neither Hali-
fax nor St. John had developed in pro-
portion to the growth of Canadian
irade. If the eitizens of St. John-elect-
#4 Dr. Daniel their interests would be
well looked after.

Fred M. 8proul said that he was sur-
prised to learn that his friend, Mr.
McKeown had termed all thoss who
could not see eye to eye with himeelf
Quebecers. What he might cali them
temorrow remains te be seen. Perhaps
he wemld be speaking of them in a
Jocular mamner. “Harry” had been on
all sides of politics, but wherever he
was {t was certainty where the leaves
and fishes were being divided.

Mr. Emmerson had spent the greater
part of the time eut of parlifament last
session, when Geo. Fowler was fighting
for the interests of 8t Jehn. &lon.
Mr. Blair was working with all his
pewer in favor of his conatituency,
while Mr. Emmerson was plotting with
Mr, Blair's collesagues te turn him
down. And it was Mr, Blair who gave
Mr. Emmerson all that he ever got in
politios.

It was owing te the fact thmt impert-
ant changes were to be made fn the G.
T. P, contract that it was all of a sud-
den decifed to held another sesston.
Mr. Emmerson had been ssked what
those changes would be, but had net
enlightened the community on that im-
portant matter. It might be true that
he did net know what thess changas
‘were to be. Perhaps his colleagues
"were keeping him in the dark on the
transportation question. They kept
Mr. Blair in the dark and perpetrated
an insult upon him, and the constitu-
ency of 8t, John,'whlch would not be
forgotten by the electers. Mr., Em-
merson had gone back on Mr. Blair
when # was resolved to make the ter-
minus at Menoton, instead of at St.
John,

Mr. McKeown had said that the se-
curity of the old Grand Trunk Pacific
bonds was sufficient. Mr. Sproul ad-
vised the electors to ask Mr. Me-

Keown on nominatien today how much |

the old Grand Trunk Pacific new owed
the dominion government.’ That com-
pany owed the peeple of this eountry
millions of dollars. Would the people
consider the promiwes ef that company
worth very much, when it had refused
te fulfll its past obligations?

Mr. Spreul said that the liberals
came into power on pledging them-
selves to econemy. They raised the
hue and cry that the conservatives
were bleeding the country white, and
that if they (the liberals) ' came into
power, they weuld reduce the expendi-
ture. But instead ef reducing the ex-
penditure thay bad increased it from
about $40,000,080 per yemar to $45,000,000.
It, however, was argued that the
country was developing, thet there
was more money, and that therefore
we sheuld spend more. But i{f thers
was more money, why was 1t that a
substantial increase was made annu-
ally to the public debt?

One of the strongest objections he
had to the llberal perty was the fact
that it had done its best to impress
upon the yeuth of the coumtry that it
was no harm to take momey for votes
The present liberal candidets for 8St.
John had sald at the last local elec-
tion that it was no harm fer a peer
fellow to take five dollars fer his vete.
It was enly through the lavish and
disgraceful expenditure of the people=
menrey fhat that gentleman was re-
turned to the local legislature. "The
speaker alse referred te the fact that
Geo. Robertson had beem breaking the
laws of the coumtry by epenly receiv-
ing money fer public services. Gen-
tlemen, said Mr. Sproul, they canmot
put five-dollar bills in your peckets
and lead you te fhe poll in this elec-
tion.

If the liberal! administratien was
working in the interests of the con-
stituency ef 6t. John, why 'did #¢ have
to use meney? WRy did it find :it ne-
cessary to insult the deetory Mteili-

geuce by offering them money? Mr.
Emmerson would soon be here again,
and the “wad” would undoubtedly ar-
rive at the same time. If it were &
good and substantial goyernment, why
should it have to steop te such base
means? But thenks to the laws ef the
country, they had a secret baliof, and
peed mot be driven to the poll like
dumb driven cattle.

Mr. Sproul advised the e!ectors to go
to the poll en slection day and cast
their ballets in favor of Dr. Daniel,
who bad been a cousistent coneerva-
tive all his Nfe, and whe had, while
In munitipal effice, shewn himeelf a
competeni representative. He assured
them that their imterests were coinci-
dent with the interests ef the conser-
vative party. (Applause.)

Three cheers were heartily given for
the candidate, the King and the speak-
aw.

AT MECHANICS’ HALL, LOWER
COVE.

The liberal conservative meeting in
Mechanics’ Hall, Lower Cove, st
evening was most suocessful. The hall
weas packed fo the doers and even
standing Toem was at a peemium.
The speakers were Dr. Daalel, George
V. Melnerney, Daniel Mullin, Jehn
Kfilen and Themas Kiekham  The
eudience was a representative ene and
frequently cheered the speakers
throughout the eveming. James Lewis
occupied the chatr, and ealled upen Mr.
Mcinerney as the firdt spesaier.

Mr. Mcinerney said that he wished
to take that oppertunity te thank the
elestors of Bydney ward for the mag-
nificent vote they had giwen him whsn
e waes a candidate for eleciien. ¥hers
were, Re sald, many issues between the
Mberal and couservative parties at the
prasent time, but the mowst impeortant
one was protection as sagainst freo
trade. Sir John Macdenald began i
1876 to urge his proetection pellcy, and
it was not long before many indus-
tries sprang up whigh the country did
Bot previously have. FHe weuld like
to ask what the liberal party had done
to aid an industry by any policy which
they had inaugurated. Befdra 189§
they had said that pretection was ap
evil and should be roeted up, but it
was peculiar that they had done nothe
ing of the kimd. (Cheers). He ex-
plained the facts {n regard to the duty
which the liberal gevernment hawe put
en tobaeso, and pointed eut that it did
not foster any industry in Canada.

The Mberal party had grown asham-
ed of the free trade doctrine and they
had a right.te be. Pretection meant
more skilled labor in a eountry, and
Mr. Mclnerney queted figures from a
statement made by John P. Jenes of
Nevads, one of the greatsst protestion-
ists in the United 6States on the In-
creased value of a bar of pig iron when
it was turned by skilled Iaber
inte watch springs. What we
want fa Canada at the present time
‘was higher protectien. It was the doc-
trine of the laboring man, fer why
should they net wish te manufacture
goods at home ? The eiass of people
here were the same as in the United
$tates, and there was no reason why
they could not do the same class of
work., (Cheers.)

Mr. McInerney referred to the Grand
Trunk Pacific scéheme and the offer
whioh had been made in regard to the
dredging in the pert of 8t. John, This
was merely an election dodge, as they
were in the habit of deing that thing
in every lMttle harbor along the coast.
(Applause.) The Grand Trunk Pacific
soheme was a scheme concocted be-
tween Mr. Hays of the Grand Trunk,
Benator George Cox of Toronte and
Sir Wilfrid Laurier, and they did it be-
hind Mr. Blair's back. = He admired
Mr. McKeown for one thing, and that
was because he could stand up and
make the most wonderful statements,
which were not strictly aceording to
bely writ, of any man he ever saw.
(Cheers.) Mr. McInerney discussed the
cost of the proposed railway and the
absurd statements that the liberals
were making in respect to it. He point-
ed out that St. John's share of the
ocost would be $1,200,000, and that there
was not & man who knew anything
about railway eonditions that did not
know that if the railway was bullt, it
‘would be a severe blow to St. Jehn, Mr.
Blair on Menday last, while talking to
e gentleman from the provinces, asked
him how Mr. Emmerson was makins
out with his railway in the provinces,
and when the gentleman replied that
¥mmerson said he was going to build
it, Mr. Blair said: *“Well, I don’t think
he ever will.” (Prolonged applause.)
And, said Mr. McInerney, on the 16th
of this menth, ‘I beliave that you will
say the same.”” (Hear, hear.) The
Canadian Pacific rajlway’'s interests
were the interests of 8t. John, and out-
side of that the Intercolonial’s inter-
ests were theirs. (Fear, hear.)

Mr. McInerney safid that on the 18th
he felt sure that the electors of St.
John would see that Dr, Dani:l was
elected at the head of the poll, (Pro-
longed cheers.)

would be aroused that the government
would be hurled from power.. (Ap-
plause.) He regretted that Mr. Blair
&id pot ymaintain his position, for if
he had he would have been one of the
most popular *men in Canada today.
(Hear, hear.) Mr. Mullin said that he
had heard a liberal say, during the
day, that they weuld have ae difficulty
buying the election from Dr. Dantel
on the 16th, but this he did not be-
lieve, for on this important question
he did net think the peeple, especially
the laberers of $t.

T. P. scheme would
bave on the labering class. He thought
it was time the laboring man sheuld
show that he had a mind eof his ewn,
and not sccept any bribes. If they
must take five dellars for their vote,
take ft, but vote wight, and vete for

words meant vete fer Dr, Daniel.

Thomes Kickkam urged the working
people te do sl thet they could 'to
¢lect Dr. Daniel. Ha hoped they would
have henor enough to refuse .to -sell
their votes. (Cheers). Mr. MeXeown
was not going to do 28 he liked this
time, and ke hoped the electors of
Sydney ward uld give it te him in
the neck. (Prelonged chers).

Pr. Danlel was cheered again and
again as he arrived and came forward
to speak. He said that he bad received
unstinted assurance that he wis geing
40 be elected en the 16th. The reason
why was perhaps not sé mueh on ac-
eourit of himself, but becausé the peo-
ple of Bt. Jehn were opposed to the
g;and Trunk Pacific scheme. (Cheers).

e only way to show their dissatisfac-
tion of the action of the government
was to elect the opposition candidate.
