Morris party to prevent him speaking,
and announced his intemtion of land-
ing and making an address.

The crowd made a rush for the land-
ing place and in the confusion, Sir
Robert wgg pushed overboard. He was
not injured and succeeded in climbing
into a row boat. He rejoined the
steamer and made no further attempt
to land.

The incident is attributed to the
intense political feeling which prevails
throughout the colony. Polling will
be held one week from tomorrow. The
Bondites and Morrisites have nominat-
ed straight tickets in every district.

HUNDREDS OF DEAD AND MANGLED BODIES
LIE IN WAKE OF CYCLONES AND TORNADOES
WHICH DESTROYED PROPERTY WORTH MILLIONS

Atlanta, Ga., April 30—An epidemic
of cyclones and tornadoes the like of
which have not been known for years,
swept through the south last night
and today, leaving in their wakes
hundreds of dead and mangled bodies
and the dismantled wrecks of .prop-
erty worth many millions.

An exact list of the dead and an
accurate estimate of the monetary loss
may not be compiled for days but
from all along the path of the storm
come tales of fearful loss of life and
descriptions of whole towns and vil-
lages completely wiped out.

A Town Destroyed

Chicago, Ill., April 30—At Golden,
Mo., the business part of the town
was destroyed and many homes
wrecked. Five lost their lives.

At Summerville, Mo., two persons
were killed and many injured.

The storm was furious in southern
Illinois and at Texas City four were
killed and many seriously wounded.
The town was wrecked.

Great damage to property and crops
was caused in Michigan on the east
shore of Lake Michigan, Benton Har-
bor and South Haven being in the
path of the storm.

Fifteen Killed

Huntsville, Ala,, April 30—Fifteen
are dead, several score injured and
250 houses are demolished as a result
of a storm which struck Fayettesville
last night.

Immense dam-
age was done in Madison county by
hail and lightning.

Hundreds Homeless.

Chicago, I1l,, April 30.—Belated re-
ports show that the death and de-
struction caused by the terrific storm
that swept over the middle west last
night were more extensive than at
first indifated. Three men were kill-
ed in Chicago by the collapse of a fac-
tory. Hundreds of men, women and

children ) spent today in strange

At least 116 persons were killed.

Death List Heavy.

At 10 o'clock tonight careful es-
timates indicate that at ledst fifty
people were killed in Tennessee, while
the loss will not fall short of a mil-

The latter town is
destréyed.

At Charleston the storm destroyed
much property. At Fayetteville three
perished.

At Hornlake, Miss.half a dozen lives
were lost.

The tornado swept over into Arkan-
sas . and killed eight persons near
Mammoth Springs besides wrecking a
score of buildings.

Late today a severe wind
storm, accompanied by fierce lightning
broke over Monroe and pne of the
bolts struck the residence of M. B.

Assuming that the roll-
ing stock is included in the nine and
a halt millions, the only money in-
vested by the Grand Trunk in the
road bed must be $1,323,000. Taking
that from the seven millions which is
owing to the Grand Trunk, it would
appear that about six millions are
going to pay for rolling stock.

The delicate nature of the responsi-
bility which the on of the love
letters of Thomas Carlyle and Jane
Welsh thrust on Mr. Alexander Car-
lyle was, indeed, an unenviable one.
In the face of the judgments by one
of the few people outside Carlyle’s own
family circle that they were “too sa-
cred for publication,” is required cour-
age and conviction to print them. Since
this has been done, we need not con-
cern ourselves here with the propriety
of their advent. The letters tell the
‘“old, old story” “as it has never been
told before; they prove that there was
in the hearts of the writers a deep and
abiding love for each other; that there
was in the heart of the writer a
deep and abiding love for each other;
that each was in @ sense the comple-
ment of theé other and an indispensa-
bility.”

Carlyle’s first letter to Miss Welsh,
written from Edinburgh in June, 1821,
breathes a warmth of friendship signi-
ficant of coming events. After some
criticisms of books, he asks her to
say whether she has “ever deigned to
cast one glance of recollection on
those few Elysian hours we spent to-
gether lately? Certainly this seems
a very simple matter in itself; and,
taking into view the satisfaction it will
confer on a fellow-creature, I do mnot
see how you can spend a half-hour
better than in performing it. No doubt
you may refuse me; you may even for-
bid me to repeat such questions. But
it will be very cruel if you do; and
even then there will be one inalien-
able comfort left me—the comfort that
no man, woman, or child can hinder
me to cherish ‘within the secret cell
of the heagt,’ as long and as tenderly
as I please, those sentiments of deep
and affectionate interest which I have
thought meet to conceive towards
you.”

Such was the opening shot of a cam-
paign of love, to be pursued, with its
partial successes and defeats, to ul-
timate victory. From the great num-
ber of long letters, it is impossible to
do more than give brief extracts. But
those which follow reveal the dawn
and rise of a great and powerful love
between two exceptional human be-
ings:

“Miss Welsh to T. Carlyle, Edinburgh.

“Haddington, January, 1822.

“.. .. ..Now, Sir, once for all, I
beg of, you to understand that I dis-
like as much as my mother disap-
proves your somewhat too ardent ex-
pressions of friendship towards me;
and that if you cannot write to me as
to a man who feels a deep interest in
your welfare, who admires your tal-
ents, respects your virtues, and for
the sake of these has often—perhaps
too often, overlooked your faults;—if
you cannot write to me as if—as if you
were married, you need never waste
ink or paper on me more ,. .. ..
will be to you a true, a constant, and
devoted friend—but not a mistress; a
sister but not a wife. Falling in love
and marrying like other misses, is
quite out of the question. I have too
little romance in my disposition ever
to be in love with you or any other
man; and too much ever to marry
without love.”

“Kinnair House, 4th July, 1823.

“My dear Jane.—.. .. ..Let me see
or not see you, your orders shall be
executed; the only decision that I to-
tally and with all my soul protest
against is one which nothing but a
wicked demon could inspire you with,
the decision that we are to part! To
this I will never consent. Never! You
may do what you please to make me;
may force me to hold my peace about
it, but not to acquiesce in it; I will say
that it was a wrong decision with my
dying breath... .. .. =

UP FOR TRIAL;
- C.P.R.CASE OUT

The case in which Daniel W. Pitts,
of the Carleton House, West End, was
charged with keeping liquor for sale,
‘'did not come up in the Police Court
yesterday afternoon as was expected
owing to the fact that out of five wit-
nesses summoned onl{ one agpeared,
and the magistrate thought him not
fit to be sworn. The case will come up
again next Monday afternoon, when
all the witnesses will be on hand.
Sent Up For Trial
Yesterday morning, Charles H. Kerr
manager of the Ouimetoscopic Com-
pany at the Bijou Theatre was sent
up for trial at the next sitting of the
County Court, which will open on the
fourth Tuesday of May. The charge
against him is that of defrauding the
St. John Railway Co., of the value of
electric power, diverted from the
main wire, entering the theatre, in
such a manner that the current was
used before it could be passed through
the meter and be registered.
The defendant was admitted to bail
on his own behalf to the extent of
$1,500 and three other sureties of $500
each.
The case for the prosecution was
closed yesterday morning with the
examination of three witnesses by F.
R. Taylor. The first witness called,
George Stanton, an employe of the
theatre, until two weeks ago, stated
that he had done geéneral work around
the theatre, but knew nothing of any
change in the electric wiring. He
was aware, however, that Chapin had
purchased a ticket for Boston and had
left the city on Monday evening. The
next witness, Mr. Edward Auger, man-
ager of the Kinetograph Co., who has
an office in the same building, stated
that he thought the electricity bills
were paid by the Ouimetoscope com-
pany. Checks came from Montreal, but
he did not know whether Mr. Kerr
pald electricity bills or not. Walter
Lefremiere, singer at the Bijou, was
next sworn, but did not appear to
know anything of the wiring or of
Chapin leaving town.
Mr. B. L. Gerow, for the defendant,
asked for the dismissal of the case,
but Judge Ritchie in summning up
the evidence, decided that the evid-
ence was ufficient to commit Kerr for
trial.

A Case Dismissed

Judge Ritchie dismissed the case
against the C. P. R. brought by the
department of justice for the importa-
tion to Canada of the insane Finn,
Matti Tantarri, but did not award
the defendant costs, at . yesterday's
session.

The question arose as to whether
or not, according to statutory defini-
tion of admission to Canada, the man
had actually landed in Canada, but
the judge decided that there was no
doubt on this point and the man ac-
tually landed. The man had been ex-
amined by the doctor on board the
ship, and by the board of health phy-
sician at Liverpool, but did not appear
to have shown indication of epilepsy,
and on these grounds the judge decid-
ed that a case had not been made out
against the railway.

The Hague, April 30.—Wilhelmina,
Queen of the Netherlands, gave birth
to a daughter this morning. The
condition of Her Majesty is most
satisfactory, the infant Princess is
doing well, and Holland is celebrat-

ing the happy event from one end
of the country to the other with ex-
pressions of joy and gratification such
as seldom before have been witness-

ed on the part of this placid people.

The political significance of the oc-
currence lies in the fact that there
is now an heir to the throne of the
Netherlands, a circumstance that
very greatly enhances the chances of
the country for continued independ-
ence.

The Queen was married to Prince
Henry of Mecklenburg-Schwerin on
February 7, 1901. On two previous
occasions the hopes of the people for
an heir to the throne have been dis-
appointed, a fact that makes the re.
joicing of to-day all the more heart-
felt,

The accouchment occurred at 7
o'clock. Owing to the early hour,
the contemplated salute was not fir-
ed, and the first persons outside the
royal palace to hear the news were
a party of workmen passing the resi-
dence of the Queen on their way to
work. The men at first refused to
believe it, but they were soon con-
vinced and the cheers they raised
were the signal for the general re-
joicings. Flags and bunting that had
been held in readiness were unfurl-
ed and the city quickly took on holi-
day attire.

Prince Henry Iimmediately tele-
graphed his mother, advising her of
the happy event and adding that the
condition of the Queen was most sat-

SUFFRAGE AND SENSITIVENESS,

Neither the official reports of the speeches on the
franchise bill, nor any newspaper account of the pro-
ceedings, indicates that discourtesy was shown to the
claimants or to womankind. The bill was rejected or
hoisted by a vote of two to one, but it was done with
great civility, in fact, with almost superfluous compli-
ments. It does not strike this journal that the argu-
ments against the bill were sound, but certainly they
were made with courtesy and consideration.

Yet it seems that there is some charge of disrespect,
and it is suggested that there were jokes and a certain
want of seriousness. This inay be so. There are people
who are not given to taking any matter seriously. Some
will remember the Arctic enthusiast, who wearied an ac-
quaintance with his theories until the other turned away
with a remark which may be paraphrased *“confound
he North Pole!” The offended geographer told his
rouble to Sydney Smith who said by way of consolation:
“Never mind him. Why, I have known that man to speak
disrespectfully of the Equator!”

But if our ladies are taking serious offence at a few
jokes such as some legislators make at the expense of
most causes, they will give great support to the argu-
ment that they had better keep out of politics. If there
{s a natural disqualification for the duties of citizenship,
it is an undue personal sensitiveness, We have the
authority of George Eliot that * a difference of taste in
jokes is a great strain on the affections. But the strain
does not prevent men voting together and one may
hope that those women who desire the rights of citizen-
ship will not make too much of it.  The opponents of women
suffrage take the position that citizenship involves a
certain wide comradeship which delicate women would
find. repulsive. It does not appear to some of us that
the association involved in the choice of legislators is
such as even delicate ladies need avold, any more than
they need avold the hospital, or a hockey match, or a
Sunday School picnic, or an auction of furniture. But
it delicacy becomes fastidiousness and exireme sensitive-
ness, then the arguments of the majority at Fredericton
have greater weight and influence.

The
public accounts committee made some discoveries. The
Royal Commission reported on the Central Railway. The
Provincial Secretary gave the result of his own investiga-
tions into the accounts. Before the House had been long
sitting it was the former ministers who were on the de-
fensive.

Incidentally the Pugsley party organized an attack
on Mr. Hazen’s friends in the St. John city council, and
especially on one particular alderman. The Minister of
Public Works did not think it too small a job for him to
personally induce a candidate to oppose him. A Gov-
ernment employe was sent down from Ottawa to organ-
ize the anti-Hazen and Pro-Pugsley ticket. That scheme
failed also.

Everything has failed. The Hazen Government is
stronger than ever. The Opposition is weaker than ever.

4 CHILDREN
ARE BURNED
T0 DEATH

Sydney, N.S., April 30.—A disas
trous fire occurred this morning at
Glace Bay, when four young child-
ren of Stephen McAskill were burnt
to death. An alarm was given by the
night watchman in Dominion No. 3
colliery, who noticed the flames is-
suing from the roof of the building.
The family was in bed at the time,
The oldest boy, aged thirteen, who
slept with his brothers and sisters on
the second floor, the father and the
mother sleeping down stairs, threw
the youngest child out of the win-
dow, and became badly burned in
an effort to force his fifteen year old
sister through the casement.

POISONED AT
PLASTER ROCK

Fredericton, N. B, April 30.— 1909.
As the result of sad news conveyed
in a telephone message from Plaster
Rock last night, the wife and family
of Mr. Samuel Gorman, at St. Mary’s,
are to-day prostrated with grief, The
message was to the effect that Mr.
Gorman, who for some time has been
employed with Donald Fraser & Sons
at their mill at Plaster Rock. had
been taken suddenly ill after dinner
yesterday and had died within a few
minutes.

HON. CHARLES
E. OAK TALKS
ON FORESTRY

Fredericton, N. B., April 30.— 1909.

At the University or New Bruns-
wick last evening the Forestry Ciub
met in the Engineering Building, Prof.
Miller, Dean of the School of Fores-
try. presiding. Others present were
Drs. Cox, Bailey and Jones, Hon. Chas.
E. Oak, of Bangor, Me., and Mr_ Shaw
of New York. Drs. Jones, Bailey and
Cox and Hon. Mr. Oak were elected
honorary members of the club. Hon
Mr. Oak addressed the gathering on
Practical Forestry as Applied to
Spruce, and at the conclusion of his
address adjournment was made to
Washington’s Cafe, where a banquet
was served, and toasts to the King,
Canada, the United States, U. N. B,
the Engineering Department, the
Forestry Department, and last but not
least, the Ladies, were proposed and
responded to in neat and appropri-
ate speeches,
Hon. Chas, E. Oak, In his address,
defined some of the conceptions of
forestry and dealt with the European
methods of sylva-culture, which, how-
ever, could not be so well applied to
American spruce forests. It was the
business of the foresters here to ori-
ginate methods of their own, rather
than copy the German or other foreign
methods. He showed that from a
practical standpoint it was impossible
to apply many of the methods that
were used in Germany. He then took
up a discussion of the forest fire prob-
lem, and emphasized the importance
of the completé investigation and
study of the effects of fire. In addi
tion to the direct loss, he said. there
was a potential loss in the destruc-
tion of the baby growth of timber, and
the damage done to the soil itself by
the fires. which affected the produc-
ing power of the soil in that it set
back its ability of production at
least one hundred years. He also re-
ferred to the effects of fires upon the
flow of streams, and the climate, The
speaker then went into a discussion
for the benefit of the students of the
particularly- practical side of the ques-
tion, giving them many valuable sug-
gestions, and concluded with the offer
to take students of the Forestry De-
partment into the woods with the
Miramichi Lumber Co. for the months
of December, January and February,
with board and wages, in order that
they 'might become all the better ac-
quainted with their work at close
quarters. He Impressed upon them
that the business was mot all sun-
shine, and said that if any of them
were approaching the career of for-
estry with the opinion that it was all
ease and pleasure they had better call
a halt and consider.
At the conclusion of Hon. Mr, Oak’s
address short addresses were deliv-
ered by Drs. Bailey, Cox and Jones,
Philadelphia, April 30.—Wm.
