OBITUARY.

Rev. Calvin Goodspeed.

The Baptist deénomination as a
whole sustained a severe loss on Sat-
vrday in the death of Rev. Calvin
Goodspeed, D. D, at Paradise, Nova
Scotia. Dr. Goodspeed, who was born
on the Nashwaak, New Brunswick,
in 1848, was considered one of the
most scholarly men of his time. A
profound thinker, he reached his con-
clusions by the exercise of keen logic.
He had few if any equals in moral
philosophy and had no sympathy what-
ever with the views of the so-called
new theology, proving himself a stur-
dy champion of the orthodox In re-
ligion. He was graduated from U. N.
B. in 1866 and was ordained to the
ministry at Andover in 1868. He held
pastorates at Woodstock, Ont., and
in the First Church, Yarmouth, N. S,
from 1882-85. He was predecessor
of the late Rev. Dr. McCully Black,
as editor of The Messenger and Vis-
itor in St. John from 1885 to 1890,
and resided in Carleton. Besides the
U. N. B, Dr. Goodspeed had studied
at the Baptist Seminary, Fredericton,

the Regents’ Park College, London,
the Newton Theological Institute,
Newton, Mass. He also took a post-

graduate course in Leipsic, Germany
from 1880 to 1881. He held the chair
of systematic theology in McMaster
University, Toronto, for fourteen
years and subsequently the same chair
in Baylor University, Waco, Texas.
He retired from active work two years
ago and since then had been living at
his summer home in Paradise, Nova
Scotia. He had been ill for about a
week., with heart trouble and his
death was not unexpected. He is sus-
vived by his wife, Dr, Goodspeed dur-
ing his busy life had found time to
prepare many writings for the press.
These were all couched in the clear,
concise style of which he was so cap-
able. Among his books, perhaps:the
most noteworthy are a volume on
“The Messiah's Second Advent,” in
which he upheld the post-millenial
view.

'A' Unique Corset Cover

WO fine lawn or linen handker-
T chiefs are required for a dalnty

and unique: corset cover that the
purticular girl will find pleasure in
making for herself.

They must be chosen to match, with &
narrow hemstitched border and, if pos-
gible, lines of fine lace inset all around.
Handkerchiefs with embroldered cor-
ners or with a dainty design of fine
embroidery inside the hem are quite
as nice for this work, and have the ad-
vantage of wearing'longer than those
with lace inset.

Fold the handkerchiefs over cross-
wise and pin firmly; then cut through
the fold, which will give you four tri-
angular pleces of material. These four
corner pleces are then sewed by hand
with the gver-and-over stitch to inch=
wide embroidered Insertion or beading
#0 that they will fit together, forming &
point up both in front and back and
points down under the arms.

A semicircular plece s cut out of the
wnderarm pleces to form the armhole,
@nd these are joined at the top with
strips of embroldered beading that is
whipped on all around the armbole, and
@lso continued around the top of the
garment. On the outer edge of this
a narrow lace edging s sewed, whip-
ped on with very fine stitches. The
bottomn of the garment is finislied with
& two-inch-wide beading, through which
ribbon {s run, as it is through the bead-
i1ig on the other parts of the garmens.

‘When gewing the beading between the
Nemstitched edges of the handker-
chiefs, do not cut’it off at the raw edge,
but turn it over neatly, and continue
with the same strip for the joining of
the next section of handkerchief.

To make a chemise it will be neces-
sary to add only a nainsook skirt to the
t0p already made. One and a half
yards of nainsook will be required; but
this 1s wider than is necessary, so
gtom each length you cut a five-inch

pelp. Sew the two widths up as you
would for & plain petticoat, and join it
to the corset cover by gathering the
top and whipping it to the wide bead-
ing.

Either finish the skirt with a three-
fnch hem or add a three-inch ruffie to
it and edge the ruffle with narrow lace '
matching that used on the corset cover.

This same pattern may be adopted for
@n empire evening petticoat and be the
correct thing to wear under a lingerie
gown made with a high walst, The
skirt 1s cut longer on this, however, and
should be finished with a deeper flounce,
the length depending on the size of the
wearer, The flounce at the bottem of
the skirt may be put on with wide
beading at its head, and through this
¢ibbon 18 run and tied with & full bow
on the side. Thisiis an extra expense,
but it adds much tp the attractiveness

BEEMS to be the custom for the
ITLVOI"!I. woman to have her Dbed
covered with a plain white mar-
pellles or “honeycomb™ bédspread, and
1 will venture to say that in only one
out of every hundred homes You will
find this general rule departed from.

There appears to be ne explanation for
this fact, excepting that it 14 the cus-
tom; but why adhere to & “eustom™ that
is in no way artistic when it is quite a
simple matter to make your own bed-
ppreads that will 8o & long way toward
improving the appearance of the room?

Of course yqu have seen the lovely
epreads of net and lacé and fine ma-
terials in the shops, and you bave in
all probability sighed, when you nave

* induired the price, tp think that for your
lUmited, purse such things were Lnpos-
sible. 'This, of course, is because you
have never taken thé trouble to examine
them closely, or have never realized that
you could make ex@eedingly good-look-
ing spreads with the ald of the proper
materials and needle And turead.

A very inexpensive ipread s of white
organdie; not the fine quality, but that
which comes fof makingiinside curtalns
for the window, and is trimmed with
bands of flowered drgandie showing &
running design of pink roses.

One width of the white organdie is in
the center and a half width is joined
to each side of it by a strip of the
flowered material, the work being done
on a sewing machine, using a small
stitch and white cotton.

Each side and one «nd have a four-
teen-inch flounce berdered with a strip
of the flowered organdie stitched on
at the top of a two-inch hem and joimed

to the main body of the spread by a..
narrow beading of imitation torchon lace.. .

The flounce Is slit up at the two cor-
ners of the spread and finished with a
neat hem, so that when placed on a
brass bed it will hang evenly all around.
The end going under the bolster is fin-
ished with a two-inch hem.

The bolster cover matches the spread,
having a band of flowered organdie
stitched its length in the center and
forming a ruffle on each end

Unbleached sheeting muslin is the foun-
dation of a most attractive spread. This
1s made with one piece fitling the top
of the bed and & rather scant flounce
on three sides.

Yellow popples cut from cpeionne are
appliqued on the edge of the flounce and
at each corner of the malin portion of
the spread, while in the center is &
circle of poppies radiating by thelr sgtems

from the exact center, where a fulle
blown blossom rests.

This sounds Mke a great deal of work,
but it was not, for the flowers were
stamped on the cretonne in border form,
so that all that was necessary when
appligueing them to the flounce was to
cut out the top of the border and stitch
around the edge of the cut flowers on
the machine; and the flowers were ap-
plied to the center and corners in the
same way—basted first, then stitched on
the machine.

The flounce was joined to the spread
with a double row of stitohing.

The bolster cover showed the border
design stitched on it with the flowers
standing upward.
