Washington, July 8—Sir Cecil 
Spring-Rice, the British Ambassador, 
formally applied to the State Depart­
ment today for a definition of the Am­
erican government’s view as to wheth­
er English patriotic societies pr other 
unofficial agencies violate neutrality 
laws In sending subjects of Great 
Britain from the United States to vol­
unteer in the British army.

Conferences between the Depart­
ments of State and Justice will be 
held before an answer Is given to this 
question, from which a serious diplo­
matic controversy may develop. The 

American' practise of returning volunteers to 
England has prevailed since the be­
ginning of the European war, and it 
is said that the British government 
is prepared to register an emphatic 
protest if the United States takes the 
position that It is Illegal. The return 
of indictments at San Francisco 
against five persons charged with en­
listing recruits for the British army 
is understood to have precipitated 
the Ambassadors action.

According to the British contention 
it Is unjustly discriminatory to inter­
fere with the transportation of volun- 
teeers, who are not actually enlisted 
on American soil, when no objection 
has been made to ‘ notifications by 
Consuls to reservists of other com» 
tries In the United States. In this 
connection emphasis Is laid upon the 
fact that Great Britain has no reser­
vists, In the same sense as Germany, 
France, Italy and other continental 
powers.

Officials of the Department of Jus­
tice explained today that they have 
had no understanding with tho State 
Department in regard to recruiting.

They pointed out, however, that the 
Criminal Code plainly prohibte the en­
listment of "any person" In the United 
States to fight against the people of a 
friendly nation. The efforts of the 
Department, It was declared, have not 
In any Instance been directed against

volunteers returning to their own 
country to fight, but against organized 
efforts to Induce such return.

A lull in the neutrality campaign 
of the Department of Justice is ex­
pected to follow today’s developments 
—the return of indictments in San 
Francisco in connection with enlist­
ments for the British army and the 
delivering of supplies to German war­
ships, and the indictments in Chicago 
against the Montenegrin officials.

The Sacramento Case.
Although little information concern­

ing the San Francisco arrests had 
reached Washington tonight, it was 
said that the case of the men accused 
of supplying the German ships is one 
of the most interesting that has been 
developed by government agents in 
many months. The indictments were 
asked because of alleged violation of 
the neutrality laws by the steamship 
Sacramento, formerly of the Hambuçg- 
Amertcan Line. Late last fall the Sac­
ramento cleared from San Francisco 
for Valparaiso pud, according to the 
department’s evidence, while at sea 
turned over most of her cargo of sup­
plies to the German squadron of war­
ships which subsequently was destroy­
ed off the Falkland Islands by a Bri­
tish fleet.

Reports to Washington say that 
when the Sacramento sailed from San 
Francisco she had aboard as a "stowa­
way" an officer of the German navy 
or naval reserve, and that when she 
had steamed a few miles outside the 
Golden Gate this man appeared an 
deck, virtually took charge of the 
vessel and through the wireless aboard 
got Into communication with the Ger­
man fleet Upon arriving at Valpa­
raiso the Sacramento laid up for the 
war.

Mme. Jane Catulle Mendes Writes for N.Y. Herald 
Her Impressions of a Trip to “the Martyred 

Basilica” at Rheims

“We arrived there. Tombstones over 
turned, statues decapitated, wreaths 
scattered about. Even the dead them­
selves had not been spared their peace. 
And upon one of the largest tombs a 
great figure of Christ thrown to earth, 
the arms of pardon still extended wide.

"The lower part of the statue was 
broken into splinters, reduced to 
hundred pieces, as if the agonies of 
the cross and the lance had not been 
sufficient.

"Leaving the cemetery I bought an 
armful of flowers from an itinerant 
flower seller, not knowing yet just 
what I should do with them. On leav­
ing tl.e little girl I asked her:

“ 'What would give you most pleas­
ure in the future, my dear?'

“And she answered, leaning close to 
me, almost in a whisper, as if she 
feared to be overheard by those who 
had done her injury

Mme. Jane Castulle Mendes, of Paris 
who is treasurer here for the Vestiare 
des Blesses, a society organized to 
take care of the French wounded, has 
written for the New York Herald an 
interesting description of the ruined 
Cathedral of Rheims and its surround­
ings. Mme. Mendes is one of the few 
women who have been allowed by the 
French government to go to the war 
area. She went in her official capacity 
with a commission investigating the 
condition of the wounded soldiers of 
the republic.

"It was the end of April,” writes 
Mme. Mendes, “when we approached 
Rheims automobiling. The weather 
was fine. TJje hill bore their fruit 
trees in blossom, white and perfumed. 
The swallows flew twittering through 
the air. But I was insensible to na­
ture's renaissance; I was watching 
for the cathedral.

"All at once I saw It, like a martyr 
dead on his feet. The tears came to 
my eyes, for we had hoped so much 
that it might be spared.

“In Paris while the German army 
was approaching Rheims all sorts of 
rumors floated about. Some said : 
‘Precautions have been taken. No ef­
ficacious bombardment of the edifice 
can be made.' Others : The Germans 
will not dare to touch it. They will 
be afraid of arousing the wrath of the 
world.' Finally the rumor ran about 
that there was nothing more to fear. 
The United States had taken the ca­
thedral under its protection and the 
American flag was hoisted upon its 
towers. No one stopped to reflect that 
this was impossible. We grasped 
every straw of hope.

The Martyred Basilica

“But now the basilica is before us— 
a skelton, dead. We stand before it, 
hardly daring to advance lest we step 
upon sacred cinders. Finally we en­
ter, wandering through the ruins. Ev­
erything is topsy-turvy. Statues, 
broken angels, clock towers, gargoyles, 
colonnades, everything is pell mell— 
smashed, melted, burned. One does 
not know' where to put one’s feet for 
fear of committing sacrilege. Sud­
denly I utter a cry. One more step 
and I would have stepped upon the 
face of Christ. I become faint and 
they have to hold me up.

"I was asked If I wished to view the 
ruins from above, to see the decapitat­
ed angels, the twisted Iron of the roof, 
all the agonizing details of destruction 
but I did not want to see it. 
fered enough and I wandered out of 
the martyred basilica.

"Outside, In the midst of the sacred 
ruins, a xyoman was kneeling, clad in 
mourning, praying. And I remember­
ed the words of Rodin:—‘The cathe*5 
dral brings to mind the figure of a 
woman praying.’ No, the soul of the 
cathedral has not been destroyed by 
the effacement of its beauties. Through 
the ages to come it will be remember­
ed as a woman praying In the ashes, 
in her eyes the immortal flame of the 
soul of France.

"Waiting out there I called to mind 
the words of the German professor 
Jean Joseph Goer res, published In the 
Thelnlsche Merkur In 1814:—'Let us 
reduce to ashes this basilica of Rheims 
where Klodovlg was crowned, where 
the empire of the Franks was founded. 
Burn this cathedral.'

"One hundred years later, Septem­
ber 5, 1914, while the German horde 
was near Rheims, the Berliner Blatt

The Martin of Paris Is publishing a 

series of articles by M. Jean Cruppi, 
member of the French Parliament, 
and former Minister of Foreign Af­
fairs, who has been gathering In Eng­
land impressions of what is thought 
and desired there of British projects 
and British hopes.

Spealking of the organization of thé 
British Army, he says:

“History will tell what strength of 
mind the Asquiths and the Kitcheners 
have shown when at certain times 
they have nobly forgotten the defence 
of their island and emptied England 
of her last forces, for Kitchener before 
organizing the millions of soldiers 
whom he has at his disposal today, 
had to obtain them of their own free 
will. The ‘Victor of Khartum’ has 
constituted himself the first of the 
•recruiting sergeants' in the United 
Kingdom, a sergeant who writes to the 
people, describes to them the country's 
peril, and endeavors to persuade them 
by figures and pictures.

"Lloyd George is the living expresr 
sion of this work, which is the continu­
ation and development of the efforts 
already accomplished. I was in Eng­
land when on June 3 the Minister of 
Munitions delivered to the workers 
of Manchester his magnificent ‘call 
to the workshop.’ And so a formidable 
army is to be added to the force al­
ready gathered at the front."

In conclusion, M. Cruppi says
“All the persons I have seen showed 

me the complete unity which prevails 
in the desire to reduce Germany. 
Whigs or Tories, Scots or Irishman, 
desire only that from the bloodshed 
among our sons the union of France 
and Great Britain will arise, tightened 
and strengthened by the common trial. 
In France these things are known, but 
It is good that they should be recited 
by a witness who has been able, as 
they say In England, to ‘realize’ them, 
and support his impressions by the 
facts which I will give. Before leaving 
London I had the great honor of be­
ing received by the King. Never have 
the irresistible forces of the United 
Kingdom appeared to me more ener­
getic, more Imposing. These forces 
are in full activity and moving to­
wards the desired end.”

Steps were taken as soon as pos­
sible to prevent, these daring Germans 
fooling us again like this.

Present day historians have made 

many prophecies concerning the effect 
of the war In Europe on civilization 
Ponderous documents have been writ­
ten foretelling the number of years it 
will take to rebuild the cities destroy­
ed, to restore the peaceful commerce 
of ante-bellum days and to pay off 
the monstrous debt incurred by the 
belligerents. The loss of life has been 
appalling and many attempts have 
been made to explain what this means 
to the future of the nations at war.

One phase of this grim, desperate 
struggle that has escaped notice in 
the more momentous questions of the 
day is the effect the European war 
will have on athletics and sport in the 
various countries engaged in mortal 
conflict. The 1916 Olympics were sche­
duled for Berlin, but It is doubtful 
whether there will be any for many 
years to come, and it is likely that in­
ternational tournaments of every kind 
will be called off until the places in 
the ranks of noted athletes killed or 
incapacitated in the war can be filled 
by others.

It will take at leas' a decade to train 
men for competition in field events, 
and perhaps never will there be the 
array of first class athletes in the 
European countries in our lifetime 
that there were prior to the declara­
tion of war. No branch of athletic en­
deavor has escaped losing one or more 
men prominent in his particular sport. 
German, French, English, Scotch, Irish 
and Austrian sportsmen have been lost 
in the service of their countries. As 
the war continues more names will he 
added to the Its", and not only will 
the countries the men are fighting for 
lose gallant soldiers but the whole

son of Oxford, who competed in the 
Olympics in Stockholm ; Kenneth Pow- IP 
ell, champion high hurdler, with a 
record of 15 2-5 seconds, and James 
Duffy, the Canadian distance runner, 
winner of the Yonkers marathon and 
Boston Athletic Association marathon, 
aro a few lost to England.

in a recent bout with Jack Clune, who 
last year toured the United States. 
Smith's offenses were more inexcu­
sable than Audi's, for his fouling of 
Darcy is said to have been very evi­
dent to the spectators.

He 
could not well overlook the second in­
fraction. Smith’s share of the purse, 
amounting to about $2,500, was with­
held and will be turned into a fund 
being raised for wounded Australian 
soldiers.

Farmers, market gardners and oth­
ers who cultivate the soil will be pleas­
ed to know that the Entomological 
branch of the Dominion Department of 
Agriculture has issued a 31 paged bul­
letin (No. 10) on "Cutworms and their 
Control," prepared by -Mr. Arthur Gib­
son, chief assistant entomollglst. In 
the introduction it is stated that cut­
worms as a class rank^in importance 
with such well known pests as the 
San Jose Scale, the Codling Moth, and 
the Hessian fly, all of which are among 
our most destructive insect enemies. 
There are certainly few insects which, 
year after year, inflict such widespread 
damage as the various caterpillars 
known commonly as cutworms. The 
annual loss occasioned by these in­
sects in Canada amounts to hundreds 
of thousands of dollars. In the bulle­
tin the methods of controlling cut­
worms are discussed fully. Under 
"Preventive Measures" the value of 
clean cultivation Is referred to as well 
as the placing of bands of tin or paper 
around plants which are set out. "Re­
medial Measures" include descriptions 
of various poisoned baits to destroy 
the cutworms, directions for the mak­
ing of proper furrows or ditches to 
prevent the advance of armies of cut 
worms, etc. Fifteen common kinds of 
cutworms are described In popular de­
tail and much information given on the 
habits and life-history of the various 
species.

The bulletin is fully lH'is'rated, the 
figures being clear and well chosen. Al­
together there are 20 Illustrations of 
cutworms, cutworm moths, injury to

MACAULAY BROS. & CO.Sergeant H, H. Patchell of This City Tells of Work of 
Our Men in England—Learning the Game of Wat- 
Down to the Smallest Detail.Rural Science Schools.

The rural science schools at Sussex 
end Woodstock will open on July 14, 
beginning at nine o’clock in the morn­
ing. It Is expected that the schools 
will be well attended.

Sergeant Major Holly H. Patchell In 
a letter to his brother, Louis L. Pat­
chell, gives an intimate description of 
the work being done by the Canadian 
artillery In England. His letter In 
part 1b as follows:

"As you know 1 am sergeant major 
on the 2nd battery Canadian reserve 
brigade C. F. A. This brigade consists 
of three batteries, each acting as a 
reserve for a brigade of the C. F. A. 
at the front. We train the men here 
and send them in drafts to the C. F. 
A. in France. Already more than 650 
men have passed through the 2nd bat­
tery. Each battery has forty horses 
and two guns and is really a school of 
artillery and as the men become effic­
ient they are drafted as needed to fill 
casualties at the front.

“A reserve battery consists of three 
officers, eight non-commissioned offi­
cers and fifteen men. Sometimes we 
have 335 men In the battery, at pres­
ent there are 154. I am chief instruc­
tor of the 2nd battery.

"Nearly all the men of the old 
23rd are now In France. Major Mc­
Kay went over lm command of a draft 
a few weeks ago but has returned 
again. Many of the senior officers are 
sent over for instructional purposes.

"Shorncliffe Is one of the healthiest 
camps In England. Our men have 
been particularly free from all sick­
ness. We have excellent hospital ser­
vice, in fact far better than I ever

dreamed of. I shall now give you an 
idea of what a day’s work consists of 
here: Reveille sounds at 5.30 a.m.; 
stables at 6.45; breakfast at 7.00; O. 
C.’s parade at 8.45; battery gun drill 
from 9 to 12 (that is hook horses In 
gun and wagon, drivers mount on hor­
ses, we go away off in country, take 
up covered position®, come into ac­
tion, lay telephones, in fact do all the 
work necessary as though on active 
service). Stables at 12.30; gunnery 
instruction from 2 to 4 p.m.; stables 
at 6.00; tea at 5.80; tattoo at 9.30; 
lights out at 9.45.

‘‘The government allow's us so much 
meat, bacon, bread, vegetables, cheese 
tea, jam, salt, pepper, beans and but­
ter for every man. Them there is an 
allowance of eleven cents per day per 
mam and this is used to purchase 
whatever the man desires. Green vege­
tables are available, also eggs,, milk, 
coffee and other things.

"Another good move which has been 
introduced is that every officer ana 
mam has to take a course in musketry 
at Hythe. It Is a real course, too. All 
live ammunition with disappearing 
targets and rapid fire work which Is 
real and you have to hit the target, 
too.
