New York, Nov. 25—The first extended 

eferenoe in any publication to the New

That an anti-Semitic agitation may be 

precipitated is not at all impossible, and 
that it may extend throughout the na­
tion would not be so strange. For in­
stance, as an evidence of the out-reaching 
interest, may be quoted the following edi­
torial from a leading Chicago newspaper, 
published yesterday.

It is headed Christmas Without Christ:
“Assuredly no more remarkable step 

ever taken by public officials in a Chris­
tian country than the action of the New 
York school board in barring the name of 
Christ from all textbooks and from the 
hymns to l>e sung at the coming Christ­
mas celebrations. In fact, there will be 
no spirit of Christmas in the New York 
sqboolf this year.
“Anti-Sectarianism Goqe Mad.”

“Anti-sectarianism has gone mad. At 
the request of a number among the 750,- 
000 Jews in New York, a fourth perhaps 
of the city’s population, the beautiful 
spirit of the Christmas time is crushed, 
and only the tinseled mockery of the 
Christmas tree and the fabled Santa Claus 
are spared to dazzle the little ones of the 
kindergarten. Better would it have been 
to forbid all mention of the Christmas 
season than to destroy the spirit and per­
mit the craving for gifts to survive.

“To all men in this country, native born 
t and aliens, religious liberty is guaranteed 
> by that same constitution which insures 

civic freedom. Without religious

/

us our
liberty we soon would cease to be a free 
people. But Christianity and Christ are 

legacy from 1900 years of struggle. 
They are ours by heredity and may no 
more be excised from our schools, our 
literature, our life than the brain may be 
cut from the living.

“For centuries the Jews were a race 
apart from all other peoples till they 
found in this country a land which offered 
them a haven and gave them opportunity 
to become one with all other Americans. 
As a people they have remained heroically 
loyal to the faith of their ancestors, and 
çreat has been the price they have paid 

r that loyalty. Anti-Semitism has 
urged them over Europe till the pity- 

4 Christians united with their own peo- 
e in America to succor them from the 

brutality of a Czar. But anti-Semitism 
cannot be kept out of this country if the 
Jews seek to keep Christ out of the 
schools at the Christmas time. America 
is, after all, a Christian country, the vast 
majority of its people accept Christ, 
though they ask no man to do likewise 
unless he wills. It seems impossible that 
the more enlightened among the Jewish 
people can approve of the appeal of their 
fellows in New York city.”
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Anti-Semitic Peeling Grows
This is a temperately expressed view 

from outside New York. If it spreads in 
the land, the Hebrew leaders in the met> 
ropolis may feel that they have made a 
îieastroufi mistake. The situation here in 
New York is peculiar. A big percentage 
of the great population is Jewish, and 
while no Jew is numbered among the tre­
mendously powerful of the very rich, yet 
the Jews have acquired an unquestioned 

The reasons forcommercial supremacy, 
this are manifold, but one outstanding 
evidence is that they control the big 
marts of trade, and through them to a 
great extent, the newspapers, which pro­
fess to reflect or mould, as the case may 
be, public opinion. No New York news­
paper could do business at a profit without 
Jewish advertising, for the simple reason 
that only one of the big advertising de-

Pastors Score School

One Declares an Injunction 
' Will Be Sought — Another

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ALIENIST TESTIFIES 
THAT MRS, BRADLEY 

WAS INSANE
One Expert on the Stand All Day 

Answering a 13,000 Words Hypo­
thetical Question.

Washington, D. C., Nov. 25—That Mrs. 
Annie M. Bradley waa insane at the time 
she shot Former Senator Arthur Brown, 
of Utah, in this city, on December 8, is 
the opinion of Dr. W. M. Barton, of the 
-medical department of Georgetown Un>- 
vensity, and a specialist in nervous dis­
eases, expressed at the trial of Mrs. Brad­
ley today. Dr. Barton’s testimony fol­
lowed the reading to him of a hypothetical 
question, 13,000 words long, covering the 
history of Mrs. Bradley’s relations with 
Brown from the day she met him to the 
day of the tragedy.

In explaining why he looked upon her 
as an abnormal woman, he said she was 
interested in things that do not usually 
attract women and instanced that she was 
secretary of a political club as an evidence 
of her abnormality.

Dr. Barton was on the stand practically 
the entire day and was subjected to a se­
vere- cross-examination by the district-at­
torney, aided by the government’s insanity 
experts, Dr. Smith, Ely Jeliffe, of New 
York and Dr. Edward S. Brush, of Bal­
timore. Dr. Barton proved a good wit­
ness for the defense. His testimony,show­
ing his conclusions as to Mrs. Bradley’s 
mental state, was unshaken.

The defendant came into court today 
looking pale and haggardly anticipating 
that, after all, the question of her sanity 
or insanity at the time of the commission 
of the act, was the paramount issue in 
the case. While, at times, she exhibited 
the keenest interest in all that was said, 
she seemed generally to be in a condition 
of dejection. As has been the case thus 
far in the trial, she displayed much emo­
tion upon hearing references to the love 
which existed between her and Brown as 
made known through their letters. While 
she shed no tears today, she frequently 
bowed her head and closed her eyes for 
long periods, being apparently oblivious to 
all that was going on around>3w. When 
the session for the day was over, her face 
had a distinct expression of sadness.

Dr. Britton D. Evans, medical. director 
of the New Jersey State Hospital*for the 
Insane, will go on the stand tomorrow 
and later Dr. Charles D. Hill, of Balti­
more, medical officer of Mount Retreat 
and St. Joseph’s Sanitarium of that city. 
They will both testify for the defense.

For the prosecution, Dr. Smith Ely 
Jeliffe, of New York and Dr. Edward S. 
Brush, of Baltimore, will testify. Dr. 
Evafls and Dr. Jeliffe were both witnesses 
for the defense in the Thaw case, but they 
are on opposite sides of the Bradley case.

NOVA SCOTIA APPEALS 
BEFORE SUPREME COURT

(Special to The Telegraph..)
Ottawa, Nov. 25—In the Supreme Court 

today the arguments in the case of Rown- 
tree vs the Sydney Land and Loan Com­
pany were concluded and judgment was 
reserved.

The next case argued was the Sydney 
and Glace Bay Railway Company vs. Lott. 
The action was brought by the respondent 
to recover damages for injury to his child, 
who was not quite two years old, through 
negligence in the operation of the com­
pany’s tramway. The child was crossing 
the street, after coming out of her father’s 
.house and had reached the first rail when 
she was struck by the car. The motorman 
swore that she turned around and faced 
the house when he sounded the gong and 
thinking she was not going to cross he 
sent the car ahead.

The trial judge held that under the 
evidence the motorman had not been 
proved to have been negligent and dis­
missed the action. The full court reversed 
the decision and held the company liable 
for damages caused to the child, but re­
fused the damages claimed by the plaintiff 
personally for expenses necessarily incur­
red in consequence of the accident.

Smallpox Epidemic at Gooderloh.
Goderich, Ont., Nov. 25—(Special)— 

There are between forty and fifty cases 
of smallpox in this town. The schools are 
closed, only one church was open yester­
day and the citizens are rushing to be 
vaccinated. The council has passed a bye­
law requiring citizens to be vaccinated 
within seven days. The people here don’t 
want the story sent abroad. Several cases 
are reported from outside.

G. T. Station Wrecked by Ex­
plosion.

St. Catharines, Ont., Nov. 25—(Special) 
—The baggage room of the G. T. R. sta­
tion was wrecked by an explosion this 
morning. The boiler used for heating the 
building blew up, the top tank used for 
holding the hot water striking the high 
ceiling and badly wrecking the roof.

Halifax, N. S., Nov. 25—The Chinese 
question was given an airing in the Su­
preme Court this morning and if the 
grounds taken by the Chinaman’s counsel 
are held good by the court it would seem 
as though an invasion of Chinamen with­
out pecuniary compensation to the domin­
ion, is possible. The case is Rex vs. Sam 
Chok. Sam is one of the eighteen China­
men, who it was alleged came from New­
foundland on a schooner and landed at 
Gabarus without paying head tax. They 
were arrested and held at Sydney and the 
Supreme Court otdered their discharge on 
technical grounds. But they were re-ar­
rested and convicted by a magistrate, who, 
at the request of counsel for the defence, 
reserved a case for thé1 opinion of the Su­
preme Court. W. F. O’Connor,J. J. Power, 
K. C., and Finlay McDonald appeared,for 
the defendants, and C. B. Smith, contra. 
O’Connor’s main contention was that it is 
no offence for a Chinaman to enter Can­
ada without a head tax, though a civil 
action can be brought for, the recovery of 
the tax. Judgment was reserved.

Following the usual proedure, when! 
the report was laid before the magistrate, 
a date of hearing was set for the case and 
Policeman McNamee,on duty in the lower 
section of the city, was ordered to notify, 
the lad to be in the police court at 10* 
o’clock this morning.

Live gathering. One of the tirsi acts of 
the alliance was the passing of a resolu­
tion declaring the Scott Act the best tem­
perance legislation ii^ existence and pledg­
ing themselves to do their best to have it 
sustained at the polls, maintained and en­
forced.

The alliance decided to unite with the 
new Brunswick Temperance Federation. 
Considerable discussion took place in re­
ference to the probable success of the 
petitioners to bring on an election and 
the enforcement of the act in Moncton 
and the county. It was stated that the 
county had been oanvassed by the circu­
lation of a repeal petition, but the neces­
sary number of names could not be 
secured. It was considered, however, that 
the petition would ultimately succeed and 
an election take place.

During the discussion Judge Emmereon 
stated the Moncton police magistrate, by 
his imprisonment sentence, had done more 
for the Scott Act than any ten men in 
the province. Reference was made by the 
speakers to the rigid enforcement of the 
act now being made in Moncton and con­
fidence was expressed that the law would 
be sustained when the election was 
brought on.

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Cincinnati, Nov. 25—One person was 
killed, two persons were seriously hurt 
and five slightly, and heavy property 
loss was caused by a fire today in the six 
story brick block at Twelfth and Main 
streets, occupied by the Wm. Windhorst 
Company, retail drygoods. Occuring in a 
crowded retail section, the fire caused 
much excitement. Many employes and 
customers were in the building at the 
time.

The flames are believed to have start­
ed from crossed wires. Shooting up the 
inner walls, the fire burst out furiously 
on the third floor and in half an hour the 
entire building was a blaze.

Fifteen clerks, are usually on the third 
floor and several of these leaped from the 
windows. One saleswoman was so badly 
injured that she died in a short time 
and others on the floor suffered injuries. 
The dead woman was Alberto Dueffler, 
aged 24.

In the panicky crowd it was almost im­
possible to find out who had escaped and 
reports of many dead were soon current, 
but it is believed no bodies are in the 
ruins.

The property loss is estimated at any­
where from $100,000 to $250,000. At 2 
o’clock the fire was under control.

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TORONTO OFFERED
CHEAP POWER PLANT

VESSEL AND SEVENTY- 
FIVE MEN MISSING

Toronto, Nov. 25—L. G. Reid, chief en­

gineer of the Colonial Engineering Com­
pany of Montreal, this afternoon made a 
proposition to the city council to estab­
lish a gas plant to generate power for the 
city. He guaranteed to establish a 20,000 
horse power plant, with poles and con­
duits for $2,875,000 and to deliver power 
for about one-third of what it can be sold 
by the Hydro-Electric Power Commission. 
Arc lights, under his plan, would cost $56 
each yearly.

He may not live up 
to our expectations in this regard, but 
there is some pressure on him to do so. 
He must at least defend his appointments 
as in the public interest, and so must 
think of this phase of the question when 
selecting his office-holders. But a par- 
tizan committee^ named by a party execu­
tive, will not be brought to book in this 
regard. It may be asked why it gave an 
office to a man of doubtful party fidelity. 
It may have to defend itself because it 
passed over a party ‘stalwart’ who had 
done great service in the elections. But 
it will practically never be, bothered by 
people who want to know why it did not 
name an eminent citizen with excellent 
qualifications but little interest in the 
party squabble. To surrender patronage 
to a party committee is to plead guilty 
in an intention to commit all the worst 
crimes we associate with the ‘patronage 
evil.’ ” ,

He examined kindergartens,and 
classes in manual training, nature study, 
and domestic science in the United States 
and England, that their beet methods 
might be adapted to Canada. He was con­
vinced that Canadian elementary schools 
were too bookish that theÿ did not ap­
peal, ae they should, to the skill of hand 
and eye which fully call out intelligence, 
and prepare for the home, the farm, the 
workshop, the mill, where most girls and 
boys as they grow up must do their work. 
With Dr. Robertson as planner and coun­
sellor, Sir William Macdonald founded, 
throughout Canada manual training cen­
tres at 21 places, attended by 7,000 chil­
dren, and costing $3,600 a month for teach­
ers’ salaries during three years. At the 
end of that term the local authorities 
were free to continue the schools if 
they pleased. In every province mataual 
training has been continued and with con­
stantly widening" popularity. In Nova 
Scotia, for instance, more than twenty 
school centres of the Macdonald type have 
arisen, built and conducted with local 
funds. Ontario had at first Macdonald 
schools in three cities; now, counting theil 
progeny, she has forty manual training 
centres. What more can apostle desire 
than to gather disciples in such tell­
ing fashion?"

An account of the “school gardens’’ fol­
lows, with this illuminative proof of theil 
effect upon general intelligence:

“In 1906 in Carleton county from schools 
without gardens 49 per cent of the candi­
dates were successful ; from five Macdon­
ald schools, where all candidates had been 
school gardeners for three consecutive 
years, 71 per cent were admitted, mostly 
with high standing.

Sussex, Nov. 24.—(Special)—Judge J. 

M. McIntyre, after hearing the evidence 
of witnesses delivered judgment on Satur­
day in favor of the will of Fred W. Stock- 
ton, of Sussex, who died last May. A 
caveat against proving the will had been 
presented by Mrs. Harrison, of Sussex, 
sister of the deceased, on the ground that 
it was insufficiently executed. The will 
was made in favor of the testator’s wife 
Mrs. Harriet Stockton,who was sole legatee 
and executrix, the heirs being the testa­
tors’ children. A large number of 
counsel were engaged in the case. Hon. 
A. S. White appeared for Mr. and Mrs. 
Harrison and George W. Fowler, M. P., 
for William Lynch, a son-in-law, in op­
position to the will. Hon. H. A. Mc­
Keown appeared for the children ; J. J. 
Porter, of St. John, for Mrs. Stockton, 
and Ora P. King, M. P. P., for certain 
creditors of the estate, in support of the 
will.

Some months ago it was proposed to 
prove the will in common form, but a 
caveat was entered and the citation war 
returnable yesterday before Judge Mc­
Intyre.

The objections to the will were on the 
ground of insufficient execution and that 
much of the property devised had been 
previously trusteed to Mr. and Mrs. Har­
rison. *

On the case being taken up his honor 
overruled the preliminary objections to the 
petition. George H. White and James 
Chestnut, of Sussex, the witnesses to the 
will, were examined and cross-examined at 
length and Mrs. Stockton was also exam­
ined in support of the will.

On conclusion of the • examination his 
honor delivered judgment upholding the 
will. The value of the estate is in the vi­
cinity of $15,000.

As a result of their investigations, it was 
declared yesterday, they found that the 
six large platform scales on the company’s 
dock had been so adjusted that an em­
ploye of the refinery could, under the eyes 
of the cusftoms officials, cause them to 
register considerably less than the actual 
weight of sugar placed on them at any 
time. This was done, it is asserted, by 
means of a mechanical device attached to 
a concealed-wire within easy reach of the 
foot of the employe operating it.

At the court house this morning under the 
Speedy Trials Act in the criminal side of 
the county court of Kings county, Judge 
Wedderbum heard the case of the King 
on the complaint of Emma G. Bonnell of 
Westfield against Frederick W. Bonnell, 
her husband, charged with wilfully refus­
ing to support Dorothy M. Bonnell, his 
three-year-old daughter.

The evidence of Mrs. Bonnell who was 
married to the accused thirteen years ago 
at Greenwich by the Rev. John M. Shaw 
and who has borne him six children all 
living, brought out such a. strong case of 
desertion, neglect, abuse, and cruelty on 
the part of the accused and such unblush­
ing effrontery in asking her to 
condone his offences, while prac­
tically admitting the truth of all 
that was proved against him, as to war­
rant the judge in declining to hear fur­
ther testimony of other crown witnesses*

In the most scathing language his hon­
or brought home to the accused his of­
fences, which included the dragging of his 
wife from her bed, and turning her out Of 
doors on a bitterly cold night last fall 
when the ground was frozen, repudiation 
of her and her children, refusal to work 
for them, or provide them with the neces­
sities of life, refusal to sign a deed of sep­
aration, and an attèmpt to secure posses­
sion of their little property, and entirely 
cut off his wife from any benefit therein.

BREAD RECIPES
Whole Wheat Bread.—Take two cup­

fuls of scalded milk, two tablespoonfuls of 
shortening, one-fourth of a cup of sugar, 
yeast, half a cupful of lukewarm water, 
two cupfuls of white flour and four cupfuls 
of entire wheat flour. Proceed as for or­
dinary white bread, 
kneading quite as long, 
of sugar may be used for sweetening.

Five-hour Bread.—This receipt requires 
one pint of scalded milk, twq^ tablespoon­
fuls of butter, the same of sugar, one 
tablespoonful of salt, one cake of com­
pressed yeast, half a cupful of lukewarm 
liquid, flour to knead (about six or eight 
cups). Add the shortening, sugar and 
salt to the hot milk. When lukewarm 
add the yeast, soften in the half-cup of 
liquid, and flour to kneed. The dough 
will be light in about three hours, then 
shape into loaves. They will become light 
in about one hour; bake at the fifth hour.

The discovery that water has been run­
ning to waste from a six inch main in 
Hilyard street to the extent of about 1,000,- 
000 gallons a day has just been made by 
H. G. Hunter, engineer in charge of the 
distribution system.

When in the North End on Friday last 
investigating complaints that pipes were 
choked with sawdust, Mr. Hunter had his 
attention called to a lot off Hilyard street 
half way between Murray and Harrison 
streets in which water was bubbling up 
through the ground and running to a 
sewer at the foot of Simonds street.

Prompt measures to stop the leak were 
taken by operating the cut t)ffs in Har­
rison and Simonds streets and men were 
put to work on Saturday to locate the 
break. Up to a late hour last evening 
when the men were still working the 
break had not been discovered. Residents 
in Hilyard and Murray streets have been 
put to some inconvenience in consequence, 
as their supply of water is cut off until 
repairs can be made.

The extent of this leak, which is re­
ported by residents in the neighborhood' 
to have been going on for a long time, 
has been guaged by the readings at the 
Venturi metres. Since the section where 
the leak occurs was cut out on Friday 
the daily flow recorded has been reducea 
by about 1,000,000 gallons or about one- 
seventh of the total flow of water from 
Loch Lomond every twenty-four hours.

The trouble in the North End from saw­
dust in the pipes has been remedied tp 
a great extent and only one complaint was 
received on Saturday. Mr. Hunter, in 
speaking of the matter yesterday, said that 
while there was no doubt some sawdust 
used in the last test had come through, 
yet most of the trouble in his opinion had 
resulted from the old sawdust which 
lodged in the pipes in June. He thought 
that the recent change to the Little River 
supply and the general disturbance of the 
system had much to do with it.
