We
call this a very good showing for a small
flock—$96 for eggs, $32 fox chickens sold,
$25 for pullets kept, $10 for what we used
on our table. We have learned by actual
experience that it paid to raise our chicks
the old-fashioned way. We bought the
best incubator, the best oil and everything
recommended; we tried it for three years,
and we never had as many, nor nearly as
good chicks, as with the hens. In order
tor hens to do well, let them lay in the
barn, where they like. Fix good nests in
the sheds and outbuildings. We plan to
set two hens the same day, and when they
hatch one hen takes all of the chickens.

GROWING TOMATOES

For an early supply of tomatoes, the
seed should be sown in March, in the hot-
bed or cold frame. In about a month from
planting the seedlings should be trans-
planted to about two inches apart. In
about another month they should be trans-
planted again, either to four inch flower
pots or into soiled berry baskets. As soon
s it is warm enough they may be easily
traneplanted from these to the field with-
out checking the plants.

The tomato prefers a sandy or gravelly
loam. Earliness of the fruit is hastened by
training tp one stem and tying to stakes.
The plants may be set closer together
when this is done, but for the main crop
it will be best to set the plants on ridges
made by plowing two furrows together.
The green tomatoes which fail to ripen
may be used for pickling. or those st
advanced may be ripened by placifig them

Essentials in Its Proper Care and
Handling.

The essential réquirements for the pro-
duction of sanitary milk may be summed
up in the two words," cleanliness and
cold. This means nothing more than that
the milk shall be Xkept .clean and cald
from the time it is taken from the cow
until 1t is consumed.

Dirt” in milk ‘means trouble and - ex-

keeps longer and in better condition, even
if dirty, than milk goeled to a higher tem-
perature. Milk in ‘small quantities cools
more quickly than milk in large quantities,
and in a thin vessel more quickly than in
a thick one./ Milk: passed over a cool sur-
face in a thin stream cools more quickly
than in any other way, as by this method
milk can be cooled from 90 degress to 43
degrees F. in thirty seconds. Any other
method requires from one to twelve hours
for the same resulﬁ;

One solution
has been 'a tunnel connecting the Island
with the mainland, but the estimated cost
of such a gigantic undertaking has deter-
red any serious attempt to construct it.

‘During the summer a steamer has been
running between Point du Chene and Sum-
merside but only one trip is made a day
and this is not at all times satisfactory.

) REVISE CALENDAR

Bill Before Commons te Cut Out New Year's Day So That
a Given Pate Shall Fall on Same Day Each Year—Would
Make Christmas Day Always on Mendays and Eastcr

London, Mar. 31—The British goverm-
ment 18 taking immediate. steps to. ascer-
tain the views of the commercial -commu-

nity of the kingdom on the:guestion of re-|

vising the calendar so ‘that a given dabe
shall always fall on the same day of the
week, Inquiries will be set afoot by the
board of trade, which is supported in the
matter by the foreign office and the home
office.

The action is taken in consequence of an
invitation frem the Swiss government to
take part in an international conference.
That invitation is in turn, theresult of a
proposal apprqoved by an international con-
gress of chambers of commerce sitting in
London.

The proposal of the calendar reforms are
that the first day of the year shall be a bank
holiday called “New Year's Day.” which
shall not count of the week, of the month
or of the quarter.

" This leaves for the rest of the year 364
days. This number divides exactly into
four equal parts of ninety-one days each,
and into fifty-two weeks of seven days each.
lJach quarter would thus contain exactly
" thirteen weeks. According to the propos-

ed scheme 1t would be divided into two
months of thirty days each and one month
of thirty one days

Starting then with the year 1911 Easter
Sunday and all the so-called movable feasts
and dates dependent upon them would be
fixed so as to fall in every year on the
same day of the same month, as well as
on the same day of the week. April 14
would then and always be Easter Sunday
and Christmas Day, December 25, would al-
ways' fall on :Monday. Each day of the
month also would always fall on the same
day of the weck.

To provide for leap year, a bank holi-
day to be ‘c(;l]ed “Leap Year day”’ would
in Jeap years be inserted between June 30
and Dec. 1. As in the case of New Year’s
Day, in the proposed system, this would
not count as a day of the week, the month
or the quarter. :

The proposals have been embodied in a
bill which is now before the house, of com-
mons, having been introduced by Robert
Pearce, M. P., who attracted attention in
connection with the proposal to save day-
light by periodically setting the clocks of
the kingdom to fit the season.

A WARNING TO FARMERS ABOUT

THEIR MANGEL AND BEET SEEDS

Permit me to intimate to your farmer
readers that to order to abridge the danger
of partial failure of their mangel and beet
crops, they will this year need to be par-
ticularly careful to ascertain the per cent
of seed balls capable of producing sprouts
and to adjust their seeders accordingly.

Because of the climatic conditions in
1909 and 1910 in those European countries
from which we obtain our mangel and
beet seeds, practically all the available sup-
ply this year is low in percentage vitality.
Our Canadian seed merchants have done
what they could to procure seed that would
conform to the provisions of the Seed Con-

“ trol' Act; which fixes a standard of vital-
ity for good mangel and beet seed of 90
per cent of the seed balls, and 160 sprouts
from 100, seed balls (what is commonly
known as mangel seed is really a fruit con-
taining from three to six small seeds); and
the law is that when the percentage vi-
tality falls below two-thirds of this sgtand-
ard for mangel seed, then the seed must
be labelled, showing the actual percentage
of balls and sprouts capable of being pro-

tors now in the field have been notified to
pay particular attention to the quality of
the mangel seed exposed for sale; but the

information and punishments to seed mer-|
chants resulting therefrom will not pro-|

tect users of mangel seed this year.

There is no need for any farmer to re-|

duce the area intended for planting to
mangels and he will suffer no danger from
crop failure providing that he will take
the trouble to determine the percentage of
seed balls capable of germinating and in-
crease the amount of seed per acre ac-
cordingly. In most cases it will be found
that at least one-half more mangel seed
than usual will have to be sown this year
to secure a reasonably good stand of
plants. Karmers should give the preference
to mangel seeds put up by reliable firms
and not hesitate to procure seed of their
favorite varieties from bags or packages on
which the percentage of vitality is brand-
ed, even though that percentage would
seem to be rather low.

WHAT ALCOHOL DOES T0 THE SISTEM

d

Alcohol has a profound effect upon the
central nervous system. There are two
theories with regard to its action. By
some it is considered a stimulant, by others
it is thought always to cause depression:
Small amounts of aleqhol may bring about
an increased sense of liveliness and a gen-
eral feeling of well-being which is most
pronounced when the lights are bright,
and the company congenial. Larger quan-
tities induce incoordination of speech and
movement, whereas still larger quantities
result in complete anesthesia which may
be fatal to the individual. Xor the first
few minutes after taking alcohol, it has
heen found that a larger guantity of phy-
sical work may be performed. . This is fol-
Jowed, however, by a period of depression
during which the quantity of mechanical
energy which may be expended by the in-
dividual is greatly rceduced. The sum total
of the effect is very decidedly to reduce

the amount of mechanical work which can |
be accomplished during the day. 1t is on/
this account that alcohol is no Jonger given
to soldiers on the march in the hope of|
increasing their endurance. The actual re-
sult ‘would be quite the contrary. Experi-
ments regarding the action of the brain
after taking alcohol as compared with its
action before taking alcobol have been
made by Kraepelin, Typesetters were used
as subjects. 1t was found that these who
bad partaken of alechol made a greater
number of errors and worked less rapidly
than those who were abstemious. srae-
pelin has found:that this effect lasts as
long as twenty-four hours after dleohol
has been taken, Curiously enough, those
who had taken alcohol thought they were
doing their work to better advantage than
those who had not.—Professor ‘Graham
Lusk, of Cornell Medical College, in the
Popular Science Monthly.
