It shows
that the true remedy is the abolition of
political patronage, the substitution of
appointment by merit, and the reorganiza-
tion of the system.

In the British House of Commons on

the 11th ult., when Sir William Harcourt
moved the first reading of the Repression
Bill Mr. Dillon, who had just been re-
leased from prison. made the following
speech in opposition to the measure; only
brief extracts from which were cabled at
the time:—

Mr. Dillon—Mr. Speaker, it is a con-
siderable time since I have obtruded my-
self on the attention of the House, and
were it not for the character of the bill
which has been announced to us to-night
I should not have made any remarks on
the present occasion. But the character
of this new Coercion Bill, and, I may
add, the character of the bloodthirsty
speech—

The Speaker—The hon. member must
be aware that an expression of that kind
is unbecoming and unparliamentary.

Mr. Dillon—I withdraw the word.
Mr. Speaker, the character of the bill
which has been announced for to-night,
and the character of the speech by which
it has been supported by the late Chief
Secretary for Ireland, have induced me to
rise in my place to make ome or two ob-
servations, There is one remark which
was let fall by the late Chief Secretary
for Ireiand, to which I would earnestly
wish to draw the attention of the entire
English people and of the civilized world,
it is that for the first time in the history
of our race have political assassinations
stained the annals of our country, it is
time, and God knows it is true, and God
knows there is no Englishman who feels
that stain so bitterly, and with so keen ‘a
sense of humiliation, as I do, and that

ut let me direct the attention of the
House to the fact that that stain rests
upon our political hiltor’ after two years
administration of the right hon. gentle-
man; let them beware that if they send
another man to carry out a similar act
that that accursed stain will not sully the
name of Ireland, Mr, Speaker, I would
ask the hon. members to be fair to me,
aud to clearly understand my meaning,
I would have risked life to prevent it.

I do not exaggerate when I say that I
would willingly and gladly have risked
my own life to save the life of Lord Fred-
erick Cavendish or any other Englishman
who came as he came to our country,
with & generous spirit, and, if I spex,
these words of warning, I speak, them for
the pnrpose of averting the.disaster, rath-
er than for the purpose of encouraging
it, I will not waste the time of the
House by calling attention to the pro-
visions of this bill. The bill has been
characterized by two members of this
House as the strongest and most severe
that we ever had in Ireland. I ask the
members of this House is it not a sense
of shame rather than of exultation they
ought to feel that jafter eighty-two years
of English Government inlﬁm and, we are
met here to-night to pass the strongest
measure of coercion that was ever passed
for Ireland. I would ask even the Con-
servavive party do we not read in that
fact the condemnation of English Gov-
ernment in Ireland. Is it that the Irish
people are savages, and are irreclaimable
—and what profit can yon. ever
from goverming”s mation which nothing
conofliates, and which nothing will sub-
due? - You have tried your hand at coer-
cion for eighty-two long years, and to-
night you' are assembled here to pass a
measure which is worse than any you
ever before. All I can say io(%gu
are the most hopeful assembly of men in
this world to-night if you believe that
this bill’ will do what forty of its prede-
cessors have failed to do. The bill is
stringent, and, let me add, stringent
against everything exeept the crime
which it was. brought in to reach. I did
