O'BRIEN AT MONTREAL.

His Speech on Wednesday
Night Last.

Troubles and Hardships of
the Tenants of Lugga-
curran.

Mr. O'Brien lectured to-night in Albert
hall before & very large audience. Rep-
resentatives from Ottawa and Kingston
were present. At the outset the lecturer
said he had come to addrees the people
of Canada on the subject of Irish evie-
tioms. It was because the humble homes
of the poor tenantry of Luggacurran were
at that moment desolate, and why ?
Because the man who is responsible for
these desolate homes, these evicted and
cruelly suffering people, to-day held the
highest position in Canada He was
sorry to have to come to this land with
the cruel story of the wrongs and suffer-
ings of the afflicted tenantry of Lugga-
curran. He was but a humble citizen ;
Lord Lansdowne was a rich and powerful
lord. Where else were they to turn forhelp
and sympathy if not to the people of this
fair land? The Irish tenantry were an
unarmed people, while Lord Lansdowne
bad thousands of armed soldiers and
armed policemen to fulfil the cruel work
of eyiction in the fair valley of Luggacur
ran, and this to drive the aged and in-
firm, and helpless babes to the ditch, the
wayside, or starvation, Even at that
moment the tory government were en-
deavoring to pass a bill to prevent them
having a peaceable organisation for mu-
tual help, or for even muking public to
the world the story of Ireland's wrongs.
To whom then should the peeple ot Ire-
land turn, if not to their fellow-country-
men in Canada, who can alone save them
by the might of their from &

tate of Lord Castledown, where two
tenants had been given a reduction of 45
per cent. and 1t should be remembered
this had not been made by the “plan of
campaign” but by the land commission,
Thespeaker declarel that he had thus
shown ont of the mouths of the tory
government and the land commission
that the object of Lord Lansdowne and
his agents was to crush the tenants and
drive them from their farms and not to
give them  any just reduction. The
speaker said that he would say a few
words
ABOUT JUDIIAL RENTS,

but he found it hard without passion to
characterise the arrogance that Lord
Lansdowne had shown towards these un-
fortunate people. In spite of the com-
mission he had refused to reduce the
rents & single farthing and he is fasi
transforming Luggacurran into a wilder-
ness, Sine the land commission had
fixed th® rents the earning powar of the
tenants had been reduced fully 40 per
cent, The speaker quoted a number of
the landlords who bad reduced their
rents, and, continuing, he said that the
only one who had not complied with
these just demands wasLord Lansdowne,
and he, too. must be compelled to re-
duce the rents. Mr. O'Brien then quoted
from the statement made in the Im-
perial house of commons. He also re-
ferred to the acts of Mr. Towmsend
Trench, who was the agent of Mrs. Adair
as well as of Lord Lansdowne. On the
very day that he had collected the rents
from the tenants of Luggacurran with-
out permitting any reduction, he had
given the tenants on the adjoining estate
8 reduction of 15 per cent. What
was the Plan of Campaign? It
was an organization of the oppressed,
who would stand side by side like
soldiers in  battle until the viotory was
won, The time would come when there
would be no more fear of the crow-bar
brigade to turn the fertile valleys of Lug-

fate equal to that of ull&erv in its worst
and most degrading form. He had not
come to appeal to the passions, but to
Appeal to the Resson and Hamanity
of the freo and libertyloving people of
Cavada. It was the Canadien parha-
ment that in 1879 voted £20,000 to buy
bread for the starving women and chil-
dren—sturving in the midst of that
beautiful and fertile land. = This nust
never happen again. Charles Stewart
Parnell said that never again would he
80 begging alms tor the victims of land-
lordism. This time they did not ask for
£20,000, but desired Canadians to know
the use which lord Lansdowne makes
of the £20,000 he receives from them,
and if it were found he had been making
& good use of it:to ask to pass their con-
demnation on hisacts. The Canadian
parliament struck at the root of the evil
in Ireland when they passed the resolu-
tion in favor of Irish Home Rule., Even
recently the parliament of Canada had

Thiswassimply a lawyer's
fiction and had been instituted years and
yeara ago, in the eary days of the cen-
tury, to enable the other landlords to
evict their tenants whenever they would
be half & year behind in their payments,
The tenants of the Lansdowne estate were
the most punctual and peacetul in the
whole of Ireland. Not a murder had
been committed in the vicinity ot Lugga-
curran for years. ''he only crime of
which these people were accused was
wishing for some reduction in the back
rent. This was a reduction of 30 per
cent., which was even less than Lord
Cowper and the land copwmission had of-
fered on other estates and these very re-
ductions had been approved of by Lord
Lansdowne. The tenants on the Lans
downe estates were of two classes. The
first were leaseholders, who were not as
yet entitled to gointo the courts, and the
other class were the judicial tenants, who
have already had their rents fixed by
‘law. The leaseholders asked for a re-
duction of 30 per cent. If these tenants
were free to go in to the land court, as
the tory government propose to allow
them, they would, sccording to the
decision of the land commission, get a
reduaction of 40, 50 or 70 per cent.

In addition to these alterations three
provisos have been added. Inquiries
must be held between 10 8. m. and 6 p.
m. ; answers of witnesses must be fully
reported in short hand ; and copies of
depositions must be furnished to parties
accused,

Thesecond section of the bill has been
enlurged s0 as to set forth the special
clause of the act of 1851, to which it ap-
plies. The enlargement also provides
that when & witness is arrested without
service or disobedience of summons, he
shall receive a copy of the complaint on
which the warrant for arrest is issued.
Twonew sections have been drafted,
One provides that when a witness under
12 is examined, the parent, guardians or
friends shall be present. The other
directs that in all cases a magistrate him-
self shall conduct the inquiry, and no-
body else be permitted to question any
witness. Provisos accepted by the
entitle the wi who
aulwer truthfully to a certificate of in-
demnity as a bar to all criminal proceed-
ing against them, and thut no .witness
shall be compelled to answer if he has
been called to testify tor the defence of
an accused person.

The battle over the second clause of
the bill is expected to be even hotter
than that over the first.

A DISCREDITABLE TAX.

A bill is at present before the legisla-
ture of Quebec for the abrogation of the
tax upon commercial travellers which
the city of Quebec has so long exacted.

THE DOMINION FINANCES.

SirRichard Cartwright’s Crit-
Icism of the Budget.

The Enormous Increases in
the Expenditures.

The Fallacy of Tory Conten-
tions About Trade.

The Franchise Act--Its Cost
to the Country.

8ir Richard Cartwright rose amid ap-
plause. Hesaid he had listened to the
speech with great interest and attention.
Though there were some parts of it to
which he had to take exception it was a
judicious speech, especially in the earlier
part. He had to admire the rapidity with
which the hon. gentleman glided over
some rather dangerous ground, but he
could not but confess to a feeling of dis-
sppointment. He had hoped that the
hon. gentleman, having been withdrawn
from among his old associates for a time
breathing: & purer and more wholesome
atmosphere than always prevailed here,
the hon. gentleman would have recog-
nized the very dangerous position to
which the finances of Canada have come.
Of course there was an official optimism
which it was incumbent upon a finance
minister to preserve, but if they chose to
read between the lines of the hon. gen-
tleman’s speech they could not but feel
that carefully considered there was &
great deal in the present position of Can-
adian finances which might well awaken
serious apprehension.

The Franchise Act

and the almost equally atrocious expend-
iture for immigration. The finance min-
ister had stated with great satisfaction
that the business of the Intercolonial
Railway has doubled since 1870, but he
forgot to state that the deficits of that
had trebled since that time, taking into
account interest on the expenditures
which had been made since that time.
With respect to these proofs of adyance-
ment in material prosperity given by the
kon. gentleman, he (Cartwright) had
never contended—.it would be absurd to
contend—that four millions of intelligent
and industries Canadians should go on
working in a country of large resources
without accumulating wealth, at least in
some hands. But these tables showed, to
a large extent the displacement rather
than the increase of wealth. Forinstance,
the deposits in Government savings banks
were made a subjeet of general hoasting
by the Government. But they were pay-
ing one-third more interest on these de-
posits than the banks of the country would
pay. Had he (Cartwright) paid 6 per

New potatoes are now produced in
Paris by artifical means. The process is
exceedingly simple. Small white potatoes
are steeped in water for a few days until
they have lost the wrinkles of old age.
They are then well scrubbed with a stift
brush to reduce the thickness of the
peel ; and before they are quite dry they
are sprinkled with a little sand, or, better
still fine garden mould. Only a practised
eye can distinguish these r.novated
tubers from genuine new potatoes. They
are despatched to long di from
Paris, as far indeed as Moscow and St.

TARIFF TINKERING.

How the Government’s Policy
to Protect its Friends
Affects Trade.

Local Business Men Look Up-
on the Increased Tariff
Rates as Another Blow
at New Brunswick’s
Business Interests.

Their Views as Expressed to
a ‘“‘Gleaner” Reporter
Yesterday.

The liquidators of the insolvent bank hav-
ing been appointed, the big freshet having
spent its fury, the minds of the busiuess men
are just now considerably agitated over the
recent tariff changes. The new list comes
in for a good deal of criticism from our local
business men on both sides of politics. It is

pretty freely condemned on all sides. Some
of the merchants have not yet taken the
time to consider the chaoges in all their
bearings, but those who have are free to ex-
press an opinion which, in most cases, is un-
favorable to the frequent and numerous
clianges that are made
trade. There are to be
merchants who are free to admit that the
increased tariff rates are not exactly benefi-
cial to New Brunswick, but that it is a great
boon to the manufacturers of the upper pro-
vinces. All such increased rates, they say,
must tend to foster the industries of Ontario,
and we musn’t be too sarrow-mnded not 1o
be able to see beyond the boundaries of our
own province or the maritime provinces.
Such people have, or appear to have, & so-
lace that some otbers do not enjoy. Tt must
bave a seothing influence on the mind of
any New Brunswick business man, in these
times of commercial troubles and business
depression, to look away beyond the confines
of our little province and to be able to say:
“Well Cntario facturers and mer-
chants are being fitted.” The regions
round about Moose Jaw and Medicine Hat
are being well looked after, and the covn-
try’s interests west of the Rockies are also
carefully guarded. All these things must
tend to awaken a new life in the energies
and of all such broad-minded Ca-
nadians, even though business be depressed
and trade hampered from one end of our
own province to the other.

But to the tariff changes. Business men
who weie seen yesterday pointed out that
the revision was unfair to New Branswick
merchants, that we were every day becom-
ing more and more the slaughter house of
the upper prov(ncu The most sweeping
changes made are in iron and metallic
goods and in hardwares of all descriptions,
the former baving been advanced all the
way from 25 per cent. to 100 and 150 per
cent.

Mr. Henry Chestnut explained that on all
hardwares there was an increase of 5 per
eent. which he said meant to the consumers
in many classes of builder's wares & raise of
10 per cent. The Ontarie manufacturers
ceuld not meet the demand, and if they
should the margin would be but a trifie less
than what it would cost to import under
the increased tariff. He, like all other mer-
chants suffered from the uncertainty of the
trade during these tariff tiokerings. The
bigh rates are put on now just at a time
when the merchants are getting their
spring’s supplies. They had made their
orders a month or two ago, and the goods
which are now beginning to arrive are all
subjected to this change in the tariff. He
bad just returned from making purchases,
and in making selections in many cases for
his customers of goods already sold. He
‘would consequently be the loser. The un-
certainty of trade now from bank and other
failures which added to the government's
uncertain and inconsistent policy was
enough to drive our merchants out of busi-
mess entirely. He was very much struck
with what & man said to him as they were
commenting on these tariff changes,and that
‘was to the effect that the government would
cater to the few monied manufacturers
to serve their purpose, and that the
masr of the people would bave to shirk for
themse!ves the best they could. But like
the failure of the Maritime bank there was
no redress, and there was little use of com-
plaining. We in the lower provinces might
as well make up our minds to bow to the
government’s decrees and suffer the con-
sequences.

Mr. Z. R. Everett said that while the in-
erease on builders'bardware would be severe-
1y felt, the most significant change was in
the metals, especially in iron. He had no
doubt that Tupper's tinkerings in this re-
gard were to build up the Londonderry
works This was the heaviest item of in-
crease and would have to be borne by manu-
facturers in iron and consurers generally
for years to come if the emormous tariff was
mot repealed. The Londonderry company
would never be in a position to supply the
demand in the dominion to even & small
proportion of the trade. As Mr. Everett
pointed out the duty on pig iron was in-
creased 100 per cent. On bar, round and
slab iron the duty is changed from ad
valorem to specy and is increased to
a0 enormous ex The duty on cast iron
pipe, formerly 30 per cent., is now $12 per
ton. Ag the cost is about $20 a ton the duty
is therefore, about 60 per cent. or am in-
crease of 100 per cent.

Bits of Ancient History About
Our Noble River.

Some Interesting Facts Glean-
ed From a Reliable Bource
Not to be Found in
the Histories.

The Bt. John River is remarkable aswell as
for its past and present beauty as for the his-
toric associations which cluster around the
name. Discovered on Ssiut Joho's day,
1604, by Champlain, who a few years later
was destined to found the city of Quebec, it

MAY FLOWER.
A Few Facts of Interest About this
Flower.
To the Editor of Tus GLEANE®,—

Siz :—Human beings may be compared to
bees. I notice no sooner are ihe native
flowers out in bloom in the spring than the
bee is seeking them for their honey; no
sooner sre May flowers, violets, etc., than
old and young are out gathering them for
the sweets of personal and home adornment.
I metwith a number of people yesterday after-
noon who said they had been over the river
after May flowers. Perbaps a hint of its
name and habit would be acceptable to your
readers at this season. The botanical name
is Epiges,from epi, upon,and gais, the earth,
referring to its trailing habit. Nat. Ord.—
Ericacea E repeus, the only lpeciel. is one of
our most 1 native spring
plant. Itis a low growing evergreen uhrub
producing axillary clusters of small rose-
colored flowers remarkable for their rich
spicey fragrance. They are usually found in
the shade lines or scrub oaks. In warm
sheltered situations they show their flowers
in April or May according to latitude or the
earliness of the season, May flowers being
only a local name. For instance it is com-
monly known on Long Island, U. 8, where
it grows in great abundance as trailing
arbutis; _in New. England as May
Flower, and in many localities as ground
laural, so & reliable authority says.
It can easily be grown in the shaded border
by removing the plant from the woods in
the autumn, being very careful not te dis-
turb the roots. After planting in & sandy
soil protect frem sum by a slight covering
of dry leaves and evergreen boughs. Or
clumps taken up carefally in antumn trans-
ferred to & cool green-house will bloom early
say February er March.

The Anm ual Edueal
Methoding Chnre

Has the Parish Church of
Fredericton a Right to be
Supported by the State?

The Validity of the Alil
Ritualistic Changesito
Tested In the Courts.

AS8uit Begun to Restrain the

Corporation from Using the

Clebe Rents—The Charges
Preferred.

Mr. Geo. J. Bliss has determined to test in
the courts the validity 1n the changes in the
ritual made by the Rector of Fredericton in
conducting services' in the parish church.
The parish church is supported simply by
rents derived from lands granted by the
crown to the church corporation, one of the
grants being to provide for the rector's
salary and the other for the maintenance of
the church. Mr. Bliss has begun & suit in
equity to restrain the corporation from
using the rents derived from the last men-
tioned grant. He claims that to use the
words of Lord Beaconsfield, the church cor-
it in ing grants of this nature,

coasts prior to the date of C| ’s ar-

rival, and there is no doubt but that this

Shortly after De La Mothe Oadillisc's
visit, Fort Nashuaak, ot which he speake,
became the capital of Acadia, and the resi-
dence of De Villebon, its governor, who had
been formerly captaio in the Freach dra-
goons, and subsequently major of the
brigade commanded by M. de Ia Barre, in
the war against the Senecas. So much was
De Villebon dreaded by the people of New
Englaud, that ‘Governor Phipps semt three
armed vessels and 400 men to St. John river
to catch him, but the attempt failed, as did
that of Hawthorne, in 1696, when French
grape-shot proved too much for New Eng-
land valour, The writer bas seen both
round and grape shot which were fired by
De Villebon at that time, at Hawthorne's
party, and which were dug out of the bank
at the mouth of the Nashusak, a few years
ago.
