Allied countries must be conserved 
1for the future and our efforts to pro­
duce foodstuffs in greater abundance 
must not be relaxed.

There is grave danger always when 
a crisis is passed of falling back into 
the condition from which we have es­
caped. through the relaxation of our 
vigilance and our energy. The Food 
Controllers of the Allies have warned 
us of this danger. We should, be 
warned also of persons who, well 
meaning, but nevertheless in the in­
terest of the enemy, urge that all such 
efforts to conserve and produce are 
now superfluous and that the danger 
Is past. The danger is not past. But 
we have found a way of overcoming it 
and we must follow that safe path un­
til the war is over.

German Chancellor, Prince Maximilian, to President Wilson, through the 
Swiss Government, follows:

“The German Government requests the President of the United States 
to take in hand the restoration of peace, acquaint all the belligerent states 
of this request, and invite them to send plenipotentiaries for the purpose 
of opening negotiations.

"It accepts the programme set forth by the President of the United 
States in his message to Congress on January 8, and in his later pro- 
nouncemerts, especially his speech of September 27, as a basis for peace 
negotiations.

“With a view to avoiding further bloodshed, the German Government 
requests the immediate conclusion of an armistice on land and sea, and in 
the air."

have a layer of old well-rotted ma­
nure at the bottom. Third, the ma­
nure as it is piled up should be well 
compacted or tramped dewn to pre­
vent excess of air from getting into 
it. Fourth, it should be kept moist 
but not wet. These precautions apply 
more particularly to horse manure, 
which Is loose and comparatively dry. 
Unless this is kept well packed and 
moist, loss by fire fanging Is certain. 
This is an oxidation process, or fer­
mentation, set going by certain spe­
cies of bacteria in the manure. If 
cow or pig manure Is available it 
should be mixed with the horse ma­
nure in the pile, as these are very 
wet and compact and will give a good 
consistency to the whole mass. Ma­
nure so kept will have the minimum 
of loss and the plant food will be 
ripened by the various species of bac­
teria in it and thus made ready for 
immediate use by the growing crops 
when it is added to the soil.

The main things to be remembered 
in storing manure are, first, to pre­
vent leaching; second, to keep it well 
packed down and moist.—Prof. D. H. 
Jones, O. A. College. Guelnh

All members 
of Class 1 possessing exemption as 
farmers which is expiring and who 
wish to remain exempt should com­
municate with the registrars under 
the M. S. A. of their respective dis­
tricts. requesting an extension in 
time of such exemption. Question- 
aires will thereupon be issued to these 
men by the registrar and they will re­
ceive further exemption upon furnish­
ing satisfactory proof that they are 
contributing sufficiently to the nat­
ional food supply. 2. In order to fac­
ilitate productive employment during 
the winter months, men exempted as 
farmers should apply to the registrars 
for permits to engage for the winter 
in some occupation of national interg 
est, such as lumbering, munition work, 
etc. Such permits will serve to en­
able exempted farmers to pursue 
other useful occupations for the 
months during which farming opera­
tions cannot be carried on.
