Until formal notice is served on 
the street railway company by the 
city of London, no action will he 
taken by L. S. R. officials.

street railway is looked for tomor- 
row.

The council last night, by a 12-to-O 
vote, indorsed a move to force the 
company back to operation at seven 
and nine fares for a quarter in place 
of the existing five-cent rate.

Today City Clerk Baker forwarded 
to the city solicitor a copy of the 
McKay-McCormick resolution and 
asked Mr. Meredith to check the ar­
ticles of the lengthy document. Later 
in the day the resolution was for­
warded by registered mail.

Aldermen are awaiting develop­
ment without worry. They are hope­
ful of securing good service if it is 
found necessary to bring in the rail­
way board to operate the road, 
though there is considerable sugges­
tion that the street railway may ac­
cede to council demands without fur­
ther trouble.

Arbitration for purchase of the 
road by the city lias been discussed, 
but further talk along this line will 
not be made in council circles until 
definite action is taken by the trans­
portation company.

PEACE LOO NG Canadian Press Despatch.
Toronto, March 17.—Confined to 

his home with illness and under the 
care of physicians for the last three 
days, W. W. Dunlop, inspector of 
prisons and public charities, under 
the provincial secretary’s department 
of Ontario, is faced with a charge of 
theft laid in connection with his 
work at the government biick plant 
at Mimico. An associate in the work 
of inspection. F. C. Williams, was 
arrested on a similar charge and 
later released on bail. Robert G. 
Kyle, of Mimico, was arrested on a 
charge of bribery and allowed his lib­
erty on bail of $15,000.

The arrests created a sensation at 
the parliament buildings, where both 
officials had been known for a great 
many years. Mr. Dunlop has been in 
the employ of the government for 
ten years, while Mr. Williams’ length 
of service extends over a period of 
more than thirty years. Inspector 
Dunlop was also a. member of the 
provincial parole board, which deals 
with applications from provincial 
prisoners for shortening of their sen­
tences.

The officials had charge of the sale 
of bricks made at the brick plant 
operated by the government, and it 
is alleged there are irregularities in 
connection with the turning over of 
receipts to the government. In the 
case of Inspector Dunlop, the sum 
of $8,000 is alleged to be involved.

When provincial police went to ar­
rest Mr. Dunlop yesterday it was 
found that he could not be removed 
from his home, and a provincial offi­
cer remained in charge.

What 
happened on the way back is a mys- 
tery. not to he solved until the driver 
recovers consciousness.

Dr. Homer Black, who was called 
to attend the injured mar by the 
police, says that from the. appearance 
of the scalp wounds Barnett’s head 
must have gone through the wind, 
shield. He lias no idea how the acci+ 
dent occurred. He expects his 
patient to be out of hospital in a 
few days. As well as the wounds on 
the head, there is a bruised hip.

Coke From Maritimes Expected To Solve Problem in Eastern 
Ontario and Quebec. While Coal Will Be Brought From 

West To Supply Western Ontario.
LEGISLATION IS PLANNED FOR THIS SESSION

Parliament Building. Ottawa. March 16.—Information of im­

mediate importance came tonight from Hon. Charles Stewart, 
minister of the interior, on Canada's fuel problem. It is to the 
effect that the government has already gone a long way toward 
the solution of this problem and is going further. Legislation will 
be introduced this session by Mr. Stewart and other steps will be 
taken to make Canada independent in its fuel supply.

Briefly the government is satisfied after its thorougii investi­
gations that the solution lies largely in the coking of soft coal, and 
at the same time it is hopeful that transportation costs on Alberta 
lignite can be brought down to make it possible for this fuel to 
compete with American anthracite in Western Ontario. The two 
combined would practically free Canada from the necessity of 
looking to the United States for fuel.

In the matter of Alberta coal, for 
Western Ontario, the minister stated 
that a whole-hearted attempt was to| 
be made this spring to establish the| 
lowest cost, at which it could be laid 
down in Ontario. The Canadian Na-| 
tional Railways were to bring down 
50,000 tons, and to assist in this the| 
government was continuing the con- 
tribution of #200.000 voted for the 
purpose last session and not used this|

It had been announced that Sir Henry 
Thornton had agreed to fix a rate of 

1$7 a ton on this coal. It was be-

Employment Aid.
Mr. Coote, speaking to his resolu­

tion. urged that a substantial reduc­
tion in the tariff at least on the lower 
priced cars, would result in a reduced

Hon. J. A. Robb, acting minister of 
finance, thought the resolution could 
very well have waited until the bud­
get was down. He did not think the 
customs tariff necessarily regulated 
the price of automobiles. He urged 
that whoever capitalized factories in 
Canada, these factories gave employ­
ment and paid taxes to Canadians.

There was a general demand. Mr.

Mr. Coote maintained that the 
spread between United States and 
Canadian prices was too great and 
motor companies here had been able 
to get along without so much tariff 
protection. "I would suggest a re­
duction of 50% in the present tariff," 
he declared.

"The man who rides around in a 
motor car is no more civilized than 
the man who sits in his little log 
cabin reading the classics," declared 
Rabbi Brickner of Toronto, address­
ing the Women's Canadian club in the 
Central collegiate institute yesterday 
afternoon. His talk on H. G. Wells 
was largely an analysis of the social 
theories of this great writer of the 
present day.

"It is true that there have been ad­
vances in science and in all phases 
of the physical world. But spiritually 
and ethically we have not advanced 
beyond the days of the teachings of 
the Hebrew prophets and of Jesus 
Christ. Until we can apply to human 
relationships that progress which the 
world has made, we cannot really say 
that there has been any genuine 
progress at all.

The speaker's talk centered about 
two recent books of H. G. Wells, "The 
Dream," which according to Rabbi 
Brickner is an indictment of modern 
society, and "Men Like Gods," a 

modern Utopia.
Age of Confusion.

"Wells is full of the spirit of re­
bellion and revolt." he declared. "He 
describes this age as an age of con- 

fusion, due to unclear thinking 
: People are in a state of carefully pro­
tected ignorance about life. This is 

inot a world of charity and love, but 
one where everything is a matter of 
prohibition. Wells makes a plea for 
freedom and self expression on behalf 
of humanity.

"He describes women as painted 
and dressed-up layers of purchases. 
Instead of striving to build up char- 

iacter, women put on layer after layer 
of purchases, simply to indicate that 

they have the ability to buy. when 
somebody else is deprived of that 
privilege. The press exists for profit 
not for service. Industry exists for 
personal gain. The church supports 

1all sorts of militaristic schemes in 
times of war. And so on.

“Wells believes that all this can be 
changed. He has great faith in the 
improvability of the world—that it 
is possible to bring Heaven down to 
earth. He bases his faith in progress 
for the world on the fact that scien- 

tific knowledge and the application 
of scientific intelligence to human 
use will change the world. And he 
believes that "old mother tales" are 
the things which are keeping the 
world from progress.

"Whereas the union committee of 
the Presbyterian Church in Canada, 
and of this presbytery in particular, 
have by an organized, concentrated 
effort, wherever feasible in non- 
concurring congregations, endeavored

ON CHARGE OF PERJURY
David Mesropian Convicted in 

Passport Fraud—Friend 
Asks Jury Trial.

Canadian Press Despatch.
Ottawa, March 16.—Charged with 

conspiracy to defraud the department 
of the secretary of state by securing 
the issuance of a certificate of 
naturalization under the wrong name. 
George Alexander of Galt, Ont., faced 
Magistrate Joynt in the police court 
today for preliminary hearing, and 
elected to be tried by a jury.

The charge is similar to a previous 
charge against Alexander, and arises 
out of bringing the family of David 
Mesropian of Guelph into Canada 
from Syria. Mesropian stated in 
court that he had paid Alexander 
$1,000 to bring his family into the 
country. The case was adjourned 
until tomorrow.

David Mesropian appeared before 
the magistrate earlier in the morn­
ing charged with perjury in connec­
tion with the case, and pleaded guilty, 
being remanded for sentence until 
two weeks from today. The charge 
was laid against him by Oscar 
Coderre, solicitor for the department 
of the secretary of state.

Like Regular Humans.
Children should at one and the 

same time be disregarded, and paid 
great attention. What I mean is, to 

disregard them from the angle of 
showing them off or allowing your 
friends to make them feel that they 
are amusing little curiosities. Pay 
them attention by treating them like 

iregular human beings. Have them 
accustomed to the companionship of 

|yourself and your friends, make it a 
regular part of their life, and they 
will not develop affectations with 
older people; nor will they consider 

seeing their mother’s or father's 
friends a boring ordeal to be gone 

through with as quickly as possible, 
(and to happen as rarely as possible. 
) A child should not feel that 
I parents and the parents' friends are 

people to be afraid of, or to make him 
self-conscious. He should feel that 
they are people to be respected and 
considered, but above all, under­
standing and sympathetic friends.

NAGER IS HELDBANKThere is no desire on the part of Canadian 
justice to set forth an unalterable edict that 
there can be no such state as criminal insanity. 
The trouble is that our methods of defining this 
are too confusing for a verdict of laymen, unac- 
quainted with technical phraseology, to follow.

The plan that Is usually followed where in­
sanity is the plea is for the defence to engage 
several alienists; if it can afford to do so it 
invades the market to a greater degree. The 
crown must meet this evidence; the laws of 
evidence hardly permit of such defence claims 
being ignored, so the prosecution also engages 
its alienists.

When the findings of these wise men are 
produced in court it turns out that the defence 
alienists have come to the conclusion that the 
accused has inherited strains of insanity, or that 
some event just preceding the trial seriously 
disturbed his mental balance to such an extent 
that he was not responsible for his act. On the 
other hand the prosecution presents its set of 
experts to show that after close observation and 
questioning they are certain the prisoner was 
and is of sound mind.

Editor of The Advertiser:
Sir,—Co-operation is the keynote to most of 

our ills. In the old days the people co-operated 
to get their farms cleared, but as time went on 
the individuals seemed to get farther apart, not 
in miles but in working together for each other's 
benefit. They say it is a selfish age. and when 
we look around we are inclined to believe it. As 
long as farmers are making a bare living, they 
just simply stay at home, milk cows, clean out 
stables and snooze; but when a jolt comes they 
rally up for a spell while the storm is on, then 
go to sleep again and work in their dreams.

Just to give the public a few facts about the 
milk situation. This winter most of the farmers 
got $1.80 a cwt., or 4% cents a quart. Last 
winter they got $2.10 for about a month. This 
winter feed went as high as $40 a ton, while last 
year it was $33—a difference of $7 a ton, which 
means a big difference in the feed bill, for a ton 
of shorts doesn’t go very far in feeding an 
ordinary herd of cows. Those farmers would 
have been better off had they sold their cows last 
fall and sold their grain and saved themselves a 
lot of hard, slavish work. Now the grain is 
almost gone and we are facing a big drop in the 
price of milk. Those who had to put up a cer­
tain amount of milk for the year had to buy 
high-priced cows, feed them the whole year to 
get a small winter price. Who is to blame for 
this condition? No one but the farmer himself. 
He ought to assert himself and have some say in 
the price he gets for whole milk. That is a local 
trade and he can control it if he has the mind to 
do so.

Some are blaming the small dealers for keep­
ing the price of milk down; that some start a 
route and sell for 8 cents when it should be 10 
cents. There is some truth in that, but let us 
face that situation. A man with a family, a 
mortgaged farm, is by necessity forced to go into 
the retail business, that is if he sees a chance of 
making some money with his own product. He 
does not go into it because he likes it. for it 
means long, hard hours, a long drive to the city 
and home again in all kinds of weather and bad 
roads. If he got a fairly good wholesale price he 
would soon drop out and leave it to the dairymen 
of London.

not an offence for which the courts

Standing in Community.
"I wish to draw your attention to 

the standing of the accused in the 
community and the position he has 
occupied for a great many years. He 
was born, brought up and educated 
here. He has always taken an active 
interest in civic affairs. He was an 
alderman for a. number of years and 
did excellent service. He was a mem­
ber of the school board also, and 
everyone familiar with his life speaks 
in the highest terms of his excellent 
work. He was a member of the 
hospital trust. Then he was elected 
mayor. We all remember that C. 
M. R. Graham was regarded as one 
of the best mayors the city has ever 
had. He had ability, and the fact 
that he was acceptable was proven 
in his re-elections.

"Then the war broke out, his public 
spirit prompted him to do what he 
could for his nation in 3 life and 
death struggle. At the request of 
Sir Sam Hughes he devoted a great 
deal of his time to recruiting work, 
and operated all over Western On­
tario, delivering more than GOO ad­
dresses in an effort to induce young 
men to join the colors.

"He formed the 142nd battalion, and 
because of his activities on behalf of 
the allies he was offered a colonelcy. 
He recruited the battalion, took it 
overseas and served 11 months of 
active service. He was away from 
London for more than three years. 
In August of 1918 he was seriously 
wounded. Tn order to get into the 
front line he reverted in rank from 
colonel to major, because no unde­
tached colonels were taken to France. 
Everyone who knew him as a soldier 
speaks highly of his lighting ability

“I would ask your worship to con­

sider that there is a possibility that 
the service he performed during the 
war, the shock that resulted from his 
wound, might in some way so affect­
ed his mental capacity so as to make 
it possible for him to make a misuse 
of "funds which came into his hands.

"I am not going to minimize the 
offence. Iwish to urge your worship 
that complete restitution has been 
made. Whatever the offence, what­
ever the guilt, that offence and that 
guilt have been wiped out to a very 
large degree by the fact that he has 
returned the money. There is left 
the bare fact that he is guilty. He 
alone and those with whom he is 
closely allied are the ones that have 
suffered.

" I just wish further to refer to 
this fact—the very high regard the 
prisoner was held in the community, 
when after exhausting his own re­
sources, the biggest men in the com­
munity, men who knew him, came to 
his assistance and voluntarily made 
up the balance required. They have 
no idea that this prisoner is a crim­
inal. They still regard him as an 
honest man. I suggest that you con­
sider the tenor of this man's life. This 
single mistake he has made has 
wrecked his career, ruined hopes for 
future employment, lost a home that 
a whole lifetime has been spent in 
building up. He is now branded as 
a criminal and I suggest, sir, that 
this is punishment enough for the 
act which he has done, when it is 
considered that no one has suffered 
but himself.

Suspended Sentence.
"I wish to suggest as strongly as 

I can. in view of the service this 
man has performed, in view of the 
punishment he has now undergone, 
the ends of justice will be met if he 
is allowed to go on suspended sen­
tence. The mental anguish that be 
must carry with him, the loss lie has 
suffered is surely ample punishment 
without the courts of justice adding 
anything further."

Mr." Vining continued to thank the 
crown attorney and the court for their 
indulgence in granting adjournments 
so that time could be had to make 
complete restitution.

Deputy Fire Marshal J. Ritchie 
said in his report that 1.800 examina­
tions of property had been made in 
London since the appointment of the 
committee by his men and members 
of the London fire department.
