WET PLATFORM IS SEEN FOR ONTARIO

Twelve

GOVERNMENT MAY HAVE
TWO LIQUOR PROPOSALS

Premier Ferguson Is Expected To Introduce Local Option or
Government Control Legislation and Stand or Fall on
Issue in the Coming Provincial Vote.

GENERAL ELECTION IN JUNE NOW EXPECTED

Special to The Advertiser.

Toronto, Nov. 25.—The fact that for
three hours yesterday the Ontario cabi-
net had under consideration the pro-
gram for the coming session has
strengthened the impression that before
long there are likely to be developments
of some importance in provincial poli-
tics,

Since his recent speech, when he
said there were to be no more ple-
biscites on the liquor queston so far as
the present government was coacerned,
it has been taken for granted that Pre-
mier Ferguson will appeal to the elec-
torate on a “wet’ platform of govern-
ment control and local option, The de-
tails of such a policy are no doubt en-
gaging the deepest thought of the cabi-
net in an endeavor to please the “‘wets’”
and at the same time keep within such
limits as will retain in the party a
sufficient number of Conservatives with
temperance leanings to carry what will
be essentially a ‘‘wet” policy.

Heard by Hotelmen.,

The hotelmen are said to have infor-
mation from some source that a gov-
ernment control and local option pro-
gram will be adopted by the present
administration, who will fight the rext
election on the issuey and it is believed
to be mnct unlikely that befofe long an
announcement will be made that this
is the government's policy,

It is regarded by no small section of
the Conservative party that the gov-
k!;nment is taking heavly chances on
stich a platform, and megmbers for con-
stituencies which voted ‘“‘dry’” on the
occasion of the last » ebiscite are de-
cidedly nervous as #hat their fate will
be. The reasoning of the partisan ele-
ment, hewever, {5 understood to be that
the government camrnot bhe more un-
porular than it has been as the result
ot its 4.4 legislation, and, gamble
though it may be, it might retrive
matters somewhat if the support of the
“wets” were catered fork. Those who
argue thus also believe that there are
Tories who are more Tory than tem-
perance in sufficient numbér to put in
office a government with a “‘wet’” plat-

form. Those who are doing the fighting
for the Conservatives in the “dry” rid-
ings are mot so sure of this, however,
even supposing the local option idea is
played up for all it is worth.

Election in June.

The feeling still persists that the
government will decide not to hold the
six by-elections but that it will bring
on a general election about June.

Had it not been that Conservative
expectations were disappointed in the
dominion election by Mr, Meighen not
getting a clear majority over all par-
tie many believe that a surprise elec-
tion would have been sprung in On-
tario in January,

Though nothing has been fixed, indi-
cations would seem to point to an
earlier meeting of the legislature than
last session, probably abou. the middle
of January.

SAY “WETS” PREPARING.

Toronto, Nov. 25.—Publication of a
piece of Moderation league propaganda
in the form of a survey of dry law
conditions in the United States has
caused some stir today in the ranks of

Ontario prohibitionists.

“There is no doubt that the Modera-
tion league and the liquor forces gen-
erally contemplate a fresh campaign,”
said Rev. Father Minehan, He is one
of _the leading spirits in the Ontaric
Prohibition Union.

‘It appears almost certain that they
will try to get a form of local option,”
was the opinion of Father Minehan.
“They are after something, and thev
are out to take advantage of every
chance. They will carry their cam-
paign into the municipal elections on
Jan, 1 as a means of increasing their
strength.” ¢

Regarding the Moderation league
argument, that there has been a great
increase in the number of drunken
drivers, Father Minehan took the view
that in the recent past there has been
greater police activity in this line. and
this would help to account for the num-
ber of arrests.

Chang,
therefore, has notified the chief execu-
tlve and Feng that they must control
Gen. Yueh on pain of precipitating hos-
tilitles.

The advance of the Yangtse aimy
appears to have halted on the Southern
Shantung border.

War Minister Wu Kwang Hslang is
reported to have informed the cabijet
that fighting Feng and Chang's forres
is now virtually inevitable and hat
bhoth sides are now completely prepared
for action.

Dunlop Is Now An Inmate
In Prison He Supervised

Former Provincial Inspector Receives Same Treatment as Other
Prisoners in Toronto Jail—Lives on Fare Which He
‘Arranged Some Time Ago.

Special to The Advertiser.

Toronto, Nov. 25.—W. W. Dunlop,
who was sentenced to four years in
Kingston penitentiary yesterday by
Judge Denton for the theft of public
funds, spent his first night a prisoner
in ‘Toronto jail, one of the institutions
over which he was formerly an inspec-
tor. He was taken to his cell shortly
after 5 o’clock yesterday afternoon and
given the same treatment accorded to
other inmates.

It was reported from the jail today
that Dunlop spent an exceedingly rest-
less night, the sentence coming as it
did immediately following the pro-
nouncement of guiit, without the judge
reserving his decision, being somewhat
of a shock.

For breakfast today the former prison
inspector had the ordinary prison fare,
which some time ago he was largely
instrumental in having changed to 2
varied diet. Porridge, without - sugar
or ‘'syrup, made up part of the menu.

How long the prisoner will be de-
tained in Torontc before being sent to
Kingston to begin his long term de-
pends upon whether he appeals against
the ruling of Judge Denton. It is un-
likely that anything will be done, it
was learned today, although the ques-
tion has not been decided upon yet.
Dunlop has thirty days in which to
make the appeal, If he decides against
making an appeal he may be taken to
Kingston immediately, as is customary
in penitentiary sentences.

NOTHING CAN AVERT SHORTAGE
OF ANTHRACITE COAL AND COKE

Too Late Now To Taik of
Buying Substitutes, Says
London Dealer.

COKE PRICE BOOSTED

As well as an actual anthracite coal
fa...nie, the seriousness of which has
not been equalled in 33 years, London
now faces a coke shortage and a scar-
city of hard coal substitutes no mat-
ter what efforts are taken by the pro-
vincial governmant to relieve the situa-
tion by making _an effort to secure ad-
ditional coal fhm the Alberta fields,
aceording toV 4 A. Martin of the Ma:=
tin anthracit: coal company.

After 13 weeks of a strike in the an-
thracite coai flelds of Pennsylvania, a
16,000,000-ton  shortage in production
has been created and if the miners
went back to work within a few days
it would be at least six weeks before
this part of the country received even
a scanty supply, Mr. Martin declares.

The preferred substitute by-product
coke, has jumped alarmingly in price in
the past four weeks, ranging from $§1.75
to $2.75 per ton. The supply of coke
for Canadian shipments is daily getting
less, Mr. Martin says. In Hamilton
and American centers, where by-pro-
duct coke, not to be confused with gas
coke, is manufactured, the allotment
for Ontario is now only 25 per cent of
what it was for the month of October.

“It is time that the provincial gov-
ernment started to make an attempt
to relieve the situation,” Mr. Martin
said today. ‘‘But the bringing of Al-
berta coal will not be effective. High-
grade, low volatile btiuminous coal, a
secondary substitute after
and coke have been exhausted, which
is mined in the United States and
which is a better fuel than Albertz
coal is now obtainable and at a cheaper
price than Alberta coal could be sold
here. The shortage of antharcite and
a subsequent pinched situation cannot
be avoided. We must make up our
minds to make the best of a bad situa-
tion.

FRENCH FINANCE TANGLE
THREATENS TO GET WORSE

Paris, Nov. 24.—Since the fall of the
cabinet, the real truth about French
finances gradually is leaking out. It
appears that the $60,000,000 inflation
voted by the chamber of deputies Mon-
day afternoon was only a drop in the
can. In December the treasury re-

quirements will be much larger.

Even if all taxes are paild in, the new
government will be compelled to make
a new inflation of at least $300,000,000
in order to pay $100,000,000 due Dec. 8,
nearly $200,000,000 to cover the 1925
budgetary deficit, and $70,000,000 for
pensions and the devastated districts.

TWO NEGROES ARE HELD
AS WOMEN ATTACKERS

Philadelphia, Pa., . 25.—Two
negroes are under arrest here, charged
with attacking women, following the
reappearance of ‘“‘the stranger,” a crafty
individual, or individuals, whose swiftt
and sudden attacks on lone and un-
escorted women during the last few
weeks has caused the death of three
women and created a modified reign of
terror in the city.

One of the prisoners was arrested a
few minutes after Mrs. M. Kassinow
encountered a strange man in her house,
fought off his advances, screamed
“negro”. from her doorstep and then
feli in a faint.

The other suspect is William Davis,
held without bail on a charge of at-
tacking Miss Gladys Levin, a semi-
invalid.

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Odd Tons Still
Being Delivered

Althcugh odd tons of anthracite
are still being sold in London, some
firms delivering the hard coal in
fulfillment of summer orders, in an-
other two weeks it will be impos-
sible to purchase anthracite coal.
The situation in London is no less
acute than in almost all centers of
Buffalo, where, owing to long freight
hauling, only secondary considera-
tion of sale is shown. The New
England districts will be the first
to be supplled, and should the
mniers resume work today London
wouid not be relieved until the first
of the year.

BRITISH LIBERALS
PILE UP FINANGES

Secure Third of Party Fund
Objective—May Take
Over Georgian Chest.

London, Nov. 25.—In connection with
the Liberal party’s campaign to collect
£1,000,000 for political purposes, it 1is
announced that £300,000 has been sub-
scribed so far and some of the As-
quithians are suggesting that the time
has come to take over the Georgian
party chest which up to the present
time has remained separate, notwith-
standing the amalgamation of the two
branches of the Liberal party.

Hostile critics among the Asquith-
ian Liberals make out that the support-
ers of Lloyd George are holding ometo
the Georgian chest until the fusion of
the two sections holds greater promise
of being lasting than it does at pres-
ent.

With reference to Lloyd George's "and
scheme a special conference o0f the
Liberal party is to be called in a short
time when it will be decided whether

the party shall officially adopt the
scheme or not.

HOPE FOR G. T. R. MONEY
IS REVIVED IN BRITAIN

London, Nov, 25.—The Morning Post
refers to an interview held yesterday
between Sir Henry Thornton, president
of the Canadian National Railways, and
the Grand Trunk stockholders. The

Post says the interview has given the
stockholders ‘“‘a gleam of hope’” that if
the promised examination of of the rail-
way situation in connection with the
Canadian National shows that the
position of the Grand Trunk junior
stockholders no longer justifies their
stock being regarded as valueless the
administration of the railway might be
disposed to recommend that the gov-
ernment at Ottawa accord them some
recognition.

The stock in question was declared
valueless by a majority of the board
of arbitrators at the time of the arbi-
tration award on the value of the road.

ENGINEER IS SILENT

Has Nothing To Say on Point
of His Powers Being
Usurped.

Mayor Wenige is so disgusted at the
action of Ald. Harry Bottrill in taking
it upon himself to close Ridout street
bridge to traffic yesterday at the noon
hour, that he is not likely to attend
the special session of No. 2 committee
tomorrow afternoon to discuss the mat-
ter.

*“I'm not interested in that meeting,
lhe bridge situation has been discussed
time and again. I don’t know that I'll
be there. The matter is settled until
we get a new bridge.”

Traffic Jammed.

“If Ald. Bottrill had considered that
he was right why didn’t he stick to his
job? He kept the bridge closed for
about an hour, I am told. The traffic
Jamm'ed up and when he left the bridge
was jammed with traffic going both
ways. A fine thing If the bridge had
collapsed with all those motor cars on
it as a result of Ald. Bottrill's ill-
considered and foolish action.”

When questioned this morning City
_.ierk Sam Baker stated that the en-
gineer or the city council had a right
to close the bridge, but that no in-
dividual alderman, even the chairman of
No. 2 committee (Ald. Bottrill), had
that right any more than the commit-
tee as a whole.

““The police could close the bridge
to traffic if it was deemed unsafe but
no alderman has that right,” said the
city clerk.

Evolution insisted
instead upon a universe of lJaw, imbued
by a living principle of progress, a great
cosmic force. It was unthinkable, he
said, that this great cosmic force should
he an immoral principle, that it should

in nature was ever bringing lower or-
ders of life into higher, Wwas man’s
final guarantee that death did not ex-
jst, that when the great change (":lu](:

developments. The idea had freed men
from intellectual bondage to church and
state, and a spirit had swept over
fiurope which had mgsulted in both the
storming of the Bastille and the specu-
lations culminating in the Darwinian
theory.

The Bible and Evolution,

With this outline of evolution's de-
elopment, Professor Taylor stressed the
3ible as itself a book of evolution,
apening with the idea of God as the
God of the Hebrews, and closing with
the idea of God as the God of all hu-
mans;: opening with the law of an eve
for an eye and a tooth for a tooth, and
closing with the injunction *if thine
enemy hunger, feed him’; opening with
the idea of an underground Sheol to
which men went after death and clos-
ing with the doctrine of the immor-
tality of the human soul. Christianity
itself was largely identified with doc-
trines which had undergone the evolu-
tion process, notably the doctrines of
the atonement and the Apostle’s creed.

The problem of evolution in this
sphere, Professor Taylor went on, was
whether it made human life mere
mechanism, whether it made it subject
to a cosmology which was so careless
of the individual while careful of the
type. He denied strongly that such
was the case. The theory of evolution
had in no place assumed such form as
to preclude the idea of a divine bene-
ficence behind it. It was instead man’s
guarantbe of a principle of divine good-
ness at work in the world. Evolution
was a moral principle, leading from
lower into higher, and fulfilling Kant’s
definition of a moral principle as one
which treated individuales as ends in
ihemselves.

LONDON BOY SPENT
 MONTHS AT WEMBLEY

Howard Clark Returns, Full of
Praise For Merit of Can-

adian Pavilion.

“The Canadian pavilion at Wembley
was by far the best exhibit on the
grounds,” declared Howard Clark, 704
Waterloo street, who has been over
there for eight months in charge of the
Canadian Postum Cereal Company of
Toronto. “\Vith‘out a doubt this pavil-
ion got up as a show, is far ahead of
all others.”

Mr. Clark in discussing the financial
difficulties of the exhibition, stated that
it was almost entirely due to its ex-

cessive length. It lasts for six months
and the number of people who visit
it in that period do not provide suffi-
cient funds for its maintenance, over
that time.

WOULD STOP KLAN MOVE

SITUATION IS TENSER
IN EGYPTIAN CIRCLES

Troops Still on Guard to Pre-
vent Further Meetings
of Parliament.

Copyright
Cairo, Nov. 25.—The political situa-
tion in Cairo, following the crisir of
last Saturday, has developed a sensa-
tional tenseness, characterized chiefly
by the circulation of the most asion-
ishing scandals involving some of the
highest personages in the state.

King Guada announced today that he
would refuse to receive a delegution
of the three principal parties in par-
liament. The delegation demands to
see him in order to protest against
the present regime, in accordance with
a resolution passed at the hotel .neet-
ing of parliament on Saturday.

The parliament buildings are still
guarded with troops to prevent =ny
further meetings of parliament, and the
government has warned all hotels not
to allow parliament to meet in any
of them. Zaghloul, leader of the op-
position, is mow much stronger ‘han
ever, as a result \of the coalition of
the three principal parties under him.
He continues to appeal to his follow-
ers to maintain order, and there have
been no public demonstrations.

The present position is that the
Ziwar cabinet governs by the army,
with the power of the British in the
background. It has no popular or par-
llamentary support.

But behind the whole crisis is the
general hatred of the king’s all-power-
ful favorite, Nashaat, who was an in-
significant official three years ago, but
is now credited with ruling Egypt in
the king's name, appointing and up-
getting cabinet ministers in such a
way as to keep the cabinet powerless.

London, Nov. 24.—Friday of
week will be a day of grief for all Eng-
land, as the nation pauses to express
its homage when the funeral services
are solemnized in Westminster Abbey
for the dead Queen Mother Alexandra.

Not only
such activities as theatres, games and
racing have been called off for that day,
but also highly important diplomatic
functions which have been planned for
months.
Expect Unprecedented Scene.

The scene at the Abbey itself prob-
ably will be unprecedented, with the
doors thrown open at 1 p.m. until 9 p.m.,
when it is conservatively estimated
200,000 mourners clad in black will pass
in single file with bowed heads past the
bier.

During the forenoon services, four
reigning kings will bow at the coffin
as the whole official life of the British
nation watches—King Albert of the
Belgians, King Haakon of Norway, King
Christian of Denmark, and King George,
Near them, standing the same dark
vigil, their four queens wiil bow ‘their
heads, and also three eldest somns, each

f whom some day will be a reigning

onarch himself.

Theh services promise to be as simple
as possible, consisting only of a slow
procession from the royal chapel of St
James' Palace to the Abbey with the
king’s privy counsellors, members of
the government, the diplomatic corps,
the royal households and members of
parliament walking bare-headed behind
the coffin.

PIANO RECITAL IS GIVEN
BY THOMAS MARTIN

Works of Chopin Predominate
in Pleasing Concert at St.
Andrew’s.

Patrons of music in London last
night were given masterful interpreta-
tions of the compositions of Chopin,
Beethoven and Schumann at a recital
by Thomas Martin, one of London's
foremost musicians, Mr. Martin found
his forte in the works of Chopin, where
he was undoubtedly at ease. The con-
cert was given in St. Andrew’s hall,
where many lovers of the old masters
gathered.

The program was one of good taste,
with wide scope in the varied composi-
tions offered. Mr. Martin’s interpreta-
tion of Chopin is well known to London-
ers, and his pianoforte offerings, in

their truthful and sane style, are ll-E

ways pleasing.

Mr. Martin once more demonstrated
the fact that he is a very brilliant
pianist. It is true that neither in his
program nor in his manner of inter-
pretation was there anything unusually

new, but that is not to say that his
playing proved any the less enjoyable
to his audience last night.

As is usual in Mr. Martin’s pro-
grams, the works of Chopin were pre-
dominant. The latter and most important
part of his recital was entirely com-
posed of the works of this grand old
master, including the Grand Polonaise
in A-Flat Major, Nocturne in F Minor,
and two Preludes, numbers nine and
eleven.

The program consisted of three parts,
the first being the Beethoven Sonata in
C-Sharp Minor, consisting of three
movements.

The Schumann Concerto in A Minor,
also consisting of three movements,
was the second number on the program,
in which the orchestral part was played
on a second piano by W. A. Bluethner.

London’s Hundredth Birthday.

The proper marking of London's centennial
is an event worth all the good effort that is
being given to it. When a city celebrates its
hundredth birthday it is no small event. It was
Governor Simcoe who predicted that London
would become the capital of all Canada; he
made that claim thirty years before the first
tree had been felled on the townsite. Although

this city did not come up to his high expecta- |

tion it is in a very real sense the commercial
and distributing capital for the finest section of
all Canada—Western Ontario. v

It was in 1826 that a survey was made of the
town plot by Col Mahlon Burwell. Those se-
curing lots paid $30 for them, but the condition
was attached that a small house must be erected,
so even had the land speculator been present
one hundred years ago he would have found his
guns spiked. In the next year London received
official recognition as the capital of the western
district and a frame court house was immedi-
ately erected.

Peter McGregor is often named as the first
settler in London, he having built a log tavern
at the corner of King and Ridout streets; it is
also recorded that for the most part he dis-
pensed liquid refreshments on an enormous
stump that stood in front of his tavern.

One of the first private residences of note
was Eldon House, the residence of the late Ed
ward H. Harris, on Ridout street. George J.
Goodhue (afterward the Hon.) was the first
merchant in London and also in the county.
After moving to London from Westminster
partnership was formed under the name Goodhuez
& Lawrison and business was carried on at the
corner of Dundas and Ridout. -John Jennings
and \Dennls O’Brien were also early merchants.

In 1832 London was a place of 400 population,
but the ravages of Asiatic cholera played havoc
with the early settlers. Deaths and the flight
of those who sought to escape reduced the popu-

lation to near the point where it started in 1828. |

Another setback came in 1845, referred to as the
year of the “great fire,”” when the principal part
of the village was wiped out. }

These early incidents serve to show how
London got its start; they are full of human
experience, high spots and low. They provide
ample scope in character and custom for those
who undertake to depict this chapter in the
centennial pageant.

The work of gathering names of London
boys and girls has come chiefly under the direc-
tion of Mayor Wenige. The first move was the
sending of 14,000 postcards to Londoners, asking
for names and addresses. This brought a re-
sponse of 20,000 names. Every Rotary club in
the world, 4,000 of them, has received a letter
asking for addresses and names of Londoners.
Four hundred answers have come from France,
Hoilland, Cuba, Mexico, Britain, South America,
every state in the union to the south and prac-
tically every province in the dominion.

On December 10 ten of the largest broad-
casting stations in United States will carry the
mayor’s invitation to hunt up Londoners. The
first week of August, 1926, is certain to be a
great birthday party.

HERE are two communist Sunday

AT Oshawa a 24-year-old prisoner,
who had been a Barnardo boyv, was

sentenced to four years in the peniten-

tiary, with hard labor, for committing

the offences of forgery and false pre-

tenses in obtaining clothing. He had
given a forged check for the sum of
$4.50—not $450 or $45.000, but $4.50—to
a clothing store. He pleaded guilty to
the charges and begged for mercy. Af-
ter being sentenced he was led weeping
from the court.
Is there not something wrong in a
sentence of this kind under such cir-
cumstances? Here in Toronto bigam-
ists who have palmed themselves off as
single men and who have ruined the
lives of their victims have escaped with
three-month sentences. Men who have
held high social positions and been sur-
rounded by powerful friends, but who
have betrayed sacred public trusts or
embezzled thousands of dollars of theiv
employers’ money, have met less severs
punishment than was handed out to the
pepitent but obscure Barnardo boy.
Forgery and false pretenses are seri-
ous offenses and cannot be tolerated
But if an example has to be made of
someone for the benefit of the com-
munity it might better be a person who
has had the advantages of good train-
ing and of a good home than a friend-
less youth from the old country. 1f the
idea in this case is to help the prisoner
back to good citizenship—and that is
the fundamental of the modern treat-
ment of ‘criminale—a four-year term
with hardened offenders in the peni-
tentiary is a mistake.
Attorney-General Nickle should in
quire into the circumstances of tha
Oshawa case. He may have but limited
powers of intervention. But the pub
lic has confidence in his humanity and

WOMAN RESCUES SAILORS
FROM ERIE'S ICY WATERS

Name of Abigail Becker Goes Down in Annals of Canadian
History For Her Bravery 71 Years Ago—Saves
Crew of Grain Boat.

Occasionally there goes down in his-
tory the name of a courageous woman,
and one in particular is honored in
London by an L. O. D. E. chapter. Abi-
gail Becker, the wife of ‘Trapper”
Becker, who lived in a hut on Long
Point Island, is the one whose deeds
they honor.

Yesterday, Nov. 24, marked the deed
through which Abigail Becker added a
bright chapter to the annals of glorious
Canadian womanhood with an act of
daring and endurance almost beyond
conceptio On Long Point Island,
which is own as ‘“the graveyard of
Lake Erie,” just off Port Dover, 71
years ago, she risked her life to save
seven sailors nearing the end in a bit-
ter fight against a raging sea.

The schooner Conductor, owned by
John McLeod, M.L.A., of Amherstburg,
laden with grain bound for Port Dal-
housie and sailed by a Captain Hackett
and six men, was overtaken by a ter-
rific autumn storm and driven help-
lessly before the wind. Running too
close to the Canadian shore she struck
the bar off Long Point Island and there

sturdy oak vessel was slowly battered
down by the rush of the great waves.

Then when the “graveyard of Erie”
seemed to beckon to them, a fire sud-
denly sprang up on the beach ahead
and a woman was seen frantically wav-
ing her arms. The captain understood
from her gestures that she wished them
to attempt the swim to shore and as
no other chance of life remained they
agreed to risk it.

The captain was the first to make
the attempt and as he neared the shore
he was seized by the woman, who
plowed fearlessly into the icy water
and carried him to the fire, where he
was soon reviyed. In this manner all
seven reached the land, and through it
all this woman refused tc allow them
to return to the water to help her—
she won the great battle with death
unaided.

At School in Edinburgh.

She was born into a typical clergy-
man’s home in Nova Scotia. Sent to
school in Edinburgh, her outlook upon
life was easily broadened. She tells
interesting stories of her life in Scot-
land—of her monthly pilgrimages to
the little out-of-the-way Baptist church
just so she wouldn’t become too
Presbyterian. On other Sundays she
attended church with the rest of the
school girls, who took delight in calling
the assistant minister ‘‘Baby Face."”
That he later became the noted divine,

Henry Drummond, author of Natural
Law in the Spiritual World, worries
her not a bit.

Miss Saunders decided to enter and
took the dog Joe as her hero. She
stresses the point that Beautiful Joe was
a Canadian dog, and that the, dog,
other animals and people who enter the
book were all transported from Can-
ada to the state of Maine to comply
with the regulations of the contest. The
result was Beautiful Joe, the prize
story.

The villain, at first a Scotchman,
came in for so much criticism that the
author had to change his nationality.
People of Scotland declared that the
author was giving the world a bad im-
pression of the Scotch people through
this character. In a later edition of the
book she changed him to an American,
Americans obligingly consenting to the
change.

The story of her visit in Boston, of
her interest in all the queer religtous
faiths, which were unknown back in
Nova Scotia, was intensely interest-
ing. There she moved among the dis-
tinguished literary people of the United
States and was a constant guest at a
famous salon there.

Price Makes New Plan To
Retire Principal of Bonded
Indebtedness.

POLICY UPHELD
Half Will Be Used For Refund-

ing Purposes, Provincial
Treasurer Announces.

Canadian Press Despatch
Toronto, Nov. 24 —Inaugurating the

first step of a government of the prov-

ince of Ontario to retire the principal
of bonded indebtedness, and in con-
formance with the policy announced
by Hon. W. H. Price, provincial treas-
urer, more than eix months ago, the
government of Ontarlo, in an official
statement tonight, announced the plac-
ing of a long-term issue of $21,000,000
four and a half per cent serial bonds,
about one-half of which will be used
for refunding purposes.

The balance will be used for current
capital expenses contracted during the
past fiscal vear. The text of the
provincial treasurer’s statement is as
follows:

“The province of Ontario has not
placed a long-term lssue since Septem-
ber, 1924, nearly fifteen months ago.

“In the interim it has succeeded in
borrowing money on short date se-
curities, ranging from six months to
two years. The result is that during the
fiscal year ending October 31, 1925, the
average rate of interest which the prov-
ince paid was four and a half per cent.

“The province is now selling $21,000,-
000 four and a half per cent serial
honds. About one-half of this will be
nsed for refunding purposes and the
balance for current capital expenditures
contracted during the past fiscal year.

“In conformance with the policy an-
nounced by the provincial treasurer six
or eight months ago, this issue is be-
ing made a serial one—3$700,000 of
principal as well as the interest will be
paid each year. The first of these pay-
ments on principal will be made Decem-
ber 1, 1926.

“This inaugurates the first step of
a government of the province of On-
tario to retire principa! of bonded In-
debtedness.
