was much impressed with the witness
the Christians gave for uhrist. He turn-
ed fully to Him as his Saviour, and the
following week came before the Church
here desiring baptism.. In the meantime
his parents seemed to get suspicious, and
sent for him to come home. He wisely
deferred communigation with them till

everything was settled. ¢

There was also a Brahmin boy, of one
of the ‘first and most orthodox families
of town, who also became interested. He
was at one time a student of the London
Mission ‘School—now our Mission Migh
Sehool. he epme in toueh with some of
the workers here and expressed his de-
sire'to beeome a Christian. He same be:
fore theé ssme chureh meeting as the for:
mer boy, and having given & good testi-
mony he was aeespted for baptisnt. Sun:
dsy motning he attended the Telugu ser-
vices and then emme over to the High
Sehool ‘Bunday Sehool and was in my
class—Form VI. After the session was
over he was enticed away by ‘some of
the boys who are ardent Hindus They
took him to the home of one of the
teachers who is a very zealous idolater.
By threats and ‘appeals to their sacred
books they led him to recant and they
weit o the assistant pastor’s home that
Narayana might state his decision. My,
Higgifis' looked for him before " going'
home; but could not locate him. The
Dbaptism was tobe at half-past-four. A-

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used all sorts of threats and persuasions
to get him to refuse to be @& Christian,
but he was very firm and told thens that
no matter how long they kept him, as
soon as released he would be baptized. A
policeman who saw &.. that was going
on, instead of taking the part of the boy
and freeing him, advised him to gv a°
Jong without making ‘opposition. This
is & sample of India policeman. Achari
got free from them and was brought by
the preachers to: Mr, B,wl’ ho!n@
We marched from Miss Blackadar’s
sehool, Hope Hall, where our church ser-
vices are held, down to the sea. A great
crowd gathered there and among them
many High Sehool boys. Just as the
baptism was over with one accord they
hooted, We were singing ‘‘Ring the
Bells of Heaven,’” in Telugu and Mr.
Higgins kopt telling us to fepeat and re-
peat, for what purpose we did not know.
Presently & number of the. ehief of po-
lice, whe were waiting nesr, pushed
their way through the crowd to where
the preachers were standing, Then we’

_knew that he had asked us fo continue

singing in order to keep the crowd there.
The High School boys were called for-
ward and through the chief policeman, -
were told in plain words how their con-
duet both signified ill-breeding and was
unlawful. A ‘more fear-stricken line of
faces’is rarely seen. ' Two of the prea-
chers'then gave very powerful addresses.
Our English-spesking service followed
and a great erowd’ of Hindu boys came
over. 'Rev. Dixon Smith gave a very
strong evangelistic sermon. At the close

Dear ‘‘Link,’’'—All week 1 have
been wondering what I could write—
that would interest the ‘‘Link’’ readers.
We get s0 accustomed to things out here
we feel they are almost too common-

nearly a hundred men and children after
us. The church is just a little mud shed,
but it was swept clean and theére were
two very wobbly ehairs placed inreadi:

Already there was quite a
crowd of Christians gathered and they
gave us such puthusiastic ‘salanms, we
knew we were weleomie. Our e¥owd of
followers eame in after s, so the little
room was packed to overflowing. As 1
looked around thet little wudiemce I
could not help comparing it with my
own home: chureh. Everything was so
different, everything so rude and humble
and yet. as we sang our first byman: ‘¢Be-
hold the love of God,’”'I eould feel the
same spirit and realized agnin how one
we all are in that love.

#an to smoke & cigar and then most of
the wudience seemed to think. it their
duty to seold him. . Even one old heath
én.woman asked him if he did’nt know
the white women didn 't like if. Finslly,
however, order was restored and then as
Miss MeLeod spoke to them all, the at:
tention was perfect. She spoke only &
few worda .on ‘{The wages of sin is
death,’’ but it seemed to make & great
impression. .One .poor old leper sitting
at the back ealled out,'f Yes,  it’s all
true, but .what ean we poor igibrant
people.do.. We have'nt enough sense to
understand: things,’’ Somehow, it sad:-
dened me as T-looked. into. that poor: di-
seased face and thought of how soon he
would have to receive his wages, Prob-
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ably, it was the last time he would ever
have & chance to hear the Gospel, and,
as he said, in their ignorance how could
they understand and remember. Since
1 have started out into this touring
work this bad been the saddest and most
discouraging feature to me. How many,
hearing our story, perhaps only once in
a lifetime, ¢an remember it? And how
mand understand it when we do fell it?
Oh! how we need a supernatural power
to make_ things clear to these people. I,
of course ean do very little yet, but 1
find the Telugu becomes easier every
day, and TRdY is a great emcouragement.
This is my third tour since I finished my
studies and ‘we hope to have another
month before we have to stop. The
weather has alresdy become very warm
and to-day we have our first mango
showers, which means our eold weather
is ‘over. However, we have had a de-
lightful eool season, so we cannot com-
plain.

Years ago, in the early days of the
Caste Girls’ Sehool in Cocanada, a little
girl, named Koringa Veeramma, was one
of the pupils, Her family belonged to a
respectable Sudra easte.  Books requir-
ed in the study of the Seripture lessons,
such as Gospels and Bible portions, are
furnished free to the children, and Miss
Simpson made it a point to give New
Testaments as prizes to those who pass-
ed their examinations, is soon as they
were able to read. Tn this way the little
girl earried to her home these portions
of God’s word, and her father, who
could read, became interested in them.
Looking for further light on passages he
eould not understand, hesought out Jon-
athan Burder who was pastor of the
Telugu Church at that time. Little by
little convietion beeame stronger, alid
finally, the father was comverted. For
years those of us who are sequainted
with Koringa Sattayya have not doubt-
ed that he is truly a Christian .at heart.

His influence among his relatives has
made itself felt, and wherever we find a
family conneeted with him we are sure
of a eordial ption and an i
hearing. ' His youngest d recent-
ly passed the highest gndn taught in
our Caste Girls’ School. A near rela-
tive, from a village on the Tuni field,
ecame out and ‘confessed Christ im bap-
tism not long ago.

The family of & cousin who lives not
far from the Harris Bungalow, has al-
ways welcomed our visits, Two interest-
ing young daughters have had regular
lessons from one or other of the Bible
women, and have become well grounded
in Seripture truth. The father in this
family aléo is a converted man, and the.
mother loves to hear us tell about Jesus.
The eldest of the family, a young lad of
sixteen, the hope of his the
pride of his younger brothers and sis-
ters, was one of the Lord’s chosen.

This calamity, may, however, prove to
be & blesing in disguise; for it seems to
foree to utterance a convietion that has
for some time been growing stronger in
the mindsof wome of us; that we ought
to have a of our own. We have
been thinking such & building might
be erocted as a ‘menrorial to the devoted
womman who ‘founded the sehidol, &nd
gave ‘so_muck of her thought “and
strength and love to it, Priends 16 Indis,
as well as friends at home, would gladly
and loyingly contribute towards this ob-
jeet, we fecl asaurred, and we pray, and
trust that in the not far-.distams future

The new ad-
dition at the Cocanada School gives an
opportunity for new. studeats, and the
spread of the work will necessitate more
Bible-women. The Board is anxious to
send a fiew Medieal Missionary—in the
fall of 1914—and, too, in the near fu-
ture a new bungalow will be needed for
one of our best-loved missionaries.

small. She had & bright little face, how-
ever, and when cleaned and combed was
not unattractive.

people’s becoming Christians. She was

goddess—bad marked the child’s fore-
head with sacred ashes, and placed upon
the cot beside her a broom, a shoe, and
a bit of root tied up in a saffroned rag.

The use of medicine
and_nourish t was d and the
next Sunday, she came to Church, Since
then her fatbher and brother have been
baptized, and she, herself, is changed.
