On reaching 
Bristol, which lay in his way from the quitter 
where he had been, an accident held him, 
which had most momentous consequences, 
though seemingly of no importance at the time.

After having staid one night in Bristol, Wil­
lie left the hiunhle lodgings where he had 
slept, in order to proceed to Gloucester. Being 
totally unacquainted, however, with Bristol, 
lie had some difficulty in finding the , roper di­
rection in which to leave the city.
