MANCHESTER SHIP CANAL READY 
FOR THE WORLD S TRAFFIC.

The formal opening of the Menoheeter 
Ship Canal to the traffic of the world waa 
accompliihed on Monday amid the greatest 
enthusiasm. When the Queen arrived at 
•be station the cheering of the crowd» which 
occupied every inch of available apace, wee 
deafening. Her Majesty at once entered 
one of the royal carriage», which had been 
sent to the city in advance for the purpose, 
and waa driven to the town hall, where ahe 
waa preeented with an addresa. From the 
town hall the Queen and her party were 
driven to Trafford Wharf.

All along the eight mile» of etreete 
through which the Queen wue driven the 
greeteat enthusiasm prevailed. Hundred» 
of thousands of people lined the way, ban­
ner», flag», floral arches, Venetian ma»l« 
were visible everywhere, and the air re­
sounded with cheera. The Queen wa» escort­
ed from the station to the town hall and 
thence to Traflord Wharf by a guard of 
honor coneleting of a field officer»’ eicort of 
the 14th Hussara. As the procession left 
the station a troop of Yeomanry fell in at 
the rear and accompanied the Royal car­
riage to Albert-square. The various guards 
of honor comprised about 1000 men. About 
G000 troops guarded the street» through 
which the royal procession passed. Arriv­
ing at Trafford Wharf the Queen embarked 
on board tho Royal yacht Enchantress, 
which at once steamed up the canal in the 
vicinity os Salford Docks, where ahe form­
ally declared the Manchester Ship Canal 
open to commerce.

8A LFORD EX FETE.
Returning to Trafford Wharf Her Ma­

jesty re-entered her carriage and was 
driven to Salford, where she was presented 
with an addreae by the mayor and the 
other authorities of the corporation. The 
enthusiasm of the people of Salford waa 
manifest quite aa marked ae that of the 
people of Manchester. The streets and 
buildings were magnificently decorated, 
and the inhabitants turned out en masse to 
U.ke part In the oelebra.,o.i of the occasion.

After leaving Salford Her Majesty was 
escorted to the station, and at 7.30 o’clock 
started for Balmoral. During the exercises 
the Queen conferred the honor of knight- 
hoo dupon the Lord Mayor of Manchester, 
the Mayor of Salford and Joseph Leigh, 
M. P., son-in-law of David Adamson, chief 
promoter and first chairman of the Man­
chester Ship Canal Company,

The two railway coaches which tbs Queen 
usee on her continental journeys were built 
for her Majesty in Belgium, and they are 
her own , rivate property. They are kept 
at Brussels, at the Gare du Nord, and have 
just been thoroughly overhauled and reno­
vated.

The day saloon is furnished with two 
sofas, two arm chairs, one large foot stool, 
all covered with blue silk, with yellow 
fringes and taeeels. The walls are hung 
with blue silk for the dado, and pearl gray 
above, brocaded in pale yellow, with the 
rose, shamrock, and thistle. The curtain» 
are blue and white, and a dark Indian car 
pet covers thu floor. There is a large cen­
tre table and two small ones. The ventila­
tor in the center of the ceiling is of cut 
glass, and there are four light* in the 
ceiling. The carriage is lighted at night 
by four oil lamps fixed in brackets on the 
walls, while shaded reading lamps are also 
used. There are electric bells, and one of 
the Highland attendants travels in a sep­
arate small compartment in front of the 
ealoon.

A short covered corridor connects the 
day saloon with the sleeping carriage, which 
is divided into a suite of small rooms. The 
dressing room, which is hung in Japanese 
style, with bamboo on the floor, contains a 
white metal bath and a wash hind stand 
covered with red morocco leather ; all of 
the toilet articles are of the tame metal as 
the bath. The bedroom is decorated in 
gray and brown. There is a large bed for 
the Queen and a smaller one for Princess 
Beatrice, both of which were maunfactured 
in the royal stores at Windsor, and all the 
bedding is bought fresh for each journey 
and taken away afterwards. There is also 
a luggage room in which the two maids sleep 
on sofas.

Transplanting Human Hair.
In China human hair is actually trans­

planted; and those who engage in it, find 
it a remunerative occupation. This hair- 
plant ng business owes ite prosperity to a 
superstition. Chinese physiognomists say 
the eyebrows and whiskers of a mans are 
just as essential in their relations to his 
success in life, as his other qualifications. 
If the eyebrows aro thin, or his whiskers 
are sickly, his luck, will be thin and his 
health will be poor. Therefore, in order 
to stop the train of bad luck, which Nature 
has unfortunately ordained for him, he 
orders his eyebrows changed or replanted 
by a hair-planting professor.

This is done by first carefully pulling 
out the rebellious or unlucky h'.ira in the 
eyebrows. The next operation is to select 
a spot of hair on the neck of the patient, 
pr behind his ears, that would suit for a 
fine eyebrow, and reduce the hairs down 
to the right length. A fine pair of sharp 
pincer» is picked up with the left hand, 
and selecting a suitable-sized hsir, the 
operator jerks it out by the root, and with 
the right hand, he quickly pierces a minute 
hple in the skin of the bald eyebrow In a 
slanting direction, and while the point oÎ 
the needle-like instrument is still on the 
edge of the hole, the root of the pulled-up 
hair is carefully inserted. But if blood 
oozee out of It before the hair is planted, 
the hole will not be used on that day, for 
fear of inflammation, and not sufficient nu­
triment for the hair to take proper root. 
This operation is repeated until every hair 
in the eyebrows is replanted or enlarged. 
The patient usually experiences pain in the 
eyebrows for about twenty-four hours, after 
which he goes out and shows himself to 
hie friends.

The professor charges more for planting 
syebrows than forplanting wniskers,because 
of ie many varied degrees of slanting each 
V in order to make the eyebrows look 
natural to the man, or to suit the ideas of 
the physiognomist.

A Happy Hunting Ground.
The new Algonquin park set apart by 

the Commissioner of Crown Lauds in the 
Nipiesing dietrict appears to be a happy 
hunting ground. According to Mr. 
Thompson, the chief ranger, both mooee 
and deer are plentiful, particularly in the 
northern and western townships. There 
are aa msny moose as deer, and in the 
townsti p of Butt, just outside the west 
boundary the moose are very numerous. 
Hgns of beaver are seen in various places, 
but the families appear to be small. In 
many localities where these animals have 
evidently existed in large numbers in times 
past, there is now no indication of their 
presence. They are, however still sufficient­
ly numerous to replenish the pevk, if pro­
perly protected for a few years. Mink,otter, 
fisher, and martin are plentiful, and musk­
rat abound. There are many bears and 
wolves. Foxes are numerous and prey upon 
the partridge». The Utter are abundant, 
and wild ducks are often seen on some of 
the lakes.

This chemical milk 
will raise a cream, will sour, turn to curd 
and water, and butter and cheese can be 
made from it. The cost is more than $1 a 
galion, but the chemist believes with more 
experiments he can reduce the price to 10 
cent» or 15 cents a gallon, and by making 
it in wholesale quantities can retail ital the 
usual six ceuts a quart.

TALLER THAN THE EIFFEL

The steel abortion which was the draw 
ing card of the Paris Exposition is being 
eclipsed, in height at least, by a similar 
construction a' Wembley Park, London, 
where 150 workmen are now putting up a 
tower which ie to be 1,150 feet high. The 
Eiffel tower in Paris is 9*5 feet. The latter 
stands on low ground near the Seine, but 
the London tower is on an eminence 165 
feet above sea level, and the observatory at 
its top will command a wide sweep of 
country, which must be a most interesting 
panorama to look down upon. The archi­
tect of the new tower is Sir Edward Wat,, 
kin, and the Wetkin tower will probably 
be much talked of, later on. There will lie 
four elevators, two running up 150 feet 
only, the other two going up 900 feet. The 
tiret p'atform, 160 feet from the ground, 
and .'*> feet square, will contain rastaur- 
ants snd a convert hall The second plat­
form ia 500 fret high. A thi'd,higher still, 
will have a post and telephone office. At 
the very top will be an observatory, sur­
mounted by a powerful electric light. The 
tower ia expected to lie litishei next year, 
at a total coat of 51,000,000.

AN UPRISING IN INDIA.

A Feeling of Fnrest Thai Hey Develop 
Into a Ki-vnll.

Notwithstanding the fact that the au­
thorities in Calcutta have declared that 
there ia no immediate reason for apprehend­
ing an uprising of the natives, tne fear» 
that have been excited cannot be entirely 
groundless. It cannot be dented that there 
is a feeling of unreal that may at any mom­
ent develop into a revolt. This feeling 
waa apparent last July, when, during the 

; Mohammedan festival at Atmgorli, serious 
disturbances arose through the disgust of 
the Hindoos at the oow kllling prevalent 
on such occasions At Bombay, also, there 
was ariot, due to the same cause, and thirty- 
five people were killed before peace was 
restored. It is not alone the jealousies and 
hatreds of the native races that cause die 
content ; the interference of the British 
rulers of the country with long established 
native customs snd rooted traditions con 

I tribute to the skme result. The London 
Spectator, a short time ago, sounded a note 
of alarm, but little heed Was given iU It 
was followed by the letter of the Indian his­
torian, Colonel Mailesnn, to which more 
attention was given. When it is remember­
ed that the calamities of 1857 were caused 
by a mere rumour that cartridges had been 
served out to the Bengal ai my greased with 
the fat of animals unclean alike ‘o Hindoo 
and Mohammedan, the cow killing incident 
grows in importance.

COMMERCIAL NEWS.

Whal I» tioing on In llir Bn«y World hr

The shipments of wheat from Indie last 
week were 120,000 bushels, a decrease of 
40,000 bushels.

An experimental shipment ot ore from 
British Columbia to England is to be made 
via Cape Horn.

The Ulster Steamship Co. is about to 
commence a direct service between Mon­
treal and Dublin, the first steamer being 
expected to leave Montreal on June 15th.

The exports of gold from New York last 
week aggregate $6,585,3610, and from Jan­
uary 1st, the amount is $52,046,478, while 
the balance in the Treasury is now below 
$90,000,000.

Within three years the price of piatinun 
at the Ural mines has increased five fold. 
This is due,says the Popular Science News, 
to the heavy demand for this metal for 
electrical purposes. It is now nearly as 
dear as gold, and if the price keeps going 
up will soon be dearer.

A railroad which the Germans have 
built in Asia Minor, extending from Ismid, 
a harbor about 60 miles east of Con­
stantinople, east by south 309 miles to 
Angora,has aa little wood,says the Railroad 
Gazette, at any in the world. Not 
only the rails and bridges, but the ties 
and telegraph poles are iron. There are no 
less than 1,200 bridgea on the line, one 
measuring 590 feet, one 458, one 445 and 
three 327 feet. There are sixt.'n tun­
nel the longest measuring 1,430 ieet. This 
is t e only railroad which penetrates into 
the interior < f Asiatic Turkey.

The last week has been a period of ex­
treme dullness in general trade. There is 
scarcely anything done in primary depart 
ments which can be conveniently deferred, 
and both bank clearings and railroad earn- 
ingsattestthegeneral conservatism of trad­
ers,though the figures are not remarkable in 
view of the continued depression throughout 
the world and the revsiees we ire experi­
encing now. The speculative markets have 
failed to respon 1 to the stimulating effect 
of a plethora of money, and in most depart­
ments the drift of values has continued 
downward. Nothing has occurred to 
strengthen Canadian securities. The enor­
mous unsold stock of wheat which has 
made a lower average ot prices in February, 
March and April than was e\er known in 
any previous month has depressed May 
wheat to the lowest point on record. The 
movement has been most sluggish, prin­
cipally because oi the depression in foreign 
markets and the indisposition of Canadian 
millers to buy even at present low prices, 
expecting a still further lowering of prices. 
This mus: he the ruling idea sinus some of 
them are known to have only verv light 
stocks of grain, though stocks of flour are 
probably heavy. There is no improvement 
in the wool trade, nor can we find any 
evidence of improvement in dry goods or 
clothing, in which business is practialiy 
confined to sorting orders, and small ones 
at that. Experienced travelers find this 
month the dullest lor many years. Grocer­
ies are, perhaps, moving a trifle more 
actively, stimulated, no doubt, by the pros­
pects of further advance in sugars ; and 
oollecl.ons are, on the whole,slightly better 
than a month ago. This is probably the 
result of the opehing of cheese taotories 
throughout the country;a little extra mon­
ey has been put intociruulatlonamong farm­
ers, etc , on this account. The problem j 
of handling our eggs advantageously is re. 
ceiving increasing attention. Concessions 
in prices do not Help sales any, the supply 
being greater than the demand; and it the 
duty on eggs is not removed by the L’nited 
States, the probability is that the market 
will be glutted, as it does not pay to ship 
them to England. There is no change in 
money rates, and the oniy feature of satis­
faction is that liabiliti s of insolvent firms 
are comparatively le«s than ever: but 
whether this ie that wholesalers ani banks 
are more willing to carry the larger ones, 
and, perhaps, to some extent, aiming al 
crowding the smaller ones out, authorities j 
are not quite unanimous.

Oil as Fuel.
Since the present coal strike has threaten- 1 

ed to bring about a coal famine, American 
railways have been devoting considerable 
attention to the matter of substituting oil 
for coal as fuel for the locomotives. It is 
claimed for it that it has many advantages 
over coal for this use. A more uniform 
steam pressure can be maintained with oil 
fuel than with coal. The expense of carry­
ing it is much les», ft can be fired with a 
much less expenditure of labor, and the 
tire can be regulated to suit the requirements 
of the moment with a much greater nicety

IN MODERN JAPAN.

Tbr Pleinresqae Xatlve Costume «Ivins

Judith Gauthier gives an account of the 
progrès» made by the Japanese in adopting 
western customs. It seems by the follow­
ing that the transformation from native to 
foreign attire is attended with some diffi­
culty : “ Many of the men are in a melan­
choly state of indecision about their toilets 
and come out in the most extraordinary 
combination of garments, some national, 
others foreign.

This obligation led, especially when first in 
force, to some ridiculous effects : one 
among many others has become historic.

“One evening at Kioto, the now aband­
oned capital.a very noble seignior appeared, 
according to etiquette,in a black 1res» coat, 
waistcoat, and trousers, but he also wore 
socks without shoes, and a waistcoat evt 
very low left the hairy chest of the daimlo 
expjied to view. The great man knew 
nothing about shirts or patent-leather shoes 
and thought he was in a very correct French 
pt-up. It was only those Japanese who

get-up. it was only tnose Japanese wno 
had traveled in Europe and were altogetner 
chic who noted the irregularities of the cos­
tume and had much ado to stifle their 
laughter.

To be sure, rumor lias in the past cast a 
shadow on the natso of Decker, but that 
was years ago, when this was a lawless re­
gion, and those who were old enough to 
taik have einoe died or moved away.

He grew to be e 
leader of men. He acquired wealth and 
influence. He has not slept without a mem- 
tber of his family in hie room for 20 years. 
This has been msde known, along with the 
damning evidence, since the shepherd found 
he duet-covered bones in a cave on the 
Kildere hills.

It Is now charged that George Decker 
murdered ten persons, the list of liis victims 
being as follows : Margaret E. Decker, first 
wife ; Nevada Decker, babe ; Rose Stone, 
granddaughter, man in Illinois, name un­
known; man ia Sacramento Valley, name 
unknown ; Edward Slone, second wife's 
son-in law ; Benjamin Decker, son ; Mrs. 
Caroline Goodrich Decker, second wife ; 4- 
yesr old son of Edward Stone, hired man 
The Illinois murder is being recalled now. 
Talk about it followed flecker from the 
East, but it was not believed then that so 
upright a man could have been guilty.

SENT HHB A CAN OK PRESERVES.
The town of San Rafael adds its quota 

to the proof of Decker’s guilt. It was 
there that his second wife died and wit­
nesses are now coming forward with dam­
aging evidence. They say Decker sent his 
wife a can of preserves, and shortly after 
taking them she died iu agony. Decker 
arrived at her death bed. and in her last 
words she accused him of her murder. 
These persons say they have refrained from 
speaking before because of dislike to be 
summoned as witnesses.

A New Kind of Baby Show.
The “Baby's Exhibition,” to be held in 

Humphrey's Hall Kmghtsbridge, during 
the month of June, says the London Daily- 
News, will deal with exhibits bearing upon 
the food, clothing, medicine, furniture, and 
pleasures of that very important personage. 
The show will be divided into five heads, 
the fiist dealing wi'h food, dietetics, bever­
ages, medicines and disinfectants. The 
second class includes clothing of all sorts 
for infants, juveniles, and mothers. The 
third is devoted to nursery furniture, and 
is of comprehensive scope, comprising wall 
papers, grstes, baths, filters, etc. The 
fourth class will be one of great interest to 
the youngsters themselves—toys, games, 
books, gymnastic apparatus, mail carts and 
rocking horses beingrenged under this head. 
Miscellaneous specialties for household use 
will occupy Class V. The scheme is calcu- 
lsted to embrace all that can possibly tend 
to alleviate the woes of infancy and enhance 
the pleasures of that period of life alloyed 
for the most part with the troubles of 
teething. The price of admission is to be 
fixed at a price so moderate as to render 
the exhibition useful to all classes.

Mad Through Excitement
So intense was the excitement in Paris

How to Start a Creamery.
In connection with the subject of • tart mg 

creameries, the following from a contemp­
orary is very timely :

“Farming interests in many places have 
been built up and made prosperous by the 
creamery business,and good butter still sails 
just as high one year as another, with a 
■light variation. Why not get a few of your 
neigh lien together and talk the matter 
over ? Canvass the covi in the county and, 
if necessary, go into the next county, for 
the olieap and pioneer method of creamrry 
is the ‘gathered cream.’ By this system, 
where only the cream is brought to the 
factory, it can be collected fifteen or twenty 
miles with a wagon end brought almost any 
distance by railroad. The cost of such » 
creamery ia quite small.

" In organizing such an association the 
principal point ia to get enough farmers 
interested to make up milk enough for the 
factory to run full handed and ‘Sue be able 
to mabe a profit. Havmg once got to the 
point -.hat it pays, there will be no trouble 
getting more patrons. There is nothing 
succeeds like success ; therefore, it is of 
every importance that you start right. To 
begin with, you should have the pledged 
milk of JWK) "0*1, if possible. Three hun­
dred cowt will support the factory, but to 
get 300 you had butter have 500 pledged. 
The i ut pledge is to get the farmer to 
take stock in the enterprise. If you oan 
get fifty dollars out of him he will certainly 
(,et some cows to help you. Use business 
tact, but do not draw too glowing accounts 
of early profits. That will depend much 
upon the good faith of the patrons and the 
skill of the manager, It is presumed that 
the factory will start on the co-operative 
plan. Any man is at liberty to start his 
own factory whenever he pleases. The 
first thing for you to do is to acquaint 
yourself with the needs and cost of such a 
cresmery, eo »* •* b>- able to answer ques­
tions intelligently. For this purpose write 
to all the Urge dealers iu dairy implements 
for their price lists and descriptive cata­
logues. Beware of the creamery shark who 
proposes to build and equip the factory for 
you on long time and easy payments. He 
will eat the bowels out of your enterprise. 
One member of your proposed company, or 
two are better, should make a visit to the 
kind of factory contemplated and make an 
inventory of the utensils actually needed. 
Also note the aize and convenience» of the 
building and its location It ie easier to 
copy than to originate.

“Having settled upon th' size and style 
of building, it is easy to I’etermine its cost 
in your neighborhood. Any bnilder can 
tell you that. Tbe next thing is to select 
a site. 1 his is often a very troublesome 
part of the business, because it appeals 
directly to the selfish interests of each 
shareholder. It is easier to get them to 
subscribe stock lie fore the site of the factory 
is selected, because each one hopes to get 
it near his farm. But there is sure to be a 
big .*■ ht when the subject comes up for 
seule. t. The wise manager will make 
up his inma beforehand where it is really 
best to have the creamery located, with 
a view to railroa i facilities, water supply, 
ahailcand priceof land. Then lie calls a meet- 
mi; ' ‘ the stockholders to settle the ques­
tion, He should ask each one to suggest a 
location, an l then let every>*ody discuss 
each suggestion After they have fought 
themselves tired and settled nothing he can 
coins in with his location and, by slating 
the reason for it, and each stockholder 
having seen tha the cannot work his own lit- 
tie petscheme.will be ready tolieat his neigh­
bor by agreeing to yours. This looks like 
taking a mean view of human nature, but 
you had better be prepared for just such 
an emergency if you do not want your 
enterprise to fail

“ Be sure, in selecting a site, to have an 
unlimited supply of good water and an 
abundance of land to spread the factory 
over should it prove .a success. Do no 
sacrifice too much to be near a railroad 
depot, eitherfor shippingbutteror receiving 
cream, a» both of tiiese are in concentrated 
form and easily hauled a reasonable distance 
to and from the factory. The coat of the 
building need not exceed three or four 
hundred dollars if made new, while an old 
house that would do to begin with might 
be «ecured for much less. In the gathered 
cream system, e deep can eight inches in 
diameter is used by tiie patrons and they 
are credited with * pound of butter for each 
inch of cream furnished from these 
cans, which are »*, in the coldest 
water the patron can furnish, and 
skimmed by the man who comes from I 

| the factory. The cans are either sold 
or rented to the patron» by the creamery 
company. The patrons take better care of 
thorn if they buy them, but it it better to 
encourage them by a loan of a few to start 
with. If made of good three-cross tin there 

I is little danger of hurting them. The fao- 
I tory should be furnished with a small 
engine to do the churning and a large boiler 
to furnish steam and hot water for wash­
ing. Then there is to be a power churn, 
cream vats, butter worker, scales, butter 
tubs and so on, all of which need not cost 
any great amount. One thing be sure of, 
never buy a second hand diary implement ; 
get your churns, workers, paddles, vats, 
and even engine, new. Such tilings 
never wear out ; they get loose, cracked, 
nuts shaken off and a thousand little things 
that stick better when they are new.

tbe big factories want him. But if you have 
got any wit, bring it to bear on the profes­
sors of dairy schools. If you know any of 
them, all.'he better; if no:, then write a 
simultaneous letter to ecch one,ate ting h 
muoh you Can pay oo trial. Do not mt.t a 
permanent offer, but a fair salary for three 
months, and ask for a bright young man. 
You may catch a jewel; but anyway, tbe 
chances are you will get a fair maker, and 
r.uoh better than though you took the re 
fusai of lorn* other factory. It ie extremely 
hard work t# mike good butter out of 
gathered cream. It contains the essence of 
al ' the kitchens and some of the hog pens 
anu titty stables of the patrons. The man 
who can learn to get a good price for butter 
made from gather»-' créant is worth keep­
ing."

THE PICTURESQUE AND TERRIBLE 
GERMAN UHLAN.

lie Is a Leaver rare sail wimple—The Eje 
er the 4,remue Military Maritime—To 
the treucls the Embodiment of Mailer.

The Germ-n Uhlan is a picturesque fal­
low. In his jaunty uniform, braaa epaulets 
end gay trappings, and holding aloft his 
10-foot lance, from which flutters a black 
and while pennant, he fills the eye as a 
typical light-horseman. Carrying his 
blankets, rations, ammunition and a few 
feels of oats for his mount, he and his 
dapper little steed are reedy for a 100-mile 
march, if need be, before he has to forage. 
He is not called on to traverse deserts or 
enow-clad, pathless plains, as our cavalry­
men must do | but be may at any moment 
be hurried at a gallop with information to 
headquarters in the rear, aud he may have 
many an hour’s hunt for the general in 
command of the van. He was, during the 
war of 1870, a most excellent scout | and 
it was part of his business to make 
his presence felt, to make himself and 
bis ilk well feared. In no other way 
was his lits safe, for he was apt to be 
way laid and shot down by frano-tireurs at 
every cross-road. He was, to tbi French 
peasant, the embodiment of malice, the 
forerunner, the simulacrum oi the hated 
German ; the Gallic bile had risen, aud no 
act of his, even m selt-defeuse, but was 
exaggerated into dire brutality. Iu French 

e-oheart, the simple-hearted, rose clicked Bran­
denburg lad is pictured with the face of 
a Vandal of the M.Jdle Ages—which is 
natural enough ; but on tbe whole, the 
Uhlan was no worse than any cavalryman 
w ho rides in the advance of an invading 
army. Small bo lies of men, npoving inde­
pendently in an enemy’s country, always 
commit some havoc ; in olden times tne 
most cruel, even bestial acts were looked 
on as a necessary concomitant of raids. In 
oar day, happily, the soldier is no longer a 
human brute, bût is by force of his own 
intelligence and decency, as well as by law 
and regulation, kept within some bounds. 
Sow.th the Uhlan. “Give a dog a bad 
name”—and the French gave the Uhlan a 
reputation he did not deserve.

The Uhlan ae a rule ie well mounted. H'S 
arms and equipments are not heavy—that 
is, not heavy i r a soldier—and he htmeeif 
is never an over-big man. It would puzzle 
the cuirassier to follow him in a day's 
march. But then the cuirassier weighs, 
“armed and equipped as the law directe,”» 
full 5H pounds more than the Uhlan does—

' end 50 pounds on the march is as much as 
| 10 pounds in a race. Did it ever occur to 
you how heavily the trooper’s horse is load­
ed 1

The Uhlan weighs—say 140 pounds : and 
his rig is lighter—say 60 in all. Even this 
is a heavy weight compared to that of 
civilians, who add but 15 or 18 pounds to 
their own avoirdupois when they ride out 
for their daily exercise. Tbs fact is that 
no one bnt a man that has rsen service In 
time of war knows how hard-worked are 
Iroth the roldier and l is r.eed ; nor, indeed, 
of how much hard work both are capable. 
When every ounce of e rength haa been 
pumped out of a man a- j horse by a hard 
day's march ; when he has stopped for the 
night, and it seems as if not another yard 
of distance could he or his horse drag on, 
there comes a sudden call for duty. “Sad­
dle and boots" is blown on the bugles, and, 
tired and hungry, both start again and do 
another good day's work before morning. 
No wonder there are so many ruined con­
stitutions among the soldiers of a war, even 
it the man bas escaped the enemies' shell or 
bullet or saber. X\ hilt he may he able by 
clean grit and nerve-power to do the work, 
the fact remains that he is drawing drafts 
on the physical resources of the future, and 
these drafts must be met at maturity.

In action, to-day, cavalry i. not much 
need. Battles have to be fougftt oui 
by artillery apd infantry. But, as an ex­
ception, a cavalry column may do a hereto 
act, may save an army from defeat. The 
average loss of the cavalry arm is much 
less than th. of the foot ; but now and 
then a regiment of horse, or a brigade, may 
be put In and snffer the severest 1 os sea It 
is, however, generally the heavy cavalry 
that claims the right to perform this boh- 
orqble duty. The Uhlan is wont to be out 
beyond the flanks busy in heading off in­
opportune maneuvers by the enemy. In 
this and in scouting duty he is easily first.

DR. TALMAQB PRBACHBS ON HIS 
WAY TO CALIFORNIA

Ho Sill» on Hoy 31 en FIS Koiiud the 
World Jiinrnry—HI» gorin >n *1 Lillie 
Hork- King DhfIiI Ihr Nubjeel of an 
Intorcsllng Discourse.

Little Rote, Ark.,May 20.—On his wr.y 
to California, whence he will start on May 
31 on his round-the-world journey, Her. 
Dr. Talmage, having halted here, preached 
to-day to a large audience on the subjeet of 
“ Recovered Families." The text chosen 
was I. Samuel 30 : 4, 19: “Then David and 
the people that were with him lifted up 
voice and wept, untal they had no more 
power to weep. • * * David recovered 
all”

There is intense excitement in the village 
of Ziklag. David and his men are bidding 
good-bye to their families, and are off for 
the wars, fn that little village of Ziklag 
the defenceless ones will be safe until the 
warriors, flushed with victory, come home. 
But will the defenceless ones be safe ? The 
soft arms of the chilren are around the 
necke of the bronzed warriors until they 
skake themselves free and start, and hand­
kerchiefs and Hags are waved'and kisses 
thrown until the armed men vanish beyond 
the hills. David and his mon soon get 
through with their campaign, and start 
homeward. Every night on their way 
home, no sooner does the soldier put bis 
head on the knapsack than in his dream 
he hears the welcome of his wife and 
the shout of his child. Oh, what long 
stories they will have to tell their families ! 
Of how they dodged the battle-axe ! and 
then will roll up their sleeve, and show 
the half-healed wound. With glad, 
quick step they march on, David 
and his ^ men, for they are marching 
home. Now they come up to the last 
hill which overlooks Ziklag, and they ex­
pect in a moment to sec the dwelling places 
of their loved ones. They look, and as 
they look their cheek turns pale, and their
lips quiver, and their hands involuntarily

they cry. Alas ! the curling smoke above 
the ruins tells the tragedy.

The swarthy warriors 
stand for a few moments transfixed with 
horror. Then their eyes glance at each 
other, and they buret into uncontrollable 
weeping ; for when a strong warrior 
weeps, the grief is appalling.

Two hundred of David’s men 
stop by the brook tiesor, faint with fatigue 
and grief.

Hut the other four 
hundred men under David, with a sort of 
panther step, march on in sorrow and in 
rage. They find by the aide of the road a 
half-dead Egyptian , and they resusci­
tate him, and compel him to tell the 
whole atory. He says : “ Yonder they
went, the captors and the captives, 1 
pointing in the direction. Forward, ye 
four hundred brave men of file I Very soon 
David and his engager! company come upon 
tr.e Amalekitieh host ! Yonder they see 
their own wives and children and nr'there, 
and under Amalekitieh guard. Here ere 
the officers of the Amalekitish army hold­
ing a banquet. The cups are full, the music 
is roused, the dance begins. The Amale­
kitish host cheer and cheer and cheer over 
their victory. But, without note or bugle 
or warning of trumpet, David and bis four 
hundred men burst upon the scene. David 
and his men look up, and one glance at 
their loved ones in captivity under Amale­
kitish guard throws them into a very fury 
of determination ; for you know how n-eu 
will fight when they fight for their wives 
and children ! Ah ! there are lightnings in 
their eye, and every finger is a spear, and 
their voice is like the shout of the whirl­
wind ! Amidst the upset tankards andtiie 
costly viands crushed underfoot, the wound­
ed Amalekites lie—their blood mingling 
with thei, wine—shrieking for mercy. No 
sooner did David and his men win the vic­
tory than they throw their swords down 
into the dust—what do they want with 
swords now ? and the broken families came 
together amidst a great shout of joy that 
makes the parting scene in Ziklag seem 
very insipid in the comparison. The rough 
old warrior has to use some persuasion 
before he can get his ch.Id to come to him 
now after so long an absence, but soon the 
little finger traces the familiar wrinkle 
across the scarred face. And then the 
empty tankards are set up, and they are 
filled with the best wine from the hills, 
and David and his men, the husbands, the 
wives, the brothers, the sisters drink to the 
overthrow of the Amalekites and to the 
rebuilding of Ziklag.

seized upon some members of that family, 
and carried them away. Ziklag in ashes ! 
And you go about, sometimes weeping and 
sometimes enraged, wanting to get back 
your loved ones as much as David and his 
men wanted to reconstruct their despoiled 
households. Ziklag in ashes 1 Some of 
you went oil from home. Yov counted the 
days of your absence. Every day seemed 
as long as a week. Oh ! how glad you 
were when the time came for you to go 
aboard the steamboat or railcar and start 
forborne!

Why these long shadows of bereavement 
across this audience ? Why is it that in 
almost every assemblage black is the pre­
dominating color of the apparel ?

One day in Ulster County, New York, 
the village church was decorated until the 
fragrance of the flowers was almost bewild­
ering.

I preach this sermon to-day, because I 
want to rally you, as David rallied hia 
men, for the recovery of the loved and the 
lost.

I feel that somehow I have a 
responsibility in your arriving at that great 
City. Do you really want to join the com­
panionship of your loved ones who have 
gone ?

They prayed; wc 
must pray. They trust in Christ; we 
must trust in Christ.

and university and college libraries and 
law libraries, of every duly organized as­
sociation or society, for the use of its mem­
bers, not more than two copies of each 
book, under regulations to be made by 
orders-in-Council, and books, bound or 
unbound, which have been printed and 
manufactured more than twelve years free. 
Nets and seines are added to the item of 
fish-hooks and twines, to be used in 
making nets and seines and fishing lines 
not to include sporting tackle or hooki 
with flies or trolling spoons or threads or 
twines commonly used tor sewing or manu 
lecturing purposes, free.

MASTERS AND MAfES.
Sir Charles H. Tupper Introduced a 

resolution providing that the Governor-in- 
Council may establish the following scale 
of fees to be charged for certificates to mast­
ers and mates i—For a certificate of com­
petency as master, fifteen dollars ; for a 
certificate of competency as mate of a sea 
going ship, eight dollars ;for a certificate of 
competency as mate of a ship trading on 
the inland waters of Canada, or on the 
minor waters of Canada, ■ .' on coasting voy­
ages, six dollars ; for a certificate of service 
as master, eight dollars ; for a certificate of 
service as mate of a sea going ship, five 
dollars ; and for a certificate of service as 
me® of a ship trading on the inland yaters 
of Canada, or on the minor waters of Cana­
da, or on coasting voyages, four dollars. 
He expla ined that this was an Increase. 
The fund connected with .hia service was 
about $41-000 in debt. The old rates were 
$5 for masters and |3 for mates.

The House went Into Committee of Ways 
and Means.

itors—the electric oompanics. The bill 
had received the corsideration of the bes' 
experts that rtuld be consulted, and was 
thought by the Government to be a meas­
ure worthy of introduction, and of being 
pat into practical operation.

Mr. liibeon asked if it was the intention 
of the Government to employ the same 
inspectors as were used for the gas com 
panics.

Mr. Wood (Rrookville)—Yes. It is not 
the intention of the Government to make 
any new appointments. We believe our 
present inspectors and officers can, with 
some instructions, do the necessary work.

Mr. Macdonell (Algoma) said he was 
credibly informed that the tugs usually 
towed three time» as many feet of lumber 
as w»s stated in their clearance papers.

Mi.—Gulden Text. 1 C«c*>. v. J.-A Prac- 
Ileal I'ommenlar) on Uie Ee»»ea.

1. “ And the Lord spake unto Moses and 
Aaron in the land of Egypt, saying." The 
command of the Lord to Pharaoh through 
Moses and Aaron to let Israel go received 
from Pharaoh the reply. “I know not the 
Lord ; neither will I let Iziael go" (Ex. v, 
2). Consequently plague after plague was 
sent upon Pharaoh and his people, if per­
chance he might learn who Jehovah was, 
obey His command to let Israel, His first­
born, go and thus escape the loss of Egypt's 
firstborn (Ex. iv, 22, 23),but all was in nut), 
tnd the "one plague mors" (Ex. xi, 1) 
had to come before Israel could go free.

2. “This month’shall be unto you thy 
beginning of months. It shall be- the first 
month of the year to you." It wasthe 
seventh month of their civil year which was 
henceforth to be the first month of the year 
to them. It was the beginning of their 
national existence and was associated with 
redemption by blood. There is no life to 
any sinner—he his not begun to live until 
he has been redeemed by the precious blood 
of the Lamb (I John v, 12).

3. “ In the tenth day of this month they 
•hall take to them every mai a lamb, ac­
cording to the house of the'r fathers, a 
lamb for an house." At least two sugges­
tions are here. That each one for himself 
must take a lamb te\ches us that each one 
for himself must receive Christ,’and a lamb 
for a house teaches the Lord’s pleasure in 
saving households. Think of Ncah, Itahab, 
Lydia, the jailer and their households (Gen. 
vii, 1; Joshua ii, 18; Acts xvi, 15,34).

4. “And if the household be too little for

unto hie house take it according to the 
number of the souls." There was no refer­
ence to the possibility of the lamb being too 
small for a household.

5. “Your lamb shall be without blem­
ish, a male of the first year. Ye shall take 
it out from the sheep or from the goate.r> 
See also the burnt offering, peace offering, 
sin and trespass offerings (Lev. i, 3 ; iii, 1 ; 
iv, 3 ; v, 15)—every offering had to be 
without blem'sh. It was never a question 
of the offerer’s fitness, for he was never fit, 
but if the offering was fit or without blem­
ish it was accepted for him (Lev. i, 4). 
See the antitype and application in I Pet, 
i, 18,19, and see our acceptance in Eph. i, 
6, 7.

6. And ye shall keep it *p until the four­
teenth day of the same month, and the 
whole assembly of the congregation of 
Israel shall kill it in the evening." As O. 
H. M. says, each house was the local ex­
pression of the whole assembly, so that 
virtually there was only one assembly and 
one sacrifice. The lamb being kept four 
days makes us think of Christ, who was 
foreordained before the foundation of the 
world (I Pet.

The fierce wrath on account at sin 
could only be illustrated by the fire (Ps. 
Ixxxviii, 7, 16). We are apt to make light 
of this wrath of God, but the Scriptures 
are very plain and clear upon it. Consjder 
G-itheemane and Calvary and ire what 1^, 
endured to save us from the wrath to colitt. 
See I These. 1, 10 ; John iii, 36 ; Rev xiv, 
9-11. Head and legs speak to us of inward 
thought and outward life, all of which In 
Him was perfect.

10. “And ye shall let nothing of it re­
main until the morning, and that which 
remaineth of it till the morning ye shall 
hnrn with fire.” Compare chapter xxiil, 
18. The lesson seems to lie that all fellow­
ship ie inseparably linked with the sacri­
fice. There can be no safety nor life nor 
communion apart ficm the blood of the 
Lamb.

11. “ And thus shall ye eat it." The 
girded lions, the shod feet, the staff in 
hand, all indicated a readiness for distant 
departure.

OUR AGRICULTURAL STAPLES.

Enough Wheat And Hour to Last the 
Prearut Crop tear.

At this time of the yeat, as a rule, the 
people who have agricultural produce to 
spare expect to part with it at relatively good 
prices. Buyers are supposed to be keeping 
their eyes open for evidences of scarcity, 
actual or to come, and to be preparing for 
any prospective advance by quietly taking 
all they can get at the low prices of the 
moment. But this year the staples of agri­
cultural production show no eigne of pro­
bable exhaustion before harvest time. There 
will be enough wheat and flour to last out 
the present crop-year and to support con­
sumption far into the next one. The whole 
question ou which the problem of the wheat 
market turns ie, whether there will be any 
shortage in the next crop that will leave 
room for the surplus from last crop to be 
disposed of at good prices. If there should 
be a prospect of such a shortage there would 
be a movement to get a hold of supplies now 
offering, and prices would go up. But pre­
sent indications promise

AS AVERAGE YIELD
so that the market has little to hope for 
from the contingency of a short crop. At 
the moment, buyers are not stimulated by 
the prospect either of a scarcity before har­
vest or one after it. The prices of wheat 
and flour consequently remain low. The 
export demand for wheat ie rather active, 
but if one of it* effects should be to raise 
the price it would probably drop off. The 
hay market is even more disappointing, to.- 
more was expected from it. Oc first 
shipments to the British market were 
made during a time of scarcity there, and 
served the useful purpose of breaking 
through the prejudices that had previously 
stood in the way of selling on that market. 
Canadian hay having been introduced and 
found acceptable, despite its defamation 
by British growers and by the British 
agents of exporters from other countries, 
is believed to have a bright future before 
it is an export. But though there seem­
ed reason for expecliug a good replenish­
ing demand this month on British account, 
the market has been in a very bad state 
ever since the opening of navigation, and 
seems to be getting worse. The cattle 
market is probably

THE MOST DISCOURAGING

of all. Last week it seemed impossible for 
it to be worse, but it has agaiu declined. 
The necessity of slaughtering cattle as soon 
as they are landed on the other side keeps 
the market oons'antly overstocked with 
freih beef that must be sold at once. The 
exclusion of live cattle thus works to the 
advantage of the Br.tiah consumers in towns 
aud cities even more t han to that of British 
farmers, whose prices are depreciated by 
the intensified competition. If the cattle 
landed in Britain were allowed to graze 
until the beef is wanted in the ordinary 
course of the consumptive demand, it 
would be better for British cattleraisera. 
The present arrangement forces beef on the 
market and keeps prices depressed. If the 
entry of our live cattle continues to be pro­
hibited, it will pay our exporters toslaugh- 
ter their own animals and ship in refriger­
ators as the exporters of Australia do. The 
cheese market, it is cheering to observe, 
does not sympathize with the markets lor 
most of the other great etaplea. The stock 
of Canadian cheese in England is now 
small, and is wanted at higher prices. 
Canadian pea-fed bacon also commands 
good prices and seems to find a conspicuous 
market in London, despite the keen com­
petition of and established taste for Irish 
and Danish. The Canadian shipping trade 
of course suffers, as dull markets abroad 
check exportation. Even in cases of those 
exports which are maintained in the face of 
very low prices—as wheat, for example—a 
great propori ion of the shipments are not 
made trom a Canadian port, but from New 
York.

NO USE TO GROW WHEAT AT HALF 

A DOLLAR A BUSHEL

Cost of Production.
The United States Department of Agri­

culture, in its report just issue.l, gives the 
results of ite investigations into the cost 
per acre of raising wheat and corn in that 
country baaed upon estimates from over 
25,(XX) practical farmers in the case of 
wheat, and over 28,000 in the case of corn. 
In view of the present low prices of wheat 
and com, the importance of diversified 
farming is urged upon farmers. The follow­
ing summary of estimates as to the average 
cost per acre of raising wheat and corn is 
presented ;—

The Attention of Farmers Rein" Turned In

Wheat closed yesterday in Chicago at53- 
i cents a bushel, in Toledo 531 a:v- >n 
Milwaukee 52) which are the lowest 
figures ever recorded, and which may well 
make the judicious pause, and even the in- 
jiidioiovs open their eyes. Comparing 
these with the prices of by-gone days it is 
found that In the year 1869 the average 
price was 94 cents, in the ten succeeding 
years $1.04, and in the decade ending 1889 
about 76 cents. Such a price as 53) cents 
is no price for the farmer to live upon | it 
means on inland acres somewhere about40 
cents, a figure that is likely to make the 
agriculturist all over the world wonder 
what things are coming to. This too in 
the face of the imminence of a bountiful 
harvest 'rom an immensely enlarged wheat 
area. In the Argentine republic four or 
five years ago it was estimated there was a 
wheat producing area of at the outside 600,- 
000 acres; now there are more than 7,000,- 
000, and it looks as though in a few years 
there might he double that extent, which 
ie only an example of what is taking place 
in some other parts of the world. In the 
southern tier of wheat-producing States 
wheat will be cut at the end of -June, and 
there will be plenty coming into the market 
by the middle of July.

PROSPECTS WERE NEVER BRIGHTER

for large and early crops both of spring and 
winter wheat. The prospects for corn are 
equally plenteous, and in addition to all 
this there ie “ corn in Egypt." The 
granaries that Joseph and his brethren 
visited were a fool to the Immense stocks of 
grain at home and abroad. All these con-| 
sidérations point to a period of low prices, 
and it is only a suggestion by the way that 
the people’s staff of life ought to be a good 
deal cheaper than it now is. There is ap­
parently some reason for the question being 
asked as to why, when wheat ie i) cheap in 
the bushel, bread should be so dear in the 
loaf.

The problem that this state of things puts 
before the farmer,however,relatesto wnat he 
is to do at a period wl on wheat farming can 
scarcely becarriedonataprofit. Iti*plainly 
no use to grow wheat at half a dollar 
a bushel, and under these cirourr.stances a 
good deal of attention is being paid to mixed 
farming. The cheese and dairy products of 
Canada have been very successful in the past 
and there seems to he a probability that the 
capacity of the Dominion for these branches 
of production as shown not only by the 
World’s Fair achievements, but by the

INCREASED EXI'ORTS TO BRITAIN,

may be developed to a largo extent. Can­
ada is also richer than some countries from 
the fact of the variety of her resources. 
Because it does cot pay to produce wheat 
we need not cry th% everything is going by 
the board. Our lumber, our fisheries, and 
our minerals afford outlets for industry. In 
connection with the last mentioned depart- 
mart, the mineral wealth of Canada has 
been trumpeted to the world. It ie here as 
solid as the primeval rocks amopg which it 
lies. We know we hive this mineral 
wealth, little as it has been developed. 
Our Geological Survey Department has 
been for years piling up information abont 
it. What would not some countries give 
if they had within their borders such 
districts as Belmont, with its splendid iron 
ore, East and West Algoma, with its 

' copper and nickel, the Lake of the Woods 
region, with its mineral possibilities and 
East and West Kootenay ? The season is 
now opening s olendidly for prospecting, 
and it ie not as though there were not money 
in the country to go to work with. The 

| increase of Canada s wealth is shown by 
' the bank returns, indicating as they do 
that

MONEY IS BEING HOARDED

; instead of being employed in industries.
' V hen leading monetary institutions look 

in vain for investments at home and seek 
them abroad, it is evident to the meaneit 
understanding that some factor of develop­
ment ie wanting. It would soem that at 
the present time some of the funds at com­
mand might be legitimately and usefully 
invested in mining enterprises. \\ ith all 
the uncertainty that has accompanied some 
such ventures in the past, the feet remains 
that the mineral wealth of Canada affords 
a field which it ie in the highest degree de­
sirable to reap. And that cannot be dote 
by just leaving it alone and being content 
to leave it buried, like the sluggard's talent, 
in the earth.

A FOLDING BICYCLE.

Letters patent have recently been issued 

upon a new and useful improvement in 
bicycles which bids fair to revolutionize 
their construction in the near future. It 
has been the object of the inventor to pro­
duce a bicycle so constructed that it can be 
easily folded, and thus take up less space 
when not in use or when being transported. 
This the inventor haa secured by making a 
fold in the frame, as shown in figure, at N. 
Y., and locking it at X X.

It is at this time of year that many 
people begin to hope the next crop of sum­
mer girls will be a little less masculine in 
costume and the summer young man a little 
more so.

The potato, so long a staple food, has de- 
velope lalmostinnuiiieralile varieties. Forty 
are easily distinguishable, but there are 
many others with slight and almost imper- 
ceptible differences. There are nineteen 
varieties of the white potato in America, 
eighteen in Germany, twenty-six in Brit­
ain, and thirty-two in France.

Photography has been applied to the 
study of the human skin by Dr. Schiff, of 
Vienna. A bright light is projected on the 
part of the skin to be examined, and by 
direct exposure many small details of the 
skin, including markings not usually dis­
cernible, are photographed. The enlarged 
positives show these details with great 
clearness.

According to Lancaster, an American 
ornithologist, frigate-birds can fly seven 
days without alighting, and without great 
fatigue. They eat, and even sleep, on the 
wing flying seeming almost to be almost an 
involuntary action, like breathing. The 
albatross is nearly as strong, hut is com­
monly obliged to alight after four or five 
days in the air.

A hospital car, said to be the first of its 
kind in the world, has been put into service 
by the Central radway of New Jefsey, and 
stationed at Mauch Chunk. The car is 
divided into two oompartments, both fitted 
up for hospital use. There are cots foi the 
patients, scats, a good supply of medicines, 
an<l other necessai y articles for the care of 
the injured.

The French Government is still strug­
gling with the question of proper sewage- 
disposal for the city of Paris. It is now 
proposed to purchase large tracts of land in 
the valley of the Seine, and establish filtra 
tion beds. In any case, it is determined to 
prevent the continued contamination of the 
Seine, and to abolish the cesspools and 
various similar abominations which still 
remain in Paria.

In the earthquakes which recently shook 
Athens tha Parthenon sustained some in­
juries. A large splinter, measuring 3 x 1 
1-2 feet, fell from the shaft of one of the 
columns on the northern side, and the 
architrave over the inner columns of the 
Opisthodomos ia also damaged, two consid­
erable blocks having fallen, while the 
adjoining wall also seems insecure. The 
ruins of Greece are being gradually ruined.

The difficulty of the multiplication of 
small places of worship beyond the needs 
of the population is being felt in England, 
and formed one of the subjects for discussion 
at the recent Free Church Congress at Leeds. 
An instance was cited of « village in Wales, 
with a population of 2,5'X), where there 
were thirteen churches. There was an 
urgent appeal for the amalgamation of 
heae where the main doctrines and methods 

are substantially alike, and far the dis­
couragement of additions wherever the ex­
isting places are adequate for all wno can at 
cue time attend.

New York city pays its creditors this 
year for money borrowed for public uses 
$5,135,000. Of this sum $875,000 goes for 
interest on water bonds, $476,000 for inter­
est on dock bonds, $186,000 for interest on 
school-house bonds, $156,000 for interest on 
new park bonds, $119,000 for interest on 
Brooklyn bridge construction bonds, $54,000 
for armoury t onds, and the balance for 
bonds issued for general purposes by the 
city or county government. The last of the 
County Court-house bonds, to the amount 
of $150,000. will fall due in 1898 ; $40,000 
of them will fall due in 1896, on which the 
city is paying 6 per cent. The last of the 
war bonds will fall due in 1897. There are 
$647,000 of these outstanding, drawing 7 
per cent, interest.

The Jersey Cow and Her Product
It is conceded without dispute, even by 

those whose self interest and admiration 
for other milking breeds shuts her out from 
employment in the dairy, that the Jersey 
cow, as a superior butter msker and great 
producer of rich cream, stands without a 
peer, and an honest confession from any 
practical source, with a full knowledge of 
facts, will aocord her this distinction, no 
matter what objections the breed may pos­
sess in disqualifying it for other purposes.

As a family cow, whose milk flow never 
cee-ee from the beginning to the end of the 
year, always heavily laden with cream, a 
royal favorite, and an ornament to the 
barnyard, mild in disposition, continually 
evincing a disposition to do the right thing 
—these points her bitterest opponents will 
freely admit. She is not noted especially 
as a large yielder of milk, though scores 
and hundreds of instances are recorded 
attesting great capacity in this direction.

Five to seven gallons per day is an 
admirable showing fora cow, of any breed, 
to make, and is fully equal to the amount 
given by many good animals of the heavier 
milking breeds, whose beet claim is for 
great yield of milk. Jerseys without 
number have records, well authenticated 
in excess of the highest amount named, 
and the lowest is but little above a good 
average for high-class animals of the breed 
when in full flow of milk, and when cir 
cumetances are most favorable.

A large quantity of milk from the Jersey 
cow is not, In itself, esteemed the most 
valuable consideration, aa this feature is 
almost certain to detract from its richness; 
a heavy milking cow, of any breed, can 
not very well, in the natural order of things 
produce very rich milk, and in proportion 
to increase of flow there is a lessening of 
the oily parte of which batter is composed.

Experience teaches that comparatively 
small milkers are often the heaviest butter 
makers; very few of the large butter pro­
ducers of thifrace have given an uneually 
a great flow of milk, and it will be noted 
invariably that a pound of butter is pro 
duced from less milk from a cow giving a 
small amount than from one with a heavy 
flow of milk.

Before us is a list of over thirty Jersey 
cows, none of them remarkable for great 
milk-giving capacity, that have produced a 
poind of butter each from an amount of 
milk varying from three and one-half to 
ten pounds. The average of Jersey milk 
requires from fifteen to sixteen pounds for 
a pound of butter. This i? the averai 
quantity of milk from fresh cows; as t 
milking period advances, the milk becomes 
richer in cream and yields proportionately 
more butter.

The list alluded to contains the names of 
msny of the most noted cows of the breed, 
with butter records varying from thirty 
pounds to forty-six pounds twelve and one 
half ounces per week. One of them pro­
duced 936 pounds fourteen and three-quar 
ters ounces within a year, which was all 
sold at an average of thirty cents per pound 
several of them have official records of thirty 
pounds per week and more; all are great 
consumers of concentrated food, witn im 
mense digestive powers, and none are in 
dined to accumulate fl-sh when in full flow 
of milk. A daily vield of more than thirty 
pounds of milk from any cow in the list 

iceptional, and during the greater period 
of their milking-term it rune down below 
one-half that quantity.

These cows and their characteristics are 
typical of their race, and the wise breeder 
will not seek to divert the course of useful 
ness into other channels than legitimate 
ones. The gain in quantity of milk will be 
at the sacrifice of butter and cream, and is 
consequently a retrograde movement and 
unwise. The Jersey cow was created for 
a butter producer, and for this she is abeo 
lately unrivaled ; and while it is possible, 
by a persistent line of breeding, to change, 
to an extent, her habits, and even her 
nature, and produce an animal that will give 
more milk, the course is wrong, and an tag. 
.mixes the plans established by nature. 
Large quantities of milk, and this rich in 
Vho exhaustive fats of butter, are wholly 
no mpatible in the same animal.

There are other breeds in the field special­
ly adapted for heavy milk production, the 
capacity of which the Jersey cow scarcely 
hopes to successtully compete with, even if 
desired ; but her supporters need have no 
alarm that her prestige for butter making 

_i . , will ever be lowered or weakened by these 
-r - enormous milking machines, lney may fill 

the largest bucket, but that is as far as 
they will ever reach. Leave that honor to 
them, and let the aim of the Jersey breeder 
be to produce the greatest number of cows 
capable of producing fourteen pounds and 
over of butter per week, or 1,000 pounds 
per year, and to so skilfully control the 
system that there will be no blanks or dis­
appointments. This is glory enough for one 
breed.

Tber are several ivas.ms 
why this should not be done. One of them 
is that the gram is destroyed. Good butter 
has a fine, distinct grain, and when broken 
shows a distinct fracture like cast-iron. If 
this grain is destroyed by over churning or 
over-working, the butter becomes a greasy 
mixture, like lard, and has a greasy taste. 
Again, it is necessary that the buttermilk 
be well washed out or the butter will be­
come strong and rancid in a short time. 
This cannot lie done when the butter is 
churned into lumps, so in the latter case 
the grain, flavor and keeping quality are all 
injured. The churn should always be stop­
ped when the bullet is in the form of small 
granules, ranging in site from a red clover 
seed to a grain of wheat ; then the butter­
milk can be well washed out and the grain 
will be uninjured if the working is proper 
ly done. There is no reason why the farmer 
ehonid not make just as fine butter ai any 
one, providing he will take the trouble to 
do it right."

ONTARIO'S CABINET MINISTERS 

AND THEIR ASSISTANTS.

Ontario’s Cabinet consists of eight mem­
bers ot the Local Legislature. There are 
but seven portfolios.

Sir Oliver Mowat, Premier and Attorney- 
General, has a staff oi eight assistants, clerks 
and messengers in his department at the 
Parliament buildings. Sir Oliver’s salary is 
$7,000a'year, betides his sessional allowance 
of $600 a year. The total amount of salaries 
paid to the eight members of his staff is 
$10,350. The miscellaneous expense of hia 
office for 1893 was $2,909.79.

EDUCATION.
Hon. G. W. Rosa, Minister of Education 

has a salary of $4,000 a year. There are 
twelve assistants, clerks and messengers in 
his department, their total yearly salaries 
being $13,492,66. The miscellaneous offics 
expenditure tor 1893 of Mr. Ross’ depart­
ment was $2,408,28.

CROWN LANDS
Hon. A. S. Hardy is Commissioner of 

Crown Lands, and in the various brauchea 
of the department, including the Bureau of 
Mines, there are thirty-two regular assis­
tants and clerks on salary. The salary list 
of Mr. Hardy’sdepartment for 1893 was $45,- 
732,25. The office expenses for the same year 
amounted to $10,809,22. This Includes a 
sum of $3,002,10 paid for the services of 
twelve cleiks and writers engaged tempor­
arily during the year.

PUBLIC WORKS.
Hon. C.F.Fraser, Commissioner of Public 

Works, receives a salary of $4,000, and the 
assistants, clerks and messengers in his de­
partment number twelve, the sum of $19,- 
250 being paid to the Minister and hie stafl 
in 2993. The office expense of this depart­
ment for the past year was $2,247.66.

PUBLIC MONKTS.
Hon. R. Harcourt, Treasurer of the pro­

vince, also gets $4,000 a year. He presides 
over the audit office, the licensing and jus­
ticiary accounts' branch, ana is also 
Registrar-General and chief of the Provin­
cial Board of Health. In all the depart­
ments over which Mr. Harcourt presides 
there is a staff numbering thirty-six. Their 
total salaries for the past year amounted to 
$38,332,67 including the salt-ry of the 
chief. The miscellaneous expenditure for 
all the branches for 1893 was $10,666.04.

PROVINCIAL SECRETARY.
Hon.J.M.Gibson, Prcvincial Secretary, is 

alsoChiefofM'ublicInstitutions. Mr.Gibeon 
has ninteen assistants clerks and messengers 
in his department,anil their salaries for 1893, 
with $1,1(00 for the Minister, amounted to 
$29,134,40. The llice expenditure for the 
same period was $6,464.09.

AORIcri.TVRAL.
Hon. John Drydcn, Miu'ter of Agricul­

ture, has also charge of the immigration 
office. His salary, $4,000 and that of his 
eleven assistants, clerks and messengers, 
amounted to $16,050 for the year 1993, 
whilst his office expenses footed up $2,371. 
31.

Hon. E. H. Bronson is a member of the 
Cabinet Council without portfolio, and does 
not control any of the departments.

MISCELLANEOUS.
There are also the Queen’s Printer's de­

partment, salary bill $2,600 ; Registry 
inspector's office, salary bill $1,500 ; insur­
ance branch, salary bill, $4,600, and the 
salary of an investigation clerk, $1,800, 
making a total of seven officials wi’ii sala­
ries amounting to $10,500. The office ex­
penses for the year amounted to $12,184.26.

LtlHSLATlOX.

Hon. Thomas Ballantyne, Speaker of the 
House, enjoys the privilege of controlling a 
staff of 16 officials, most of whom are en­
gaged the year round. They come under 
tne head Legislation, and received $13,293- 
10 in one year.

Besides these officials, some 125 sessional 
writers and messengers, 16 pages, and three 
attendants were engaged during the pro­
gress of the '93 session, at a cost oi $15,579- 
05.

The total expenses incidental to the 
thirty-nine days’ sitting of the Local Leg­
islature In 1903, including the printing of 
bills, etc , was $138.924,82, this including 
the sum of $56,102.40, paid to members for 
s <sional indemnity and traveling mileage.

A Rush for the Gold Fields.
The most important news received from 

Australia liy the steamer Alameda deals 
with the rush to the new mining camps of 
Cool Garda, in West Australia, and of 
Wyalong in New South Wales. Many dis­
tricts of New South Wales have been drain­
ed of labor by the wild rush to the Wyalong 
gold fields. This new district is in the 
northern end of Gipe county. The gold lies 
in reefs. Early in March there were 3,000 
people on the ground, and the number has 
since been swelled several hundred daily. 
On Match 30 it had reached 8,000. The 
road from the nearest settlement, 30 miles 
distant, is in a fearful condition, and the 
water supply is bad. The camp swarms 
with men ho have had no experience in 
mir.ug, an. vho fall ready victims to sharp.

expected to get work have crowded in. 
They are practically destitute, *nd the 
Goverment will have to help them out. The 
g-M nclu probably consists of a main back­
bone of volcanic I" v.ien of uncertain 
length, trending nor 'rêlthy north, and 
crossed by numereu- feelers, principally of 
quartz and ironstone, running north-east by 
south-west.

AN EFFECTIVE WINDOW FLY TRAP, 
windows with a heavy shade, or any mate 
rial, cutting a hole in one oi the shades, 
over which is firmly pinned s beet of the 
common trapsparent fly paper, and, If pos­
sible, ksve this located at one of the east, 
south or w est windows,from which the most 
light may he obtained. It will be but a 
short time en the flies in the room will be 
•ticking to this paper in their effort to be 
near the light. This is far easier and more 
cleanly than placing paper about the room 
for them to accidentally light upon, or 
killing them with poisoned liquid, or pyre- 
thrum powder.

Ways of Preparing Strawberries.
Strawberry Shortcake.—Into one pint of 

flour put a large teaspoouful of baking 
powder and one-quar!er of a teaspoonful of 
salt. Sift thoroughly. Rub into the flour 
four large tablespoonfula of butter. Wet 
with a teacupful of sweet milk. Bake 
quickly in a hot oven. When well browned 
spread with butter and berries, whole or 
mashed, oover heavily with sugar and serve 
hot, passing a pitcher of whipped cream 
with the shortcake cut In cubes.

Russian Cream of Strawberries.—This is 
a favorite dish lste in the season when the 
fruit becomes very ripe : Soak two table- 
spoonfuls of gelatine in one-quarter of a cup 
of cold water. Mash one quart strawberries 
to a pulp with one and one-half oupi sugar; 
let this stand half an hour. Pour over the 
gelatine three-quarters of a cup hot water, 
stir until dissolved, and add to the berries 
and press them through a sieve. Mix with 
one pint of cream whipped to a stiff froth. 
Turn into a freezer andfieeze until it begins 
to thicken. Then remove the dasher and 
stir with a spoon. Put the mass into molds 
and set them in ice and salt for two hours.

Strawberry Merin <ue.—Make a good puff 
paste and cut it large and round as a dinner 
plate. Bake it a light brown in a very 
quick oven. Draw it forward to the oven 
door and cover with berries rolled in sugar. 
Over the berries spread an inch deep mer­
ingue made of the whites of four eggs 
whisked stiff, with three tablespoonfuls of 
sugar. Bake a golden brown. It is good 
cold or Vit, and delicious for a small com 
pany, served picnic fashion, on the piazza 
or lawn, when the sunny days grow hot.

ON THE SLAVESHIP CORA.

Haudreds of Itrelrhrs racked se Thai 
They Could Set Mir

When I had divided my ima l crew into 
watches and had put a man at .he helm, I 
had a moment’s time to look in o the cabin 
which was to be my home, writes Lleuten 
ant Hall. 1 here were tw c cabins adjoining
each other, with four state rooms in the 
forwsrd one and two in the after. Here, 
in each of these rot mi, I found one or two 
negro maidens, while several hovered m the 
corners and crouched upon the sofa and on 
the floor. Like the rest of the slaves they 
were as nude si when born. Tney looked 
terribly frightened and evidently consider­
ed me a sort of “lord high executioner.’’ 
When dsylight appeared they were taken 
to the quarters of the other négress­
es.

The next morning found us rolling in a 
a dead calm, and as the day drew on the 
ntensc heat and glare made the slsve ship 
a den of indescribable horror. The slaves, of 
course, were brought on deck or they would 
have suffocated and died—a course which 
Was followed every day from early light 
till sunset so long as I had them wilh me. 
They filled the waist and gangways in a 
fearful jam, for there were over seven huu- 
dred men, women.boys andyoung girls. Not 
even a waist clotn can be permitted among 
slaves on board ship, since clothing even so 
light would breed disease. To ward off 
death, ever at work on a slave ship, I order­
ed that at daybreak the negroes should be 
taken in squads of twenty or more and giv­
en a salt w»>r bath by tne hose pipe of the 
pumps. This brought renewed life after 
their fearful n'ghts on the slave deck. 
After their first bath under my charge Mr. 
Fairfax came aboard bringing carpenters, 
boatswain’s mates and sail-makers, for the 
ship's ringing, sails and and spars had been 
badly injured aloft by our Are. That broil­
ing day and the next these gangs were at 
work repairing damages, while the Con­
stellation remained rolling near at hand.

In the meantime I had been busily en­
gaged in having an open lattice bulkhead 
put upon the slave deck, close enough to 
prevent passing, and yet seffioiently open to 
give what ventilation coaid be obtained. 
The object was to make a oomplete separa­
tion of the sexes, which were about equal 
incumbers. Windsails were provided for 
veutilation, but with all this, no one who 
has never seen a slave deck can form an 
idea of its horrors, imagine a deck about

BELGIUM'!. WORKING DOGS.

A Carlea- spectacle In Ike City ef
Bresse la.

It is a very curious epectacle to estranged 
who visite the city of Brussels for the first 
time to see in the morning innumerable 
small vehicles loaded with fruit and vege­
tables arriving at the market i!?awn cy j 
doge, whose good-natured barking 
not only that they experience no fatigue, 
but, on the contrary, a genuine enjoyment 
It is not only the kitchen gardeners and 
the peasants coming to the city that make 
use of this sort of haulage, for the butchers, 
the h re, the coal dealen, and the milk- 
mer ,ave no other means of carriage in 
order to serve their customers. As a general 
thing each cart is drawn by but one dog, 
but there may be several.

The dog thus employed in Brussels and 
its vicinity for the traction of small vehicles 
is a strong and broad-backed mastiff, more 
squat than a large Dane or German mastiff, 
generally of s dull fawn color, or more or 
lies black spotted with white, and a some, 
what short-haired snd rough coat. However 
the Brabant peasants do not appear to stick 
to one type of breed with fixed conforma­
tion, color, and length of hail t provided 
be is strong and energetic, that is all thst 
they require of their steed with claws and 
fangs.

Good specimens are sold from $20 to $26. 
In the course of service these dogs are fed 
upon bread and home meat, and their 
maintenance coete about a cent a day. Tne 
dead weight they haul is, on an average, 
650 pounds. Bull-dcgs haul a much great­
er weight.

These dogs are very zealous and perform 
their duty with as much pleasure as 
hunting dogs do in following tno trail of 
game.

An exercise which well exhibite their 
qualities and shows the degree of emulstion 
with which they are endowed is that ol 
the races thst frequently take place as a 
consequence ot challenges made by their 
owners. The race course is a highway, and 
the goal is at a distance of one or two miles. 
All passers by can enjoy the spectacle 
gratis. The competitors place them­
selves in line, and the impatience of the 
coursers, which is manifested by voice 
and action, can be moderated only by 
vigorous applications of the whip. Finally 
the si'-nal is given, and they start off at 
full speed with loud barkings. Falls are 
frequent, and the drivers literally bite the 
dust. But the automatons in short blouses 
are quickly picked up and put back in their 
carts, exciting anew their vigorous steeds, 
and those that have the oftenest fallen are 
not for that reason the last to reach the 
goal.

The swiftness of a team ot dogs is such 
that bets on speed have been made on a 
good horse harnessed to a cab against one 
of these teams and been won by the latter.

The Belgians say that a good draught 
dog costs less to keep and sells at a lower 
price than an ordinary ass, while at the 
same time doing as much work. It is quite 
curious to find that among civilized coun­
tries Belgium is the only one that exhibits 
to us the common spectach of dogs in ham 
ess.

milk abounds. One quart flour, one tea. 
spoonful of soda and one teaspoonful salt, 
sifted three times through the flour, two 
tahleipoonfuls lard and two tablespoonfuls 
butter chopped into the flour, yolks of two 
eggs, two aud a half caps of buttermilk. 
Roll in two layers. Cover the bottom crust 
with berrlee and sprinkle with sugar.

CASTING METALS.
Important Discovery Involving llie Appli­

cation of Electricity

A reduction of the cost of casting steel, 
I.on and other metals by 30 percent. ; a 
great saving in time ; the production of 
castings free from oxidization and blow­
holes, and most important of all the pro 
duction of pig iron in mountainous and re­
mote districts having water-power and ore 
but no coaL All these things may result 
from the application of electrioity, accord­
ing to a process now being used at Frank­
fort, Germany.

The process is known as the Taussig pro­
cess, and provides for smelting and casting 
metals hy electric heat, under the influence 
of rarefied air. An air-tight furnace, lined 
with gluced fire-brick, has iti hearth con­
nected with moulds into which the fused 
metal flows by gravitation. The fire brick 
lining forms an efficient insulation, and the 
electric current is sent through the charge 
directly without the use of any fuel or the 
employments carbon electrodes. Thereby 
the fused metal is nearly pure and free from 
carbon, and the continuedexhaustion of the 
air ami gases produced increases the fluidity 
of the the molten material, prevents oxidi­
zation and blistering and produces dense, 
smooth castings of the highest mechanical 
qualities.

In a small, experimental furnace a ton 
aniahaifof pig iron wae smelted in 13 
minutes by a current of 30,000 ampere and 
30 volte—about 2,000 horse power. With 
water power the colt is very low, and even 
using steam to generate theelectrio current, 
there is an economy in fuel in smelting of 
30 to 50 per cent. The cost of pig iron, 
with ore at $2.40 per ton, it ia said, would 
not exceed $$ per ton with a motive power 
of 1,000 horee-power.

VALUABLE EGGS.

One Solil far MIS. tkr Ollier for AI .MW—A 
Hoe's Cm Brings Aii.V

Two more eggs of the great auk have 
been discovered in England and were sold 
last week at auction,'one bringing $873 aud 
the other $1,300. There was a slight flaw 
in each egg, which considerably lowered its 
value. They were found in a collection of 
fossils and eggs which a young collector 
bought for $0 at a sale of old household 
goods in the country <hree or four weeks 
ago. The collector recognized one of the 
eggs in the collection as a great auk’s egg 
before he bid on the lot, but did not discov­
er the second until he got home with hie 
prize.

The valus of the eggs was unknown to 
the seller. There was also sold at the 
same auction with the two great auk eggs, 
an egg of the long extinct roe, made famous 
in the “Arabian Nights.” This was found 
in Madagascar, ana it sold for $225. A 
staffed specimen of the greet auk and a 
perfect egg were sold in London recently 
for $3,000.

Grecian Earthquakes.
The recent earthquakes in Greece were 

observed in England. That fact sufficient­
ly indicates the delicacy of the modern 
scientific devices for detecting natural phe­
nomena that wouldotherwue escape notice. 
The observations spoken of were made at 
Birmingnam on the evening of April 27 hy 
means of a peculiarly constructed pendulum, 
which is so connected with a rotating mir­
ror that a tilt of the ground tile apparatus 
standi on appears magnified 3,000 times.

This Important Matter.

No other industry so iho.oughiy affecte 
the general welfare of this country as agri­
culture. No other industry ii capable of 
such great development. No other calling 
or profession at the present time so much 
demande tve attention and study of the 
people. t.sildent Mille of the Ontario 
Agricultural College thus refers to the 
necessity of agricultural Instruction:—

•• Two thingi should not be forgotten : 
(IT That farming ie the main industry In 
Ontario ; (2) That whatever improves the 
condition of farmers and makes them more 
eucceeeful workers, benefits all classe» of 
the people. These are facte which no one 
will queetion ; and, because c* their Im­
portance, some of our best educator» and 
wisest statesmen are of opinion that the 
teachers In the Public achooli of thie Prov­
ince should, incidentally or otherwise, give 
some instruction in agriculture and one or 
two of the eciencee related thereto ; should 
impart a» much reliable Information as 
possible about agricultural pursuits; aud 
do all in their power to inspire their pupil» 
with a love for the simplicity, independ­
ence, and healthfulnees of farm life.

Realizing the importance of this work 
and believing that valuable instruction in 
agriculture may be given by simple lectures 
to children—conversations on soils, plants, 
and animals—so simple thst even the lower 
classes in a Public school may understand» 
so attractive as to interest the youngest 
scholars, and of such a character as to 
benefit all kinds of pupils, whstevei their 
occupation In after life—the Hon. John 
Uryden, Minister of Agriculture, with the 
hearty cooperation of tie Minister of Edu­
cation, has instructed the staff at the 
Ontario Agricultural College to offer, to the 
teachers of Ontario, a short summer ourse 
of instruction in agriculture and the sciences 
most closely related thereto.

The great majority of the people of this 
province are dependent on our Public 
schools for the whole of their secular 
education. They have not the time or the 
means to attend a High School, an Agri­
cultural College, or University. Withsueli 
instruction and training as they get in the 
Public schools, they are expected to dis­
charge the duties of citizenship aud make an 
honest living for themselves and their 
families. Hence the Public schools are >u 
some respects the most important schools 
in the country ; and in connection with 
these school», two things are of the greatest 
moment : (1) That the course of study be
the best possible, and (2) that the teachers 
be fully equipped for thei* work.

The primary aim of Public school teach­
ers should undoubtedly be to teach well the 
elements of a general English education— 
to give a thorough, exact, and practical 
course of instruction in reading, writing, 
spelling, arithmetic,English grammar, com- 
position, aqd geography ; in other words, 
to make all their echo.are good readers, 
good writers, correct spellers, good arithme­
ticians, and correct, if not elegant, speak­
ers and writers of English. This work is 
of fundamental importance, and nothing 
should be allowed to interfere with it iu 
any Public school. We insist upon it as 
the first duty of all Public school teachers; 
but at the same time, we maintain that, 
in this rovince at least, there is also 
another duty, which, though secondary, is 
by no means unimportant, viz., to consider 
the occupation wnich moit of our children 
will follow on leaving school, and, as, far as 
possible, give them instruction, not only in 
the elements of a generil education, but 
also in some of the principles that underlie 
successful practice in the industry by 
means of which they will have to earn a 
livelihood for themselves and those depend­
ing upon them.”

The same queetion has been carefully 
considered by the Provincial Trustees As­
sociation. From the report adopted at 
their last annual meeting the following 
quotation ia made :—

“One cause for the growing dislike of 
farm life is the feeling of drudgery due to 
the want of an intellectual interest In the 
operation» performed. Tne best way to 
arouse interest and thus counteract the 
feeling referred to is to i; ake so called 
•teaching’oi agriculture an inquiry into the 
reasons why operations famil ar to all rural 
pupils are systematically performed. The 
teacher who knows how to ask the right 
kind of questions can easily set hie pupils 
thinking and inquiring, and he may in this 
way become a centre of influence and a 
source of inspiration to a whole neighbor­
hood. One such teacher quietly pursuing 
his investigatory and suggestive treatment 
of farm lile and work from week to week 
migl L accomplish more for his district than 
a series oi farmers’ institutes could do in 
the way of au agricultural revival; and if 
agriculture is ever to become a subject of 
deep and wide-spread scientific

agriculture, and if tbs Provincial Depart­
ment of Agricultuie furmeties them with 
an opportunity to acquire a knowledege of 
the subject, the objection cited loses 
much of ita force. '*

In the euir.mer of '93 a course for publi” 
school teachers was given at the Agr-Ca. 
tara! College, Guelph Thilly-icur Uaeh- 
eti trefa ,U attendance. At the close they 
expressed themselves as thoroughly satisfi­
ed with the work done. The Minister of 
Agrioul*-re, Hon. John Dry den, aga'a 
asked toe Legi-’-'rrc during 'he recent

tion to continue the work in July ol the 
present year. The staff of the College will 
forego one month of their holiday» in order 
to thus advance the interests of agriculture 
in the rural school*, it is of the utmost 
importance to the country at large that a 
hearty response shall "ne made to tnie offer. 
The key to the situation ie in the hand» of 
the trustee!. If they ineiet upon agricul­
tural instruction being given in the schools 
and are willing to oner a little extra in­
ducement to good teacher» who qualify 
themeelvee to teach agriculture, President 
Mille will have a host of rural teachers ap­
plying for admission to these classes.

Ontario must not fall behind the Prairie 
Province in this matter. Last year the 
Deputy-Mimeter of Agriculture for Ontario 
wae invited to address the Provincial 
Farmers’ Institute of Manitoba on thie 
subject. The Institute appealed to the 
Legislature. The Legislature adopted a 
resolution advocating agricultural education 
in the schools and the Education Depart­
ment of that province ie now completing 
the plans for the introduction of agricul­
ture as a subject of instruction Into their 
schools.

The people of Manitoba move rapidly. 
Those of Ontario move more slowly, but 
mayhap more surely.

Agriculture cannot be taught unless our 
teachers are properly qualified. The Legis­
lature has provided the funds for, and the 
Agricultural College the course of Instruc­
tion to qualify the teachers who cannot 
afford to take such a couyie unless tbe 
trustees encourage them. ™

Let the trustees fix their duty.

Nipped In the Bud.
A revolution has just been nipped in the 

bud in the Island of Java, the richest and 
most important colony of Holland in India. 
According to the Niewsblad, Batavia, the 
police of that city recently surprised a meet 
ing of Monairsvtedan fanatics, with a priest 
as their chief. A Urge quantity of pamph­
lets, books, charms, and talismans were 
seized, aud the persons present ware taken 
into custody. For some time past,the priest 
has lieen secretly preaching the Holy War 
againlt the Giaours with such success that 
a number of hie followers managed to raise 
considerable sums of money, which were 
spent in providing arms and ammunition for 
the coming struggle. The Courant, Sura­
baja, says that many more arres's are ex­
pected. The priest had pretended to lie a 
prophet, and began his work by teaching 
the Koran. He turned the teaching to ac­
count in furthering his plans for the over- 
throw of Dutch rule. Ho persuaded his 
followers that they would be relieved of all 
trouble and care by joining him in his at­
tempt, and by making him ruler of Java. 
Many Mohammedans spent all their earn­
ings in hie cause, especially the women, who 
proved to be of great service in winning 
adherents. Ills, however, very unlikely 
that the rising would have been successful, 
ae Batavia is very jealously guarded by the 
Dutch authorities, and the native princes of 
Java are friendly toward the Dutch.

His limbs are 
clean cut, and the head, body, and neck of 
good form. He is, as is the case with many 
colts, a little bitswaybacked, but thie im­
perfection, horsemen ssy, will disappear 
with age. The hips are a little higher than 
the highest point of the shoulders, from 
whichthe height and nieasurementis usually 
taken.

Should the horse grow to maturity, it ia 
not unreasonable to expect that he will 
attain fully six inches more in height and 
develop proportionately otherwise, carrying 
a weight possibly of 3,000 pounds. À 
gelding seldom attains its full height nntil 
seven years old, while meres generally 
mature two years younger.

There is nothing of record which equals 
the height of the colt in question. Several 
years ago, however, there was a horse on 
exhibition in Toronto, Canada, which 
weighed 2,800 pounds.

Peter is physically sound and healthy. 
At such an age, growing with the rapidity 
that he is, he could not retain much flesh, 
thou. h he might be said to be in good trim 
for work. His carriage is good and 
movement far less clumsy ami awkward 
than might lie expected of an animal of 
such proportions.

A Mistaken Idea.
Sir John Colomb has complained before 

the Colonial Institute that Canada contri­
butes nothing towards the defence of the 
Empire. Toe gallant knight ie not well in­
formed. Y'eare ago the Imperial authori­
ties maintained corps in Canada for defen­
sive purposes.

This exam 
p!e Csnada may possibly follow when she 
can afford to do so. But even now we 
•ubsid.ze vessels on the Pacific that in 
time of war will unite with the navy.

It Is tolerably plain that the horrors 
and the butchery whien a wat wopld entail 
are becoming more and more retognized, 
and that the terrible rleta thus opened out 
II eierpiilng a sobering effect on those who 
«•Vi formerly wont to diseuse various 
eventualities With a light heart.

NEWS FROM JERUSALEM. /

Trade WiiU Ureal Britain—The Jaffa 
Jvruiali in Kali way— Building Is 

Brisk.

The report of Mr. Dickson, British Con­
sul at Jerusalem, on the tradt of hie dis­
trict, contains several items of interest. 
Trade with Great Britain in 1893 showed 
ome falling off ae compared with 1892; but 

notwithstanding there has been a steady 
increase for several years past. It is noted 
(hat English ales, which had been driven 
from the market by the lighter beers of 
Austria and Germany, are again finding 
favor. It is sold at from 9d. to la. per 
quart bottle.

The Jaffa-Jeruealein Railway hardly ap 
pears to carry as much traffic as might have 
been expected. There is a daily passenger 
train each way and also two goods trains. 
Still a considerable amount of merchandise 
is conveyed by camels between the tw 
places, on account of both the Jaffa at. 
Jerusalem railway stations being situated 
at some distance from the town. The rail- i 
way company, in order to give further 
faedities to merchants, employ camels for 
the transport of goods from the warehouses 
to theetations. It is rumored that the line 
will be prolonged to Xahlousand Us ».

Buildings of various kinds continu i to be 
erected in the vicinity of Jerusalem, and 
the city is fast outgrowing ite former limits. 
On the western side houses have increased 
so rapidly within the last few years that 
quite a large suburb has arisen where for­
merly fields and vineyards existed. Every 
available piece of land is now being bought 
up by private persons or hy benevolent so­
cieties an i mission, and already the name 
of “ Modern Jerusalem " has been given to 
thr new quarter. The lateet enterprise 
suggested is the placing of a steam launch 
ind lighters on the Dead Se*. If this were 
done, the produce of Moab, which ie a 
country rich in cereals, fruit, and cattle, 
could then be ferried across in a few hours 
in the lighters In tow of the steam launch, 
instead of having to La conveyed by cara­
vane round the uoith or eouth end of tbe 
Dead Sea, entailing a journey of from four 
to five days.

The Labrador Exploring Party.
A letter has just been received at Ottawa 

from Mr. A. I*. Low, leader of thf Govern 
meut exploring party that left Lake St. 
John in June last to endeavor to reach 
Ungava hay by traversing the entire Labra­
dor paninsula from south to north. Mr. Low 
wrote from Hamilton Inlet, where his party 
v-ere for ted to go through scarcity of pro- 
v eiobe. The report that more than two 
hundred Indians in the vicinity of Ungtva 
ha;- had died of starvation during the pro­
ved n g winter is also fully oorroboratea. It 
took nearly five months for the letter to ar­
rive, >nt it gives amoetgraphicand interest­
ing dtsoriptionof the perilous journey of the 
expeilvionthrough the interior of labrador, 
and of the magnificent canyon- of the 
Caniapsc w river.and other natural wu.'ders 
encountered on the way. During the pre­
sent sumniet Mr. T.*w and hie party will 
attempt to cross l.abtrdor from east to 
west, a much harder trip than that from 
south to north, bnthespeiks hopefully of 
his prospects of success.
