with their employers, that they should 
be held responsible for rany loss just 
as much as any other daw breakers. 
Suppose, for instance, thle operators 
were to publish a statement that they 
Intended to destroy certain property 
belonging to the union. Either directly 
or indirectly would not action bei taken 
at once to restrain or recover heavy 
damages?

The fact that a firm or corporation 
are unwilling to recognize a union 
seems to be looked on as if It were 
a crime by the organization. Any Indi­
vidual who does not wish to join a union 
for any reason or wishes to obtain 
employment among union men, is not 
looked upon as a man, fit to associ­
ate with. His presence even precipi­
tates a strike. But do they ever calm­
ly review this matter? Suppose the em­
ployer were to post a notice that all 
employees who did not conform to his 
religious or political views could no 
longer remain in his employ. Woud 
he not have just as good a moral right 
to do so as the union? It Is not the 
union or the fact that the men be­
long to a union that antagonizes the 
employer, but the too often arbitrary 
use made of its power by those who 
ought more frequently to constdi r 
whefhfer they would wish to be gov­
erned by or even submit to the rules 
laid down by the union. If some of 
the labor organization^ would estab­
lish some manufacturing business with 
their surplus funds or a small fraction 
of the wages lost In a strike, and then 
apply their own rules, they would soon 
have a much clearer Idea of business. 
Much wiser councils would prevail.

We cannot help again saying that * 
If our papers and thle press would lis- 
cuss these things calmly and without 
fear or favor both to the employer and 
the employee, they could do a vast 
amount of good by causing both to 
do more thinking. As it is our papers 
are more agitators than peacemakers 
in labor troubles.

am willing to take Mr. Moresby’s lib­
eral allowance for comparison of the 
bonus system with that of government 
ownership. At his rate the total cost 
of a 300-mile railway would be $15.- 
000,000. Give the speculator a land 
grant of 20,000 acres per mile—6,000,000 
acres—and a provincial bonus of $10,- 
000—$4,500,000 of cash, and you get the 
railway. It Is not necessary that I 
follow up the transaction further to 
show what the speculator does with 
the privileges conferred on him. These 
allowances secure the building of the 
road through a given district, with all 
Its benefits except that of ownership 
and control.

If, Instead of that course, our two 
governments would agree to issue a 
3 per cent guaranteed railway stock 
for $15,000,000 they can sell the whole at 
par In London or New York In two 
days’ time, and have that fund In the 
hands of a railway commission, com­
posed of men able to conduct the work 
of railway building and management.
Let these commissioners build the road 
and then lease It to an, operating com­
pany for working and maintenance, 
obtaining as rent a certain percentage 
of gross earnings. The rental would 
of necessity depend on the prospects of 
the road, but if the railway was well 
located we must assume that It will 
pay more than mere operating expen­
ses. Let us suppose, however, that for 
20 years It only pays, as rental, an 
average of 11-2 per cent on cost of 
construction, the total amount the two 
governments will have to make good 
under their guarantee over that long 
period will only be the sum of the 
cash bonus by the other plan of $4,500,- 
000, and In the meantime that cash 
bonus will have earned about $1,500,000 
of Interest for the government. Surely 
we may assume that after 20 years 
the rental will be enough to pay 3 per 
cent dividend on the cost of construc­
tion. If, then, the railway ta built and 
operated, will It for one moment be 
contended that the 6,000,000 acres of 
land will be of less value to the govern­
ment than it would be to speculators 
in Toronto or New York? We know 
what some railway lands have been 
selling for, and we have some Idea now 
of the vastness of the gift in coal lands 
that was given In connection with the 
Crow’s Nest railway.

W. B. Honeyman, 
of Portland, Oregon, acted as appraiser 
for the Trans-Atlantic Insurance Com­
pany, and notwtthstandtog bis long 
Journey from Portland, Mr. Honeyman 
concluded his duties within one week 
of the fire. Insurance aggregating $5500 
was carried, of which $1000 was on the 
buildings not reached by the fire. The 
appraiser fixed the loss at $4900 and 
the liability of the insurance company 
at $4500, which amount will be paid 
over as soon as the appraiser’s state­
ment reaches San Francisco.

Had the mine been permitted to fill 
with ujater the cost of unwatering 
would have been not less than $1200, 
but to prevent this serious additional 
loss and Inconvenience, men Were Imme­
diately put to work repairing the small 
boiler and making connections with 
the pumps.

LONDON, June* 5.—The official state­
ment Issued by the war office this even­
ing shows that the total reduction of 
British forces in South Africa up to 
May 30th of the present year was 97,- 
477. This includes killed, prisoners and 
deaths from disease and men home.

Of these, many have rejoined their 
regiments, leaving 28,434 dead or per­
manently Incapacitated, 
number of troops killed In action or

sasiSECOND DISPATCH.
CHICAGO, June 9.—Ten men and 

twelve women were killed and about 
thirty persons were Injured in a fire 
which today destroyed the sanitarium 
conducted by the St. Luke’s Society, oc­
cupied at the corner of Wabash avenue 
and Twenty-first street. The society 
occupied the building which was long 
known as the Hotel Woodruff, and for 
a brief period as the Hotel Lancaster. 
By far the greater portion of the pa­
tients received In the Institution were 
those seeking cure from the drink habit 
and those who were addicted to the 
use of drugs. When the fire broke 
out there were on the fifth floor a num­
ber of patients suffering from delirium 
tremens, and some who were deranged 
by drugs. Several of these were strap­
ped to their beds and it was found lni- 
possible to save them, so rapidly did 
the fire spread through the building.

ORIGIN OF FIRE.,
The fire originated in the basement of 

the building and spread rapidly to the 
upper stories through the elevator shaft. 
The blaze was discovered by James 
Newell, a grocer, whd^ vas driving 
through the alley in the rear of the 
building. He noticed smoke coming 
from one of thé basement windows and 
ran .Into the engine room to discover 
Its cause. Behind the boilers is the 
center of the cellar and within a few 
feet of the elevator shaft he saw 
a small flame.

The next instant *he flames were 
caught by the draught In the elevator 
shaft and carried up with a roar. New­
ell shouted to several men in the alley 
to give the alarm and alarm the In­
mates of the building. Several hurried 
to do this, but by the time they reached 
the first floor of the building the 
flames had been carried to the roof, 
had eaten through it and were leaping 
high in the air.

JUMPED FROM WINDOWS.
The cry of, "Fire” rang through the 

building, patients sprang from their 
beds and before they could be pre­
vented several had jumped from the 
windows to the ground.

The fire department was on the scene 
in a few minutes, and as the windows 
were filled with people shrieking for 
help, the firemen devoted their first 
efforts to saving lives and allowed the 
fire to burn. While this was the mean» 
of saving a large number of people, 
who were carried down the ladders 
by the firemen, It gave the fire such 
headway that there was' almost no 
chance foil anyone on the upper floors 
to make their escape, and those not 
suffocated were killed or injured by 
leaping from the windows.

A BLIND ALDERMAN.
Alderman Kent was In a room on the 

fifth floor with his attendant, A. W. 
Wattles. The alderman, who has been 
totally blind for many years, was In 
a straight jacket, and hie hands were 
manacled to his belt. When the alarm 
of fire was given Wattles ran to In­
vestigate.

He found the elevator shaft a mass 
of flames and ran back to help the 
alderman, who, blind and unable to 
do anything with his hands, was al­
most mad with fear and shouting like 
an insane person. He had1 groped his 
way to the door and by the time his 
attendant had reached him had fallen 
to the floor overcome with smoke. Wat­
tles seized him end tried to drag him 
down the hall to a place of safety, but 
Kent had become so crazed that It 
was almost Impossible to do anything 
with him. Wattles was finally com­
pelled to run for his life, as the flames 
were already scorching his clothing. 
He ran to a window on the south side 
of the building, across which were iron 
bars. Wattles managed to tear two of 
these from their fastenings, and two 
other men who had followed him 
climbed otit on the sill. They were seen 
by the firemen,’ wtto called to them to 
remain whpre they were end they 

woiüd save them. A ladder was run 
up as high as possible and the two 
men with Watties were taken down. 
He became erased with excitement, and 
not waiting for the firemen he sprang 
Into m net which some men were hold­
ing beneath. He fell partly In it and 
partly on the sidewalk and sustained 
injuries which will probably cause his 
death In a short time.

DIED OF! SUFFOCATION.
Kent was left lying, on the floor of 

his room and evidently died of suffo­
cation. His body was badly burned 
after death. Three hours after the out­
break of the fire It was found on the 
floor of his room, one leg burned to a 
crisp and the head burned off. He was 
identified by means of hie clothing.

A TRYING SCENE.
A scene that wrought to the pitch of

An interesting legal battle has just 
been inaugurated by which Edward C. 
Finch, owner of the White Bear town- 
site, seeks to enjoin the White' Bear 
mine from dumping waste upon his 
ground, to compel the company te re­
move the dump already collected end 
to secure damage for loss claimed to 
be sustained by the action of the min­
ing company up to the present time.

The plaintiff, Mr. Finch, will be ex­
amined today upon his affidavits at the 
court house. Counsel in the case are 
MacNeUl & Deacon for the plaintiff, 
J. A. Macdonald for the defendant com­
pany. The Injunction Is made return­
able at Victoria and wtl be argued 
there in the course of a few days.

In bis application for injunction the 
plaintiff recites that he Is the owner 
under a crown patent of the surface 
rights of the White Bear mlneral,claim 
and that a townsite has been laid 
out thereon known as the White Bear 
addition. The defendant company1' oper­
ating the White Bear mine has caused 
to be placed upon portions of the town- 
site surveyed lots the waste matter 
from the mine which has accumulated 
in such quantities as, to seriously mar 
the appearance of that section and to 
destroy the value of the lots. Moreover, 
h is claimed that the mining company 
has taken one of the lots thus surveyed 
and without right or title proceeded 
to construct a thawing house for 
powder, which is a menace to those 
residing In the vicinity and Injures the 
sale of lots. It is that another nuis­
ance has been established from which 
relief is claimed. Mr. Finch asserts 
that the dump has blocked the exten­
sion of Le Roi avenue and Montreal 
street on his townsite.

Damages to the extent of 33000 are 
asked In the application, together with 
a perpetual Injunction restraining the 
White Bear Mining Company from de­
positing further waste upon the plain­
tiff’s property.

The men In their desperation pulled 
it out with large pieces of mortdf 
in which its side had become incAsed.
The screen was gone, but the bars re­
mained and they were heavy, placed 
there for the purpose of withstanding 
all the efforts of insane men. As many 
men as could placed their hands on 
the lower bar . It bent almost 
double and six men went to the floor 
with a crash, holding on to the iron 
bar which they had torn from itsi fast­
enings. So quickly did the men behind 
them spring to grasp the second tier 
that) those who had torn down the first 
were badly trampled on before they 
Could rise. Another bar was soon torn 
away and the path to safety opened.

A NEW DANGER.
Then a new danger assailed the pris­

oners. They all pushed forward and 
those near the window were nearly 
forced out to fall four stories. The 
men at the window fought to keep 
their places until the firemen could .. 
raise ladders and the men in the rear, 
some of whom were already being 
burned by the flames, fought to get 
to the window.

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YAQUI INDIANS.

General Torres Has Severe Fight With 
Indians. The Miner Who Met His Death at the 

Mother Lode Mine.
PREMIER COMBES.TUCSON, Ariz., June 10.—Meager dis­

patches received at Hermosillo this 
morning tell of a battle fought at day­
break between General Torres and the 
Yaqui Indians in San Mahatan moun­
tains, 20 miles. northeast of Mineas 
Prietas. The Yaquis numbered be­
tween 600 and 600 men, while the com­
mand of Torres numbered 2500. The 
fighting was most severe. The In­
dians were driven from their fortifica­
tions with great loss in killed and 
wounded. Between the killed, wound­
ed and captured, the Yaqui forces were 
almost completely destroyed. General 
Torres has been Instructed to extermi­
nate all Yaquis that are found In arms.

GREENWOOD, B. C„ June 10.—The 

funeral took place this afternoon of 
Richard Babb, a miner who met his 
death at the Mother Lode mine, Deed- 
wood Camp, last Sunday morning. The 
body was interred in Greenwood ceme­
tery. About fifty members of the Green­
wood Miners’ Union and other residents 
attended the funeral, at which Rev, J. 
D. H. Knox, the Methodist minister, 
conducted the burial services. From 
the evidence adduced yesterday before 
the coroner’s jury it appears that a 
number of the holes In the Mother 
Lode quarry had been chambered Sat­
urday evening for firing Sunday morn­
ing. Before charging them, however, 
one more was “sprung,” but from the 
evidence of two men, whose duty it 
was to test it, this hole was quite 
cold before being charged. When all 
was ready for firing most of} the men 
working in the quarry retired to a 
place of safety, leaving several to fire 
the holes, A premature explosion took 
place In the hole “sprung” that morn­
ing, but whether from a hot hole or 
the fault of the fusel the jury was ap­
parently unable to determine. Dr, Span- 
kie gave evidence that although Babb’s 
body showed a few bruises, he could 
not find any indication of a serious 
injury. In his opinion the deceased died 
from heart failure, probably resulting 
from the shock of the explosion. The 
jury returned a verdict in effect that 
death was caused by a premature ex­
plosion. Two other men were injured 
by the falling rocks, H. Redpath, only 
slightly, and W. Savage, seriously, the 
latter having one leg badly broken.
