As far as Brantford and Paris 
are concerned, the worst is con­
firmed this morning by the news 
which comes through from the 
scene çf the wreck of the Empress 
of Ireland. Qut of 20 known to 
have left Brantford, 18 are be­
lieved to have perished, and to 
this number there may be addi­
tions. Besides the 18 from Brant- 
forri Paris had e£ht on the iH- 
fated boat, and no word has been 
received of any of these..

Besides the known list of Brant­
ford dead is added to-day the 
name of Miss Florence - Taylor. 
For the past two years Miss Tay­
lor had been living ip Brantford. 
She came from 'England. Last 
.year her father came out- to bring 
her home. During the six months 
lie has been out he has been re­
siding in Hamilton. The daugh­
ter came down from Brantford, 
and they left Hamilton together. 
Mrs. Taylor lies ill in England, 
anxiously awaiting the arrival of 
her husband and daughter.

In addition to Miss Taylor, the 
names of James Faulkner and 
wife are mentioned among the 
lost. No address is given, but by 
some it is believed that they are 
both former well-known Brant- 
fordites.

Thus far only two from Brant­
ford are reported saved, Mr. Phil­
ip Lavvlor and son Herbert. Mr. 
Lawlor. made a desperate effort to 
save his wife, but failed, as she 
slipped from his grasp and sank in 
the icy waters of the St. Law­
rence.

In all, the toll of death from 
Brantford and Paris may reach 
the astounding total of 32.

Death in Ocean Tragedy—Tried to Save

MONTREAL, May 29—With- 

iut any official total of the dead 
now lying in the Empress of Ire­
land at the bottom of the St. Law­
rence near Rimouski, or lying 
ashore in thy morgue of that- 
town, it was practically assured 
that nearly 1030 had perished in 
the worst disaster in Canadian 
waters and that»the saved would 
not be likely to total many more 
than 337. During the day news of 
the marine tragedy filtered 
through the papers here from 
wireless operators at the scene of 
the disaster and from, survivors 
brought ashore in the speedy lit­
tle government vessel, the Lady 
Evelyn and Eureka, which rush­
ed to the assistance of the punc­
tured and foundering Empress, af­
ter she had signalled for help, 
when the cumbering and heavy 
collier Storstad, struck her amid 
ships and ploughed her way sheer 
along her side to the screws, caus­
ing her to lean over at once and 
sink in a short fourteen minutes.

Most significant of all the re­
ports which have come out of 
Rimouski are the statements that 
only twelve women were saved, 
taken here to show that little or­
der could be kept in the short 
time at the disposal of the crew 
called upon to launch the boats 
of the rapidly sinking sides of the 
Empress and that a 
survivors were brought ashore 
wounded, vindicating that they 
were injured in the terrific impact 
between the ships.

Varying reports have arrived 
during the day as to the condition 
of the weather at the time of the 
collision. Captain Kendall, who is

reported dying from pneumo­
nia after his exposure in the cold 
water, said in frantic wireless, sent 
before the water reached the dy­
namos and rendered them useless 
•that the vessel was stopped in a 
fog. A wireless operator’s story 
says the atmosphere was tlear.

Though this may have, been 
true off shore and in the stream.

During the afternoon Sir 
Thomas Shaughnessy, president 
of the Canadian Pacific Railway, 
issued a .statement, in which he 
said the officers had not time to 
rouse everybody.

Showing that many of those 
drowned probably never left their 
cabins.

The partial list of survivors 
contains the sad proof that death 
practically cut in half the con­
tingent of the Salvation Army 
dejegates mustered from all parts 
of Canada to attend a congress of 
the organization in London. Early 
lists of the saved also contained 
no mention of the actor, Laur­
ence Irving and his wife, Mabel 
Hacknew, and Sir Henry Seton- 
Kerr, the noted big game hunter.

Little doubt is felt that practic­
ally every big city in the Domin­
ion has its quota of lost, as no 
word has been received of prom­
inent citizens from Toronto, 
Montreal, Ottawa, Hamilton. Lon­
don, Winnipeg, Brantford , Cal­
gary, Edmonton and Vancouver, 
who were on the vessel. As the 
news of the saved percolated 
through it was flashed over the 
wires to Canada, the United 
States, the United Kingdom and 
Australia, the interest in the tra­
gedy being world-wide.

He was Walter Fenton, of Man­
chester, England, and when he 
arrived at the hotel he had on 
only an old dressing gown, which 
he had hurriedly thrown over 
himself when the frantic calls 
came to him from the stewards 
to get up. He says that the crew 
behaved splendidly. At one time 
he thought there was going to be 
a panic among the women in the 
steerage, many of whom were 
foreigners on their way from Can­
ada to their home countries. As 
it was a case of every man for 
himself thçre was much struggling 
around the boats and he thought 
that as the steerage passengers 
did not wait, but jumped into a 
boat the moment it was ready, 
that was the reason why so many 
of the third class were, saved.

M. D. A. Rarling of Shanghai, 
was saved by a lifebelt that might 
have saved Sir Henry Seton-Kerr; 
Darling said to-day:

‘My cabin was opposite Sir 
Henry’s and when I opened my 
door he opened his arms and we 
bumped into each other in the 
passageway. He had a lifebelt 
and he offered it to me. I refused 
it, but he said, ‘Go on man, take 
it gnd I will get another.’ I told 
him to rush out and save himself, 
but he got angry and actually for­
ced the belt over me. He then 
hurried me along the. corridor to 
the deck, leaving me there. He 
turned for another belt and a 
moment or two after he had left 
me the ship went down. I was 
picked up.’

So Said the Suvivors Who Were Pick­
ed Up by the Eureka—No Crowding 
on the Life Boats—Those Who Stop­
ped to Dress Were Drowned.

QUEBEC, May 30 —Laurence 

Irxing, the noted actor, son of the 
late Sir Henry Irving, died try­
ing to save his wife.

F. E. Abott of Toronto, was the 
last man to see Irving alive.

“I met him first in the passage­
way,” he said, “and he said calm­
ly, ‘is the boat going down.’ I 
said that it looked like it.”

“Dearie,’ Irving then said to his 
wife, “hurry, there is no . time to 
lose.’ Mrs. Irving began to cry, 
and, as the actor reached for a 
life-belt, the boat suddenly lurch­
ed forward and he was thrown 
against the door of the cabin. 
His face was bloody and Mrs. Irv­
ing became frantic. ’Keep cool* 
he warned her, but she persisted 
in holding her arms around him.

\ He forced the life-belt over her 
and pushed her out of. the door. 
He then practically carried her 
upstairs.”

Abbot said: “Can I help you, 
and Irving said: “Look after your­
self first, old man: but God bless 
you all the same.’”

Abbott left the two, man and 
wife, struggling. Abbott got on 
deck and dived overboard. He 
caught hold of a piece of timber, 
and holding on tight he looked 
around. Irving by this time was 
on deck. He was kissing his wife. 
And as the ship went down they 
were both clasped in each other’s 
arms.

Out of a large party of English 
passengers who. left this port on 
Thursday, only one came back.

taking the mails to the Empress, got 
under weigh at once. He soon found 
a number of the Empress’ boats and 
lifted men, women and children, suf­
fering in. the cold in their thin night 
attire out of them. The captain said 
that fifty dead bodies were picked up 
and the women cried aloud as they 
were brought aboard, some eagerly 
scanning the faces of the corpse for 
lost relatives and friends. Several of 
them walked around wringing their 
hands in a wild hysteria and even the 
hardened members kept at the ter­
ribly pathetic scene. Several of the 
survivors, distraughted, did not want 
to land at Father Point, afraid that 
they would be put on another boat 
and taken to England without a 
change of seeking relatives. When 
assured that nothing like this would 
be done, they quietened down.

One woman had to be prevented 
from jumping into the sea when the 
boat turned to leave the scene of the 
disaster. She kept crying and moan­
ing, “My Leonard, my Leonard.”

She is believed to be Mrs. Leonard 
Palmer, wife of the eminent English 
journalist, who organized the party of 
British manufacturers who came to 
Canada two years ago.

WEST LAND REGULATIONS
A NY PERSON who is the sole head of a 

family, or any male over 18 years old, 
may homestead a quarter section of avail­
able Dominion land In Manitoba, Saskat­
chewan or Alberta. The applicant must 
appear In person at the Dominion Land 
Agency or Sub-Agency for the District. 
Entry by proxy may be made at any 
agency on certain conditions, by father, 
mother, son, daughter, brother or sister of 
intending homesteader.

Duties—Six months* residence u 
cultivation of the land in each 
years. A homesteader may live within 
nine miles of his homestead on a farm of 
at least 80 acres, solely owned and 
pied by him or by his father, mother, son, 
daughter, brother or sister.

In certain districts a homesteader 1* 
good standing may pre-empt a quarter- 
section along side his homestead. Price 
$3.00 per acre. Duties—Must reside upon 
the homestead or pre-emption six months 
in each of six years from date of home­
stead entry (Including the time required 
to earn homestead patent), and cultivate 
50 acres extra.

A homesteader who has exhausted his 
homestead right, and cannot obtain a pre­
emption, may enter for a purchased home­
stead in certain districts, price $3.00 per 
acre. Duties—Must reside six months in 
each of three years, cultivate 50 acres and 
erect a house worth $300.00.

AdministrationONTARIO ELECTION.
As was quite generally anticipated, 

there will be an election in this prov­
ince on Monday, June 29th.

Sir James Whitney, in an address 
to the electors, points out that, though 
the current Legislative term has not 
expired, nevertheless three sessions 
have been held, and, “according to 
constitutional practice, it is considered 
not only wise, but proper, to consult 
the electorate when measures of more 
than usual importance are proposed or 
have been enacted—and indeed to 
keep, as far as practicable, in touch 
with the people.”

THE OLD OAKEN BUCKET
Samuel Woodworth, the son of a 

mdest Massachusetts farmer, was 
born in Scituate, that state, Januaiy 
19, 1785. While the family were poor 
and had no luxuries, their lot was no 
worse than that of the ordinary New
England family, and they lived in com­
para tive comfort.

Young Samuel receive the usual 
education of the country boy of his 
time, began writing verse at an ea-ly 
age—and was aprpenticed at the age 
of fifteen to the printing trade.

While his life was a succession of 
ambitions, attempts and failures, his 
fame rests secure on his faithful por­
trayal of the old-fashioned well and 
weather-beaten well-swept, universal­
ly to be found in the farms of that 
day.

While living in New York City, on 
Duane street, he came home one July 
day, nearly overcome with the heat, 
and with nothing to drink but the 
tepid water of the city—ice being un­
known in those days in the summer 
months—he exclaimed to his wife: 
“What would I not give this moment 
for a long draught from the old oaken 
bucket hanging in my father’s well!”

“Samuel!” replied his wife, wouldn’t 
that be a good subject for a poem ” 
Forthwith he sat down—the throng­
ing recollections of his childhood 
crowded thick upon him —and that 
charming idyl of bucolic New Eng­
land sprang into deathless life and 
fame. The music is said to have been 
adapted from an ancient Scottish me­
lody by Frederick Smith.

Mother’s Day Bill b

WASHINGTON, May 30.— “We 
honor ourselves arid the mothers of 
America when we do anything to give 
emphasis to the home as the fountain 
head of the state,’ was one of the de­
clarations in the bill passed by the 
United States Senate, which lhad al­
ready been approved by the House.

ISUNDAY SCHOOL.Children Cry for Fletcher’s tby Its Influence; or whether by busi­
ness entanglements or alliances oi 
partnerships, or what not, that may 
be unfavorable to their spiritual in­
terests and their consecration to 
God. After one has become thor­
oughly awake, and has become a 
member of the Body of Christ, there 
6 great danger that such a one may 
become overcharged with worldly 
cares and the deceitfulness of riches. 
One may get the deceitfulness of 
riches without having the riches; foi 
the effort to get the riches may de­
velop the deceit.

The Pastor then discussed his text 
from the standpoint of the future. 
At the beginning of the New Day of 
Christ the world will be asleep— 
some in death, others in ignorance 
and superstition. But the tumult of 
the Time of Trouble, with which the 
Scriptures everywhere declare the 
change of dispensation will be ac­
companied, will certainly awaken 
the majority of those who are not in 
their graves. Some are awakening 

; later, the whole world will 
ke, and Christ will give them

find to be deceitful. Even if the 
person has never deceived the child, 
it soon finds out whether he deceives 
other people or practices falsehood 
in any way; and as a result of that 
knowledge the child- mind is per­
verted. It loses faith in others, and 
imbibes that same dishonesty of pur­
pose and thought. The speaker also 
deplored the fact that some parents 
seem to think it wise and proper to 
teach children to take advantage of 
somebody else, and even to fib a 
little, in order to further present in­
terests. This, he declared, is a seri­
ous mistake.

Those who awaken to a sense of 
responsibility to their Creator should 
arise from the dead condition as far 
as possible, the Pastor holds. He re­
minded his hearers that when one 
first awakens in the morning, there 
is a mental freshness which is in­
variably lost if one turns over and 
falls asleep. So the moment of the 
soul’s awakening is a favorable mo­
ment of which to take advantage. 
But if the soul has no encourage­
ment at that critical moment it may 
drop off to asleep again. All who 
are awake should do all in their 
power to encourage those who have 
just awakened, that these may rise 
from the dead world and be separate 
from conditions around them.

The speaker declared that merely 
to awake to a realization of one's 
condition, merely to arise from the 
dead condition of the human race as 
respects higher things, is not to be 
a Christian. While Christ gave the 
light which enabled us to see, first of 
all, that the wages of sin is death, 
but the gift of God is eternal life 
through the Redeemer, yet the new­
ly awakened must accept Christ as 
their Ransom-sacrifice, 
hold upon Him, before the 
considered Christians.

Pastor Russell went on to show 
the steps to be taken in order to have 
one’s eyes of understanding opened. 
The first step is to recognize that we 
are all sinners and to accept Christ 
as our Redeemer from the curse of 
sin and death. Those who take this 
step are shown the second step—that 
of consecration. Unless that step is 
taken, the light will not shine much 
more clearly for that individual. 
Those who take each step as soon as 
it is clearly seen will go on from 
grace to grace, from knowledge to 
knowledge; for “the path of the just 
is as the shining light which shineth 
more and more unto the perfect 
day.” So then, in order to progress 
one must take the step of full con­
secration to the Lord.

Next the Pastor pointed out the 
mistake which many of us have 
made in the past. We did not really 
know what it is to be a Christian. 
We do not become Christians, mem­
bers of the Body of Christ, when first 
we awake or when first we arise 
from the dead. Then we were mere­
ly looking toward Christianity, mere­
ly getting the soul awake to see the 
possibility of harmony with God and 
escape from the condemnation upon 
the world. As St. Paul declares, 
there is condemnation upon all ex­
cept those who are in Christ Jesus. 
But from the moment we get into 
Christ we lose the condemnation of 
death that came upon the race be­
cause of Adam’s disobedience. Then 
we are individually on trial for life.

The first trial for life everlasting 
was given to Father Adam, the Pas­
tor said. Adam failed to pass the 
test, and thus brought condemna­
tion upon all his posterity—the 
world of mankind. It is a point in 
law that a man under condemnation 
for a capital offence cannot be con­
demned again unless first freed from 
the previous condemnation. As a 
race, mankind were sentenced to 
death by God’s Law, “Dying, thou 
shall die.” Since all humanity is 
under this condemnation no one can 
have an individual trial through 
Christ until first he has gotten free 
from that condemnation which is the 
penalty of Adam’s sin. So the mere 
awakening to a realization of our 
condition does not give any one a 
second trial for life. Arising from 
the condition of sin and degradation 
and trying to live an honest, decent 
life would not mean that one had 
passed into trial again.

Then the Pastor demonstrated 
from Scripture that only the Church 
class are now on trial for life, and 
that the world is not on trial at all, 
but is “dead in trespasses and sins.” 
The world’s judgment lies in the fu­
ture. The Church’s judgment has 
been progressing for nearly nineteen 
hundred years. The first to be tried

Text of the Lesson, Luke xvii, 11-19.
Memory Verses, 17-19—Golden Text,
Luke xvii, 18—Commentary Prepared
by Rev. D. M. Stearns.

Before we consider the grateful 
Samaritan it will be helpful to look at 
the Whitsuntide lesson on the reveal­
ing spirit in 1 Cor. 11, 1-10. Whether 
it be tbe Old Testament or the New. 
the great truth stands that "the 
things of God knpweth no. man, bat 
the Spirit of God,” bnt what a comfort 
It is that the believer has received the 
Spirit of God that he may know the 
things that are freely given of God. 
To the natu.a* man who has not been 
ijurn again these things of God are all 
foolishness, for only the spiritual man 
can discern the things of the Spirit 
(1 Cor. 11, 11-14). The whole Bible has 
been written by tbe Spirit of God and 
is forever settled In heaven (II Tim. 
ill, 16; Ps. cxix, 89), so that it may 
truly be said to be the Spirit’s Bible 
copyrighted in heaven. He therein 
tells us of the living and true God. His 
love for the lost, His great salvation. 
His coming kingdom and glory. He 
also tells us of the devil as the great 
enemy of God and man, the father of 
lies, the murderer, the god of this 
world, who will to the last make war 
ryith the Lord and the saints, but who 
will finally be sent to the lake of fire 
forever.

As to the inability of the wisdom 
of this world to grasp things spiritual, 
consider the revelations of God given 
to the kings of Egypt and Babylon, 
the utter helplessness of all the wise 
men of those lands to grapple with 
them, and the ease with which Joseph 
and Daniel, men of God filled with the 
Spirit of God, solved every difficulty. 
The Spirit is ever ready to convince of 
sin and lead the sinner to Jesus Christ, 
the Saviour. Then by His word He 
gives assurance of salvation, then 
makes the body of the ..believer His 
temple, revealing Christ to him and 
through him and working In him all 
the good pleasure of the Lord unless 
hindered by pride, unbelief or self In 
some form of working.

No one was ever so filled with and 
controlled by the Holy Spirit as the 
Lord Jesus Christ and in Him the 
Spirit wrought perfectly and unhinder­
ed (Acts x, 38). It was so In some 
measure with prophets and apostles 
(Il Pet I, 21; Acts i, 8; U, 4; iv, 31; 
v, 32; vi, 3; vti, 55; xiii, 2), and there 
is nothing we should so earnestly and 
constantly desire as to be filled with 
and controlled by the Holy Spirit, re­
membering that nothing can ever be 
accomplished for God by tbe might or 
power or wisdom of man. but only by 
tbe Spirit of God (Zecb. iv, C).

Turning to the regular lesson, we see 
our Lord on His way to Jerusalem, 
whither His face was steadfastly set 
for the time was drawing near for 
Him to be received up, or, in other 
words, to be slain and be raised tho 
third day (Luke ix, 22, 51). Although 
He and His messengers were sent 
primarily to the lost sheep of the 
house of Israel and not to gentiles or 
Samaritans (Matt, x, 5, 6; xv, 24), for 
tbe kingdom was for Israel, and He 
was Israel’s Messiah, yet He was ever 
ready to bless all, and the time was 
drawing near when He would be re­
jected and crucified by the Jews, then 
the kingdom would be postponed and 
the gospel given to all the world to 
gather from thence in this age of “the 
mystery” his body, the church, to 
share with Him His kingdom and 
glory. As these ten lepers stood afar 
off and cried, “Jesus, Master, have 
mercy on ns,” Elis heart of compas­
sion went out to them, and He sent 
them to the priests, which implied that 
their request was granted and the 
work was done (Lake v, 14: Matt, viii, 
4). They evidently so understood It 
and started on their way, and as they 
went they were cleansed. One of the 
ten was so full of joy and gratitude 
that he at once turned back to thank 
his healer, and glorifying God with a 
loud voice fell on his face at Jesus' 
feet and gave Him thanks. He was a 
Samaritan, which seems to imply that 
the rest were Jews. How pathetic 
seems our Lord's question, “Were 
there not ten cleansed, bnt where 
are the nine?” Nona to give glory to 
God save this stnfhger. Is it so still 
that He finds gratitude only in one out 
of ten? How Is it with yon?

Leprosy was one of the emblems of 
Israel’s national condition before God, 
as when Moses' hand was made lep­
rous and then healed (Ex. iv, G, 7) God 
would teach Moses and Pharaoh that 
though Israel was in the sight of 
Egypt as unclean as a nation of lepers. 
He could easily cleanse and deliver 
them. The serpent sign was to teach 
Moses not to fear to approach the king 
of Egypt, and the water of the Nile 
turned to blood that God would hum­
ble tile pride of Egypt 

How happy this grateful leper must 
have been to hear the Lord Jesus say 
to him, “Arise: go th.v way; thy faith 
hath made thee whole.” We think of 
His word to the penitent woman in the 
house of Simon, the Pharisee, “Thy 
sins are forgiven: 
saved thee; go in peace.” Also to the 
woman who had been twelve years 
sick and growing worse. “Daughter, be 
of good comfort: thy faith hath made 
thee whole; go la peace” (Luke vti, 48, 
50; vUi. 48).

The thousand years of the Mes­
sianic Kingdom will be a time of ris­
ing from the dead.

The Pastor introduced his theme 
with the observation that the major­
ity of humanity are not awake; that 
they seem to be passing through life 
in a dreamy state; that as a rule 
they are not thinking about the im­
portant matters of life, but about the 
trivialities—what to eat and drink, 
what to wear, where to go, etc. The 
world, he declared, spends its time 
thinking about these things rather 
than about the things that pertain to 
God, to His will and His ways, and 
to the everlasting life of the future.

Then the Pastor reminded his 
audience how this state of mental in­
activity has been brought about. 
While the world in general may be 
said to be asleep, in one sense of the 
word it is dead. Thus the Apostle 
declares of the Church, “You - 
were dead in trespasses and sins.” 
The whole world is under the sen­
tence of death passed upon Father 
Adam because of his disobedience to 
the Divine command. Our first par­
ents sinned, and their posterity, all 
mankind, shared with them the 
penalty, "Dying, thou shalt die.”— 
Genesis 2:17, margin.

But this death sentence that was 
passed upon all has been changed, 
the speaker asserted, to be a sen­
tence of sleep, from which there is to 
be an awakening. God foreknew 
the fall of man, and purposed to 
redeem the human family from 
death. In the Divine Program Jesus 
was the Lamb of God slain from be­
fore the foundation of the world. 
Therefore, because God had purpos­
ed the redemption and restitution of 
humanity by an awakening from 
death, He always speaks of death as 
a sleep, when communicating with 
those who believe.

Mr. Bachelet confessed that he ha-1 
not thought of Its exploitation in such a 
way, but could see no reason why the 
force of magnetic repulsion should not be 
utilized as successfully in that direction as 
in any other in which power to lift heavy 
articles would he a desirable thing.

Sir Dav<d Salomons had a long conversa­
tion with Mr. Bachelet on technical points 
of his invention. He pointed out that the 
principle of magnetic repulsion was not 
new; and Mr. Bachelet admitted this to 
be so.

"But,” he added, "I have found a wav 
to make it do what it has never been made 
to do before—lift heavy weights in the air 
and keep them suspended there.”

"That Is qui.e right,” said Sir David. 
“You have made a most wonderful ad­
vance, and the development of your inven­
tion will be watched with the keenest in­
terest by all scientists.”
