Kerensky criticized the minister and military authorities for not rising to recent ev-

ents and for not using their

powers to suppress mutiny.

M. Kerensky was particularly severe towards General Polovtseff, governor of
the Petrograd military district whom he had proposed to remove from the Petrograd
command, but reconsidered the decision af ter the ministers had assumed the responsi-
bility of changing the original orders of General Polovtseff which they considered
were fraught with danger. It was made clear that General Polovtseff’s hands were

tied.

Finnish Crisis

Helsingfore, Thursday, July 19.—A con flict with Russia is regarded as inevitable
because of the action of the Finnish diet in adopting a bill granting independence to
Finland. The Socialist members of parliament assert, however, that Petrograd has
its hands too full with its own troubles to attempt repression.

Before the adoption of the bill a decision was taken on the question },vhether the
measure should be treated as urgent or post poned unti] the next session, the decision in
favor of urgency required a five-sixths majority under article sixty of the constitu-
tion, which the Socialist majority had agreed to respect. The decision involved the im-
mediate voting on the bill, the result giving a two-thirds majority necessary for the al-
teration of fundamental laws.

The announcement of the vote was received by prolonged cheering and cries of
“long live Finland” and “Russian connection.” The diet thereafter rejected, 104
against 87, a proposal by M. Talas, member of the Young Finnish party, that the law,
as prescribed by the constitution be submitted for Russia’s approval or veto.

A final vote was taken on 2 reso-
lution of M. Hornberg, member of
the Swedish patty, the import of
which was that the diet reserve the|
right to break the last bonds with
Russia. The Hornberg
was defeated, chiefly by the vote of
the Socialists themselves, who stand
for this policy, but object to follow-
ing the initiative of the non-Social-
ist parties.

After the vote cn the bill, the
Senate prepared a statement to be
read by Premier Toko: announcing
its resignation. The motive was that
the Senate was appointed by the
Russian provisional government as
the inheritor of the grand duke of
Finland’s prerogatives, but as the
provisional government’s power in
Finland was now abolished, the Sen-
ate lost local standing. It would re- |-
main in power only until the diet
appointed a new Senate.

The president of the diet refused
to accept the statement on the
ground that it was out of order. The
statement will be made later. The
general expectation is that M. To-
koi will be reappointed by the diet
with a cabinet consisting of repre-
sentatives of the parties, pro rata as
heretofore. As the diet dispersed,
there was a patriotic demonstration
in the streets. M. Tokoi expressed his
satisfaction 4t the diet’s coup d’etat,
saying; ‘“We may be sure of Fin-
land’s indepehdence guaranteed for
all time.”

British headquarters in France,
June 30.—(By mail)—The feminine
section of the British army is grow-
ing larger day by day. XKhaki clad
young women, at first confined to'the
‘Red Cross séction of the field army,
are rapidly pushing into many de-
partments of army activity, displac-
ing men who in turn are passed along
to work nearer the front line tren-
ches.

Every boat iconmiing from England
brings new companies of women
workérs. At first the women were
mostly at the remote bases, but now
they may be found working further
and further afield, sometimes in-
deed within hearing digtance of the
guns. In the clerical departments at
the .chief bases, women have very
largely displaced men. As chauff-
leurs they are being employed by
lhundreda. not only on ambulanees
‘and light supply wagons, but also ou’
heavy transport lorries and with en--
tire success.

Six hundred young women car-
penters are at work building army
huts. They have only six weeks o!
instructions and preparation in Eng-
land before crossing the

‘“Perfect cleanliness and steriliz-
ation are the watchwords. ‘Never
use a dishecloth for anything, not
even to wipe the table, when you are
canning fruit,” she says; and goes
on to explain all about the germs
which gather under the rubber rings
which aYe thrown into their bottles
when the latter are put away empty.

“Youn may not see those spores,”
says Mrs. Woelard, “but they’ll be
there, and if you don’t get them
they’ll get you, or, rather, your fruit
or vegetables and both will spoil and
you'll wonder why.” So she insists
that jars must be put into cold wat-
er, which is to be brought to the
Lhoil,, and .boiled..three . minuatess . and
she further says that the “intermit-
tent method’” is the only true safe
on'e for the sterilization of veget-
ables and fruits after they are put in
the jars.

Beans, spinnach, carrots and peas,
for example, are blanched, that is,
boiling water is to be poured over
them, and they are to be left to stand
for five minutes. This will remove
the slightly acrid taste that may be-
long to them. They are then plunged
into cold water, and from that drain-
ed, and packed into sterilized jars.
Beans may be cut up, but Mrs. Woe-
lard favors placing them in the jars
lengthwise, as “they look better,”
she says. The germs are then to be
placed on a rack ina biler of water,
with the covers only partly screwed
on (or sexpansion may break the
glass), and boiled for 20 minutes.
Take out, screw tops tightly, and set
to cool for a day. Half unscrew the
next day, boil twenty minutes more,;
take out, serew tightly, and the
third day repeat the unscrewing and
boiling for twenty minutes longer.
By this means the spores which have
not been killed by the first or second

by the German wireless, an official
statement of the situation in that
district has been given to the “Asso-
ciated Press, It declares that what-
ever sufferings have been endured
by the natives Obamboland were
due, not to British mistreatment,
but to the neglect of the German
Government prior to British occupa-
tion, and gives some details of the
work of restoration and reconstruc-
tion which the British undertook as
soon as they. came into possession.

The most recent German wireless
communique on this subject was is-
sued on May 30, and said in part;

‘““Terrible local conditions have
been created in German West Africa
owing to the occupation of that
country by the English. A mission-
ary writes to a South African mis-
gion paper; ‘In the Ovambo country
the terrors of war were followed by
even greater terrors of famine. Now
and then the country has been visit-
ed before by similar afflictions, but
the German Government took care
to prevent suffering by helpful pre-
cautions so that the afflictions never
reached extreme severity. After the
English came, these precautions
were neglected, and hunger was
able to ravage the unfortunate coun-
try without mercy. Thousands of na-
tives have fallen victims to English
neglect and misgovernment.””

The facts, as established by re-
ports from the Governor General of
South Africa, illustrate the reckléess
falsehood of the German official
statements. The British reply is as
follows;

‘“The territory of Ovamboland was
included within the borders of the
German Protectorate of Southwest
Afriea, but was always left severely
alone by the German administration.
The events referred to in the wire-
less report occurred in 1915, and
were directly due to the neglect of
the German Protectorate to take

'| precautions against famine.

“Owing to a succession of
droughts, want began to make itself
felt in Ovamboland in 1913, and the
famine culminated in a total failure
of the crops in the beginning of
1915.

“Immediately after the surrender
of the German forces at Tsurmeb in
July, 1915, the starving Ovambos,
who hitherto had been shut in Ovam-
boland by the German troops oper-
ating directly between them and
the Union forces, commenced to
stream south of Ovamboland in
search of succor which had been de-
nied them by the Germans. Over
7,000 Ovambos reached our posts ‘n
northern districts and were immedi-
ately placed in hospitals and de-
pots and everything possible done
to nurse them back to health an@
strength.

“Within two months of our occu-
pation of the Protectorate, a large
fleet of motor lorries had been or-
ganized to’ convey fooed to Ovambo-
land and to succor those who had
been unable to €ome south, and re-
lief measures were in full operation.
Our officers distributed large quanti-
ties of food stuffs and relief parties
were organized to assist straggling
Ovambos on the road. These meas-
ures were carried out in face of enor-
mous difficulties of transportation,
and in addition to the heavy task of
feeding our own people in the north-
ern part of the Protectorate under
abnormal eircumstances. i

‘“It eannot be emphasized too
strongly that long prior to the Brit-
ish occupation of Ovamboland, a
famine had existed there to an in-
tense degree, nor can it be doubted
for a mement that the German Pro-
tectorate government is wholly to
blame for the neglect to assist the
Ovambog during the years 1913
and 1914 and the first six months of
2916."

THE INTERNATIONAL SERIES.

Text of the Lesson, Il Kings xviii, 13, to
xix, 37—Memory Verses, 82, 33—Gold-
en Text, Ps. xlvi, T—Commentary
Prepared by Rev. D. M. Stearns.

In our last lesson all that we saw of
Hezekiah was good, except in the mat-
ter of his not honoring the Lord before
the visitors from Babylon, but this les-
son gives a little more insight into the
beart of the man, who, like all the rest
of us, would be nothing but sinful but
for the grace of God. His great turn-
ing to the Lord, with the great Passover
and the two weeks’ feast of unleavened
bread and the cleansing of the land
from idols, was in the very beginning
of his reign. But to begin well is one
thing, while patient continuance in well
doing is often quite another, and it is
in the continuance that many fail.
Paul said that, having obtained help of
God, he continued (Acts xxvi, 22), and
that same help is for all who really de-
sire it.

In the sixth year of Hezekiah's reign
the ten tribes were carried into captiv-
ity in Assyria by Shalmaneser in the
ninth year of the reign of Hoshed; their
king, because they obeyed not the voice
of the Lord their God, but transgressed
all that Moses, the servant of the Lord,
commanded (xviii, 9-12). Eight years
later, in the fourteenth year of Heze-
kiah, Sennacherib came against Judah
and Jerusalem, and at first Hezekiah
tried to buy him off by a measure of
submission to him by giving him gold
and silver, even the gold from the
doors and pillars of the temple (xviii,
13-16). That was certainly not trust-
ing in tbhe Lord, as he had done at the
beginning, and gave the enemy ground
to reproach God and scoff at Hezekiah's
trust (xviii, 22) and made them bold to
blaspheme and defy and lie, saying,
The Lord said to me, Go, up against
this land and destroy it (xviii, 25),

While those who bear the name of
the Lord may terribly fail, as did
some of the kings who saf upon the
throne of the lLord in Jerusalem, so
that Jerusalem herself was called a
harlot, and also called Sodom and Go-
morrah (Isa. i, 9, 10, 21), those, who
like Pharaoh and Sennacherib, and the
antichrist of the last days, openly
)defy God, are the devil in human form,
but all such loftiriess shall be brought
down, and the Lord alone shall be ex-
alted (Isa. ii, 11, 17). The Assyrian
generals were not far from the truth
when they said that it was vain to
place any reliance .upon Egypt  (xviii,
19-21), for the Lord Himself had said
the same thing through Isaiah, “The
strength of Pharaoh shall be your
shawe, and the trust in the shadow of
Egypt your confusion, * '* * for the
Egyptians shall help in vain, and to no
purpose” (Isa. xxx, 1-7). But when it

above the living God and putting Him
on a level with idols, the gods of the
nations, that was unbearable, and to
such blasphemy the people held, their
peace, and at the king’s commandment
answered not a word (xviii, 28-30, 33-
86). ( This brought Hezekiah in hu-
mility to his knees and to-the Lord in
whom he so fully trusted at the begin-
ping. To mere words we should be
able to act according to Ps. xxxviii, 13,
“l as a deaf man heard not, and I was
as a dumb man that openeth not his
mouth.”

When it is a bad letter or writing
of any kind, then we can spread it be-
fore the Lord and commit to Him, as
Hezekiah did (xix, 14, 15). Our desire
should always pre-eminently be that
God might be magnified before others,
and we should remember that as crea-
tor of heaven and earth nothing is too
bard for Him (xix, 15-19; Jer. xxxii,
17). Wthen the servants of Hezekiah
sent to Isaiah about it his words from
the Lord were full of comfort (xix, 6,
7), “Be not afraid of the words which
thou hast beard, with which the serv-
ants of the king of Assyria have blas-
phemed Me. Behold I will send a
blast upon him, * * * and I wil
cause him to fall by the sword in his
own land.” After Hezekiah had spread
the letter before the Lord and prayed,
the Lord sent through Isaiah a grandly
comforting reply, saying among other
things concerning Sennacherib, *“I
know thy abode, and thy going out,
aud thy coming in, and thy rage
against Me, * ¢ * T will put my hook
in thy noSe, and My bridle in they lips,
and I will turn thee back by the way
by which thou camest.” 1

Then to Hezekiah He said, “I will
defend this city to save it for mine
own sake, and for my servant, David's
sake” (xix, 27, 28, 34). The blast of
which He spoke is describéd in xix, 35.
It is grand to trust in the Lerd at all
times and to pour out our heart be-
fore Him, for power belongeth unto
God (Ps. Ixii, 8, 11). All the defiance
and Iying and blasphemies of past ages
shall come to a bead in the willful king
of Dan. vii, 8, 20: xi, 36; who shall
speak marvelous things' against the
God of gods and prosper for a time,
but he shall come to his end and none
shall help him (Dan. xi, 45). He 1is
also the man of sin, the son of perdi-
tion, of 2 Thess. ii, 3-10, and the great
blasphemer of Rev. xili, 4.7, who will
dare even to fight against God, but he
with his companion, the false prophet,
shall he seént dlive to thé& lake of fire,
at the same time that the devil shall
be shut up in the pit by the same Lord
God; who héard and answered the
prayer, of HeZekiali (Rev, xvii, 14;
xix, 20).

SLOYALTY IN RUSS ARMY

OMPELLED RETREAT OF TRO

Mlynov Regiment

Refused to Fight

Teutons, and Retired Voluntarily,
Forcing Withdrawal by the Other

Force Also

Petrograd, July 21.—The Russian|
failure to hold the Gérmans in east-
ern QGalicia, says an official statement
issued by the war department to-day
was due to extremist detachments
holding meeting and discussing the
advisakility of obeying orders, which
some regiments had refused to obey.

The Russian statement says the
607th Mlynoy Regiment, sgituated
between Batkov and Manajov, volun-
tarily retired before 'the attacking
Germang, and-as a result the nci;h-‘
boring units also had to retire. |

The announcement follows;

“In the direction of Vilna there
was animated artillery fighting
thronghout yesterday. /After strong
artillery preparation the enemy per-
sistently attacked our detachments
on the Pieniaki Harbuzoy front, 20
miles south of Brody. At first all
these attacks were repulsed. At ten
o’clock the 607th Mlynoy regiment,
situated between Batkov and Mana-
jov, in the same region, left its tren-
ches voluntarily and retired, with
the result that neizhboring units al-
s0 had to retire. This gave, the enemy
opportunity for developing his sue-
cess.

“Our failure is explained to a con-
siderable degree by the faet that
under the influence of the Bolsheviki
extremists, several detachments hav-
ing reccived a command to support
the * attacked detachments, held
meetings and discussed the advis- |
ability of obeying the order, where-
upon some regiments refused to obey !
the military command. Efforts of ]
commanders and committees to |

arouse thé men to fulfillment of the
commands were fruitless.

‘“‘East of Brezezany, to the south
of Szybalin, Austro-German troops
made repeated attacks and occupied
a portion of our first lmn trenches.
The enemy’s effort to attack south of
Brezezany was repelled by our fire.
West of Halicz detachments occupy-
ing the village of Bludniki retired,
whereupon the enemy profiting by
this movement, occupied the place.
An effort to win back this. village
was unsuccessful.

Situation Restored

“According to supplementany re-
| ports now received, on July 17, at
iabout 7 p.m., when the enemy took
{the offénsive and seized the height
south of Noviea, to the south of
Ralusz, one of our regiments began
to leave. Major-General Prince Gag-
arm, commander of the military dis-
trict, perceiving that the situation
was critical, and at once moved for-
a battalion of the Ukhnov Regi-
ment, commanded by Second Captain
Burishen, which had recently arriv-
ed in this district. The battalion
cohdncted an energetic attack. Sim-
ultaneously General Prince Gagarin
threw troops into the attack om both
flanks, advaneing infantry and na-
tive cavalry regiments 'of Daghes-
panians on the right, and Circassians

‘and Cabardians on the left. The
, Ukhnov regiment and the natives

rushed forward in a furious on-
slaught, carrying with them also
the Russian regiment which had re-
tired. The general result soon chang-
ed the situation in our favor. The
advancing enemy fled in disorderly
i fashion and our former position was
restored brilliantly. The work of the
artillery of this command contribu-
| ted decisively to the sucecess.”

THE WORLD OF LABOR

Gleaned From thg Exéhanges and Other Sources

A Budget of News for

' The Electrical Workers are win-
ning out in’'their strike in Montreal.
The 'public service corporation has
come to .terms with the men, but
the employes of the M. L. H. & P.
are still locked out, and the service
is pretty well tied up. The union
expresses the utmost confidence in
the issue and expects to clean up
the job.

J. C. Sugrue, of St. John, N.B.,
reports that the plumbers are still
on strike for an increase in wages
and a straight union shop. Carpen-
ters have increased their minimum
wage from 37 1% to 45 cents an hour.
The United Garment Workers have
organized a local union, and a union
of the retail clerks protective as-
sociation is under way.

It has been a well-known fact for
a long time past that there are vast
deposits of lignite coal in the pro-
vince of Saskatchewan and steps
have now been taken to develop
them. It is now stated that the use
of this coal will solve the fuel pro-
blem in western Canada in the near
future, besides providing employ-
ment for an army of workers.

Munition workers in the Shaake
munition plant, New Westminster, B.
C., after demanding an increase of
five cents an hour in wages which
the firm turned down have come
out on strike completely tying up the
works. These employees have only
been receiving 30 cents an hour and
are seeking to enforce a minimum
wage of 35 cents an hour.

The building trades in Charlotte-
town, P.E.I., are having a busy sea-
son, and many buildings are being
erected, The Bruce_ and Stewart
Company, manufacturers of gasoline
engines, etc., are very busy with a
number of orders ahead, and are ar-
ranging to greatly enlarge their
plant. All other lines of business
are also looking up good, and there
is a very heavy movement of freight
between the island and the main-
land. !

a month. Owing to their solid organ-
izatign only two non-unionists be-
ing engaged on the system, they
have secured a wage raise of $15 a
month, bringing the minimum up to
$60, dating back from April 1st.
Hours have also been reduced and
work conditions materially improv-
ed.

The Brotherhood of Eleetrical
Workers continues to add to the
number of its local unions in Can-
ada. The roll has now grown to 29,
which will convev some idea as to the
great progress that is being made.
Reports show that nearly everv local
is growing in membership, and trade
conditions all over the country’ .are
good. In nearly every loeality the
rates of wages have heen advanced
materially, two more locals are now
being organized im Ontario, and it
is exnected the number will be
somewhere in the neighborhood of
40 before the close of 1917.

London, July 21.—-The . Unionist
business committee, one of the most
influential groups in the House of
Commons, . which, the . war. has .pro-
tduced, sent Ahdrew Bonar Law,
chancellor of the exchequer, a lette:
on Thursday, referring to a previous
letter, wherein they urged the views
of various pelittical matters includ-
ing- America’s entry into the war,
economic pgllc‘y ‘and -revolutionary
movements in labor centres. Yester-
day “a‘ letter cites present events as
having caysed doubt in*the minds oi
the writers, whether the government
is following the developments in Ger-
many with a proper ‘regard for the
facts. -

They urge it 'is a mistake to sup-
pose that the Germans were unwill-
‘ingly driven 'to ‘war by the emperor
and Prussian militarists, and that
any democratic. movement in Ger-
many is likely to sweep out militar-
ism from the country. = The German
people as a whole, the letter says,
‘are in entire sympathy with the gov-
ernment and there is no reliable siga
that the German social structure will
not stand the strain of war to the
end. :

-Jt is, therefore, urged that Great
Britain, in consultation with its al-
lies adopt practical decisions and act
‘thereupon with a view to carrying
out the resolutions of the Paris
economic conference and the British
imperial war conference. The writers
fear otherwise that Germany will he
at a gfeat advantage when peace
negotiations begin and will be able
to introduce discord among the allies,

Regarding “the widespread dis-
content and the growth of revolution-
ary feeling,” the letter says, the
labor question must be dealt with
along lines of a broad national
policy by statesmen having knowl-
edge of'the issues involved and hav-
ing experience with workmen. The
chancellor later received members of
the committee privately;and, accord-
ing to press reports, gave emphatic
assurances regarding the post war
policy, detailing steps already taken.

The aims and objects of the G.
W. V. A. arg not the vague and inde-
finite visions of an idealist but are
clear cut and decisive and are spec-
ifically stated as follows:

“To Jerpetuate the close and kind-
ly ties of mutual service in the great
war, the recollections and associa-
tions of that experience, and to main-
tain proper standards ol dignity and
honour between all the returned sol-
diers.

To preserve the memory and re-

lcord of those who have suffered and

died for the nation, to see to the
erection of monuments to their wval-
our, and the provision of suitable
burial places and the establishment
of a memorial day, to insure that
proper provision is made for the due
care of the sick, wounded and needy,
among those who have served, in-
cluding reasonable pension, employ-
ment for such as are capable, sol-
diers’ hame, medical care, and equit-
able provision for dependent famil-
ies of enlisted men, to constantly in-
culcate loyalty to Canada and the
Empire and unstintedq service in their
intéerest.”

Such,then was .the conception
that inspired the many local units
located throughout the Dominion
and it was these wizely scattered
and non-connected bodies that form-
ed the nucleud of what is already
recognized as a powerful
the country.

coast to coast was first considered
early in April and on April the 10th
and on succeeding days a conference
of delegates from all sections of the
country was held in Winnipeg, the
declaration of principle agreed up-
on and the constitution and by-laws
drafted. The Brantford representa-
tive at that notable event was Trea-
surer Lorne Watson a veteran of the
Princess Patricias who on his return
gave a thorough report of the pro-
ceedings and advised affiliation with
the central organization. The head-
quarters were established at Ottawa
where 2 permanent secretary is main-
tained whose duties are to look after
the welfare of the G. W. V_ A in a
general, way and act as a medium
between them and the Dominion
government. The constitution was
based on broad lines and made ap-
plicable to the provincial and muni-
cipal units.

Brantford was represented at this
convention, and the impetus that the
movement had then already received
in this city, the proportionately great
contributions that have been made
of men and arms from Brant county,
and the personal attributes of Capt.

- Local Organization.

While the citizenry of Brantford
is grateful for the sacrifices that
have: been made by the Canadian
troops..and therefore earnestly in-
terested in any movement that may
influence their welfare, the four
thousand men from ‘this city, who
have donned the King’s khaki claim
a more intimate sympathy. Of the
four thousand, approximately, ‘who
have left for the firing line, about
two ' hundred have returned, some
maimed and bearing upon them the
scars of battle. The proposal of a
local organization of these men was
first suggested at a meeting of re-
turned soldiers held on March 6th,
by Capt. the Rev. C. E. Jeakins, now
senior chaplain at Camp Borden, who
related what had been accomplished
in other cities and towns, and as
chairman of the gathering, intro-
duced two delegates from the Hamil-

preciative information of the under-
taking in the Ambitious City. Thus
was planted the germ that has rapid-
ly grown in co-operation with
the various other patriotic societies
of this city and county, in endea-
voring to promote the welfare of the
returned hero.

The Seizure Of
Liaotung Peninsula By
ey Germany

Tokio, July ' 20.~ (Correspond-
ence)—By her participation in' the

has avenged herself upon Germany
for wresting Japan’s rightful trophy
—the Liaotung Peninsula—from her
after the Japan-China war, in the
opinion of Visecount Takaaki Kato,
expressed in an ariicle on the war
and Japan’s position in the world,
published in the Central Review.
Germany, as the ringleader a_nd
author of the famous triple inter-
vention, he writes, compelled Japan
to give up her rightful gain
the pretext of preserving the peace

rof the Orient, and not only sowed

the seed of the Russo-Japanese war
a decade after, but 1nlawfully oc-
cupied a corner of Uhantung prov-
ince on a trifling pretext. Thus the
European war afforded a golden op-
portunity to Japan for avenging her
long harbored enmity and wrath to-
wards Germany.

Besides, this removal of the Ger-
man influence from the East, where
Germany had menaced Japan’s acti-
vity in'China and the growth of Sino-
Japanese friendship with her fast in-
creasing influence, has proved a
boundless benefit to Japan as well as
to, China, the Visecount declares. The
apprehension entertained by some
thinkers,mostly cursed with German-
ophobia, that should the war cloge in
favor of Germany Japan would be
'pPlaced in a grave situation, has gra-
dually disappeared.

Viscount Kato does not agree with
those thinkers who deem the Anglo-
Japanese alliance valueless because
British in China are constantly com-
batting Japan’s interests there, and
because Russia, againsf whose am-
bitions the agreement was conclud-
ed, is no no longer a menace. He
says:

“The tendéncy of the British in
China to combat Japan’s interests in
that country cannot be denied. Hov:-
‘ever, any action or utterance of thosa
British people in China, who are in
nowise representative figures of the
British nation, must not be seriously
taken as mirroring the sentiments of
the British empire, and what we
have to take into consideration is
what opinion the British government
and enlightened British people in
Sngland entertain towards the alli-
ance.”

As for Russia, the ex-minister sayg
it..should, be .remembered. that ,.the
present equilibrium: in ‘the.Far, Edst
is a result of the alliance: with Eng-
land, and if the alliance were can-
celled, some effective - substitute
would hve to be found to insure the
equilibrium,

To Japan the alliance will always
prove a great benefit, the statesman
thinks. For one thing, he declares,
Japan will be able to dispense witn
any further extension of her naval
strength, which otherwise would
have to be expanded to an extent be-
yond the financial capaecity of the
Empire. Viewed from this standpoint
only the maintenance of thé alliance
is of vital importamce and it is a
great mistake to think that the
growth .of friendly relations witn
Russia has removed the necessity of
its continuance.

He adds: ‘“Japan should strive to
turther her position among the
world’s nations by respecting and
adhering to the spirit and principie
of the Anglo-Japanese alliance
the Russo—Japanese conventions.”

Person-
ally, 1 have no brief to defend those
who wish for an election during war
time. They sit upon that or upon
this side of the House. I am certain
that the course of this debate will
be viewed with very considerable
surprise by the people of this coun-
try. Those of our people who are
gifted with any fair amount of im-
agination and of memory cannot fail
1o contrast the proceedings in this
House a year ago with the proceed-
ings which have taken place to-day.
Up to a certain point, T am bound
to say that the proceedings to-day
were an exact replica of what hap-
pened a year ago. I do not think
the Prime Minister of this ecountry
has ever delivered a speech with
which he®should have more reason
to be satisfied than the speech with
which he presented this resolution
o the House It was a consistent
speech., It was cogent in its argu-
ment. It was manifestly sincere,
and when the events of to-day are
read and weighed by the people of
this country, [ believe the opinion
of the people will be recorded in
favour of that potent and consistent
speech.

I do not want to amplify—I am
sure | could not improve—most of
the arguments in the speech of the
Prime Minister. I will, however,
take the liberty of referring to a few
of them and in doing so try to meet
some of the points that have been
raised by my right hon_ friend. There
was much that he said to which I
can take no exception. The position
of this question is not quite the
same as it was last year. We cannot
£0 on extending the term of Par-
liament indefinitely.

But, if so far as the battle-front
is concerned there is any difference
between tne positicn of last year
and that of this year, it is that the
position of Canada’s troops on the
battle-front to-day is vastly more
precarious this year than it was last
year. This being the fact on the
battle-front, I am bound to say to
my right hon. friend (Sir Wilfrid
Laurier) that I personally have not
the necessary aerobatic qualities te
take a position diametrically oppos-
ed to that which I took last year.

My right hon. friend, in the course
of his remarks, said that he did not
attach undue impor:ance to the con-
stitutional question. In his impass-
ioned and eloquent peroration, ha
made the constitution everything.
He stood upon the constitution of
this country and upon it alone. That

Ct—

is an inconsistency which I leave
with himself, but T take the liberty
to refer, nevertheless, to the con-
stitutional question. Does my right
hon, friend, or does any hon. mem-
ber on this side of the House, con-
tend for a moment that he has no
regard for constitutional or parlia-
mentary procedure in Great Britain?
Where did we—where did the world
learn constitutional and parliament-
ary procedure? I have heard my
right hon. friend discourse, in- terms
the most eloquent, on the Mother of
Parliaments, which we all imitate.
What are the facts about the Mother
of Parliaments? The people of
Great Britain do not forget the con-
stitution there They have = Zep-
plin raids over the city of
London. They have bombs dlopped
amongst the children in the schools
there, They know what the war
means, and they are apprised, as
my right hon. friend was for two

years apprised, of the war’s serious-

ness. The Parliament, sitting in
Westminster to-day has been seven
and.one-half years in office, and next
November when its present term ex-
pires. it will have heen eight years
in office. That is my answer unon the
constitntional question. Thev knew
something of constitutional and nar-
liamentary procediire in Great Bri-
tain. and that is what they have
done,

Every one on that side says
80— mnt everv ane on this side savs
f0. Pt my right hon. friend (Sir
Wilfrid Tanrier) says sn. He has
said 20 in s0 many words in the
sneerh which he has delivered to
the Hange tn-nieht. Then. there ecan
he no issne hefors the neople on the
main gnestions, the only questions
which are eneaging the aftention,
not onlv of this conntry hut of the
civilized world to-dnv., Then, what
will he the issme What is the alter-
rative noliev to winnine the war?
There is onlv one pnssihle answer.
Tt is “Winning the electinns.” : i
we analvze these thinee down to the
bnttnm, we ara comnelled with all
charitv, to eonclude that this ele~-
tion is heing farred on ot thia time.
hv a vrefrnenl nf extemsion. with a

1, Sir, wonld hasitate to stand as
one of a gronn of the onlv ntterlv
aplfisth men to he found in the Rrit-
ish Fmnire ar in the eivilized world
at the precent time, If there isno is-
site of noliecv in an election, wnnAn
what dnes an election necessarily
tnrn? We have not been 1eft in anv
dovnht in thic Hownse to-night as to
that point. The election necessarily
turns on nersonalities. It mnust do sn.
If there ia nn difference of princinle
—and there is not hetween my twn
right hon. friends. hecanse thev both
sav: We want tn win the war—the
electinn inevitablv degenerates into
a strife of personalities. We have
had ample evidence of that to-nieht.
The die is ecast on the principle laid
down bv mv right hon. friend (Sir
Robert Borden) and endorsed hv
my right hon. friend (Sir Wilfrid
Laurier).

We are going to have an election.
The leader of the Opposition has
got his work in early; he has deliv-
ered his first election speech to-night.
I do not purpose following his ex-
ample very far. At the same time,
the merits of .the. Ross rifle consti-
tute a subject upon which my right
hon. friend is skating upon very thin
ice. T do not know exactly what he
thinks about the Ross rifle, because
in one breath he told us that its
use had cost us.the lives of many
of our boys, and then in the next
breath he agreed with the ex-Min-
ister of Militia (Sir Sam Hughes)
that it ,was the better rifie of the
two. I suppose he remembered at
that moment that the Ross rifle was
the precious pet of an hon. gentle-
man -now gone from us who for
many years was Minister of Militia
in the Liberal Govermment. If he
does not remember it, I remembe
very well hearing the hon, mémbe
for Pictou (Mr. Macdona]d) engage
in an impassioned defence of the
Ross rifle in this House of Commons,
and indulge in jeers at those in Eng-
land who veptured to question the
omniscience of .the Government, it
being the Government of my right
hon. friend who now leads the Op-
position. I do not say that to get
the other side of this argument
right, I say it to give an {llustration
of what 18 going, to happen in a
general eclection. If you cease to
fight on principles you descend to
personalities. Does my right hon.
friend  (Sir Wilfrid Laurier) view
that with equanimity? That question
is bound to be asked. If we come to
that peint, does my right hon. friend
'conteyd that with the driving force
behind him, if he becomes Prime
Minister of this country, he will
have a more coherent force, a more
determined force for the winning
of the war than is now sitting be-
hind my right hon, friend the Prime
Minister? Does the coherence of his
force, does the strength of the deter-
mination “of one considerable por-
ltion of his force, show itself by driv-

ing a Cabinet Minister who is at
present in favour of winning the war
into a refuge of a cabin on board
a steamer, for taking a particular
view as to how it should be won.
Does my right hon. friend contend
that he will derive enormous streng-
th for the conduct of this war from
people who chase a British soldier
tfrom Fletcher’'s Field in Montreal,
into a tramcar, and then break the
windows of the car? Thére will be
many more subjects arise when we
descend to a personal fight than the
subject of the Ross rifle, If it was
left to the question of the Ross rifle,
L am not at all sure that my right
fhon. friend would not have the bet-
,ter of the argument.

But the question will inevitably
be asked, If you determine to settle
this on the line of personalities: Who
are the people most hkely to con-
duct this war to a satisfactory con-
ciusion? And I venture to say that,
80 dar as clearness of motive is con-
cerned, so far as determination is
concerned, so far as working in sea-
son and out of season, day and
night, with a single eye to victory,
for the great principles that are
at stake upon the battlefields of Bur-
ope to-day, there is no man in Can-
ada who is fit to stand in the same
company as my right hon. friend the
leader of the Government.

We have ample ¢ vidence given to
us that the faults of the Government
will be the main subject of a general
election. Will the exposure of the
faults of the ‘Ross rifle from the At-
lantic to the Pacific, will the detail-
ing of incidents or supposed inci-
dents such as have constituted the
first electioneering speech of my
right hon. friend the leader of thq
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Opposition, help to win this war?
Will it encourage recrumng' I ven-
ture to think tnat a cabipaign con-
ducted by my right hon. iriend the
leader or the Opposition, pure as are
his own motives, great lmperial stat-
esman as- he has been and 1 say it
without one single reservation. 1 say
it witn-a fult neart and with fuil
sincerity—but pure as are his mo-
tives he knows cnat to .expose these
rfacts from one end of tne countiry
to the other must have the effect
oI deterring recruiting and making
people wonder whether this war 1s
worth “pursuing; - and paralyzed as
his hanus will ve durmng tne war by
wnat must be one of tue main ori-
g1ns of nis power; lacking the driv-
ing force on grounds thnat 1 do not
Wwant to amphiy, but wnich 1 look
upon. with sorrow, he will not be in
a position, ne cannot be in-a posi-
tion, to go on with this war with
the determination that has charact-
erized the composite supporters of
tne war. :

Has he-no re-
gara tor that portion ol democracy
wiat is across the Seas! Has he nu
regard for une 400,000 ‘men who
have given up everyulng they have,
or are prepared to give it up?c my
deepest obgecuon Lo an’ elecuon in
wal Ullle—and Lial was the grounu
upon wnicn 1 opposed the Sovwulrers’
voting Bill, pecause I held there
shoulu be, no election during tne
war—Is that we propose to conduct
an unseemly wranglé for jobs from
the Auunue to the Paciic, and con-
cerning how the éountsy should - be

heroes but -for whose efforts we
should not have any country to gov-

ern,
I have tried to ‘amplify a few of

friend’ the Prime Minister. I have
said that in the presentation of

thing in dignity from its charaeter
of last year. This afternoon when
the Prime Minister sat down, I ex-
pected a repetition of what happen-
ed last year. I expected a repetition
at least to this extent; that my right
hon, friend the leader of the Opposi-
tion would have followed the right
hon. gentleman who Teads the Gov-
ernment. I thought we had come to
the moment of abdication 'on the
part of my right hon. friend. Last
year the speech of the Prime Minis-
ter was backed up by the leader of
the Opposition in a speech of moving
and stately eloquence. Canada was
committed to undivided efforts for
the winning of this war, and that
speech of moving and stately elo-
quence was so @able and so cogent
that it deprived the rest of this as-
sembly of any desire to sspeak. But
what happened this year was™that a
lieutenant (Mr. Graham) of my
right hon. friend arose and made
what I venture to characterize as a
dilatory and by no means straight-
forward motion; that is why I voted
against it. Everybody in this coun-
try, fortunately for myself, knows
that I favor the substance and
principle of his amendment, but

it was a right amendment
introduced at a wrong time,K Having

those arguments the debate lost no-’so far endeavoured to attam, and I

think having attained, some charact-
er of straightforwardness in - the
minds of the Canadian people, I
thought 1 could vehture to rum the
risk of .any misinterpretation that
might wtome by. my vote, by being
straightforward still and running no
risk of being thought to have talfen
part in what after all was more
trickery than statesmanship. I am

turally precluded by the rules of
th g House from saying anything on
that amendment, and ‘I had w0 great
desire to speak to it because I have
spoken on it again and again, and the
pedple of this country know where
I.stand on the question of direct
taxation and the conseription of weal-
th-to the war. Following the speech
of the hon. member for South Ren-
frew. (Mr. Graham) we had a speech
from my hon. friend from St. John
(Mr. Pugsley), and then finally we
come 'to the main subject before the
House.

I did think when I rose, that I
would make an appedl to the right
hon. gentlemen who lead the respec-
tive sides in this House.

At this time,
the Broke was fast rushing towards
the third enemy ship on its port side.
The dull glow from the funnels
plainly proved that the enemy stok-
ers were furiously doing their work,
but this same glow as plainly show-
ed jts upper works, and the surround-
ing darkness helped the Broke to de-
cisive action.

CRANBERRY PIE—GOOD

One quart of uncooked cranberries
(chopped not too fine), 2 large cups
of sugar, 1 small cup of molasses, 1
tablespoonful of cornstarch mixed
with a little cold water; then pour
1 1-2 cups of boiling water over the
cornstarch; pour this over the mix-
ture; add a little salt; can add 1-2
cup of raisins if desired; this will
make four delicious pies.

CHOCOLATE PUDDING

Put 1 pint of milk into a double
boiler and gprinkle in 1 1-2 level tea-
spoons of sea moss farina; stir con-
statly while the farina is being
sprinkled; then allow the milk to
heat, stirring occasionally; cook 10
minutes; then drop in half an ource
or square of chocolate in one piece,
1-4 cup of sugar, 1-2 teaspoonful of
salt and cook 10 minutes, or until the
chocolate is dissolved; flavor with
1-3 teaspoonful of vanmilla, and turn
into a ring mould that has been rins-
ed in cold water; when cool and firm
turn on to a plate and fill the centre
with beaten and sweetened -creah,
and serve at once.

One pint of milk, 1-2 cup of sugar,

sels should prevail, and a course of
procedure that would redound to the
lasting hofor of Canada, What
should the next election be fought
upon? When the war is nearing an

present moment, the question of the
reconstruction of Canada will comé
up for consideration,  becauge it
must be remembered that the party
returned to power in an election now
will be in power for four or five
years and will have the direction of
the destinies of this country along
certai.r lines of policy. When the
war is nearing a conclusion,, and
when the passions raised by it are
being hushed by the process of time,
the issues of reconstruction will
arise; and then old divisions, old
landmarks would re-appear. I say
it would be a splendid thing for this
country if we have maintained our
union as to the war to the finish—
such anion as we have had—if we
had kept our people at least united,
because, after all, it must be remem-
bered that any disunion there is,
is largely inside this House. Our
people are still rnited. I get as
many* protests against an election in
war time from I iberals as I do from
Conservatives. I may say I get even
more, because Liberals -“naturally
write to me. Our people are still uni-
ted, and it would be a splendid thing
to have kept that union up until the
end of the war, and not allowed
those other issued to arise. Fix a
time,— a more limited time than
the Government proposes, if you
like—and let those issues be de-
bated at another session of Parlia-
ment, knowing that those are the
things which divide the two sides of
vnolitics in this country and having
put our policies of reconstruction
before the nation, go to the country
upon them.

The Gqvernment is asking for a
yvear’s .extension. The longest exten-
sion which has ever been given in
the Old Country is eight months.
The two right hon. gentlemen have
a .great responsibility. One has dis-
charged his responsibility. I leave
my right hon. friend beside me (Sir
Wilfrid Laurier) to deal with his in
his own way. They enjoy in an un-
paralleled degree the confidence of
their fellow citizens, and I say it
would be a great thing for Canada
and the Empire if they could get to-
gether yet and agree to an eight
months’ extension, which would
take us over until next June. In all
probability by that time the war will
have.passed, out of its acute stages,
and the considerations which arise
to-day will not then exist. I put
this to my right hon. friends in the
best .spirit, as a patriot, as a lover
of the country, as a lover of the

'| Empire, and as a lover of the great

cause-at issue in this war. I feel,
however, the appeal will be in vain.
If they do not come together, we are
gzoing to have a general election.
Well, in that case, we shall have to
say, let it come. Let the graves of
our dead be desecrated. There are
twenty thousand or thirty thousannd
Canadian soldiers at present lying
in British and French hospitals. Let
their hearts be wrung, as their
bodies have already been wrung—so
that we may settle’ which: _side is
most to blame for. the Ross rifle.
and whether it would not be well to
have a change in the personnel of
the Government ut the present
time. My views as expressed in these
few words are perhaps better put in
an article in the London' Daily News
and Leader, of April 18 last; which
[ will read to the House,—The Daily
News and Leader is not too indulg-
ontly friendly to the present govern~
ment at Westminster, and Apﬁl 18
was the day after the extension was
carried in the British House. It said;
‘“The Bill further prolonging the
life of the present Parliament pass-
ed its second reading yesterday.
