Finnish Crisis

Helsingfore, Thursday, July 19.—A con flict with Russia is regarded as inevitable 
because of the action of the Finnish diet in adopting a bill granting independence to 
Finland. The Socialist members of parliament assert, however, that Petrograd has 
its hands too full with its own troubles to attempt repression.

Before the adoption of the bill a decision was taken on the question whether the 
measure should be treated as urgent or postponed until the next session, the decision in 
favor of urgency required a five-sixths majority under article sixty of the constitu­
tion, which the Socialist majority had agreed to respect. The decision involved the im­
mediate voting on the bill, the result giving a two-thirds majority necessary for the al­
teration of fundamental laws.

The announcement of the vote was received by prolonged cheering and cries of 
“long live Finland” and “Russian connection.” The diet thereafter rejected, 104 
against 87, a proposal by M. Talas, member of the Young Finnish party, that the law, 
as prescribed by the constitution be submitted for Russia’s approval or veto.

In our last lesson all that we saw of 
Hezekiah was good, except In the mat­
ter of his not honoring the Lord before 
the visitors from Babylon, but this les­
son gives a little more insight into the 
heart of the man, who, like all the rest 
of us, would be nothing but sinful but 
for the grace of God. His great turn­
ing to the I,ord, with the great Passover 
and the two weeks’ feast of unleavened 
bread and the cleansing of the land 
from Idols, was in the very beginning 
of bis reigu. But to begin well is one 
thing, while patient continuance in well 
doing is often quite another, and it is 
in the continuance that many fall. 
Paul said that, having obtained help of 
God, he continued (Acts xxvi, 22), and 
that same help is for all who really de­
sire it.

In the sixth year of Hezekiah’s reign 
the ten tribes were carried into captiv­
ity to Assyria by Shalmaneser in the 
nintb j’ear of the reign of Hoshefl, tbeir 
king, because they obeyed not the voice 

have of the Lord tbeir God, but transgressed 
all that. Moses, the servant of the Lord, 
commanded (xviii, 9-12). Eight years 
later, to the fourteenth year of Heze- 
kiah, Sennacherib came against Judah 
and Jerusalem, and at first Hezeklah 
tried to buy him off by a measure of 
submission to him by giving him gold 
and silver, even the gold from the 
doors and pillars of the temple (xviii, 
13-16). That was certainly not trust­
ing to tbe Lord, as be had done at the 
beginning, and gave the enemy ground 
to reproach God and scoff at Hezekiah’s 
trust (xviii, 22) and made them bold to 
blaspheme and defy and lie, saying. 
The Lord said to me. Go up against 
this land and destroy it (xviii, 25).

While those who bear the name of 
the Ijord may terribly fail, as did 
some of tbe kings who sat upon the 
throne of the Lord in Jerusalem, so 
that Jerusalem herself was called a 
harlot, and also called Sodom and Go­
morrah (Isa. i, 9, 10, 21), those, who 
like Pharaoh and Sennacherib, and the 
antichrist of the last days, openly 
'defy God, are the devil to human form, 
but all such loftifiess shall be brought 
down, and the Lord alone shall be ex­
alted (Isa. 11, 11, 17). Tbe Assyrian 
generals were not far from the truth 
when they said that it was vain to 
place auy reliance upon Egypt (xviii, 

of 19-21), for the Lord Himself had said 
the same thing through Isaiah, “The 
strength of Pharaoh shall be your 
shame, and the trust in the shadow of 

of Egypt your confusion, * * * for the 
Egyptians shall help to vain, and to no 
purpose” (Isa. xxx, 1-7). But when it 
came to exalting the king of Assyria 
above tbe living God and putting Him 
on a level with idols, the gods of the 
nations, that was unbearable, and to 
such blasphemy the people held, their 
Pfaee, and at the king’s commandment 

in answered not a word (xviii, 28-30, 33- 
36). (. This brought Hezeklah to hu­
mility to his knees and to-the Lord in 
whom he so fully trusted at the begin­
ning. To mere words we should be 
able to act according to Ps. xxxviii, 13,
“I as a deaf man beard not, and I was 
as a dumb man that openeth not bis 
mouth.”

When it is a bad letter or writing 
of any kind, then we can spread it be­
fore the Lord and commit to Him, as 
Hezekiah did (xix, 14, 15). Onr desire 
should always pre-eminently be that 
God might be magnified before others, 
and we should remember that as crea­
tor of beaveu and earth nothing Is too 
hard for Him (xix, 15-19; Jer. xxxii, 
17). When the servants of Hezekiah 
sent to Isaiah about it his words from

due, not to British mistreatment, 
but to the neglect of the German 
Government prior to British occupa­
tion, and gives some details of the 
work of restoration and reconstruc­
tion which the British undertook as 
soon as they, came into possession.

The most recent German wireless 
communique on tjiis subject was is­
sued on May 30, and said in part;

“Terrible local conditions 
been created in German West Africa 
owing to Jhe occupation of that 
country by the English. A mission­
ary writes to a South African mis­
sion paper; ‘In the Ovambo country 
the terrors of war were followed by 
even greater terrors of famine. Now 
and then the country has been visit­
ed before by similar afflictions, but 
the German Government took care 
to prevent suffering by helpful pre­
cautions so that the afflictions never 
reached extreme severity. After the 
English came, these precautions 
were neglected, and hunger was 
able to ravage the unfortunate coun­
try without mercy. Thousands of na­
tives have fallen victims to English 
neglect and misgovernpient.’ ”

The facts, as established by re­
ports from the Governor General of 
South Africa, illustrate the reckléss 
falsehood of the German official 
statements.. The British reply is as 
follows;

"The territory of Ovamboland was 
included within the borders of the 
German Protectorate of Southwest 
Africa, but was always Jett severely 
alone by the German administration. 
The events referred to in the wire­
less report occurred in 1915, and 
were directly due to the neglect of 
the German Protectorate to take 
precautions against famine.

“Owing to a succession 
droughts, want began to make itself 
felt in Ovamboland in 1913, and the 
famine culminated in a total failure 
of the crops in the beginning 
1915.

the battle will be severe, with the 
issue in doubt unless there is an 
equal solidification of thé forces in 
Canada that are for the war. In that

“Canadians who are awake to 
realities will know what the issue 
means. It may influence conceivab­
ly the outcome of the war; it will 
directly affect the well-being and the 
reputation of our troops at the front; 
and it will put the honor of Canada, 
fn the eyes of their allies and in the 
judgment of posterity, in the bal­
ance.’’

London, July 21.—The Unionist 
business committee, one of the most 
Influential groupe in the House of 
Commons,. which, toe war has pro­
duced, sent Ahdrew Bonar La.w, 
chancellor of the exchequer, a lettei 
on Thursday, referring to a previous 
letter, wherein they urged the views 
of various polittical matters includ­
ing America’s entry into the war, 
economic policy and revolutionary 
movements in labor centres. Yester­
day a letter cites present events as 
having caused doubt in the minds oi 
the writers, Whether the government 
is following the developments in Ger­
many with a proper regard for the 
facts.

They urge it is a mistake to sup­
pose that the Germans were unwill­
ingly driven to war by the emperor 
and Prussian militarists, and that 
any democratic movement in Ger­
many is likely to sweep out militar­
ism from the country, " The German 
people as a whole, the letter says, 
are in entire sympathy with the gov­
ernment and thqre is no reliable sign 
that the German social structure will 
not stand the strain of war to the 
tend.
-Jt is, therefore, urged that Great 

Britain, in consultation with its al­
lies adopt practical decisions and act 
thereupon with a view to carrying 
out the resolutions of the 
'economic conference and the British 
imperial war conference. The writers 
fear otherwise that Germany 
at a great advantage when peace 
negotiations begin and will be able 
to introduce discord among the allies.

Regarding “the widespread dis­
content and the growth of revolution­
ary feeling,” the letter says, the

Fought With Cutlasses.
Cutlasses and rifles, bayonets and 

knives were part of the equipment of 
the foremost guns’ crews, and the 
British sailors used their weapons 
with deadly effect. The old style of 
fighting, hand-to-hand, in which Brit­
ish valor always excels. Slowly the 
enemy were forced hack, maimed 
and bleeding. They fell like nine­
pins, “Over with them”; over they 
went and the British deck, like sacred 
ground, was clear of them; but two 
were left. These two, like whipped 
curs, laid down; but, worse than 
dogs, they feigned death. A poor pair 
they were to receive the generous 
treatment of a victorious British 
sailor. During these events .which 
did not last five minutes, the Broke 
reversed her propellers, so .as to 
break away from the grip she had 
on her sinking adversary and thus 
get more fighting room and in this 
the North Sea tide helped her.

Hang­
ing on to the two fleeing destroyers, 
as the king-bird does to the hawk, 
the Broke was forcing her way in 
the direction the Swift was last seen 
to take, when an enemy shell struck 
her boiler-room, and thence on her 
main engine was useless. Her mo­
mentum, however, still 
steering way, and, 
course, she headed towards an en­
emy destroyer heavily on fire. At 
once there came shouts for mercy, 
and the Broke, generous to a foe, 
and believing them sincere, steered 
towards the enemy regardless of the 
danger from her own magazines ex­
ploding. Slowly she approached to 
give aid and help. The cries for 
mercy were redoubled, and above 
the noise and din could be heard the 
shouts “Retten! Retten !
Save!” when treacherously the en­
emy opened fire. By this time the 
Broke was out of control, but she 
was live enough to resent this Ger­
man treachery, and- she did, with 
four good rounds and a torpedo, 
which hit the enemy clean amid­
ships.

The Government is asking for a 
year’s extension. The longest exten­
sion which has ever been given in 
the Old Country is eight months.
The two right hon. gentlemen have 
a great responsibility. One has dis­
charged his responsibility. I leave 
my right hon. friend beside me (Sir 
Wilfrid Laurier) to deal with his Fh 
his own way. They enjoy in an un­
paralleled degree the confidence of 
their fellow citizens, and I say it /- 
would be a great thing for Canada 
and the Empire if they could get to­
gether yet and agree to an eight 
months’ .extension, which would 
take us over until next June. In all 
probability by that time the war will 
have passed, out .of its acute stages, 
and the considerations which arise 
to-day will not then exist. I put 
this to my right hon. friends in the 
best spifit, as a patriot, as a lover 
of the country, as a lover of the 
Empire, and as a lover of the great 
cause at issue in this war. I feel, 
however, the appeal will be in vain.
If,they do not come together, we are 
going to have a general 
Well, in that case, we shall have to 
say, let it come. Let the graves of 
our dead be desecrated. There are 
twenty thousand or thirty thousannd 
Canadian soldiers at present lying 
in British and French hospitals. Let 
their hearts be wrung, as their 
bodies have already been wrung—so 
that we may settle which __ side is 
most to blame for the Ross rifle, 
and whether it would not be well to 
have a change in the personnel of 
the Government at the present 
time. My views as expressed in these 
few words are perhaps better put In 
an article in the London Daily News 
and Leader, of April Ï8 last; which 
f will read to the House,—The Daily 
News and Leader is not too Indulg­
ently friendly to the present govern­
ment at Westminster, and April 18 
was the day after the extension was 
carried in the British House. It said;

“The Bill further prolonging the 
life of the present Parliament pass­
ed its second reading yesterday.
There was no serious opposition to 
thè proposal, and there should be 
none. An election at the present 
time would be an outrage, which 
the country would very justly re­
sent. There ia no issue before the con­
stituencies, and there is only one 
task for Parliament. It is to get on 
with the war. An election, so far 
from promoting this object, would 
very gravely interfere with it, and 
would raise political issues which 
the country does not want to see 
raised now and which cannot be set­
tled in the midst of the dominating Always bears 
oreoccupatlons of the war.
