There will be a
second phase which will follow the
foregoing; aiter the present crisis has
been dealt with there still will re-
main a state of affairs in the world
which will render the possession of
naval power in.

For instance, the navies of Japan
and the United States will remain
great and powerful no matter what
happens to that of Germany.

Speaking generally, the work be-
fore the comvention today has been
more or less of a formal character.
C. W. Wilson, B.A., president of the
association, opened the session short-
ly after the scheduled hour, and some
time was spent in the reading of
communications and dealing with
matters concerning the business end
of the gathering. = A matter of con-
siderable importance, that of a meet-
ing place for the next convention,
gave rise to considerable discussion.
Invitations had been extended to the
association by the school authorities
of Regina and Prince Albert, and
speakers were present from both oen-
tres to urge their respective claims.

Mr. T. Kennedy of Prince Albert,
led off the arguments, by confirming
the invitation from this city, -and
made a motion embodying its accep-
tance.

Hector Lang, principal of the Re-
gina Collegiate institute, made an
amendment, that voting on this sub-
ject should be suspended.for 24 hours
to enable other delegates arnvmg on
later trains to voice their opinions.

Ex-Chief Justice McGuire, in a
spirited address, urged the claims of
Prince Albert, and asking for an im-
mediate settlement of the matter.
Upon the amendment being submitted
to /the meeting it was carried, and
voting will in consequence take place
during tomorrow’s deliberations.

The address of the convention given
by President Sifton, was one of the
important features of the day. He
dealt in detail upon the purposes for
which they were gathered together,
and with the moral and physical
training of pupils. He paid a splen-
did tribute to the assistance given
by the government, characterizing
their aid as noble and liberal.

FolHowing this address, a paper on
‘“‘Some phases of administrative work
in the department of education,” was
read by R. F. Blacklock, chief clerk
of the education departiment, which
met. with deserved approbation. When
the time came for the opening of the
afternoon session, a large contingent
of teachers and visitors from Regina
arrived to swell the number present.
In addition to the teachers, the mem-
bers of the public and high school
boards were also on the scene.

The afternoon’s session was called |

for the purpose of meetings of the
administrative, elementary and sec-
ondary sections, and in all of them
many discussions arpse of an extrem-
ely interesting nature. The most im-
Portant of these was undoubtedly the
round table conference in connection
with the administrative section. At
the conclusion of the routine business
an election of officers of this section
was held, the following being duly
elected : Chairman, J. H. Chisholm,
Indian Head; vice chairman, James
Balfour, Regina; secretary’ A. M.
Fenwick, Regina. A committee on
resolutiens was appointed consisting
of Messrs. W. J.
Albert; Thomas Miller,
and J. F. L.. Embury, Regma

of the arrange- tees and teachers conventions receiv-

!

ed a full quota of arguments. The
principal point involved was the am-

'ount of time each year taken by the

teachers attending conventions, dur-
ing which period classes were sus-
pended.

The Hon. J. A. Calder took part
in the discussion, and dealt with the
question in a sympathetic ‘and com-
plete manner. The meetings, he said,
had a distinct educational value, but
the loss of taking out of the school
year, five or eight days, was a mat-
ter worthy of serious consideration,
before definitely stating any opinion
he would like to gather the impres-
sions of others. Many of the mem-
bers spoke at length on the subject,
the whole discussion proving to be of
much value.

In the elementary section papers
were read by W. J. Stevenson, of In-
dian Head, on ‘“The Formation of a
Daily Program,” and by Miss Jennie
Little of Weyburn, on ‘‘Impressions
received during a visit to English
and Scottish schools.”” These papers
were followed by discussions by var-
ious speakers.

J. E. Meldrum of Moose Jaw, read
a paper in the secondary section on
“The commercial course as a feature
of secondary education,”” and J. A.
Speers, M.A., of Saskatoon, read one
on ““Chemistry in intermediate
schools.”’

SECOND DAY

Moose Jaw, Nov. 4.—Probably the
most important topic of today’s ses-
sion of the teachers’ convention was
the decision of a meeting place next
year. A motion was before the ga-
thering for its location at Prince Al-
bert, and as many more delegates
bhad arrived to take part in the dis-
cussion of the matter, the motion
was opened for the purpose of debate.

E. B. Huttherson, in leading the
discussion, stated that an erromeous
impression seemed to have been form-
ed in reference to the invitation ex-
tended by Regina since the question
rose the previous day. Regina had
no desire to prevent the association
meeting at Prince Albert, if the meet-
ing expressed its wish in that direc-
tion. The invitation had been given
out ef courtesy, although if it was
decided to hold the meeting in Regina
in 1910, they would receive the war-
mest possible welcome.

It was finally decided on the vote
being taken to hold the next meeting
at Prince Albert, and Ex-Chief Jus-
tice McGuire voiced the thanks of
that city in an eloquent manner. Dur-
ing the course of the debate it was
stated that the reason Saskatoon '
had not entered a claim was on ac-
count of lack of accommodation. It
was hoped this defect would be rem-
ieded by next year, and arrangements
could be made for meeting there at
that time.

The second feature of the morning
session was a paper read by A. M.
Fenwick, M.A., of Regina, on ‘““Some
Psychological Stages in the Develop-
ment of the Child.”’ This branch of
learnming is rarely discussed at meet-

Another feature of the meeﬂlg'!l
work was the address of Supt. Har-
vey, of Menominee, Wis. Dr. Harvey
has a great reputation as an interest-
ing educational speaker, and the pa-
per delivered by him on ‘‘Fundamen-
tals in Teaching’’ proved highly de-
serving of his reputation. He divided
his address into four heads, viz.: the
importance of a clear cut wel defmed
system of work; the assignment of
that work to the pupils; methods of
drilling the pupils into the policy,
and system. The points were dealt
with by the speaker in detail, the
whole address showing oonsidex&bb
experience along the lines discussed.
The papers were read in the various
sections during the afternoon were
of a most varied character, ranging
from ‘‘Modern Geometry,”” by A. Ken-
nedy, M.A., to the ‘Merchant of
Venice in the Middle Farm,” by J.
Dufi, M.A. Discussion on the various
papers was more in evidence this
afternoon than at the previous meet-
ing, and while in most instances
short, proved of interest to the ga-
thering generally.
The second round tabie conference
of the administrative _section dealt
with many subjects of first import-
ance in conmection with school work.
L Among them may be noticed the ad-
vantages and disadvantages of short
term schools; water supply and san-
itation; diseases of school children
and medical inspection, physical
training in schools, and attention to
school grounds.
A meeting to which the gemeral
public was given admission, was held
in the evening, at which instructive
and interesting addresses were dekv-
ered by L. D. Harvey on “The Need,
Scope and Character of Industrial
Education,”’ and by President Murray
on “The Elementary School and the
University.”’ The assembly hall was
filled to overflowing. The address, as
anticipated, being replete with inter-
est to the public and teachers alike.
FINAL SESSION.

Moose Jaw, Nov. 5.—At the closing
session of the Provincial Educational
Association this afternoon, the foi-
lowing officers were elected: Hom.

Fort William, Nov. J—When thé
statisticians complete their figures of
the loss of life' and property on the
great lakes during the season of 1909
they will show that mno less than
two million dollars’ worth of proper-
ty has been scarificed to the wind
and the waves, and the reefs, to fire
and to the failure of men or mach-
inery to properly execute the duties
resting upon them. They wil also
show that in the neighborhood of
two hundred lives have been lost in
connection with the operation of the
great fleets that work like shuttle
cocks on the wonderful inland water-
way.

Already the loss ef property reach-
ed the two million mark, and the
lives snufied out number 85, while
the most dreaded part of the season
is yet to come. It is the months of
November and December that the
marines feel most.

Edugaﬁogai Convention Cen-
sures Department for With-
drawmg SecondYear Univer-
sity Work from Collegiates.

The administrative section of the
educational convention at Moose Jaw
last Thursday brought in a resolu-
tion cpndemning the attitude of the
provincial government in withdraw-
ing from the coHegiate institutes at
the end of the mext term the right
to continue to teach second year uni-
versity work.
The department of education has
notified boards of education that the
provision allowing collegiates to
teach second year university work
will be withdrawn at the end of the
school year. The resolution pointed
out ﬂlat thej,department had given
assurance that collegiates would still
beaﬂowodtoeonhnmthiswotkal-
un? of the provincial .uni-
nuity. and on the strength of that
special provisions in buildings, equip-
ment and a competent staff have been
made for conducting this higher work.
It pointed out that if the resolution
were withdrawn many students, un-
able financially to attend umiversity,
would be deprived of a great oppor-
tunity. It stated that in the inter-
ests of the umiversity, it was advis-
able that Saskatchewan students be
enrolled as extra-mural students of
Saskatchewan university. By this
method they would be more likely to
coutinue their course in the provin-
cial institute. -

The resolugion was supported by T.
Miller. He tanced Moose Jaw as
having 12 stpdents who left for uni-,
versities last¥vyear, only one of whom
stayed in the province. He pointed
out the cost of a university course as
a serious i iment in the way of
every stud:(,:nd said that, even if
they could not take the whole course
they could feceive the bemefit of a
two year’s  training in the home
school. :

His motion was seconded by Mr.
Bradshaw of Prince Albert, who
thought the movement would support
the university. He -was of the opin-
ion that if the framers of the resolu-
tion thought that they would be
Barming the provincial university,
they would be the last to act. Mr.
Justice McGuire also supported the
resolution, stating that the difference
in conditions in /the more thickly set-
tled provinces and states, where stu-
dents did not need to travel more
than 50 or 75 miles to get to the
doors of a strong institution. .In the
sase of those not being able to take |
the full course, he thought that two
years would be much better than
nothing. There is no particular rea-
son why should terminate at
Mw “than three or seven
it was all a matter of custom.

C. H. Ball, 1. P. 8., pointed out
that a university gave a class spirit
that was-one of the best features of
a student’s training. This could not
be obtained in a two year’s coursein
the collegiate. We can meet the
conditions that - prevail. At presemt
the majority of students attending'
Saskatchewan university will be do-|
ing first and second year work. He
thought that the resolution contain-
ed a double expenditure, while the
same work would be taken up at dif-
ferent institutions as wel as at the
university. He maintained that the
kind of teaching that students receiv-
ed at the different collegiates would
not be uniform. The equipment would
not be as good as the university.
He thought that the high schoolsand
the collegiates have plenty to do pre-
paring students for first, second and
third class teachers’ diplomas and
matriculation.

Mr. Sifton, superintendent of the
Moose Jaw schools, and Mr. Hutch-
erson, superintendent of the Regina
OehOols pleaded for the poor students
and cited cases from their cities- of
students who would be cut off from
university training. A. M. Fenwick,
of the provincial normal school at
Regina, opposed the motion. Of the
collegiates themselves, while he
trankly admitted that the stafis of
these institutions might pass as many
students as the university ptofessors,
| given by the col-
legiates could not be compared with
that given by the university. He
thought that bringing students into
touch with specialists who had given
many years to the study of their
subjects was invaluable for cultivat-
ing the spirit of scholarship and  re-
search. He supported Inspector Ball
claiming that the additional expense

on the cities was unwise, unfair and
unwmnmd by the results sought.
He thought the collegiates should at-
tempt to do a better quality of
work and mot so much.

Murray, president of the uni-
vetliby. came in during the speech
and was asked by the chair to give
his views on the subject. He said the
question was vital to the interests of
Ndlet education in Saskatchewan.
Practice’ was against it in every
province in the Dominion, except one
where there was no university. Four

Murray’s address made a decided im-
pression on the section, and ~Justice
MeGuire acknowledged a change of
views.

Ji B L. Bnbln‘y asked why the
department had led the school boards
to -believe that the work gcauld be
done and expensive buildings had been
erected and completed, highly paid
officials had been engaged. He pro-
tested against the idea that the mo-
tion was aimed against the univer-
sity. He believed that it was in the
interests of higher education and in
the interests of poor students. He
did not see how Proi. Murray could
raise sufficient funds to supply aH
those needing it. He thought the
poor boy was being legislated out of
his two year course.

Mr. P. McAra was indignant at
what he termed a breach of faith on
the part of the Department of Edu-
cation. Money had been spent to
carry out their policy and now it
changed that policy without a mo-
ment’s notice.

Dr. Murray expanded on the pre-
vious points, stating that the present
privileges had not been intended to
be permanent and asked that the in-
terests of higher education ‘alone
university would never be looked on
as a vampire, draining the life-blood
out of secondary education.

In spite of the arguments put forth
by Dr. Murray and his supporters,
the resolution was carried.
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Although the men were all on hand
early in the morning for the loading
of the Banfi bufialo herd it was ten
o'clock before the first was run into
"the chute.

The greatest difficulty was experi-
enced in ‘‘cutting out’” as only one
at a time could be allowed in the
chute and it was a case of follow the
leader every time one was .induced to
break from the large corral and go
through the gate in%o the smaller one
from which the chute led. When the
buffalo had entered the chute two men
stood at the lower end with prods to
urge them to the car door. At the
top of the chute two men stood on a
piattotm with a large noose which
1was slipped over their massive heads

while the animals were on the full
The rope was strung through

ﬂ:e opposite side of the car and im-
lmedutely the ropers yelled ‘‘pull”
six men pulled with all their energy
to lead him to the place allotted. In
‘very few instances was there any
great difficulty in getting them into
‘plaoe Then heavy gates were secure-
ily tied to each side of the car to
hold the animals in place.
| The largest bull for shipment was
the one sent to Calgary for the Do-
minion fair and considerable difficul-
|ty was . anticipated in his ultimate
. capture as the car in which he was
shipped at that time was little more
than a wreck by the time he reached
Calgary.

He was finally mduced to enter the
first small corral and when he dis-
covered he was separated from the
others he immediately undertook to
demolish the structure. Again and
again he charged at the gate only to
be thrown upon his side but the
cracking and straining of the gate{
could be heard 200 yards.

Adam Dalgleish th: caretaker en-
tered the corral but kept close to the
logs:  He commenced prodding him
and trying to get him headed toward
the gate leading to the car. Evident-
ly thinking he could be in a bebter
position on the opposite side he en-
deavored to cross and had just reach-
ed there when the bull was upon him.
He tan and dodged in order to gain
time enough to enable him to climb
the fence but had to finally take his
life in his hands by making a frantic
efiort to get out of the animal’s
reach. He was half way up the logs
when the beat was upon him. The
enraged beast stood on his hind legs
and made two frantic lunges towards
Dalgleish and was only through the
caretaker’s’ quickness in twisting his
body and getting another log higher
that he escaped being pulled down by
the animal’s sharp horns and trampl-
ed to death. As it is he has a bruise
from one of the horns as a gentle re-
minder to have more respect for the
anger of the pets he has been handl-
ing. Mr. Douglas said he had never
seen a narrower escape from the
charge of a buffalo in all his experi-
ence with the supposedly wilder herd
he was loading in Montana.

After considerable work the men
succeeded in getting the bull into the
chute but he broke away from the
rope three times and had.to be driv-
en back but on the fourth attempt
everything held but the opposite side
of the car as the brute took a sudden
notion to go right on through and
did not intend to wait till the oppo-
site door was opened for him. He
smashed the door and it was only by
the prompt action of the .army of
men on the other end of the rope
that he was prevented from getting
lose by jumping from the car.

There was many a sigh of relief
when the old fighter was finally put
in his place and securely fastened.

Member for Qu’Appelle Out-
lines His Position with Re-
gard to a Naval Policy for
Canada—Assist the Eipire.

Seen at Grenfell last week R. S.
Lake, M.P., for Qu’Appelle, express-
ed his views on Canada’ naval -policy.
Mr. Lake said :

‘“I am opposed to the policy, to
which the Dominion government ap-
pears determined to, commit us, of
the creation of a Canadian navy, en-
tirely apart from and independent of
the imperial navy. To build, and
equip, man, and so train a navy as
to make it an efficient fighting force,
starting as we shall have to do from
the very beginning, will take a gener-
ation. And its usefulness for imper-
ial defence will be seriously impaired
by having it under separate control,
and separate leadership from that of
the British navy.

“Under such a policy the people of
the United Kingdom will be left to
provide single handed, the fighting
fleet, upon whose success in a great
naval engagement the security of the
whole Empire and its commerce is ab-
solutely dependent. Everything seems
to indicate that such an engagement
would be fought and the issue decid-
ed in European waters. The victory
of the Imperial navy would guaran-
tee the security of Canada against
naval attack,
evitably followed by the annihilation
of any we could hope to possess for
the next twenty years.

“Our true policy surely is first and
foremost to give such assistance to
the central power as would help to
render the imperial fleet impregnable
at the danger point. To accomplish
this we ought, in addition to provid-
ing for our own coast defences, to
make a. direct contribution of ships
and men to the imperial navy, to be
at the absolute disposal of the Imper-
erial defence committee, or whatever
body 1s directly respomsible for the
details of I'mperial defence. To meet
the objections held by many to
contributing money without having a
voice as to its expenditure, we could,
and no doubt would, be granted rep-
resentation upon this committee.

“I believe the policy, I have indi-
cated to be not only the most effect-
ual, but also by far the most econmo-
mical means of adequately providing
for the maval defence of Canada, and
her great sea - borne commerce. By
standing unitedly together, and dem-
onstrating by our actions that the
Empire is indeed one and indivisible
we can best ensure immunity from
outside aggression, and ‘the security
and peace we so earnestly desire.’’

Toronto, Nov. 1.—Hon. H. R. Em-

merson, ex-minister of railways and|

canals announces himself as opposed
to the naval policy to which both
government and opposition leaders
are committed. ‘I'm with Rogers on
that issue,”” he declared, “‘I do not
approve of the tin-pot mavy they are
talking about. Why spend millions on
a navy before branch lines are secur-
ed for the Intercolomial ? Canada
should solve her transportation pro-
blem first. She should make a coun-
try to protect before building ships
to protect it.”

—

RAILWAY DEAL

Full Text of Agreement Between the Government
and the Canadian Northern Railway and
Kettle River Railway.

The appended is the full text of the
provisional agreements entered into
by the government of British Colum-
bia and the Canadian Northern Rail-
way company and the Kettle Valley

Railway company. The agreements
are reproduced n full owing to the
very great intereat felt here in the
erisis forced by the details :

THE CANADIAN NORTHEN.

Memorandum to form the basis of
a comtract between the government of
the province of British Colunbia and
the Canadian Northern Railway com-
pany. To be authorized by a bill to
be introduced and passed at the next
session of the provincial legislature.

“The Canadian Northern Railway
company agrees as follows :

1. To buwild a line of railway to
connect with the main line of the
Canadian Northern railway through
the province from the Yellowhead
pass to the eity ol Vaneouver via the
North Thompson river to a point at
or near Kamloops; thence down the
South Thompson river through the
city of New Westminster to the city
of Vancouver, and to English blufi,
of the Fraser river, the distance not
to exceed 500 miles.

2. To establish a first class, mod-
ern passenger, mail, express and car
ferry service betweem English Blufi
and the city of Victoria and Vanoou-
ver island.

3. To construct a line of railway
from the city of Victoria to a point
on Barclay Sound on the island of
Vancouver, a distance of 100 miles or
thereabouts.

4. The line of railway to be con-
structed under such contract shall be
equal in every respect to the stand-
ard of the Canadian Northern Rail-
way main line between Winnipeg and
Edmonton, and shall be first class in
every respect.

5. To fully equip such a line of rail-
way and to make the sleeping cars,
dining cars and day coaches thereon
the equal of those in use on the
first class railway systems of Am-
erica.

8. To employ no Asiatics on the
construction of said line of railway,
and to insert in such contract a fair
wage clauge, providing that the wages
paid on:such lines shall be equal to
those paid upon similar classes of
work in the province.

7. To complete the surveys of such
line and commence the actual construc-
tion work within three months after
the bill authorizing such contract has
been passed by the provincial legis-

To give the railway company f{ree
right of way over provincial lands,
and to allow them the usual privil-
eges of taking free timber and gravel
where necessary, for the construction
of the railway, from lands owned by
the government.

Should the government of the pro-
vince be called upon to pay any am-
ount under said guarantee, the Can-
adian Northern Railway company
agrees to indemnify the province
from and against all such payments,
and to make such payments a charge

Agreement made this 20th day of
October, 1809, between His Majesty
the King, in the right of his pro-

(a) To grant a subsidy to therail-
way on this portion of the road be-
tween Penticton and the junction
above mentioned, of 5,000 per mile

The full
meadow it is claimed, was taken pos-
session of and expropriated by the
| government. The whole claim, there-
fore, resolves itself ‘into a iquestion of
the value of the land affected to form
a basis for compensation.

The court’s interpretation of the
statute covering the important point
of liability was confined to the land
actually taken, not the area of land
effected.

The government could not carry out
the work without flooding the mead-
ow lands. Construction of the work
had a necessary effect' of “déstroying
1,037 acres. Mr. Brown then gave up
use of it as pasture land. The gov-
ernment followed up the onsruction
of the dam and flooded 1 with the
intention of permanently occupying
them.

Fire at Balgonie.

Balgonie, Nov. 7.—The Balgonie
Hotel was completely destroyed by
fire in the early hours of this morn-
ing. The alarm was given shortly al-
ter three o’clock, and within a very
short time the building was reduced
to a mass of smouldering ruins. Many.
narrow escapes from death are re-
ported, the guests and employees in
some instances having to jump from
the windows in order to save their
lives. One woman in so jumping, re-
ceived injuries to the legs, and in
two other cases people received in-
juries of a somewhat similar haract-
er. By the time the alarm had be-
come general, the building wvas prac-
tically a mass of flames, and the
guests made hurried exits in various
degrees of attire. They were immedi-
ately !taken to the other hotel, where
clothing, étc.; was furnished. The in-
jured were attended to on the spot
by local medical men, none being re-
ported as having to be removed to
the hospital.

The building cost in the neighbor-
hood of $22,000 though the actual
loss sustained will probably run into
considérably more. The Calgary
Brewing Co., tecently acquired pos-
session of the hotel, and had placed
a manager in charge. It is doubtful
whether the loss will be fully cover-
ed by insurance, though it is under-
stood the building was well insured.
