CYNICS ARE ALWAYS WRONG.

The First Lord of the Treasury Belleves

That the Friendship Manifested Be-

tween Britain and U. 8. Within
Past Three Years Is Not te Be
Shaken by 2
stance -Cable News.

London, Jan. 81.—The Right Hon.
Arthur James Balfour, First Lord of the
Treasury and leader of the Ministerialists
in the Housa of Commons, delivered bis
annual address last evening to this con-
stitnents at Manohesier.
