Turning to mining -matters, Mr. Ver­
non said that there was not that amount 
of interest taken in British Columbia 
which he would like to see—thougn dur­
ing the last months it has greatly in­
creased—this being accounted for by the 
fact ‘ that Provincial mines are practi­
cally unknown in England. Only one 
British Columbia mining company is 
quoted on the Stock Exchange, and only 
those which are listed are likely to 
meet with any great attention from 
financiers. Picking up the Daily Tele­
graph, Mr. Vernon pointed out what 
was meant by "listing," and what are 
its results. All the prominent journals 
of England contain a column or so daily, 
giving particulars regarding the re­
turns from different mines, the latest 
prices for mining shares and details of 
the previous day's transactions in the 
leading mining markets. By this means 
all the mines registered at the Stock Ex­
change are brought to public notice, 
these being arranged under the head­
ings: "West African Market," "South 
Australian Market," etc., and until 
British Columbia mines are quoted, Mr. 
Vernon contends it is not to be ex­
pected that capitalists will know much 
about its great mineral wealth. To help 
matters, however, Mr. Vernon frequent­
ly sends clippings from British Colum­
bia papers to the editors of financial and 
mercantile journals published in Eng­
land; By so doing, he ls endeavoring to 
pave the way for results which cannot 
be long delayed, and indeed in the last 
month serious Inquiries from capitalists 
have been made at the office with a 
view to investment ln the mining indus­
try of the Province.

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WilfridGOLD EXPORTS.

The continued large outflow of gold 
from the United States to Europe 
considerable consternation in business, 
and especially in financial circles. On 
Saturday no less a sum than $4,560,000 
was taken away by the outgoing Euro­
pean steamers, making a total for the 
week of $7,260,000, nearly all of which 
was withdrawn from the treasury re­
serve. This had a bad effect on the 
stock market, besides considerably dis­
couraging the financial community, re­
minding them as it did of the gold ship­
ments a year agç. But they should also 
have remembered how very different the 
present times are from those then. 
Commenting on the situation the Scot­
tish-American says:

‘ Just eight months ago confidence in 
finance was completely shaken and trade 
generally was paralyzed, with no hope 
or sign of revival. Stagnation prevail­
ed in every industry, for manufacturers 
end traders confined themselves 
plying immediate requirements, 
elgn capital has been withdrawn from 
this country, and the treasury’s gold re­
serve was down to $41,000,000, and the 
gold-coin holdings had fallen below the 
outstanding gold certificates. Since then 
there has been a complete change. Con­
fidence has revived so that even idle 
werkmen have got employment at great­
ly increased wages. For the eight 
months ending with August, 1894, the 
bank clearings were 24 per cent, lea? 
than in the corresponding period of the 
previous year, while for the eight 
months ending with August last the 
bank clearings showed an increase of 16 
per cent over last The cause of the 
great drain upon the treasury is simply 
the increase by $152,600,000 of Government 
notes under the Sherman act. These 
notes have become a serious embarrass­
ment It was thought last spring that, 
with gold shipments checked and the 
treasury reserve protected through the 
syndicate, before the' expiration of the 
contract interior . trade would expand 
sufficiently to employ, for the season at 
any rate, the excess of the currency. 
This hope, however reasonable, has not 
been fully realized, though preliminary 
signs of such active employment of the 
currency are visible. The huge accumu­
lations c*f idle money in the cities (a 
potent cause of the outflow of foreign 
capital) have for the last few weeks been 
almost equally depleted by transfer of 
funds against gold exporta and by ship­
ment of currency to the West.

UNDER FREE TRADE.
The British Board of Trade has prepared 

a very able paper showing the progress of 
British merchant shipping, and the Lon­
don Times in its summary points out lu­
cidly what Free Trade England contin­
ues to hold more than her own in thé 
carrying trade of the world on the high 
seas. It smashes into kindling wood the 
pessimistic structure raised by Sir Chas. 
Hlbbert Tupper, and forms excellent 
campaign literature at this time. It dis­
pels altogether the erroneous view held 
by many that foreigners are supplant­
ing English seamen, 
hears it said that with the use of steam 
and mechanical appliances our vessel 
owners are dispensing with many of the 
hands which they once employed, and 
that the day of the A. B. is over. While 
there is an element of truth in this, it 
is an exaggeration, especially in regard 
to some classes of the mercantile mar­
ine. From an analysis of the composi­
tion of the crews of certain selected 
British steam vessels in 1880, compared 
with a similar analysis for 1890, there 
was in port a Might increase; the figures 
for the former year were 2,449; for the 
latter, 2,461. In the case of sailing ves­
sels lt was different. A similar compari­
son showed that 629 men all told in 1890 
worked sailing vessels which ten years 
before requireH 735. Undoubtedly the ten­
dency is to economize labor in the mer­
chant navy, and the broad result is that 
in 1804 about two men did the work of 
seven on steam vessels in 1854, and -on 
sailing vessels two did the work of four.

rolled in 1854. The English shipowner, no 
doubt, finds it cheaper to hire foreign 
labor to man his vessels but even in 
the number of foreign seamen alleged to 
be in English vessels there is much ex­
aggeration. It is true, however, they are 
supplanting the English, for statistics 
show that in 1853 only 4.4 per cent, of 
the crews were foreigners, while in ISto 
it had risen to 16.95, not counting Las­
cars and Asiatics, who have increased 
until they are about one-eighth or one- 
ninth of the ' entire number. How far 
the last class of seamen compare in 
point of efficiency with the English A. B. 
is a much debated question. That Eng­
lishmen are being elbowed out of the 
merchant marine by foreigners is denied. 
The reason assigned for his giving up the 
sea is that he finds employment more 
to his taste elsewhere with higher wages. 
In almost every trade to the past 40 
years wages have risen nominally and 
really—some trades in that Interval in­
creased 50 per cent. No similar advance 
is found in the returns furnished of sea­
men’s wages. On the contrary, èome of 
them show a decided decline. For ex­
ample, the Wages of a first, second and 
third engineer on board a vessel of 1,000 
to 1,500 tons were in 1850 respectively £17 
15s., £12 and £10 a month; in 1894 they 
were £14 15s., £11 and £7 15s. A first 
mate on a sailing vessel of 1,500 to 2,000 
tons received 160s. a. month in 1860, and 
166e. in 1894. The wages of mates and all 
petty officers had moved slightly down­
wards, yet the amount of seamen’s de­
posits in the savings banks had increas­
ed. Continuing its comments the Times 
points out that alarmists often tell us 
that the carrying trade of the country 
is passing out of our hands, and that 
more and more foreign vessels are to be 
seen in Liverpool, HuM and Glasgow. 
But the returns furnished by tlie Board 
of Trade paper show that England has 
no cause to murmur. In 1850 of the to­
tal tonnage entered and cleared ln the 
United Kingdom 65.1 per cent, was con­
veyed by English ships, and last year it 
was 72.9 per cent. No other country in 
the same period has do 
comparison with other lands the English 
mercantile marine shows up wonderfully. 
In a little over 40 years it has about 
trebled, and that, too, at a time when 
tonnage of rival countries remained sta- 
tionary.

He spoke first of the removal from 
Finsbury Circus. “When I arrived in 
London to take over the duties of agent- 
general," he said, "I at once decided to 
select more suitable offices, as the old 
ones seemed to me not onlyggggjj^g 
conveniently situated, but unsuitable in 
every way for office purposes. I tried 
many places, but found none more con­
venient than those which I have taken 
in Victoria street, 
street is the known locality for all the 
agents-general, being near the colonial 
office,- and as the High Commissioner's 
office ls close by, people naturally come 
this way in quest of information regard­
ing the colonies. We are very accessible 
to the city, as, besides 
stream of busses which pass near to, 
there is the underground railway only a 
few minutes walk from here. We are, 
moreover, in the neighborhood of the ar­
my and navjn stores. These stores are 
frequented a great deal by people who 
travel and by army and navy officers, 
some of whom have been in British Col­
umbia and others who have sons and 
relations out tfcere, and who are, there­
fore, much concerned in the Province. 
People often go to Sir Chas. Tupper’s 
office to enquire about British Columbia, 
and as we are almost next door to him 
he can easily send them in here for maps, 
pamphlets and fuller information. When 
I first arrived in London, I found that 
the Province was very little known, ex­
cept by .persons who had been out there. 
The general pqblic seemed not to have 
heard of such a place, aqd little Interest 
was, consequently, being taken in us. 
During the early part of the year I was 
unfortunately laid up with a severe ill­
ness, but as soon as I had sufficiently 
recovered I set to *wqrk to alter «this 
state of affairs as far as possible, and 
at once advertised extensively the change 
of offices and circulated 1,000 copies of 
such pamphlets regarding the resources 
of the Province as were provided. I did 
not consider it . advisable to distribute 
these broadcast or indiscriminately, so 
had them sent out through agencies 
which know where to send Information. 
The class of people most needed in the 
Provtoce at present are people with 
money, and it has been to this class 
that our pamphlets have been sent. We 
require men with capital to invest ln 
our industries, and young men with a 
little at any rate to go on with. Sev­
eral have gone out lately, and I am hop­
ing to add td their number. We get a 
good many inquiries from parents anx­
ious to select suitable locations for thel- 
sons. Of course we find out what pur­
suits they intend to follow end advise 
them to what part of the Province it 
would be best to settle ln. I am doing 
all I can to discourage laboring men and 
mechanics, without any means, from go­
ing out. There are quite sufficient there 
now for some time to come, and I think 
it would be very unwise to advise any 
more to go, and thus increase the diffi­

DEPUTY MINISTER BURGESS.
A. M. Burgess. Deputy Minister of the 

Interior, accompanied by other gentle­
men, arrived yesterday at Mission Junc­
tion from Albuqu'erque, N. AL, and pro­
ceeded eastward.

to be in-AT OUR VERY DOORS.
There is e good deal in the bold asser­

tion of the St. Paul Globe that a mark­
ed characteristic of the Anglo-Saxon is 
the desire that everyone should conform 
to hie notions of the conduct of life. Ev­
erywhere he is a reformer. Satisfied that 
some things are good or some are bad 
for him, he would persuade or compel 
every other one to adopt what he deems 
good, ’and eschew what he regards as 
bed. This disposition manifests itself in 
every direction. It crops out everywhere. 
It Interferes with the trades and cus­
toms of people. It attempts to regulate 
pretty nearly everything. Its plea is the 
general welfare. Once it attempted to 
regulate the clothes people should wear 
and the food they should eat. An Eng­
lish monarch fulminated a blast against 
tobacco; another prescribed diet and ap­
parel. Believing that religion was essen­
tial to the good behaviour of the subject 
ln this life and his only salvation from 
an eternity of torment thereafter, it was 
attempted to compel everyone to be reli­
gious. As sects differentiated, that one 
which could wield the arm of the State 
used it to oblige submission to its dog­
ma. But that ls long past. The futility 
of thoee efforts was long ago seen and 
they were abandoned. But the same ac­
tivity runs out in other directions, as yet 
unchecked by any realization of its use­
fulness. Failing to recognize immutable 
facts, the progressive races whose dev­
elopment was either arrested at a cer­
tain stage or has never begun, and the 
sentimental In them have wasted time and 
money and lives to trying to mold them 
over Into our civilization ; undaunted, as 
yet, by the complete failure of their pur­
poses. Prof. Petrie startled the members 
of the British Association in London the 
other day by his sharp critlcisip of the 
«Sorts of the sentimentalists to spread 
our civilisation among the inferior races 
Of the world. Civilization is a matter of 

-character, and that cannot be either 
created or changed by outside pressure. 
There may be a servile imitation as long 
as the pressure remains, but when this 
Is removed there is a speedy relapse to 
origiaal conditions. The Indian pitches 
his tepee alongside the house a benign 
Government has built for him. He doffs 
the raiment of civilization and resumes 
the freedom of his blanket "We may 
despotically force a bald and senseless 
Imitation of our ways on another people," 
says the professor, "but we shall only 
destroy their life without implanting any 
vitality to its place. No change is legiti­
mate or beneficial to the real character 
of a people except what flows from con­
viction and natural growth of mind." We 
try to impose on simple peoples, whose 
development ls far below ours, our sys­
tem, “the most complex, unnaitural and 
artificial that has ever been known." The 
outgrowth, our development of our own 
racial character, adapted to our climatic 
conditions, “we attempt to force on the 
least developed races, and expect from 

i them implicit subservience td our illogi- 
gical law and our inconsistent morality. 
The result is death. We make a death 
house and call it civilization. Scarcely 
a race can bear the burden, and then we 
talk complacently about the mysterious 
decay of savages before the white man." 
Sentiment will take offense at the plain, 
blunt truthfulness of this professor, who 
■peaks from the abundant experience as 
an Egyptologist and anthropologist, but

'■aaJudge Bole yesterday rçcorded an im­
portant Judgment in a case reserved, of 
which we have given particulars from 
the inception of the suit, which was an 
appeal by L. Guichcn and Wm.

England last year supplied foreign cus­
tomers with three times as much ton­
nage as she did in 1858. There seems, 
hbwever, to have been no Increase in the 
building of warships for foreigners in 
English shipyards. While it Is a fact 
that the Englishman, so long as he 
makes money out of the transaction, has 
not the slightest compunction in build­
ing battleships for foreigners even to 
fight against his own country, yet the 
patriotic Englishman may find .some so­
lace In the fact that English guns will 
not have to batter down the ships that 
are the product of the master mechanics 
of the old home land. Notwithstanding 
the establishment of subsidised foreign 
lines running between porta hitherto serv­
ed exclusively by British steamers, and 
the construction or purchase of a large 
and swift vessel by foreign companies 
competing with English shipowners, yet 
the carrying trade of the world was 
never more in the hands of the British 
than now. It is a proud boast and we 
of the greater Britain beyond the seas 
glory in 1L And it was Sir Charles Hlb­
bert Tupper who spoke as follows: “Who 
will say for one moment that the hostile 
tariffs surrounding that country (Great 
Britain) in every quarter of the globe 
have not been successful In forcing her 
out, step by step, from the position of 
vantage which she one held in the var­
ious markets of the world. What is the 
whole policy of the motherland to-day? 
Driven frohi the civilized markets of the 
world, steadily and every year finding 
their output to those markets decreasing, 
they spend millions on their navy, and

VIEWING THE CITY.

wExplorer Stanley Delighted with British 
Columbia Scenery. (Ukl .

713 Front SL, Se.To-day Henry M. Stanley, M. P., was 
shown various points of interest around 
the city by Mr. Abbott, including the 
Empress of India, with the appointments 
of which he was very much pleased. Mr. 
Stanley was seen by a World reporter 
this afternoon at Hotel Vancouver. He 
said that he had no settled plan as to 
his movememts in the immediate future. 
He had only a month to put in and In 
that time he could not see a great deal of 
so vast a territory as Canada. He did 
not care to say anything about British 
Columbia at present; he did not wish to 
jump at conclusions. He admitted that 
he had been surprised at the extent of 
Manitoba’s wheat fields and said that the 
scenery through the Rockies was equal 
to any he had witnessed anywhere in thu 
world. He was struck with the superVi 
beauty of the scenery along the latter 
part of the run to Vancouver from 
North Bend down. Mr. Stanley explain­
ed that the time of year in which the 
British elections were held had much to 
do with his present trip. It was too late 
to join his family in Switzerland so he 
suddenly made up his mind to ooserve 
something of Canada. He was travel­
ing without any fixed plan and might or 
might not visit the Kootenay country. 
He had got many ideas since coming to 
the Dominion and he felt amply repaid 
for the trip. I(e had not seen all the 
country but what he had seen was valu­
able. He said that there was nothing 
in the land syndicate story, nor had he 
any notion where It originated. He sup­
posed it was newspaper talk. Mr. Stan­
ley has been so much abused and mis­
represented by a certain class of news­
papers that he has formed almost a pré­
judice against them as a whole. He said 
that great statesmen as 
newspapers and cited 
an example. Mr. Gladstone had all the 
facts regarding any matter he spoke of 
at his fingers’ ends and from him they 
went out in great streams to all parts.

It was fully noon before all the ex­
hibits were in their places, and these 
arranged, all ready for the judges, a 
sumptuous luncheon, which had been 
prepared by the ladles, was partaken of. 
The thoughtfulness on the part of the 
fair ones of having refreshments served 
in the building was generally and fav­
orably commented upon. President Wren 
occupied the chair, and after all had 
been satisfied with the good things pro­
vided in such abundance, in a few re­
marks thanked all for their presence, 
and his . associates for the assistance 
rendered him. He then called upon J.
C. McLagan, of The World, to make a 
few remarks and open the second ex­
hibition of the Mission Agricultural So­
ciety, which that gentleman did, re­
marking that as Prof. Robertson was 
present, and as the Professor’s speech 
would be full of interest and instruction 
he would not detain them lcfhg. He then 
referred to the progress which had been 
made in agricultural matters within the 
last ten years, and predicted that in the 
next ten years there would be even 
greater changes. He thought that the 
farming Industry did mot receive that at­
tention from our legislators that it 
should. There was no interest so stable, 
permanent and enduring as agriculture. 
Mines would become exhausted, so also 
would the forest and the stream; but 
the soil, if properly looked after, would 
continue to yield of its fatness. As all 
knew the earth was the source of all 
wealth, and as people h»d to live on 
its products, the calling was an honor­
able as well as a profitable one, when 
properly conducted. Intelligence, hard 
work and Indomitable perseverance were 
essentials. He hoped to see the day 
when British Columbia, instead of being 
the heavy importer it was at present, 
would become the leading exporter ui 
the great Northwest in the resources 
we were blessed with in such inexhaust­
ible abundance. He thanked the presi­
dent and officers for conferring the hon­
or they had upon him, and then de­
clared the exhibition of 1895 open.

Prof. Robertson was then- introduced 
toy the president wlho said that he 
sidexed the quality of the exhibits of 
vegetables and fruits particularly good. 
The specimens of potatoes and carrots 
were as fine as any he nad seen. The 
exhibition, although only the second one 
held in the locality was highly creditable 
to the people. It had not merely an il­
lustrative and advertising value, through 
informing strangers 1-ike (himself of the 
capabilities of the district, tout 4t had a 
high educational influence on the several 
exhibitors and visitors. The farming 
interests of British Codumbia had been 
somewhat ignored in the past, aa the 
speculative spirit had prevailed and 
vitiated much of the enterprise of the 
people. To get .r'oh in two or three 
years at . moot—mid been the ambition 
and hope I of too many. Now a more 
who-l-esome spirit prevailed and farmers 
are clearing land and tilling it to make 
a good living with a reasonable certainty, 
of a fair competence for odd age.

THE HOP MARKET.
The following from -the Whatcom, 

Wash., Reveille will toe of interest to 
British Coiumbia hop growers: C. Green­
field, -living notntiraas-t of Ferndade, is pick­
ing hoips. He will have two tome. There 
are only three hop raisers tin the country 
picking their-crop this year owing -to the 
low prices. Probably -the crop on 125 
acres will be left untoudhed in the field. 
A ihop grower from the Nooksack valley 
says that the low prices are dûe to tile 
large amount of -hops leift over from laat 
year, which enabled the consumers to 
stock up from the old supply, and to the 
fact -that the hop yards of New York 
and Eastern states are 2,100 milles doser 
to ithe market than the Western hop 
growing area and the crop in fh-ç East 
this year is a luxuriant oe. Then the 
brewers and consumers of hops are us­
ing another article of commence, which 
costs almost nothing, instead Of hops, to 
making beer. Adi these causes combined 
bring down the price below the cost of 
production. Many of the hop growers 
are go.ng -to abandon ithe idea of grow­
ing hops until some of these causes 
disapppear.

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NEW ROUTE TO THE PACIFIC.

Joseph Nelson Talks Upon the Proposed
Line from Port Churchill .to Ohs City.
Joseph Nelson, the representative of a 

syndicate of London capitailets who are 
interested in the Hudson’» Bay and Paci­
fic Raùttway, is at the Queen’s hotel, sa:»- 
the Toronto Mail and Empire.

building a railway from 6t. Petersburg 
to Vladivostock, on the Japan sea. This, 
when completed, will enable the latter 
to transport troops and munitions of war 
entirely through its, own territory, and 
absolutely without danger of interference 
from outside powers. In the event of 
war between Russia and Great Britain, 
which Mr. Nelson thinks ie bound to come 
saine time, the present railway across 
Canada might be blocked at many points, 
lying parallel as it does to the United 
State», a nation friendly to Russia. Mr. 
Nelson is convinced that the navigation 
of Hudson's Bay is practicable, and 
states that'he is confirmed in this opin­
ion by the reports of Admiral Markham. 
The promoters will seek aid from the 
Imperial and Dominion- Governments. 
As far ae the section from Port Nelson 
holds the view that tt could be con­
structed with -the aid of a land grant 
alone, and without monetary assistance. 
At the next session of the Dominion Par­
liament the promoters, whose names Mr. 
Nelson does not at present feel iA liberty 
to disclose, will seek a charter of incor- 

-poration. Surveys will th-ji bo made, 
and submitted to the dominion -Jo> ern­
ment, and if they are approved of ti to 
hoped a grant will be male to the enter­
prise.

I- The Alleged Victinf Still Alive—The Act 
of a Madman.

The despatch sent out 
via Spokane stated that the victim of 
the tragedy had been pinned to the floor 
of a cabin by a pick being driven 
through his head, death being instan­
taneous. This is whàt the Miner says: 
What may prove tô be a fatal affali- 
took place on Tuesday evening in a ca­
bin on the Dewdney trail, 15 miles west 
of Rossland. Thomas Lanktree and 
Maurice O’Connor left Rossland on the 
forenoon of Tuesday to go to Boundary 
Creek, the purpose of Lanktree being to 
look at some' claims belonging to 
O'Connor, with the 
them. O’Connor had been drinking heavi­
ly for several days, and was ln no con­
dition to travel, indeed, he was on the 
verge of delirium tremens. The two be­
came separated on the trail, and Lank- 
tree reached the cabin, which belongs to 
R. T. Daniel, of Spokane, who is work­
ing some naines out there, about supper 
time, and QîConnor came along without 
hat or coat about 8:30. He- was in a 
most excited state of mind, seeming to 
be under the impression that he waa 
pursued by a party of men who want- 

As soon as he gqt^into 
the house he seized an axe, which stood 
in the comer, and went to guard the 
door against his imaginary pursuers. 
He stood with an axe in one hand and 
a large pocket-knife, with the blade 
open, in the other. Three men'-and a 
boy were ih the cabin, besides O’Connor 
and Lanktree. The latter had gone to 
bed as he was very tired., O’Connor was 
persuaded to give the knife up, but he 
refused to surrender the axe. Suddenly, 
and before anybody could interfere, he 
wheeled about and struck Lanktree 
twice in the head with the butt of the 
axe. The blows were terrific, as O’Con­
nor was raving mad. One of the men 
present, McDonald by. name, seized th» 
axe by the handle, after a desperate 
struggle. O’Connor immediately fled to 
the woods. All supposed Lanktree had 
been kitled, but he continued to breathe 
though he could ' not speak. The blood 
was washed from his head and face, 
and he was made as comfortable as 
possible. McDonald then set out /for 
Rossland on foot, and arrived >nere 
about 3 a. m. He gave the alarm 16 Re­
corder Kirkup, and Deputy Housoh im­
mediately started for the scene of the 
trouble. He found O’Connor on the 
trail five miles this side of the cabin, 
and brought him to town, where he is 
now held in confinement. Dr. McAlpine 
went out with Deputy Houson and 
dressed Lanktree’s wounds. Recorder 
Kirkup went out to see Lanktree on 
Thursday and thinks he may recover, 
though he is very badly hurt. He will 
be brought to town as soon as he can 
be moved. O'Connor had a preliminary 
examination before Gold Commissioner 
Fitzstubbs on Friday, and was bound 
over for trial. Lanktree formerly lived 
in Salt Lake, and | at one time was a 
man of wealth. He had some acquaint­
ances here , who spoke well of him, and 
greatly deplored his misfortune. O’Con­
nor is said to be a hard character from 
the Coeur d’Alenes.

PROVINCIAL HEALTH ACT.
The Health' act passed by the Legisla­

ture in 1893, but not to cQme into force 
until proclaimed by the Lieut.-Goyernor- 
ln-Ccünçil, is by proclamation 
Ing ln the current issue of the 
Columbia Gazette to take effect from to­
day. This act provided that there shall 
be a provincial board of health of Hot 
make Vancouver his home.

Things seem depressed in Nanaimo, too, 
and Wellington, owing to the small out­
put of coaL Last month only $36,000 are 
said to have been paid out at Nanaimo 
to the miners instead of $65,000 or $70,- 
000 as usual. The amout of coal mined 
at Wellington is also less than formerly, 
partly owing to the opening up of the 
mine at Union. Here the Dunsmuirs 
have something like 300 hundred square 
miles of the very best coal that has been 
struck on the coast. A large quantity 
is being taken out and placed on the San 
Francisco market.

The crops in the Fraser valley and in 
the Okanagan valley, and in fact all 
through British Columbia this year were 
very fine, but prices, as in Manitoba, are 

large bodies, not in low. A change is gradually coming over 
the Province, but it is hoped that soon 
the vast quantities of unoccupied land 
be put under cultivation so that the peo­
ple may not be importing food produtcs 
in as large quantities as in the past. Last 
year, it is stated, the imports of food 
amounted to $2,500,000.

Mission work was found upon the whole 
to be in a healthy state at every point vis­
ited. A church is in course of erection 
at Colwood, near Victoria. One was open­
ed two weeks since at -«Union and about 
the same time another was opened at 
Mount Lehman; another is being erected 
in the Chilliwack district.

F. Mait-.1 hope no apology Is needed for a brief 
description of a most enjoyable trip 
through a portion of Canada’s Switzer­
land—a trip which requires but to be 

‘better known to become extremely pop­
ular. The earlier portion of the journey 
Is too familiar to your readers to re­
quire more than a passing mention. As 
usual the C. P. R. was punctual, and 
our train for the east Jett Vancouver 
sharp on time. We secured a passing 
glance at the Pitt meadows, whose 
dykes have proved a decided success, 
and where good crops have been gath­
ered this season. The meadows will 
scon be a particular point of Interest 
along the lower Fraser valley section of 
the C. P. R. The sight of Mission city 
jnakes one reflect that the name Is less 
frequently heard now than In its boom­
ing days. Happily the time of the boom­
ing of visionary cities Is past—let us 
hope never to return—and capital la now 
being directed to the development of 
mines and other industries, resulting in 
real, permanent, and wide-spread good. 
Nearing Harrison, we get a glimpse of 
Loch Erroch, a fine fruit-farm, be­
longing to A. W. Ross, M. P., and man­
aged by Tom Wilson, one of British Co- 
lurabiaV best orchardists. 
the Experimental Farm looks 
with its thrifty .fruit-trees, and Jieat 
fences, enclosing attractive buildings. 
T. A. Sharpe, the manager, should feel 
proud of what he has accomplished. The. 
trees on the mountain-sides are just be­
ginning to show the added beauty of 
the autumn-coloring, which though no", 
so vividly gorgeous as in the frosty east, 
still, forms a decided feature in our land­
scape painting. Poor old deserted Yale, 
which, during the building of the C. P. 
R.", was in the zenith ot Its prosperity, 
we reached at 6 o’clock. This town is 
at the head of navigation, and from here 
in the early days bands of sturdy, en­
thusiastic miners took the stage road 
for golden Cariboo, where each hoped 
to find a fortune. Hereabouts one be­
holds a completely different type of 
scenery from that of the coast: The

Kelowna, some 85 miles down the lake, 
is a pretty little hamlet with a farming 
valley near by. There is a sawmill here 
which fills most of the local orders, but 
the timber used is very small, compared 
with the magnificent products of the 
coast region. Back of Kelowna is an im­
portant Indian mission. In rounding 
Rocky Point,* a sharp turn In the lake, 
where sozfietimes heavy 
countered, the water stiM remains per­
fectly sroootii,' and nothing mars the full­
est pleasure of a perfect day. A fellow- 
passenger who has been a frequent trav­
eler through this lovely region, assures 
me he has never seen it look more love­
ly. Indeed I can scarcely imagine a pos­
sible Improvement, except the substitu­
tion of the tender green of early sum­
mer for the now bleached coloring of the 
more succulent vegetation.

Penticton, the end of our journey, was 
reached about 6 p. m. It would Indeed 
be difficult for the fancy to picture a 
place more completely fliling’ the wants 
of'the seekers of scenery, health, leisure 
or game. The surrounding country is 
entrancingly lovely, not with the wild, 
magnificent grandeur which characterizes 
some of our mountain views, but of a 
peaceful, restful character which in itself 
would go far to restore shattered nerves 
or ruined health? The mountains are 
decked with evergreens in groves or sin­
gle trees, but never so thickly covered 
as to obstruct those horseback excur­
sions which form one of the prominent 
enjoyments of the beautiful locality. The 
lake is seldom roughened by gales, and 
boating is perfection. There are abun­
dance of all kinds of game and holds the 
heart of the devoted sportsman to this 
as a veritable paradise. The new hotel 
at Penticton, under the management of 
J. Thurber, is faultless in construction 
and service. It has, too, the added ad­
vantage of plenty of game on the bill of 
fare, which will appeal strongly to the 
appetites of those unaccustomed to. these 
delicacies. Penticton Is situated at the 
extreme south end of Lake Okanagan, 
and quite near the entrance to the river 
which drains it into Dog Lake, .whence, 
after a long course through the Okana­
gan river, the waters finally join those 
of the turbulent Columbia. The climate 
precludes the' possibility of fault-finding. 
While at Sicamous and even at Vernon 
the atmosphere was decidedly frosty, here 
the mild and balmy breezes remind one 
only, of a summer evening. In short, 
this appears to be a summer resort, de­
signed by nature alike for the wearied 
workers and the Inveterate pleasure-seek­
ers of the Province. All the way from 
the coast one revels In beauty of many 
sorts, whether of the practical, profitable 
agricultural stamp, as in tne lower course 
of the Fraser and the Vernon region, the 
wild magnificence of the Fraser Canyon, 
or the placid pictiffresqueness of the Oka­
nagan lake re^glon. Again I was tempt­
ed to grow poetical and must crave my 
readers’ indulgence by reminding them 
that there are moments when one must 
either write verses or die, as was once 
observed by an eminent author:

is a smelter capable of treating 100 tons 
of ore per day, and Is kept going night 
and day. The prlncipel part of the ore 
treated is taken from the Blue Bell mine, 
owned by Mr. Hendryx, the ore of which 
is galena mixed with silver. Ore Is also 
taken from Ainsworth, which is farther 
up on the opposite side of the lake, and 
Kaslo, eight miles farther on than Ains­
worth. The mineral wealth in that- part 
of the country is undoubted, and the C. 
P. R. people are building a spur down 
along the Columbia to the head of the 
Arrow lakes; another railway from Na­
kusp, at the lower end of the upper Ar­
row lake,. with the view of getting the 
ore out by their own rokd instead of let­
ting it go south to the United States. 
A continuous line of road will likely 
shortly be built from Revelstoke to New 
Denver and Sandon. The mineral wealth 
of that district is undoubted, and one re­
grets that so many claims are in the 
hands of the Americans, and that Ameri­
can and not English or Canadian capi­
tal is to reap the benefit of British Col­
umbia’s great wealth. Another line is 
just being completed from Kaslo to San­
don, 35 miles, with the view of taking 
the ore of the New Denver district south; 
but the C. P. R. people can be trusted 
to hold their own against all comers.

Going south from Robson, 25 miles, the 
boat touches Trail creek, and from that 
point, ascending a pretty stiff grade by 
stage, In 7 1-2 miles’ distance, one reaches 
Rossland. This town is situated 4,000 
feet above the Columbia. From a hill In 
the neighborhood one can follow the 
course of the Columbia north and south 
as far as the eye can carry, the river 
appearing like a silver thread winding 
among the mountains which are cov­
ered' with dark forest. There are 
three roads from Rossland ; one
to the west, the Dewdney trail,
impassable at present, owing to burn­
ing and fallen timber; one to Trail 
creek. A good deal of mining Is done in 
the neighborhood of- Rossand, one mine, 
the Le Roi, turning out 100 tons per day. 
The ore is here in 
pockets, and the prospers are that many 
years will be required to exhaust these 
mountains of their wealth. At present,
It is said, there are between the Colum- 

the Okanagan valley at least 800 
prospectors, and new finds are reported 
every day. The most of the prospectors 
are American; the capital and the min­
ers, too, are Americans; and the great 
bulk of the trade is in the hands of peo­
ple in Spokane and other American cities. 
Rossland itself is quite a thriving centre; 
it dates from April of this year, and yet 
is said to have a population of 2,500 to 3,- 
000. A large amount of building is go­
ing on; and some of the places of busi­
ness and private dwellings are quite pre­
tentious. The forest is being fast clear­
ed and streets made, although all is at 
private expense. The people are to be 
commended for law and order. They have 
no jail, no judge, one policeman; and 
yet there has been no serious brime the 
whole year. If an offender is found, the 
policeman takes him by the collar of his 
coat, marches him to the other end of 
the town, gives him a shaking, and tells 
him if he is found doing that again he 
will catch It; he is let loose, and justice 
is satisfied. If present indications .are 
realized, undoubtedly this will be one or 
the most important mining centres in 
British Columbia. Leaving Roseland the 
Journey was continued to Northport, the 
Columbia river being crossed there. Here 
the stream is 800 feet wide in low water, 
and its sweep and strength would show 
it to be a great river. From Northport 
train was taken to Boss Park. Fifteen 
miles farther south the river was cross­
ed, and the stage coming from Marais 
was intercepted. By stage the journey 
was continued through the Colville Indian 
reserve, Washington. The night was 
spent at the house of an Indian, Pierce 
by name, where every kindness is shown 
to travelers, although some of the kind-

miles more brings the traveler to the 
grand forks of Kettle river. For a long 
distance this stream flows along the 
boundary line between Washington and 
British Columbia. Quite a number of 
settlers have found a home upon Cana­
dian sod, and a more charming valley 
one could scarcely see. The people, how­
ever, are just now shut out very much 
from the rest of the world; and hence 
many would not wish to reside there. 
The mountains are full of prospectors, 
who come down and purchase from the 
farmers whatever they require in the 
way of food. Going on west, Boundary 
creek is first reached, then Midway, a 
charming site for a town, and here, too, 
the mineral wealth is said to be very 
promising. Still further west Rock creek 
is passed, and Anarchist mountain is 
crossed, where were seen five fields of 
wheat and oats, 3,500 feet above sea level, 
ripening fast. It is said that the whole 
of Anarchist mountain is staked out, 
minerals being found everywhere. From 
Anarchist mountain the route leads west-

Veriïÿ, 
while the C. P. R. runs coaches like the 
Nagasaki, and dining-cars so perfect, as 
the one attached to our train at Sal­
mon Arm thfe most exacting devotee 
of creature comforts need not hesitate 
to leave even a palace-home. The com­
pany’s hotel at North Bend, where we 
took our first meal en route, is a fine 
building, witl^a great extent of velvety 
lawn ornamented by foup tains tyid 
backed by the brilliant flower-beds. 
The extensive dining-room with its 
snowy linen, sparkling glass and sliver, 
and gay profusion of flowers, would be 
a pretty picture, even without the many 
happy faces whose owners are striving 
to do justice to a most elaborate dinner, 
faultlessly cooked and served. Just here 
I may add that throughout the trip, 
both by rail and water, the railway offi­
cials were courteous tuid obliging In the 
extreme. Morning wakefulness found 
us nearing Salmon Arm. The scenery 
now lacks the magnificent grandeur so 
impressive in the mighty canyon of the 
Fraser, but is still attractive enough to 
hold the least impressionable eye. Near 
Sicamous we follow the shore of a 
pretty placid lake named Shuswap, em­
bosomed in dark-green forests, behind 
which the rounded mountain-tops rise 
gently to a great height.

At Sicamous Junction we take the 
Shuswap and Okanagan branch to Ver­
non, a ride of about two hours. At the 
outset the road skirts for miles the 
shore of Mara lake, a beautiful sheet pf 
water, doubling by reflection the charms 
of the surrounding scenes. Thence 
along the Spallumcheen river to Ender- 
by. At Mara a new cable ferry had 
just been completed, which is a great 
boon to Maraltis, and others in that 
vicinity

Near Enderby the country assumes » 
park-like appearance, 
chiefly pine, is rathpr small and scatter­
ed, and the complete lack of underbrush 
adds greatly to the appearance of the 
clearing. Having passed Armstrong, the 
country quickly assumes a highly agri­
cultural aspect. Rich fields of yellow 
grain, ready to be garnered, or of equal­
ly yellow stubble, telling unmistakably 
of an abundant harvest already secured, 
and an occasional steam-thresher at 
work in the fields, form a pretty picture 
of prosperity. This whole region indeed 
has the appearance of being extremely

Thé exhibit of’field préduce 
and fruit was surprisingly good. R. E. 
Palmer, of Victoria, and E. Hutchçrscn, 
of Ladner’s, well-known fruit men, who 
judged the displày, pronounced it to be 
of-extra good quality. It is surprising 
that there was not a large exhibit from 
Cowlchan at thé Victoria exhibition. 
The ladies’ work, flowers, and in fact 
the whole Inside exhibit was very cred­
itable. In the stock yards, there was a 
wonderful display of saddle horses, 
ponies'and hurdle jumpers. The writer 
has never seen so many at a fall fair. 
They were a good even lot of horses, 
and well-ridden. Duncanites excel for 
their excellent horsemanship. S. F. 
Tolmie and F. S. Roper, veterinaries} of 
Victoria, were the judges on horses, and 
they had a hard' task before them. It 
was late in the afternoon before their 
labors were over, and they are hot anx­
ious for such a “snap’’ again, 
i The show of cattle and sheep was 
above the average.

BRITISH COLUMBIA.

What a Bright Lass of Fourteen Says of 
the Province. VITAL STATISTICS.

The chief resources of British Columbia 
are fishing, lumbering and mining:

Fishing—Of all the fish which frequent 
the waters of British Columbia the^al- 
mon is the most Importailt. The saffon 
entering the Fraser are of various kinds, 
making their appearance successively, 
from early spring to the end of summer.
As a general rule, the earlier shoals are 
the richer fish. The four ways of prepar­
ing fish for exporting are: (1) By smok­
ing or drying; (2), toy salting; (3), by 
canning; (4), by freezing. A very valu­
able fish entering the Fraser, Naas and 
Skeena to spawn in early spring is the 
oolachan. It appears in immense shoals 
and Is caught either with a scoop-net or 
with a rake. The fisherman entering 
shoal passes the rake repeatedly through 
the w*ater, each time catching several 
fish; thus a large supply is soon secur­
ed. The oolachan is smaller than the 
herring, is of a far more delicate flavor 
and so rich that when it is dried it will 
burn like a candle. Those caught at the 
mouth of the Naas are of a quality 
richer than those caught In the Fraser.
Salmon is our chief fish, and when it 
is canned it forms a large source of 
wealtlf. Besides the salmon we have 
cod, halibut, skate, sturgeon, sardines, 
sole and black toa&s, which are found 
in all the coast waters of British Col­
umbia.

Lumbering—The forests of British Col­
umbia are productive of an inexhaustible 
supply of timber of the most serviceable 
kind; It is of many varieties, the chief of 
which are: Oak, Douglas pine, or fir. 
red cedar, yellow cedar, and red pine. The 
oak grows abundantly on the southern 
part of Vancouver Island and the islands 
adjacent, and although'it is nowise equal 
to the British oak, it is a very tough 
and serviceable wood-. The uses of the fertile.
Douglas fir or pine (which grows to a gi­
gantic size), are chiefly for the manufac­
ture *of deals and scantlings and also for 
ship-building. It is well adapted for 
masts and spars from its size and 
straightness. There is a large and In­
creasing exportation of this timber in 
the shape of sawn lumber and spars to 
various ports In China, Australia, south 
America and United States. The lumber 
procured from Burrard Inlet Is of a su­
perior quality. The red cedar is a most 
useful tree, found throughout the Pro­
vince and is especially abundant on the 
seaboard, where It attains an enormous 
size. Of this tree the natives make their 
canoes, and the broad sheets of barV" 
they use for roofing. The yellow cedar 
is confined to the maritime regions. The 
tree is not probably found south of the 
49th parallel and extends along the coast
into Alaska.

Kamloops formed a pleasurable episode.1 
Kamloops is a decidedly pretty little city, 
which stretches itself out to a consider­
able length along the bank of the Thomp­
son river and Kamloops lake. There, are 
many tasteful residences, xvlth pretty 
lawns and. well-amanged flower gardens. ' 
The hostess of the Dominion hotel kindly 
drove me about, and by the kindness of 
the effleietit matron, Mrs. Pinchbeck, we 
were permitted to inspect the Old Men’s 
Home. This fine new institution, having 
recently been described at length In your 
columns, requires but a" brief mention 
hère. There are at present 18 elderly 
men In the Home, and they certainly 
have all the external aids necessary to 
the spending of their remaining days in 
comfort. Kamloops has also fine church 
and school buildings and a hospital. Just 
across the river Mt. St. Paul earns Its 
title by towering above Its neighbors. The 
appearance of the country surrounding 
Kamloops as a whole would cer­
tainly merit the name so aptly ap­
plied to a portion of It—Tranquille. In 
leaving the city we were again fortunate, 
as from a trivial cause, the train was 
delayed, and we had, therefore, the ad­
vantage of daylight for the whole dis­
tance to the coast. Kamloops lake is 
pretty, though so narrow in places that 
it resembles a river. At Affiicroft, on

The scenery of 
the lower canyons I need not write fur­
ther about, though it would bear looking 
at forever. For not until the spell is 
removed by a decided change in the char-/ 
acter of the landscape does one realize 
how inténsely the eyes are wearied with 
watching and the mind mazed with mag­
nificence. The latter part of the jour­
ney passed swiftly; the familiar land­
marks welcomed as we reached them, 
and as the end is approached, we feel 
that though traveling is pleasant, home­
coming is blessed.

If the Lister Kaye people had 
stuck to their cattle and sheep they 
would have mades a fortune, but any­
thing they made out of stock they lost 
on grain. We have hai no rain to 
speafc of since 1886, but the grazing is 
always good. The grass, which is three 
or four inches high, is most nutritious, 
and, if it ever becomes necessary, irri­
gation will supply all the hay we need. 
At present we only put up enough feed 
for our saddle horses and calves, and 
have no difficulty in getting together a 
few hundred tons for that His cattle 
came through the winter all right on 
grass alone. Last July we shipped off 
about 5,000 head of steers and they were 
fat The oats for the ranch come 
from Edmonton or Sheep Creek, and 
there they have not missed a crop for 
over ten years. In ranching, as In farm­
ing, it would seem that the west has 
passed through the experimental stages. 
The character of the country and the 
conditions of success are now under­
stood, and while of course there will yet 
be occasional failures both, in farming 
and ranching, as in every crop and stock 
country cn earth, still it seems reason­
able to conclude that the west is at the 
threshold of a steady development and 
of an Increasing prosperity, and that 
there is a silver lining in the outlook 
for settlers, ranchers, transportation 
agencies, and all the interests and in­
dustries of the east that have put their 
trust and risked tHelr capital in the de­
velopment of westeru Canada.

RELIGION AND EDUCATION.

A Serious Difficulty In Educational Mat­
ters Looming up in England.

They have a question of “religion in 
the ‘schools," in England as well as in 
Manitoba. According to the London 
Spectator the voluntary schools are pre­
paring to make an attack In force on the 
national purse. The school buildings that 
are found In almost every parish/ and 
in the great majority of rural parishes, 
are the only ones available for elemen­
tary education, and are not the property 
of the State. They are usually the prop­
erty of trustees, and almost in every in­
stance they were built expressly for the 
education of children in the doctrines of 
the Church of England. Besides this they 
serve what in the view of those who built 
them was the secondary purpose'of giv- 

the children who attended them sec- 
r instruction. Consequently, every 

child who is taught in a voluntary school 
is taught in a school lent to the State, 
Instead of in one provided by it. The 
contention of those who are asking for 
further help is that without such help 
these schools cannot live. When their 
doors are closed and the children who at­
tended them have to be 
new buildings put up by the newly-ap­
pointed architects of the newly-elbeted 
School Boards, the State will have cause 
to regret the ill-judged economy which 
forbade it to keep the voluntary schools 
on their legs. This is the argument from 
economy. Taking : capital and income to­
gether, the question is simply, Is it best 
for the State to increase its contribution 
to voluntary schools, or to leave them 
to become extinct, with the prospect of 
having to undertake the entire education 
of all the children now attending them? 
The argument from justice, the Specta­
tor affirms, is still stronger. The State 
now interferes with the religious liberty 
of it» subjects In'two ways. First, It 
compels them to send their children to 
school whether they approve or disap­
prove of the education they will get 
there, ft does, it is true, give them the 
protection of a conscience tslause. The 
children need not attend the religious 
lesson if their parents object. But the 
unconscious influence of the school is sub­
ject to no- conscience clause, and cannot 
be made subject to one. Wherever there 
is but one school, whatever character the 
unconscious influence of that school may 
wear will be the one which the children 
will tend, in a greater or lees degree, to 
carry away with them. This la a difficul­
ty which, in a vast number of cases, 
there is no getting over. The State can­
not undertake to teach every child In the 
kingdom the religion professed by its 
parents. But .Inasmuch as it compels 
the children to attend school, it Is bound 
to mitigate the hardship by every means 
in its power, and one of these means is 
the multiplication of voluntary schools 
in which secular education is coupled 
with a specific religious education. But 
tne State does not 
attend school. It 
country schools in which a particular re­
ligion is taught at the public expense. . 
That religion may be described as the 
religion of Nonconformists and lukewarm 
churchmen. It is, that is to say, a re­
ligion that perfectly contents them; while 
It is wholly distasteful, if not actually 
abhorent, to convinced churchmen, to 
Roman Catholics and to Jews. In almost 
every large town members of these three 
religions are rated for the teaching of a 
religious hybrid, which may be good or 
bad, but which is not theirs, and not 
one which they would like their children 
to learn. In 1870 this was thought to be 
the best way of getting over the religious 
difficulty. The immense multiplication 
of Board schools was not then foreseen, 
nor was it realized1, that they would by 
degrees develop a new and distinctive 
type of religious instruction. Now that 
both these things have come to pass, we 
are confronted by the startling fact that 
one main result of the act has been to 
endow a new form of State religion en­
gendered in Board schools. We do not 
say that this can now be helped. The 
religion taught in these schools is one 
which is liked by a large part of the 
population; and they would naturally be 
loth to forego the advantage of having 
it taught at the expense of the rate­
payers instead of at their own expense.

OUR GOLD FIELDS.
A Montreal Gazette .reporter called on 

Mitchell Innés, an Englishman now In 
Montreal, says that journal, who is on 
his way to the Old Country. Mr. Innés 
takes a lively interest in mining oper­
ations, although not a practical miner, 
and his faith in the mining possibilities 
of British Columbia is unbounded. He 
is about to visit England now with a 
view to forming a development company. 
“The possibilities of placer mining aCone 
in British Columbia," said Mr. Innés, 
"are enormous and practically nothing 
has yet been done to develop them. 
Quartz mining and placer mining are 
both being carried on in East Kootenay, 
but there are no large companies at work 
there just now. Several rich prospects 
have, however, been reported there this 
spring. The mining people In thid dis­
trict are for the most part simply pros­
pectors, having little or no means at their 
disposal in order to develop their prop­
erties; what is required in this district 
is a development company, formed for, 
the purpose of acquiring the most prom­
ising prospects and sufficiently working 
them to prove the ground, and to put 
the properties in a state to be presented 
to the British investor. At Golden," 
continued Mr. Innés, "placer mining 
seems to be the prevailing industry, and 
the employment is apparently profitable, 
for1 the people are fairly well-to-do." As 
an illustration of the wealth that Is ly­
ing undeveloped in these river beds, he 
said that ttvo men working on Canon 
creek, in the vicinity of Golden, had se­
cured 1400 worth of gold in two weeks 
just before the rising of the water this 
spring. That is, he added, without the 
assistance of machinery or any appli­
ance save the simple mining contrivance 
generally in use. Mr. Innés said that 
he had two brothers at work on a claim 
in Canon creek, seven miles and a half 
from Golden. The gold so far taken 
from this claim was sent to Victoria to 
be assayed and yielded a return of 18.43 
per oz. or 937 1-2 thousandths of fineness, 
an unprecedented assay in this district. 
The whole Province, said Mr. Innés, is 
teeming with minerals, but awaiting the 
necessary capital to develop it.

How the Public are Gulled and Their
Hard Earned Money Recklessly Ex­
pended.
In 1888, when the Sanlt Ste. Marie canal 

was first completed, it will be remember­
ed that Sir Charles Tupper, then Minis­
ter of Railways and Canals, stated that 
the vote of 3997,660 was to cover the Sault 
8te. Marie canal, and that the Liberals 
declared the canal could not be built for 
less than 33,006,000, and that Sir Charles 
afterwards acknowledged in the House 
that he had made a mistake, and that 
with a 16-foot depth the canal was to 
cost 32,800,000. If, however, this had been 
the only blunder In connection with the 
building of the canal no great harm 
would have resulted. But It was the be­
ginning of a series of blunders. The two 
lowest tenders for the lock and canal 
above it were passed over by order-ln- 
council, and the work given to Messrs. 
Ryan & Co. The lowest tender for the 

;r entrance was also passed over for 
same reason—that it was “too low.” 

After the contracts had been entered 
upon the Government changed the size 
of the lock in April or May, 1891, In spite 
of Superintending Engineer Thompson’s 
strong report, that "such a departure 
from the plan would be breaking the 
contract, in view of which it would 
seem unprofitable to discuss the matter 
at greater length." The adoitional cost 
entailed by this change amounted to 
more than 3190,245. After a year another 
change In dimensions was ihade in April, 
1892. By the new agreement of this date 
the time for completing the lock was 
extended from May 10th, 1892, to Decem­
ber, 1894. The additional cost entailed by 
this second change over and above ev­
erything before amounted to 3600,000. La­
ter the change was made from 20 feet 
depth to 23 feet. The contract for the 
lock culverts, amounting to 3121,913, was 
given to Ryan & Co. without tender. 
Important increases were made in the 
prices paid under the agreements of Ap­
ril, 1891, and April, 1892, over the original 
contract schedule. In November, 1892, the 
Government decided, aftèr having six 
months previously extended the contrac­
tors’ time, to give them 390,000 bonus to 
complete the lock in December, 1893. The 
bonus was paid, so that the canal might 
be opened upon July 1st, 1$94, but the 
canal was not opened until September, 
1895. The retaining walls for the canal 
above the lock and extending a distance 
of 2,300 feet were so badly built that 
they bulged inward, and 366,000 was ex­
pended In strengthening them. The ma­
sonry of the walls was to be random 
coursed masonry. Instead of that high 
class of work the Government allowed 
the contractors to build what ia known 
as rubble masonry. The value of this 
work, according to the chief engineer, 
is 34.50 a yard, whereas the contract 
price for the wails was 37.50 a yard. The 
difference means 318,090 to the contrac­
tors, in addition to the ordinary profit 
which 34.60 a yard would allow them upon 
rubble. A pier of masonry has been built 
almost in the centre of the channel of 
the canal. It 4s an engineering eyesore 
and a danger to navigation. Ryan A Co. 
were given the contracts without com­
petition for the lock gates, amounting 
to 367,500; the power pipes, 360,500, and 
the lock valves, 329,037. These contracts 
had to be given to Ryan & Co. because 
In their contract for the lock was a 
clause giving them possession of the 
ground. No other contractor could, there­
fore, go upon the work to construct any 
of these subsidiary parts without making 
an arrangement with tnem.

I visited the old Government farm, 
near Calgary, now owned and used as a 
cattle ranch by Mr. Wm. R. Hull, who 
has a monopoly of the supply of meat 
along a great strtetch of the Canadian 
Pacific, and to the railway hotels and 
eating, houses in the mountains. Some 
determined attempts hare been made to 
break his monopoly, but he undersells 
every competitor, until he drives him 
from the field, and we may expect Hull 
to develop into the Armour of the 
Northwest. He is a man of fine phy­
sique, of genial manner, and of unusual 
business capacity. At his ranch there 
Is a prodigal hospitality for all. com­
ers. But for the moment Mr. Hull Is 
perhaps most Interesting as a pioneer 
In the work of Irrigation. He has con­
structed important main ditches across 
the Government farm, at a cost of pro­
bably 38,000-or 310,000, and it Is estimat­
ed that the Increase of yield from one 
or two seasons’ crops 
whole cost of the Improvement. It will 
be understood that the supply is drawn 
from the river, and regulated at the in­
let. Laterals run across the arid fields, 
and are served from the main artery. 
There are oats on irrigated lands on the 
Hull farm, not patches, but extensive 
fields, that stand six feet in height. I 
could almost conceal myself In one of 
these fields without stooping. I pulled 
stalks that measured quite my full 
length. The yield would be enormous, 
probably from 70 to 100 bushels to the 
acre, but most of the crops are cut for 
green feed, and are not intended to rip­
en. Mr. Hull raises excellent second 
crops of feed on irrigated land, and he 
has thoroughly proved tho importance 
and advantage of irrigation.

flict of courts, and the receivers would 
be given an excuse for contending that 
they would not be in contempt of Judge 
Hanford’-s court by failing to answer 
here. There is little question that the 
proceedings in Judge Hanford’s court 
Will be conducted independently of any 
order made in Judge Jenkifls’ court. The 
inquiry to be made here concerns prop­
erty wholly within this district, and the 
court, it is urged, will not ignore charges 
of misconduct and breach of trust. Mr. 
Ives, president of the road, stated in the 
New York Tribune a few days ago that 
thé charges to be made out against the 
receivers concerned the misuse of hun­
dreds of thousands of dollars, and among 
other items he mentioned an expenditure 
of 310,000 to secure the election of a cer­
tain United States senator. There is an­
other opinion that the resignations hand­
ed in to Jedge Jenkins have resulted 
from a compromise, and that the step 
has been made with one eye, or both, 
on WaU street If such is the case, the 
differences between the two factions will 
be adjusted In a short time. President 
Ives, Michael Cordozo, counsel for the 
second mortgage committee of the North­
ern Pacific, and Lawyer Howard, repre­
senting Eilhu Root, counsel for the third 
mortgage oemmittee, started from New 
York city for Milwaukee and Seattle yes­
terday. Mr. Ives before his departure 
dictated the following to an Associated 
Press reporter: “In reference to the re­
signation of the Northern Pacific receiv­
ers, two or three explanations occur to 
me. The first is the belief on the part 
of the receivers that the evidence which 
would be produced at Seattle in support 
of my charges against thenrwould be so 
strong and convincing that they would 
be unable to refute It, and therefore 
would be discharged. Another reason 
that suggests itself is that they have 
thought that by bringing the matter to 
an issue in Judge Jenkins’ court before 
the time appointed for the trial in Judge 
Hanford’s court they might secure an or­
der or decision from Judge Jenkins which 
would be favorable to them or obtain 
from him the appointment of receivers 
of ‘their own, who would be In sympathy 
with them, or possibly their own reap­
pointment, with the assurance from 
Judge Jenkins that he would sustain 
them to the full extent of his authority. 
These are the reasons that occur to me 
at the moment Inasmuch as I have b/en 
trying for 'two years to secure the re­
moval of the receivers, chiefly on the 
ground that they were the nominees and 
agents of the men who wrecked the prop­
erty, it Is not strange that I should be 
glad to hear of their resignation. No 
matter what reasons they may give, I 
think a large portion of the public will 
believe that they resigned because they 
dared not undertake the task 4L refut­
ing my charges. I wish it understood 
that I have no personal Ill-will toward 
any of the receivers. They were ap­
pointed at the request of a party of un­
scrupulous wreckers, and werr> obliged to 
either continue the same methods of 
management or be false to tne men who 
secured their appointment.

Now the need of irrigation is frankly 
and honestly admitted, and the result is 
likely to be a great development of 
farming in the equable belts and an In­
flow of population from the American 
irrigation States. In these States irri­
gation is a regular branch of agrlsul- 
ture, it ensures an unfailing watiÿ- 
supply and certain crops, and, It may 
be, invites rather than obstructs settle­
ment. There are new 116 irrigation 
ditches constructed and in operation in 
the Northwest. There are eleven ditches 
under construction. The mileage of con­
structed ditches and laterals is put at 
309. The mileage under construction Is 
76. The number of acres irrigable from 
ditches constructed and in operation is 
estimated at 29,000, and the number of 
acres irrigable from ditches under con­
struction at 41,500. The larger number 
of these ditches are small individual un­
dertakings, but several of them are ex­
tensive systems, designed to irrigate 
from 1,000 to 4,000 acres of land. All 
these have been built by private enter­
prise. They have not received assist­
ance of any kind from the Government. 
The crops on irrigated farms this 
year have been good, but rather late, 
owing to the cold weather and backward 
season, and as there has been an excep­
tional rainfall the results have not been 
so marked as In, the usual dry season. 
It is not easy to arrive at any trust­
worthy estimate of the cost of the 
ditches that have been constructed. 
Majiy of them have been made by the 
farmers themselves without the em­
ployment of outside labor. But if fair 
wages is allowed for the farmers’ labor 
it is thought that at least 375)000 has 
been expended in the construction of 
these systems. All this work has been 
dome during the last three years. The 
Government is carrying on

GENERAL IRRIGATION SURVEYS
in the arid region to determine the am­
ount of available water and the areas 
on which the water can be used, and 
will issue to tho public in the form of 
reports all the information that can be 
got respecting the region, its climate, 
topography and water supply. During 
this season the Government has made a 
survey for a large irrigation canal head­
ing in the St. Mary river, near the in­
ternational boundary, and running north 
and east to the lands on the north slope 
of the Milk river ride and In the neigh­
borhood of Lethbridge. This canal is 
about 60 miles long, and is designed to 
supply sufficient water to reclaim 60,000 
to 75,000 acres. The St. Mary river is the 
stream which the Americans are talking 
of diverting on their side of the line, as 
the river heads in Montana, and we 
would thus be left without water for a 
large portion of the arid region.
Gi vemment Is also making a prelimin­
ary survey for an Irrigation canal head­
ing in the Bow river near Calgary and 
running east in the vicinity of the Can­
adian Pacific Railway. This survey is 
made with the object of proving whether 
the water of the Bow river can be used 
for irrigation in that district. The canal 
Is designed to supply water for at least 
a quarter of* a million acres of land. For 
many of these facta I am indebted to 
Mr. J. S. Dennis of the Government ser­
vice, who has charge of the surveys. The 
officers of the Government are drawing 
freely upon the experience of the irriga­
tion States, and striving to give wise di­
rection to this new development 

A NOTED RANCH.
We visited also the old Chipman 
ranch, now known as Elbow Park, and 
were cordially received by Mr. Robin­
son.

are the pioneer ranches of the west. Mr. 
Cochrane came into the country in 1881, 
and the next year Mr. Stimson drove 
his stock over from Idaho. His ranch 
is at Pekisko, on High river, in the Al­
berta district. He made his first ship­
ment in 1886, and his ranch now carries 
8,060 head of cattle and 600 horses. But 
they have decided to go out of the busi­
ness of horse-raising, and give all their 
attention to cattle. As to horses, Mr. 
Stimson said: There is a good demand 
new, and will be better by-and-bye, for 
a good class of artillery and cavalry 
hersoe for the old country. The Stimson 
ranch made a recent shipment of horses 
te Belgium. The cattlemen in the west, 
he says, feel that breeding cattle is one 
industry and shipping another, and so 
most of them prefer to sell to regular 
buyers rather than do their own ship­
ping. A good customer of a railway, he 
added, can make better terms than an 
occasional shipper, and the Gordon & 
Ironside firm have this year sent out 
over 13,006 head.

That a broken neck can be treated 

with comparative certainty and des­
patch has been illustrated by the surgi­
cal staff of the Post Graduate hospital 
in the case of Miss Abbie McCully, of 
No. 348 West Fifty-sixth street, New 
York city. Miss McCully is the 17-year- 
old daughter of John V. McCully, a pi­
ano manufacturer, 
she paid a visit to an aunt, Mrs. Harris, 
Jersey City Heights, where a few days 
later occurred the accident which led 
to one of the most remarkably success­
ful operations on ' record. "W^ith two 
children of Mrs. Harris the visitor was 
swinging in the verandah hammock a 
week after her arrival when the sway­
ing couch was overturned and its three 
occupants were thrown heavily to the 
floor. It was a fall of only two feet, 
but the unfortunate girl struck with 
crushing force on the back of he»" head, 
and lay unconscious. Physicians were 
hastily summoned, but nothing could 
be done for the sufferer, who was total­
ly paralyzed from neck to feet. All 
power of inotlon and sense of feeling 
were gone, and the attendant physician 
pronounced the case hopeless. Exami­
nation showed the neck to oe oioitva 
and splintered at the fifth vertebra and 
to all appearances the girl had but a 
few hours to live. The distracted father 
consulted eminent specialists, and as a 
last faint hope it was decided to at­
tempt an operation. This necessitated 
the girl’s removal to the Post Graduate 
hospital. There was no time for delay 
and within fin hour of her arrival at the 
hospital the patient was on the operat­
ing table. The shattered vertebra, which 
preised against the spinal cord, was 
carefully removed, bit by bit, and with 
wonderful nicety. Her nsek was secure­
ly bandaged in position before the ef­
fects of the anaesthetic passed away 
and with returning consciousness came 
the power of motion and sense of feeling 
In the paralysed limbs. Miss McCully is 
improving rapidly and will probably be 
able to leave the hospital in a month.

Having once enjoyi.d ^he peculiar ex­
perience of reading his own death no­
tice, Col. B. F. Norton Is now slowly re­
turning to his health, says . a New 
York despatch to the Chicago Mail. He 
is the hero of one of the most wonder­
ful operations ever performed. He was 
afflicted with a cancer of the stomach, 
which was being treated with warm wa­
ter washes, when a structure formed 
in the esophagus prevented all further 
treatment and all administration of 
food. In September he accidentally 
swallowed a grape stone and the" pass­
age was completely closed. He was 
slowly starving to death when Dr. Robt. 
F. Weir was called in, and at Mr. Nor­
ton’s suggestion he consented to an op­
eration that was fraught with danger 
and had never been tried in this coun­
try. It was literally the making of a 
new stomach, or, rather, the ironing out 
of the old one In about the same man­
ner that last, season’s silk hat would be 
treated. The operation was performed 
on July 27th, on which day Col. Norton 
weighed exactly 91 lbs. He was ether­
ized and a hole cut in his stomach about 
two inches, large enough for a hand to 
be inserted. Dr. Weir found that the 
walls of the stomach had collapsed and 
lay flat against the spine. After wash­
ing the stomach thoroughly he pinned 
the forward wall to the intestines with 
gold pins, each four Inches in length.

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BRITISH AGRICULTURE.
The English Board of Agriculture has 

just issued a curious and suggestive re­
port, showing what a great and sudden 
change has come over British agricul­
ture. The report Is for the year ending 
on June 4th last, and It establishes that 
within" the year the area of Great Brit­
ain devoted to wheat has been diminish­
ed by over one-fourth. The rédaction in 
percentage Is 26.5, and in area 510,331 
acres. The decrease is uniform through­
out the island, but, of course. Is mainly 
in England, since it amounts to far 
more than the total "wheat belts’ of 
Scotland and Wales put together. Of 
the whole wheat area over 94 per cent, 
is English. This is clear proof that for­
eign • competition In wheat has at last 
proved too much for the British farm­
er to attempt to sustain. So great a 
diminution could not proceed from local 
or transient causes, but must De the re­
sult of a settled conviction of the hope­
lessness of continuing the struggle 
against countries where land is so much 
cheaper and agricultural labor not 
enough dearer to make an effective off­
set. The natural question ensues, To 
what Is the land hereafter to l^e de­
voted that has been withdrawn from 
wheat growing ? There is a considerable 
increase In the acreage of potatoes, and 
an increase of land planted in "clover 
or rotative grass,"'though a decrease of 
“permanent grass land ” But the main 
offset is a very surprising increase in 
the number of pigs raised. This in­
crease is 494,406, equivalent to about one- 
fifth of the whole number. The Ameri­
can farmer snould be much interested 
in this information. While he discovers 
that without a revival of the. corn laws 
the British wheat market is wider open 
to him than ever, he cannot avoid ap­
prehending that a renewed assault is 
about to be made upon the American 
hog, and that the pressure to have his 
pork declared unwholesome Is likely to 
be stronger than ever before.

TWO FAST LOCOMOTIVES.
Engineers and mechanics in Cleveland 

and Indianapolis are talking about the 
wonderful performances of the two big 
eight-wheel passenger locomotives re­
cently placed on the Big Four, says the 
Times of Philadelphia. The engines were 
designed by William Garstang, superin­
tendent of the motive power on the Big 
Four system, and were built especially to 
haul the fast Knickerbocker special. No. 
201 made a phenomenal trip on the run 
from Cleveland to Gallon, a distance of 
80 miles, and an up grade averaging 
seven and a half feet to the mile—in many 
places being much more than that—in 
two hours and two minutes. The train 
consisted of 13 cars, five of which were 
sleepers. The total weight of the train 
and engine was 11,286,000 lbs. There were 
425 passengers on board.

Austin, Tex., Sept 27.—Governor Cul­

berson has Issued a proclamation calling 
a special session of the Legislature for 
Oct 1st, that will pass a law that will 
knock
fight into a cocked hat The Governor 
Issued the proclamation at midnight af­
ter a lengthy consultation with his 
Cabinet, and filves the Associated Press 
correspondent as the reason for hie ac­
tion that in the present condition of the 
law the fight managers are liable to pull 
off the fight while the courts are row­
ing over it; that the Chief Justice of 
the Court of Criminal Appeals ruled 
against the State, now there is a man­
damus case pending in the Supreme 
court that may go entirely on a differ­
ent line, thus causing a conflict between 
the two highest courts in the State. In 
order to avoid possible contention he Is­
sued a call, convening .the Legislature 
for next Tuesday In this city. It Is as 
follows: “ Whereas, a decision of the 
presiding judge of the Court of Crimi­
nal Appeals lately rendered will em­
barrass the execution of the laws of 
this State against prize-fighting, and 
other associated infractions of good or­
der, and the public peace, now Imminent 
and threatened ; and, whereas, there Is 
no certainty of the determination of the 
soundness of the said decision by the 
Court of final resort in time for existing 
emergencies ; and, whereas, it is proper 
in avoidance of every pretext for disre­
garding the laws that all controversy 
respecting them should be removed by 
legislation, and all reasonable pacific 
means resorted to in the first instance to 
enforce them, inasmuch as the present 
Legislature unanimously passed such a 
prohibitory law on the 16th and 24th 
day of April, and they become effective 
on August 11, 1895, as part erf the penal 
code, and should require a session of- a 
very few days at small cost to remove 
e.i.y possible defect to put the law into 
immediate operation, an extraordinary 
occasion has arisen, requiring that the 
Legislature be convoked in special ses­
sion. Now, therefore, I, Charles A. 
Culberson, Governor of the State of Tex­
as, by virtue of the authority vested in 
me by the constitution thereof, hereby 
call a special session of the 24th Legis­
lature to be convened in the City of 
Austin, beginning at noon on Tuesday, 
Oct. 1, 1895, for the following purposes :
1. To denounce prize-fighting and kin­
dred practices, in clear unambiguous 
terms prohibit the same by appropriate 
pains and penalties, putting the law into 
immediate operation, making the neces­
sary provision for Its enforcement, so 
that a proposed exhibition of this char­
acter within this State shall be pre­
vented, the undoubted will of the people 
upen the subject respected, and this af­
front upon the moral sense and en­
lightened progress of Texas be averted.
2. To consider and act upon such other 
matters as may be presented pursuant 
to section 40, article 3, of the Constitu­
tion. In testimony, therefore, I have 
hereunto set my hand, and caused the 
seal of the State to be affixed this 26th 
day of Sept, A. D. 1896. (Signed.) C.
A. Culberson, Governor of Texas."

THE MARKETS.Chicago, Oct. 1.—Many reports of dam­
age and loss of life on the lakes in the 
storms of Saturday and Sunday reached 
here last night. Only one local fatality is 
reported. Captain Andrew Johnson, of 
the schooner John Ra.ber, was drowned 
off Dane Park while endeavoring to reach 
land to secure a tug to save his vessel. 
Leaking like a sieve, the sailors worn 
out with two days’ work at the pumps, 
its rotten sails blown into ribbons, its 
halyards streaming in the wind, the old 
schooner John Raber drove close inshore 
off Dane Park, Indiana, and cast anchor. 
Andrew Johnson, her owner, ordered out 
a small boat manned by three sailors 
and tried to reach shore and secure a 
tug. A mile from shpre the boat was 
tossed by a huge breaker and overturned. 
Johnson failed to reach the boat and last 
night his body lay alone, unattended,. on 
the sands awaiting the coroner's visit to­
day. The three men stuck to the boat 
and succeeded in making the shore. Capt. 
Weede staid by the ship with two sail­
ors and was rescued by South Chicago 
life-savers after midnight, having work­
ed four hours.

The following are additions to the list 
of boats missing or lost: The John Ra­
ber; Geo. W. Naughtin, water logged, 
taken in at St. Joe, part of the deck load 
gone; Lady Franklin, barge, ashore at 
Hammond’s Bay, proba/bly a total loss;

Point, crew supposed to have been lost. 
The tug Boynton from Sault Ste. Marie 
went to the assistance of the schooner 
C. B. Jones, reported missing. Two un­
known boats are ashore at Grand Island, 
Lake Superior. The steamers Matoa and 
Masaba, of the Minnesota line, are 
thought to be ashore at Keewenanaw 
Point, Lake Superior.

Marquette, Mich., Oct. 1.—News has 
just reached here of the loss of the 
schooner Elma on Sunday off Scripture 
Rock with all hands.

San Francisco, Oct. 2.—The defence to 

the Durrant trial has begun an attempt 
to bjUlld up an alibi for the accused from 
April 4th to 12th, inclusive. The purpose 
of the alibi is to Impeach the evidence 
of the pawnbroker, Oppenheim, and W. 
J. Phillips, who testified that some time 
between April 3rd and April 12th Dur­
rant tried to pawn Blanche Lament’s 
riqg at Oppenheim’s store. During the 
course of the testimony, which covered 
Durrant’s movements on April 4th and 
5th, a struggle was precipitated by Dis­
trict-Attorney Barnes, who challenged 
the reliability of the roll, call book at 
Cooper college. The argument ended in 
a victory for the defence so far as the 
question before the court was concerned 
and Judge Murphy sustained the objec­

tion to the question propounded by him­
self to the witness and cut off the discus-

The trial began yesterday with a sen­
sation which was quite as unexpected to 
the prosecution as to the defence. Juror 
Truman informed the court that last 
Thursday during the nbon recçss he waa 
approached by H. J. McCoy, the General 
Secretary of the Young Men’s Christian 
Association, who endeavored to engage 
him in conversation on the subject of 
the trial.

Marvin Curtis, William Cath- 
cart, P. J. Neumann ayd Leonard Ever­
ett, members of the National Guard and 
the Signal Corps, to which Durrant be­
longed, testified that they had taken 
various articles of jewelry to Oppen­
heim’s store and attempted to pawn 
them. They described the manner in 
which they were dressed at the time. 
The descriptions in many instances did 
not correspond with the descriptions giv­
en by Oppenheim when he was asked 
how the men who tried to pawn the arti­
cles were dressed. Each of the four wit­
nesses said that he had subscribed money 
to assist to the defence of Durrant.
