Sub-Inspector Royse then 
swept off the particles with his handkerchief 
on to a sheet of paper and had them conveyed 
out of court, and the trial was resumed.

Skipper’s alley, Dublin, in the latter end of 
1881, should have taught Carey how little de­
pendence he could place upon police protec­
tion when his services were uo longer required.

in Dublin. The representative of the Crown 
in Ireland could not dream of becoming re­
sponsible for such an extravagance. .Bailey 
waa turned adrift. His landlord would not 
let him back to his miserable tenement. His 
employer would not give him another hour’s 
work. He was forced with his family into 
the workhouse. Even there the paupers 
turned against him and rendered bis existence 
so unendurable that he ventured into the 
outer worifLagain with the desperate resolve 
to beg o/ateal as much as would take him 
out of the country. Three days after his 
body was discovered in Skipper’s alley, and 
two bullets in his head told from what 
quarter hia death sentence had come. No 
clue has ever been found to justify an arrrest 
for the crime.

IRISH AFFAIRS.

M r. Parnell will be nnable to visit Amer­
ica, he says, until after the coming general 
elections in Great Britain and Ireland.

The Dublin Invincibles claim that none of 
the informers can escape them, and that their 
death, though it may be deUyed, will be ulti­
mately effected.

Owing to the excitement in Dublin over 
Carey’s death, the special measures of pro­
tection for officiaU connected with the Phoenix 
park case have been resumed.

Mr. Parnell has received a very pressing 
invitation to visit America, but hie colleagues 
do not favour the trip, as they believe he will 
be urgently needed in Ireland.

Upon the arrival of the steamer Path on at 
Melbourne, Kavanagh, Joseph Hanlon, and 
Joseph Smith,- informers in the Phoenix park 
murder trial, were identified and prohibited 
from landing.

At an ovation accorded Michael Davitt in 
county Clare on Snnday, tie said that the 
British Government was now so weak it 
could not protect the life of one of its vilest 
instrumente.

Irish landlords have suggested to Mr. 
Gladstone that a State loan be made for their 
relief .in consequence of the loss of rent and 
depreciation in value of land owing to the 
passage of the Land Act.

It has been decided by the Irish National 
League to call conventions in all counties of 
Ireland to choose a Central Executive Coun­
cil. Agitation will also be resumed for the 
attainment of an Irish Parliament, peasant 
proprietary, etc.

Mr. Parnell, referring to Carey’s murder 
is reported as saying that “ the Irish should 
rejoice that the justice denied by the Govern- 
-ment had at last been accomplished.” The 
statement, however, was subsequently re­
ported to be a hoax. *

James McDermott, the man who made 
himself notorious in Montreal lately by his 
advocacy of Fenianism and dynamite, arrived 
at Liverpool on Monday, and was arrested 
before leaving the steamer on the charge of 
conspiracy to murder a public officer. Cor­
respondence with O’Donovan Rosas and James 
Stephens was found in hie possession.

A Dublin despatch states :—It is reported 
here that the Irish informers were prevented 
from landing at Melbourne, not on account of 
any disposition to thwart their plans or the 
desire to interfere with the wishes of tbe 
British Government, bat because the police 
officials had discovered a plot to murder all 
three of the men, Kavanagh, Smith, and 
Hanlon, and to have allowed them to be put 
ashore would have led certainly to riot, and 
probably to mnrder. The Invincibles here 
•ay, however, that none of the informers can 
ever escape, and that the action of the Aus­
tralian officers will only delay, and in no way 
prevent, their being put to death.

Dynamite la Court.
During the trial of Richard Hod nett at the 

Cork Assizes, on a charge of sending a parcel 
of dynamite to the Lord Lieutenant, it be­
came necessary on the examiuatien of the 
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andin 1876 (eleven years after his treachery) 
it overtook Pierce Nagle. One cold, gray 
autumn morning his corpse was found under' 
a London railway arch, and a huge cheese 
knife driven thro’ the back and penetrating 
tbe heart told that he had not died from 
natural causes.

Warner, the Cork informer, who was the 
first to reveal the existence of the seditious 
spirit in the army, was attacked a year or so 
subsequently in Clontarf. He was severely 
wounded, but .did not die then, and his as­
sailant, who was taken on the «pot, got off

ith twenty years' penal servitude. War­
ner’s wounds hastened his death, and added 
to the agony of bis last moments, Talbot, 
to whom the lifelong imprisonment of Ser­
geant McCarthy and other military Fenians 
was due, escaped for five or six years, but it 
was only a respite, not a reprieve, jle was 
eventually shot through the head in Hard- 
wiokestreet, Dublin, after leaving a brotheL 
He died in terrible pain, which was intensi­
fied by tbe bungling of surgeons who attend­
ed him, and who, in probing for the bullet, 
explored every inch of nis cranium. Another 
military informer named Meats was shot dead 
in a public-house in Bishop street, Dublin, 
before he had ended his appearances as a wit­
ness in the coart-martial. The last informer 
who suffered the death penalty previous to 
Carey was a man named Clarke, who was 
traced all the way from Mayo to Western 
Australia, and shot whilst eqgaged in plough­
ing a field,—Philadelpnia Press.

TEMPERANCE TOPICS.

The Hal ton branch of the Temperance A1 
liance at it meeting endorsed the Scott Act as 
a success in Halton, particularly in the coun­
try oistriots.

Among the noteworthy events of the Rev. 
Charles Garrett’s presidency of the Wesleyan 
Conference is a petition with 590,000 signa­
tures for closing pnblic-houses on Sunday.

A temperance festival was held at Newcas 
tle-on-Tyne during the “ race week,” which 
continued for two, days and was attended by 
200,000 people. The affair was eminently 
successful.

Miss Willard has made a moat successful 
temperance tour in British Columbia. A 
Woman’s Christian Temperance Union was 
formed at Victoria, which promisee to be of 
great service in the Temperance cause.

Switzerland has a prospérons total absti­
nence society. Holland Las organized oue, 
and one in Denmark has a membership of 
8,000. In Belgium a petition with 3,200 
names has been presented to the House of 
Representatives asking for the suppression of 
the liquor traffic.

At a meeting, July 9th, in connection with 
Lord Shaftsbnry’a visit to Manchester, the 
Mayor remarked that for three Saturday 
nights he had been on journeys of exploration 
to the humblest part of Manchester, and on 
Sunday he took Lord Shaftesbury with him. 
His object was to find a drunken man, and he 
had not yet succeeded.

The successful opening of the temperance 
lodge by the Freemasons 'at Manchester has 
given great impetus to the temperance move­
ment among the Freemasons throughout 
England, and particularly in London. The 
Mason# in the city are organizing a great 
temperance lodge, and intend to start branch 
lodges throughout the United Kingdom. The 
great lodge will be erected in time to dedi­
cate in the late autumn. The ceremonies will 
be on a magnificent scale. It is thought by 
the clergy of all denominations that the 
masonic interest in temperance is the greatest 
gain the cause has ever made, and that the 
interest will last and increase.

Vesuvius ia again exhibiting symptoms of 
uneasiness, ana the safety of Torre del 
Greoo ia threatened.

The garrison of the fortress of Badajoz, 
Spain, rose on Friday last and after taking 
possession of arms in the fortress proclaimed 
a Republic. The insurgents were not sup­
ported by the inhabitants, nor by any of the 
other provinces, and at last accounts were 
marching towards the Portuguese frontier, 
where they will be disarmed and interned. 
Order has been restored at Badajoz.

There were thirteen deaths from cholera 
among the British troope in Egypt on Sun­
day. There hat been great improvement 
among the troops and the people tbe last 
12 hoars. Only thirty deaths occurred in 
Cairo daring that period. There were nine 
deaths at Alexandria on Sunday, all near the 
Mahmondieb canal, the tilth in which is being 
moved by the overflow of the Nile. When 
all the filth is removed it is expected health 
will improve.

The Jewish residents of Ekaterinoslav, 
Russia, were attacked by a mob on the 2nd 
mat. The soldiery had to disperse the rioters, 
ten of whom were killed and 13 wounded. 
The trouble waa caused by a Jew insulting a 
peasant woman. The Town Council of Eka 
terinoslav give the Jews 5,000 roubles ai 
compensation for their losses, and provided 
shelter for those rendered homeless.

A family living near Blois owned for several 
generations an authentic bust of Henry IV. 
made during hia life by the sculptor Tremb­
lay. It was treasured as a great heirloom in 
the family. It was stolen in May, 1882, and 
was subsequently found in the bands of a 
dealer, who was the last of several purchaser*, 
the bust having ; been used to “ raise the 
wind” by a juvenile scipegrace of the family. 
The court is now racking its brain to deter­
mine whether the butt belongs to the owner 
or to the last merchant, who bought it for 
12,000 francs in good faith.

The German army ia at the present time 
distributed over 304 garrisons, thirty-nine of 
which have an effective of over 2,000 men. 
Berlin, with 17,813, and Metz with 14,441, 
are the only two towns which have garrisons 
of over 10,000. The garrison of Strasbnrg 
numbers 8,968, that of Mayence 7,712, that 
of Cologne 7,655, that of Çoblentz 6.353, that 
of Konigsberg 6,385, and that of Magdeberg 
6,068. The garrison of Potsdam (6,680) and 
Spandan (4,339) are so close to Berlin that 
28,732 troops could be concentrated upon the 
capital at a few hours’ notice.

While cutting a new gallery in a coal mine 
at Pas-de-Calais, France, the workmen came 
upon the fossil remains of five persons in a 
cavern, with weapons and bones of beastaand 
fishes. There was a man eeaee feet in height 
A second cave was found pontaining the re­
mains of 11 human beings and several animals, 
as well aa some precious stones. A careful 
investigation will be made by men of science 
frem Lyons, Lille, and Paris, to ascertain the 
period to which these, remains belong. A third 
subterranean chamber waa discovered, but has 
not been explored, owing to the pretence of 
poisonous gasses.

The island of Ischia, the 
terrible disaster, is in the ‘ 
quake region and haa ‘ 
recent times. Only two 
of lives were lost there 
which was of the 
trophy, being a 
earthquake.

The French 
are nnable to advance on account of the 
smallness of tiieii force.

Tbe London News asserts that the deaths 
from cholera in Egyot so far have been 
16,000. It says the disease is less viraient 
now, and of ten men attacked among the 
British troops, on an average six survive.

The demand for ivory is increasing every 
year, and with its enhanced value in the mar­
ket the pursuit and distraction of the ele­
phant becomes more ruthless each season. 
Africa is the favourite hunting ground, but 
the littoral forests ot the West Coast have long 
since ceased to yield ivory, and the huge 
animal has to be searched for in the interior 
but with the destruction that is going on the 
elephant will scon be as much a thing of the 
past as the ichthyosaurus or the dodo,

Disastrous Storm.
Geekfwood, Aug. 6.—A terrible bail 

rain, and wind storm visited this place on 
Thursday, the 2nd ins», causing fearful de­
struction all along ite coarse. It appeared to 
travel in an easterly direction, almost 
through the centre of Pickering township. 
It covered an area of about two miles in 
width, completely destroying the once beau­
tiful- crops of all linda, leaving the field* 
in a deplorable state, and breaking nearly all 
the glass in the north side of all the resi­
dences along its coarse. It would be very 
hard to estimate the damage it has done, but 
many of onr beat farmers have turned their 
cattle into many fields ol gram, betienng'that 
it n,ever would be worth cutting. The pros­
pecta previous to the storm were as good as 
could be wished for. There wae a lot of 
fall wheat and barley out which did not Buffer 
much. It also destroyed all prospects of 
fruit, completely stripping the trees. It only 

, lasted from three to four minute» It can 
scarcely be called a hail storm, as it was more 
of an ice storm. The hailstones or pieees of 
tee were of a peculiar shape and very large. 
A person going over the tract of country 
visited by the storm would certainly feel 
sorry for all the farmers all along ths route, 
and more particularly for the poor tenante 
who have their rents to pay, * they hay# in 
this township. Miny of them have visited 
their landlords, and in some instanoce the 
whole year’s rent has been forgiven, while 
other landlords say the rent ia dus at a oer- 
toin date, and most be, paid under any cir­
cumstances.

_ Antigoxish.'N.S., Aug. L—A most hor­
rible and oeld blooded murder occurred at 
Tracadie yesterday.

Yesterday a son of Bowie, aged 15, attacked 
him with a gun and mortally wounded him. 
Young Bowie, during the past few weeks, 
has been threatening to shoot McDonald, and 
carried out his d*igns yesterday. Deputy 
Sheriff Smith left last evening to arrest him.

An inque&t was held at Tracadie last even­
ing on the body of Randall McDonald, when 
the jury returned a verdict of “ wilful mur­
der ” against James Bowie, and a warrant waa 
issued for hie arr*t. The medical evidence 
shows the shot to have taken effect above the 
hip, causing a mortal wound.

It appears that Bowie had repeatedly 
threatened McDonald with shooting if he 
should cut hay off the land in dispute, ao 
mnch so that McDonald had recourse to legal 
protection, and a constable waa on the spot 
with a warrant for the apprehension of 
Bowie. Unfortunately he waa not near 
enough to prevent the murder. Poor Mc­

Indeed 
one of the Mowat constables went so far as 
to say that Mr. Norquay saw the minute he 
got off the train that the feeling of the town 
was so high against him that he dare not open 
his month, adding that if he did he (Norquay) 
would be lynched. During the day the 
Manitoba gaol was repaired and made ready 
to receive prisoners.

The. Manitoba authorities had too much re­
spect for the feelings of the citizens to pre­
cipitate any disturbance, and so long as the 
guilty parties were being ferreted out and 
shadowed the interests of law and order were 
best served by a deliberate coarse. Sgi 
passed over quietly, but shout four 0V' 
on Monday morning, Albert Mulligj

Futile Attempts to obtain a Written Par­
don nnd a Money Reward.

London, Ang. 2.—The Government, it is 
stated, had great difficulty in getting rid of 
Carey. He gave them much trouble in re­
spect of hie demand for a written pardon, 
and his persistent claim to a money re­
ward for his services as informer. Carey also 
claimed that he should have protection 
whether he left the country or remained in 

None of these demands were complied 
with, ft was decided not to give him a 
written pardon, and Lord Spencer was equal­
ly firm in refusing to recognize bis claim to 
any portion of the reward, and the result was 
that be went to » foreign shore with some 
means of his own, bat without having re­
ceived any public money. Some weeks ago the 
preliminary steps were taken of separating 
ihe brothers Carey in jail, and by stopping 
all visits to them, conveying the impression 
that they had left the country, or all 
events bad been removed from Kilmainham 
gaol. An officer in the Dublin detective ser­
vice went to the prison after all the officers 
except the Governor and Deputy Governor 
hsd left at night and produced an order for 
the delivery to him of James Carey. Carey 
and the detective officer took their place in 

cab which was in waiting for them, and 
drove into the city. Carey was then com­
pelled to submit to the terms offered him, 
which were that he should leave the country 
and go abroad, his passage being paid 
to his destination. Carey demurred strongly 
to these terms, but he was given the alterna­
tive of accepting them or being left uu- 
irotected in the streets of Dublin. Thus 
riven to bay, he chose the first-mentioned 

alternative. He was conveyed the same 
night to Kingstown in the cqb in which he 
had been brought from Kilmainham. He, 
slept on board the steamer, and, accompanied 
by a detective, crossed to Holyhead and 
thence to London, whither bit family had 
been already removed in detachments, along 
with other informers and their families, 
notably Robert Barrel. The detective who 
accompanied Carey on board tbe steamer 
which was to convey him to bis destination, 
and who handed him his passage warrant en­
closed in a sealed envelope, was not aware 
of Carey’s destination. That destination was 
Port Elizabeth.

On hearing this decision he started with 
amazement, and inquired what tbe Govern­
ment intended to do with him. What, he 
asked, was to oe his reward? What provi­
sion had been made for bis protection ? He 
was struck dumb with astonishment when in­
formed he would receive no reward, neither 
would protection be extended to him, and he 
could now take his choice—either to go to the 
colony for which his passage bad been paid, 
or the door was open to him to walk out a 
free man among the citizens. Being assured 
that it was tbe decision of the authorities 
his fury seemed to consume him, and 
when the question was put whether he would 
take hia liberty or bis passage to' ■ another 
clime be got overcome with fear at the pro­
spect of being turned ont into tbe streets. 
Finally the news was imparted to him that 
his wife and seven children were already 
aboard ship, ready to sail, and unless he 
pbeae'to juin them, their passage hav: 
paid,-Be weald, have but little chance of 
martiaUfitbein for a very considerable time. 
The last blow overwhelmed him. He'hàff no 
friends to go to, no home to shelter him, so 
he sulkily bowed to the inevitable and con­
sented to depart.

James Carey was a bricklayer in Dublin, 
and a member of tbe Town Council, - Some 
months after the assassination of Lord Cav­
endish and Mr. Burke tbe police arrested 
him and many others. Eventually Carey 
and seven others were arraigned on a charge 
of murder. After parleying for some time 
with the authorities he confessed that he was 
not only present at the assassination, but that 
he was pne of the master spirits of the con­
spiracy. He had belonged to the Fenian 
Brotherhood since 1862, and became an Irish 
Invincible in 1881. He arranged plans for 
the murder of Secretary Forster, but 
they fell through. Finally it was de­
cided to kill Mr. Burke, and Carey 
took a party of seven, consisting of 
Cnrley, Joseph Hanlon, Fagan, Brady, Kelly, 
McCaffrey and Patrick Delaney, to to Phoenix 

ark. The murders were committed by 
irady and Cnrley, Carey taking no actual 

part in the stabbing, but aiding and abetting. 
Carey gave evidence against the seven prison­
ers, five of whom were afterward hanged. 
Mrs. Carey was boycotted and Carey’s house 
was set on on fire, presumably by Invincibles.

He belonged to the Hertfordshire family of 
Feilde, and was born at Plymouth on the 31st 
January, 1797. He entered tbe army as en­
sign in -.the 4th Regiment, King’s Own, in 
1813, being then only sixteen years of age. 
He was at once sent on active service, and 

■ joined, the army, when the Duke of Welling­
ton was driving the French under Marshal 
Soult oat of the peninsula, at a time when 
engagements between the opposing armies 
were frequent Captain Fei\de was soon 
called upon to take part in several important 
battles, and was honoured for bis services 
with a medal with two clasps, on one of which 
is inscribed “Nive,” and on the other 
“ Nivelle. ” When the war was brought to » 
close for a time with the battle of Toulouse 
be was sent with his regiment to America, 
and was at tbe capture of Washington and 
at the battle of New Orleans, where so many 
brave British soldiers fell before the enemy's 
defences, and among them his own brother. 
On the ever-memorable 18th June, 1815. he 
fought under Wellington at the battle of 
Waterloo, for which he received a medal. At 
this time he was but eighteen years of age, 
and had been only two years in the army. 
But during these two years he hsd been in 
constant active service at one of the most im- 

,ot periods of our national history. In 
823 he retired from the army in disgust at 

seeing younger men, without experience, ap­
pointed above him under the old pernicious 
system of purchase. From this time till 1836 
he resided at St, Germain, in France. In the 
latter year hé emigrated with bis family to 
Canada, and purchased a farm at Waterdown, 
near Hamilton, where he lived till'tbe day of 
hit death. Captain Feilde was one who 
would attract attention even in a crowd by 
bis tall and erect form and fine soldierly 
besrififc ; He was well Jread, sod hia opin- 
ions always carried weight with them. He 
was a faithful and consistent member of the 
Church of England, and highly respected by 

,11 who knew him for hia strict integrity and. 
honourable principles.

LEGENDS OF THE ST. LAWRENCE.

Rival Indians at Massacre Island—An 
Avenging Squaw.

There are many places in the vicinity of 
Bic which are of considerable historical in­
terest. Ju-t outside the bay, says a corres-1 
pondent of the Kingston Newt, lies a large 
island, bearing the suggestive name of 
Massacre Island. • On the south-east side of 
this island is a lofty cliff, in the face of which 
one can see the month of the large cave, ac- 
ceseib.e only with considerable difficulty, 
even at high tide. This cave has a history of 
its own, which was related to me by a friend 
resident here, and the truth of which is 
vouched for. It is as follows :—In the year 
1533, about a year before the first arrival of 
the famous discoverer Jacques Cartier, a 
large band of Mountaineer Indians, with 
their old men, squaws, and papooses, started 
from tbe vicinity of Rimouskion their annual 
summer hunting expedition. All went well 
until they reached Bic, where they were 
alarmed by the intelligence brought in by 
the scents, that the Iroquois, their deadly 
enemies, were dose at hand in over­
whelming numbers. (Immediate action 
was necessary, so the old men, squaws.

Kpooses and other-imp ediments were harried 
ck to Rimoaskg while the warriors, wisely 

considering dweretion the better part of 
valour, looked about for a place of conceal­
ment, honiag that either they would be passed 
by unobserved by the enemy, or that a chance 
would be given for a night attack. The cave 
on Massacre Island was chosen, and here the 
brakes secreted themselves, blocking np the 
entrance with large stones. Immediately 
afterwards the Iroquois arrived on the island, 
and though they had been apprised of the 
vicinity of the Mountaineers they could not 
find their place of concealment, However, 
they resolved to make the island their head­
quarters for a few days, while scouts were 
pent ont to try and discover the whereabouts 
of- tbe. enemy. Things remained at a stand
still until the third day, when early in the 
morning an old

taking a walk along the beach at low tide, 
happened to gaze upward across the face 
of the cliff, and saw the warm breath of the 
Mountaineers issuing from the month of the 
cave.

It may be briefly 
stated as follows :—Some few years after the 
tragedy on Massacre Island, a band of Iroquois 
were in pursuit of a number of Mountaineers, 
who led them into the forest bordering the 
shores ef the Msdawaska river.

Said a physician yesterday, who looked cool

thin coverlet over them, eat cold dinners, 
and rub their faces with their pocket-hand­
kerchiefs every few moments, that they will 
be cool, or at least as comfortable as the 
weather will permit.

A cold drink makes one feel exceeding­
ly comfortable for a tew moment*, and 
then the individual will feel warmer 
than ever and perspire more profusely. 
“ The best way to keep cool is as follows : 
—Do not drink any ice-water ; take only one 
glass of soda or lemonade a day ; eat a warm 
dinner, but do not eat quite as much as yon 
want ; take hot coffee or tea for breakfast, 
jntt as you do in winter ; sleep with a very 
light gauze blanket over you at night, and 
take a sponge-bath in tepid sa t water before 
retiring.

The town i* incorpo­
rated under Manitoba law ; is connected 
by tail with Winnipeg ; has most of its 
dealings with that city ; and has grown 
under the stimulus of Manitoba prosper­
ity. Mr. Mackenzie evidently intended 
that Rat Portage should be ruled under 
Winnipeg authority. And Mr. Mowat's 
action has simply been a disturbing move­
ment. out of which no good will arise even 
for Mr. Mowat.

It is obvious also that the ehaMetgt Mlf 
the wen. retained by Mr. Mowat 
foree his authority is discreditable 
Government, We have made it 
olear that the character of his license in­
spectors is despicable. It has been prOvèd 
that his election agents were no better than 
buccaneers, and in one case the chief 
Speaker for one of his candidates was more 
sensible when drunk than when sober. It 
is not unnatural that the ruffianly element 
should be strong in enforcing a lawless 
policy on an unwilling people for a partisan 
nurpose.

confirmation by Imperial legislation. 
That was the Liberal-Conservative posi­
tion in 1872 and ten years afterwards.

WHERE THE RESPONSIBILITY 
RESTE

The Local Government is wildly endea­
vouring to escape from the falling timbers 
of its own disastrous policy. The attempt 
is perfectly natural Self-preservation is 
an instinct common -to all live creatures. 
But the natural laws are pitiless ; and 
falling timbers do not spare those who 
have recklessly pulled them down. If 
they have been criminally pulled down 
with the intention of killing someone else, 
public sympathy for the actual victim is 
simply killed at the same time.

We have stated the case of Mr. Mowat 
exactly. For the purpose of securing, by 
fair means or foul, thé votes of the people 
of Bat Portage for Mr. Mowat’s candi­
date, the territory wa* entered and seized 
upon, and proceedings taken, that have in­
evitably ended in riot Everything was 
going on as smoothly as usual till Mr. 
Mowat’s officials began to take action. 
Then a storm arose. •

The proceedings taken by Mr. Mowat’s 
Government were contrary to law. He 
had no legal right to take possession of the 
“disputed territory t” if he had the right 
to do so there could not have been a 
“ dispute” at all He was well aware that 
he could not give a title, nor collect a 
dollar, in that territory. He was weil 
aware that the announcement he made of 
his determination to rulp the country 
Would be resisted.

The proceedings taken by Mr. Mowat’s 
Government, were contrary to all his own 
and his party’s previous policy. In 1876 
Mr. Mackenzie and Mr. Blake bad 
agreed that the laws of Ontario could not 
be enforced in the disputed territory. Mr. 
Mowat had never dated to put these laws 
in force there. He had refused to incor­
porate Rat Portage on the ground of his 
doubtful authority. He had declared 
that there wps “ no law” in tho disputed 
territory. And it was only as a" last 
desperate trick to Win a losing game that 
the tefritofy was seized at last vi et armis.

The proceedings taken by Mr. Mowat 
were contrary to good policy. He knew 
that these proceedings would be resisted. 
He knew that the timber-gutters would 
resist having their property seized when 
they had been working under license from 
the Dominion Government He knew 
that many of the people would object to 
be “ treated as squattera ” and made 
subject to the merciless malignity of men 
who are now so openly trafficking for votes. 
Therefore his proceedings were obviously 
calculated to excite disturbance.

The mode in which the authority of Mr.

Was it not all directly provoca­
tive of disturbance ? Whatever steps Mr. 
Norquat has taken were taken in self- 
defence. Rat Portage was incorporated 
under Manitoba laws—Mr. Mowat had re­
fused to incorporate it The Rat Portage 
gaol was broken open, and prisoners were 
released. What was Mr. Norquat to do! 
Had he no rights that Boston O’Brien and 
Pats* Roach and T. B. Pardee were 
bound to respect Î He was deliberately 
forced by the Mowat Government into an 
attitude of defensive hostility. And his 
conduct and proceedings have been moder­
ate, dignified, and defensible. The con­
duct of Mr. Mowat’s Government has 
been, on the other hand, as we have very 
fully proved, illegal, immoral, and delib­
erately provocative of disorder. We will 
trust the intelligence of the people and of 
the Legislature to condemn it.

tered and smashed and laughed at and 
left behind in the ditch after two general' 
elections, and compelled to be led by Mr. 
Blake and defended by the Grit organ in 
Toronto. The state of mind of the organs 
is very obviously distressing.

But there is really nothing to wonder 
at. Sir John Macdonald’s Government 
is in power because it deserves to be in 
power. When Opie, the painter, was 
asked what he mixed his colours with, he 
said, “ With brains, sir ” 1 Sir John 
Macdonald has made his policy with 
brains, and has carried it out with brains, 
and the common sense of the people has 
responded to his sensible statesmanship. 
Sir John Macdonald is a Man of Business 
in politics. If he were not a great lawyer 
and statesman he would be in all proba­
bility the leading business man in Canada. 
The people know this. His opponents are 
men of impracticable habita and policy. 
The only thing which detracts from the 
brilliancy of Sir John Macdonald's pre­
sent position is that his opponents are so 
feeble. We are sometimes conscious of 
affronting the intelligence of our readers 
by wasting our space in the needless busi­
ness of criticising them at all

PUBLIC CREAMERIES.
Last session the Ontario Legislature, for 

the purpose of encouraging butter-making 
and securing improvements in the systems 
now followed by the butter-makers, passed 
an Act providing for the establishment of 
public creameries. The Opposition loyally 
assisted the passage of the measure, but it 
strenuously opposed an amendment intro­
duced by the Government, »t the instiga­
tion of interested parties, authorizing the 
appointment of what was termed a con­
sulting board to select sites for the cream­
eries and to manage the establishments 
when built It was veiy properly argued 
that institutions supported by public 
money should be erected and managed by 
responsible Ministers. The Government, 
however, would listen' to no such argu­
ment, and it pressed its amendment under 
which the creameries are to be controlled 
by irresponsible individuals.

The Consulting or Advisory Board was 
organized, as a correspondent whoso letter 
recently appeared in The Mail states, on 
March 22nd, more than four months ago ; 
hut up to the present moment not one 
further step has been taken in the direc­
tion of establishing the creameries. Why 
is this 1 With ordinary business speed the 
Creameries could by this time have been 
established, and have been in working 
order. Is Mr. Ballantyne, M P. p. 
who seems to be the controller of the Ad­
visory Board, interested in delaying the 
erection of the creameries ? His conduct 
for which Mr. Young, the new Minister 
of Agriculture, is partly responsible, 
would seem to indicate that such is thq 
case. Before Mr. Ballantyne had the 
power to delay matters, the Government 
bad in its possession complete plans 
Of the creameries, which were pre­
pared with much care, and were declared 
by the best buttermen in the United 
States to be of the latest and best design. 
AU that was necessary for the Advisory 
Board to do was to select the sites for the 
three creameries and to proceed at once on 
the lines laid down bfr the plans, adopt­
ing, as time went on, new discoveries 
which might be made in the art. of butter­
making. But it did not suit Mr. Ballan­
tyne to act promptly. So he went to 
England on private business, and after­
wards proceeded on a tour through the 
States examining creameries with some 
other gentlemen, who are not practical 
buttermen, and speculating in pork. As a 
result of this delay the intention of the 
Legislature—which was that the creameries 
should be established at once—is thwarted 
and a whole season is sacrificed.

The tow to Ontario In consequence of

this shameful and unnecessary delay It 
great It was stated on the floor of the 
Legislature when the biU was under dis­
cussion that the province actually lost by 
the inability of the farmers to become 
acquainted practically with the best butter- 
making methods three million and a half 
of dollars a year. This was calculated on 
the basis of a production of fifty millions 
of pounds per annum. But the produc­
tion this year will reach sixty millions of 
pounds, so tfcat the lose, on the same 
catenation, v|iU reach $4 200,000. Had 
the creameries been established and the 
superior methods introduced the loss 
would have been obviated at least one 
seaeon earlier than will be the case under 
present circtmhrtsnces. That, in spite of 
the statute, this, loss Should be continued 
is to be regretted. But it is owing, in the 
first place, to the handing of the control 
of the proposéet creameries over to an 
irresponsible Aboard, and, in the second 
place, to the jettes of Mr. Ballantyne, 
who evidently does not want the butter­
making business to prosper.

WHAT C4JU8BD THE CHANGE!
On the lOthiof’July last the Grit organ

“ diction. Such a settlement would have 
“ the great merit of costing nothing, while 
“ it would be speedy and effective. Why 
“ can it not be adopted ?”

On the 10th of July the Grit Local Gov­
ernment, through their organ, say that the 
acceptance, by the Dominion Parliament, 
of the award is all that is wanted.

On the 14th, just four days after, the 
organ was instructed to announce that the 
Local Government had seized the territory.

The change of policy was sudden, what 
caused it?—what justified it ? We shall 
allow the public to ponder the matter over, 
pending a reply from the organ.

SCIENCE AND FAITH.

It is not surprising that the attitude of 
seme scientific pen should have excited 
an impatience which is not without reason. 
Physical studies, like other absorbing 
pursuits, are apt to assume larger propor­
tions than they are entitled to claim. The 
world has passed through many a craze, 
ineluding not a few materialistic ones. 
Happily» experience has always acted as a 
physician, and bur race emerges from the 
laboratory or t&e tombs clothed, and in a 
rational frame of mind. Materialism 
exists in subtler forint than it did, for ex­
ample, in tfie eighteenth century ; yet is 
as clamorous andr full of pretence as of 

if tfhdgNtook to solve, 
ia.no newer solution at its hands, 

ere be neltee in its lack of discretion, 
there is at least some accession to its in­
fallibility. i „

Anyone whom chance has tod to peruse 
deistic works of à hundred years since will 
recognise the marked difference between 
them and the blatant scientism of to-day. 
They were at lupet -logical, and never pre­
tended to meddle with the uncertain or 
the unknown—that is, what were both to 
physical observation. It was the preva­
lent theory then to ignore; to-day, the at­
tempt is made to explore. With the old 
sceptics it Was sufficient to proclaim that 
soul and spirituality were imperceptible by 
the microscope. Nowadays, it is sought 

-to-disprove their existence by spectrum 
analysis. Both plans are futile ; the old 
one admittedly so, the latter demonstrably 
false on its own showing.

Nevertheless we are not disposed to 
«peak angrily, as the London Spectator 
does, of “ thé arrogance of science.” 
Human knowledge, it appears to us, is apt 

pass through exulting crises, during
which men devoted to research are apt to 
fancy that they have fathomed the depths 
of existence and mastered the secrecy of 
being. There is little novelty in the con­
ceit to the student of history. The world 
has passed through similar experiences be­
fore, and the brains at present so busy in 
fabricating materialistic theories are not 
more highly organized than those now 
desiccated in their bony caskets, crumbling 
together with the clods of the valley. The 
research into the hidden mysteries of 
nature it attempted in vain from the 
physical side. Pursue it as earnestly aa 
you may, the eul de sac must terminate 
the hunt at its extremity.

Our physicists have undertaken a task 
for which neither their bodily senses nor 
their scientific appliances can serve them. 
They are entitled to all gratitude (or their 
material labours, but into tho world of 
mind and spirit they have advanced no 
step. There the expert’s tools avail him 
nothing. He may deny what his micro­
scope oannot discover, or hie telescope 
descry, but it t exists notwithstanding. 
The facts of faith gome not. by external 
observation—“ they are within you. ” It 
is by introspection^ not by physical re­
search, that spiritual truth is to be discov­
ered. In the soul Of man, not in hie sur­
roundings, is to be fbund the secret of his 
being, his destiny, bts responsibility.

Those who ignore the testimony of con­
sciousness and linjit their investigations to 
nerve and muscular tissue cannot hope to 
reach the great problem. It is protoplasm 
that mankind need be anxious about—not 
their origin, but their destiny. Compared 
with the ethical, aspect of human life, all 
the discoveries of science—all the theories 
based upon theori—dwindle into idle in­
significance. If Science can tell Us no­
thing concerning tihat most concerns us it 
should conjecture nothing. What it knows 
as fact it has a right tp propound ; what it 
has no facts oh Which to rest should be left 
untouched. Its “ cosmic instincts,” de­
luding mankind into the belief that the 
soul is immortal, are aa inane aa the stu­
pidities of judicial astrology. We live 
st an era of theory ; still it becomes us to 
remember that if science, of the physical 
type, mean anything to the purpose it 
must repose on tact.

Much is-eaid nowadays about inductive 
science ; let us ask whither it has gone 
since the days of Bacon and Newton? 
The scientific atmosphere is charged with 
hypothesis no less than with faot. One 
grain of the latter seems to fertilize an 
acre çf theory. We have got to guess to-day 
rather than to know. Hence thepufflng-up 
characteristic of our contemporary science. 
It has laid the age under great obligations, 
and, for that reason, its presumptions 
may be condoned. Yet it is not sufficient 
for all things, end when it undertakes to 
develop a philosophy founded on sense and 
ending nowhere, humanity is called upon 
to protest. To mankind the fannies of 
Physioftl science Eté of no value, whatever

ite facte may be. Where demonstrable 
experience' ends, its mission terminates ; 
theories have been invented and exploded 
all through the centuries, and it seems an 
anachronism to-day to hear of new-fangled 
hypotheses of the universe, not one of 
whioh can boast a more tangible founds- 
taon than hundreds more propounded from 
Pythagoras until now. As a matter off 
fact our modem philosophers grope back 
through Lucretius to the old physicists, 
lost except by name in the mists df anti­
quity.

Faith is in no permanent peril from 
science. Its modern exponents hare U6- 
tered sophiems enough to keep elive a 
desultory and fleeting band ef agnostics, 
who do not know because it is their inter­
est to be ignorant Sciolism is the fashion 
with the creedless ; they know nothing of 
any subject thoroughly, but have a smat­
tering of most things. The “ little leam- 
‘ ing ” which Pope pronounces to be a 

dangerous thing is theirs, diluted. It 
Would be unjust and ungenerous tossy 
that every agnostic is of this typo. Doubt­
less many are conscientious in their 
chaotic no-faith. Yet, after all, it must be 
a dreary one in the moments when the 
pressure of life and the awful presence of 
death try the heart of the unbeliever. 
Where there is no faith there can be no 
confidence That which points above and 
looks within are wanting. There is no­
thing to regard but the world, which, with 
the faahjonj)fjt^ fades ^before^^the falling
ing of the soul, science is impotent} faith, 
supreme and triumphant

EDITORIAL NOTES.

Prevention is better than cure, and England 
is taking every precaution against ohojera, 
should it reach her coast from Egypt, and 
the sanitary measures she is enforcing are 
worthy of consideration in Canada, where the 
contingency of the introduction of the epi­
demic is not so remote as to call for no efforts. 
Dr. Buchanan, who has issued a valuable cir­
cular, points out that cholera is not capable 
of causing muoh Injury in places properly 
drained, and where there ie a plentiful sup­
ply of wholesome water. In one word, clean­
liness it the true prophylactic. Cleanliness 
of person, strict attention to drains and clo­
sets, end dust bins. Well kept sewers, and 
water uncon laminated by disease germs, mean 
almost absolute safety from an epidemic that 
is slaying its thousands in the filthy quarters 
of Egyptian cities.

The fatalism of the Egyptian mind operates 
to prevent the British authorities from being 
successful in putting down the cholera. Tho 
English papers contain «cores of instances 
of gross neglect and obdurate indifférence. 
Possibly the gross neglect and obdurate in­
difference of property-owners on this conti­
nent is just as great, if only an outbreak 
should occur to test them. There is nothing 
people ere so fond of talking of as of medi­
cines and disease, and nothing so easily cap- 
tores them es en epidemic. One thing that 
operates to prevent the better cleaning of 
premises is the difficulty of getting it done. 
As a rule, se /en out of ten people -do not 
know where to go to look tor a man to do it. 
If some means could be adopted whereby ap-

Slicatione could be made to a central office or 
epartment, and the necessary labour sup­

plied from there, to be paid tor when done, a 
good deal of benefit would result from it.

The result ef the assumption by the English 
Government of the télégraphié system of 
Great Britain was first an increase in tele­
graphic facilities and afterwards a redaction 
in the rates. Immediately that the reduction 
was made it was claimed that the system 
would not pay. But the fallowing statement 
of the expenditure and receipts of the Eng­
lish postal-ti legraph service, which includes 
interest ou the money expended in purchas­
ing the lines, shows that the cheapening of 
communication had a good effect, not only upon 
the public, but upon the finance* of the ser­

PRINCE GEORGE IN CANADA
Herniaiaceneee liMhe^Tlatis of Other

From the Ha ifax Herald.
The first prince of the royal b.pod of Eng­

land to visit NovaScotis was Prince William 
Henry, afterward William IV., whe arrived 
ip Halifax on the *tb October, 1786. The 
historian Murdoch records that “he landed 
on the king’s slip where the people thronged 
joyfully to tee him. Be was welcomed by 
the general commanding apd the lieutenant- 
governor. At Government bouse he received 
the congratulations of the officers of the gar­
rison and the principal inhabitants nf the 
town. Having expressed the desire that all 
military forms and etiquette, with respect to 
bis princely dignity, should he laid aside and 
himself considered merely as a x naval com­
mander, general orders were accordingly 
given to the garrison to that purport.” But 
it was found impossible to stop the general 
tide of joy which it alleged to have 
“ pervaded the ranks of the people,” 
»nd in the evening every house was Illu­
minated nnd the streets were thronged with 
people full of cheerfulness and satisfac­
tion. On the 23th of October the prince 
sailed for the West Indies. A year later he 
returned to Halifax, and was again loyally 
and enthusiastically received. In the even­
ing he gave a ball, and the town was illumin­
ated. A few days later he reviewed the 
troops and accepted en address from the 
people. When the prince returned from a 
cru se to Quebec in the November following, 
he received an address from both the aseem- 
b\y nod the council, and was also honoured 
with s dinner and ball. The 
cret the people *8,800. It Was a 
suocess. The day was very fine. Ae the 
prince left the flagship he was honoured with 
a salute of twenty-one gups from each war­
ship in the harbour. The troops formed 
gnards of honour. At Spun, the prince, at­
tended by the officers and dignitaries, went 
from Government house to the Golden Ball 
tavern, at the south-west corner of Hollis and 
Backville streets, where a very handsome 
dinner was provided. In the evening the 
ball and sonper were given at Mr. Msrchin- 
son s new building on Water street, at the 
foot of Bell’s lane. This was the British 
Ooflee house, afterwards kept by Nathaniel 
Chandler.

PRINCE EDWARD.
On Saturday, the 10th of May, 1794, 

Prince Edward arrived at Halifax lu H. M. 
frigate Blanche, eleven days from St. Kitts. 
Hie Royal Highness landed under » royal 
sainte from the Blanche, and from the 
citadel. On Monday a royal salute was fired 
from the parade, which was aiswered by 
batteries of the garrison. On Wednesday 
evening the town was illuminated. The 
same day there had been a crowded levee at 
the Government house, when addressee were 
presented to the prince. On Saturday,*the 
21th, Prinoe Edward reviewed the troops 
stationed here. On Monday the bishop pre­
sented him with an address on behalf ef him­
self and his clergy. On the 14th of June the 
prince started on a journey through the 
province. The Zebra, sloop of war, at­
tended him at Annapolis, and conveyed him 
over the bay. He arrived at Fiederioton on 
the 21st of June ; visited St. 
John and Digby, among other places, 
and returned to Halifax on Satur­
day, the 28th. Oa Sunday, November 2nd, 
the prince’s birthday, there was a salute fired 
from the citadel and a levee at Government 
bouse. On Monday evening a ball and sup­
per was given there to the army, navy, and 
inhabitants. On St. George’s day, April 
23rd, a dinner was given by the society, at 
which the prince was pfreest. On August 
8th, 1798, Prince Edward was riding in 
Halifax, and as he was trotting fast over » 
little wooden bridge his horse broke through 
a defective plank and instantly fell, coming

* "* ’** f&thoqgfcjm suffered much he eontiuaef to 
perform nis military duties. Meanwhile hi-, 
toward symptoms resulted, sad ho was ad­
vised to go to Koglaid re soon as possible.
On the lath October the Hen tenant-governor 
and council presented an address to the prince 
lamenting his accident and departure. On 
Sunday morning, October 21st, he embarked 
in H. M. 8. Topaz, and on the 23rd sailed for 
England, n royal salute being fired as the 
shin passed the forts.

On Sept. 6th, 1794, the frigate Aretbnsa 
arrived in port, having on board prince Ed­
ward, the Duke of Kent, As she came op 
the harbour royal salute* were fired from the 
batteries and ships of war. The prinoe left 
the Aretbnsa in a barge, followed by the 
barges of the men-of-war in port saluted by 
each ship as he pawed. On landing he was 
received by the Governor end Council, the 
General, and others. At Government house 
he was met and congratulated by the officers 
of the army and navy and chief inhabitants, 
and the bells of the churohea were rung for 
jov at hu coming. On the 19th September 
addresses were presented to the Duke of 
Kent from the Lieutenant-Governor and 
Council and from the magistrates, clergy, 
and grand jury of Halifax. On Sunday, 
October 3rd, the Prince embarked in H.M.S. 
Assistance, and sailed for England the follow­
ing day.

KING LOUIS PHILLIFPK.
On the 30th of October, 1799, the Duke of 

Orleans 44 arrived here, with hit two 
brothers, the Duke Montpeneler, and Count 
Besujolie, in H. M. S. Porcupine, from 
New Providence, where they had been wait­
ing for a passage to England, but none pro
seating, they proceeded hither, end being 
still disappointed, they proceeded to New 
York in a merchant ship to procure a passage 
from thence. They do not ostensibly assume 
theif rank. They brought $10,U00 with 
them. In all their deportment here they 
have been entirely discreet. As these pri­
soners are of such high connection I thought 
it would not be unacceptable to you to be 
informed of tbeir progress through this 
place. So wrote Sir John Wentworth to 
Robert Liston, the British ambassador to the 
United State*. This was the brines who 
afterwards governed France as King Louis 
Phillippe. It is laid that while here he 
lodged with a Frenchwoman named Mrs. 
Meagher, and attended service at the small 
Roman Catholic chapel (then) on Pleasant 
street, nnd sat In the seat of Hon. Lnwreace 
Doyle.

THE PRINCE Of WALES.
On the 30th of July, 1880, Albert Edward, 

Prinoe of Wales, then a youth in his nine­
teenth year, landed from the ship Hero. The 
ceremonies and festivities on that occasion 
Will all be remembered. Hew the stores and 
streets were gaily decorated, how there were 
arches for hit Royal Highness to walk under, 
end platforms along the wayside crowded 
with children who sang the national anthem 
as the prihee went by ; how there Were Ma­
sonic processions and temperance processions, 
and Orange precessions; how there were sports 
on the common end regattas on the liar hour— 
all these things were well described in the 
newspapers of the time, and are impressed on 
the memory of all the old and middle-aged 
citizens of this city. The Prince of Wales 
wo* handsome and popular. There were' 
some who thought that his ehtperon, the 
Duke of Newcastle, was too "exclusive, and 
played the duenna ever his youthful) charge 
a little more than was needful, hut they 
generally approved of Prinoe Albert Even 
▼e^ in perhaps one-third of the hontes in 
the country, the boyish figure in colonel’s 
nniform and his, demure face ie seen in-prints 
greatly the worse tot smoke and children's 
mischievous fingers. On this occasion the 
prince visited Windsor, 8t John, Charlotte­
town, and the Upper Provinces, in all which 
places he was received with enthusiasm, peo­
ple walking or driving many miles to get a 
glimpse of royalty.

OTHER PRINCELY VISITORS.
In I8fi2, Prince Alfred, Duke of Edinburgh, 

w»b here as a midshipman on the line-of- 
battle ship St George, one of the fleet of 
about thirty war thipe under the command of 
Sir Alexander Milne, This was about the 
time of the famous 44 Trent ’’ affair. The 
prinoa^Mrved his time on this station. A 
year or two later Prince Jerome Bonaparte, 
cousin of Napoleon Hi., visited Halifax in 
his yaoht Prince Arthur, Duke of dee-

EDUCATIONAL NOTES.

CANADIAN.
The authorities of Toronto University 

Museum are endeavouring to secure the 
skeleton of Barnnm’s elephant, “ Prince," 
which died at Hamilton, Ont,, a few days 
ago.

Mr. Samuel Woods, M.A., Principal off 
Lake Foreet, I1L, Academy, near Chicago, 
ba* accepted the position of Principal of the 
Ottawa Ladies’ Gollege. Mr. Woods ie a dis­
tinguished graduate of the University of 
Toronto, ana a gold medallist in e assies. He 
was formerly rector of the Kingston Col­
legiate Institute, and for some time filled the 
classical professorship in Queen’s. Mr. 
Woods is the editor ef several classical text­
books, and It a thorough classical scholar.

Yen. Archdeacon Pinkham, chief superin­
tendent of the Protestant schools in Manito­
ba, has resigned his position. The increasing 
duties of his ecclesiastical office and connec­
tion with St. John’s College has rendered this 
step necessary. Vea. Archdeacon Pinkham 
has now tilled the position for twelve years, 
and it is mainly to his exertions that the per­
fection and great efficiency of the educational 
system of ths Province of Manitoba is due. 
Mr. Pinkham will be snocetoed bv Mr. 3. D. 
Somerset, who for some to* past has filled 
the office of inspector of the Winnipeg 
schools, and who was long and favourably 
known as one of the foremost inspectors in 
Ontario. *

The Nova Scotia Teachers’ Association 
have just passed a resolution pressing upon the 
Dominion Government the great importance 
of establishing a Bureau of Education for the 
Doifitmon. The New Brunswick Teachers’ 
Association have adopted a similar resolu­
tion. Dr. Rand, speaking on the resolution 
at the session of the New Brunswick insti­
tute, explained that “The object of such a 
bureau is to gather all the educational statis­
tics of the Dominfon, digest, pnbUsh, and 
circulate them; The speaker pointed out 
that the bureau at Washington, U.S., pub­
lishes annually a large volume, which not 
only includes statistics of the United States, 
but also of Canada. In addition to this, the 
bureau unblialies innumerable ciroalars oa 
many subjects which are largely circulated. 
There is a want for such an organization in 
Canada, and it is the right of the teacher* to 
take the matter up.”

On the subject of the sntborizatioe of the 
new school readers the Brock ville Monitor 
«•vs :—“ When the late Dr. Kyersoa was afc 
the head of the Education Department he 
pursued spolicy of great prudence and tact 
in the matter of school books—a policy, tea, 
which not only produced peace and harmony 
amongst school book pnbUshers, but also 
tended greatly to the benefit of the publie at 
'arye, in so much as it secured cheapness and 
uniformity in text-books in the Public 
Schools. ” Now, however, all this is changed, 
and chaos reigns supreme. Arthur Scissbrs 
Hardy has tried bis hand at managing the 
Department of Education, and has made a 
mull of everything. Two different sets of 
readers—different both as regards cost and 
quality—have been authorized. Each school 
section can have ita choice, and consequently 
the publisher with the longest pocket will 
ultimately win the day. We cannot imagine 
a more senseless arrangement 

J At the recent session of the New Bruns* 
w|** (Teachers’ Institute. Dr. W. Bfydon 
Jack, President of the University, read ae 
excellent paper on “Genuine Work v. Gram.” 
The speaker admitted that “aooh of the 
early training must be largely by rote, which, 
if not carefully handled, will develop the 
child’s natural appetite to cram. Personal 
vanity on the part of a teacher often induces 
him to cram, and to encourage his pupils to 
follow his example. Many of the school ex­
hibitions partake largely of cram, and these 
should not be countenanced. The remedy 
lie* in not selecting too many studies for one 
grade, but in the proper regulation of 
the course .of study. . Frequent visits 
of school inspectors are likely to induce 
cram, the teacher being not only anxious 
to achieve a reputation, " but to benefit 
hie purpose.” Inspector Wetmore expressed 
hit firm conviction that the periodical ex­
aminations for superior allowances encourage 
cramming, and that terminal examinations 
have a like effect. In connection with the 
above, it may be stated that the Legislative 
grant to High Schools and Collegiate ins­
tates is increased or diminished according to 
the number of students from these institu­
tions who succeed in paae ng the intermediate 
examination—a most prenicions system, 
which directly encouragea cramming, since it 
is to the advantage of headmasters to pass as 
many aa possible in order to obtain the larger 
grant _

FOREIGN.
The American system of eduoatimi has been 

introduced into New Zealand, ana there are 
64,406 pupils in 836 schools,the University of 
New Zealand being empowered by royal char­
ter to confer degrees4 ranking with those of 
Oxford and Cambridge.

Mr. Samuel Morley, M.P., speaking at the 
recent meeting of the city and guilds of Lon­
don Institute, On the value of technical edu­
cation, stated that Dr. Carpenter, who had 
recently returned from America, had told 
him that in some departments of iron work, 
in order to get the most dtlieata kinds of 
work done, it had been found necessary to 
bn*g workmen from the United States to 
EngMnd. This was a proof that artisans 
needed to be instructed in the science of 
their labour. The competition of the hand 
had become the competition of the intellect 
Another result of these art schools and classes 
had been to relieve the manufacturers of the 
necessity of sending to Peris for sketches 
and patterns for lace*.

Professor Huxley said, in a recent lecture ; 
“I have said before, and I repeat it here, 
that if a man cannot get Hterary culture of 
the highest kind ont of his Bible, and 
Chaucer, and Shakespeare, and Milton, and 
Hobbes, and Bishop Berkeley, to mention 
only a few of our illustrious writ ra—I say, 
if he oannot get it ont of those writers, he 
cannot get it out of anything ; and I would 
assuredly devote a very large portion of the 
time of every English child to the careful 
Study of the models , of English 
Writing of such varied and wonderful 
kind as we possess, and, what is a till more 
important and still more neglected, the habit 
of using that language with precision, and 
with forcé, and with art. I fancy we are 
almost the only nation in the world who seem 
to think that composition comes by nature. 
The French attend to their own language, 
the Germans study theirs : but Englishmen 
do not seem to think it worth their while.1’

We commend the following remarks made 
by the Marquis of Salisbury to the careful at­
tention of oar educators in Canada. In a 
recent public address he said : 44 The feeling 
Is growing np among a alas* of men whose 
names will meet With all honour in this 
room, I mean the medical advisers of the 
community, that the pressure of examina­
tions in all classes of society is beginning to 
be rather severer than the physical frame of 
the human kind was orginally intended to 
undergo. In fact, I know a distinguished doc­
tor who, when he ia called to a patient of a 
certain age, gives, as his first proscrip­
tion, “Let the patient be taken away from 
school.” This remark occasioned langhter, 
bat nevertheless we cannot help thinking that 
the doctor is right Now-a-days there seems 
to be nothing but examinations ; first for en­
trance, then at Christmas, then at Easter, 
then at midsummer, for promotion, besides, 
goodness only knows, how many more dur­
ing the different terms for the insane purpose

EDUCATIONAL NOTES.

CANADIAN.

The authorities of Toronto University 
Museum are endeavouring to seoure the 
skeleton of Barnmn's elephant, “ Prinoe,* 
which died at Hamilton, Out, a few days 
ago.

Mr. Samuel Woods, M.A., Principal at 
Lake Forest, I1L, Academy, near Chicago, 
hat accepted the position of Principal of the 
Ottawa Ladies* Soilage. Mr. Woods ie a dis­
tinguished graduate of the University of 
Toronto, and a gold medallist in e assies. He 
was formerly rector of the Kingston Col- 
légiste Institute, and for some time filled the 
classical professorship m Queen's. Mr, 
Woods ia the editor of several classical text­
books, and ta a thorough classical aeholer.

Ven. Archdeacon Pintham, chief eoperin» 
tendent of the Protestant school» in Manito­
ba, has resigned hie position. The increanin* 
duties of his scclesiastical office and connec­
tion with St. J ohn’s College has rendered thin 
step necessary. Ven. Archdeacon Pinkhant 
has now tiled the position for twelve yenrs, 
and it is mainly to hie exertions that the per­
fection and great efficiency of the educational 
system of tbs Province of Manitebe ia doe. 
Mr. Pinkharo will be sacceded bv Mr. J. D, 
Somerset, who for some tiflk past has filled 
the office of inspector of the Winnipeg 
schools, and who was long and favourably 
known aa one of the foremost inspectors ia 
Ontario,

The Nova Scotia Teachers* Association 
have just passed aresolntion pressing upon the 
Dominion Government the great importance 
of establishing a Bureau of Education for the 
Dominion. The New Brunswick Teachers' 
Association have adopted a similar resolu­
tion. Dr. Rand, speaking on the resolution 
at the session of the New Brunswick insti­
tute. explained that “The object of such a 
bureau is to gathei; all the educational statis­
tics of the Dominion, digest, publish, and 
circulate them. The speaker pointed out 
that the bureau at Washington, U.S., pub­
lishes annually a large volume, which not 
only includes statistics of the United States, 
but also of Canada. In addition to this, the 
bureau publishes innumerable circulars oa 
many subjects which are largely circulated. 
There is a want for such an organization in 
Canada, and it is the right of the teachers to 
take the matter up."

On the subject of the authorization of the 
new school readers the Brockville Monitor 
savs :—“When the late Dr. Ryerson was at 
the head of the Education Department ha 
pursued apolicy of great prudence and tact 
in the matter of school books—a policy, too, 
which not only produced peace and harmony 
amongst school book publishers, but also 
tended greatly to the benefit of the publie at 
arge, in so much as it secured cheapness and 

uniformity in text-books in the Publie 
Schools. '* Now, however, all this is changed, 
and chaos reigns supreme. Arthur Scissbrs 
Hardy has tried his hand at managing the 
Department of Education, and has made a 
mull of everything. Two different sets of 
readers—different kith as regards cost and 
quality—have been authorized. Each school 
section can have its choice, and consequently 
the publisher with the longest pocket will 
ultimately win the day. We cannot imagine 
a more senseless arrangement.

" At the recent session of the New Bruns­
wick Teachers’ Institute. Dr. W. Bfydon 
Jack, President of the University, reed ae 
excellent paper on “ Genuine Work v. Cram. * 
The speaker admitted that “ much of the 
early training must be la-gelv by rote, which, 
if not carefully handled, will develop the 
child’s natural appetite to cram. Personal 
vanity on the part of a teacher often induces 
him to cram, and to encourage his pupils to 
follow his example. Many of the school ex­
hibitions partake largely of cram, and these 
sbonid not be countenanced. The remedy 
lies in not selecting too many studies for one 
grade, but in the proper regulation of 
the course of study. Frequent visita 
of school inspectors are likely to indoee 
cram, the teacher being not only anxious 
to achieve a reputation, ' but to benefit 
his purpose. ” Inspector Wetmore expressed 
his firm conviction that the periodical ex­
aminations for snperior allowances encourage 
cramming, and that terminal examinations 
have a like effect. In connection with the 
above, it may be stated that the Legislative 
grant to High Schools aud Collegiate Insti­
tutes is increased or diminished according to 
the number of students from these institu­
tions who succeed in pass ng the intermediate 
examination—a most prenicious system, 
which directly encouragea cramming, since it 
is to the advantage of headmasters to pass as 
many as possible in order to obtain the larger 
grant. " _

FOREIGN.
The American system of eduoatimi has been 

introduced into New Zealand, ano there are 
64,406 pupils in 836 schools.the University of 
New Zealand being empowered by royal char­
ter to confer degrees' ranking with those of 
Oxford and Cambridge.

Mr. Samuel Morley, M.P., speaking at the 
recent meeting of the city and guilds of Lon­
don Institute, on the value of technical edu­
cation, stated that Dr. Carpenter, who had 
recently returned from America, had told 
him that in some departments of iron work, 
in order to get the most delicate kinds of 
work done, it had been fonnd necessary to 
bring workmen from the United States to 
England. This was a proof that artisani 
needed to be instructed in the science of 
their labour, The competition of the hand 
had become the competition of the intellect. 
Another result of these art schools and classes 
had been to relieve the manufacturers of the 
necessity of sending to Faria for sketches 
and patterns for laoeS.

Professor Huxley ssid, in a recent lecture : 
“ I have said before, and I repeat it here, 
that if a man cannot get literary culture of 
the highest kind out of his Bible, and 
Chaucer, aud Shakespeare, and Miiton, and 
Hobbes, and Bishop Berkeley, to mention 
only a few of our illustrious writ rs—I say, 
if he cannot get it out of those writers, he 
cannot get it out of anything i and I would 
assuredly devote a very large portion of the 
time of every English child to the careful 
study of the models , of English 
writing of such varied and wonderful 
kind as we possess, and, what is still more 
important and still more neglected, the habit 
of using that language with precision, anil 
with forcé, and with art. I fancy we are 
almost the only nation in the world who swm 
to think that composition comes by nature. 
The French attend to their own language, 
the Germans study theirs : but Englishmen 
do not seem to think it worth their while.’"

We commend the following remarks made 
by the Marquis of Salisbury to the earefnl at­
tention of our educators in Canada. In a 
recent public address he said : " The feeling 
ie growing up among a class of men whose 
names will meet with all honour in this 
room, I mean the medical advisers of tha 
commun!tv, that the pressure of examina­
tions in all classes of society ia beginning to 
be rather severer than the physical frame ef 
the human kind was orgfnally intended to 
undergo. In fact, I know a distinguished doc­
tor who, when he is called to a patient of a 
certain age, give», aa his first prescrip­
tion, “Let the patient be taken away from 
school." This remark occasioned laoghter, 
but nevertheless we cannot help thinking that 
the doctor ia right Now-a-days there aeema 
to be nothing but examinations ; first for en­
trance, then at Christmas, then at Easter, 
then at midsummer, for promotion, besides, 
goodness only knows, ho* many more dur­
ing the different terms for the mssne purpose 
of “ranking" pupils each quarter, or each 
month. There is altogether tee mnsb-e»- 
antis ley done, and too.lfttle teaching, ia meet

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Torontonian Murdered 
English Immigrant

ALMOST A DOUBLE MURDER.

The Deed Committed by a Liquor-Crazed 
Immigrant—A Blood-Baptised Weapon— 
Personal Appearance of the Prisoner— 
Hie Violent Outburst of Grief—Heart-
vîêtimf SOe”e “ “** Heuee ot *•

Just as the sombre stillness ef midnight 
Was settling down over the eity. sad none 
bat a few belated pedestrians could be seen 
On the almost deaerted streets, the sharp re- 
port of a revolver, followed by two otbeis in 
quick succession, told that a tragedy was being 
enacted. York street, so long notorious, was 

Abe Mena of what wae apparently a cold- 
blooded murder, and the victim, a sober, in- 
dustrioue young man, who found a sudden 
termination to hia day’s labour in the bullet 
Of a» assassin. James Maraney, a 
young unmarried man of twenty-fonr 
yean of age, was the support of 
hia mother, a widow residing at No. 69 Pearl 
(formerly Bolton) street, with a ypenger son 
and two daughters. F«r some time employed 
as priver of the Roasin House ’bus, he latterly 
transferred hie services to Mr. George Trim- 
fcle, who describes him as one ef the best, most 
attentive, and industrious of his employés. 
Tuesday night he was down to meet the Grand 
Trunk tram, and having «tabled his horeea 
fpr the nigbL proceeded on his way to the 
home he was fated never to reach eiive. Ar- 
riving »t King street, he crossed over, 
ePd_ »"*• passing np the west side 
of York street, be met a friend named 
Jordan, and walked along with him aa far as 
the north-west corner ef Pearl snd York 
streets, when he met a man named Charles 
Andrews, who was also accompanied by a 
friend. The quartette stopped on the above 
corner and engaged in conversation. An 
altercation sprang up between Maroney 
and Andrews, and a straggle ensued. 
They wrestled in deadly earnestness 
for a moment, when Andrews fell, with 
Maroney on top of him.' Maroney was heard 
to exclaim, “ Oh, you’ve got a revolver — 
but the reat of hia Words were stopped by 

A loud EXPLOSION 
of a revolver, and Maroney ceased to straggle. 
They both arose together, and Maroney ran 
south ■ across the road to Montgomery's 
saloon, saying, as he ran, “I’m killed," 
Just as he uttered this sentence he 
fell, and never uttered another word, nor 
moved. As soon as it became known that a 
murder had taken place, a large crowd im­
mediately began to essemble from all parts, 
and collected around the -proetrate form of 
Maroney, who lay on the sidewalk on the 
south-west corner of Belton and York streets. 
No sign of life nor motion was perceived, 
and, though nobody went near enough 
to feel the body, the almost 
universal opinion was that the man was 
dead. A cry for a doctor went np, and im­
mediately a man boarded a hack, and drove 
to Dr. Tborburn’s house. The latter, accom­
panied by Dr. Cook, arrived shortly on the 
scene, but on taking a abort look at the form 

PRONOUNCED LIFE EXTINCT,
and the body was conveyed to his mother’s 
home, 59 Pearl street. Here the physicians 
had the body stripped, and a more careful 
examination of the wound was made. It was 
found that the bullet had entered the left 
breast just a little above the nipple, and im­
mediately oppo-ite the heart, and had gone 
elsar through the body, wounding the'apex Of the heart, mid coming out nt*“b(f,M>i 
Death, In the opinion or the pbysiciané, must 
have ensued immediately on his falling. The 
wound bled but little, the bleeding being al­
most all internal. The dead man wore a 
peaceful expression on his face as he lay on 
the aofa in hie mother’s home, as though the 
death wae painless if it was sadden. At hie 
family’s house a most •

HEARTRENDING SCENE TOOK

Çlace when the shooting was announced.
hey were momentarily expecting Maroney’s 

appearance, and wheu apprized of the shoot­
ing evinced some alarm, but could not realize 
at once the tragedy which had taken place. 
When, however, the stiffening form of the 
Oread-wiuner was brought in, and the terri­
fied family saw too plainly the features of 
Maroney fixed, and the.ghaet y pallorjof death 
settled on his face, they were overcome, and 
the scene which followed was piteous to 
witness. The mother threw herself beside 
the lifeless body, and speaking to it hysteri- 
cilly endeavoured vainly to obtain acme an­
swer to her appeals for him to speak. When 
she was finally convinced that he was dead, 
she sat down beside the body, and 
roekeil herself to and fro, almost crazy 
from the terrible event. His sisters were 
also almost demented from the sadden be­
reavement, and could not be consoled. The 
door was besieged by curious neighbours, 
who flocked around to express sympathy, and 
converse with each other about what they 
knew of the shooting.

STATEMENT ON AN EYE-WITNESS.
A young man named George Holmes, who 

claim» to have seen the shooting, made the 
following statement :—

1 wss standing near the lamp-post, on the 
corner of Pearl and York streets, when 
my attention wae attracted by an al­
tercation between four men who stood 
nesr me. Suddenly two of them, Maroney 
snd the prisoner, grappled, and they fell, the 
latter underneath. They struggled for a 
minute when the man underneath fired a 
shot, and Maroney altered a groan. They 
both arose and ran for the opposite tide of the 
street. There Maroney fell, and the other 
ran west on Pearl street. Here he was 
headed off by two young men named 
Myers and Powis, and turning, he ran up the 
lane near By. Here he was tackled by the 
police officer, at whom be fired two shots, 
missing him, however. He was then over­
powered and carried off to the station.

John Powis. another witnece of the 
fight, said that he was standing on 
the north side of Pearl street, 
and saw the flash of the pistol, 
and saw a man cross the street and fall, and 
another ran up Pearl street. On seeing me 
and Meyers, he turned and ran np the lane, 
where he was caught. Here he fired two 
shots at the policeman.

T. -I. Meyers, who was with Powis, cor­
roborated Powis’ statement. He also said 
that immediately after the shot he saw a 
man ran up Pearl street, and heard a man on 
the corner call out, “ Stop that man, he’s 
shot another man. ’ On seeing us, he turned 
np the lane, and was immediately canght by 
the officer,

THE PRISONER.

Charles Andrews, the name given by the 
prisoner when taken fo police headquarters is 
seemingly «boat thirty years of age, about 5 
feet 8 inches in height, of dark complexion 
with heavy black moustache. He was dressed 
in a grey suit of tweed and looked like a wall- 
to-do mechanic. He apoke with a strong 
English accent and said he waa a stranger in 
the country. Hu actions were ipdieativs of 
an attach of delirium tremens, and while 
in the station he would now and 
then glance around ie a frightened 
sort of way ae if he was afraid of something 
jumping at him. He «poke in an exoited 
manner, and a peculiar twinge of his right 
eye gave him an appalling appearance. He 
laid he bad been living in the American hotel, 
lut ao such name ootald be found on the hooka 
tod the proprietor and employée knew of ao 
inch guest at the house. When pnt in the 
cell be Helmed down greatly, snd lay down 
»n one of the benehea and after muttering to 
nunself for a time eaek into a sleep broken 
by frequent tossings. Nothing waa found in 
ms pockets to give a cine to his employment 
or identity, but when bis real boarding place 
is found muoh more will be known.

THE WkttON.
The revolver with which the died vu 

committed is a 38-calibre Smith k Wesson,

workmanship. It had been 
pulled to half-cock in the souffla and waa 
shown to The Mail reporter at the Central 
station. It has five chambers, all of which 
contained cartridges. Three of them had 
been exploded, and the other two were 
loaded. The cartridges were of rim fire 
pattern, and held conical bullets of great 
weight The barrel of the weapon was a very 
long ona and in the hands of an experienced 
man the weapon would be a dreadful one. 
It wae quite new, and the two chambers 
which held the unexploded cartridges did not 
bear any signa as if they had done any work. 
The handle was highly chased and the steel 
mountings were asbright aa If they had only 
just left the msker’s hand. The weapon was 
as it had been taken from the murderer and 
will ao remain till the «quest

CONSTABLE cuddy, no. 58.
As the reporter left the station be met the 

plucky young constable who made the arrest 
He had the clothes of the deceased in 
his hand snd was bringing them to be 
placed under lock and key'. He showed 
the hole in bis own coat, through which the 
ball had passed. It wae about three inches 
from the fringe of the cost, and close to the 
leg showing what a ^narrow escape hia groin 
had. The constable is about twenty-five 
yean of age, about 6 feet 10 inches m height, 
and not by any means stoutly built He is 
an irishman by birth, and graduated from 
tha Boyal Irish Constabulary. He did not 
seem to think much of bis plucky arrest and 
only felt sorry that he waa not in time to pre­
vent the drawing of the revolver on Maroney.

• AT THE HOUSE.
The arrival ot the corpse of one who bad

been Its main" support was the signal of a 
toughing outburst of grief. Sympathising
neighbours crowded In ôh the half-awakened 
family, and gathei ed round the board where, 
covered by a sheet, lay all that remained of 
the murdered man. The face was calm 
and placid, showing no signs of the terribie 
ordeal, but pointing to a sudden and almost 
painless death. Just over the left breast a 
small round hole showed where the fatal 
bullet had found its way to the heart, and 
scarcely a trace of blood cun d be seen on the 
body. Sitting at the feet of the corpse waa a 
sister of the deceased, who, with her mother, 
could scarcely realise the dreadful truth. A 
white haired grand darae endeavoured to con­
sole another daughter, w.bile the sobs of a 
ten-year-old boy told that he was just begin­
ning to understand the extent of bid ices. 
Altogether the scene wss a touching one, and 
in iteelf would be a heavy punishment if wit­
nessed by the author of the grief.

Hospital Sergt, Rayner, of the 31st Batt, 
has been notified that his services have been 
accepted on the Mounted Police, and that he 
must report at Fort Osborne, Winnipeg.

Bulgaria, according to the Berlin corres­
pondent of the Morning Pont, is increasing 
her army from 12,5u0 to 29.000 men, and ex­
pending two-thirda of the budget tor military 
purposes.

The last of the new 100-ton guns ordered 
to be mounted for the defence nf the Medi­
terranean fortresses has been embarked at the 
Royal Amenai, Woolwich onboard the War 
Department steamship Stanley, for convey­
ance to Malta. The four guns were bouglit 
from Sir William Armstrong out of the vote 
ol £6,000,000 ; the amount paid, inelnding 
the charge for seven lOin. (18-ton) guns, waa 
£90,000.

Russia has at length, it ia reported, solved 
the problem which “for generations” haa 
baffled her statesmen and commanders. A 
diiect road leading from the Caspian to Knn- 
grad on the Amoo-Daria, “only 450 kilo­
metres in length, and abundantly supplied 
with wood and water,” haa just been dis­
covered. That a route ao suitable should 
jHuilnow have remained unk 
be passing strange. On toe An 
Russian Government is aubsidfk._
Navigation Com pany, ” end in * 1 
"great White Czar r’ means to shake hands 
with the Kairer-i-Hind across the Indus.

The Russian Minister of War has announc­
ed the reorganisation and reinforeementof the 
Engineer corps of the army. A new brigade 
is therefore to be formed in the Odessa dis­
trict, to oonsist of three battalions of sappers, 
one pontoon battalion, three telegraph parka, 
and 1 engineer paik. With this addition, the 
whole force of engineers in European Russia 
will oonsiet of fiftem sapper battalion» in­
stead of twelve, eight pontoon battalions, fif­
teen telegraph parks, with 975 versts of wire, 
five field engineer parka, four mining com­
panies. one galvanic company, four railway 
batteries, and two siege parks at the fortresses 
of Dunaburg and Kietf. In war time Enro-- 
pean Russia will also have thirty instead of 
sixteen reserve companies of sappers for fort­
ress and other duties, and four reserve bat­
talions for repairing the losaea in the ranks.

Says the London Globe:—“Take the typi­
cal sailor of the drama and the novel. Did 
any of us ever come across one who was not a 
ro licking, devil-may-care, carelees, song, 
row, and drink-loving specimen of the school 
of Commodore Trunnion and ‘ Uld Grog’t 
And thU, undoubtedly, waa a very general 
character of seamen in the era before steam. 
But any naval officers will tell ni that the 
modern tar, fine fellow as he may be, is a 
much more sober, steady individual than 
formerly. To be » man-of-war’s man, nowa­
days, means being a sort of jack-of-all-tradea 
He must be a bit of ao engineer, a bit of a 
sciential, a good bit of a soldier. He rarely, 
if ever, shivers his timbers or splices his 
main brace, although he may know all about 
electric accumulators and the resisting proper­
ties of teak and Cammell plates. When he 
gets ashore be feels traditionally bound to go 
on thi spree, but the blue-jacket sprees at 
Plymouth and Portsmouth nowadays are 
very different affair» from what they were, 
while the proportion of men who can dance a 
hornpipe or troll forth a genuine Ha ditty is 
exceedingly small—in fact, a modern • fo'ale’ 
sing-song ia as dismal an affair as can be 
endured outside Exeter ball. ”

What is intended to be one of the greatest 
improvements in modern warfare ia the 
Lylord-Haskell maitioharge guu, which waa 
finished at tne Scott foundry in Reading, 
Pa., a few days ago. It has been undergoing 
construction for over two years, and haa been 
shipped to dandy Hook. There it will be 
tested in tbe presence of leading officers of 
the army and navy of the United States and 
foreign countries. Since the invention of 
cannon 400 years ago they have all "own con­
structed on the same principle, that of 
containing all the powder in the breech, 
and the Lyford-Haskell has the filet 
deviation. The weapon underneath con­
tains four pockets which each hold 
twenty-eight pounds of powder, while 
the breech iteelf only eightwn pounds. As 
the projectile starts from tbs breech the force 
of this eotire 100 pounds of powder is con­
centrated on it, one pocket after another ra­
pidly discharging ite contents. The gun is 
twenty-five feet long, and weighs twenty-five 
tone It is rendered doubly strong by a steel 
lining, and it is thought can send a projectile 
through a solid piece of iron twenty-fonr 
inches thick. It will shoot from twelve to 
fifteen mi es, and is intended for both har­
bour and naval defence.

The present gun *u manufactured at a 
cost of over $50,000. The projectile! with 
which it is loaded weigh from 100 to 150 
pounds each.

L'AFFAIRE PRITCHARD.
Am International DUBonlty Between France 

and England.
The proceedings of the French Admiral in 

Madagascar remind the French journals of 
tbe conduct pursued ia 1844 by Admiral 
Dupetit-Thouan toward the English mis­
sionary Pritchard, which nearly cauaed a 
rupture between France and England. In 
the year 1848 Queen Peintre had placed her 
Tahitian possession», “les Iles Marquises," 
aa they were called in France, nnder French 
protection. Admiral Dupetit-Thouars had 
resolved to assert the complete sov­
ereignty of France over Tahiti, and 
he insisted in November, 1843, that

Sien Pomare should hoist the French 
either above her own or instead of 

it Ocher refusal troops were landed, the 
Tahitian flag waa pulled down, and the island 
taken possession of in the name of the King 
of the French. The Admiral maintained he 
had in no way exceeded his powers, and he at­
tributed the difficulties the French bad met 
with in oooupying tbe island to the intrigues 
of *he English missionary, Mr. Pritchard, 
whom he denounced ae a complex personage 
(it*personnage complote)— nominally a-mie- 
sionary, bat sotnally a political agent Prit­
chard, he declared, had given a red coat as a

Œlt from the Qneen of England to the 
ud of Qneen Pomare, and to this he 
ascribed her opposition to tha ratification of 

the treaty.
At to the alleged outrage on Mr. Prit­

chard, tbe facts were these. A French 
sentinel having been attacked and disarmed 
bv the native», it was determined to make 
Mr. Pritchard responsible for their proceed- 
mga.: Accordingly he was seized bv the 
commandent of poliee, who harried him off 
tp prison, where he was kept in close con­
finement. M. d’Aubigny issued immediately 
afterward a proclamation on the subject, 
which was. in these words “ A French 
sentinel wss attecked on the night from 
the 2nd to the 3rd of March. In 
reprisal I have seized one Pritchard, 
the only mover and instigator of the 
distnrbanoaa among the natives. His pro­
perty Shall be answerable for all damage oc 
caaioned to our establishment by the insur- 
genta, and if French blood ie spilt every drop 
shall fall on his head.” At the intervention, 
however, of Captain Gordon, of the Cormor­
ant, Mr. Pritchard was released from prison, 
though only on condition that he should not 
be again landed in the «land. He was not 
allowed to take leave of hie family, but 
had to embark at once on Captain Gordon’s 
ship.

When the news of this incident reached 
England a general feeling of indignation was 
expressed, and Sir Robert Peel in the House 
oi Go mm ona declared that “ a gross outrage, 
accompanied with gross indignity, had been 
committed.-’ He added, however, that the 
aet had not been due to any instructions 
given by the French Government ; aud he ex­
pressed a hope that that Government would 
“ at once make the reparation which Great 
Britain had a right to require. ’’ When it was 
proposed in the French Chamber to vote a 
sum of money by way of damages to Mr. 
Pritchard the question of the •• in­
demnité Pritchard" was made the sub- 
ject of a violent discussion. But on tbe last 
day of the session Sir Robert Peel was able to 
inform the House of Commons that the French 
Government had paid a snm of money to Mr.

Their Scarcity In the Colony After which 

They are Named.
Prims the 8L John's, Nfld., Mercury.

The noblestof four-footed animals, the dog, 
has a rather hard struggle for a reputation 
and existence in Newfoundland. The curly, 
black, and noble animal named the New­
foundland ha* done more-than almost any­
thing else to apresd abroad the name of this 
island, and «rangers have a pretty distinct 
idea that the breed has populated this coun­
try to such an extent as to leave room for 
little "else. The troth is, and to our shame, 
be it «aid, that hardly anywhere else ie the 
pare Newfoundland dog so scarce os with us, 
and in nootfierland are such etnet laws made 
and executed against the whole canine race.

Tha law now allows the shooting wherever 
caught of all unmutided doge, except such as 
are called "sporting breeds,” While there 
can ha no doubt ot the necessity of a strict 
law to guard against the ravenous mongrels 
so common in many part», we submit that the 
exoeption in favqnr of sporting breeds does 
not go far enough ; exposing as It does such 
read animals as tha Newfoundland, the 
eonberg, end kindred breed» to death by 

the policemen's revolver, or the living death 
of being muzzled. These doge are not fierce, 
and are justly regarded aa valuable the 
world over, ao that we should give them a 
right to existence. The result nodonbt would 
be that the Mini-savage animal now so de­
structive to aheep and dangerous to mankind 
would be replaced by kinder and equally use­

Whirlpool Rapids Alive.

This he decided 
to do after consultation with Joel R. Robin­
son, who acted as captain and pilot on her 
trips under the Falls. Mr. Robinson

CONSENTED TO ACT AS PILOT 
for the fearful voyage, and the engineer, Mr. 
Jones, agreed to go with him. A machinist, 
Mr. McIntyre, volunteered to share the risk 
with them. The boat was put m complete 
trim, all superfluous articles being removed 
from the deck and hold. Notice was given of 
the time of starting, and a large crowd assem­
bled to see the fearful plunge, no one expect­
ing to see either boat or crew again after they 
should leave the dock, which waa just above 
the railway suspension bridge.

About 3 o’clock ip tho afternoon of Jane 
16, 1861, the engineer took his place in the 
hold, and knowing that their flitting trip

PARIS GREEN.

This preparation is so frequently reoom- 
mceded for the destrnotion of field, garden, 
and orchard pests that it is no wander we 
often hear of accidents occurring, and valuable 
animals losing tbeir lives by coming in con­
tent with it, It is not a rare occurrence to 
hear of children being sacrificed by 
the caraleesness of their parents, 
and for these reasons the greatest
possible care shonld be exercised while using 
it or when putting it aside until again re­
quired. Observation has ahown that a too 
frequent nse of Paris green is as injurious to 
tbs potato plant as are the ravages of the 
beetle ; and the New England Farmer, while 
advocating the use of the preparation, point­
ed out recently where several fine fields of 
potatoes had been almost ruined by the care­
lessness or ignorance of the person who, in 
attempting to remove one evil inflicted a 

■greater. The Farmer recommends the pow­
der being applied dry, but first mixed with 
very fine plaster Of Pans, in the proportion 
of one part in weight of the poison to one 
hundred parts of the plaster, which it
claims completely çleans the plants of
bugs. It is only necessary to bava
the poison remain on . the leaves two 
days to destroy sll that partake of it. Later 
hatchings may require subsequent applica­
tions. As the insects are found upon the
tenderest^ieaves, those which crew last, there 
is no necessity for dusting over the wh le of s 
large hill of vines, but a little poison shaken 
into the cAtiai portions of the stems will be 
imte as effectual. If oue has s large field to 
treat, it would be well to cover the mouth 
and nose with a thin cloth wet in cold water 
white doing the work, and special caution 

. should be token against getting a particle of 
the dust into any flesh wounds or sores on the 
hands,» feet, or face. Professor Cook has 
found by experimeat that the poisonous 
effects of Paris green on vegetation are. en

The fact that barnyard Manures increase rust 
while mineral fertilizers decrease it, shows 
that there is a lack of something in the sap of 
some kind* of plants that ia not found in 
other*. Ashes and salt are both said by 
practical farmers to have the effect of making 
the straw of grain bright. Yet both attract 
moisture, which it might be supposed would 
increase the evil. Gypsum also attracts mois­
ture, snd to this fact is popularly ascribed its 
reputed tendency to increase rust. The prac­
tical question is why moisture attracted to 
the pitot by these fertilizers should, produce 
such different effects. I do not attempt to 
answer this farther than to suggest the theory 
mentioned above.

THE FARM.

Thistles and weeds among grain not only 
decrease the yield, but also make its curing 
much more difficnlt Much of the loss from 
heating of grain would be avoided by having 
the land free from weeds.

You cannot put yonr wood ashes tos worse 
nse than to apply them to gro wing corn. They 
check the growth and turn it yellow. Use 
them in the potato field, working them into 
the ground in the early stages of cultivation.

As soon as crops of peas or other esrly 
vegetables sre gathered, the ground should 
be ploughed to destroy weeds before they 
npen their seeds. It wiU pay well to sow 
osti on this newly-turned soil, and harrow 
them in. In s fsw weeks they will make 
yalnable green manure, or can be cut for soil­
ing cows When pastures fail.

There ie no oee clearing weed, from eulti- 
rated fields while fence rows on your own or 
neighbour's farms ere foul with all manner of 
noxious stuff. Weeds in fence rows ehonld 
be cat at least twice in the summer, and 
after doing this one year the farmer will be 
apt to study whether the fence might not as 
well be dispensed .with, and the land thor­
oughly cleaned by ploughing.

In setting up wheat, after cutting, its rapid 
dying out depends largely on baring the 
bundles set squarely on their butt, amfVith 
spaces between for air to circulate If 
lumped in a heap, with half of them lying 
down, the grain will be much longer in dry­
ing ont sufficiently to take to the barn. After 
a shower the bundles ahonld be reaet and 
turned so that the other side 
quickly.

A Western farmer who tried wheat bran 
as a manure for wheat, reports that the effect 
of an application of one ton of bran to the 
acre was equal to that obtained from the 
usual application of a mixture of bone dust 
guano, lime, and wood ashes, and tne differ­
ence in yield of the crops that received bran' 
as compared with those not so treated was 
very greet.—New England Farmer.

The Germantown Telegraph eaye that in 
removing hey from the field, that portion 
known as raking* should be allowed to re­
main, for two reasons—one is that it will not 
pay for gathering it up ; the other, that it 
does P«y. end twite over, in being scattered 
over the field end acting aa e mnlch to the 
exposed root, of the stubble. These raking* 
keep tne room cool end moist, snd will add 
largely to next year’s yield of timothy or or­
chard grass, ae the case may be.

Cntting Gate,

are weeted by the heads falling below the 
sicile of the reaper. They ehonldbecut earlier 
than is the usual practice. Where there are 
wheat and oets on the eame farm, they are 
both ready at the eame time, and the prac­
tice ie to cat the wheat first, and if delayed 
by rains the oat* are generally dead ripe and 
badly crippled before harvested. As oat
straw, if out and cured when a little green 
is better than hay when cat dead ripe, it is 
better to out the oats before the wheat when 
just ont of the milk or in the dough 
state.

toil and expense of raising the crop you are 
so stupid as to stack the oats, so that the 
straw after it settles inclines inward instead 
of out Very many farmers would save great 
expense and a world of trouble if they would 
let their oate rot down in the field without 
cutting. And if any one at threshing time 
this year finds the water hae run to the 
centre of the etack and down through it, he 
can set it down tor s fact that be is not tit 
for a fanner, and better quit and go at some­
thing that requires no judgment or gumption.

It makes no difference how rough, squatty 
or ill-shaped s stack is, if only the bundles 
are so laid that the straw inclines out, it will 
be safe in month* of rain. There is s noble

Cows left to pick their living through the 
hot weather often suffer, even when the pas­
ture is reasonably good, rather than go out to 
grase during midday bests. If they are put 
in a dark stable through the day, watered and 
given a soiling feed at noon, the animals will 
be much more comfortable, and tbe.r milk 
product will be increased.

Feeding Cows for Milk.
A correspondent of the Country Gentleman 

gives his Views on the -above subjeet as fol­
lows :—To the milk pr^ " 
milk each cow produces is an important 
item, and how hs shall obtain the result is 
the question for him to solve. Can quantity 

obtained, or increased, except at the ex- 
pente of quality! Every experienced dairy­
man will answer this in the affirmative. A 
<mw may be considered a" machine for pro­
ducing milk. She must be properly fed and 
cared for, or the result is unsatisfactory ; it 
ls tevmn to expect that a cow wiU give 
milk without sufficient and proper food aa to 
expect the steam engine to afford power with­
out sufficient water and fuel. If we feed the 
steam boiler with water in excess, or in in­
sufficient quantity, and only fnel enough to 
merely keep the water warm, it is vam to 
look for power ; and so it ia to give to a oow 
only just food enough to keep her alive with­
out starring. If Bulk » desired in quaa! 
the cow must be fed s surplus beyond 
other needs of the system, or all thereto ie 
loss, I think it is calculated that about two- 
thirds of all a cow eats it needed to maintain 
her existence ; all th* profit comes froiri the 
other one-third, and too often this ia with 
held entirely. n

TORONTO WHOLESALE MARKETS- 
WEEKLÏ REVIEW.

Thursday, Augnst.9.

PRODUCE.
The present season has brought the dullness 

usually accompanying it to produce. There has 
been very little business done, but the inactivity 
seems due,in a great measure, to small supplies. 
There has been very little of either flour or grain 
offered, and that little has-been held high. 
Hence although a fair enquiry Lhas been heard, 
aalea have been few and tar between. Prices 
have been steadily maintained in all cases, and 
in some have shown an upward tendency. Crop 
reports seem to be improving in most quarters, 
and the general impression seems to be that we 
«hall not have much right to complain if 
favourable weather should be continued. Stocks 
in store have decreased bnt little ; they stood on 
Monday morning as follows Flonr, 1.340 bbla; 
fall wheat 77,391 busn.; spring wheat, 75,909 bush.; 
oats, nil. bnsh.: barley. 25,577 bosh.; peas, 642 
hash.; rye. 341 bash.; against, on the correspond­
ing date last year, flour, 1,051 bbla.; fall wneat, 
62,488 bosh.; spring wheat, 45,069 bush.; oats, 
2,909 bush.; barley, 5,432 bush.; peas. 
4,523 bnsh.; and rye, 5,284 bosh. Out­
side markets have been fairly steady. English 
quotations show a fall of one penny on No. 2 
California wheat and on corn ; but reports for 
the last couple of days represent markets as 
hardening. The supply last week was fair, bnt 
seems unlikely to exceed, while it is doubtful if 
It should reach.the average weekly consumption. 
Home deliveries seem to nave been about 120,000 
quarters; imports of wheat, 280,000 to 285.000 
quarters, and 120,000 to 125,000 bbls. of flour. We 
must wait a tew days yet to understand any­
thing definite aa to the yield of the 
Englleh harvest: but cable advices have 
already brought ns word that certain 
critics estimate it as rather below an average. 
Continental advices state that in the third week 
of July the French markets were rather easy, 
from the fact that farmers were pressing old 
wheat for sale. Of 103 market reports 7 were 
higher for wheat, 8 firm, 70 unchanged, and 17 
cheaper. In Paris at the close flonr showed 
little change, and wheat was pretty firmly held, 
tmt with tittle demand.- In the ports trade on 
(foreign wheat was very quiet. Crop-reports 
jwere decidedly lossestistaetosy.- The West, the 
(North, and the North-Wee* were complaining. 
In the South the yield wa» unsatisfactory, and 
in the East it left much to desire. In the Ain 
and in the lucre a deficit ot even one-half Is 
stated In some reports compared with last year. 
The Paris district reckons only on a small crop. 
Altogether there waa Bald to be reason to think 
that the wheat crop in France will not exceed 
250,000,000 t uahels. This is only about three- 
fonrths of last year’s crop, which Is stated of­
ficially at 122.000.000 hectolites, or about 338.000,- 
000 bushels ; but a large part of the decrease must 
be set down to reduced acreage. Supposing the 
old stocks to be 40,000,000 bushels, an importa­
tion of 30,000,000 to 40,000,000 bushels will be 
required. Barley and oats promised to 
be very good crops. In Belgium a bet­
ter tone prevailed, and at Antwerp an ad­
vance was askedfor fine qualities. In Germany 
wheat fluctuated a good deal at Berlin : but at 
Hamburg it was quiet and unchanged. Reports 
of crops varied considerably, but wheat and bar­
ley, on the whole, look promising. Advices from 
Vienna of the 14th ult. stated that the wheat 
market there had been inactive, and prices had 
somewhat given way, bnt at the close a better 
tone prevailed.in consequence of the reporte from 
Hungary of the treating of wheat not turning 
ont aa satisfactory as expected. At Pesth wheat 
showed a slight recovery in prices. According 
to an official report the wheat crop in Hungary is 
said to be an average,but the official account last 
year proved to be very incorrect. And 
According to an estimate pnblished in the 
Vienna wirner Lloyd the Hungarian crop is 
estimated at 11 per cent below that of last year ; 
while in Austria proper the harvest is expected 
to be comparatively better than Hungary. Tele­
graphic advices from Russia showed the ship­
ments from Cronstadt in the week ending on the 
21st ult to have been 84.935 quarters of wheat 
and since the opening of navigation 634.000 quar­
ters against 350.000 last year. And mail advices 
from the Black Pea ports stated that crops in 
southern Russia were expected to be equal, if 
not superior, to last year's ; fair seed crops were 
also expected. The business doing at Odessa 
bad been small, and soft sorts had declined for 
the lower qualities, but the superior sorte were 
maintained. States' markets seem to have been 
decidedly ‘quiet through the week, bnt 
have been tending upwards during the 
last two days. Till then, however, there 
is said to have been scarcely any 
export demand at New York. The new wheat 
offered there from Ohio and Indiana has proved 
to be of the most ordinary character, some of it 
unfit for chicken feed. The yield, as threshing 
progresses, proves in a great majority of the 
beet wheat counties in those States to be very 
disappointing, from 40 lb. to the bushel up to 63 
lb., the average below 53 lb. But reports ot the 
spring wheat crop show some improvement in 
it. In the west the most marked feature in the 
situation is said to be the very small movement 
of wheat to the primary markets as compared 
with last year. The receipts at St. Louis. Chi­
cago, Milwaukee, Toledo, and Detroit, for the 
past week, were 1.242,778 bushels, as compared 
with 3,597.000 bushels in the corresponding 
week in 1882. The exports of wheat and 
floor from the United States seaboard, and from 
Montreal for the week ending ou the *th insu 
were 166,628 bbls. of flour, and 1.060.416 bushels 
of wheat, against 168.265 bbls. of floor and 3,968 - 
425 bushels of wheat In the corresponding week 
last year. The visible supply of grain comprising 
the stocks in granary at the principal points of 
accumulation at lake and Atlantic ports, and on 
rail and on the Mississippi river, and afloat on
