OBITUARY NOTES.

The Rev. H. J, Ntt, editor of the Observer,
ot Bowmanville, who was taken suddenly ill
a few days ago, died on Sunday at 5.20 p.m.

Rev. Alexander Czvitkovicz, better known
as Father Alexander, died on Friday, aged 76
years. Heiwas the founder of the order of
the Redemptionists in America, and was a
very successful -missionary among the In-
dians.

Friends and acquaintances of Mr. Ernestus
Crombie, barnster, will regret to hear of his
death, which took on Sunday aitérnoon
at his residence, Toronto. His death was
oceasioned by an attack of paresis, con¥racted
some four years ago. He was perhaps known
as solicitor for the Bank of Montreal, a position
which he held for twenty years, when he
was given the enviable position of chief
counsel for Ontario,

Mr. Glalistone stated in the: House of
Commons on Monday that the re-organization
of Egypt had been d&layed by the prevalence
oi cholera, and that the British troops could
not be recalled until a stable Govgrament
had been established.

A box of dynamite with a lighted fuse at-
tached was discovered in a large linen factory
at Cupar-Fife, Scotland. The fuse was
fortunately extinguished in time to prevent an
explosion, and the affair is in the hands of the
police, who suspect Fenianism.

Sir Charles Dilke states the general
health of England to be very satisfactory at
present ; but the most stringent precautions
will be taken against the introduction of
cholera for six weeks, by the end of which
time he thinks the danger will have passed.

In the House of Lords Lord Derby stated
that the' Government sgreed with the prin-
ciple of Mr. Stephen’s Irish emigrasion
scheme, but required the Dominion Govern-
ment to assume the responsibility of the
loan. Negotiations on the subject were still
being carried on.

A Jew who was recently sumnfoned to sit
on acoroner’s jury in London excused him-
self on the ground that, being a descendant
of the high priest, he was exempt from seeing
a dead body. The coroner ruled that the
Levitical law was dot binding in this court,
and fined the Jew forty shilings.

late as midsummer.

IRISH AFFAIRS.

Capt. Phelan, supposed to be the maur-
derer of Carey the informer, has turned up
at Cork. a

Mr. Parnell will be unable to visit Amer-
ica, he says, until after the coming general
elections in Great Britain and Ireland,

The Daublin Invincibles ciaim that none of
the informers can escape them, and that their
death, though it may be delayed, will be ulti-
mately effected.

Owing to the excitement in-Dublin over
Carey’s death, the special -measures of pro-
tection for officials connected with the Pheenix
park case have been resumed.

Mr. Parnell has received & very pressing
invitation to visit America, but his coileagues
do not favour the trip, as they believe he will
be urgently needed 1n Ireland.

Upon the arrival of the steamer Pathon at
Melbourne, Kavanagh, Joseph Hanlon, and
Joseph Smith,. informers in the Pheenix park
murder trial, were identified and prohibited
from landing.

At an ovation accorded Michael Davitt in
county Clare on Sunday, she said that the
British Government was mow s0 weak it
could not protect the lite of one of its vilest
instruments.

three of the men, Kavanagh, Smith, and
Hanlon, and to have allowed them to be put
ashore would have led certainly to riot, and
probably to murder. The Invincibles here
say, however, that none of the informers can

prevent, their being put to death,

contaming between four and five ounces
of dynamite. The judge asked whether the
dynamite hiad been deprived of its dangerous
qualities. The constables replied that 1t had
not ; whereupon his Lordship directed him to
take it away at once, When the examination
of the witness was about to be resumed some
one directed attention to a number ot par-
ticles resembling fragments of bricks lying
on the table almost beneath the witness’
feet. The c¢onstable 1 rolling up the
dynamite had spilled some of it, and sev-
eral persons, on seeing this, made a hasty
move, aud something akin to a panic
seemed likely to ensue. His Lordship directed
that no one who did not understand how to
handle dynamite should attempt to remove
the grains off the table and ordered the con-
stable to be sent for, but to leave his parcel
dutside.  The foreman of the jury suggested
that ' the court should adjourn for five
minutes, and to this proposal the judge
readily assented. Sub-I tor Royse then
swept off the particles with his kerchief
on to.a sheet of paper and had them conveyed
out of court, and the trial was resumed.

He was forced with his family into
the workhouse, Even there the paupers
turned against him and rendered his existence
so unendurable that he ventured into the
outer world again with the desperate resolve
to beg or'steal as much as would take him
out of the country. Three days aiter his
body was discovered in Skipper’s alley, and
two bullets in his head told from what’
quarter his death sentence had come. No
ciue has ever been found to justify an arrrest
for the crime.

Waruer, the Cork informer, who was the
first to reveal the existence of the seditious
spirit in the army, was attacked & year or so
.nbacguently in Clontarf. He was severely
wounded, but did not die then, and his as-
sailant, who was taken on the spot, got off
with twenty years’ penal servitade. ar-
per’s wounds hastened his death, and added
to the agony of bis last moments, Talbot,
to whom the lifelong imprisonment of Ser-
geant McCarthy and other military Fenians
was due, escaped for five or six years, but it
was only a respite, not a reprieve. He was
eventually shot through the head in Hard-
wicke street, Dublin, after leaving a brothel,
He died in terrible pain, which was intensi-
fied by the bungling of surgeons who attend-
ed him, and who, in probing for the bullet,
explored every inch of his cranium. Another
military informer named Meara wasshot dead
in a public-house 1n Bishop street, Dublin,
before he had ended his appearances as a wit-
ness in the court-martial. The last informer
who suffered the death pemalty previous to
Carey was a man named Clarke, who was
traced all the way from Mayo to Western
Australia, and shot whilst eggaged in plough-
ing a field, — Philadelpnia Press.

Disastrous Storm,

GrEEswoop, Aug. 6.—A terribl¢ hail,
rain, and wind storm wvisited this place on
Thursday, the 20d inss., causing fearful de-
struction all along its course.

A person going over the ftract of country
visited by the storm wonld certainly feel
sorry for all the farmers all along the route,
and more particularly for the poor tenants
who bave their rents to pay, as they have in
this township.

A Farmer in Traeadie, N.§,, Deliberately
Shot Dead, o

AxTicoxisu, N.S., Aug. L.—A most hor-
rible and celd blooded murder ocenrred as
Tracadie yesterday. For sowe time past
Frank Bowie and Randall McDonald, both
farmers, bave been in dispute about a lot of
land on which McDonald was catting hay.
Yesterday a son of Bowie, aged 15, attacked
him with a gun and mortally wounded him.
Young Bowie, during the past few weeks,
has been threatening to shoot McDonald, and
carried out his designs yesterday, Deputy
Sheriff Smith left last evening to arrest him.

An inquest was held at Tracadie last even-
ing om the body of Randall McDonald, when
the jury returned a verdict of ** wilful mur-
der " against James Bowie, and a warrant was
issued for his arrest. The medical evidence
shows the shot to have taken effect above the
hip, causing a mortal wound.

It appears that Bowie had repeatedly
threatened McDonald with shooting i he
should cut hay off the -land in dispute, so
much so that McDonald bad recourse to legal
protection. and a constable was on the spot
with a warrant for the apprehension of
Bowie. Unfortunately he was not near
enough to prevent the murder. Poor Me-
Donaid’s wife was an eye-witness of the
murder, She saw the assassin leave
the clumpof trees that fringed the meadow
and saw him level his gun, and raised an
alarm. Though her cries did not arrest the
miscreant’s shot they brought the counstable,
who raised the wounded man and took him to
bis house. Medical aid was wired for, but
death ensued in 'an hour and a half after his
wound. The boy assassin, retaining his
weapon, was seen crossing the harbour in a
boat, apparently at hand for his escape.

RAT PORTAGE AFFAIRS.

Mr. Norquay’s Return to the City
.. of Winnipeg.

THE COURSE. MANITOBA WILL PURSUE.

WinNreee, Aug. 6.—Mr. Norquay has just
returned from Rat Portage, and has been in-
terviewed by a T'imes’ reporter. In answer to
the question whether or not Muu}ho}n
would consent to Ontario exercising jurisdic-
tion in Keewatin, Mr. Norquay said Manitoba
would allow nothing of the kind. If Ontaro
officials pretend to administer authority at
Rat Portage, Manitoba will consider it an 1n-
terference with the peace, and will demand
that $he Ontario Government remove the
officials. In the event of Ontario refusing to
remove her officials, Mani®ba will consider
any executive act of such officials an offence,
and will arrest such officials as disturbers of
the peace. Shouid Ontario officials attempt
to arrest anyone in Keewatin, Manitoba will
resent such action.

In answer to a question, Mr. Norquay says
Rat Portage is undoubtedly in Manitoba.
Law and order was maintained in Rat Port-

e by the Manitoba police previous to the

vent of the Ontario officials there. ~All the
disturbance that occurred was caused by On-
tario officials. Manitoba bas heid court at

jurisdiction has ever been raised until now.
Ontario chooses to interfere on the eve of the
Algoma election. The Government of Mani-
toba is determi to act with energy and
decision in the present crisis, and has no
reason to fear the result. If another clash of
authority is hound to come at Rat Portage,
Manitoba will do as before,

THE MURDERED INFORMER.

Futile Attempts to Obtain_a Written Par-
don and a Money Reward.

Loxpow, Aug. 2.—The Government, it is
stated, had great difficuity in getting rid of
Carey. He gave them much trouble in re.
spect of his demand for a written pardon,
and  his permstent claim to a money re-
ward for his services as intormer, Carey also
claimed that he should have protection
whether he left the coun or remained in
it. None of these demands were complied
with. [t was decided not to give hima
written pardon, and Lord Spencer was equal-
ly firm in refusing to recognize. his claim to
any portion of the reward, and the result was
that he went to a foreign shore with some
means of his own, but without having re-
ceived any public money. Some weeksago the
preliminary steps were taken :

Thus
driven to bay, he chose the first-mentioned
altervative, He was conveyed the same
night to Kingstown in the cab in which he
had been brought from . Kilmainham.: He
slepton board the steamer, and, accompanied
by a detective, crossed to Holyhead and
thence to London, whither his iamily had
been aiready removed in detachments, along
with other informers and their families,
notably Robert Farrel. The detective who
accompanied Carey on board the steamer
which was to convey him to his destination,
and who handed him his passage warrant en-
closed in a sealed envelope, was not aware
of Carey’s destination. That destination was
Port Elizabeth,

On hearing this decision he started with
amazement, and inquired what the Govern-
ment intended to do with him. What, he
asked, was to oe his reward? What provi-
sion had been made for his protection? He
was struck dumb with astonishment when in-
formed be would receive no reward, neither
would protection be extended to him, and he
could now take his choice—either to go to the
colony for which his passage had been paid,
or the door was open to him to walk onta
free man among the citizens. Being assured
that it was the decision of the aunthorities
his fury seemed ' to consume him, and
when the question was put whether he would
take his h%erty or his passage to: atother
clime he got overcome with fear at the pro-
spect of being tarned out into the streets.

James Carey was -a bricklayer in Dublin,
and a. member of the Town Councik - Some
months after the assassination of Lord Cav-
endish and Mr. Burke the police arrested
him and many others. Eventually Carey
and seven others were arraigned on a charge
of murder. ‘After parleying for some time
with the authorities he confessed that he was
not only present at the assassination, but that
he was one of the master spirits of the con-
spiracy. He had belonged to the Fenian
Brotherhood since 1862, and became an Irish
Iuvincible in 1881, He unngd plans for
the murder of Secretary orster, but
they fell through. Finally it was de-
cided to kill Mr. Burke, and Carey
took a party of seven, consisting of
Curley, Joseph Hanlon, Fagan, Brady, Kelly,
McCaffrey and Patrick Delaney, into Pheenix

ark. The murders were committed by

rady and Curley, Carey taking no actual
part in the stabbing, but aiding and abetting.
Carey gave evidence against the seven prison-
ers, gve of whom were afterward hanged.
Mrs, Carey was boycotted and Carey’s house
was set on on fire, presumably by Invincibles,
On the application of the Collector-General'
of the Rates Carey was adjudged a bankrupt
on account of the rates on his property not
having been paid. He threatened to resume
his place in the Town Council and to con-
tinue his business as a. bricklayer. These
threats were made in order to induce the
Government to give him some reward or pur-
chase his consent to emigrate. His applica-
tions for a written pardon were unheeded ;
his demands for terms were unanswered ; his
brother Peter was removed from his com-
pany, so that he did not know what had be-
come of him ; other informers had left the
prison, and he knew not whither they had
gone. He began to suspect that something
had been done.with his family, and the ex-

ression in a letter, written shortly’betore

e was taken from Kilmainham, shows he
was suspicicus that thev had been, as he
terms it. * kidnapped.” Carey’s elder
children were first sent away ; then his wife
and the younger members of the family fol-
lowed, it being intimated to them that Carey 1
would meet them at a certain port.

The following is supposed to be the last let-
ter he ever wrote. 1t was addressed to a per-
son outside Kilmainham gaol, . who had a
great number of desling with James Carey
after the latter’s arrest and 1mprisonment :—

“ SuNDpAy, 1st July.

¢ 81r,—I hope you will send round to the
Lord Mayor an Apology for my non Attend-
ance at Monday's meeting. I would wish
very much you would. I expected that I
would be in town before this. I require &
day in town and a few days elsewhere betore
starting—] know it is your own time
that is the cause. I might have re-
ceived word about the safe departure
of some of my near friends—all busi-
ness no feeling—also the pardon as
you can depend on no one—it is best to be
sure. I hope it is not a case of kidnap. ing
my near Friends away from me—I expect to
hear from yon to-day. I know you bave a
deal of trouble about me—but if you were in
my place—then you would excuse me for
troubling you. My Brother to was removed
even in Chapel and a Convict sentenced for
Life put alongside of mne—good enough.

The Irish police stated that
they had plenty of evidence to connect him
with capital crimes, and according to his-own
admissions on cross-examination his career
had been one of conspiracy and wickedness,

LEGENDS OF THE ST. LAWRENCE,

Rival Indians at Massacre Island—An
Aveuging Sguaw,

There are many places in the vicinity of
Bic which are’ of considerable historical in-
terest. Just outside the bay, says a corres-
pondent of the Kingston News, lies a large
island, ' bearing the suggestive name of
Massacre Island.+ On the south-east side of
this island is a lofty cliff, in the face of which
one can see vhe mouth of the large cave, ac-
cessibie only with considerable difficulty,
even at high tide. This cave has a history of
1ts own, which was related to me by a friend
resident here, and the truth of which is
vouched for, * It is as follows :—In the year
1533, about a year before the first arrival of

large bend of Mountaincer Indians, with
their old men, squaws, and papooses, started
from the vicinity of Rimouski on their annual
summer huuting expedition. All went well
until they reached Bic, where they were
alarmed by the intelligence brought in by
the scouts, that the Iroquois, their deadly
enemies, were close at hand in over-
whelming numbers. (Immediate action
was necessary, so0 the old men, squaws,

pooses and other.impediments were harried
ﬁ:ck to Rimouski; while the warriors, wisely
considering dwmcretion the better part of
valour, lpoked about for a place of conceal.
ment, ‘hopiag that either they would be passed
by unobserved by the enemy, or thatachance
would be given for a night attack. The cave
on Massacre Island was chosen, and here the
braves secreted themselves, blocking up the
entrance with large stones. Immediately
afterwards the Iroquois arrived on the island,
and though they had - been apprised of the
vicinity of the Mountaineers they could not
find theix place of concealment. However,
they resolved to make the island their head-
quarters for a few dayl, while scouts were
gent out to try ‘sn; discover the whem‘t:::
pf-the enémy.- Fhings remained ata b

until the third day,

taking & walk along the beach at low tide,
happened to upward across the face
of the cliff, and saw the warm breath of the
Mountaineers issuing from the mouth of the
cave. This was enough for the acute per-
ception of the old Indian, and a council of
war was held. An attack was made at once,
but the tide being low, the beseigers were
laced at a disadvantage and repulsed with
oss. It was decided to make another attack
at high tide, but in the meantime the Moun-
taineers managed to collect a quantity of
brush which they placed in front of the aper-
ture as a fortification. This proved their
ruin, however, for the Iroquois set fire to
this brush, and before the unfortunate beings
were aware of the fact they were canght like
rats in a hole, suffocated with the smoke, and
were completely at the mercy-of the merciless
enemy. Kscape was impossible, and a
scene of wholesale bautchery iollow-
ed. The Moun‘aineers were massa-
cred, one and all; and the victorious
Iroquois returned home with three hundred
fresnly taken scalps hanging fgom their belts.
Jacqaes Cartier arrived the next year, land-
ing at the . Baie. de Chaleur, and it is & well-
known fact of history how, on his return to
France, he took with him'a couple of young
braves, On his return next year he pene-
trated as far ss Quebec, and while passing Bic
these young braves narrated to him the events
| of the massacre., He paid a visit to the cave,
and was hornified to find

THE DECAYING BODIES

of the three hundred massacred Indians still
there, Cartier gave a full account of the oc-
currence in his official report to the home
authorities. . Another legend in this connec-
tion narrates how the Mountaineers terribly
revenged this massacre. It may be briefly
stated as follows :—Some few years after the
tragedy on Massacre Isiand, a'band of Iroquois
were in pursuit of a number of Mountaineers,
who ledP them into the forest bordering the
shores of the Madawaska river, An old and
feeble squaw was left behind by the pursued
as if deserted.. She was taken by the Iro-
) quois and pressed into service as guide. The
old woman, with the proverbial cunning of
her sex, led her captors to the Madawaska
‘river, and so timed the progress of the party
that night found them in the vicinity of an
exceedingly dangerous waterfall, Overcome
by fatigue, the braves tied their canoes to-
gether and, leaving all in the hands of the oid
squaw and two warriors in the foremost
canoe, lay down and went to sleep. In the
darkness the near approach to the fall was
unnoticed, and at the last moment the old
woman severed the cord which attached her
canoe to the others, and pointing out the
danger to her companions, made for the
shore, leaving the others to meet tbeir fate.
Allwent over the fall together, and were
drowned. Thus was the butchery on Massa-
cre Island terriblyjrevenged.

PUBLIC CREAMERIES,
Lasr session the Ontario Legislature, for

the purpose of encouraging butter-making
and securing improvements in the systems
now followed by the butter-makers, passed
an Act providing for the establishment of
public creameries. The Opposition loyally
assisted the passage of the measure, but it
strenuously opposed an amendment intro<
duced by the Government, .at the instiga-
tion of interested parties, authorizing the
appointment of what was termed a con-
sulting board to select sites for the cream-
eries and to manage the -establishments
when built: It was very properly argued
that institutions supported by public
money should be erected and managed by
responsible Ministers. The Government,
however, would listen. to no such irgn-
meut, and it pressed its amendment under
which the creameries are to be conitrolled
by irresponsible individuals, * .

The Consulting or Advisory Board was
organized, as & correspondent whose letter
recently appeared in Te Maxx, states, on
March 22nd, more than four months ago ;
but up to the present moment not one
further step has been taken in the direc-
tion of establishing the creameries. Why
is this? With ordinary business speed the
¢reameries could by this time have been
established, and have been in working
order. Is Mr. Baunanryse, M. P. P.,
who seems to be the controllér of the Ad-
visory Board, interested in delaying the
érection of the creameries? His conduct,
for which Mr. Youwne, the new Minister
of Agriculture, is partly respansible,
would seem to_indicate that such 1s the
case. Before Mr. BartanTyns had the
power to delay matters, the Government
bad in its possession complete plans
of the creametriés, which  were pre-
gared with much care, and were declared

y the best buttermen in the United
States to be of the latest and best design.
All that was necessary for the Advisory
Board to do wis t6 seléct the sites for the
three creameries and to proceed at once on
the lines laid down by the plans, udopt~
ing, a8 time went on, new discoveries
which might be made in the art .of butter-
muking.

They were at luast_Jogical, and never pre-
tended to meddle with -the uncertain or
the unknown—that is, what were both to
physical observation. It was the preva-
lent theory then to ignore; to-day, the at-
tempt is made to explore. With the old
sceptics it was sifficient to proclaim that
goul and spirituality were imperceptible by
the microscope. "Nowadays, 1t is sought
“to-disprove their existence by spectrum
analysis. Both plans are futile; the old
one admittedly so, the latter demonstrably
false on its own showing.

Nevertheless we are not disposed - to
‘s&:k angrily, as the London Spectator

y of ‘‘the arrogance of science.”
Human knowledge, it appears to us, is apt
to pass through exulting crises, during
which men devoted to research are apt to
fancy that they have fathomed the depths
of existence and mastered the secrecy of
being. There is little novelty in the con-
ceit to the student of history. The world
has passed through similar experiences be-
fore, and the brains at present 8o busy in
fabricating materialistic theories are not
moro highly organized than those now
desiecated in their bony caskets, crumbling
together with the clods of the valley. The
research into the hidden mysteries of
nature i attempted in vain from the
physical side. Pursue it as earnestly as
you may, the cul de sac must terminate
the huut at its extremity. §

for which neither their bodily senses nor
their scientific appliancer can serve them.
They are entitled to all gratitude for their
material labours, but into the world of
mind and spirit they have advanced no
step. There the expert’s tools avail him
nothing. Hemay deny what his micro-
scope cannot discover, or his telescope
d , but if , exists notwithstunding.

The § From the Ha ifax ﬁaﬁlld.
! e first prince ¢ rayal b.ood of Eng-
ud to vuil??[m 2 was Prince William
rward &- 1V., whe arrived
in Halifax on the 4th Uctober, 1786. The
historian M. peords that **he landed
i p mq the people thronged
im. He was weloumed by
e general commanding apd the lipatenant-
gevernor. At Government house he received
the congratulations of she officers of the gar-
rison and the principal imbabitants of the
I'aol\rn. Having ex the de;ire that all
military forms and etigu with respect to
his pri?mly digaity, ‘:l?ould laid aside and
himself considered merely as & naval com-
mander, general orders were accordingly
given to the to that purport.” But
1t was found impossible to stop the general
tide of joy which is alleged to - have
*pervaded the ranks of the people,”
and in the evening every house was illu-
minated and the streets were thronged with
le full of cheerfulness and satisfac-
dion. On the 25th of October the prince
sailed for the West [ndies. A year later he
returned to Halifax, and was o loyaliy
and enthusiastically received. - In the even-
ing he gave a vall, and the town was illamin-
ated. A few days later he reviewed the
troops and lceegﬁed an address from the
people. When the prinee returned from a
eruise to Quebec in ta November following,
he received an address from both the assem-
bly and $he council, and wasa honoured

PRINCE EDWARD,

On Satorday, the 10th of May, 1704,
Prince Edward arrived at Halifax 1 H. M.
frigate Blanche, eleven days from 8t. Kitis,
His Royal Highness landed under a royal
salute from the Blanche, and from the
citadel. On Monday a royal salute was fired
front"the parade, which was avswered by
batteries of the garnson, On Wedresday
evenng the town was illuminated. The
same day there had been a crowded levee at
the Government house, when addresses were
gresented to the prince. On Satarday,.the
24th, Prince Edward reviewed the troops
stationed here. On Monday the bishop pre-
sented him with an address on behaii of him-
self and his clergy, .On the 14th of June the
prince started on a journey through the
province, The Zebra, sloop of war, ate
tended him at Annapolis, and cenveyed him
over the bay. He arrived at Fredericton on
the 21s¢ of  June; visited St
John and Digby, among other places,
and returned  to Halifax on Satur-
day, the 28th, On Sunday, November 2nd,
the prince’s birthday, there was a salute fired
from the citadel a levee at Government
house, On Monday evening a ball and sup-

r was given there to the army, navy, and
inhabitants. On St. George’s day,  April
23rd, a digner was given by the society, at
which the prince was preseat. On August
8th, 1798, Prince Edward was riding in

that the bureau at Washington, U.,S,, pub-
lishes annually a large volume, which not
only includes statistics of the United States,
but also of Canada. In addition to this, the
burean publishes inpumerable cironlars on
many subjects which are  largely cirenlated.
There is a want for such an organization in
Canada, and 1t is the right of the teachers to
take the matter up.”

On the subject of the authorization of the
new school readers the Brockville Alonitor
savs :—*'* When the late Dr. Ryerson was at
the head of the Education Departmens he
pursued apolicy of great prudence snd tach
mn the matter of school books—a policy, toa,
whieh not only produced peace and harmony
amongst schooi book publishers, but alse
tended greatly to the benefit of the public at
large, in so much as it secured cheapness and
uniformity in text-books im the Pubhg
Schools.” Now, however, all thisis changed,
and chaos reigns supreme. Arthur Scissbrs
Hardy has tried his hand at managing the
Department of Education, and has made a
mull of everything. Two different sets of
readers—different both as regards cost and

quahity—have been authorized. Each sehool

The remedy
lies im not selecting too many studies for o
grade, but in the proper regulation ?5
the course .of study, . Frequent visits
of school inspectors are likely to induce
cram, the teacher "being not omly anxious
to achieve & repatation,” but to benefit
his purpose.” Inspector Wetmore expressed
his firm conviction that the periodical ex-
aminations for superior allowances encourage
cramming, and that terminal examinatioas
have a like effect. In conmection with the
above, it may be stated that the Legislative
grant to High Schools aud Collegiate Insti-
tutes is increased or dimmished according to
the number of students from these institu-
tions who succeed in passing the intermediate
examination—a most prenicions system,
which directly encourages cramming, since 1t
is to the advantage of headmasters t» pass as
many as possible in order to obtain the larger
grant.

FOREIGN,

The American system of educatign has been
introdueced into New Zealand, anll there are
64,406 pupils in 836 schools,the University of
New Zealand being empowered by royal char-
ter to confer degrees’ ranking with those of
Oxford and Cambridge.

Mr, Samuel Morley, M.P., speaking at the
recent meeting of the city and guilds of Lon-

don Institute, on the value of technical edu- -

cation, stated that Dr. Carpenter, who had
recently returned from America, had told
him that in some departments of iron work,
in order to get the most delicate kinds of
work done, it had been found necessary to
workmen from the United States to
. This was a proof that artissns
needed to be instructed in the science of
their labour, The competition of the hand
had become the competition of the inteliect.
Aunotherresalt of these art schools and classes
had been to rehieve the manufacturers of ths
necessity of setiding to Paris for sketches
and patterns for laces.

Professor Huxley said, in a recent lecture :

STATEMENT OF AN EYE-WITNESS

A young man named George Holn
claims to have seen the shooting, nf
following statement : —

tion. Dr. Rand, speaking on the resolution
at the session of the New Brunswick iusti-
tute, explained that *‘The object of such &
bureau is to gatheg all the edueational statis-
tics of the Dominion, digest, publish, and
circulate them. The speaker pointed ou§
that the bureau at Washington, U.S,, pub-
lishes annunally a large volume, which not
only includes statistics of the United States,
but also of Canada. In addition to this, the
bureau publishes inpumerable circalars on
many subjects which are largely cireulated.
There is a want for such an organization in
Canada, and 1t is the right of the teachers to
take the matter up.”

On the subje-t of the authorization of the
new school readers the Brockville Monitor
savs :—** When the late Dr. Ryerson was at
the head of the Education Department be
pursued apolicy of great prudence ?nd tact
in the matter of school books—a policy, toa,
which not only produced peace and barmony
amongst school book publishers, but also
tended greatly to the benefit of the public at
arge, in so much as it secared cheapness and
uniformity in text-books in the Pubhle
Schools.” Now, however, all this is ¢hanged,
and chaos reigns supreme. Arthur Scissbrs
Hardy has tried his hand at managing the
Department of Education, and has made s
mull of everything. Two different sets of
readers—different both as regards cost and
quality—have been authorized. Each seheol
section can have its choice, and consequently
the publisher with the longest poocket will
ultimately win the day. We cannok imagine
a more sensecless arrangement.

In conamcction with the
above, it may be stated that the Legislative
grant to High Schools aud Collegiate Inati-
tutes is increased or dimmished according to
the number of students from these institu-
tions who succeed in passing the intermediate
examination—a most prenicious system,
which directly enconrages cramming, since 1t
is to the advantage of headmasters t) pass as
many as possible in order to obtain the larger
graot.

FOREIGN,

The American system of educatigp has been
introduced into New Zealand, anll there are
64,406 pupils in 836 schools,the University of
New Zealand being empowered by royal char-
ter to confer degrees’ ranking with those of
Oxford and Cambridge.

Mr, Samuel Morley, M.P., speaking at the
recent meeting of the city and guilds of Len-
don Institute, on the value of technical edu-
cation, stated that Dr. Carpenter, who had
recently returned from America, had told
him that in some departments of iron work,
in order to get the most delicate kinds of
work done, it had been found necessary to
brifig workmen from the United  States to
Eagland.

THE MAID OF THE MIST.

How She Carried Three Persons Through
Whirlpool Rapids Alive,

A short sketch of the memorable trip of the
Maid of the Mist, on which were the only
persons who ever went through the whirlpool
rapids and the whirlpool itself and came out
alive, will be of interest. The boat which
made the trip was built in 1854. Forawhile
she took passengers from both the American
and Canadian shore, and ran up very close to’
the foot of the Falls. Owing to some change
in her appointments, which confined her to
the Canadian shore for the reception of pas-
sengers, she became unprofitable. Her owner,
wishing to leave the place, defermined to sell
her, and he received an offer of little more
than half her cost if he would deliver her at
Niagara, opposite the fort. This he decided
to do after consultation with Joel R. Robin-
son, who acted as captain pilot on her
trips under the Falls, Mr. Robinson

CONSENTED TO ACT AS PILOT

for the fearful voyage, and the engineer, Mr,
Jones, to go with him. A machinist,
Mr. Mclntyre, volunteered to share the risk
with them. The boat was put 1n complete
trim, all superfluous articles being.removed
from the deck and hold.
